The projects will help address
the present and future popula-
tion growth going on in Novi.
The district expects around 600
more residences to begin pop-
ping up around the community,

thus adding to each school’
student count.

Steve Barr, NCS assistant
superintendent of business oper-
ations, said, “Sustaining and
enhancing the excellence of Novi
schools isthe main priority.”
With an increase in students,
administrators don't want to
miss a beat in maintaining the
district as one of the best around.

environment. The district is designed to promote development consistent with the City of
Northville Master Plan, and in a manner which assures quality building design and site
development. It is further designed to regulate the location of parking, regulate building
height to adtneve appropriate scale, and encourage the development of a pedestrian-friendly
environment.

The ordinance was introduced for first reading on February 17,2015 and wes adoBted by
the City Council on March 16, 2015. The ordinance shall become effective on April 3,2015.
The complete text of the ordinance amendment is available for public review at the Clt%/ of
Northville Municipal Building, Office of the City Clerk or the Building Department, 215 W
Main Street, Northville, Michigan, 48167, 248-349-1300, Monday through Friday, between
the hours 0f8:00 am. t0 4:30 p.m 'or on the City’s website at vwiw.ci.northville.mi.us.

maple syrup from a ma-
ple tree.

The program, which
takes place every week-
end at the park’ Farm
Center, lasts about an
hour and begins with an
introduction by a park
interpreter.

“We'll talk about the
history of maple sug-
aring and how to identify
and tap into a suitable
maple tree,” park inter-
preter Danny Hecht said,
noting participants will

also be able to watch as
and learn about the proc-
ess of boiling the sap into
syrup at the Farm Cen-
ter’s outdoor evaporator.

“We also talk about
ways people can take
what they learn and try it
at home,” Hecht said. “It
takes 40 gallons of sap to
make one gallon of syr-
up, so if you get 10 gal-
lons of sap out of just a
few trees, you’ll end up
with enough syrup to fill
a mason jar.”

Outdoor temps need to
reach about 36 degrees
before the sap will flow,
but the program will run
every weekend in March,
regardless.

“We may even con-
tinue into April, depend-
ing on the weather,”
Hecht said.

Visitors can also stop
by the French and Native
camE - which runs most
weekends - to learn
about how sugaring tech-
niques have changed
throughout the years.

Real maple syrup
products will be avail-
able at the Farm Center
for sample and sale, as
well as backyard starter
kits for those who would
like to try the process at
home.

In addition, visitors
can also stop by the Farm
Center’s barns, where
spring babies are already
beginning to appear.

“Maple’s Sweet Story”
takes place at the Ken-
sington Metropark from
noon to 3 p.m. each Sat-
urday and Sunday in
March. Park officials

encourage participants
to dress for the weather,
as the program takes
place outdoors. Regis-
tration is not required
for the weekend pro-
grams. Cost is $5 for
adults; $3 for seniors and
children 3-12 years old;
children under 3 are
free.

Out of this world UFO stories told by Salem resident

Harry Willnus knows
all too well that eyebrows
will rise when he talks
about unidentified flying
objects, but that doesnt
stop the retired social
studies teacher from
continuing his 60-year
quest to see the issue
become accepted by the
mainstream population.

“UFO sightings are
reported every day
around the world and in
every country around the
world,” said the Salem
resident and former

resident of the Mutual

FO Network, the
world’s largest investiga-
tive body looking into the
UFO phenomena.

Willnus, like other
UFO enthusiasts, asks,
“Are we alone in the
universe?”

That question will be
the focus of his appear-
ance on the Science

Channel’s show Close
Encounters. Now in its
second season, Willnus
will appear on the show
at 10 p.m. March 31, talk-
ing about a reported
sighting in Exeter, N. H.

In the March 20,1966,
Dexter case, a group of
people, including police
officers, reported seeing
an object turn from a
blue green to a brilliant
red to yellow. It rose 500
feet and returned to the
ground, one man said.

Trying to investigate
further, the officers said
they went out to the far
edge of the wooded area
and also saw a brilliant
light appear and then
disappear. The officers
said when they returned
to their patrol vehicle, a
group of people had gath-
ered and reported seeing
something similar. These
witnesses said the object
departed ina western
direction at a high rate of
speed.

Avery on Feb. 10,1978.
Avery was on his way to
the airport on Interstate
275 when he and his wife
saw two lights hoverin
over their car “for 30,40,
50 seconds.” He called
the radio station and
spoke on air, describing
the aircraft with Warren
Pierce. Willnus has the
report recorded on his
smart phone.

