CELEBRATES 40 YEARS

Novi Co-op Preschool is cele­
brating 40 years of learning ’ 
through play and being a valu­
able community resource for 
many families.

The partnership betvbeen the 
parents and their 2-, 3- and 4- 
year-olds who attend and teach­
ers has been a successful one to 
be able to stand the test of time.

“We’re very proud of this 
benchmark and of our history of 
supporting and bringing fam­
ilies together,” said Novi Co-op 
Preschool parent Kristy 
McKone, whose 4-year-old 
daughter attends the school off 
of West 10 Mile Road.

“It’s the deep sense of com­
munity that makes this special,” 
longtime teacher Tracey Smith 
said.

This cooperative preschool is 
a group of parents joining to­
gether to educate their young 
children with professional 
teachers developing the curricu­
lum, teaching all classes and 
guiding each child through their 
school day.

It’s also is a nonprofit organi­
zation owned and operated by 
the parents of the children en­

rolled. McKone said the parents 
assist the professional teachers 
in the classroom on a rotating 
basis and participate in class­
room activities with each family 
sharing in the operation of the 
school.

“It truly is a cooperative 
effort,” she said of the preschool 
that draws families from Novi, 
South Lyon, Northville and 
Walled Lake.

Its motto is “children learn 
best in a fun, active, hands-on 
environment.”

Smith, whose fellow teacher 
is Carrie Cadicamo, said it’s not 
just playing, it’s relevant learn­
ing experiences through inter­
active teaching and active dis­
covery.

Former CC hockey coach 
scheduled for hearing

Former Detroit Catholic 
Central High School junior 
varsity hockey coach Robert 
Reilly of Novi is scheduled to 
appear in Oakland County 
Circuit Court for a pre-trial 
hearing on charges stemming 
from allegations he sent inap­
propriate pictures to a student- 
athlete.

Reilly was bound over from 
52-1 District Court on the two 
felony charges of using a com­
puter to commit a crime, pun­
ishable by seven years in pris­
on and/or $50,000 fine; and 
accosting children for immoral 
purposes, punishable by four

years in prison and/or $4,000 
fine.

He is currently free on a 
conditional bond 
and will next 
appear May 26 
in circuit court 
at another pre­
trial hearing. It’s 
expected at that 
time that either 
a trial date will 
be set, a plea 
deal reached, a plea of guilty 
entered or another hearing 
scheduled.

Reilly’s attorney, Steven 
Schwartz, declined to further 
comment on the case because

Living Hope Interna­
tional is a nonprofit 
organization that now 
cares for 31 children in 
Zambia. It was formed 
as a result of summer 
trips taken by members 
of Oak Pointe Church in 
Novi.

“The work of caring 
for these children has 
captured our hearts,” 
Flowers said. “The real 
challenge is empowering 
and enabling Zambians 
to care for these chil­
dren. Ultimately, we

want to help reverse the 
effects of AIDS and 
poverty by providing 
quality care rooted in 
the love of Jesus 
Christ.”

Zambia is one of the 
most impoverished na­
tions of the world. It has 
been hit hard by the 
AIDS epidemic. As a 
result of AIDS, the na­
tion has lost much of the 
population of adults who 
should be the backbone 
of the society. There are 
about 15 milhon people 
in Zambia and nearly 
half are 14 years old and 
younger. The number of 
orphans in Zambia is 
estimated between 1 
million and 1.6 million.

Flowers first traveled 
to Zambia in 2009, when 
he led a team of people 
from Oak Pointe Church. 
”We provided medical 
care and Christian 
teaching in villages,” he 
said. “We also provided 
teaching and support to

an o^hanage.”

Zambia on which it is

building housing for 100 
children, a church, a 
school and a medical 
clinic.

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City recognizes Armenian genocide anniversary

The city of Novi is­
sued a proclamation in 
recognition of the 100th 
anniversary of the Ar­
menian genocide.

Novi Mayor Bob Gatt 
read the proclamation at 
the April 20 city council 
meeting, stating, “It is 
fitting for all Novi resi­
dents of good will to join 
with Armenian Amer­
icans in their collective 
remembrance and desire 
to ensure that similar 
crimes against humanity 
are prevented in the

future.”
The proclamation 

cited the history of the 
genocide, stating it oc­
curred from 1915-23 with 
more than 1.5 million 
Christian Armenians

being exterminated 
while there were also the 
forced deportations of 
countless others repre­
senting the first case of 
genocide of the 20th 
century.

Armenian historians 
say the genocide was a 
systematic extermina­
tion by the Tlirkish Otto­
man government of its 
minority Armenian sub­
jects inside their historic 
homeland, which lies 
within the territory con­
stituting the present-day 
Republic of Ihrkey.

The current Republic 
of Armenia shares bor­
ders with Tbrkey, Azer­
baijan, Georgia and Iran.

Metro Detroit’s Arme­
nian community is the 
fourth-largest in the 
U.S., behind those in Los 
Angeles, New York and

Boston. Most of metro 
Detroit’s Armenian com­
munity is concentrated 
in Oakland County.

On hand to hear the 
proclamation was Raffi 
Ourlian, representing 
the Armenian Genocide 
Centennial Committee of 
Greater Detroit.

He said the only way 
to prevent this and other 
cases, such as the Holo­
caust during World War 
II, is through education 
and awareness, which 
the proclamation helps 
to do.

“This is appropriate,” 
he said of the proclama­

tion and thanked council 
members and the city 
for their support.

Gatt ended his read­
ing by saying, “On behalf 
of the Novi City Council, 
(I) do hereby commem­
orate this 100th anniver­
sary of the Armenian 
genocide on April 24, 
2015, and urge the citi­
zens of Novi to join in 
this solemn remem­
brance.”

