1995.

He worked in private
practice for the firm
Sills, Law, Essad, Fielder
and Charboneau, PC.,
specializing in family law
and civil practice until
1998. For the next six

ears, he served as Oak-
and County’ assistant
prosecutor and then was
a Michigan assistant
attorney general from
2009-15, trying cases of
child abuse and neglect.

Law is amember of
the Michigan District
Judge’s Association and
he serves on the Legisla-
tive Committee for the
MDJA. He also belongs to
the State Bar of Michi-
gan, Oakland County Bar
Association, Multi-Lakes
Conservation Associa-
tion, the Incorporated
Society of Irish Amer-
ican Lawyers and he is on
the Board of Directors
for Lakes Area Youth
Assistance.

“It’s an honor to be
able to make a difference
in the community with
this position,” Law said of
his seat on the bench,
“and it is an awesome
responsibility which I do
not take lightly.”

City partners with

Web tool to attract newcomers

The city of Novi has
entered into a partner-
ship with the Novi Com-
munity School District,

Stabenow seeks
HOPE for Alzheimer’s

patients,

John D. Macinnes put
a face to a recent dis-
cussion about Alzheim-
ers.

The 87-year-old
Bloomfield Hills man
took his turn, standing
and offering comments
that earned applause
from the audience that
had gathered in South-
field to hear U.S. Sen.
Debbie Stabenow discuss
legislation she has in-
troduced in Confess.
That legislation, if ap-
proved, would offer edu-
cation and options to
families of Alzheimer’s
patients..

Macinnes had some
ideas of his own.

“Eight years ago | was
diagnosed with Alzheim-
er’s,” said the articulate
Macinnes, noting that he
had just had an appoint-
ment with his neurolo-
gist. “She said that at
your stage now, you
should not be driving.

“I tell you, thats a
blow.”

Macinnes would later
go on to offer comments
on what the needs are of
those with the disease
that robs its victims of
their memories - things
like a better transporta-
tion system than the
metro area now has in
place, and expanded use
of caregivers to support
families.

A stigma

The meeting had been
marked by speaker after
speaker, commenting on
a medical community
that they said frequently
considers a diagnosis
hopeless and doesn’t
continue treatment.

There isa stigmato an
Alzheimer’s diagnosis,
said Kristin E. Cahill, a
social worker with U-M’s
Michigan Alzheimer’s
Disease Center. And she
saw Macinnes, who has
served on the Alzheim-
er’s Association advisory
team, as the antithesis to
that stigma.

Cahill commented on
what she said was Ma-
cinnes’ dignity, eloquent
speech and ability to
“give back” and she
called for others to “still
respect people” who have
the disease.

That’s part of what
Stabenow wants her leg-
islation to do - offer hope
to families and the Alz-
heimer’s patients who,
she said, sometimes are
never even told what
their diagnosis is. One in
every three people will
suffer from Alzheimer’s
or dementia, she said.

Bringing HOPE

Stabenow, whom the
Alzeimer’s Association
praises for her advocacy,
said that her proposed
bipartisan legislation
would bring HOPE ﬁor
Health Outcomes, Plan-
ning and Education for
Alzheimer’s Act). The
legislation would bring
information and treat-
ment options to those
caring for patients, she
said.

To those who worry
about cost, Stabenow said
that to not offer HOPE
would cost more, but she
worries about cuts in the
next budget for both
Medicare and Medicaid.

“It doesn’t have to be

this way,” she said. “The
economy has turned
around...We’re coming
out of the hole.”

She suglgested that
loopholeslowing com-
anies that “pretend to
eave” the U.S. and not
pay taxes should be

closed.

Stabenow and officials
with the Alzheimer’s
Association encouraged
those present and the
general public to “not
take no for an answer”
when advocating for
patients.

“It’s about priorities
and values,” she said.

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Struggle: Woman pens book on coping with Asperger’s

From as far back as she can
recall, Farmington Hills resi-
dent Tracey Cohen knew she
was “different” —and her
family and others she associat-
ed with knew it, too.

The signs emerged early —
extreme difficulty with social
interaction, “not getting” sar-
casm and teasing, being over-
whelmed by the slightest
change in routine, perfection-
ism, aversion to touch. Even as
a baby, she shunned being held
and cuddled and as a youn

irl she soundly rejected light-
earted physical play with her
own dad.

