Summer’s heat may be wind­
ing down in the 49375 ZIP code, 
but Novi is one of the hottest 
housing markets in the country, 
according to realtor.com.

In fact, there are only four 
U.S. ZIP codes ranked higher 
(see the complete list in the 
sidebar) from January through 
June this year.

“Each locale on this list is 
emblematic of the key trends 
driving housing this year — 
healthy local economics, job 
opportunities and affordability,”

said Jonathan Smoke, chief 
economist of realtor.com.

The communities’ listings on 
the website are viewed three to 
eight times more often than 
overall U.S. listings — an aver­
age of 2.3 times more often than 
their respective metro areas, 
according to realtor.com.

“For first-time home buyers,” 
Smoke said, “these communities 
provide great opportunities to 
enter the housing market, build 
a career and raise a family; 
older generations are able to

School district’s 
immunization 

policy changing

If you’re the parent of a 
school-age child and haven’t 
heard yet -  there have been 
changes to immunization policies 
which could affect whether or 
not your student can go to school 
Sept. 8.

“Parents used to be able to opt 
out of immunizations, but the law 
changed,” said Carol Diglio, 
assistant superintendent of hu­
man resources for the Novi 
school district. “The Oakland 
County Health Department has 
to give a certificate to opt out.”

Students will not be able to 
start school in Novi without im­
munizations, said Diglio.

“That’s a strong recommenda­
tion from the OCHD,” she said.

According to Kathy Forzley, 
manager/health officer with 
OCHD, on Dec. 11,2014, an ad­
ministrative rule was passed by

Michigan De­
partment of 
Community 
Health requir­
ing any parent/ 
guardian want­
ing to waive 
vaccine/vac- 
cines for non­
medical reasons 
to receive vaccine education 
from their local health depart­
ment. This rule applies to chil­
dren entering childcare, kin­
dergarten, and seventh grade 
or newly enrolled in the school 
district after Jan. 1,2015.

The OCHD provides educa­
tion for county residents at no 
cost, but appointments are 
required. The 30-minute educa­
tion session includes informa­
tion on the risks of not receiv­
ing vaccines and the benefits of 
vaccination to the individual

The film Paid in Full proves 
three things: sex-trafficking is 
a big issue, minorities and 
women are more than capable 
of playing lead roles in movies 
and Novi has its own creative, 
independent filmmaker.

Nipa Shah, a Novi resident, 
is the producer of this new 
film that was made entirely in 
Michigan with some help from 
Hollywood talent.

Shah said Paid in Full pre­
sents a unique look into sex­
trafficking, which is a global, 
multibillion-dollar industry.
It’s a crime drama about two 
sisters, a beat-up cop and the 
struggles these characters 
find themselves in with the 
massive criminal sex-traffick­
ing ring.

“The film takes a serious 
look into some subject matter 
that is disturbing and in which 
more awareness has to be 
raised,” Shah said.

The underlying message in

the film is that 
girls as young as 
12-14 are victim­
ized right here in 
the United States, 
many due to iso­
lation and loneli­
ness, Shah said.

According to 
her, Michigan is 
said to be No. 2 in the country 
for sex-trafficking activity. 
Raising awareness about this 
has become an important cause 
for Shah. Some of the profits 
from the film will go to help 
organizations taking on the 
issues of sex-trafficking.

This is also a film that Shah 
has put her all into. As an Indi- 
an-American woman, Shah said 
she faced some big challenges 
in getting the film done, from 
financing to people taking her 
seriously as a filmmaker.

“People need to know that 
minorities and woman can make 
important things happen. I hope 
this film is a reminder of that,”

of lifestyles.”
High incomes, low  
unem ploym ent

The strong housing 
markets in these top ZIP 
codes are driven by in­
come. The median house­
hold income, at $71,000, is 
20 percent higher than 
their surrounding met­
ropolitan areas. It’s also 
32 percent higher than 
the national average, 
$54,000.

According to realtor- 
.com, 32 percent of the 
households have income 
of $100,000 or higher, 
which is 22 percept high­
er than their respective 
markets and one-third 
higher than the national 
average.

The median income of 
these ZIP codes’ 25- to 
34-year-olds -  the millen- 
nials -  is 26 percent high­
er than their respective

metro areas and 50 per­
cent higher than the 
national average. Novi’s 
millennials earn a medi­
an income of $80,000.

Novi, along with

Crestwood, Mo., and 
Worthington, Ohio, were 
ranked high in afforda­
bility by realtor.com.

Airport offers a 

chance to navigate a 

less traveled frontier

When it comes to 
sharing stories on what 
you did over the summer, 
Evan Harper has a doozy.

The 7-year-old flew a 
single-engine plane in 
the perfect blue skies 
above New Hudson last 
week.

That’s right, he’s only 
7. Evan took the controls 
for a few minutes in 
flight with his instructor 
Nate Pedersen at his side 
and his uncle Matt Raby 
in the back seat filming 
every move.

If the Novi resident 
continues with instruc­
tion, when he’s 16 he can 
fly solo. At 17, he would 
be eligible to get a pri­
vate pilot’s license. 
There’s no age limit -  
young or old -  to take 
lessons.

In fact, there’s been a 
surge in flying interest at 
Oakland Southwest Air­
port on Pontiac Trail in

New Hudson, said Jeff 
Franks, American Aces 
Aviation manager. When 
the economy went sour 
during the Great Reces­
sion around 2008, the 
flight school took a hit. 
Now that money is flow­
ing again, Franks said, 
people are coming back 
in droves.

“We are probably 30 
percent up in instruction 
and the number of stu­
dents this year from last 
year was also up,” 
Franks said.

The majority of his

customers are private 
and commercial pilots, 
but most of the activity is 
in flight training for a 
wide range of would-be 
pilots. And they are start­
ing as young as Evan up 
to those who have har­
bored lifelong dreams of 
navigating the skies. 
Another big chunk of the 
business is hangar rental 
fees from recreation and 
business pilots in the 
area.

Other customers just 
want to go up for a tour, 
maybe to celebrate a

special occasion or to do 
a fly by of their house or 
other area landmarks.

Last week, the airport 
was the backdrop for a 
never-to-forget experi­
ence for young Evan, 
who on the ground ap­
peared a bit shy. His 
grandmother Nancy 
Raby gave him his first 
chance to leave the 
ground and get a per­
spective he wouldn’t 
know otherwise.

“She took our two 
boys out when they were 
younger and she always 
wanted to take the grand- 
kids up,” Harper’s grand­
father Scott Raby said. 
He waited with Harper’s 
mom, Angie Harper, on 
the ground while Evan 
was in the plane. “He 
said he wanted to do it.”

“I told him he’ll see 
things he never saw 
before and a lot of people 
will never get to see,” 
Angie Harper said.

Shah said.
After a career in mar­

devastated and seeks to 
avenge her sister’s 
death. Enter Jack ( Mean 
Girls fame, Jonathan 
Bennett), an ex-cop and 
someone who is facing 
his own demons. Rani’s 
search leads her to John 
Desmond ( Django Un­
chained fame, James 
Russo), a ruthless sex 
trafficker.

and the community.
“This will allow par­

ents to make an educated, 
informed choice for their 
child,” states Forzley. 
“Parents/guardians de­
ciding to immunize their 
child will be able to do so 
after the education ses­
sion at the OCHD clinic 
or their own doctor.”

