» Art galleries per
capita (higher is snob-
bier)

Using Wikipedia, sta-
tistics RoadSnacks used
included population
(55,319), median house-
hold income ($78,430) and
median home price
($242,600).

All'in fun

Kolmar clearly had
fun with the rankings and
tried to stem any bad
blood caused by them.

“Let’s just be clear,
this list may be complete-
ly scientifically proven
and absolutely irrefut-
able (hah) but, really, it’s
allin good fun,” he wrote.
“These aren’t bad places
to live, so don't get that
idea.”

Novi Mayor Bob Gatt
obviously disagrees with
the ranking and noted
that Novi appeared in
another list recently, one
naming the best cities in
the country in which to
raise a family.

While referencing P.T.
Barnum'’s idea that
there’s no such thing as
bad publicity, Gatt dis-
missed the notion of Novi
as “snobby.”

“Novi has the warm-
est, friendliest, most
helpful and best citizens
anywhere in the USA,”
Gatt wrote in an email.
“Noviis a city that cele-
brates cultural diversity
and recognizes the digni-
ty and worth of every
human being. Anything
but snobby is what |
know Novi to be.”

Like Crawford and
Gatt, Suburban Collection
Showplace owner Blair
Bowman chuckled at the
notion Novi is snobby.

Taking a break from
preparing the area for
the 2015 Michigan State
Fair, Bowman, who was
out in the field with his
three sons pruning fo-
liage, emptying dump-
sters and landscaping,
said he couldn’t imagine
why any such list would
include Novi.

“We obviously
shouldn’t take it too seri-
ously, because who
knows where that comes
from?” Bowman said.

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Families needed for foreign students

“They’re probably on
pins and needles, just
waiting and waiting.”

That’s the situation
for a number of foreign
students all set to spend
the upcoming school
year in the Farmington
community or elsewhere
— but don’t yet have a
home to go to, said Gail
Gregory, volunteer area
coordinator for Youth
For Understanding, a
nonprofit exchange stu-
dent organization.

About five students
assigned to come to Oak-
land County - and pos-
sibly hundreds more
tentatively assigned to
other areas, but who
could be placed in the
Detroit area - are still in
their home countries.
And that’s an issue that
must be resolved soon,
since school is set to
begin early next month.

“We really like to
have them here by Aug.
31, but it can be extended
a couple weeks,” Greg-
ory said.

Arnold and Alisa Val-
den are among those in
the area who have plenty
of good things to say
about being a host fam-
ily. The couple never had
kids of their own, but
this is the third year in a
row that they have
opened their home —
and their hearts — to a
foreign exchange stu-
dent. Two years ago, they
hosted a student from
China and did the same
last year. For their
“three-peat,” they've
welcomed Swede Anna
Bjorklund.

“It’s great fun and
very rewarding,” Alisa
said. “And all the in-
formation YFU says
about it changing your
life — believe it.”

Arnold, a teacher at
Howell High School, said
he first heard about YFU
a few years ago, when he
was attending a confer-
ence with students at
Oakland Community
College. “They had a
table set up ... we decid-
ed to shake up life a little
bit and invite someone
into our house,” he said.

Bjorklund, who ar-
rived about three weeks
ago, is attending Harri-
son High School as a
senior and is already on
the volleyball team. “It’s
good, the whole experi-
ence is cool,” she said,
adding that she’s been
comparing life in the
United States with what
she expected, based on
what she’s seen in
movies.

“It’s kind of the same,
but not, like, exactly,”
she said, grinning.

For the Johnson fam-
ily of Farmington Hills,
this is their first experi-
ence with a foreign ex-
change student and al-
ready it’s been a good
one. Eri Sugamura, 17, of
Japan flew into Traverse
City recently to meet up
with the Johnsons, who
were in northern Michi-
gan for a wedding. Su-
gamura attended the
wedding, too, and got
acquainted with the
Johnsons’ extended fam-
ily and friends. And on
Aug. 18 — her birthday
— Sugamura was thrilled
that the Johnsons cele-
brated with her.

“It was really fun,”
she said.

Meg Johnson said
having an exchange stu-
dent was her daughter
Lilliy s idea; she’s a soph-
omore at North Farming-
ton High School and has
studied Japanese for
years. “l wasn’t sure at
first and told her we’d
think about it,” she said,
explaining that she and
Lilliy had spoken briefly
with aYFU coordinator
during an event at Novi
High School.

