There are a handful of indi­
viduals whose names are syn­
onymous with Novi and city 
council members formally rec­
ognized the achievements of one 
of them Monday night.

Nancy Cassis began as a psy­
chologist with the local school 
district in 1980; served on city 
council from 1985-93 and again 
from 1995-96; was a state repre­
sentative from 1996-2002; and 
put in eight years as a state 
senator from 2002-10.

“It certainly is a wonderful 
thing to be recognized by your 
community, where it all started 
over 30 years ago,” she said.
“My heart will always be here.”

An official “Proclamation 
Honoring Nancy Cassis” was 
presented by Mayor Bob Gatt, a 
Novi police officer who was 
“mesmerized” watching her on

council.
“Her rise in the political 

world was certainly not a sur­
prise to many people,” Gatt said, 
“because she was always en­
gaged and she was always on top 
of things and always looking for 
that next thing to make Novi 
better.”

Gatt noted Cassis’ efforts in 
creating two Interstate 96 inter­
changes in the city, as well as 
being a driving force in the local 
hospital.

“Providence Hospital would 
not be here today, make no mis­
take about it, if it wasn’t for this 
lady standing right next to me,” 
Gatt said, adding that the facil­
ity is a crown jewel for Novi.

Cassis also played a role in 
establishing the Suburban Col­
lection Showplace, home of the 
state fair that drew 120,000 peo­
ple over the recent Labor Day

Back to school means many 
positive things to kids -  sports, 
making new friends, clubs, mu­
sic, learning, etc. -  but it can 
also be a time of stress, pain, 
anxiety and fear all rolled into 
one word: bullying.

So the timing of a unique film 
dealing with the subject, A Girl 
Like Her, and its screening Sat­
urday at the Emagine Novi thea­
ter is perfect.

The free showing at 11 a.m. 
will be followed by a Q&A with 
the film’s maker, Amy S. Weber. 
Educators, parents and students 
are encouraged to attend and 
arrive by 10:30 a.m. for the first- 
come/first-served seating. Ema­
gine is located in the Twelve 
Mile Crossing at Fountainwalk 
entertainment complex, south of 
12 Mile Road and west of Novi 
Road.

The film is unique in that it is 
told in a Rashomon-like manner 
where viewers see everyone 
involved -  the victim, friends, 
parents and the bully -  from 
their own unique perspectives. 
The hope is to create a non- 
judgmental dialogue, leading to 
a better understanding of an 
abusive ritual.

In anticipation of their 
fifth annual Pink Out 
game Friday, Oct. 2, at 
Walled Lake Western 
High School, Warriors 
for Warriors recently 
announced the names of 
their honorary co-cap- 
tains for this year’s 
event: Mackenzie Rajdl, 
a 3-year-old Walled Lake 
Schools resident, and 
Kevin Saarela, a Walled 
Lake Northern High 
School sophomore. Mac­
kenzie and Kevin will be 
celebrated during the 
day’s festivities and take 
part in the pregame coin 
toss on the field.

Mackenzie was diag­
nosed with leukemia at 
the age of 2 after con­
tinued complaints about 
pain in her legs and 
back. After being trans­
ferred to the University 
of Michigan Mott Chil­
dren’s Hospital, she be­
gan chemotherapy and 
high-dose steroid treat­
ment immediately. Blood 
tests were administered 
to determine the exact 
kind of leukemia she 
had. She had a number of 
reactions to her treat­

ment and lost the ability 
to roll over, stand, crawl 
or walk. Mackenzie had 
surgery to place a port in 
her upper right chest to 
allow the team of doctors 
and nurses to administer 
chemotherapy directly to 
her heart and blood sys­
tem.

Mackenzie had che­
motherapy treatment 
every week for the next 
year. Part of her treat­
ment included monthly 
stays at the hospital to 
give her chemotherapy 
through her port over a

number of days followed 
by a rescue drug to pre­
vent organ failure.

Mackenzie continues 
her fight today. Since 
leukemia is a blood can­
cer and her body is con­
stantly producing new 
blood cells, her treat­
ment will be 2/2 years 
long and she will need to 
be monitored for the 
next 10 years after treat­
ment to ensure the dis­
ease doesn’t come back.

