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Appeals court affirms I-96 
corridor shooter’s conviction

The Michigan Court of 
Appeals has upheld the 
conviction and sentence 
of the shooter who tar­
geted motorists along the 
Interstate 96 corridor in 
2 0 1 2 .

Raulie Wayne Casteel 
of Wixom appealed his 
conviction, which in­
cluded terrorism, alleg­
ing he was denied the 
right to present expert 
testimony regarding his 
mental illness.

The appeals court 
disagreed, saying a di­
minished capacity de­
fense is not applicable 
under Michigan law. The 
court further refused his 
argument that there 
wasn’t sufficient evi­
dence to support the 
jury ’s conviction on the 
terrorism charge.

Casteel also alleged 
his constitutional rights 
were violated when the 
prosecutor solicited testi­
mony at trial that he had 
invoked his right to re­
main silent when he was 
arrested.

The appeals court 
judges said the question­
ing was “ill-conceived” 
and “inappropriate,” but 
they ruled that the error 
did not result in a loss of 
Casteel’s rights to a fair 
trial.

Casteel was sentenced 
in February 2014 to 18-40 
years in prison for his 
three-day shooting spree 
in which he fired a 9 mm 
pistol out the window of 
his vehicle, targeting 23 
separate vehicles. The 
incidents began Oct. 16, 
2012, and stopped Oct. 18 
that year, occurring in 
Oakland, Livingston, 
Shiawassee and Ingham  
counties.

As a result of the 
shootings, schools in­
stituted a shelter-in-place 
policy, canceled outdoor 
activities and increased 
police presence until the 
shooter was caught.

There also was testi­
mony during the trial 
that a church was forced 
to move its planned pic­
nic to another area.

An expansive task 
force was formed to 
identify the shooter, 
which was made possible 
when a motorist provided 
detailed information 
about the shooter’s li­
cense plate.

At trial, Casteel testi­
fied that he was not try­
ing to harm people, but 
was shooting at cars 
because he was told to by 
a coded message he re­
ceived at a Detroit Tigers 
game and because the 
long lines of traffic trig­
gered the “demons” in 
his mind. His paranoia 
included believing people 
were targeting his family 
and that military aircraft 
were flying over his 
home when he lived in 
Kentucky.

“I  saw a long line of 
traffic, felt fear and anxi­
ety and shot,” Casteel 
testified in January 2014. 
“I  can’t testify to the 
number, but I did fire at 
cars, yes.”

The jury, however,

agreed with prosecutors’ 
argument that Casteel’s 
actions were deliberate 
and premeditated.

In addition to terror­
ism, the jury convicted 
Casteel of felonious as­
sault, carrying a danger­
ous weapon with un­
lawful intention, inten­
tional discharge of a 
firearm from a motor 
vehicle and possession of 
a firearm during the 
commission of a felony

Casteel also was sen­
tenced in Oakland Coun­
ty to up to 12 years in 
prison for the shootings 
that occurred on Wixom 
Road in Wixom. H is sen­
tence was part of a plea 
deal with prosecutors in 
which Casteel pleaded no 
contest but mentally ill to 
nine counts of assault 
with intent to cause great 
bodily harm less than 
murder.

Casteel is housed at 
the Oaks Correctional 
Facility in Manistee. H is  
earliest eligibility for 
parole is November 2030.

The new school year has 

started. Students arrived for 
the first day with plenty of 
pens, pencils, paper, note­
books and myriad other sup­
plies needed to be successful.

Library Card Sign-up Month,

W h o s e  g r a s p ?

State Sen. Patrick Colbeck’s 
proposal for fixing roads 
sounds like it might bd an 
answer and is headlined that a 
“fix  is within our grasp.”

However, utilizing his fig­
ures and calculating when our 
roads would be fixed with this 
plan indicates that we would 
have good roads in about 21 
years. That calculation utilizes 
his version 2 roads and would 
build roads that according to 
him would last twice as long.

At that time about one-third 
of the roads would be of the 
higher quality and other roads 
would be brought up to that 
quality as they were replaced. 
I f  version 1 roads were built it 
would take over 10 years to 
get into good roads. Either of 
these proposals are unaccept­
able.

The governor’s proposals 
and identification of the $1.2 
billion requirement makes 
very much sense when used 
with Sen.

