“For a relatively minimal
cost, we can add a lane to what’s
there now.”

Plans to improve commuter
flow on 1-96 - from the Living-
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SEMCOG's long-term plan for road congestion on the interstate involves
creating a fourth lane during peak drive times.

Accidents along 10 Mile Road
prompt more talk about signals

After two accidents on 10
Mile Road during one afternoon
last week, Jeffrey Crawford
said he is worried that nothing
will be done to improve traffic
on the roadway before lives are
lostand people are maimed.

As more and more people
and businesses come to the
area, the South Lyon resident
said “it is quite clear...we need
operating traffic lights at these
intersections.”

Y ears ago, he and his wife
worked to get a signal at Mar-
tindale and Lake Street by film-
ing multiple accidents at the
intersection and inundating
public officials until the light
was installed. It was a lot of
work, he said, but it got the job
done.

Now, he’s willing to do what-
ever it takes to geta fully oper-
ating signal at 10 Mile and Napi-
er.

Before the accidents, Lyon
Township Trustee John Hicks
predicted there would be more
crashes and recently made a
plea to the Road Commission of
Oakland County to do some-
thing now at the intersection,

A petition calling for
immediate changes at 10
Mile and Napier roads in
Lyon attracted 2,484
online signatures in its
first four days.

Jeff Mayer, a Novi
resident, posted the pet-
ition “Demand safety for
10 Mile Road and Napier
Road Intersection” on
moveon.org Nov. 4 and,
by Monday, he nearly
met his 3,000-signature
goal. The intersection is
at the Lyon Township-
Novi municipal bound-
ary.
“As the development
on 10 Mile Road through
Novi and Lyon Township
accelerates the frequen-
cy and severity of vehic-
ular accidents is on the
rise,” the petition reads.
“How many more of our
friends, family and

neighbors do we want to
put in harms (sic) way?
This is a dangerous in-
tersection that needs a
remedy now!”

The Road Commission
for Oakland County has
plans to install a traffic
light at the intersection
in 2017 as part of other
improvements to the
area.

Mayer received an
email from the RCOC
indicating a traffic signal
will be included with the
proposed 2017 construc-
tion project to pave Napi-
er Road between Nine
Mile and 10 Mile, widen
the intersection at 10
Mile and Napier to pro-
vide the required center
lane for left turns and to
cut the hill west of the
intersection to provide
the required stopping
sight distance.

A traffic signal war-
rant study for the 10 Mile
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and Johns roads intersec-

tion was completed by
the property owner on
the south side of 10 Mile,
the RCOC email also
stated.

Based on the study,
RCOC indicated to the
developer that a traffic
signal installation could
proceed, provided the
developer funded the
installation and agreed to
participate in the future
maintenance costs of the
signal, the email stated.
This is required because
the signal is warranted
based on the traffic gen-
erated by the develop-
ment. The developer has
not been in contact with
RCOC to proceed with
the installation.

The posted 50 mph
speed limit on 10 Mile is
appropriate based on the
85th percentile speed of
traffic that is used in
establishing absolute
speed limits, an RCOC
representative wrote in
the email. Arbitrarily
posting a lower speed
limit than the current 50
mph will not change the
speed motorists travel.

Mayer said he was
surprised by the re-
sponse his petition got
“in such a short time”
after he posted it on his
Facebook page and “it
kind of went viral.”

Statewide results of Michi-
gan’s new standardized test,
released Oct. 27, show high
failure rates - but specifics on
how local students fared won't
be available for a few more
weeks.

Bill Disessa, spokesman for
the Michigan Department of
Education, said the “plan is to
get the results posted by the
end of November” on the MDE

results com ing

website. Data for schools and
districts will be released in a
“staggered” sequence, he said.

The new test, known as the
Michigan Student Test of Edu-
cational Progress or M-STEP,
debuted last spring, replacing
the 44-year-old MEAP. It was
administered to students in
grades 3-8, as well as 11th-
graders.

Ofthe 80 percent of stu-
dents across the state who took
the test, the best results among
the grades were 50 percent of

third-graders showing profi-
ciency in English language
arts. Elsewhere, the results
ranged from 45-percent profi-
ciency for sixth-graders to
49-percent proficiency for
fifth-and llth-graders.

In math, results ranged
from 28 percent of llth-grad-
ers passing to 49 percent of
third-graders passing.