The sighting was nev-
er debunked, Willnus
said. In fact, two men,
who were walking in the
Merriman Road and
Michigan Avenue area
later reported they saw a
similar aircraft about
five minutes before
Avery’s report.

The U.S. Air Force
investigated UFO sight-
ings from 1947-69, in
Project Blue Book, which
consisted of 12,618 ac-
counts spanning nearly
130,000 pages, Willnus
said. The project was

discontinued, however,
after a committee
formed at the request of
President Gerald Ford
concluded UFOs werent
athreat to national secu-
rity.

Sightings on the rise
Sightings have dou-
bled in the last couple of

years, Willnus said.

“This major increase
shows there’s something
going on,” he said. “It’s
driving the interest in the
number one question:
‘Are we alone?’ Are there
other intelligences out
there?

“After studying UFOs,
it becomes obvious we
are not alone,” he added.
“I base that on the fact
that there are 200 sight-
ings every day around
the world. There’s pic-
tures, photos and movies.
It’s not a hoax when these
crafts can disappear
before our eyes. Or fly at
over 1,000 miles an hour

and make a right angle
turn or stop on a dime.”
He does note, howev-
er, that 90 percent of
reported UFOs can be
explained by something
other than an extrater-
restrial visit. The UFO
might actually be a
blimp, a flock of birds
flying at night or even
the planet Venus, be-
cause it’s the closest to
Earth and moves quickly.
“The other 10 ﬁercent,

we’re not sure what they
are,” Willnus said. “I
think a good many of
those are that we are
bein% visited by intelli-

ent life off the planet

arth. Look at the evi-
dence. The evidence is,
overwhelmingly, there is
a UFO phenomenon that
we don't understand at
this time.

Duff,
25, grew up inthe area
and attended Northville
schools, graduating from
Northville High in 2008.
He went on to graduate
from Grand Valley State
University in 2012 with a
bachelor’ of science
degree in psychology
with a minor in business.

He currently resides in
Novi.

How it began

The idea for the busi-
ness grew during his high
school and college years,
when he had a summer
business in which he did
the same types of ser-
vices as Q-H, but by him-

self.

“When | got out of
college, I still didnt know
what | wanted to do. So |
worked as a painter for
about two years until |
came to the decision that
I would try and start a
unique type of business
that would have low star-
tup costs and be based on
future trends,” he said.
“It was at that point that |
got the idea of trying to
simply expand on my
summer business by
hiring a bunch of willing
young adults to do the
work, while | managed
and worked on the new
business.”

Things have been
tough in getting the busi-
ness off the ground; the
biggest challenge is get-
ting the word out.

“However, right now
we simply don't have
enough volume to be
making money off this
business.

“This is especial-
ly difficult, because the
type of business we are is
unusual to most. The
hardest challenge is get-
ting that first job with a
new client.

Another tactic to pre-
vent people knowing
when you aren’t home is
to block friends from
“tagging you” at loca-
tions when you are to-
gether. You can also
make your profiles pri-
vate on Instagram and
Twitter to prevent the
public from seeing your
geo-located photos or
tweets.

While Facebook’s
privacy settings can be
easily changed to pre-
vent the spread of per-
sonal life details, the
same can't be said for

networks that exist for
the purpose of telling
people who you are.

One of the most pop-
ular social networks is
the six-year-old mobile-
based app named Four-
square. It does nothing
besides allow you to
“check in” to places that
aren’t home, thus telling
all your connections you
arent home.

Not using Foursquare
is a no-brainer. But what
about sites that arent so
obviously dangerous?
Take theknot.com, for
instance, where tens of
thousands of engaged
couples flock each year
to create custom wed-
ding websites. Often
times, those sites sell
your personal informa-
tion to vendors so they
can send you information
on tuxedo discounts and
limousine rentals. The
real danger, however, lies
in the wedding site cre-

ation where couples post
their wedding dates and
honeymoon plans.

Unless a website is
password protected,
anyone can find it, even
if they don't have the
URL, as the site will
come up in search engine
results.

Additionally, more
seasoned Internet users
could just scour wedding
sites for local weddings.

There is good news.
By making profiles pri-
vate, chec |n? security
settings regularly and
not offering up personal
information like vacation
plans or where your hide-
a-key is located, preda-
tors may focus on taking
advantage of someone
else who isn't so careful.