Gatt proposes city control of 
Novi’s garbage collection services

Novi Mayor Bob Gatt 
has proposed that city 
administration research 
and ana­
lyze the 
feasibility 
of the city 
taking 
over the 
manage­
ment of all 
garbage Gatt 
collection
services for city resi­
dents.

“Novi residents are 
upset,” Gatt said. “They 
just aren’t getting the 
level of service that 
they deserve from their 
waste collection compa­
nies. My telephone is 
ringing off the hook. 
This is a serious issue.”

Currently, each indi­
vidual Novi Homeown­
ers Association or sub­
division organization 
individually contracts 
with multiple vendors 
to collect garbage on a 
weekly basis. This 
structure has led to 
higher prices and slop­
py, inconsistent levels 
of service in many Novi 
subdivisions.

“This has got to 
stop,” Gatt said. “There 
are many unhappy resi­
dents who feel frustrat­
ed and pushed around 
by many unresponsive 
waste management 
companies. That’s not 
acceptable. Novi resi­
dents expect -  and de­
serve -  higher levels of 
customer service, espe­
cially with garbage 
collection services.”

He wants to stream­
line this process by 
having the city assume 
the management re­
sponsibilities of gar­
bage collection. Gatt 
envisions city officials 
conducting a detailed

analysis of the waste 
management market 
and then bidding, select­
ing and contracting 
with one or two compa­
nies which will be re­
sponsible and account­
able for all the city’s 
garbage collection ser­
vices.

“I see Novi city offi­
cials managing the 
entire process,” Gatt 
said. “We have very 
seasoned and dedicated 
professionals at city 
hall who know and un­
derstand the impor­
tance of professionally 
managing all our city 
services. It’s time for us 
to add garbage col­
lection to our long list of 
value-added city ser­
vices. We know how to 
get the job done cor­
rectly, effectively and 
efficiently for all our

homeowner associa­
tions.”

Rather than paying 
individual bills to a 
homeowners association 
or directly to a specific 
waste management 
company, Gatt proposes 
an additional fee to 
current quarterly water 
bills to cover the cost 
for garbage collection. 
Gatt’s goal is to make 
the fee equal to (or low­
er than) current gar­
bage collection bills.

“Our city administra­
tion can be effective 
buyers, especially when 
we can leverage the size 
and scope of the entire 
city to one or two waste 
management vendors,” 
Gatt said. “That buying 
power should help con­
trol costs and add valu­
able service levels to all 
our subdivisions.”

3. And taxpayers even 

get guarantees from the 
road builders. If their 
roads don’t last, road 
builders pay to fix them, 
not taxpayers.

No one likes their 
taxes to go up, but we can 
all agree that we don’t 
want our bridges to fall 
down or our streets and 
highways to become 
unusable.

Some argue against 
Proposal 1 b̂ y claiming 
there is enough money in 
the state budget to fix 
our crumbling roads and 
bridges.

The state budget is 
$52 billion — a huge num­
ber. But the vast major­
ity of those funds are 
federal dollars that can’t, 
by law, be used for essen­
tial state purposes such 
as keeping our roads and 
bridges safe.

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brand of peanut butter, 
although both pronuncia­
tions are widely under­
stood.

TU'DR: This acronym is 
used by writers who are 
acknowledging their own 
wordiness. It stands for 
“too long; didn’t read” 
and is usually accompa­
nied by a synopsis of the 
author’s very wordy 
forum post or blog entry.

IM H O : Stands for “in 
my humble opinion.”

For ex­
ample, a popular meta 
joke came about last year 
when a photo of Ryan 
Gosling was circulated.
In the photo. Gosling 
wore a shirt with Macau- 
ley Culkin’s face on it. 
Days later, Culkin was 
seen wearing a shirt that 
showed Gosling wearing 
a shirt with his own face 
on it. This meta joke 
continued for two more 
rounds -  which is way too 
difficult to explain in 
text. My suggestion is to 
Google the image for 
more clarity.

Google can also be 
helpful in determining 
the meaning for other 
acronyms or phrases that 
aren’t explained here.

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Local advocate favors helping kids learn to be strong, resilient

Dale Yagiela, exec­
utive director of Ply­
mouth-based Growth 
Works, has been working 
with young people since 
the agency’s founding as 
Plymouth Youth Inc. in 
1971.

In reviewing a recent 
study at the University of 
Michigan, Novi resident 
Yagiela questioned some 
of the findings.

“He’s talking about 
aggressive behavior in 
children. I’m more in­
clined to look at what 
kind of bonding attach­
ment went on at an early 
age,” Yagiela said. “The 
amount of trauma in a 
kid’s early life has a lot to 
do with it.”

Predicting which kids 
will continue to get into 
trouble with the law or 
have psychiatric or drug 
problems can be chal­
lenging if specific child-

hood behaviors and traits 
are evaluated separately, 
according to the U-M 
study.

lb  determine which 
types of behaviors and 
traits overlap — which 
could improve the odds of 
predicting behavioral 
outcomes — researchers

evaluated children’s anti­
social behavior based on 
the age they started the 
conduct, whether they 
lacked empathy and had 
shallow emotions and the 
amount of aggression vs. 
rule-breaking symptoms.

The study followed 
low-income urban males 
from infancy to age 20 
and found that children 
who were antisocial be­
fore age 10 were likely to 
have aggressive symp­
toms, ^though not neces­
sarily less empathy.

Starting antisocial 
behavior early in life, as 
well as the presence of 
serious aggression in the 
teen years, predicted 
early adulthood arrests 
and psychiatric disor­
ders, such as antisocial 
personality disorder, 
depression and drug 
addiction. A lack of empa­
thy only predicted adoles­
cent arrests and later 
drug addiction, according 
to the study.