Her mother, Joanie Cohen,
said she sought help from doc-
tors, time and again. But they
offered nothing, she said.

“They either said | was
overreacting or they said
something was wrong with me,
the type of mother I was,” she
said. “There’ no words to say
how bad I felt, to see my child
suffer and that | couldn* get
tf(]je help or support we need-

e 7

At one point, they resorted
to institutionalizing Cohen. But
that was no help, either.

It would be decades of
struggle and challenges and
questioning and searching
before Cohen came to under-
stand why she was so troubled.

Four years ago, at age 39,
Cohen was diagnosed with
Asperger syndrome.

Asperger’s is an autism
spectrum disorder that was
identified in the mid-1990s,
based on a doctor’s observa-

boys, some 50 years prior. But
Cohen has learned symptoms
are different in females with
the disorder —which may
result in misdiagnosis or no
diagnosis for many.

That’s a wrong that must be
made right, she said. And that’s
why she braved stepping out of
her comfort zone to share her
story in the recently published.
Six Word Lessons on Female
Asperger Syndrome -100 Les-
sons To Understand and Sup-
port Girls and Women with
Aspergers.

Awareness and
understanding

The book is part of the “Six
Word Lessons” series, with
each chapter having six-word
lesson titles and a one-page

filled with insight and, at
times, painfully honest ac-
counts of what Cohen and oth-
er females with Asperger live
with every daﬁ.

The goal, she said, is to pro-
vide awareness of the syn-
drome, its signs and manifes-
tations —not only to those who
might be dealing with it them-
selves, but to their families
and friends, as well as doctors,
t(—i\achers and other profession-
als.

It’s also about how she’s
coped so far and will continue
to do so.

“It’s for anybody willing to
learn something outside the
box,” she said. “You never
know when you are going to
come across someone (with
Asperger’s) and then you will
have the understanding.”

There’ little written about
the syndrome in females, Co-
hen explained, and had she
known about it earlier she
might have avoided some of
the pain that resulted from the
ignorance and mis-communi-
cation throughout her child-
hood and young adulthood.

“My whole life, | was made
to feel kind of stupid, kind of
worthless,” she said. “(People
would wonder) What is wrong
with you?””

Cohen likens having As-
perger’sto a “bum leg, where
you are doing your darnedest
to keep L:J) but every day it
hurts and you limp dong. You
don’t know what’s wrong and
you read about broken legs or
torn muscles, but that’ not it.

“You dont know why every-
thing is so darn hard. You don't
know what is wrong.”

‘Piecing together my life'

Cohen was 30 before she
even heard of Asperger’s. Of
course, that was less than a
decade after the syndrome had
been identified and much of
the focus then, as now, was on
boys afflicted with it.

She was working as an in-
home teacher/nanny at the
time, and attended a confer-
ence on Asperger’s because it
was suspected one of the chil-
dren she was caring for might
have it. Cohen never antici-
pated the impact the speaker
would have on her own life.

“From the moment that
person started speaking, | was
mesmerized. The tears started
to flow —even though 1’'m not
an emotional person —and
they just didn't stop. | was
thinking ‘How can he know my
life story?’

“Everything that came out
of his mouth made sense, like
P_(]-z was piecing together my

ife.”

That enlightenment led to
attending more conferences
and reading as much about
Asperger’ as she could. Her
parents did so too, she said.

It would take nearly nine
years, though, before she was
diagnosed. Cohen said the
mental health professionals
she consulted didnt have the
tools to diagnose Asperger’s in
females because many of the
symptoms differ from those
that young males with the
syndrome have. She said one
psychologist, for example, told
her “You have something. But
I’'m not sure what it is.”

That was devastating to

thought she had at last found
the answer she had been seek-
ing.

But she didn't give up.

Cohen continued research-
ing and learning and, ultimate-
ly, was put in touch with a psy-
chologist in Oregon, Dr. Karen
McKibbin of the Portland Au-
tism Center who did, indeed,
diagnose her with Aspergers.
While it was in some regard
sobering to hear —and she
still had the syndrome to deal
with —the good part was the
validation, she explained.