If the parent still 
wants to waive one or 
more vaccines, OCHD 
staff will provide a certi­
fied waiver, which par­
ents will be required to 
provide to their child’s 
school.

The most significant 
change is who is able to 
certify the waivers, said 
Diglio. Previously, par­
ents who wanted to opt 
their children out of im­
munizations simply filled 
out the waiver form and 
signed it; they were not 
certified.

“Today,” said Diglio, 
“parents who want to opt 
their children out of re­
quired immunizations 
must go through the 
county health depart­
ment (non-medical) or 
their physician (a true 
contraindication or pre­
caution) to officially 
certify their waivers.

During the Aug. 6 
school board meeting, the 
members took a first of 
two looks at updating the 
district’s immunization 
policy (#53-20). Novi uses 
the services of NEOLA to 
create policies, and that 
firm’s provided policy 
did not line up with the 
state of Michigan’s.

“Novi has done a lot of 
work to inform our par­
ents,” said Diglio, noting 
green arrows on the dis­
trict’s website pointing to 
immunization info 
(http://www.novi.kl2 .mi.

health/); mass mailings; 
Listserv email blasts; and 
schools reaching out to 
parents.

The policy change, 
which the board will 
revisit and most likely 
approve at its next meet­
ing, eliminates a few 
forms no longer needed 
by the district and states 
that certification must 
now be through the coun­
ty.

Although Diglio said 
there has not been any 
pushback from parents.

However, she does have a 
concern.

“We met with the 
county nurse, and we 
don’t want to dip below 95 
percent in this category,” 
she said.

Diglio noted that there 
has always been a period 
of time where students 
without immunizations 
are no longer allowed to 
come to school, which 
used to be October. But 
the OCHD is recommend­
ing not to let them even 
start the school year,

“and we’re going with 
that,” said Diglio.

“It’s quiet right now,” 
she said, “but I fear there 
is going to be a couple 
denied entrance because 
they have not fulfilled 
that immunization obliga­
tion.”

State law changed in 
January, and Diglio’s 
office has been pushing it 
out to the district build­
ings, sometimes weekly, 
to get the word out.

“It’s different and 
new,” said Diglio. “There

may be a challenge at the 
beginning of the year.”

One of the challenges 
is language barriers and 
helping those parents 
understand that their 
native country’s immuni­
zations may not be the 
same as Michigan’s.

“Some cultures med­
ically define the vaccina­
tion process differently 
than we do,” said George 
Kortlandt, school board 
president. “Here, there 
are different require­
ments. This is the system

we have.”
Oakland County, said 

Diglio, is worried about 
people waiting until the 
last minute to get vacci­
nations.

“They can only take so 
many at once,” she said. 
“That’s why we’ve 
reached out early.”

The county offers 
immunizations in Pon­
tiac, but Diglio said she 
would see if a clinic could 
be hosted in Novi.

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Board approves new Silver Springs principal

In seven years of teaching 
in the Wayne-Westland school 
district, Katie Booth has de­
veloped a reputation for en­
gaging students while keeping 
a laser vision on academic 
achievement.

Booth, who served as prin­
cipal at Hamilton Elementary 
School the last two years, was 
hired this week to fill the 
same role at Northville’s Sil­
ver Springs Elementary 
School.

The Northville Board of 
Education approved Booth’s 
hiring unanimously at its 
meeting Tuesday night.

Northville officials called 
Booth a “strong educational 
leader with experience as an

intervention specialist.” She 
succeeds Melissa Hunt, who 
resigned in June when her 
husband was transferred by 
his employer to Washington, 
D.C.

Mutual respect
“(Booth) is supportive of

Road commission to hold public hearing tonight on 2016 budget
The Road Commis­

sion for Oakland Coun­
ty’s Board of Road Com­
missioners will hold a 
public hearing on its 
proposed fiscal year 
2016 budget at 6:30 p.m. 
today, Aug. 20, at the 
Oakland County Board 
of Commissioners Audi­
torium, 1200 N. Tele­
graph, in Pontiac.

The proposed 2016 
budget, at $104.7 million,

includes plans for about 
$20 million worth of 
road improvement pro­
jects such as road wid­
ening, reconstruction, 
resurfacing or gravel 
road paving or work 
toward future road- 
improvement projects; 
nearly $20.3 million for 
road maintenance ef­
forts such as pothole 
patching, gravel road 
grading and salting and

plowing in the winter; 
and nearly $10.2 million 
for maintaining traffic 
signs, signals, pavement 
markings and guard­
rails, among other activ­
ities.

This proposed budget 
represents an increase 
of about $4 million com­
pared to the $100.7 mil­
lion 2015 budget adopted 
in September of last 
year. The 2016 proposed

budget increased pri­
marily due to an antici­
pated slight increase in 
state and federal road 
funding.

The RCOC fiscal year 
runs from Oct. 1 
through Sept. 30. Final 
approval of the 2016 
budget will take place in 
September.

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Three 
initiatives 

receive 
approval for 
signatures

M ich igan .com

2016 is shaping up to 
be a big year for ballot 
proposals.

Last week, the state 
Board of Canvassers 
approved the form of 
three more citizen- 
driven initiatives that 
could appear on the No­
vember 2016 ballot. With 
the three new petitions, 
there could be a total of 
eight groups in the field 
collecting signatures for 
ballot proposals.

The three latest pro­
posals:

» The Earned Sick 
Time Act would require 
employers to allow em­
ployees to earn sick time 
to deal with health, per­
sonal or family issues. 
Employees of small busi­
nesses could earn an 
hour for every 30 
worked up to 40 hours of 
paid sick leave a year.
All other employees 
would earn one hour for 
every 30 worked up to 72 
hours in a year.

The Legislature 
passed a law this year 
that prohibits communi­
ties from passing ordi­
nances that dictate 
wages and benefits, such 
as paid sick leave, for 
employers in their 
towns. The citizen-initi­
ated proposal is the re­
sponse to that law.

» The Corporate Fair 
Share Taxes Act would 
increase the state’s cor­
porate income tax from 
6 percent to 11 percent 
and earmark that money 
toward fixing Michigan’s 
roads.

After voters defeated 
a proposal May 5 that 
would have raised the 
sales tax, in part, to fix 
Michigan’s roads, the 
Legislature has been 
unable to come up with a 
solution for the state’s 
crumbling infrastruc­
ture. Democrats in the 
House have proposed 
raising the corporate 
income tax from 6 per­
cent to 9 percent to raise 
money for roads, but 
Republicans have said 
that proposal is a non­
starter. Senate Repub­
licans have proposed 
raising the gas tax by 15 
cents a gallon over three 
years to raise money for 
roads, but the House 
hasn’t taken a vote on 
the proposal yet.

» Let's Vote, Michi­
gan would amend the 
state constitution to 
establish voting by mail 
for all Michigan elec­
tions. Three states - 
Oregon, Colorado and 
Washington -  have vote- 
by-mail options.

In the first two pro­
posals, groups orga­
nizing the petition drives 
would have to gather at 
least 252,523 valid signa­
tures to put the issue to 
the Legislature, which 
could either vote to ap­
prove the initiative and 
it would immediately 
become law, or the Leg­
islature could offer an 
alternative or do nothing 
and the matters would 
go to the statewide ballot 
for voters to decide. The 
vote-by-mail initiative is 
a constitutional amend­
ment that requires at 
least 315,654 valid signa­
tures and would go 
straight to the ballot.