“It happened kind of
fast... all of a sudden
they had a student for
us,” Johnson said, smil-
ing.

Becoming a host
family

So what does it take to
host an exchange stu-
dent?

It starts with filling
out an application, avail-
able on the website.
Prospective hosts have
in-home interviews with
YFU and are required to

show the student wiill
have basic accommoda-
tions — their own bed, a
dresser and closet to
store their belongings, a
place to study and trans-
portation to get them to
and from school and
extracurricular activ-
ities. Every exchange
student knows English —
though to varying de-
grees — and is required
to speak it rather than
their native tongue,

Gregory said.

“They’re here for the
cultural experience, to
improve their English
and to live life like real
Americans live their
lives,” Gregory said.

Students come with
their own spending mon-
ey and have health insur-
ance, she added, and
don’t expect the host
family to alter their usu-
al routine and way of
life. “And from what we

see, they all want to be
part of the ‘school spirit’
kind of thing — going to
homecoming and prom
and doing all the things
they can to experience
high school like we have
here,” she said.

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Novi HS teens’ work in Nicaragua opens their eyes, hearts

NoviHigh School seniors
Jakiyah Bradley, Hyunji Choi
and Alison Mascarenhas are
just back from atrek to Nic-
aragua, where they learned a
lot about themselves and their
world. The teens traveled with
the buildOn organization.

BuildOn works with school
communities in the developed
world to break the cycle of
poverty and illiteracy in the
Third World by building
schools alongside locals. The
nonprofit gives students and
educators service learning
trips about how to live abroad
with host families in rural
villages, construct buildOn
primary schools and even take
cultural workshops, spokes-
woman Alex Smith wrote in an
email.

When students witness
firsthand the enthusiasm for
education from children who
lack access to it, they gain a
renewed appreciation for their
own educational opportunities,
Smith added. BuildOn has
built more than 780 schools so
far in Nicaragua, Haiti, Mali,
Senegal, Malawi, Nepal and -
most recently - Burkina Faso.

It also works in the U.S.

The three NoviHigh sen-
iors visited Nicaragua Aug.
9-17. Bradley is 16, Choi and
Mascarenhas are 17. Their
parents are Kate and Kyungho
Choi, Anthony and Jacqueline
Bradley and Dunstan and Van-
ita Mascarenhas.

Bradley, Choiand Masca-
renhas answered questions for
the Novi News about their
August travels to Nicaragua.
Have you been involved pre-
viously with buildOn and, if
so, what kind of work have
you done?

Bradley: | have not been
involved in a buildOn projects
before this trip.

Choi: No.

Mascarenhas: This was our
first year involved with the
organization. We mainly did
fundraisers where the money
went towards the school in
Nicaragua.

What did you like most
about the time you spent in

Nicaragua?

Bradley: The trip was more
about going to build a school
that we spent so much time
and effort fundraising for. We
spent a considerable amount of
time around kids who would
attend the school. | loved the
balance of working hard in the
morning and immersing our-
selves in Nicaraguan culture
in the afternoon.

Choi: The people | met, both
the natives and the other peo-
ple on my team. Working to-
gether with them towards the
same goal: providing an educa-
tion for those in need.

Mascarenhas: The people
we traveled there with (a
group from New York and a
group from California), as well
as getting to know my host
family. From conquering la-
trines, to pick-axing trenches
for the school, the people that |
was surrounded by helped me
deal with the culture shock of
going from a Novito avillage
with no electricity or running
water in the mountains of Nic-
aragua. It turned out to the
best week of my life.

What was most challenging
about your Nicaragua trip?

Bradley: | was foretold
about the difference between

American culture compared to
Nicaraguan culture, but living
it for a week was eye-opening.
Something as simple as brush-
ing my teeth wasn’t simple
anymore because of a lack of
clean water.

Choi: The culture shock. |
was really surprised at how
the lack of clean, running
water and electricity really
impacted how | spent each
day.

Mascarenhas: Just the stark
difference between their life
and our life here in Novi. | had
to get used to walking a mile
up a hill just to get to the work
site, showering with only two
buckets and going to the bath-
room in a latrine. All the
while, | had no way of contact-
ing anyone from back home. |
was terrified at first and didn’t
know if I’'d make it through
the week.

Foster Closet helps families with essential needs

Michele Austin will
always remember her
first foster child, the one
who came to her with a
bag with clothes that
didn’t fit and a box of
toys that were broken.