“I call Mackenzie my 
hero,” her mother Eliza­
beth said, “because she

has had a number of 
complications associated 
with her treatment and 
cancer, but through it all 
she has always wanted to 
play, in any way she 
could, she has smiled and 
laughed and she has 
tolerated much more 
than I think most people 
have had to endure in 
their lifetime. She is so 
empathetic toward other 
kids and adults; she looks 
for the fun in everything 
she does and she rarely 
complains. Her hair is 
growing back now and 
she is walking and run­
ning much better! She 
has a long road ahead, 
but she has the will to 
fight!”

Kevin's story
Kevin was diagnosed 

with medulloblastoma at 
the age of 7 after receiv­
ing an MRI. The test 
revealed a golf ball-sized 
tumor had grown large 
enough to block his 
fourth ventricle, which 
blocked the natural flow 
of spinal fluid through 
his body. The pressure 
created from the block­

age almost caused him to 
have a stroke.

After the MRI, Kevin 
was left sedated and had 
emergency brain sur­
gery performed to re­
lieve the pressure that 
was building up. Doctors 
then removed the tumor 
from the back of Kevin’s 
head. Further testing 
identified the tumor as 
being cancerous and 
treatment immediately 
began. In treatment, 
Kevin would have to go 
through 33 rounds of 
radiation and have four- 
week long rounds of high 
dosage chemotherapy, 
which took months to get 
through. He also re­
ceived seven blood trans­
fusions and several 
platelet transfusions.

The effects of all the 
different forms of treat­
ment took their toll on 
Kevin. Doctors informed 
his mother that there 
would be a permanent 
effect on his cognitive 
function and permanent 
damage to his endocrine 
system, bones in his 
chest and spine and per­
manent damage to his

heart, leading to a con­
tinued risk of stroke in 
early adulthood. Through 
all of the treatment and 
the recovery to follow, 
Kevin continued to fight.

Kevin, 15, has been 
cancer-free for seven 
years. Last year, he start­
ed his freshman year of 
high school and complet­
ed his first year of high 
school on the honor roll 
with his eye toward the 
future and making col­
lege plans.

“I believe love, deter­
mination, believing in 
each other and support 
heals,” \his mother Ra­
chel said. “I was able to 
focus on loving and sup­
porting my son because 
of our community, my 
friends and our family 
that supported us. The 
people who supported 
pediatric cancer re­
search 20 years ago 
saved my son. Kevin is 
here because of people 
like those who donate to 
pediatric cancer re­
search. Who knows what 
the future holds for Kev­
in, but it is full of possi­
bilities.”

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Erwin Orchards perennial fan, fall favorite

Erwin Orchards had 

all the right ingredients 
for a perfect opening day 
for the u-pick apple farm 
Aug. 21, marking the 95th 
anniversary of the Lyon 
Township staple.

Whiffs of freshly baked 
doughnuts tempted ev­
eryone within a three 
block radius of the farm, 
located at 61475 Silver 
Lake Road.

Kristi Hoskins of 
South Lyon said she and 
her children Kristi, 9, 
and Madison, 8, were 
lured to the orchards by 
the smell of freshly 
baked doughnuts.

Fam ily fun
Put it all together and 

people keep coming back 
year after year.

Like Julia Genna of 
Farmington, who spent 
that afternoon with her 
daughters, Natalie Genna 
of Farmington and Am­
ber Menser of South 
Lyon, as well as Menser’s 
three children: Bella, 11, 
Julian, 9 and Lola, 2.

“I wanted to spend 
time with my grandkids 
and two daughters,” Julia 
Genna said.

Young Julian was 
beaming with excitement 
as he talked about the 
family tradition of com­
ing to Erwin Orchards 
every year, picking ap­

ples and waiting for 
grandma to make apple 
crisps, caramel apples, 
apple bread, apple sauce 
and, Julian’s favorite, 
apple pie.

Owen Jarl, 17 and 
Justin Roelant couldn’t 
pass Erwin Orchards on 
their way to soccer prac­
tice without stopping to 
fill up on fall’s best car­
bohydrate-filled snack. It 
was the first of many 
trips the South Lyon 
residents planned to 
make this year.

One and all
Erwin Orchards isn’t 

just for those living local­
ly, either. People come 
from across the state and 
country stop by the Lyon 
locale.

Seth Rattet and Clau­
dia Vedard live in Con­
necticut, but they heard 
about Erwin’s from fam­
ily members. The agreed 
they couldn’t miss a trip 
to the orchards during a 
day of fun with Rattet’s 
nephews, Caleb and 
Guerrin.