Utilizing his numbers with a 
$1.2 billion funding it would 
take less than four years to get 
to good roads with version 1 
roads and if Mr. Colbeck’s 
version 2 roads were built it 
would take less than six years 
to get to good roads and have 
his “sustainable solution.”

We need funding that pro­
vides $1.2 billion to roads and 
it should be one that everyone 
supports.

I  say a 21-year solution to 
our road problem is no solu­
tion or a “politics as usual” 
solution. It certainly does not 
sound like a “fix  within our 
grasp.”

A ll great religions have a 
liturgical calendar to halt the 
hustle and bustle of life and 
enable the faithful to renew 
their faith. They make us put 
first things first.

In a parallel fashion, Amer­
ica once had a vibrant civic  
calendar -  Washington’s Birth­
day, Lincoln’s Birthday, Memo­
rial Day, Independence Day, 
Thanksgiving and Armistice 
Day -  to renew our faith in 
America. They taught us the 
important things undergirding 
the United States -  about cour­
age, sacrifice, freedom, equal­
ity and our Constitution.

With Patriot Week, we can 
remember what it is to be an 
American -  what unites us -  
and what gives us common 
cause. These celebrations fight 
against the malaise affecting 
our country and the ignorance 
about what makes us free.
They help heal our open 
wounds.

In  particular, Patriot Week 
renews Am erica’s spirit by 
celebrating the first principles, 
Founding Fathers and other 
patriots, vital documents, 
speeches and flags that make 
America the greatest nation in 
world history.

Storm water is a lead­
ing source of pollution in

Rain carries 
chemicals and bacteria 
from residential lawns, 
roads and parking lots to 
the river through storm 
sewers. Surges in flow 
following rain destroy 
habitat for fish and oth­
er life in the stream. The 
result is the death of 
these animals in spite of 
the water quality im­
provements that have 
been made over the past 
30 years.

OK, OK, enough with 
the singing. Kids are out 
of the house.

Did you know that 
nearly 25 million chil­
dren ride a school bus 
nationwide? Riding a bus 
to school is also 13 times 
safer than riding in the 
family vehicle and 10 
times safer than walking.

With the return to 
school, I would ask all of 
your students out there 
to be respectful on the 
bus and remember these 
tips to stay safe.

When getting on the 
bus, stay away from 
traffic and avoid rough­
housing or other behav­
ior that can lead to care­
lessness. Do not stray 
onto the street or into 
other people’s property. 
Make sure to line up 
away from the street. 
Wait until the bus has 
stopped and the doors 
open before approaching 
the bus.

When on the bus, don’t 
speak loudly or make 
loud noises that could 
distract the driver. They 
need to pay attention to 
the road — not to you.

Northville stuns Lions with late touchdown, 21-16

Northville took out a fourth-quarter 
insurance policy and stuck with its 
“Good Hands People” Friday night.

After suffering through five drops 
on the night, quarterback Justin Zimbo 
was not deterred.

Despite being out of timeouts, the 
senior orchestrated a six-play, 64-yard 
drive in the final 2:15, culminating in a 
9-yard jump-ball pass to sophomore 
Anthony Abbott in the end zone with 
only 18 seconds remaining to give the 
Mustangs a dramatic 21-16 football win 
over host South Lyon.

and we’ll be good."
Donned in red jerseys to 

benefit the American Heart 
Association, South Lyon (2-2, 
0-2) controlled the first half 
defensively, limiting the Mus­
tangs a mere 60 yards.

Fatai Alashe is answering his coun­
try’s call.

Alashe, a former Northville High 
and Michigan State men’s soccer stand­
out, will represent the U.S. in the 2015 
CONCACAF Olympic Qualifying Cham­
pionship, set for Oct. 1-13.

Alashe, a rookie midfielder for the 
San Jose Earthquakes in Major League 
Soccer, hopes to help the U.S Under-23 
National Team secure a berth in the 
2016 Summer Olympic Games in Rio de 
Janeiro, Brazil.

The U.S. team will start Group A 
play Tuesday, Oct. 1, against Canada, 
followed by a match Saturday, Oct. 3, 
against Cuba. Both matches will be 
played at Sporting Park in Kansas City, 
Kan.