The scores came as no sur-
prise to state Superintendent
Brian W histon.

rigorous test, we expected
statewide student scores to be
lower than what we’d seen with
the old MEAP tests,” Whiston
stated in a press release.
“While the overall scores on
this new test are low, they
aren’t as low as we first
thought they could be.

Now - because of Mr. Reska
and Mr. Toschi- a small group
of Novi Middle School eighth-
grade boys was able to un-
derstand that our country is
made possible because of the
sacrifice of others.

They
can both confound and astound
— that is the beauty of eighth-
grade students.

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S’craft moving forward with brewpub plan

Livonia is one step
closer to getting its first
brewpub in town.

Schoolcraft College
went before the Livonia
City Council earlier this
month to request approv-
al for a new Class C li-
quor license for the col-
lege’s new brewing and
distillation technology
program, which launched
earlier this year.

Linda Mayer, an at-
torney representing
Schoolcraft College, told
the council the students,
all of whom will be 18 and
older, will brew beer as a
part of the curriculum on
campus at the VisTaTech
Center.

“It will be within the
culinary kitchen wing,”
she said. “The brewing
equipment will be wholly
contained within that
space, and they will sell
and serve the beer there
within the restaurant
that’s affiliated with the
culinary program.”

The council voted
unanimously to approve
the request for the col-
lege to obtain the neces-
sary license from the

Michigan Liquor Control
Commission. Rich Wein-
kauf, the college’s vice
president and chief aca-
demic officer, said they
will submit the resolution
from the city council
once the minutes are
approved Monday.
Mayer said the school
isrequesting a new Class

C license for the brewing
program, one that would
allow for the school to
serve and sell the beer
made by students on the
premises.

“Right now, they have
a Class C license at the
(VisTaTech) Center. It’s
an event license,” she
said. “Its only usable for

events.”

The original event
license would remain
intact at the college and
could still be used during
events and fundraisers,
Mayer said. The new
license would not affect
the limited amount of
licenses the city is al-
lowed by law either, she
said.

If approved, School-
craft College would be
the first brewpub to open
in Livonia. Several other
communities have seen
brewpubs open up in
recent years, including in
Farmington, Lyon
Township, and Northville

Earlier this year, Livo-
nia saw its first beer
maker, Liberty Street
Brewing Co., come to
town.

for early January,” Wein-
kauf said. “We intend to
be teaching students how
to serve beer, how to
pour it.”

W einkauf, who is also
an instructor, said the
program has 44 declared
students in it, and more
are expected to join
when the new semester
begins in January. He
said it’s a wide mix of
students, but that they
are all very determined
to succeed.

“That’s the impression
I’'m getting. They are
incredibly motivated,” he
said. “They seem ex-
tremely happy in this
program. | think they’re
going to be successful.”

Once all the proper
permissions are secured,
students will then be able
to sell and serve their
brewed beer to patrons
on campus, as well as
provide beer sales for
people looking to take
some home.

“The idea is that the
students have an oppor-
tunity to learn how to
sell, to serve, to do all
those kinds of things,”
Mayer said. “You could
go in and buy a six pack
ofbeer that was made by
the students.”

City council president
Maureen Miller Brosnan
said while the council
checked on age restric-
tions on who could partic-
ipate, the opportunities
coming with the brewpub
were something that
benefited the college.

“Asmuch as we want
to be cautious, we also
want to recognize how
this provides Schoolcraft
College with a unique
advantage,” Brosnan
said.

Madonna online learning program helps rebuild Haiti

Metro Detroiters live
justashort drive from
many accredited uni-
versities offering a wide
range of degrees. And
despite complaints about
Detroit roads, at least
they’re passable.

In the Caribbean coun-
try of Haiti, which was
struck by a massive
earthquake Jan. 12, 2010,
there are few universi-
ties and none with U.S.-
comparable programs.
Haiti also has many im-
passable roads, problems
with electricity, climate
challenges, widespread
poverty and political
subterfuge standing in
the way of students seek-
ing degrees.

Enter Madonna Uni-
versity’s Haiti Education
Leadership Program, or
HELP — a three-year
online bachelor’s admini-
stration program with a
community leadership
certificate for Haiti citi-
zens. Founded in 2011 by
Sister Rose Marie Kuja-
wa, the former president
of Madonna University
who retired earlier this
year, the program boasts
two graduating classes of
about 25 Haitian gradu-
ates each, plus about 15
or more students are
expected to graduate in
May.