Fund for wounded soldiers helps
veteran who’s helping others

Josh Krajewski, 28, of
Livonia has struggled
with post traumatic
stress disorder since
serving as a military
police officer in Iraq
and Afghanistan, where
he was in numerous fire
fights, shot at with rock-
ets and endured heavy
mortar fire.

Discharged in 2009
from the U.S. Army, he
has had seven or eight
jobs, ranging from
working as a laborer to
selling insurance, but he
wasn't able to hold on to
any of them.

“It’s a hard transi-
tion,” he said of return-
ing to civilian life. The
military changes people
into what is normal for
the military, but “doesn*
translate into when you
come back home.”

The divorced father
of one received financial
help recently from the
Fallen and Wounded
Soldiers Fund, an all-
volunteer nonprofit
organization that helps
Michigan veterans un-
able to work because of
injuries suffered in the
Iraq and Afghanistan
camﬁaic};ns. o

The fund paid his
$1,300 property tax bill
and helped with some
utility and car pay-
ments. Krajewskil re-
ceives disability com-
pensation, but it’s not
en_ough to live on, he
said: “Sometimes people
just need a hand to get
back up on their feet
and that’s what they did
for me.”

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Skilled work force has key place In state’'srecovery

From the halls of Con-
gress to the state Capitol,
the buzzword these days
is career technical edu-
cation. Elected officials
at all levels have come to
the realization that the
blue-collar worker is an
important part ofto a
healthy economy.

U.S. Sen. Marco Ru-
bio, R-Florida, told his
colleagues recently that,
“This country has wrong-
ly stigmatized technical
education. We've created
this idea that unless you
get a four-year degree,
you are somehow not
successful.”

Gov. Rick Snyder
made it a part of this
year’ State of the State
address and budget pres-
entation, which proposes
more money for career
technical education, in-
cluding $10 million more
for the state’s Skilled
Trades Training Fund.

Ten years ago, the talk
was about all higher
education and increasing
the number of college
graduates in Michigan.
At the time, then-Gov.
Jennifer Granholm was
talking about “putting a

grams for people em-
ployed in skilled industri-
al occupations (primarily
the apprenticed skilled
tradessJ and for people
interested in entry into
skilled trades occupa-
tions. Oakland Communi-
ty College offers the
required related instruc-
tion classes for appren-
tices from area indus-
tries.

Even the state has
gotten on board with
MAT2 —the Michigan
Advanced Technician
Training Program, an
innovative, industry-
driven approach to edu-
cation. MAT2 combines
theory, practice and work
to train a globally com-
petitive workforce. It
also addresses two criti-
cal issues facing the
manufacturing and tech-
nology industries: a wid-
ening skills gap and an
aging workforce.

Steve Kay, principal of
Wayne-Westland Commu-
nity Schools’ William D.
Ford Career Technical
Center, said all the talk is

years that I've seen
something positive come

out of Lansing support-
ing career technical edu-
cation.”

For one hour Saturday, March 28, people livin
in more than 7,000 cities, towns and municipal-
ities in 162 countries and territories around the
world will turn off their lights for one hour be-
tween 8:30 p.m. and 9:30 p.m. in observance of
Earth Hour.

Started in Sydney, Australia, in 2007 as symbol-

ic lights-off event, Earth Hour has grown to be-
come the world’s
largest  grassroots

environmental
movement designed
to inspire people and
organizations to take
action to combat cli-
mate change.
Scientists  have
been trumpeting the
warning about global
warming for many
years and what they
have been saying can be seen in the data. The Eco-
nomics of Global Climate Change by Jonathan M.
Harris, Brian Roach and Anne-Marie Codur,
found that nine of the 10 warmest years in the
modern meteorological record have occurred
since the year 2000. Each of the last three decades
(1980s, 1990s, 2000s) has been successively warm-
er at the Earth’ surface than any preceding dec-
ade since 1850.

In the Northern Hemisphere, 1983-2012 was
likely the warmest 30-year period of the last 1,400
years. The year 2014 was recorded as the hottest
year since record-keeping began in 1880, accord-
ing to the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Ad-
ministration. Ocean and land temperatures rose
more than 1°F above the 20th century average.