“We found that any 
antisocial behavior in 
adolescence (results in) 
poorer outcomes in early 
adulthood, but that early 
starting antisocial behav­
ior and those with more 
aggressive symptoms 
had the worst outcomes,” 
Luke Hyde, U-M assistant 
professor of psychology 
and the study’s lead au­
thor, said in a statement. 
“In fact, the presence of 
even one serious aggres­
sive symptom was one of 
the most predictive of 
poor outcomes at age 20.”

Hyde is also a faculty 
associate at the U-M In­
stitute for Social Re­
search.

Parenting key
Yagiela noted in treat­

ing delinquent youth at 
Growth Works (its name 
changed in 1976), often, 
“Parents never sat and 
read a book with them.” 
Young children need to 
know they’re protected

and have consistent be­
havior, Yagiela said.

Otherwise, “they will 
in all likelihood become 
aggressive. It’s a form of 
aggression for survival,” 
Yagiela said. “We need to 
know more about why 
kids become aggressive 
in the first place. Aggres­
sive kids probably be­
come aggressive adults.

“What they’re saying 
is the die is cast early,” 
Yagiela said of the U-M 
study. “Without any in­
tervention, it’s likely so,” 
that such young adults 
will end up in prison or 
with other difficulties 
such as drug addiction.

Yagiela cited work by 
Western Michigan Uni­
versity’s Jim Henry, who 
evaluates parents in 
homes where children 
have been removed by 
authorities. Henry has 
found children and teens 
need “emotional attune- 
ment,” such as teaching 
emotions like sadness or

being hurt.
“Connection is being 

interested in your child 
and putting the time in,” 
Yagiela said, noting par­
ents are often busy now 
with work. Children and 
teens also need structure, 
to understand rules and 
consequences, he said.

Some children and 
teens end up in a role 
reversal, he said, “par­
enting” their parent. 
“Eventually, they just 
give up,” he said of such 
young people. “They’re 
kind of on their own” to 
survive.

The U-M study’s other 
researchers included S. 
Alexandra Burt of Michi­
gan State University, M. 
Brent Donnellan of Texas 
A&M University and 
Daniel Shaw and Erika 
Forbes of the University 
of Pittsburgh. The find­
ings appear in the Journal 
of Abnormal Psychology.

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Local band performing at Lincoln’s funeral re-enactment

A local group of mu­
sicians is honored to be 
taking part in the 150th 
commemoration of “The 
Greatest Funeral in the 
History of the United 
States” -  President Abra­
ham Lincoln’s funeral 
train that passed through 
seven states after his 
assassination April 15, 
1865.

The 5th Michigan 
Regiment Band is the 
only authentic Civil War 
band in the area, accord­
ing to Carol Smith, who 
lived in Novi with her 
husband Guy for 20 
years.

“The band formed as 
a bicentennial band and 
in 1979 they called Guy 
and he was asked to con­
duct,” Smith said. “It was 
sort of like a high school 
band then and he thought 
it would be good to be

authentic. So we started 
getting the uniforms and 
the horns and he orches­
trated about 150 pieces.”

Guy died a year and a 
half ago; his widow now 
lives in Brighton. In his 
memory, the band will 
put his hat on a stool 
when members play one 
of his songs.

“He put a lot of work 
into it,” Smith said. “He 
loved music. We kidded 
that his first love was 
music and I was his sec­
ond. He loved to orches­
trate; it was a talent he 
was bom with.”

Guy played tuba, 
studying at Michigan 
State University. Al­
though he worked at 
Federal Mogul, he kept 
music going as a hobby.

“I don’t have musical 
talent. I do all the talk­
ing” Smith said. “We 
were married 55 years 
and he always said I 
played a triangle out of

tune. Luckily, we comple­
mented each other very 
weU.”

Re-enactment
Organized by the Lin­

coln Funeral Coalition, 
the re-enactment has 
been in the works for 
years and is truly a once- 
in-a-lifetime event.

“When we heard about 
it, we wrote to them,” 
Smith said. “They looked 
at our website 
(http://www.mi5th.org/), 
heard our music and 
invited us.”

The 5th Michigan 
Regiment Band be 
playing at the train sta­
tion at 9 a.m. Saturday, 
May 2. It will also be 
playing at Lincoln’s 
home, the First Presby­
terian Church, Oak 
Ridge Cemetery, Bene­
dictine University and 
Lincoln Park.

“I’ve already told 
them that their lips will

be tired when they get 
home,” Smith said.

The band will be leav­
ing April 30 by bus for 
Illinois and will perform 
twice the next day. Smith 
booked the trip and hotel 
rooms last August, as 
several hundred thou­
sand people are expected 
for the Lincoln event.

To say Smith is orga­
nized is an understate­
ment. She already had all 
her clothes for the trip 
laid out at the time of 
this interview -  one week 
prior to leaving.

“I’ve been with them a 
long, long time,” she 
said. It’s a wonderful 
group and I’m very 
pleased that I can con­
tinue.”

Authenticity
The band plays only 

music written before 
1865 on instruments of 
the period, including 
saxhorns, many over the 
shoulder with bells fac­
ing backwards so troops 
could hear the music.

Smith refers to the 
horns by pitch -  soprano.

alto, tenor, bass and dou­
ble bass -  as that’s the 
way they were classified 
during the Civil War.

Some of the horns are 
replicas, but many are 
antiques. She still owns 
Guy’s antique bass sax­
horn that she’s fairly 
certain was played by a 
man from Wisconsin 
during the Civil War.

The band is an all­
volunteer organization 
and the stipend charged 
for performances goes 
toward insuring the in­
struments.

“People in the group 
take the horns home to 
practice,” Smith said. 
“We have a gentleman 
down in Lincoln Park 
who knows how to work 
on antique horns and we 
take them to him at end 
of season.”

There are also two 
piccolo players and wood 
rope-tension drummers 
playing antique cymbals.