“It was OK for me not to be
able to keep up with people, it
was OK to be who | am and
that it was not for lack of try-
ing,” Cohen said. “I was kind of
missing a part, a disconnect in
my brain.

“And | still struggle, but for
better or for worse, it is who |
am.”

And while it was “very sur-
real and very rewarding” to
complete the book, Cohen said
what’s most satisfying is “hear-
ing from people who have read
it and that it has helped them
and made a difference.”

“That’ the point, helping
people one way or another,
she said. “To have females with
Asperger’s thank me for writ-
ing the book and the effect it
has had on them, that means
the world to me.”

Attorney General
Loretta E. Lynch and
DepartmentofHealth
and Human Services
Secretary Sylvia Math-
ews Burwellannounced
June 18 a nationwide
sweep led by the Medi-
care Fraud Strike Force
in 17 districts, resulting in
charges against 243 indi-
vidu”s, including 46
doctors, nurses and other
licensed medical profes-
sionals, for their *eged
participation in Medicare
fraud schemes involving
approximately $712 mil-
lion in false billings.

In addition, the Cen-
ters for Medicare & Me-
dicaid Services also sus-
pended anumber of pro-
viders using its suspen-
sion authority as
provided in the Afford-
able Care Act. This coor-
dinated takedown is the
largestin Strike Force
history, both in terms of
the number of defendants
charged and loss amount.

In the Detroit area, 16
individuals, including six
doctors, a socialworker, a
pharmacistand two phys-
ical therapists, were
charged with avariety of
health care fraud and
kickback schemes total-
ing more than $122 mil-
lion. The schemes in-
volved services thatwere
medically unnecessary or
never rendered, includ-
ing physician visits, hos-
pice care, home health
care and the billing (but
not dispensing) of phar-
maceuticals.

Laran Lemer, M.D., 59,
of Northville, a physician,
and Mohamad Bazzi, 42,
of Dearborn, alicensed
pharmacistand pharma-
cy owner, were charged
by complaint (Lfnited
States v. Lerner, M.D ., et

al) with an more than
$24 million health care
fraud scheme. Lerner
provided medically
unnecessary prescrip-
tions for expensive phar-
maceuticals for which
Bazzi'spharmacy. Ad-
vanced Pharmacy Ser-
vices would bill Medi-
care, butnotdispense. In
addition, Lerner billed
forunnecessary physi-
cian visits and referred
beneficiaries for med-
ically unnecessary home
health care services
through his clinic Great-
erDetroit Physical Ther-
apy & Rehabilitation,
located in Westland.
“This action repre-
sents the largestcrim i-
nal health care fraud
takedown in the history
ofthe Departmentof
Justice, and it adds to an
already remarkable
record ofenforcement,”
Lynch said. “The defen-
dants charged include
doctors, patientrecruit-
ers, home health care
providers, pharmacy
owners, and others.
They billed forequip-
mentthatwasn’t provid-
ed, for care that wasn't
needed, and for services
thatweren’'trendered.
In the days ahead, the
Department of Justice
will continue our focus
onpreventing wrong-
doing and prosecuting
those whose criminal
activity drives up med-
ical costs and jeopar-
dizes a system thatour
citizens trust with their
lives. We are prepared -

Road plan is a tax hike on working fam ilies

We were going to write an editorial pointing out
that while Michigan’s corporate income tax credits
continue to grow to the point where we’ll owe big
business more than $9 billion, our legislators remain
hooked on the idea of eliminating tax credits for
struggling families.

We’d have written what we thought about elimi-
nating the Earned Income Tax Credit to find money
for road builders.

Instead, we’ll share the testimony of Gilda Jacobs,
president of the Michigan League for Public Policy,
to the House Roads and Economic Development
Committee:

“House Bill 4609, which would eliminate the Mich-
igan Earned Income Tax Credit, is a tax hike on
820,000 working families who are raising 1 million
children. It punishes working families who are play-

ing by all the rules but still not getting ahead....

“Michigan shouldn’'t pave its roads on the backs of
its lowest earning working families.

“We should instead strengthen the state EITC. By
boosting families’incomes, the EITC improves odds
for success. It improves maternal and infant health
and reduces the likelihood of child abuse or neglect.
It helps children do better and go farther in school
and earn more as adults.......