The business tax hike 
for roads is the most 
controversial and at­
tracted a big crowd to 
the canvassers meeting. 
The initiative is being 
led by unions repre­
senting carpenters, la­
borers and operating 
engineers.

The Board of Can­
vassers has already ap­
proved the form of five 
other citizen initiatives 
that would have to go the 
Legislature first if the 
252,523 valid signatures 
are approved.

The organizers of the 
proposals are given 180 
days to collect the need­
ed signatures before the 
canvassers rule on the 
validity of the petitions.

St. Patrick’s principal releases new 
children’s book, ‘Pancakes with Papa’

Livonia resident 
Dena Jayson began 
the process for her 
first book more than 
15 years ago.

Shortly after her 
father John Albergo 
died in 1999, she saw 
the reactions in her 
children as they 
mourned the loss of 
their grandfather.

you lose them, you need 
to find a way to explain 
the loss if the child is 
young,” she said. “When 
my father passed away, 
my kids were young. So I 
wanted to explain that 
void.”

Jayson, principal of St. 
Patrick’s Catholic School 
in White Lake, published 
the book earlier this year

and has won several 
awards and distinctions 
for her work.

The story tells the tale 
of a boy named Johnny 
who longs to see his 
grandfather, who has 
recently died. Speaking 
with his grandmother, 
Johnny explores how to 
remember his papa 
through the five senses.

It’s a story, Jayson 
said, that’s unique and a 
concept she hasn’t seen 
before.

“What are your memo­
ries? The way they smell, 
the way they look? That’s 
what this is about,” she 
said. “The five senses 
and how you connect 
with them.”

The book has won 
several awards, including 
a Mom’s Choice Award 
Gold Medal, took first 
place at the Purple Drag­
onfly Book Awards and 
was a finalist in the Inter­
national Book Awards.

er of St. Patrick’s Catho­
lic Church in White Lake, 
whom Jayson works 
closely with, said Pan­
cakes with Papa is a 
great way for families to 
discuss the idea of losing 
a loved one.

“It’s a good discussion 
starter with life and 
death realities in the 
family,” said Meagher, 
who has been at St. Pat­
rick’s for about 30 years. 
“I think it’s a way for 
parents to open up dis­
cussion with loss and 
grief in a natural way in 
the family.”

Jayson said her chil­
dren have shown her a lot 
of support through writ­
ing and publishing the 
book.

“They’re proud of

mom,” she said. “It’s a 
reverse feeling: You’re 
always proud of your 
kids.”

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After the fire
Walsh was talking 

about a devastating fire 
in October 2004 that 
destroyed the hangar 
that had been the mu­
seum’s home. Volunteers 
were able to save the 
B-25, the Yankee Warrior, 
the B-17, the Yankee 
Lady and a C-47 troop 
transport plane, the Yan­
kee Doodle Dandy.

Volunteers regrouped 
and the museum re­
opened in 2010. But since 
the fire, it has moved 
three times and is cur­
rently spread out over 
four locations at Willow 
Run Airport.

“We can’t maximize 
our potential, but with 
this 144,000 square feet, 
we can,” Walsh said. 
“Coming back to one 
location will show what 
this location is capable of 
doing.”

“This is a very impor­
tant day to all of us in the 
museum who have been 
working on this for four 
years now,” Norton said.

“Today is like a home­
coming for us and this 
will be home in two-three 
years,” said Ray Flunter, 
YAM board chairman. 
“When Dennis Norton 
started the Yankee Air 
Museum 30 years ago, 
his plan was to bring 
home a Ford-built B-24. 
There are only four Ford- 
built bombers left — one 
in Canada, one in Mis­
sissippi and two in Eng­
land. If the planets and 
the stars line up and we 
have a benevolent spon­
sor, we’ll bring one back 
to Willow Run.”

Colbeck, R-Canton, who 
was instrumental in get­
ting the remaining mon­
ey needed to buy the 
plant from RACER Trust, 
said the museum is rep­
resentative of the “can- 
do” spirit and the “sizzle” 
that’s coming to Michi­
gan with the growth of 
the aerospace industry.

“I remember the first 
time I looked at the build­
ing and we talked about 
what’s next,” he said. “I 
looked at what was going 
on at the plant and your 
‘we-can-do-it’ spirit. I 
thought it was impos­
sible, but you did it.”

Getting started
Work has already 

started to enclose and 
prepare the building. The 
new museum will be 
located in what was the 
tail end of the former 
assembly line. According 
to Hotton — who is writ­
ing a book about Willow 
Run for Arcadia Press — 
the future museum is 
only 3 percent of the 
original factory.

“When it was built, it 
was the largest plant 
under a single roof in the 
world,” he said. “It was 
so immense.”

According to Hotton, 
the government gave 
Henry Ford $200 million 
“for a project that was 
designed on the back of 
hotel stationary.” Ford 
needed 3,200 feet for the 
assembly line. In clean­
ing up the building in 
advance of the work to 
turn it into a museum, 
the original track used to 
pull the planes down the 
assembly line was uncov­
ered.

Hotton has more than 
the YAM connection to 
the plant. His father, a 
tool-and-die maker, went 
to work there in 1941.

“All my life, he’d come 
here and say, ‘I worked 
here,”’ Hotton said. “I’ve 
been fascinated with it 
since my first exposure 
to it. I’m so excited to 
save the place. It’s a sto­
ry that needs to be told.”

YAM already has 
raised $8 million to pur­
chase and enclose the 
building. It is now in the 
process of raising anoth­
er $5 million to build the 
interior facilities and 
exhibits. Information on 
how to make donations 
can be found at www.sa- 
vethebomberplant.org.

Randy Hotton was in 
his element.

Standing inside the 
gutted shell of a 144,000- 
square-foot section of the 
former Willow Run Bom­
ber Plant, the Canton 
resident pointed out fea­
tures of the original plant 
that were uncovered 
during the cleanup of the 
building that’s destined 
to become the National 
Museum of Aviation and 
Technology.

“It had wooden blocks 
for a floor so it wouldn’t 
be damaged if the work­
ers dropped tools,” Hot­
ton said. “The factory 
had a wooden floor up to 
where the planes were 
fueled before leaving.”

Hotton, board member 
and treasurer of the Yan­
kee Air Museum, Yankee 
Air Museum founder 
Dennis Norton and Save 
the Bomber Plant Cam­
paign co-chair Bob Lutz 
were among a group of 
special guests who gath­
ered recently to reded­
icate the former bomber 
plant.

tor Co., the plant used 
Henry Ford’s mass-pro­
duction technology to 
build B-24 bomber planes 
for World War II. More 
than 8,600 B-24s had 
been built at Willow Run; 
by 1944 it was producing

one plane every hour.
The unveiling of a 

marker designating Wil­
low Run as a Michigan 
Historic Site served as 
the groundbreaking cere­
mony for the museum.

The marker isn’t new. It 
was moved to the plant 
and placed on a tempor­
ary stand for the cere­
mony.

Wayne County board: Consent 
agreement best option right now

Moving Wayne County 
forward with a consent 
agreement with the state 
is the right move.

That’s the message the 
two county commission­
ers representing Livonia, 
Redford and Northville 
Township have said after 
the commission voted to 
accept the consent agree­
ment to help curtail a $52 
million structural deficit.