Unfortunately, seven
years and 17 foster chil-
dren later, that scenario
has repeated itself far
too often for Austin and
numerous other foster
families.

So in September 2013,
Austin set out to do some-
thing about it. The Foster
Closet of Michigan was
just over ayear old and
the Farmington Hills
resident decided to form
an Oakland County
branch out of her home.

Now two years later,
the nonprofit organiza-
tion has grown tremen-
dously, from five
branches when Austin
started to 15 across Mich-
igan. Her Oakland Coun-
ty branch has become the
second largest in the
state and she expects to
service close to 600 fos-
ter children this year
alone.

“(My wife and 1) saw
when the children came
to us, they came with
nothing,” she said. “Fam-
ilies do get a stipend
from the state, but it’s
not enough to take care
of the needs of children
in care.”

According to Austin,
there are more than

Katie Austin, whose mother Michele runs the Foster Closet of
Michigan Oakland County branch out of her home, sorts

through some clothes.

13,000 foster children in
care in Michigan, in-
cluding nearly 900 in
care in Oakland County.
Her branch hopes to help
those children and fam-
ilies by providing them
with essential hygiene
items, clothes, toys,
games and more.

Her house has been
taken over by the foster
closet and regularly she
comes home to find do-
nated items on her back
porch.

“It feels very much
like Christmas morning,”
she said of the times she
discovers the donated
goods.

Help needed

While Austin has been
able to establish a strong
volunteer base, more
help is always needed.

She accepts new and
like new items, monetary
donations she can use to
buy things for the kids
and, especially, helping
hands to sort through
everything.

Austin posts many of
her immediate needs on
the organization’s Face-
book page (which can be
found by going on Face-
book and searching “Fos-
ter Closet of Michigan -
Oakland County
Branch”) and encourages

The state’s Office of
Regulatory Reinvention is
looking into the matter and
lawmakers say they are open
to change.

Start by writing sunset pro-
visions into laws requiring

such reports. Then if lawmak-
ers don’t vote to renew the re-
port, it dies. Another option is
just making more data avail-
able online so interested law-
makers — or members of the
public — can look it up. And
since some data is requested
by both lawmakers and the
federal government, aligning
state requests with federal re-
ports would add efficiency.

No one is suggesting that
lawmakers abandon their
oversight role. But requiring
reports that have no useful
purpose is not meaningful
oversight.

Resolve dispute over meat labeling with Canada, Mexico

C  ongress in 2002 passed a
requirement that meat
sold in the U.S. carry a
simple label stating where the
product was born, raised and
slaughtered. While that label
has been valuable to consum-
ers, the World Trade Organiza-
tion recently found it to be in
violation of our trade obliga-
tions with Canada and Mexico.
| disagree with this ruling.
But if we do not change the
way we label meat, we face the
threat of retaliatory tariffs by

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two of our closest trading part-
ners. That retaliation would
harm American businesses and
consumers. So we must change
our law.

That’s why | joined Sen.
John Hoeven, R-N.D., and sev-
eral of our Republican and

N ews
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Democratic colleagues to in-
troduce a common sense bill to
do just that, while also retain-
ing the right for American
consumers to ask for informa-
tion about where their food
comes from.

The Voluntary Country of
Origin Labeling and Trade
Enhancement Act of 2015
would fully repeal mandatory
country-of-origin labeling to
satisfy the WTO decision. We
then create a voluntary option
for our farmers: a voluntary
label, similar to what Canada
uses to label its meat.

The U.S. Trade Representa-
tive, the government agency
responsible for overseeing our
trade relationships, believes
our proposal would comply
with the WTO decision.

It’s also noteworthy that
Canada and Mexico have them-
selves said that a voluntary
label is a reasonable approach

in testimony before the WTO
in 2012.

Sadly, even before our bill
was introduced, Canada joined
with the big multi-national
meat packers to wage a cam-
paign to stop Congress from
pursuing this voluntary label.
It insists that the U.S. must not
only repeal mandatory label-
ing, but that the U.S. has no
right to establish a voluntary
program (even if Canada has
one) or it will retaliate against
us.