Jessica Rohrhoff of 
White Lake was taking 
pictures of her daugh­
ters, Maddy, 3, and Ella,
5, as they sat in the pavil­
ion eating and laughing.

“We come here every 
year,” Rohrhoff said. 
“The girls love the

doughnuts and the play 
areas.”

Off in the distance, 
kids jumped in and out on 
the hay maze while other 
smaller visitors rode 
tricycles in the John 
Deere tricycle track. 
Young and old were 
drawn to the goat petting 
area.

Patricia Avellino held

in volatile stock markets

W hen our stock 
markets 
opened Aug. 24, 

a major sell-off had 
already occurred in Asia 
and Europe. As a result, 
the Dow Jones Industri­
al Average immediately 
dropped 1,000 points.

The roller-coaster 
ride continued through­
out the day. At one point 
as the market rallied, it 
appeared that losses 
would be nominal. It 
didn’t turn out that way, 
as the market retreated 
late in the day.

The roller-coaster 
ride in our markets -  
and world markets -  
continued throughout 
the week. After tough 
days tjat Monday and 
Tuesday, world markets 
rallied Wednesday and 
Thursday. In fact, if you 
just look at the results of 
tjat week, you would 
have said it was a rela­
tively good week since 
the Dow, the S&P 500 
and the NASDAQ all 
showed gains.

Investors tend to 
think when the markets 
experience extreme 
volatility, there’s some­
thing they should be 
doing. In reality, the 
best course of action is 
to do nothing.

One of the benefits of 
having a balanced and 
diversified portfolio is 
that different invest­
ments don’t operate the 
same way. Balanced and 
diversified portfolios 
are built to withstand 
market volatility.

Markets are volatile 
and unpredictable and 
investors must accept 
that fact.

decisions based upon 
that fear. After all, just 
think how much it would 
have cost you if you 
decided to sell out Mon­
day morning when the

points.

It is not easy being an 
investor. Not only do 
you see the losses on 
your portfolios but, in 
addition, we are 
swamped by the doom 
and gloomers who tend 
to dominate our media. 
Unfortunately, there’s 
nothing we can do about 
that.

Keep Schoolcraft moving forward: 
Voters urged to OK November millage

Officials at Schoolcraft Col­
lege in Livonia are asking in 
the November general elec­
tion for an additional .06 mills 
for 10 years, an increase they 
say will allow the college to 
continue capital improve­
ments, help add programs and 
pursue additional partner­
ships.

The college has helped hun­
dreds of thousands of students 
achieve their career goals. It 
has delivered on its promises -  
keeping tuition affordable so 
that everyone can take advan­
tage of higher education.

We believe the college has 
made a solid case for millage 
request. Voters should ap­
prove the increase and keep 
Schoolcraft moving forward.

The 10-year millage will 
cost homeowners an addition­
al $30 per year for every 
$100,000 of a home’s taxable 
value.

According to the National 
Center for Educational Statis­
tics, Schoolcraft tops the lists 
of community colleges in 
Michigan for combined gradu­
ation and transfer rates to 
four-year colleges or universi­

ties. And Schoolcraft does it 
more efficiently than all local 
competitors.

There are good reasons to 
give Schoolcraft the additional 
funding. First, it’s been nearly 
three decades since the col­
lege has asked for any kind of 
increase, a 0.5-mill hike voters 
approved in 1986. Despite the 
stagnant funding, Schoolcraft

-  under the leadership of cur­
rent President Conway Jef- 
fress and former President 
Richard McDowell -  has built 
solid programs, including re­
nowned culinary and nursing 
programs.

The college has established 
partnerships with four-year 
universities such as Wayne 
State and the University of To­

ledo. It has improved facilities 
and programs. And it has done 
so with decreasing funding. 
Because of the economic 
downturn that started in 2008, 
the decline in property values 
meant the college received 
$6.3 million less in 2013 than it 
had in 2008.

But school officials say the 
time has come where pro­
grams and facilities will begin 
to suffer with continued dwin­
dling funds. Capital improve­
ments and technological ad­
vances will be slowed or elim­
inated, making degree com­
pletion a more difficult 
prospect for students.