Group play will conclude Tliesday, 
Oct. 6, against Panama at Dick’s Sport­
ing Goods Park in Commerce City, Colo.

“I’m very excited to get called into 
the U-23 national team for this Olympic 
qualifying tournament,” Alashe said in 
an MSU press release. “I’m honored to 
have an opportunity to represent my 
country and play a part in our road to 
qualifying for the Olympics next sum­
mer. It’s always special stepping on the 
field representing the United States 
and, hopefully, we are able to make our 
supporters proud and qualify for Rio.”

Alashe, a two-time all-state player at 
Northville, is the first former Spartans 
men’s soccer player to wear the U.S. 
National Team crest in an Olympic 
qualifier since MSU legend Buzz Dem- 
ling, who earned a total of five caps 
during the early 1970s.

“We’re really excited and happy for 
Fatai,” MSU coach Damon Rensing 
said. “That’s a special thing. Very few 
people, in any sport, get to represent 
their country at the Olympics or nation­
al team level and to see Fatai do that 
speaks to a little bit of the development 
at Michigan State. I think it speaks for 
the state of Michigan that a kid from 
Northville grows up, comes to Michi­
gan State and now is playing for the 
Olympic team in qualifications.”

This season with Earthquakes, 
Alashe has appeared in 25 matches,

making 24 starts, scoring two goals and 
one assist. His most recent goal for the 
Quakes came Sept. 12 on Fatai Alashe 
Bobblehead Day.

Named to the Big Ten all-freshman 
team in 2011, Alashe started 80 games 
as for MSU and totaled 24 points with 
eight goals and eight assists.

He became a two-time academic 
all-Big Ten honoree and was named a 
Big Ten Distinguished Scholar in 2013. 
In 2014, he distinguished himself on the 
national stage, earning Big Ten all­

tournament team and second team 
All-America honors.

In January 2015, Alashe was invited 
to participate in the MLS combine and 
was one of only eight players in the 
nation to sign an early contract with 
MLS.

He also made school history as the 
highest-ever draft pick from MSU, as 
the No. 4 overall pick of the 2015 MLS 
Super Draft by the ’Quakes.

Understanding Uber; transportation technologies
L iving in metro Detroit 

doesn’t lend itself to being 
an Uber power user, but 

between business trips, vaca­
tions and nights on the town, 
I’ve experienced all that the 
popular taxi cab alternative 
offers.

I once scored a $10 ride in 
an Audi A6 in downtown Chi­
cago, as well as a $20 limo ride 
with 13 friends throughout 
downtown Grand Rapids. I’ve 
gotten refunds from Uber 
when drivers got lost and even 
hailed traditional taxis using 
the Uber app.

Even if you’ve never used 
Uber, you’ve likely heard of its 
disruptive existence. Uber is a 
smart phone app-based taxi 
service that can be used to 
quickly get a ride wherever 
you need to go. With Uber, you 
order your ride, get directions 
and pay the fare all in one. 
Using the GPS on your phone, 
Uber shows the location of 
your driver and when he/she 
will arrive.

It also shows the type of car 
you will be using, the driver’s 
name and rating. It gives fare 
estimates and lets you pay 
seamlessly through credit, 
debit or PayPal. You can even 
split fares with friends.

Compared to the usual ride 
in a yellow 1999 Crown Victo­
ria, Uber is a godsend. The 
ordering process is quicker 
and more convenient and pay­

ments are a breeze. Because 
drivers must maintain high 
ratings from customers, the 
cars are almost always newer, 
nicer and cleaner than your 
local cab company.

Even if you’ve never used 
Uber, you’ve likely heard the 
complaints: Uber drivers are 
contractors without benefits 
and are undercutting the in­
dustry and their PR outreach 
regarding safety for women 
passengers is sketchy.

There’s been outrage in the 
media against Uber’s contrac­
tor policies, background check 
procedures for drivers and, 
even worse, protests and vio­
lence toward Uber drivers in 
Europe and Mexico. But for all 
of its faults, Uber is still a 
much better and safer alterna­
tive to traditional taxis. And 
with great consumer features 
like digital receipts and app- 
based customer service, it is a 
no-brainer for folks in any 
mid-size or major metro area 
across the globe.