The program ties into
the Felician Sisters of
North America’s mission
of providing assistance
in the aftermath of the
Haiti earthquake, with
the aim of creating Hai-
tian leaders who will
ultimately improve their
country. “It sounds cli-
che, but you help one
person atatime,” said
Donald Conrad, associate
professor of business law
and economics at Madon-
na, who helped found the
program.

HELP is open to Eng-
lish-speaking Haitians
who have Internet access
and who are high achiev-
ers, Conrad explained.

HELP is open to English-speaking Haitians who have Internet access and who are high
achievers. The program boasts two graduating classes of about 25 Haitian graduates each, plus
about 15 or more students expected to graduate this May.

sometimes impassable.

The average annual
wage is $300 to $600, said
Paul DeNapoli, Madon-
na’s director of Fire Sci-
ence, Emergency Man-
agement and Occupation-
al Safety & Environ-
mental Health. DeNapoli
aretired Livonia fire-
fighter, attended Livonia
Franklin High School
with Conrad and now
works with him on Ma-
donna’s HELP commiit-
tee.

“The poverty is op-
pressive, the heat is op-
pressive, everything’s
oppressive,” Conrad said.
“But the people are as
friendly and as positive
as can be. Nobody com-
plains.”

“The challenges to
these students are ex-
tremely high,” Conrad
said, explaining that
students have family
crises and work commit-
ments that sometimes
get in the way of their
school work.

The upshot of these
challenges is that many
Haitians have a hard
time fitting into struc-
tured, deadline-driven
American academics.
Many of them lose con-
tact with professors

Paul DeNapoli, Madonna's director of Fire Science, Emergency
Management and Occupational Safety & Environmental
Health, and Donald Conrad, associate professor of Business
Law & Economics at Madonna, who helped found the Haiti
Education Leadership Program.

The candidates apply and
are screened by a Ma-
donna University liaison
and are then interviewed
in Haiti by Conrad and
other HELP committee
members. Some 50 peo-
ple may come from all
over Haiti to Port-au-
Prince, the nation’s cap-
ital, where interviews
take place. It can be a
challenge in itself just to

travel across the country,
Conrad noted.

Merging two
cultures

Haiti couldn’t be more
different from the Unit-
ed States. The climate is
hot, there’s widespread
poverty and corruption
in government, electric-
ity is not reliable and the
roads are narrow and

while dealing with med-
ical issues or family
problems and it can be
difficult to keep them on
track to graduate, DeNa-
poli said.

The future of HELP

The HELP program is
now in its fifth year and
Madonna University is
committed to continuing
it. Many organizations go
to Haiti, provide some
assistance and leave,
DeNapoli noted, but Ma-
donna wants to build a
sustainable program.

Madonna is looking
for benefactors to assist
with tuition costs — stu-
dents are asked to pay
about $200 per semester,
but that’s nowhere near
the cost of administering
the program — as well as
program alumni to do-
nate their time and tal-
ents. The goal is to form
an alumniassociation
Madonna can tap for
program recruiting and
possibly financial spon-
sorship, so that the uni-
versity can break even
on administration costs.

“The goal would be
that the program would
take off on its own,” De-
Napoli said. There may
even come a time when
alumni can teach some of
the courses, he said.

Madonna also has its
eye on hospitality and
tourism in Haiti —a
budding industry for the
Caribbean nation as it
rebuilds after the earth-
quake. The university
would like to begin a
hospitality and tourism
degree program and has
had discussions with the
Port-au-Prince Marriott
Hotel about a partner-
ship.

In the meantime, Con-
rad and DeNapoli con-
tinue to travel to Haiti a
couple of times a year to
interview candidates and
look into opportunities
for expanding the pro-
gram. They also look
forward to May, when the
Haitian students travel to
the United States for

graduation.

Conrad enjoys getting
the group together for a
barbecue at his house,
but as the program con-
tinues and graduating
classes become larger, he
may need to find another
venue, he said. Either
way, he enjoys getting
the students together,
hearing their stories and
wondering what they’ll
do next.

Community
leadership

Because the HELP
program is designed to
foster Haitian leaders
who will build a stronger
nation, the students’ final
leadership course in-
cludes a community
service internship.