A Subject to its own in-
ternal proce-
dures, your
association is
required to
include in any
meeting no-
tice any pro-

osal a mem-

er intends to
put forward at
a meeting,
provided it is
a proper subject for member
action, and provided the mem-
ber notified the association of
the intent to present the pro-
posal at the meeting within a
reasonable time, but refer to
your attorney for specific
requirements embodied in the
chanﬂes to the Nonprofit Act,
which became effective on
Jan. 15,2015.

Q: Because many of our
association members are
vacationing during certain
months, | would like to know
whether members may vote
on proposals t’))y ballot with-
out a meeting?

A If your bylaws or Arti-
cles of Incorporation contain a
provision permitting the tak-
Ing of actions of the members
without a meeting, then, yes,

our association may use bal-
ots in lieu of a meeting. Spe-
cific language is required in
the ballot. Members must have
at least 20, and up to 90 days to
vote after the association pro-
vides the ballot to them to cast
their vote.

Additionally, if 10 percent or
more of the members submit a
proposal for action by the
members without a meeting,
the ballot must also include
that proposed action based on
recent changes to the Michi-
gan Nonprofit Corporation Act.

A new job comes with more challenges than simply
learning everybody's names. And at some point in eve-
rybody's career, a project feels too big to tackle or the
workload feels insurmountable. Before you settle into a
pit of despair, though, check out these tips for overcom-
ing atough project, meeting the demands of a new role
and discussing your concerns with the boss. You may be
surprised by how quickly things can turn around.

Break it down

Chances are that you've only realized you're in over your
head after a big project is underway. And as Elissa Ash-
wood, CEO of Truly Accomplished, a talent technology
firm in Pittsburgh, notes, this isn't something that only
happens to new employees. She says, "In fact, the more
you succeed, the more you take on, the more likely you
are to feel this way at times. The secret is to handle it
well to resolve it!"

To do this, Ashwood says, take a cue from management
consultants, whose jobs are to deal with situations over
their heads. One trick they employ is to turn immediate
problems into smaller tasks. "Break the big problem into
several smaller problems.

And for
the ones you're stuck on? It's a lot easier to go to some-
one else and say 'l know the audience, problem and ve-
hicle, I'm stuck on the message.' For extra bonus points,
repeat this break-down on the part you're stuck on. For

example, the message

Go with the workflow

If your workload or responsibilities are more the prob-
lem than one specific project, it may be time for some of
your work habits and expectations to adapt. For exam-
ple, getting input from your team, making re-
alistic time commitments and managing your
progress are all ways to get back on track.

Here to elaborate is Jennifer Bevan, a career
coach based in Los Angeles. She offers these
three tips:

1. "Before diving into a project, have a conversa-

tion with your manager or team members about

the project scope, timeline and anticipated

results. Don't be afraid to ask for input and to

bounce ideas around with seasoned colleagues —

you are new to the company and this is expected.

Not only will you show you are open to ideas and
suggestions, but you are beginning to build your

network atthe company and want to demonstrate

an interestin getting up to speed.

2. "Don't take on more than you can handle. This

starts with making realistic commitments to
deadlines. No one will be impressed with you if

you complete a project quickly, but the end product is rid-
dled with errors, poor assumptions, or lack of thought.

3. "Break your work into manageable pieces — tackle small
pieces one at atime. Put together a timeline so you feel or-
ganized and in control of your work. Perhaps, you complete
a section of your work, set up a meeting with your manager
and solicit feedback. You can position it like 'I'd love to share
with you what | have accomplished so far to get your input
and to make sure I'm on the right track.' Your manager will
appreciate this, as they don't know the quality of your work
yet — this will help you build credibility and gain their trust
quicker."

Get on the same page

Checking in with your manager can help align your in-
tentions with the demands of the role, and can also help
to avoid any surprising issues later. Chaz Pitts.Kyser,
career coach and author of “"Careeranista: The Woman's
Guide to Success After College,” recommends setting
aside time to speak with your manager and share that
some parts of the job are taking longer than anticipat-
ed to grasp. She says, "Follow that by saying that just
in case they had any concerns, you wanted to let them
know that you are taking steps to get your work up to par
and be the valuable member of the team that you know
you can be. Then explain the steps you are taking to im-
prove.

"Often times, bosses avoid confrontation and won't
bring up someone's poor performance until it has be-
come a real problem, through bringing the issue up first,
you put yourself in control of the situation and can help
allay a manager's fears about you," Pitts-Kyser says.
"Also, your boss may end up pointing you to resources or
people that can help you stop treading water and finally
start swimming."