The 18 musicians, four 
color guard carriers 
(who carry the period- 
correct 1860s flag) and 
five women all wear

attire of the era.
“In other words, we’re 

wearing seven layers of 
clothing!” Smith said. 
“The band is dressed in 
wool uniforms, replicas 
of what the 5th Michigan 
wore during the Civil 
War... cotton shirts and 
footwear is broken boots 
-  which, back then, were 
not left and right. We 
can’t use modern things. 
We use pocket watches 
and eyeglasses are little 
framed.”

The 5th Michigan 
Regiment Band starts 
performing the begin­
ning of each April and 
usually has around 17 
engagements before 
finishing in October. The 
group has made five 
recordings and has per­
formed at Gettysburg 
five times and in Ken­
tucky, Ohio, Illinois, Wis­
consin and Canada.

“We do it for love of 
music and history,”
Smith said, “and we want 
to share it.”

Ward’s Mitchell plans cross-country 
journey to help Burmese refugees

When Jeff Mitchell, 
communications direc­
tor for Ward Church in 
Northville, makes a 
commitment, he means 
it. This summer, he will 
embark on a 3,500-mile 
bicycle journey from 
Seattle to New York 
City. In the process, he 
hopes to raise $10,000 
for Burmese refugees 
living in encampments 
in neighboring Thai­
land.

“I want to use what 
talents, skills and abil­
ities that God has given 
me to help others,” said 
the Southfield native 
and Lathrup Village 
resident. “I hope to take 
what my job has me 
routinely do -  fundrais­
ing, communicating and 
promoting -  and match 
it with my passion for 
cycling to help people 
who have no platform or 
way to help them­
selves.”

The military-influ­
enced government of 
Burma -  also known as 
Myanmar -  and the 
persecuted and impov­
erished Karen people 
have been embroiled in 
a civil war since 1948. 
The Karen are an ethnic 
minority who have suf­
fered the atrocities of 
war with many of its 
people now living in 
refugee camps along 
the Thai border. They 
are underfed, underedu­
cated and abandoned, 
with little hope.

Mitchell and eight 
other cyclists will rep­
resent nonprofit Ven­
ture Expeditions and its 
international relief 
efforts. They will ped­
dle across the Northern 
Plains, through the Mid­
west, over the rolling 
farmlands of Penn­
sylvania, ending at New 
York City’s waterfront. 
The two-month trek will 
make stops at churches.

schools and camp­
grounds along the way. 
Mitchell will climb 
aboard his bicycle to 
begin his journey June 8 
with rides of as much as 
100-plus miles a day. He 
and his co-cyclists expect 
to arrive July 30 in New 
York City, ending their 
journey on behalf of a 
forgotten group of people 
living in poverty half a 
world away.

“Our goal is to raise 
donations that will open 
doors to educate, feed 
and share our faith with 
the Karen people,” 
Mitchell said. “If we 
succeed -  and, with God’s 
help, we will -  all the 
hard work and hours 
peddling through all 
sorts of weather and 
across all types of ter­
rain will be well worth

it.”
While Michigan’s win­

ter has not made training 
easy, Mitchell intends to 
be ready for his rigorous 
quest, having had the 
experience of a 500-mile, 
six-day cycling tour of 
the California coast last 
summer. That outing 
raised support for a 
Christian leadership 
academy for Ugandan 
children through Restore 
International.

“Every once in a 
while, I come across 
someone who is passion­
ate and effective when it 
comes to putting their 
Christian faith into ac­
tion. Mitchell is one of 
those people,” Ward 
Church executive direc­
tor Barry McKenna said. 
“He has a knack to see 
where God is working 
and joining Him there. 
Whether it is mentoring a 
small group of high 
school students or riding 
across the country to 
raise money to help oth­
ers, Mitchell seeks to be 
used by God whenever 
and wherever the oppor­
tunity presents itself.”

Mitchell was a biking 
enthusiast as a child, but 
had stored away his bicy­

cle by the time he 
reached high school. He 
renewed his passion 
after his father’s fifth 
open heart surgery. 
Mitchell and his father 
Jim sought the good ex­
ercise and camaraderie 
that biking together 
would bring. Their 
shared hours in the sad­
dle have prepared Mitch­
ell for his upcoming chal­
lenges.

“After dad’s last sur­
gery, I went into our 
garage, found my old 
bike and quickly realized 
that it was way too 
small,” Mitchell said, 
laughing. “I remembered 
the bike being much 
larger but, in fact, I 
hadn’t ridden it since 1 
was in the sixth or sev­
enth grade. I had grown 
since then, but my bike 
hadn’t!”

Mitchell now has a 
proper-sized and well- 
equipped road bike and is 
on target for his cross­
country journey.

He has raised more 
than half of his $10,000 
goal, but the clock is 
ticking and a deadline 
nears. Mitchell empha­
sizes that he is fortunate 
to be receiving support 
from local businesses as 
well as individuals and 
that, “100 percent of the 
$10,0001 hope to raise 
will go directly to the 
cause.”

“It’s great to see when 
people’s passions become 
aligned with God’s heart 
to care for the displaced. 
Jeff’s joy in riding is 
helping raise awareness, 
as well as funds, to help 
the Burmese refugees,” 
said Soon Pak, Ward’s 
pastor of outreach. “His 
trek across the country is 
going to require sacrifice 
and commitment, but 
beyond that I think God 
is opening a door in Jeff’s 
heart to step out in bold­
ness. And it’s amazing 
when people step out, 
they can change the 
world.”

We’re all used to hearing the testing of tornado 
sirens at 1 p.m. the first Saturday of each month, 
but did that one Wednesday, April 15, throw you 
off?

That test was in recognition of Severe Weather 
Awareness Week, but if you didn’t know that, did 
you look up in the sky and think, what if?

What if it’s not a test? What are you going to do? 
Where do you go? Where are your children? How 
do you contact them? What’s their school’s emer­
gency dismissal policy?

The list of questions is virtually endless, but 
the time to f i^ re  out the answers is before a 
twister is heading your way.