“The Earned Income Thx Credit can be claimed
only by people who work. It is a hand up for people
paid low wages, not a handout. If someone doesn't
work and pay taxes, they can’t receive the credit.

“Households eligible for the tax creditpay agreat-
er share oftheir income in state and local taxes than
wealthy people do, and cutting this tax credit will
m ake this problem worse. With the repeal ofthe state

EITC, those making less than $17,000 and those be-
tween $17,000 and $34,000 will be paying almost 10
percentoftheirincomes in total state and local taxes
— double the 5.1 percent paid by the top 1 percent of
earners....

“Saying that eliminating our state EITC is neces-
sary to fund the state’sroad plan is like trying to fill
the Grand Canyon with a bucket of sand. The $117
million from the creditisadrop inthe bucketofa $1.2
billion road plan, buta huge amountto working fam -
ilies and children struggling with low wages. The
creditmay seem minimal to you, butto a single mom
raising two kids on minimum wage, this is the equiv-
alent of an extra paycheck or two....”

Trade pacts, income tax hurt U.S. economy

U nderstandably, Americans prefer paying less
for the products they purchase, rather than
paying more - the main reason foreign-made

products have increasingly become more popular.

Many products are prim arily available from foreign

manufacturers because these products come from

countries with lower - in some cases, much lower -
labor and m aterials costs. Trade agreements with
foreign countries are to some extent

responsible for this phenomenon.

Personal income taxes

In general, the problem with trade
agreements is alack of consideration
ofthe U.S. income taxes, personal
and corporate, in conjunction with
the labor cost differentials. The labor
involved in the manufacture of prod-
ucts made in the U.S. is subject to
U.S. personal income taxes, while
products manufactured in foreign
countries are not.

Far more labor and materials costs are incurred in
the manufacture of products than there is in the dis-
tribution and sale of imported products. Let’'sconsid-
er the labor costs of Mexico and China (two of the
major exporters to the U.S.), in comparison to the U.S.

According to the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics
(Modified June 7,2013), using the “U.S. hourly com-
pensation costs of manufacturing employees,” at a
theoretical 100, comparatively, Mexico’s is about 20
percent and China’sis about5 percentof U.S. costs. In
addition, the U.S. imposes a personal income tax on all
manufacturing employees.

If we assume a hypothetical situation — a U.S.
worker paid $25 per hour and paying an income tax
rate of 25 percent (the tax rate commensurate with
that pay rate) equals $6.25 income tax. A Mexican
worker is paid about $5 per hour, while someone in

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China is paid about $1.25 per hour, in equivalent U.S.
dollars. The U.S. employee pays more in U.S. income
tax than aworker is paid, in either country.

W ith the costs of labor and m aterials not subject to
U.S.income taxes for foreign-made products, U.S.
policy notjust benefits foreign countries economies
because ofthe lower labor costs, but penalizes U.S.
workers through the imposition of personal income
taxes. The U.S. Income Tax Code consists of 74,608
pages ofregulations. It is impossible for an ordinary
taxpayer to understand the complexities of these
regulations, requiring many sm ” businesses and
individuals to utilize the services of an experienced
income tax accountant. Key legislators have violated
tax regulations because of their complexity.

The only way to resolve this imbalance is by elim -
inating all personalincome taxes and replacing them
with sales taxes. All products, regardless of the coun-
try of origin, would be subjectto the same taxes as
U.S. manufactured products. By eliminating all U.S.
personalincome taxes, assuming labor costs/wages
remain the same, the actual costs to U.S. workers
could be reduced as foreign products would come
under greater scrutiny, as they presently have a very
definite cost advantage.

Corporate income taxes

Our corporate income tax is the highestof all in-
dustrialized countries at 39.1 percent; all U.S. compet-
itor countries have a tax advantage. There are
14,767,419 fewer jobs today than there were in 2(X)0,
with a labor force participation rate of 62.7 percent,
the lowest since 1977.

Nationally, there are one million fewer Chapter “C”
corporations then there were in 1986. More small
companies are going outof business then there are
start-ups. Where have those jobs gone? Michigan, in
particular, having experienced the bankruptcy of
General Motors and Chrysler, recognizes companies

and corporations need to generate profits or fail. No
doubt, smaller and medium-sized companies and ma-
jor corporations take into consideration the 39.1-per-
cent corporate income tax burden in establishing
product pricing.