“It was really the only 
viable option,” said Com­
missioner Diane Webb, a 
Democrat who repre­
sents Redford, Dearborn 
Heights and a portion of 
Livonia. “So I supported 
it for that reason.”

The county commis­
sion was brought four 
options to handle the 
county’s struggling fi­
nances and decided early 
on that approving an 
emergency manager or 
exploring the possibility 
of bankruptcy was not 
the way to go. The other 
options included the 
consent agreement or 
mediation.

The complete consent 
agreement was released 
Aug. 11 and details the 
parameters of the agree­
ment with the state. The 
county commission still 
needs to approve it. After 
that approval, the county 
has 30 days to negotiate 
with bargaining units 
before the county exec­
utive can implement 
terms of employment.

Republican Commis­
sioner Terry Marecki, 
who represents North­
ville, Northville Town­
ship and most of Livonia, 
said there are questions 
over whether the county 
is eligible for bankruptcy 
and that appointing an 
emergency manager at 
this point may lead to a

longer time under emer­
gency control.

“It may take years to 
get out of something like 
that,” she said. “My 
thoughts are that this 
was the best out of the 
four options.”

Both Marecki and 
Webb voted in favor of 
moving forward with a 
consent agreement.

Webb said she’s a 
supporter in the labor 
unions, but increased 
costs and declining prop­
erty values make it diffi­
cult to continue paying 
the same amount for 
services with significant 
less revenue.

“I am not happy with 
the idea that we had to do 
a consent agreement, but 
there was no other op­
tion,” she said. “I never 
want to be somebody who 
goes around collective 
bargaining.

“You can’t pay 30 per­
cent less in taxes and 
have the same level of 
services.”

County Executive 
Warren Evans released a 
statement after the com­
mission voted to move 
forward with a consent 
agreement, saying he 
hopes to reach agree­
ments with the unions.

“As we finalize the 
terms of the consent 
agreement with the state 
treasurer, we will con­
tinue in our commitment 
to negotiate in good-faith 
with our unions,” he said.

“Although a consent 
agreement will eventu­
ally give the county the 
ability to set the terms of 
employment, our prefer­
ence is to reach agree­
ments at the bargaining 
table.”

With the agreement, 
those elected to the com­
mission will still retain 
voting power and will 
still have a say in how 
things are ran. That, 
Marecki said, is a posi­
tive, knowing that resi­
dents will still have rep­
resentation under the 
consent agreement.

“Our duties are not 
being taken away with 
this consent agreement,” 
she said. “There’s a com­
fort level there that 
we’re still going to be 
representing the people 
who voted for us.”

Coupled with the con­
sent agreement is a mass 
exodus of Wayne County 
employees, Webb said. 
Many workers have be­
gun putting in their pa­
perwork to leave their 
posts, she said, and that 
means the knowledge 
those employees have in 
their jobs will be leaving 
as well.

“We’re going to lose a 
ton of collective intelli­
gence,” she said. “I don’t 
see a lot of experienced 
people banging our door 
down.”

Don’t be a crime victim by not protecting yourself
There’s nothing worse than

vacation — or even taking a 
quick weekend trip up north — 
and returning home to find 
your house has been broken 
into or your vehicle on blocks.

Unfortunately, those in­
stances are far too common in 
the summer months as crimi­
nals seek to prey on victims 
when they are away.

There tends to 
be success in numbers, so hav­
ing a group of people looking 
out for each other is a critical 
element of having a safe neigh­
borhood.

And, most importantly, be 
vigilant. If you see someone or 
something suspicious, do not 
hesitate to call the police. That 
is what they are there for, so let 
them be the ones to determine 
whether the suspicious person 
or scenario warrants action.

Summer is one of the best 
times of the year. Don’t let it be 
ruined by not doing your part to 
protect against crime.

KISS road plan

Remember the saying: Keep 
It Simple Stupid? As our legis­
lators in Lansing “work” on a 
solution to fix our roads, we 
can only hope that they re­
member how complicated 
Proposal 1 was. Keeping it 
simple should be the best ap­
proach. We can also hope that 
it is remembered that every­
body will benefit from better 
roads, in varying degrees, not 
just those who may own a car 
and buy gasoline.

The Mackinac Center has 
stated that an increase of sales 
tax and use taxes from 6 per­
cent to 7 percent would gener­
ate $1,427 billion extra income. 
Unfortunately, the Michigan 
Constitution requires that any 
change to the sales tax law 
requires a public vote. The 
attempt to do that with the last 
complicated proposal failed 
and cost the tax payers mil­
lions of dollars.

Our Legislature has the 
authority to pass a tax bill that 
could increase revenue ear­
marked for road repair. This 
process has been implemented 
many times in the past, as an 
“excise” tax on: cigarettes, 
gasoline, diesel fuel, beer, 
wine, airline tickets, tires, etc., 
all applied in addition to an 
existing sales tax.

Income taxes, value added 
taxes, sales taxes and transfer 
taxes are examples of other 
“excise” taxes, but are typical­
ly not called excise taxes.

To avoid another complicat­
ed plan, the Michigan House 
should take a simple approach 
that does not disrupt or cut any 
current programs. Authorize a 
1-percent excise tax to those 
transactions that are now at 6 
percent and earmark the addi­
tional 1 percent for road re­
pairs. However, in my view the 
1-percent add-on should expire 
in four years and be subject to 
a renewal allowing for an eval­
uation and review by the Legis­
lature. All proposals thus far 
have not included a period for 
review or an end date.

How can you think 
that what you see vs. what was 
there before does not have an 
effect on how the system was 
designed to work?

It’s not about ego, it is about 
physics, and there is no deny­
ing the role of physics in how 
things work.

Pettalia states that “this 
bill is another way to improve 
our tourism in Michigan. It not 
only allows folks to enjoy their 
favorite cold beverage, it al­
lows the industry to take these 
vehicles on tours.

invisible disabilities are just as real
I  have read many posts and 

articles about children with 
special needs. They always 

focus on people staring and 
being rude. I get that, I totally 
do, but what about the people 
who look normal, but are un­
able to form a full thought or 
take forever to get a sentence 
out? How about those who 
prefer younger toys than their 
same-aged peers? They are 
considered weird.

When you tell others what 
invisible disabilities the child 
has, they say, “But there is 
nothing wrong with her.” They 
say, “You are wrong and need 
to stop thinking that way.” I 
have lived both scenarios, with 
visible and invisible disabil­
ities, and neither is fair or 
right.

When my daughter was 
very young, she was diagnosed 
with mild cerebral palsy. She 
presented in curling hands and 
had to wear braces to keep her

hands straight. One time at the 
store, she and her 4-year-old 
brother were in the shopping 
cart. My son was using Amer­
ican Sign Language to commu­
nicate with her, since she did 
not yet talk. A woman in the 
store came up to my son and 
said it would be his fault if she 
did not talk. She then asked 
what happened to my daugh­
ter’s hands. I told her they 
were braces and she accused 
me of lying, insinuating that I 
did something to her.

I was trying to walk away 
from the woman when my
4-year-old said, “She has CP; 
you may ask questions.” I was 
so proud of him because he 
knew it was OK for people to
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ask us about her, but we did not 
like staring and gawking. I just 
walked away, completely ap­
palled with this lady. That was 
when my daughter was pre­
senting physical and visible 
symptoms of the condition. She 
is now 10 and does not present 
physically.