Let’s be clear — since our
bill repeals mandatory country
of origin labeling, Canada has
no veto or legal standing to
stop the U.S. from deciding to
pursue voluntary policies in
our own country. It’s easy to
understand why Canada and
Mexico don’t want us to pursue
avoluntary label: They want to
absolutely make sure they
never have to compete head-to-

head with American products.
This debate boils down to
two simple questions: Do
American consumers have a
right to know where their food
comes from? And should
American farmers and compa-
nies have the same right to
accurately label a Product of
the U.S.A. when our friends in
Canada are already doing the
same through their own label?
The answer, of course, is yes!
I’'m confident the majority
of the U.S. Senate supports this
common sense approach.
That’s why the Senate must
pass our bill as soon as possible
so we can stop any retaliation.
Then we need to refocus on all
of the wonderful and impor-
tant partnerships Michigan has
with our Canadian neighbors.

A new wave of tax
swindlers who've at-
tempted to bilk the fed-
eral refunds of honest
taxpayers have moved
on to the states, an In-
ternal Revenue Service
official told the recent
National Conference of
State Legislatures legis-
lative summit.

IRS official Paul
Mamo characterized the
latest form of tax fraud
as a blend of identity
theft with filing fraudu-
lent tax returns.

Steve Ryan of
McDermott Will & Em -
ery, which staffs a na-
tional association of tax
companies, said those
perpetrating the tax
fraud are not taking
information out of the
system. Rather they are
putting false data into
the system to secure the
tax refunds due law-

abiding taxpayers.
While the fraud at first
focused on federal re-
turns because the re-
funds are greater, states
are now the targets.

“We want this to end.
It is bad for the industry
and it is terrifying for
the individual,” Ryan
said.

Losses are in the
billions of dollars, with
Mamo noting the IRS
stopped $68 billion in-
volving 19 million fraud-
ulent returns from 2011-
14.

Ryan explained that
his clients, while they
are prohibited from
reviewing returns done
via popular tax-return
programs, did first spot
issues with lots of re-
turns going to a single
ZIP code or bank ac-
count.

administrator for the
state of Rhode Island,
said states could combat
fraudulent returns be-
ing submitted from
dead individuals, but
now people go into the
system and assume the
identity of the taxpayer.
And when the refund is
sent via a debit card, it
becomes very difficult
to track down and re-
cover.

It is also a problem
affecting refundable
Earned Income Tax
Credit state programs.

Corey Smith of the
Tax Division of the U.S.
Department of Justice
and part of the DOJ’s
Stolen Identity Refund
Fraud Board, said many
of the actors are over-
seas in Nigeria, Ghana,
Eastern Bloc countries,
Russia, Romania and
China.

There are some steps
states can take to
counteract this fraud,
Sullivan said. One step
is to rely on “out-of-
wallet” information to
verify the identity of
the taxpayer.

Another step states
can take is to slow down
the issuance of refunds,
allowing time for more
through verification.
This, however, can af-
fect those awaiting
EITC payments, he said.
Likewise, the use of
debit cards is intended
to help taxpayers who
are “unbankable,” pro-
viding the “cheapest”
way to get them their
refunds, Sullivan said.
He explained that if
they are forced to use
check-cashing busi-
nesses, there is often a
steep fee.

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Northville children’s author

Northville resident
and author Mary Kaye
Rhee is proud of the book
she’s self-published for
children, Elwood Dober-
man, Jr.

| t's no surprise that a job interview
can be a nerve-wracking experi-
ence. After all, your life could
change based on how you interact
with somebody in 30 or 60 minutes’
time. No pressure, right? If you pre-
pare well and have confidence in your
abilities, though, you’'ll increase your
chances of success. And when your
interviewer asks the following three
tough questions, you'll have a strat-

1. Why are you leaving your
current job, or why are you
currently unemployea?

This can feel like a loaded question.

That's because the interviewer
is most likely interested in how you
answer the question. Job candidates
who take the approach of turning

Now that it's been used in numerous

books and movies, it’'s a little cliche.
Instead, answer honestly and with
originality about your next career
steps and what you're going to do to
get there. For example, do you want
to create the next big cellphone app?
W hat technology development class-
es are you taking to help with that
process? And how do these plans tie
into the job you’'re interviewing for?
However you answer, just be sure to
keep your response career-focused.
Steer clear of talking about time for
your family or hobbies, or what you
plan to do with the salary that comes
with the job. Your interviewer isn’t

interested in hearing about your plans

caring “too much” about their work or
being a perfectionist — aren’t really
giving the interviewer any information
about themselves.