The college isn’t the only 
beneficiary of the additional 
funding. Schoolcraft has been 
a successful economic partner 
to the western Wayne County 
area. The college has helped 
eliminate a variety of vacant 
or underdeveloped parcels in 
surrounding neighborhoods. 
The Business Development 
Center has helped southeast 
Michigan companies access 
more than $16 million in capi­
tal formation and another $385 
million in government con­

tracts in the last year alone.
Local businesses also bene­

fit from a better-educated 
workforce. Studies show com­
munity college graduates gen­
erally stay in the local commu­
nity to live and work. And 
there are a lot of them at 
Schoolcraft: Nearly 23,000 stu­
dents took continuing educa­
tion and professional develop­
ment classes last year.

Schoolcraft officials over 
the years have proven to be 
good stewards of taxpayer 
money. The additional millage 
will allow college leaders to 
make strategic improvements 
in the years to come.

Given the college’s perfor­
mance over the years, approv­
ing the 0.6-mill increase for 
which the administration is 
asking would be money well 
spent by voters in the college 
district, which includes resi­
dents in the Clarenceville, 
Garden City, Livonia, North- 
ville and Plymouth-Canton 
public school districts.

We urge voters to support 
the college’s continued im­
provement. Vote YES Tuesday, 
Nov. 3.

Polling problem s

This year marks 30 years 
that I have been a Novi resi­
dent in the north end of the 
city. The city has certainly 
grown in that time. For the 
first 22 years, I voted at a poll­
ing place that was somewhere 
north of the 1-96 expressway. I 
can remember early on voting 
in the building at Lakeshore 
Park, where if more than three 
people showed up at one time, 
the line went outside.

The 7th has a mobile 
home community on the north 
side and voters can travel 
south on Haggerty Road, which 
does not have access to the 
expressway to their polling 
place; and the 6th precinct, 
with the only portions north of 
the expressway being Twelve 
Oaks Mall and Oakland Hills 
cemetery (I certainly hope no 
one has been tallying votes 
from there). The 13th is the 
only precinct that the majority 
of the voters must cross the 
expressway either using Novi 
Road or Beck Road, both with 
expressway access and heavy 
traffic.

This is no longer a problem 
for me, as I am retired.

I did question when our 
polling place was moved to 
Novi Meadows. I was told it 
would not be changed. Now I 
am told if I can find a building, 
it would be considered. Well, 
that is not my job.

With Gov. Snyder saying 
that government is there to 
provide service and taxpayers 
are the customer, I thought city 
council should know there are 
some unsatisfied customers. 
That is why I brought this idi­
otic situation to their attention.

There just happens to be an 
election this year, so I think it 
would be an opportunity for 
them to show voters they care 
about access to voting. I know 
it is not possible to change 
anything for this election, but I 
am sure they could do some­
thing to show voters they won’t 
be dealing with this for next 
year’s election.

Concerned about report
After reading the FEMA/ 

Homeland Security After Ac­
tion Report/Improvement Plan 
documenting a Dec. 16,2014, 
drill to evacuate the school 
children living within a 10-mile 
radius of the Fermi 2 nuclear 
reactor, I am more concerned 
than ever about the unneces­
sary danger that Fermi pre­
sents.

Survivors of sexual

Worthy ment this
past week 
that more

than 10,000 sexual assault 
evidence kits discovered 
on a shelf in a warehouse 
several years ago have 
been processed and the 
results sent to investiga­
tors for further action.

Maria Miller, spokes­
woman for the Wayne 
County prosecutor, said 
Friday, “We’re onto the 
next phase of the proc­
ess. Now it’s the investi­
gation and the prose­
cution.”

Gov. Rick Snyder, Col. 
Kriste Kibbey Etue of 
the Michigan State Po­
lice, Worthy, Laura 
Moody of Attorney Gen­
eral Bill Schuette’s office 
and Debi Cain, director 
of the Michigan Domes­

tic and Sexual Violence 
Prevention and Treat­
ment Board, all made 
remarks at a press con­
ference that highlighted 
the completion of the 
forensic testing and out­
lined the next steps in 
seeking justice for survi­
vors.

“The completion of 
the forensic examination 
of these sexual assault 
evidence kits is long 
overdue, and I commend 
all the various parties 
that came together to 
make this a priority and 
get it done,” Snyder said. 
“Survivors of sexual 
assault crimes deserve 
swift justice, and we will 
continue working to 
make sure a stockpile of 
this nature never again 
occurs in Michigan.”