Uber isn’t the only trans­
portation company disrupting 
the industry. Rival Lyft is a 
less popular, but established, 
smart phone-based cab compa­

ny. You’ll know Lyft drivers 
when you see them -  they’re 
the ones with giant pink mus­
taches on the grill of the car.

Lyft doesn’t offer luxury 
car service like Uber and isn’t 
in as many locations. Lyft 
drivers, however, are said to 
be more friendly -  encourag­
ing riders to sit in the front 
seat and often engaging them 
in conversation. That’s not to 
say Uber drivers aren’t friend­
ly and personable, but Lyft 
seems to make it a core value.

Business travelers and 
savvy consumers who need 
their own car while traveling 
have recently started turning 
to Silvercar, a smart phone- 
based car rental system that 
allows you to reserve, pick up 
and unlock your car with noth­
ing more than your phone.

Silvercar is in only about 10 
select U.S. markets, but the 
value is already far beyond 
what brick-and-mortar rental 
companies provide.

For $80 a day, Silvercar will 
rent you a Silver Audi A6 with 
free GPS, free satellite radio, 
free Wi-Fi, app-based toll 
tracking and a fair mileage 
plan. That’s less than I recent­
ly paid at another established 
company for a Subaru Impre- 
za with no GPS or Wi-Fi during 
a recent trip to Salt Lake City. 
And if I forgot to fill up the 
car with gas, they would have 
charged $9 to $10 per gallon.

Silvercar only charges you the 
market rate for the gas you 
use, plus a $5 fill-up fee. That 
sounds a bit more reasonable, 
plus the rental experience 
sounds more convenient and 
luxurious.

Another transportation 
trend that is poised to grow as 
technology allows users to 
telecommute is the concept of 
ride-sharing. Ride-sharing is 
where owners can rent out 
their cars to other users to 
make a bit of cash when they 
aren’t driving. The model is 
great for sellers who need 
more cash, renters in big cit­
ies or single-car households.

Relay Rides is the current 
leader in the ride-sharing 
marketplace. Through its 
website, users in metro De­
troit and other cities can ex­
change car rental services and 
Relay Rides will take a 25- 
percent commission.

With gas prices heading 
lower, you could buck all these 
transportation alternatives 
and opt to drive your own car. 
Using your own car might be 
so last year, but at least you 
don’t have to fidget with the 
driver’s seat or change the 
radio presets.

Heed ethical 
standards on 

fiduciary 
duties of 

board
Q: Can you tell me what 

the measure of damages is 
when a condominium associ­
ation board member violates 
his fiduciary duties? A for­
mer board member pushed 
for the hiring of a particular 
contractor to perform work 
in our complex and we later 
found out 
that he per­
sonally re­
ceived a kick- 
back on the 
deal. Now 
that the work 
is completed, 
both the for­
mer board 
member and 
the contrac­
tor are asserting a "no harm 
no foul" defense regarding 
the accusations. They argue 
that even with the kickback, 
the association still got a 
good deal.

A: A few important issues 
are raised in this situation. 
First, the board member clear­
ly failed to adhere to his du­
ties of loyalty, good faith and 
full disclosure in this matter. 
His behavior should be consid­
ered a fiduciary or ethical 
violation under the associa­
tion’s condominium docu­
ments and/or general corpo­
rate law. Secondly, because of 
his misdeeds, the association 
was denied the opportunity to 
seek other bids for the project 
and, therefore, there is now no 
way to tell whether a good 
deal was indeed provided. If 
no penalty is enforced as a 
result of these self-dealing 
actions, and the “kickback” 
funds are not immediately 
disgorged, it will not deter 
similar circumstances of this 
type in the future. I would 
suggest that the board consid­
er amending the association’s 
Articles of Incorporation to 
include a conflict policy that 
provides a measure for dam­
ages that may occur in similar 
instances. Also, the association 
should pursue the directors, if 
possible, after seeking advice 
from a qualified lawyer in 
community association af­
fairs.

Q: I am a member of a 
condo association and ob­
served excessive moisture in 
my unit which has caused 
damage to the unit and its 
contents. I reported the 
problem to the association, 
but it has failed to do any­
thing. I learned that a mois­
ture barrier over the con­
crete floor slab in my unit 
would solve the problem. 
However, the association 
refuses to provide a barrier 
and says that I am respon­
sible for the repair. I had to 
move out of the unit since it 
has become uninhabitable. I 
talked to a lawyer who said I 
might be able to get an in­
junction. What do you think?