Haitian students have
chosen everything from
working on chicken
farms to teaching kids
how to play basketball to
working on gender equal-
ity and human rights.
Most students report that
the experience made
them want to do more
community service and
to encourage more of it
among fellow students.

“It was an opportunity
for us to see how we can
help our country moving
forward and we will en-
courage other people to
start doing community
service,” one student
wrote inareport.

“Regardless of their
field of studies, | believe
all students at the univer-
sity should perform a
service learning pro-
ject,” another wrote. “It
isaculture that I wantto
teach as well in my com-
munity, as schools in
Haiti do not really en-
courage community
work.”

Conrad is impressed
with the students’resil-
ience in the face of chal-
lenges and foresees them
changing Haiti for the
better. “l always say that
I wouldn't be surprised if
a (HELP) graduate is
president of Haiti one
day,” he said.

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Trott headlines Livonia event honoring Vietnam veterans

It’s no secret Vietnam
veterans returning from
war in the 1960s and 70s
didn’t get much love
from an American public
with a strong anti-war
sentiment.

Sunday, as the country
marked the 50th anniver-
sary of that unpopular
war, Vietnam veterans
finally felt some love.

U.S. Rep. Dave Trott,
R-I1th District, headlined
an hour-long ceremony
that honored more than
130 veterans from all
five branches of the
service who served at
least one tour in Viet-
nam. The veterans —
representing the U.S.
Army, Marines, Navy,
Air Force and Coast
Guard — were honored
with a commemorative
pin and a proclamation
honoring their service
signed by President Ba-
rack Obama.

The ceremony took
place at Madonna Uni-
versity in Livonia. It
featured the Shrine Pipe
and Drum Corp and
Shrine Legion of Honor
posting the colors, Livo-
nia Mayor Jack Kirksey,
aretired U.S. Air Force
lieutenant colonel, lead-
ing the Pledge of Alle-
giance,and a stirring
rendition of The Star-
Spangled Banner by
Madonna University
student Alisa Pullum of
Redford.

Trott, elected in 2014,
said the event was timely
in honoring the service
of those veterans.

“When they came
home, they weren't treat-
ed with the respect and
appreciation they de-
served,” Trott said.
“Even 50 years later,
some (veterans) still
don't feel like they get
any respect. Many felt
the pain of a nation that
seemingly turned its
back on its veterans.
Each of you served with
honor and distinction.
Each of you deserves our
thanks and respect.”

Julie Gregg of West-
land was one of some 300
people in attendance to
see the veterans hon-
ored. Her father, Richard
Gregg, served as a mil-
itary photographer for
the U.S. Army. He served

in Vietnam for a year,
from 1967-68.

Gregg said she was
glad to see her father get
some recognition.

“The did amazing
things over there,” she
said. “They did a lot of
things nobody gives
them credit for. They
deserved to be appreciat-
ed for what they did.
They sacrificed every-
thing for their country.
I'm incredibly proud.”

During his remarks,
Trott noted that a pin and
a proclamation 50 years
later was a symbolic
gesture. But it was one
the vets in attendance
seemed to appreciate.

“I’'m very proud they
recognized the Vietnam
vets,” said Gordon Segal,
an infantryman from
South Lyon who served
in Pleiku, Vietnam, in
1968-69. “They know
what happened to us
when we came home.”

Fellow U.S. Army
veteran Richard Ma-
mayek of Canton, who
was also in Pleiku from
1968-69, said he “doesn’t
dwell” much on the reac-
tion he and the other
returning vets received
when they came home.

Mamayek acknowl-
edged times were differ-
ent back then and that
Sunday’s ceremony
“helps” with the healing.

“It was a different
world back then, differ-
ent times,” Mamayek
said. “People didn’t be-
lieve in the war. (But)
whether (the war was)
right or wrong, we were
there. It’s nice our nation
recognizes we were
there for our nation
when we were needed.”

That was the message
Trott tried to deliver,
acknowledging problems
in the Veterans Admini-
stration as well as other
“promises” the country
“hasn’t kept” with its
veterans.

“Everyone recognizes
there are promises we'’ve
made to these folks,”
Trott said. “This (cere-
mony) doesn’t solve all
the problems, but | think
it helps.”