So are you prepared?
Planning starts with familiarizing yourself 

with the community’s warning system and mon­
itoring it. Learn the difference between sirens for 
a tornado watch and a tornado warning.

Severe thunderstorms often precede torna­
does and are a signal to turn on the radio or TV for 
current emergency information. If a tornado 
watch is issued, it means tornadoes are likely to 
occur in the area. Be prepared to take shelter 
quickly, check supply lats and continue monitor­
ing broadcasts for updates.

A tornado warning indicates an imminent 
threat -  a tornado has been sighted visually or by 
radar -  and you need to take shelter immediately.

Draw a floor plan of your home and illustrate 
and discuss how to get to shelter from every room. 
Indicate locations of first-aid kits and fire extin­
guishers and show how to use them. Show where 
valves and switches for gas, electricity and water 
are located and show how to turn them off. Make 
sure you have a supply of batteries on hand for 
flashlights and radios.

Beyond 9-1-1, create a list of important phone 
numbers -  insurance agent, utility companies, 
neighbors, landlord or property manager. Make 
another list of medications, identification num­
bers for vehicles (cars, boats, etc.), banking ac­
count numbers and credit card account numbers 
and phone numbers.

We all have vital documents -  insurance poli­
cies, Social Security cards, vehicle titles, birth 
certificates -  that need to be stored in a fire- and 
water-proof safe.

You can’t eliminate every risk, but you can 
make your house safer. Do a walk-through of your 
home and make it tornado-ready. Store toxic ma­
terials safely. Secure large items (such as a book­
case) that might fall. Remove heavy items from 
shelves more than three feet high. Move beds and 
chairs away from windows, picture frames and 
mirrors.

Business owners need to be just as prepared as 
homeowners for a tornado. Employees need to be 
trained and familiar with emergency plans. De­
vise a system for knowing who is in the building 
and account for all -  workers and customers -  ar­
riving in the shelter. In advance, assign duties to 
workers (and alternates) and create checklists.

There are legal requirements for an Emergen­
cy Action Plan for some businesses; check with 
the Occupational Safety & Health Administration 
to make sure you’re in compliance.

There is a wealth of information available on­
line to help plan for an emergency. The American 
Red Cross, NOAA and FEMA have developed a 
preparedness guide and it’s a great place to start.

Even if your family and business have plans in 
place, you need to get those out now and refresh 
everyone involved. Plan, equip, train and exer­
cise. Don’t wait until it’s too late.

It’s a long time until Novem­
ber 2016, but we deserve so much 
more out of Lansing than we are 
getting. It is time for a major 
overhaul in our cast of repre­
sentatives who are so obviously 
serving masters other than their 
constituents.

And as a final note of irony, if 
you happen to hit one of the pot­
holes that Lansing has left un­
repaired, any damage to your car 
is not covered even under our 
current no-fault scheme.

Too lit t le  o f  Proposal 1 
w o u ld  fu n d  roads

Via the various television and 
radio ads, we hear about how 
Proposal 1 is all about fixing our 
roads. As is the case with most 
things pohtical, this isn’t exactly 
true.

The projected $1.95 billion this 
propose would raise doesn’t 
come from just the increase of 
our state sales tax from 6 percent 
to 7 percent (making it the sec­
ond highest in the country), but it 
also comes from raising our fuel 
tax from 19 cents per gallon to 
41.7 cents per gallon. While the 
proposal does remove the sales 
tax from the purchase of gasoline 
and diesel fuel, the consumer will 
see a net increase of roughly 10 to 
13 cents per gallon at today’s 
prices. Also, yearly vehicle regis­
tration fees be increased.

But the real problem with 
Proposal 1 is how this projected 
increase in tax revenue will be 
spent. More than 30 percent of 
the additional tax money raised 
will not go to fixing our roads: 
$116 million will go to fund mass 
transit, $200 million will go to the 
School Aid Fund, which provides 
incentives and scholarships to 
attendees of commimities col­
leges and technical schools; $40 
million will go to the public 
school’s “At Risk” program; $24.8 
million will go to the Recreation 
Improvement Fund; $111 million 
will be shifted to various local 
city governments; and $173 mil­
lion will go into the state’s gener­
al fund. Also, the Earned Income 
Tax Credit will be increased to 20 
percent from its current 6 per­
cent, which will result in an esti­
mated loss of $261 million to the 
state’s treasury.

So in order to get our roads 
fixed, something like $700 mil­
lion has to be spent on things 
other than our roads? This is the 
best idea our elected officials in 
Lansing could come up with?

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Manager works to bring 
fresh, new produce to 

market and educate visitors

The Novi Farmers 
Market begins its 2015 
season Saturday in front 
of the Novi Civic Center. 
Market manager RoseA- 
na Twitchell sees the 
once-a-week gatherings 
as not only a place to 
give consumers a 
healthy variety of locally 
sourced foods, but also 
as a place to become 
more educated about the 
foods they enjoy.

“It truly comes down 
to lifestyle habits and 
choices,” she said. “That 
was a core of my grow­
ing up on a farm in Ver­
mont. But here, in an 
urban environment, 
some people are dis­
connected from their 
food.”

She and the vendors 
at the Novi Farmers 
Market hope to shorten 
the distance consumers 
have to their food 
source.

The farmers market, 
from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m. 
each Saturday (except 
the Fourth of July), will 
have a variety of ven­
dors bringing fresh veg­
etables, prepared foods 
and crafts to their sell­
er’s tables.

One of the popular 
veggie vendors is Diana 
Regan of Highland 
Township. Regan started 
growing heirloom toma­
toes in 2010 and selling 
them at the South Lyon 
Farmers Market. Now 
she’s a crowd favorite at 
the Novi market.

“Customers will fol­
low Diana to other near­
by farm markets if they 
miss her products be­
cause they’re grown as 
naturally as possible and 
chemical-free,” Twitch­
ell said. “Diana remem­
bers her customers, too.”