Corporations are expected to be successful in or-
der to preventinvestor losses, to pay a dividend and,
preferably, increase the company’svalue. Larger
companies establish operations overseas, in order to
grow or to be competitive. Multi-national corpora-
tions, U.S. corporations having operations in foreign
countries, have to pay corporate income taxes to the
country where their operations are located, but must
also pay U.S. corporate income taxes when they bring
profits to the U.S., a double tax. For this reason, mas-
sive sums, billions of dollars, are parked overseas.

There are massive regulations in place, consisting
of more than 270,(XX) pages, creating severe complex-
ities of understanding and limiting the ability to have
knowledge of all regulations. The costimpactis more
than $2 trillion in annual compliance costs. Legisla-
tors with business experience need to be involved in
writing legislation and regulations, not attorneys or
inexperienced bureaucrats with no experience in
manufacturing or business.

Corporate income taxes should be eliminated; this
would, in fact, reduce the costs of U.S. manufactured
products and bring profits generated in foreign loca-
tions back to the U.S. This would create massive num-
bers of jobs in the U.S., as companies would have an
incentive to invest in and create a growth environ-
ment, in the U.S.

There are agreements that could both benefit the
U.S. population from a cost standpoint, but also in-
crease employment, by eliminating onerous income
taxes on U.S. workers and companies.

Some of the positives included
fixing the doctorreimbursement
problem, adding incentives based
on performance, making elec-
tronic medical record a priority,
putting prosthetics and orthodon-
tics out for bid, making identity
theft Medicare fraud harder and
increased payments to rural.
Medicare-dependent hospitals.
Costincreases were covered by
projected savings and Medicare
Part B premium increases.

Looking forward, we hear of
initiatives to cut Medicare bene-
fits to “save it” and to even fur-
ther privatize Medicare through
a voucher system. The fight to
preserve Medicare is justwarm -

mg up.

To mostcitizens. Medicare is
one of the best government pro-
grams ever and all steps that
would preserve it should be tak-
en. There are measures initiated
in the Senate that would save
Medicare tens of billions of dol-
lars per year that were not even
addressed in H.R. 2.

The first bill is Senate Bill 31
(S.31) Medicare Prescription
Drug Price Negotiation Act of
2015. The VA is already doing it,
saving billions of dollars per
year. The savings perarecent
Congressional Budget O ffice
report would be $121 billion over
the next 10 years.

The second bill is Senate Bill
122 (S. 122) Safe and Affordable
Drugs from Canada Act. It would
allow importation of 90 days
supplies of prescribed drugs
from FDA approved sources in
Canada where the same brand
drugs often are less than 50 per-
centof U.S. prices. This would
notonly help seniors, but all citi-
zens with estimated savings run-
ning as high as $240 billion over
the next 10 years.

Congress should pass these
bills before other major changes
to Medicare are considered.

Q: lam behind on my
property taxes. I heard that
there isa new statute regard-
ing installment payments for
delinquent property taxes.
Canyou help me?

A: Michigan Public Act 499
of 2014 states that at the re-
questof aproperty owner, a
governmentunit may withhold
aproperty from its foreclosure
petition when the total house-
hold resources fall below a
certain thresh-
old, the owner
has made the
initial pay-
mentunder
the plan, and
is not delin-
quentin satis-
fying the de-
linquent prop-
erty tax in-
stallment
payment plan for any other
property within the foreclos-
ing governmentunit. At the
successful completion of the
payment plan, the local gov-
ernment unit must waive ac-
crued interest. You are best
advised to consult with your
local government taxing au-
thority to work out these ar-
rangements.

Q: Iregularly contribute to
local nonprofits, but I hear
that changes to the Michigan
Nonprofit Corporation Act
make them accountable for
whatthey do with my mon-
ey. Isthis true?

A: It would take pages to tell
you what egregious changes
were made by the Legislature.
Among other things, anonprof-
it can now virtually eliminate
any liability for adirectorof a
nonprofit. So, you may want to
consider whether you wish to
give any money to a charitable
organization or, for that mat-
ter, rely on the integrity of the
directors who are free from
liability even if they are gross-
ly negligent.