At age 2, my daughter was 
diagnosed with epilepsy as 
well. Epilepsy has been our 
main focus since then, because 
it has been the ailment that has 
given us the most issues. Most 
people recognize epilepsy as 
seizures that make you fall and 
shake. There are several other 
types of epilepsy. My daughter 
has two of the other types. She 
has absence seizures, which 
are also known as staring sei­
zures. During these seizures, 
she stares off into space and 
you cannot get her attention. 
She also has myoclonic sei­
zures. Those present as shivers 
like a cold chill and last a few 
seconds. You would think, “No 
big deal, right? Just a few sec­
onds and done.” Not the case 
for my daughter. They last just 
a few short seconds each time 
they occur, however they hap­
pen constantly all day, every 
day. They are so short, even I 
have a difficult time seeing 
them happen all the time. 
Sometimes they are only vis­
ible on an EEG. When we do 
see them, unfortunately, there

as those you
is very little we can do for 
them.

Since they happen so often, 
upward of several hundred 
times a day, she is cognitively 
behind. These constant sei­
zures make her daily living 
very difficult. Things we take 
for granted like conversation 
can be very difficult for her 
because she cannot form a 
complete thought. She tries to 
plan things and forgets. Some 
things that are simple for oth­
ers are hard for her, like fol­
lowing directions. She still is a 
little young in the mind and 
loves to play with dolls and 
watch television shows for 
younger children. People do 
not understand why she still 
likes Doc McStuffins or why 
she can’t understand some­
thing simple. When I explain, I 
am often told, “Well she looks 
fine.” I also have been told,
“She looks normal; are you 
babying her?” She has had 
adults and kids tell her things 
like, “You’re not a baby,” “You 
should like this” or other mean 
things.

I am not sure how to make 
people understand that just 
because someone looks normal 
on the outside does not mean 
anything. Also, just because 
they act younger than their 
actual age doesn’t mean you 
can’t interact or play with 
them. I understand sometimes

can see
it is frustrating to sit and wait 
for my daughter to finish a 
thought or to get out what she 
is trying to say, but if you do 
sit, wait, and listen, you would 
be amazed by her ideas and 
thoughts.

In third grade, she was do­
ing kindergarten work. We 
have made great strides using 
a special diet, medications and 
surgery. She is now going into 
fifth grade and doing third- 
grade work. She loves art and 
is very crafty. She has great 
ideas and can come up with 
things I would never think of. 
She also plays with a huge, 
beautiful imagination and 
wants to be friends with any­
one who will be nice to her. 
Her speech has improved and 
she is a wonderful kid.

Since the surgery, her per­
sonality has really blossomed. 
She will tell people about her 
CP and how they can help her. 
She is not afraid of questions 
and welcomes them. If she 
cannot answer them she will 
come to one of us for help. She 
will hopefully catch up with 
her peers completely -  but, if 
not, who cares? She is still a 
person and, most importantly, 
she is my daughter.

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Craig DeRoche ‘Highly Functional ... alcoholism and all
It is not how many 

times you get knocked 
down in life, but how 

many times you get back 
up. I learned that as a 
junior golden gloves 
champ early in life.

For Craig DeRoche, a 
two-term Novi city coun­
cil member who rose to 
be a powerful speaker of 
the Michigan House of 
Representatives, the 
lesson was a bit harder to 
grasp.

DeRoche has been 
knocked down, but has 
risen and has found ways 
to bring meaning to his 
and others lives.

Redemption
DeRoche was “born 

the day Janis Joplin died” 
of a drug overdose, Oct.
4,1970. She was a hard- 
drinking, soulful singer 
who many said that nei­
ther her voice nor her 
health could stand the 
demands she made upon 
them, on stage and off. 
Her answer: “I think you 
can destroy your now 
worrying about tomor­
row.”

The former speaker of 
the House drank because 
it was his solution for 
problems — not the prob­
lem itself. He told me: “I 
didn’t know how to digest 
and work through fear, 
anger, pride, shame and 
other problems. I learned 
at an early age that 
drinking helped me 
‘solve’ the problems in a 
temporary way. As with 
any substitute solution, it 
didn’t work and grew into 
a permanent problem of 
its own.”

DeRoche could have 
left the world as Joplin 
did, in a contradiction — 
alone, addicted, success­
ful, powerful and dead. 
He has not only survived, 
he has thieved and writ­
ten a gripping book, 
Highly Functional, to 
share his story.

It is a story worth 
sharing, as addiction to 
alcohol and drugs de­
stroys lives, yet with 
hope and support, recov-

ery is possible.
DeRoche and I be­

came unlikely friends in 
the early 1990s as part of 
the inaugural cohort of 
the MPLP (Michigan 
Political Leadership Pro­
gram). He was an up-and- 
coming young Repub­
lican and I was a Demo­
crat just booted from my 
appointed job as state 
mental health director as 
Gov. Jim Blanchard lost 
his re-election bid to 
Senate Majority Leader 
John Engler.

Alcoholism is by its 
nature a sneaky disease. 
It hides in plain sight. 
Seeing DeRoche operate, 
you would never know he 
had consumed a fifth of 
vodka or more only eight 
to 10 hours earlier. Like 
others with this disease, 
he hid his alcohol prob­
lem from his family, 
friends, colleagues — 
even himself — for 
years.

Yet, alcohol has a way 
of catching up with the 
bodies it inhabits.

DeRoche left the Leg­
islature in 2009 to re­
enter the business world. 
He was arrested twice in 
2010 — the first time for 
suspicion of drunken 
driving in Saline and the 
second for possession of 
a firearm while intoxicat­
ed. He pleaded no contest 
to the first and contested 
the second. The second 
charge was dismissed in 
January 2011 and ap­
pealed by the prosecutor 
twice. He won both ap­
peals and the dismissal is 
now case law in Michi­
gan.

He held onto his lov­
ing wife Stacie and three 
beautiful daughters dur­
ing his trials and tribula­
tions and humbly sought 
forgiveness and redemp­
tion. He was asked by a 
friend to give a speech on

addiction and criminal 
justice in our nation’s 
capital in summer 2011. 
He was soon thereafter 
introduced to Chuck 
Colson of Watergate 
shame.

Colson was an evan­
gelical Christian leader 
who founded Prison Fel­
lowship after being re­
leased from prison for 
his part of the Watergate 
scandal. He served as 
special counsel to Presi­
dent Richard Nixon from 
1969-73.

Colson, seeing past 
DeRoche’s alcoholism, 
arrests and humiliation, 
put him to work where he 
rose to become the exec­
utive director of Justice 
Fellowship, helping to 
advance criminal justice 
reform in America.
Redem ption on 
steroids

Since 2012, DeRoche 
has worked to create a 
political movement 
across the spectrum of 
ideologies, political par­
ties and demographics to 
reform criminal justice 
so communities, victims 
and those who cause the 
crimes can be restored. 
This movement is now 
taking hold and we are 
generating momentum 
from the strongest 
“base” constituencies in 
politics today. The Chris­
tian social conservatives, 
fiscal conservatives, tea 
party, progressives, civil 
libertarians and liberals 
are joining forces to 
advance these values at 
the federal, state and 
local level. His mission is 
to “change the way 
America talks, thinks and 
acts on addiction and 
criminal justice.”