A supplemental bud­
get enacted in 2013 by 
Snyder included funding 
to test an additional 8,000 
sexual assault evidence 
kits, after the first 2,000 
were initially processed

by the Michigan State 
Police using federal 
grants. The state ap­
proved $4 million in 
funding for the 8000 
Project, with an addition­
al $3 million for the at­
torney general’s office to 
assist in prosecuting the 
offenders identified by 
the testing. Additional 
money raised from pri­
vate donors and nonprof­
its, organized by the 
Michigan Women’s Foun­
dation Enough SAID 
project, is expected to 
help with next steps and 
prosecution efforts.

“We have been work­
ing tirelessly to bring 
justice to sexual assault 
victims since 2009,” Wor­
thy said. “Through vari­
ous collaborations and 
partnerships, we have 
been able to do so on 
local, state, and national 
levels. Getting the rape

kits tested was only the 
first step. Now we must 
investigate and prose­
cute all of the cases that 
have CODIS hits. We 
must also take a second 
look at those that did not 
have CODIS hits.”

In all, a total of 10,087 
sexual assault evidence 
kits from the Detroit 
Police Department have 
been tested, resulting in 
2,616 associations in the 
FBI’s Combined DNA 
Index System, including 
associations to either 
criminal cases or individ­
uals in 35 states and the 
District of Columbia. 
CODIS is used to search 
DNA profiles obtained 
from crime scene evi­
dence against DNA pro­
files from other crime 
scenes and from convict­
ed offenders and arrest­
ees to generate leads in 
cases when an associa­

tion is obtained.
“The Giving Hope 

Women’s Giving Circle is 
pleased to support this 
important initiative 
through our Annual 
Event program,” Debbie 
Maloni, Giving Hope 
Special Events chair, said 
in a press release.

In the second quarter, the 
Wildcats went up 18-14 after 
getting a 29-yard TD pass 
from Bageris to Anthony 
D’Annibale along with a 6- 
yard scoring run from Eman­
uel Jackson. Ethan Carter, 
who had a team-high seven 
tackles along with Spencer 
Vankirk, recovered a pooch 
kick at the Stevenson 39 to 
set up the go-ahead TD.

But with just 45 seconds 
left until intermission, Tan­
derys connected with a wide- 
open Carlin for a 45-yard TD 
pass and Ian Henzi’s point- 
after put the Spartans back 
on top for keeps, 21-18.

Novi then tried to hurry its 
offense to get in position to 
score just before the half, 
only to have Bunton come up 
with the key interception for 
another six points.

“He did a great job,” Ste­
venson coach Randy Micallef 
said.

“We had him bottled up 
pretty good and he just got 
loose,” Burnside said. “He 
broke through three tackles. 
We worked all week about 
tackling him at the legs low 
and we had three guys at the 
point of attack and we just 
didn’t get it done on that one. 
That was a huge one, because 
we just came off the goal line 
stand and they go right down 
there again on that big long 
run.”

If anything, Burnside 
would like to take back the 
final seconds of the first half, 
but refused to blame the loss 
on the pick six.

“It’s not one play, it can’t 
be,” he said. “It was just a bad 
two minutes there. But that 
was a heck of a ballgame and 
a lot of fun to coach in. I’m 
upset we came up three 
points short, but that was fun 
game.”

Teams move into former Whalers arena

While the hockey 
arena on Beck Road in 
Plymouth Township gets 
a fresh coat of paint on 
its interior walls, among 
many other planned ren­
ovations, Dylan St. Cyr  
can sleep tight knowing 
the paint used to deco­
rate his bedroom and 
hallway in Northville 
didn’t go to waste.

St. Cyr, a 17-year-old 
goaltender, is among the 
22 newest members of 
USA Hockey’s National 
Team Development Pro­
gram, which is in the 
process of moving from  
Ann Arbor to Plymouth. 
The hockey rink previ­
ously known as Compu- 
ware Arena has been 
renamed U SA Hockey 
Arena and is the new 
home for the N TD P  Un- 
der-17 and Under-18 
teams.

A few years ago, St. 
C y r’s bedroom and hall­
way were painted in 
different colors in hopes 
of motivating him to 
accomplish short-term 
and long-term hockey 
goals.

He was playing for the 
Detroit HoneyBaked 
program, so part of his 
bedroom was painted in 
the team colors, gold and 
black. Another side of 
the room was painted 
red, white and blue, sym­
bolizing his hope of play­
ing for the NTDP. The 
hallway was painted 
maize and blue, signify­
ing his goal to eventually 
play for U-M.