A: In a similar case out of 
Florida, which is likely to be 
the case anywhere on the facts 
that you presented, the court 
noted that injunctive relief is 
specifically authorized by 
statute in cases brought by 
unit owners against the condo 
association for their failures 
to perform obligations as re­
quired by the condominium 
documents. In this case, it 
appears that the association 
has violated your rights, and 
because the association had 
the exclusive duty to make 
repairs to the slab in that case, 
the co-owners could not make 
the repairs and obtain reim­
bursement from the associa­
tion. That meant that they had 
no adequate remedy of law in 
the face of the association’s 
ongoing failure to perform its 
obligation; therefore, the co­
owner was irreparably 
harmed because they lost the 
use of their unit and personal 
belongings and were, there­
fore, entitled to injunctive 
relief. Go for it!

etting called in for an interview 
is a positive sign — it usu­
ally means that your resume, 

cover letter and reputation made a 
good impression on the hiring man­
ager and she would like to have a 
more in-depth conversation with you 
about your experience.

However, if you’re getting a lot of 
interviews but no job offers, there are 
some red flags to watch for. Here are 
some questions to ask yourself to en­
sure your next interview is a success.

Do your application materials 
match your personality?

If hiring managers are won over 
by your qualifications until you start 
elaborating on them in person, you 
may not be presenting yourself as the 
same candidate that the hiring man­
ager “met” on your application. Did 
you describe yourself as an excellent 
public speaker but you’re stammering 
during the interview? Did your exten­
sive experience in design software 
suddenly disappear from your memo­
ry when you were asked about which 
programs you prefer?

Some lapses can be blamed on in­
terview jitters, but it’s crucial that you 
are able to give in-depth explanations 
about your experience and thoughtful 
answers to interview questions. Take 
plenty of time to study your resume 
and any other application materials 
you submitted, and jot down what 
highlights you want to cover. Aligning 
your answers with the resume the

hiring manager has in front of her will 
help you introduce yourself as the 
candidate she was hoping to meet.

Did you prepare well enough 
for the interview?

Similar to mismatches in personal­
ity or skills, if you’re not prepared for 
your interview, the hiring manager 
is going to be disappointed. She’s 
taking the time to talk about how you 
might fit in at their organization, which 
means she expects you to be ready 
for that conversation. If you haven’t 
looked at your application since you 
sent it in three months ago, or if you 
opted for a night out partying instead 
of preparing interview answers and 
doing company research, you’re go­
ing to have a hard time impressing 
the hiring manager.

That’s because while employers 
recognize that your skills and expe­
rience might be a good fit for their 
organization, there are plenty of other 
candidates who will be able to con­
nect the dots as to why they’re the 
ideal candidate. Can you relate your 
experience to the company’s goals 
and values? Have you read the new 
book the CEO released? Research­
ing a company and preparing for your 
interview ensures that you’re more 
than just a resume — you’re a viable 
fit for their business.

Is your body language sending 
the wrong message?

A recent CareerBuilder survey 
found that 49 percent of employers 
know within the first five minutes 
of an interview if a candidate is a

good fit for the position. How can 
that be? It all comes down to per­
sonality and body language. The top 
body language mistakes job seekers 
make, according to hiring manag­
ers, are failing to make eye contact 
or smile, playing with something on 
the table, having bad posture, fidget­
ing too much in their seat, crossing 
their arms over their chest, playing 
with their hair or touching their face, 
having a weak handshake or using 
too many hand gestures. Being more 
aware of how you present yourself 
— and how the hiring manager is 
perceiving you — can be the missing 
link between getting an interview and 
getting to that next step.

To that point, when you’re pre­
paring, also consider the company 
culture and what that means for your 
interview attire. If you wear a suit 
to your interview, will you be overly 
formal? Is the company a tech startup 
where employees act casually and 
wear jeans? Paying attention to these 
social cues, and behaving confidently 
and acting approachable during your 
interview, may be what gets you the 
job. The hiring manager is looking for 
somebody who will fit in well at the 
organization.

By following these tips and building 
up your confidence, you’ll stop the 
interview-but-no-offer cycle and finally 
hear, “You’re hired!”