Trott told veterans
they deserved the thanks
of a grateful nation.

“You were there for
America when she need-
ed you,” he said in his
keynote speech. “You

deserve this recognition
because you placed the
country’s needs ahead of
your own. When your
country asked you to
serve, you stepped up

and answered the call.
Our nation remains for-
ever in your debt.”

New elderly abuse penalty proposed in Legislature

Penalties for abusing
vulnerable adults, in-
cluding senior citizens,
would increase under a
package of four bills
introduced in the Michi-
gan Legislature last
week.

The crimes would
involve caretakers abus-
ing adults under their
care and the punish-
ments would range from
10-20 years in prison and
fines of $5,000 to $10,000.

Other bills introduced
last week include the
repeal of antiquated
agriculture-related laws,
revisions of fees paid to
record property docu-
ments and allowing the
creation of bus rapid

transit lines on state
trunk lines.

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Class teaches hunters, home
cooks how to can meat

You’ve bagged a deer.
Now learn how to can it.
Christine Venema,
MSU Extension Service
educator, can show you

how in a class on pres-
sure canning meat from
10 a.m. to noon Saturday,
Nov. 14, at Holy Cross
Lutheran Church, 30650
Six Mile, Livonia.

“This is the first time
|'ve done this class,”
Venema said. “I’'m gear-
ing it to those individuals
who are hunters. You've
already got your buck
and your freezer is full.
What do you do with the
meat you get from your
doe permit?

“I’ll be demonstrating
techniques needed in the
canning of meat and
stressing the point that it
has to be done via pres-
sure canner. Some folks
out there are still using a
boiling water bath tech-
nique and we haven't
done that since 1945.”

Although she hopes to
pique the interest of
hunters, Venema said the
class is open to anyone
who wants to preserve
meat by pressure can-
ning. She’ll demonstrate
using beef.

Poultry, fish, and
smaller game, such as
rabbit and squirrel, all
require different tech-
nigues. Venema will
focus on the techniques
used in preserving veni-
son, beef, lamb, pork,
veal and bear.

Why can instead of
freeze meat?

“It’s a personal pref-
erence. Some folks have
canned beef for years,”
Venema said, adding that
her grandmother canned
meat from the cows she
slaughtered. “When it
comes to venison and
bear, the canning tech-
nique tenderizes the
meat somewhat.”

Equipment

Pressure canners
either include a dial
gauge to indicate pres-
sure or a weighted
gauge. Price ranges
from approximately $60
to more than $300. Vene-
ma said a dial gauge
pressure canner should
be tested for accuracy
every year and its plas-
tic safety valve should
be replaced every three
years. She’ll have equip-
ment on hand to test
canners brought to the
class.

“I’ll have information
on where to get spare
parts if your gasket has
worn out or if you've
never replaced the safe-
ty valve,” she said. Vene-
ma also will teach about
vinegars and homemade
syrups in a “Gifts from
the Garden” workshop
1-3 p.m. Nov. 14. She said
she’ll likely demonstrate
a blueberry syrup and a
flavored vinegar. Partici-
pants in both sessions
will take home a food
product.

Apathetic voter turnout disappoints,;

local elections key to dem ocracy in action

The Schoolcraft College millage sought in last
week’s general election was defeated by a narrow
margin.

Voters rejected the 0.6-mill tax increase, 21,051 no
votes to 19,998 yes, a 1,053-vote margin of defeat. The
10-year proposal would have cost the owner of a
$200,000 home about $60 a year. It had been years
since the community college, which serves the Ply-
mouth-Canton, Livonia, Northville, Garden City and
Clarenceville school districts— including some Novi,
Novi Township and Salem Township voters — sought
a millage increase.

In the South Lyon mayoral election, only 67 votes
separated the winner from the third-place candidate.
And 25 votes made the difference in who won the
third and final seat on the South Lyon City Council. It
wasn'’t quite so close in Novi.

The issue of low voter turnout looms.

As he left Garden City’s Memorial 1-2 Campus af-
ter voting Nov. 4, Garden City resident Steven Dodge
said, “l hardly ever miss an election. It’s my right to
vote. The elections that are more local, | think they
have more effect onyour life.”

He voted no on the Schoolcraft millage, citing tax-
es and budget concerns. Dodge took the time and

made the effort to have his voice heard.