Regan’s farm is in

Highland Township, not 
far from the General 
Motors test track. She 
sells at eight markets 
from late spring to early 
fall, including Novi, and 
will have her products at 
Novi’s Tollgate Farm 4-7 
p.m. each Wednesday, 
beginning June 17.

Besides heirloom 
tomatoes, Regan also 
grows peppers, eggplant, 
beans, zucchini, kale and 
various herbs. She sells 
squash and pumpkin in 
the fall as well.

Regan is busy grow­
ing about 8,000 to 9,000 
plants this spring at her 
farm, to bring to harvest 
but also sell as young 
plants at the markets.

“I’ve been growing 
heirloom tomatoes since 
the early ’90s and they 
were harder to find back 
then,” she said. “When 
my husband was laid off, 
I decided to go into busi­
ness.”

Part of the fun for 
Regan is introducing a 
new or different type of 
food to the consumer’s 
palate: “I like meeting 
and educating them on 
the varieties of heir­
looms. People often don’t 
even know half of the 
types.”

Some customers, she 
notes, understand why 
these bumpy, oddly 
shaped heirloom toma­
toes are there “and they 
will go for the ugliest 
tomatoes.” Others, she 
notes, will avoid these 
non-perfect looking veg­
etables. Regan says that 
part of her job is to edu­
cate them as to why 
heirlooms are great and 
that, “the next genera­
tion of eaters is begin­
ning to get it.”

Regan also feels like 
the plants and vegeta­
bles that she harvests 
from are her “babies” 
and that she then hands

them off to the buyer 
and they’re now theirs to 
raise or enjoy a meal 
from. The first batch of 
tomatoes should be 
ready to purchase June 
27 at the Novi market.

As Twitchell begins to 
build a base of vendors 
she can count on to bring 
value and wisdom to 
visitors of the Novi 
Farmers Market, she 
values what Regan 
brings to the Saturday 
gatherings: “She puts 
her heart into the mar­
ket. She’s there for all of 
us and she makes a good 
balance of vendors,” 
Twitchell said. “She wUl 
also ask, ‘What can I do 
for you?”’

Twitchell understands 
the importance of having 
good farmers at the mar­
ket: “Their livelihood is 
my livelihood. And it just 
makes me very happy 
they’re with me and 
Novi’s market.”

Twitchell is also excit­
ed about the advent of 
the Wednesday evening 
market at Tollgate Farm.

“I like that Tollgate 
will allow people to con­
nect more with their 
food,” Twitchell said.
And once they’re up and 
running this summer, 
people can wander 
around the farm and 
visit its fields, orchards 
and livestock. Come out, 
have a picnic and listen 
to some live music.”

Both the Novi Farm­
ers Market and Tollgate 
will give local residents 
a better way to access 
healthy, local food and 
learn about its origins 
and uses.

“It’s the passion for 
the product and the con­
sumer can connect with 
the story of the food,” 
Twitchell said.

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Community rallies around family of 
Northville man who died from asthma

Alisa Harewood will 
never forget the smile 
that stretched across her 
husband Clive’s face and 
the encouragement he 
always gave people to do 
their best.

He was a man with big 
dreams from a small 
town in Barbados, who 
overcame near-death in 
2009 when he flat-lined, 
spending seven days in a 
coma, and then used his 
life to inspire others.

“We always felt, if we 
could inspire someone to 
do something better, then 
we feel like we’ve won,” 
she said.

They both had a knack 
for walking into a room 
and giving everyone a 
hug -  since she, Clive and 
their son Jacob, 4, moved 
to the United States from 
the United Kingdom in
2012.

Clive, who died April 
14 at the age of 30 from 
complications with asth­
ma, won, Alisa said. And 
she is now seeing just 
how much of an impact 
he had on others.

Much of it is coming 
from her co-workers at 
the Novi-based Thta 
Technologies and the 
Farmington Hills-based 
Lumecon, where Clive 
worked. "The outpouring 
of support and hugs have 
overwhelmed Alisa and 
brought her comfort.

“It just epitomizes 
everything my husband 
lived for, which is being a 
good person,” she said. 
“The kindness of the 
human spirit has become 
very evident this week.”

Patrick Pepper, com­
munications director for 
Tata Technologies, said 
Alisa is “one of the most 
dynamic people I’ve ever 
met,” and remembers 
Clive as a “picture of 
health” and someone who 
was driven by his passion 
for art and life. The cou­
ple took a “leap of faith” 
to come to the United 
States, first living in 
Farmington and now 
Northville, and Pepper 
knew his co-workers 
would want to help.

So in an effort to sup­
port Alisa and her son. 
Pepper created a 
YouCaring page (http:// 
www.youcaring.com/ 
memorial-fundraiser/in- 
memoriam-help-fund- 
jacob-harewood-s-educa- 
tion-/339372) where peo­
ple can donate money to 
support “a family that 
personifies kindness and 
generosity to others,” he 
wrote on the page.

“It’s a way to recog­
nize that and help her out 
in her darkest hour,” he 
said. “We set our goal at 
$15,0(X), but I’m hoping 
even that number is con­
servative.”

As mid-April, $5,140 
has been raised.

But she doesn’t 
even know who’s on the 
receiving end. The 36- 
year-old White Lake 
resident said she tries to 
donate blood a few times 
a year.

“I’ve been donating 
for a long time,” Nor­
man said, adding she 
first gave blood to the 
American Red Cross as 
a college student. “My 
parents always donated, 
and so now I do, too.”

The Red Cross is 
always in need of blood. 
The agency regularly 
teams up with communi­
ty groups and schools to 
set up blood drives to 
replenish supplies.
Blood donations are 
processed into several 
components like red 
blood cells, plasma and 
platelets. A single blood 
donation can help as 
many as three people.