When he was a drunk, 
even he was amazed 
about how he juggled his 
convoluted life.

excess most days for 
nearly my entire adult 
life, so everything I did 
and accomplished was 
done by juggling the task 
alongside how much and 
when I could drink alco­
hol. It was a slavery, of 
sorts. Yes, I could work 
hard and get things done, 
but later that night, I 
would drink more than 
anyone should on any day 
in their life.”

What keeps him sober 
today? Besides his wife 
and children, he tells me 
he has found a different

solution for problems. “I 
still have problems,” 
DeRoche said. “The prob­
lems didn’t go away, but 
now I can deal with them 
in a healthy way. For me, 
this is a spiritual solu­
tion. God has done for me 
what I could not do for 
myself. It is not a theory 
for me - 1 have lived it 
and seen it in a very 
practical way. I try to 
share this with others 
because, for me it is a 
miracle.”

DeRoche is an alcohol­
ic. He is also a bright,

capable, decent man with 
a wonderful family who 
has turned his tragedy 
into opportunity for him­
self and others.

He knows sobriety is 
one day at a time. He is 
sober today and adding 
value and making a dif­
ference -  one day at a 
time

I f  the football is  going to 
start in anybody’s hands, then 
the guy the N orthville  w ill 
turn to once again this season 
is quarterback Ju stin  Zimbo.

The 5-foot-ll, 191-pound 
senior is  the M ustangs’ A ll­
state insurance policy after 
accounting for more than
2,000 yards passing and rush­
ing a year ago

Zim bo threw for 1,068 yards 
(80-of-162) and 12 touchdowns, 
while running for 980 yards 
and 10 T D s as the M ustangs 
finished 6-4 and earned their 
fifth  M H SA A  D ivisio n  1 p lay­
o ff berth in s ix  years, includ­
ing their 11th in school history.

“H e was very productive as 
a junior,” N orthville  seventh- 
year coach Matt Ladach said 
of h is signal-caller. “H e’s a guy 
that we can re ly  on and de­
pend on. H e ’s a gamer. I f  you 
watched him play over the last 
couple of years, he knows 
when to show up.”

N orthville ’s offensive line 
took a b ig hit with the gradua­
tion of all-state tackle David 
Moorman (W isconsin) and 
Zach Graham  (Northwood 
U niversity), along with tight 
end Ryan Roberts (Northern 
Illin o is).

But the cupboard is far 
from  bare as three-year start­
er A lex Angeles (6-2, 315) re­
turns, along with senior left

guard M ax Steilen (6-0,301). 
Jun io r Zach M arks (5-8, 204) 
w ill take the reigns at center.

“Obviously, losing two D iv i­
sion I  guys is going to be very 
d ifficu lt to replace, but we do 
have big, strong guys com ing 
back and we anticipate we’re 
re a lly  going to be good up 
front,” Ladach said.

Angeles, who recently set a 
team bench press record of 
350 pounds, w ill be the anchor.

“H e’s played every position 
on the offensive line,” Ladach 
said. ‘H e’ll lik e ly  p lay right 
tackle, but can p lay anywhere. 
I ’m rea lly  surprised that he 
hasn’t gotten a handful of D iv i­
sion I  offers already, but he’s

going to play in college next 
year.”

The team’s leading rusher, 
P.J. Schepp (Grand Valley 
State), graduated, but expect­
ing to get the bulk of the car­
ries are seniors Zach Prystash 
(5-6,150) and Adam Ghabra 
(5-10,168).

Senior A lec Coppock (6-0, 
218), a third-year varsity p lay­
er, returns at fu llback.

“I  think we have two dy­
nam ic kids, Ghabra and P ry s­
tash, who are a little  bit d iffe r­
ent, but they’re going to be 
very productive for us,” La ­
dach said. “Our p lay selection 
m ay be a little  bit different. 
We m ight use a fu llb ack a

little  more than we have in the 
past, but our system  is still 
intact.”

N o rth ville ’s receiving corps 
includes jun ior returnees Ter­
re ll Cunningham  (5-10,155) 
and Ja ck  Peterson (6-1,164).

Prystash w ill also p lay the 
slot-back position and catch 
passes out of the backfie ld  in 
N orthville ’s spread attack.

“We’ve got good w ork at 
receiver,” Ladach said. “Our 
guys are com peting hard. 
We’ve had a good summer in 
term s of our cam ps and our 
seven-on-sevens, so we’ll be 
fine.”

On the defensive line, sen­
iors Matt Kom orous (6-2, 295), 
who power cleans 325 pounds, 
and George M etrusias (5-8, 
237), who paralle l squats 585, 
both return.

The linebacking group in­
cludes senior M ike M inick 
(6-2, 230), senior Mason Pitt 
(6-0, 224) and Coppock.

“Mason P itt is  a good vocal 
leader; he’s a tough-nosed kid ,” 
Ladach said. “H e’s a guy that 
re a lly  brings out the best in 
his teammates. Kom orous and 
M etrusias are both returners 
on the D-line. Those guys a l­
ways lead by exam ple.”

Jun io r safety Ja ck  Burke 
(6-0,184), who got consider­
able p laying tim e as a sopho­
more, w ill start at start at 
safety, flanked by Prystash.

“In  the secondary, we have 
some young kids, but with

Prystash and Burke coming 
back, that’s a solid group com­
ing back there as w ell,” La ­
dach said.

Another good sign for the 
M ustangs heading into their 
Friday, Aug. 28, season opener 
at Lakeland is the return of 
sophomore kicker Jake Moody 
(5-10,152) and senior punter 
Christian  Fie ld  (5-9,189).

“I wouldn’t say anything 
surprised me, but one thing 
that I  think is important to 
point out is just our p layers’ 
w ork ethic,” Ladach said. 
‘They’ve really  been w orking 
hard. They alw ays do every­
thing we ask, but they’re real­
ly  going above and beyond. 
They’re pushing each other 
and we’ve had a good first few 
days of camp.”

South Lyon and Livonia 
Stevenson shared the K L A A  
Central D ivisio n  title last sea­
son with 4-1 records -  a game 
ahead of both N orthville  and 
N ovi. A ll signs are pointing to 
another h igh ly com petitive 
race.

“Our d ivision is tough,” 
Ladach said. “Anybody could 
win our division. I ’ll say this -  
there’s not a team on our 
schedule that we cannot beat. 
We expect to go into every 
game w ith a chance to win and 
we expect to win. But if  we 
don’t p lay w ell, any team in 
our d ivision could beat us.”

Wildcats look to improve 
on last year’s 4-5 record

Offense wasn’t the issue last 
season, as N ovi’s football team 
averaged 30.1 points per game.

But on the flip  side, the 
W ildcats gave up 30.8 per out­
ing and it a ll added up to a 
second straight 4-5 season.

N ovi, which last qualified 
for the M H SA A  playoffs in 
2008, is  putting a heavy empha­
sis during the preseason on 
defense -  starting with the 
fundamentals.

And third-year coach Je ff 
Burnside isn ’t just a spectator 
when it comes to practice.

Tryin g to set the right ex­
ample, Burnside jumped into 
the fra y  numerous tim es, run­
ning toward to the ball carrie r 
as a would-be tackier during 
the opening week practice 
without pads.

“I f  anything, we’re going to 
run to the b all,” Burnside said. 
“We just have to make sure we 
do a better job of tackling once 
we get there. We tackle every 
day and it ’s a b ig point of em­
phasis, like  it should be every 
year. But this year, I  think 
there’s a lot more intensity into 
that tackling, even if  it ’s a 
quick, no-shoulder-pad d rill. 
There’s more intensity into 
those tackling d rills  now.”