“Every day, it was a 
reminder of what my 
goals were, what I  want­
ed to do, what I  wanted to 
accomplish,” St. C y r said, 
“and obviously, going to 
bed at night, you’d see 
the N TD P  room or the 
Michigan hallway, so 
you’d say, ‘Did I do ev­
erything I  could to get to 
this point? What can I  do 
better? What can I  im­
prove on to achieve these

goals that I  really want to 
accomplish?’ ”

He went on to excel at 
HoneyBaked, earned one 
of the two goaltender 
spots on the N T D P ’s 
Under-17 team for the 
2015-16 season and re­
cently made a verbal 
commitment to play for 
the Wolverines.

St. C yr and his mother, 
former Canadian goal- 
tender Manon Rheaume 
— the first and only 
woman to play in an N H L  
exhibition game — at­
tended last week’s ori­
entation at U SA Hockey 
Arena.

“Wouldn’t want to play 
anywhere else but the 
N TD P  for these next two 
years,” St. C yr said.

Rheaume is happy the 
N T D P  moved from Ann 
Arbor to Plymouth and 
that her son is a part of 
it.

“It ’s a big commit­
ment,” she said. “You 
commit two years of 
your life to this program  
and they’re going to 
make this rink an amaz­
ing place for those kids.”

Just like the 44 play­
ers chosen to be part of 
the U-17 and U-18 teams, 
USA Hockey Arena 
needs more work before 
it is considered a fin­
ished product.

U SA Hockey bought 
the arena from Peter 
Karmanos Jr. after he 
sold the Plymouth Whal­
ers, which played in the 
Ontario Hockey League 
for 25 seasons. The Whal­
ers relocated to Flint, 
where they will continue 
to play in the O H L as the 
Firebirds.

The locker room/ 
weight room previously 
used by the Whalers has 
been gutted and some 
walls knocked down.
That space will be used 
to make locker rooms for 
the U-17 and U-18 teams.

U SA Hockey is put­
ting $3.5 million into 
building an addition onto

the arena that will in­
clude a 10,000-square- 
foot weight room, run­
ning track and skating 
treadmill, and another
10,000 square feet up­
stairs that will include 
study rooms and office 
space for the N TD P  
staff.

For now, the N TD P  
players are lifting 
weights and doing other 
activities in a giant tent 
behind the arena.

Though U SA Hockey 
decided it was time to 
leave the Ann Arbor Ice 
Cube, the players aren’t 
abandoning Ann Arbor. 
Most still will attend Ann 
Arbor Pioneer H igh  
School and will stay with 
the existing billet fam­
ilies there who have 
housed players in the 
past.

Lyon Township’s first 
brewpub, Draught Horse 
Brewery, is set to open 
Friday.

And owners Brad  
Tiernan of Milford and 
Jason Landis of Berkley 
can’t wait.

About 200 people have 
already joined the mug 
club to cash in on special 
deals at the brewpub 
featuring room for 52 
people inside and another 
25 people in the outside 
patio.

Don’t be surprised if 
you see two very large 
horses tied to the hitch­
ing post outside the 
Grand R iver establish­
ment taking the place of 
the former Rio Grande 
restaurant. Tiernan owns 
two draft horses, a 
Clydesdale and a Perche- 
ron, and he plans to show 
them off now and then, 
especially during the 
grand opening.

He envisions other 
equestrians riding the 
trails to the brewery and 
parking their horses 
outside -  reminiscent of 
the days when Lyon

Township and South Lyon 
residents regularly rode 
their steeds to run er­
rands and spend leisure 
time.

“It’s a perfect fit to 
have a barn theme brew­
ery,” Tiernan said. “It’s a 
great fit for the commu­
nity, too.”

All about branding
While Landis and Tier­

nan build a name for 
themselves, people will 
have to get used to pro­
nouncing draught cor­
rectly. It’s the British  
spelling of draft, but both

are pronounced the 
same.

Draught Horse Brew­
ery is also a “brew for 
you” brewery that gives 
restaurants not big 
enough to brew their own 
beer a chance to brand 
their own beers. In  some 
cases, the Draught Horse 
may keep those restau­
rant beers on hand to sell 
and create a relationship 
among businesses and 
Draught Horse.

“Everyone benefits,” 
Tiernan said.