In nearly every community we cover, voter turn-
out was low. In Novi, only 15.3 percent of registered
voters cast ballots. South Lyon was better, at about 21
percent. Westland was only 12 percent. In Farming-
ton Hills, it was all the way up to 24 percent.

Take alook at your tax bill if you’re a homeowner.

You’ll seetaxes you pay for your schools, library, met-
roparks and more. It stands to reason you should ex-
ercise your right to speak up on how that money is
spent.

City clerks and their staffs were hard at work
Election Day, making sure all ran as smoothly as pos-
sible and voters’ voices were heard. Poll workers, too,
dotheir part to make democracy work at the local lev-
el.

We hear alot about the 2016 U.S. presidential cam-
paign; some of us are already weary of Donald Trump
and Hillary Clinton soundbites. Government on local
levels matters every bit as much, if not more, so in
future local elections, remember to exercise your
right to vote.

An informed voter makes his or her choice well.
Newspaper coverage and League of Women Voters
and other forums provide an opportunity to learn
about candidates, their stands and the issues of the
day. We endeavor to provide as much information as
possible to aid you in making an informed decision.

If you didn’t vote last week in local elections, pause
a moment before the next time you start to complain
— and think of what you could have done with a few
minutes at your local voting precinct.

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Top-ranked Forest Hills Central scores three
unanswered goals en route to state croan

In the midst of their
longest state tournament
run in school history, the
Novi Detroit Catholic
Central boys soccer team
finally met their match
Nov. 4 on an unseason-
ably warm night in Holt.

Top-ranked Grand
Rapids Forest Hills Cen-
tral spotted the Sham-
rocks an early goal and
then answered with three
straight goals to oust CC
in the MHSAA Division 1
state semifinals, 3-1.

The Rangers, who
improved to 24-0-3,
earned their first trip to
the state finals since
2004, when they defeated
Rochester Stoney Creek
for the Division 2 state
title, 3-2.

Catholic Central,
which had earned its first
regional title since 1996,
bowed out at 20-3-3.

“(Walter) did a great

That CC score came
after the Rangers’ Max
Postlewait had ripped a
shot off the crossbar just
two minutes into the
match.

The Rangers also had
a pair of goals disallowed
with 20 minutes and 17:33
left in the half, respec-
tively, after being whis-
tled both times for off-
side.

Q: lam wondering what
the real estate market in
Coronado, Calif., would be
compared to San Diego?

A: Coronado is not an island,
although it looks like it, but it
reminds me of Balboa Island in
Newport Beach, Calif., because
the homes are quaint and with
the exception of a few high
rises, most are single family
residences. However, as you
might expect, the real estate is
very expen-
sive, even
relative to San
Diego and
prices are
increasing,
particularly
because of the
climate and
the beautiful
beaches that
surround Cor-
onado, including the warm
water. You are best advised to
take advantage of the prices,
which are now available given
the increasing nature of the
market in terms of cost and
limited availability.

Q: Our community associa-
tion attorney's law firm just
merged with another law
firm and I don't know wheth-
er to be happy or sad about
it. What are normally the
circumstances for a merger
between law firms?

A: There are a number of
reasons why law firms can
merge. Generally speaking,
the merger of a law firm
means that one law firm wants
the expertise of the other law
firm in a particular area of the
law different from what they
have. Of course, the merger
may be because certain key
members of the law firm have
left or the law firms them-
selves are in financial trouble
or are not keeping or serving
clients the way they should and
want to bring in the resources
of another law firm to buoy up
their client base. While there
are certain benefits to a merg-
er, there are obviously consoli-
dation issues with any merger
of any business and you may or
may not get the same type of
service or be serviced by the
same attorney with the new
merger. You should look care-
fully into who will be repre-
senting you, what changes, if
any, have been made in billing,
costs and attentiveness to your
needs, and whether or not
looking for another law firm is
advisable. For example, medi-
ocrity, merged with mediocri-
ty, still equals mediocrity.

O’Brien confirmed that one of
the most important characteristics
of the new Tucscon is the fact that
it is the first non-luxury crossover,
he said, to offer a dual-clutch
transmission of the sort that
previously has been available only
on more expensive vehicles.

“Frankly, we took a little
gamble,” he said. “It provides a
little bit different taste and flavor
from a conventional automatic
transmission, and buyers really
are enjoying it.