The Red Cross web­
site states that blood is 
given to local hospitals 
and those hospitals re­
imburse the Red Cross 
for the costs of getting, 
processing and testing 
the donated blood.

The organization is

The Big Chill

Court rejects 
fair housing 

claim on 
parking

Q: Do you think a fair housing 
violation occurs when a disabled 
unit owner seeks permission to 
park in a handicap parking space 
that is a limited common ele­
ment of another unit?

A: Not necessarily, because the 
association may have not have had 
a right to take the assigned park­
ing of another unit owner.

In a related case out of Virginia, 
the condominium at issue con­
tained under­
ground parking 
garages, and four 
of the spaces were 
identified as 
handicap parking 
spaces. In 1995, 
the developer 
conveyed each 
parking space as a 
limited common 
element for the
exclusive use of the unit owner of 
each of the four condominium 
units.

In 2007, a husband and wife 
contracted to buy a unit. Prior to 
closing, the couple received a 
parking diagram showing the four 
handicap spaces, and also showing 
the four spaces were limited com­
mon elements assigned to individ­
ual unit owners. The couple 
viewed the parking space assigned 
to their unit, saw it was not a 
handicap space and would not 
meet their needs, (the husband 
suffering from severe osteoarthri­
tis), but did not inquire about 
handicap parking availability prior 
to closing.

Soon after closing, the husband 
notified the condominium man­
ager that he could not park his van 
in his parking space and that he 
required a larger parking space in 
a better location. The manager 
stated he could not do this since all 
of the spaces were individually 
owned, but that the new unit owner 
could trade spaces with another 
owner, provided they were willing 
to do so. The manager offered to 
post a flier on a community bulle­
tin board to promote the husband’s 
interest in wanting to trade park­
ing spaces.

The husband filed fair housing 
complaints. After this, one of the 
handicap parking space owners 
expressed a willingness to license 
the use of his handicap space to 
the disabled husband, but the hus­
band rejected the offer because 
the parking space owner demand­
ed the right to reclaim the parking 
space if the unit was sold, or if he 
acquired a tenant who needed a 
handicap parking space.

The trial court granted judg­
ment to the association, finding no 
fair housing violation, and the 
association appealed, but the ap­
peals court upheld the result, not­
ing among other things that lim­
ited common elements, (including 
handicap parking spaces) can only 
be reassigned if all property own­
ers affected by the reassignment 
consent.

Q: Can an association's letter 
of intent between two associa­
tions be an enforceable con­
tract?

A: Yes, provided it includes all 
the material terms of agreement, 
and provided these terms are defi­
nite.

In a case recently decided, a 
condominium association filed a 
lawsuit seeking a determination it 
was the owner of several parking 
spaces located between its units 
and adjacent townhouses constitu­
ting part of a homeowner’s associa­
tion. The condominium association 
argued it believed it held title to 
the parking spaces for over 20 
years, and that even though it did 
not hold actual title, it acquired 
title through adverse possession, 
and if not, that it had obtained an 
easement for their use.

As trial approached, the parties 
entered into negotiations, and 
represented to the court that they 
had come to an agreement in prin­
ciple, but needed more time to 
memorialize the terms of the 
agreement, including a lease for 99 
years. The condominium associa­
tion and the homeowner’s associa­
tion signed a letter of intent, but 
problems later developed, and the 
homeowner’s association asked the 
court to enforce the letter of in­
tent. The trial court found an en­
forceable contract existed and had 
to be enforced, and the appeals 
court upheld the decision.

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Cadillac Sees First Rewards from ‘Dare 
Greatly’: Interest from GenX, Millennials

Cadillac’s new 
campaign, “Dare 
Greatly,” already has 
achieved some of 
the sort o f disruptive 
effects that the 
brand's brain trust 
was hoping for when 
they launched a new 
ad campaign that 
mainly featured 
heroes o f American 
en tr epr en eur i s m.  

and the New York cityscape -  not Detroit or 
even Cadillac products.

In the wake o f the unveiling of 
commercials, digital engagement, 
print ads and other materials 
in the new "Dare Greatly” 
platform beginning with the 
Oscars telecast on February 22, 
Cadillac purchase consideration 
increased significantly among 
the total audience, led by GenX 
and Millennial viewers -- while 
consideration among boomers 
was unchanged, Ellinghaus told 
me.

"We put some boomers off 
because they didn't get it,” he said.

The 2016 Cadillac CT6

And as Cadillac prepares to sell its new 
CT6 sedan, which was glanced in the ads, and 
to roll out the new brand platform globally, 
those were exactly the kinds of results that 
Cadillac CMO Uwe Ellinghaus was hoping 
for. If they continue, they’ll produce the 
kind of results that Cadillac CEO Johan de 
Nysschen and General Motors CEO Mary 
Barra are counting on as they shepherd a re­
launch and hoped-for revitalization o f G M ’s 
sputtering luxury brand.

"What did 'Dare Greatly’ have to 
do with their Cadillac? Nothing. 
But it’s no longer theirs. But 
the younger and more educated 
the person was, the more they 
liked what we’ve done and were 
intrigued and looked up Cadillac 
and elements o f the campaign.

“So we achieved the task of 
intriguing audiences. They really 
noticed this campaign is different

-  even different compared with 
what brands outside automotive 
are doing,” he said. “The research 
said people were thinking, ‘This 
brand wants to tell me something.’ 
So this is the element o f disruption 
that 1 w'anted. ”

Ellinghaus said that the “look 
and feel” of Cadillac’s next wave 
o f advertising, accompanying the 
launch of its all-new. top-of-the- 
line CT6 sedan later this year, will 
resemble what the brand already 
has done.

And U.S. reaction has 
“encouraged” Cadillac to “keep 
going down this road” as it prepares 
to roll out the new brand platform 
in other markets including Dubai, 
Korea, Mexico and Europe. The 
campaign already has begun in 
Canada, and Ellinghaus was in 
China discussing the rollout of 
"Dare Greatly” in that crucial 
luxury market as well as taking in 
the Shanghai auto show.