Two seniors, Brent George, 
a 5-foot-10,180-pound lineback­
er, and Spencer V an K irk, a 5-5, 
150-pound safety, have laid the 
groundwork thus far during 
the preseason.

“Brent rea lly  does a good 
job of getting our guys lined up 
and ready to go,” Burnside 
said. “H e’s kind of the signal- 
caller, getting everybody 
where they need to be. Spencer 
is  pretty good at being vocal in 
the secondary. Those two guys 
are probably the guys that get 
everybody lined up and then 
(they) let rest of those guys 
run.”

Other returnees on defense 
include senior tackle Dylan 
H aggard (6-0,280), senior nose 
guard Cooper Sm ith (5-11,225), 
junior linebacker Ian Patter­
son (5-11,190) and senior defen­
sive back N ick Sabo (6-0,175).

Star senior tailback Em an­
uel Jackson (6-2,175) w ill get 
full-tim e reps in  the secondary 
and w ill be joined by junior 
newcomers Anthony D ’Anni- 
bale (6-1,185), a linebacker; 
Andrew White (5-11,170), a 
defensive back; and Conner 
Moore (5-9,185), a linebacker.

M eanwhile, N ovi’s offense 
should rem ain potent with the 
return of the speedy Jackson, a 
recent W estern M ichigan U ni­
versity  commit who amassed 
1,061 yards rushing and added 
43 catches for 629 yards.

The 2014 A ll-A rea Player of 
the Year scored a total of 23 
touchdowns, including two on 
k ick o ff returns.

“Last year, we were in kind 
of a new offense where we put 
everything in and everything 
was kind of evolving around 
him ,” Burnside said. “But this 
year, he knows everything. He 
knows what we’re doing and 
we’re adding some things for 
him. But he has a good handle 
on the offense now and he’ll 
handle it on the defense.”

Jun io r quarterback A lec 
B ageris (6-3,173) also returns 
after starting the fina l eight 
games. He passed for 800 
yards and eight TD s.

Burnside said he has seen a 
more seasoned and confident 
B ageris in train ing camp.

“H e brings leadership and 
rea lly  brings control to our 
offense,” Burnside said. “Guys 
are rea lly  starting to listen to 
him. H e’s rea lly  starting to 
step up and make ca lls, make 
changes. The way we do things 
is  that we put a lot of pressure 
on him  to make the right deci­
sions -  and he’s re a lly  doing a 
better job of it. H e’s got a 
stronger arm. H e’s stronger a ll 
the way around and has done a 
phenomenal job of taking care 
of h is body and getting ready 
to go.”

George, D ’Annibale, Moore 
and White w ill a ll get tim e at 
wide receiver, while junior 
Aahmaud Jenkins (5-6,185) 
w ill play tailback.

The biggest issue facing 
Burnside this season is getting 
an inexperienced offensive 
line up to speed after losing a ll

five  starters from  a year ago.
“That was a strength of the 

team and what people don’t 
realize is  that our center (Ja ­
red Engebretson) was phenom­
enal because he could snap and 
pull,” Burnside said. “He was 
very athletic and strong to the 
attack, but could pull and move 
and be in space.

Existing-hom e sales in­
creased in June to their h igh­
est pace in over eight years, 
while the cum ulative effect of 
risin g  demand and lim ited 
supply helped push the nation­
al median sales price to an 
all-tim e high, according to the 
National Association of Real­
tors. A ll m ajor regions experi­
enced sales gains in June and 
have now risen above year- 
over-year levels for s ix  con­
secutive months.

That’s also true in metro 
Detroit.

“Oh, I  would concur 100 
percent,” said R ichard  E isim - 
inger, broker of R ich R ealty of 
Plym outh. “The biggest is our 
auto industry. I  would say that 
would be the biggest im prove­
ment considering perspec­
tives in our area.”

Canton resident E isim inger 
points to strong auto sales, as 
w ell as Detroit em erging from  
bankruptcy. “A ll these things 
come into play. The main 
thing would be the auto sales, 
Detroit on the rebound and 
out of bankruptcy.

“There was such a pent-up 
demand that was just w aiting 
to happen,” E isim inger added 
of the local housing m arket. “I  
believe that’s happening now.”

Total existing-hom e sales, 
w hich are completed trans­
actions that include single­
fam ily homes, townhomes, 
condominiums and co-ops, 
increased 3.2 percent to a 
seasonally adjusted annual 
rate of 5.49 m illion in June 
from  a downwardly revised 
5.32 m illion in May. Sales are 
now at their highest pace 
since February 2007 (5.79 
m illion), have increased year- 
over-year for nine consecutive 
months and are 9.6 percent 
above a year ago (5.01 m il­
lion).

Law rence Yun, N A R  chief 
economist, says backed by 
June’s solid gain in closings, 
this year’s spring buying sea­
son has been the strongest 
since the downturn. “Buyers 
have come back in force, lead­
ing to the strongest past two 
months in sales since early 
2007,” he said. “T h is wave of 
demand is  being fueled by a 
year-plus of steady job growth 
and an im proving economy 
that’s g iv in g more households 
the financial wherewithal and 
incentive to buy.”

Added Yun, “June sales 
were also lik e ly  propelled by 
the spring’s in itia l phase of 
risin g  m ortgage rates, w hich 
usually prods some prospec­
tive buyers to buy now rather 
than w ait until later when 
borrow ing costs could be 
higher.”

The median existing-hom e 
price for a ll housing types in 
June was $236,400, which is 
6.5 percent above June 2014

and surpasses the peak m edi­
an sales price set in Ju ly  2006 
($230,400). June’s price in­
crease also m arks the 40th 
consecutive month of year- 
over-year gains.

Total housing inventory at 
the end of June inched 0.9 
percent to 2.30 m illion exist­
ing homes available for sale, 
and is 0.4 percent higher than 
a year ago (2.29 m illion). Un­
sold inventory is at a 5.0- 
month supply at the current 
sales pace, down from  5.1 
months in May.

R ich R ealty’s E isim inger 
noted Wayne County still 
faces challenges. “Hopefully, 
we are rid ing a wave of good 
tim es and get ourselves 
straightened out, too,” he 
added of Wayne County.

The percent share of firs t­
tim e buyers fe ll to 30 percent 
in  June from  32 percent in 
May, but remained at or above 
30 percent for the fourth con­
secutive month. A  year ago, 
first-tim e buyers represented 
28 percent of a ll buyers.

According to Freddie Mac, 
the average commitment rate 
for a 30-year, conventional, 
fixed-rate mortgage rose in 
June to 3.98 from  3.84 percent 
in May, but rem ained just 
below 4.00 percent for the 
seventh straight month.

Properties typ ica lly  stayed 
on the m arket for 34 days in 
June, down from  M ay (40 
days) and the shortest time 
since N A R began tracking in 
M ay 2011. Short sales were on 
the m arket the longest at a 
median of 129 days in June, 
while foreclosures sold in 39 
days and nondistressed homes 
took 33 days. Forty-seven

percent of homes sold in June 
were on the m arket for less 
than a month — the highest 
percentage since June 2013 
(also 47 percent).