Draught Horse Brew­
ery will also offer a full

food menu, including 
snacks, hot sandwiches, 
made to order macaroni 
and cheese and rustic 
pizza.

Tiernan said he plans 
to use local products “as 
much as we can,” T ier­
nan said. “If  we could get 
everything in Lyon we 
would.”

When they can’t buy 
from Lyon entrepre­
neurs, Tiernan said they 
will look to nearby com­
munities -  South Lyon, 
Salem and Milford -  
next. And when that’s not

possible they will search 
for made in Michigan 
goods.

“We will support them 
and they will support us,” 
Tiernan said. “It ’s a nice 
business relationship 
that keeps everyone 
profitable,” he said.

By helping businesses 
build credit, they also 
improve the chances that 
those companies will 
receive funding, which 
means less paperwork. 
The time savings alone 
can be very efficient for 
small, lean companies. 
For a nominal fee, Credi­

tera also offers more 
detailed and advanced 
reports for businesses.

Creditera also has 
great merit as a back­
ground check tool for 
consumers. Interested in 
having a contractor come 
over to remodel your 
house, landscape your 
yard or provide another 
expensive service? If  you 
have the business name, 
the owner’s name and the 
address you can access 
their business score. It is 
completely legal, com­
pletely free and adds a 
layer of safety between 
you and an unfamiliar 
contractor. It won’t miti­
gate all risk involved 
with hiring someone to 
do a job but if  the tool 
identifies a sketchy 
score, it could be a red 
flag.

Using social m edia  
to  assess risk

Facebook founder 
Mark Zuckerberg has 
never been one to miss 
out on a money-making 
opportunity. H is newest 
patent, which was filed in 
early August allows lend­
ers to assess risk based 
on a user’s Facebook 
profile. Using social 
networks to analyze 
credit is not new. Affirm , 
an insurance company, 
has been using sourcing 
social sites like Linkedln  
and Twitter for data for 
more than two years.

I  can’t speak on what 
impact this practice or 
Facebook’s patent has on

a consumer. But from a 
business perspective, I 
think it is a slippery 
slope for an industry 
dependent on exact data. 
Not everything on the 
Internet is real and that 
holds true for Facebook 
profiles, Twitter ac­
counts and even Linke­
dln. Does having more 
friends or having certain 
interests make you more 
risky, or less risky? I ’m 
sure the insurance com­
panies know. But do they 
have the digital know­
how to parse through the 
fake profiles, or page 
likes and interests people 
forgot about? Sounds 
unlikely.

Facebook has been 
around for more than 10 
years now and if my 
interests hadn’t been 
changed since I  signed 
up as a college sopho­
more, my profile would 
tell insurers that I  like 
cheap beer and pizza. 
What about my Twitter 
followers from 2009? Are 
they indicative of my 
risk? Maybe I  should 
stop following parody 
accounts and handles for 
Las Vegas casinos.

Linkedln appears to 
be the safest data source 
but again not everything 
put in a profile means it 
is true. I believe what 
most professionals put on 
their Linkedln account, 
but I  wouldn’t use it to 
assess their risk  and I 
don’t think insurance 
firms or lenders should 
either.

Industry survey: Real estate pros 
see growth, profits in future

Real estate firm s are confi­
dent in the industry’s future 
growth and their increasing 
profitability, according to the 
2015 National Association of 
Realtors Profile of Real Estate 
Firms.

“A majority of firms have a 
positive view of the future, 
with 95% of all firms expect­
ing their net income to either 
increase or stay the same in 
the next year,” said N AR  
President Chris Polychron, 
executive broker with 1st 
Choice Realty in Hot Springs, 
Ark. He cited job growth and 
other factors.

That’s true in metro Detroit 
as well, said Sheila Suppes, 
2015 president of Commercial 
Real Estate Women Detroit. 
Suppes said in an email, “All 
sectors of commercial real 
estate have been busy across 
metro Detroit,” citing “tenant 
improvement, retail, and med­
ical.”

The annual survey found 
that commercial firms are the 
most optimistic, with 75% 
expecting net income to in­
crease, and 22% anticipating 
it to stay the same. Residential 
firm s are only slightly less 
optimistic; 69% report that 
they expect to see an increase 
in their net income next year, 
25% expect it to stay the 
same, and 6% predict a de­
crease. Only 3% of commer­
cial firm s predict a decrease 
in net income in the next year.

impact of downtown Detroit 
and Midtown growth, noted 
“Detroit and Midtown are 
both exciting areas to keep an 
eye on in the upcoming years.

ness for 20 years. The average 
firm, 79%, has one office and 
two full-time real estate li­
censees, while 9 %  of firms 
are larger with four or more 
offices and have a median of 
125 full-time licensees.