Meanwhile, Cadillac is working 
other marketing and product 
angles, as well. The company 
chose Shanghai to introduce a 
plug-in version of its CT6 that 
will travel an estirriated 37 miles 
or more on electric power before 
switching to gasoline.

And in an attempt to engage 
influencers in the art world, 
Cadillac has partnered with a 
project called “Lifers” in which an 
artist uses a 19th-century form of 
photography to produce images 
that make sepia tones vibrantly

authentic as he records the 
exploits o f passionate enthusiasts 
of various sorts from coast to 
coast.

Overall, Ellinghaus said, 
“Lifers” is another indication 
about the future of the Cadillac 
brand platform: “In art, design, 
architecture and fashion, and no 
longer [just] in the traditional auto 
arena.”

Meanwhile. with the 
introduction of the all-new CT6 
top-of-the-line sedan at the New  
York International Auto Show 
recently, the brand did more than 
launch a new flagship model. 
It introduced a new nameplate 
nomenclature system that also 
could have a lot to say about the 
success o f future Cadillac vehicles.

In seeking to differentiate 
itself from the category’s German 
leadership, Cadillac also will be 
borrowing a page from those 
brands in the structure o f its new 
alphanumeric naming system. 
While Cadillac currently uses

ATS, CTS and XTS to designate 
its sedans, there is no particular 
logic to the selection of those 
letters except that the vehicles get 
larger as the letters get later in the 
alphabet.

Contrast this with the crisp 
Teutonic logic o f BMW, which 
begins with the 2 Series and 
extends through the 7 Series in 
sedans in the U.S. market, for 
instance, and Audi, with its A3 
through A8 sedan designation.

So while Cadillac seeks to 
differentiate itself from the 
Germans as a brand with new, 
aspirational positioning it calls 
“Dare Greatly,” executives actually 
are seeking to emulate Mercedes- 
Benz, BMW and Audi with the 
new Cadillac nomenclature system 
they’re introducing with CT6. All 
future sedans will be similarly 
designated “CT” with a relevant 
number depending on size and 
price o f the vehicle, while future 
SUVs will be designated “XT” 
with a number, though Escalade 
will remain an outlier.

(much faster than average) Certifications: Certifications 
include Registered Health Information Technician and Cer­

tified Tumor Registrar, among others. Many coding certifi­

cations require coding experience in a work setting. 2012

1. Audio and video equipment technician* Projected 
growth rate through 2022: 9 percent (about as fast as aver­
age) Certifications: The Society of Broadcast Engineers of­

fers eight broadcast engineering certifications, two opera­

tor certifications and a broadcast networking certification, 

each of which requires passing an exam. Similarly, Info- 
Comm International offers an audiovisual Certified Tech­
nology Specialist credential. 2012 median pay: $41,200 per 

year

5. Heating, air conditioning and refrigeration me­
chanic and Installer Projected growth rate through 2022: 
21 percent (fasterthan average) Certifications: Technicians 

with relevant coursework and less than two years of experi­

ence may take the entry-level certification exams. HVACR 

technicians who have at least one year of installation expe­
rience and two years of maintenance and repair experience 

can take a number of specialized exams. For example, the 

North American Technician Excellence offers the Industry 

Competency Exam; HVAC Excellence offers a Secondary Em­

ployment Ready Exam, a Secondary Heat exam, and a Heat 

Plus exam; the National Occupational Competency Testing 
Institute offers a secondary exam; and the Refrigeration 
Service Engineers Society offers two levels of certifica­
tion. 2012 median pay: $43,640 per year

11. Phlebotomist Projected growth rate through 2022: 
27 percent (much faster than average) Certifications: Sev­
eral organizations offer certifications for phlebotomists. 
The National Center for Competency Testing, the American 

Society for Clinical Pathology and the American Medical 

Technologists offer Phlebotomy Technician certifications. 

Certification candidates typically need some classroom ed­
ucation and clinical experience. 2012 median pay: $29,730

12. Skincare specialist Projected growth rate through 

2022:40 percent (much fasterthan average) Certifications: 

After completing an approved cosmetology or esthetician 

program, skincare specialists take a written and practical 
exam to get a state license. Licensing requirements vary by 
state. 2012 median pay: $28,640 per year

2. Court reporter Projected growth rate through 2022: 

10 percent (as fast as average) Certifications: The National 

Court Reporters Association offers certification for court 
reporters, broadcast captioners, and Communication Ac­
cess Real-Time Translation providers. Certification as a 
Registered Professional Reporter (RPR) requires successful 

completion of a written test and a three-part skills test in 

which applicants musttype a minimum number of words per 

minute. 2012 median pay: $48,160 per year

6. Heavy and tractor-trailer driver Projected growth 

rate through 2022:11 percent (as fast as average) Certifica­
tions: All long-haul truck drivers must have a commercial 
driver's license. Qualifications for obtaining a CDL vary by 

state but generally include passing both a knowledge test 

and a driving test. Drivers can get endorsements to their 

CDL that show their ability to drive a specialized type of ve­

hicle. Truck drivers transporting hazardous materials must 
have a hazardous materials endorsement. 2012 median 
pay: $38,200 per year

7. Licensed practical and licensed vocational 
nurse Projected growth rate through 2022: 25 percent 

(much fasterthan average) Certifications: After completing 

a state-approved educational program, prospective LPNs

13. Surgical technologist Projected growth rate through 

2022: 30 percent (much faster than average) Certifications: 

Certification through the National Board of Surgical Tech­
nology and Surgical Assisting allows the use of the title 

"Certified Surgical Technologist. Certification typically re­
quires completing an accredited formal education or mili­
tary training program and passing an exam.