M atching the lowest share 
since Decem ber 2009, all-cash 
sales were 22 percent of 
transactions in  June, down 
from  24 percent in M ay and 
32 percent a year ago. In d iv id ­
ual investors, who account for 
m any cash sales, purchased 12 
percent of homes in  June (14 
percent in M ay) — the lowest 
since August 2014 (also 12 
percent) and down from  16 
percent in June 2014. S ixty-six  
percent of investors paid cash 
in June.

D istressed sales — fore­
closures and short sales — fe ll 
to 8 percent in June (m atching 
an August 2014 low) from  10 
percent in May, and are below 
the 11 percent share a year 
ago. S ix  percent of June sales 
were foreclosures and 2 per­
cent were short sales. Fore­
closures sold for an average 
discount of 15 percent below 
m arket value in June (un­
changed from  M ay), while 
short sales were discounted 18 
percent (16 percent in  M ay).

Single-fam ily home sales 
increased 2.8 percent to a 
seasonally adjusted annual 
rate of 4.84 m illion in June 
from  4.71 m illion in May, and 
are now 9.8 percent above the 
4.41 m illion pace a year ago. 
The median existing single­
fam ily home price was 
$237,700 in  June, up 6.6 per­
cent from  June 2014 and sur­
passing the peak median sales 
price set in  Ju ly  2006 
($230,900).

E x istin g  condominium and

co-op sales rose 6.6 percent to 
a seasonally adjusted annual 
rate of 650,000 units in  June 
from  610,000 units in May, up 
8.3 percent from  June 2014 
(600,000 units) and the highest 
pace since M ay 2007 (680,000 
units). The median existing 
condo price was $226,500 in 
June, which is 5.5 percent 
above a year ago and the high­
est since August 2007 
($229,200).

June existing-hom e sales in 
the Northeast clim bed 4.3 
percent to an annual rate of 
720,000, and are now 12.5 per­
cent above a year ago. The 
median price in the Northeast 
was $281,200, w hich is 3.9 
percent higher than June 
2014.

In  the M idwest, existing- 
home sales rose 4.7 percent to 
an annual rate of 1.33 m illion 
in  June, and are 12.7 percent 
above June 2014. The median 

rice  in  the M idwest was
190.000, up 7.2 percent from

Q: There seems to be a 
conspiracy between the man­
agem ent company and their 
law firm  that is representing 
our association. We have 
asked our m anagement com ­
pany whether any other law  
firm  works with them on any 
other project and they said 
no. I asked them w hy and 
they said that was the policy 
of the owner. Do you have 
any comment 
on that?

A: You 
should be 
suspect if  the 
management 
company and 
the law firm  
do business in 
every project 
in  w hich the 
management 
company is involved. I  have 
seen that on numerous occa­
sions. No doubt there may not 
be a fee agreement in place 
between the association and 
the attorney and there m ay be 
a tacit or exp licit agreement on 
behalf of the law firm  that it 
w ill not pursue the manage­
ment company if  there are any 
disputes between the associa­
tion and the management com­
pany. You are best advised to 
consider a new management 
company and a new law firm  
since it appears that there is 
what has proverbially been 
called “sleeping with the ene­
my.”

Q: Our condo project is 
planning on doing some ma­
jor renovations. Most insur­
ance companies require that 
a bond be in place before 
providing liability coverage  
for ongoing construction  
jobs. Does our management 
company have an obligation  
to see that a bond is in place 
during the construction proc­
ess at a complex?

A: Th is is  a very good ques­
tion that is d ifficu lt to answer 
without more detailed facts. 
However, I  can tell you that in 
Californ ia, the Ninth C ircu it 
Court of Appeals provided an 
interesting ru lin g in a recent 
decision regarding this issue. 
The court found that a bond 
exclusion provision in an insur­
ance policy, which excluded 
coverage of any claim s due to 
the management company’s 
failure  to m aintain a bond, was 
deemed unambiguous and 
enforceable. A s a result, the 
insurance company had no 
duty to defend or indem nify 
the management company due 
to its failure  to keep the surety 
bonds in effect until construc­
tion was complete. There is a 
valuable lesson to learn here 
for m anaging entities that may 
be considering saving on bond 
costs before construction is 
completed, as it could pose a 
lia b ility  to the association in 
the event claim s arise.

Before you know it, 
the clock says 9:30 a.m. and you have 
yet to touch a single item on your to- 
do list.

With so many opportunities for 
distraction, it's understandable why 
workdays aren't always as productive 
as they should be. So, how do you 
make sure you’re getting the most out 

of each day in the office? Here are 
some tips:

S e t  g o a ls  f ir s t

Many workers get into the office and 
before doing any work, they check 
their email. It seem s like a logical first 
step, but it’s one that could end up 
causing you to waste precious time 
better spent mapping out your day.

Chris Bryant, creative director and 
principal of Empire Studios, a full- 
service video production company 
based in New York, suggests that be­
fore even opening your email, you set 
goals and tackle any pressing items. 
“By checking email first thing, it’s 
extremely easy — and all too common 
— to get distracted with things that 
will ‘only take a minute,’ and the next 
time you look at the clock it’s time to 
break for lunch. Get the critical things 
done first.”

U n p lu g  fro m  d is t r a c t io n s

You may be completely focused on 
a project, that is, until you hear the 
tantalizing “ding” of an email arriv­
ing in your inbox or see the flash of 
an instant m essage. Suddenly, your 
productivity is derailed. That’s why 
Ron Bockstahler, C E O  of office suites 
provider Amata Office Solutions, 
says the best thing to do is unplug 
from distractions. “Working on a tight 
deadline? Turn off your phone, set up 
an out-of-office reply and turn your 
Web browser to offline mode,” he 
says. “If you absolutely have to look 
something up, go directly to a search 
engine or site you’ve already book-

marked, locate the information you 
need and log back off.”

B e  r e s p e c t f u l  o f  y o u r  o w n  t im e

“If you are constantly being inter­
rupted by issues not related to work, 
asked to do someone else’s job or 
have interruptions from co-workers 
that are non-essential —  in other 
words, they could have sent you an 
email requesting you take action and 
waited for the response rather than 
interrupting your flow to say, ‘Hey, we 
need to order new pens in the near 
future’ —  then it’s imperative to speak 
up and show others how to treat you,” 
says Alison Kero, professional orga­

nizer, productivity expert and owner 
of A C K  Organizing. “Otherwise you’ve 
just spent your day m aking everyone 
else look effective and productive 
while completely overextending and 
exhausting yourself.”

H a v e  a n  e n d -o f-d a y  r it u a l

When the workday is finally over, 
it’s tempting to want to leave the office 
as soon as possible and not worry 
about tomorrow until, well, tomorrow. 
Yet, you could be setting yourself up 
for another day of unproductivity if 
you don’t at least think about what 
you have on your plate. ‘At the end of 
the day, I feel it’s really important to 
quickly scan over what my schedule 
looks like the following day so I can 
mentally prepare,” Kero says. “I also 
feel it’s really important to clear out 
the clutter in my office or on my 
d e s k ... so when I walk in my office 
space in the morning, I do not feel 
overwhelmed before I’ve even begun 
my day.”

T a k e  b r e a k s

One last piece of advice: Take peri­
odic breaks throughout the day. While 
this might seem counterintuitive, get­
ting away from your desk for a short 
time can help you re-energize and 
refocus, so when you do get back to 
work, you are ready to be productive.