In 2014, a typical residen­
tial real estate firm ’s bro­
kerage sales volume was $5.6 
million, and the typical com­
mercial real estate firm ’s 
brokerage sales volume was 
$4.4 million. The size of a firm  
has a large impact on its sales 
volume; firm s with only one 
office had a median brokerage 
sales volume of $4.1 million in 
2014, while those with four or 
more offices had a median 
brokerage sales volume of 
$250 million.

According to the survey, 
82% of firm s specialize in 
residential brokerage, making 
it by far the most popular 
specialization. Residential 
property management follows 
at 7%, and commercial bro­
kerage comes in third at 4%..

When asked to name the 
biggest challenge facing their 
firm s in the next two years, 
51% of firm s named profit­
ability. The second most com­
mon responses, at 46% each, 
were keeping up with technol­
ogy and maintaining suffi­
cient property inventory.

Firm s were also asked to 
predict the effect of the dif­
ferent generations of home 
buyers on the industry for the 
next two years. The most

common concern named, at 
54%, was the millennial gener­
ation’s inability to buy a home 
because of stagnant wage 
growth, a slow job market and 
their debt-to-income ratios. 
This was followed by baby 
boomer agents retiring from 
the real estate industry, and, 
conversely, the recruitment of 
millennials and Gen Xers into 
the real estate profession.

Forty-five %  of firm s ex­
pect competition to increase 
over the next year (from  
mid-2015 to mid-2016) from 
nontraditional market partici­
pants, while 41 %  expect to 
see increased competition 
from virtual firms. Only 16% 
expect increased competition 
from traditional brick-and- 
mortar firms.

However, these concerns 
are not preventing firm s from  
growing. Also, 45% of firms 
are actively recruiting new 
agents, with 88% citing busi­
ness growth as their primary 
reason for hiring new agents.

The 2015 N AR Profile of 
Real Estate Firms was based 
on an online survey sent in 
Ju ly  of this year to a national 
sample of 138,669 executives 
at real estate firms. This gen­
erated 4,555 useable respons­
es with a response rate of 
3.3%.

Q: I am on a board where 
one person on the board, the 
president, is given unfettered  
discretion to make all deci­
sions. That person is, in es­
sence, a dictator and the oth­
er directors refuse to do any­
thing about it. What can I do?

A: Corporate law and, no 
doubt, your community associ­
ation documents provide that a 
decision of the board must be 
made by a 
majority of 
the board 
members. The 
presumption 
is that all 
board mem­
bers partici­
pate in that 
decision, and 
it would be 
irresponsible 
for board members to abdicate 
their roles or responsibilities to 
one board member irrespec­
tive of whether that person is 
an officer or not. Board mem­
bers who follow the lead and do 
not, in any way, participate in 
the decision making process 
are breaching their fiduciary 
duties. Demand that the board 
change its position or get a 
lawyer to consider bringing a 
derivative action against the 
Board of Directors on behalf of 
the association.

Q: I am a board member of 
a condominium  association  
where our association sus­
tained substantial fire losses 
as a result of the negligence  
of an owner. A lthough the 
damage, including the de­
ductible, was covered by 
various insurance policies, 
the association is now faced 
with a substantial premium  
increase. The Condominium  
Declaration contained a pro­
vision stating that an owner 
is liable to the association for 
any increase in the insurance 
premium caused by that own­
er's "use and occupancy of 
the unit." The declaration 
also otherwise contains the 
usual w aivers between own­
ers and association for dam ­
age to units and the common 
elements to the extent such 
dam age is covered by insur­
ance. What do you think we 
have a right to do?

A: I f  there is a fire in a unit 
which is exacerbated by the 
owner’s failure to replace the 
battery in the smoke detector, 
by way of example, and the 
insurance premiums increase, 
then the owner should not be 
responsible for the increase.
On the other hand, if  the co­
owner undertakes risky behav­
ior such producing meth or 
explosives, (or more likely 
some other risky but legal 
activity), then the owner clear­
ly should pay the increase, but 
legal counsel should be ob­
tained to confirm this conclu­
sion.
