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Novi students score among 
county’s best in new N-STEP

Local results of the M-STEP 
test were released last week and 
Novi Community School District 
officials are happy with the 
results.

Novi students did better on 
the test when compared to the 
Oakland County and statewide 
results. Novi results topped the

county in science 
and social studies, 
while Novi 
ranked second in 
English language 
arts and math.

The new test — 
called the Michi- Webber 
gan Student Test 
of Educational
Progress (M-STEP) — was given 
for the first time in spring 2015

in English language arts, math, 
science and social studies. The 
Michigan Department of Educa­
tion released a breakdown of 
individual school and district 
results Dec. 17.

It replaced the MEAP test, 
which had been Michigan’s go-to 
state assessment test for dec­
ades.

More than a month ago, state 
results were released. Last

week’s data provides a more 
detailed picture of just how well 
students did on the exam, which 
is largely based on the ambitious 
Common Core State Standards. 
Those standards, adopted by 
Michigan and more than 40 
other states, spell out what stu­
dents must learn to be prepared 
for college and careers.

Medical marijuana 
patient arrested for 
too much pot in car

At 8:50 a.m. Dec. 12, a 
Novi public safety offi­

R.J. Webber, assistant su­
perintendent of academics for 
Novi schools, said he was very 
pleased with the M-STEP re­
sults for Novi students. He 
attributed the outcome to the 
disciplined approach and hard 
work on the part of district 
teachers, students, staff and 
parents.

“The vast amount of curri­
culum work that the Novi 
teaching staff has completed 
contributes greatly to the 
NCSD being able to better 
serve our students,” Webber 
said in a release.

Combined results
When compiling all the 

scores throughout the school 
district, Novi scored a 73.8- 
percent proficiency rate in 
English language arts, com­
pared to 57 percent in Oakland 
County.

In math, Novi students net­
ted a 69.9-percent proficiency 
to Oakland County’s 47.7 per­
cent. In science, Novi scored 
48.4-percent proficient to the 
county’s 27.9 percent. In social 
studies, 59 percent of local 
students were considered pro­
ficient compared to 34.2 per­
cent throughout Oakland Coun­

ty.
High, middle schools

At Novi High School, 75.81 
percent of llth-grade students 
tested proficient in English, 
57.11 percent in math, 59.32 
percent in science and 77.35 
percent in social studies.

In comparison statewide, 
49.28 percent of llth-graders 
were considered proficient in 
English, 28.48 percent in math, 
29.4 percent in science and 
43.86 in social studies.

At Novi Middle School, 75.21 
percent of seventh-grade stu­
dents tested proficient in Eng­
lish, 72.65 percent in math and 
60.42 percent in science.

In comparison statewide, 
49.13 percent of seventh-grad­
ers were considered proficient 
in English, 33.26 percent in 
math and 22.69 percent in sci­
ence.

For Novi eighth-graders, 
80.64 percent tested proficient 
in English, 71.43 percent in 
math and 58.4 percent in social 
studies.

In comparison statewide, 
47.6 percent of eighth-graders 
were considered proficient in 
English, 32.17 percent in math 
and 29.72 in social studies.

Third grade
At the third-grade level, 

scores by school were:
Novi Woods scored 77.78

percent proficient in English 
language arts and 89.9 percent 
in math.

Orchard Hill scored 55.88 
percent proficient in English 
language arts and 79.41 per­
cent in math.

Village Oaks scored 72.48 
percent in English language 
arts and 68.14 percent in math.

Parkview scored 81.11 per­
cent in English language arts 
and 90.22 percent in math.

Deerfield scored 78.75 per­
cent in English language arts 
and 83.33 percent in math.

In comparison statewide,
50.05 percent of third-graders 
were considered proficient in 
English and 48.8 percent in 
math.

Fourth grade
Scores for fourth-graders 

by building were:
Novi Woods scored 78.79 

percent proficient in English 
language arts, 70.71 percent in 
math and 27.27 in science.

Orchard Hill scored 68.49 
percent proficient in English 
language arts, 70.13 percent in 
math and 22.37 in science.

Village Oaks scored 77 per­
cent proficient in English lan­
guage arts, 71.29 percent in 
math and 22.77 in science.

Parkview scored 69.7 per­
cent proficient in English lan­
guage arts, 73.79 percent in 
math and 24.27 in science.

Deerfield scored 77.08 per­
cent proficient in English lan­
guage arts, 81 percent in math 
and 30 in science.

In comparison statewide, 
46.57 percent of third-graders 
were considered proficient in 
English, 41.37 percent in math 
and 12.37 in science.

Fifth and sixth grades
Novi Meadows fifth-graders 

scored 69.34 percent in English 
language arts, 66.93 percent in 
math and 45.49 percent in so­
cial studies.

In comparison statewide, 
48.68 percent of fifth-graders 
were considered proficient in 
English, 33.36 percent in math 
and 22.24 percent in social 
studies.

Novi Meadows sixth-grad­
ers scored 74.03 percent profi­
cient in English language arts 
and 69.94 percent in math.

In comparison statewide, 
44.74 percent of sixth-graders 
were considered proficient in 
English and 33.26 percent in 
math.

Because the exam was far 
more difficult than the state 
exam it replaced, fewer stu­
dents rated as proficient on the 
M-STEP than previous assess­
ments.

The same occurred in other 
states that adopted tests based 
on the Common Core stan­
dards.

But it wasn’t just the more 
rigorous standards that made 
M-STEP harder. It was given 
online to about 80 percent of 
the students who took it. And it 
was interactive, requiring 
students to do far more than 
fill in multiple choice bubbles. 
For instance, students had to 
type in answers to some ques­
tions, plot data on a graph, 
listen to a presentation and 
then answer questions and 
draw shapes.

The test also included a 
performance task in math and 
English language arts, which 
required students to complete 
an in-depth project during the 
course of the exam that dem­
onstrates their analytical and 
problem-solving skills.

Because the M-STEP is new, 
the results can’t be compared 
with results from the Michigan 
Educational Assessment Pro­
gram, the 44-year-old exam 
that was retired in 2013. The 
exam starts a new trend line as 
students try to reach state 
expectations that by 2025 re­
quire 85 percent of Michigan 
students to be proficient in 
English language arts and 
math.

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P assage  of Every Student Succeeds law applauded

Exit “No Child Left Behind.” 
Enter “Every Student Suc­
ceeds.”

Signed into law earlier this 
month by President Barack 
Obama, the bipartisan legisla­
tion is being applauded for 
returning some control to 
school districts, family engage­
ment initiatives and more.

“We’re happy -  this puts 
more decision-making under 
state and local control,” Far­
mington Public Schools Super­
intendent George Heitsch said. 
“We think decisions made close 
to where students are directly 
affected rather than at the 
federal level created more 
meaningful opportunities for 
kids.”

According to a release from 
the National PTA, the Every 
Student Succeeds Act of 2015 
brings needed improvements 
to K-12 education.

“National 
PTA commends 
President Oba­
ma for swiftly 
signing the 
Every Student 
Succeeds Act 
into law and his Peters 
commitment to 
improving edu­
cation to make sure every stu­
dent is prepared for long-term 
success,” said Laura Bay, Na­
tional PTA president. “The 
Every Student Succeeds Act is 
a marked improvement over 
previous law and provides 
great opportunity to strength­
en family engagement in edu­
cation and ensure all students 
reach their full potential. Now 
is the time for all of us to work 
together at the federal, state 
and local levels to make certain 
that this law makes a differ­
ence for the futures of our 
nation’s children.”

The Every Student Suc­
ceeds Act includes changes to

Title 1 requiring school dis­
tricts to have activities, initia­
tives and policies to engage 
families in education.

“PTAs, families and State­
wide Family Engagement Cen­
ters play an important role in 
the successful implementation 
of ESSA and ensuring that all 
children receive a quality edu­
cation by holding states and 
districts accountable,” said 
Nathan R. Monell, National 
PTA executive director. “Na­
tional PTA is committed to 
empowering all families to be 
active participants in state and 
local implementation of the 
law, support student success 
and make the promise of ESEA/ 
ESSA a reality for all children.”

Farmington Hills resident 
Tammy Luty, Michigan PTA 
federal legislative chair, said 
she’s talked with Michigan’s 
senators and representatives 
while in Washington, D.C., 
about family engagement and 
getting the legislation ap­

proved.
“Having this bill pass and 

signed was a great win for 
education, as it did include the 
family engagement piece and 
also gave more control to a 
local and state level,” she said. 
“I am looking forward to the 
March Legislative Conference, 
where I will be able to go back 
to Washington, D.C., and thank 
our Michigan legislators for 
this work and continue to dis­
cuss education topics with 
them that will benefit our stu­
dents locally and statewide.”

Every Student Succeeds 
also has a bipartisan amend­
ment introduced by U.S. Sens. 
Gary Peters, D-Michigan, and 
Cory Gardner, R-Colo., sup­
porting dual and concurrent 
enrollment in schools. There 
are also measures to support 
funding for financial literacy 
programs and to strengthen 
efforts to identify “dual status 
youth” -  those who come into 
contract with the juvenile jus­

tice and child welfare systems.
Peters said Every Student 

Succeeds is “long overdue 
education reform that will help 
strengthen our primary educa­
tion system and give kids a 
greater opportunity to get 
ahead.” The provisions for dual 
status youth will “protect our 
most vulnerable children from 
falling into the school-to-prison 
pipeline,” he said.

The act’s Gardner-Peters 
amendment allows the use of 
Title 1 money to support dual 
and concurrent enrollment 
programs so high school stu­
dents can simultaneously get 
college credit from secondary 
education classes taught by 
college-approved teachers. It 
also allows fifth-year program 
partnerships so students can 
have concurrent enrollment in 
the year after their senior year.

George Dimopoulos 
made news several 
weeks ago with his prom­
ise, “If anyone is home 
alone, come eat with us 
for free.”

It’s the 10th year that 
the owner of George’s 
Senate Coney Island has 
offered free Thanks­
giving dinners so that no 
one has to dine alone, but 
it was the first year his 
generous offer was post­
ed on social media.

Several local and na­
tional news outlets pub­
licized his offer. In the 
past, George’s Senate 
served around 80 Thanks­

giving dinners each year.
With all the news cov­

erage, this year Dimo­
poulos and his group of 
volunteers served more 
than 400 Thanksgiving 
dinners.

And it appears that 
generosity is contagious. 
Many of George’s 
Thanksgiving customers 
not only paid for their 
meals, but donated to 
help cover the cost of 
feeding those who 
couldn’t afford to pay.

Dimopoulos donated 
their contributions, along 
with additional funds 
from Dimopoulos him­
self, to the Livonia Good-

fellows. Dimopoulos 
presented the Livonia 
Goodfellows with a check 
for $2,000. A new sign in 
George’s window reads in 
part, “Thanks again for 
your support. I hope that 
all of us around the world 
help others that are in 
need. God Bless everyone 
and Merry Christmas!” 

Now in its 80th year, 
the Livonia Goodfellows 
is an all-volunteer organi­
zation whose motto is “No 
Livonia child without a 
Christmas.” In 2014, the 
Livonia Goodfellows 
provided 328 families 
with 743 children with 
food vouchers, new toys,

games and books for the 
children.

In addition, each fam­
ily receives a large as­
sortment of canned goods 
that are collected mainly 
through canned food 
drives held by students at 
26 Livonia and Clarence- 
ville schools.

In recent years, the 
Livonia Goodfellows has 
expanded its mission to 
support causes through­
out the year that benefit 
needy Livonia children, 
including sharing canned 
food with local pantries, 
helping provide school 
supplies and more.

The Farmington Hills City 
Council gave itself a little more 
time to decide what to do about 
its participation in the South­
west Oakland Cable Commis­
sion.

With a Dec. 31 deadline 
looming for the parties in the 
SWOCC — the cities of Far­
mington, Novi and Farmington

Hills — to decide whether to 
continue in the partnership, 
Hills city council members 
voted Dec. 14 to extend the 
deadline to March 31.

At issue is the future of the 
consortium, formed in 1982 to 
negotiate cable franchise 
agreements, and to help the 
three communities formulate 
and manage public access 
television programming.

Novi officials months ago let

their partners know they’d like 
to dissolve it; it takes the vote 
of two of the three municipal­
ities.

The resolution passed by the 
Farmington Hills council de­
lays the notification date until 
March 31, but does not change 
the exit date, which remains 
June 30. A similar resolution is 
expected to be passed in Far­
mington and Novi, even though 
officials in Novi already passed

a dissolution resolution.
SWOCC is located on Nine 

Mile in Farmington. According 
to Boyer, the equipment 
SWOCC uses is outdated and 
carries some $400,000 in debt.

Boyer said the SWOCC has 
seen a 10-percent drop in reve­
nue the last three years as it 
deals with an old building, 
outdated equipment and in­
creased competition from 
various sources, such as

iPhones and the Internet.
Novi officials aren’t likely to 

change their minds about walk­
ing away. Back in October,
Novi Mayor Pro Tem Dave 
Staudt said the city’s decision 
is simply a matter of finding a 
partnership that makes more 
sense, perhaps something with 
Novi Public Schools.

Area police are stepping up patrols this holiday 
season to combat drinking and driving. Their basic 
recommendation? Make it none for the road.

While the holiday season brings celebrations with 
family and friends, it also brings an increased num­
ber of festivities that may include alcohol. Leaders of 
Mothers Against Drunk Driving want to make sure 
everyone’s holiday ends in cheerfulness, not tragedy.

As MADD’s longest-running public awareness 
campaign, Tie One On For Safety asks adults to dis­
play a red ribbon on their vehicles to remind others 
to plan ahead and designate a non-drinking driver be­
fore holiday celebrations begin.

This season, MADD and Nationwide, national pre­
senting sponsor of Tie One On For Safety, conducted 
a new online survey showing the growth of designat­
ed drivers throughout MADD’s 35-year history.

Here are some encouraging results:
» 75 percent of respondents say they have been a 

designated driver in the past year, showing signifi­
cant growth from 1989, when 35 percent of partici­
pants in a Roper survey reported being a designated 
driver.

» Women were slightly more likely to serve as a 
designated driver (76.92 percent vs. 71.87 percent).

» Eight out of 10 males (81.58 percent), ages 21-34

have served as a designated driver.
» 71 percent of respondents have used a designat­

ed driver in the past 12 months, an increase of nearly 
10 percent from 2013, when 63 percent of adults sur­
veyed in a 2013 MADD public opinion survey said a 
designated driver had driven them home.

» 94 percent of respondents said that a designated 
driver is a person who hasn’t been drinking at all.

MADD also surveyed respondents on their atti­
tudes toward using ride share services, like Uber, as 
a designated driver:

» Just a few years after these services launched, 
23 percent of respondents already associate the term 
“designated driver” with ride sharing.

» 31 percent of respondents under the age of 30 
reported using a ride share service to get home after 
drinking.

» Nearly half (48.7 percent) of respondents ages 
21-34 stated that ride share services were very valu­
able or extremely valuable.

To encourage party goers to designate a non­
drinking driver and plan ahead for a safe ride home, 
MADD and Uber are teaming up to make it easy for 
party hosts to purchase Uber rides for their guests.

Through Jan. 1, Uber will donate $10 to MADD for 
every ride home purchased through

A s a youngster 
growing up in 
northwest Detroit, 

wintertime led us to build 
a skating rink. Donning 
the skates was followed 
by hours of carefree (or 
careless) fun. This inev­
itably led to hockey 
“pickup” games for the 
neighborhood, hosted in 
our own back yard. Our 
father would rig up a 
flood-light so we could 
play outside into the 
night. When winter 
weather was too severe, 
we would take the com­
petition indoors and, 
wearing roller skates, we 
would re-enact the then 
popular Hockey Night in 
Canada.

Hours were spent 
careening around the 
cement basement floor 
with occasional exclama­
tions of “He shoots, he 
scores!”

What’s wrong with 
this picture of our past? 
One thing is that it is 
amazing we survived 
since we wore no hel­
mets, no protective gear 
of any type and if some­
one fell and hit their head 
he would shake it off, 
resume play or go home 
crying. All the while none 
of us knew just how dan­
gerous this was and how 
lucky we were.

Winter is upon us.
With it comes an in­
creased participation in 
winter sports and an 
increased incidence of 
traumatic brain injuries. 
Outdoor winter sports 
include ice skating, sled­
ding, snowmobiling,

snow-boarding, hockey 
and skiing. Indoor winter 
sports include basketball, 
volleyball and indoor 
soccer.

All of these have in 
common the increase in 
potential for heads hit­
ting heads and heads 
hitting the ground.

In fact, an estimated 
one million children 
alone in this country 
sustain a traumatic brain 
injury each year. Every 
23 seconds, a head injury 
occurs in the U.S. accord­
ing to the Brain Injury 
Association of Michigan. 
The majority of these are 
closed head injuries, also 
called concussions or 
traumatic brain injuries.

Myths dispelled
It previously was 

thought that the head had 
to hit something for there 
to be a concussion-like 
injury. This myth has 
been proven wrong. A 
whiplash-like motion of 
the head can cause dam­
age to the brain.

Also, a loss of con­
sciousness is not neces­
sary for the brain to be 
hurt. Technically, a dis­
ruption in consciousness, 
no matter how brief, 
such as mildly dazed to a 
full coma, constitutes 
concussion. And repeated 
concussions can have a 
cumulative effect, as

/
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often seen in boxing. We 
also are hearing more 
reports of hockey and 
football players sustain­
ing concussions, retiring 
earlier and developing 
Alzheimer’s-like dis­
orders.

Resources
More resources than 

ever now are available 
for children, adults, par­
ents, teachers and coach­
es to learn about these 
conditions and ways to 
remedy the conse­
quences of such injuries.

In addition to the natu­
ral resource of brain 
healing, the likelihood of 
recovery can be in­
creased by working with 
rehabilitation specialists. 
Some school districts are 
now training coaches 
about head trauma or 
partnering with local 
physical therapy compa­
nies to have a profession­
al at games.

Help also is available 
from the field of neu­
ropsychology in making 
“return-to-play” deci­
sions. The Brain Injury 
Association of Michigan 
is a leader in this area.
Its website is www.bia- 
mi.org.

Also, The Therapy 
Choirs of Michigan pro­
vides choir therapy and 
develops therapy choirs 
for people with special 
needs, including sports 
concussions.

The group has active 
therapy choirs in Ma­
comb, Oakland, and Liv­
ingston counties. It has 
plans to expand to Wayne 
County soon. Its work 
largely has been self- 
funded, with the excep­
tion of a small pass­
through grant and Good­
will contributions. TCM 
is a Michigan 501(c)3

nonprofit organization, 
located at 24477 Buchan­
an Ct., No. 1887, Farming- 
ton Hills, MI 48335. TCM 
is appealing for contribu­
tions to continue its 
“Tour of Hope” concerts, 
with performances by 
individuals with brain 
injuries and associated 
disorders.

Prevention
We need to devote 

more attention to preven­
tion. It is estimated that 
90 percent of head injury 
concussions could be 
prevented if people took 
more precautions. In the 
final analysis, the great­
est tool we have against 
traumatic brain injury is 
prevention.

This is not to discour­
age participation in win­
ter sports, but to encour­
age safe participation in 
all that we do.

So if you are thinking 
about flooding your back 
yard for unprotected, 
unsupervised winter 
hockey or re-enacting 
Hockey Night in Canada 
in roller skates on your 
cement basement floors, 
think again.

Novi Detroit Catholic Cen­
tral distinguished itself Sat­
urday in the 56th annual Oak­
land County Wrestling Cham­
pionships at Lake Orion.

The Shamrocks scored a 
330 points to earn their record 
seventh straight title as they 
outdistanced Clarkston (264.5) 
and Oxford (255). CC has now 
surpassed both Clarkston and 
Hazel Park, which own six 
county titles apiece.

Catholic Central boasted

four individual champions: 
Rhett Newton (103 pounds), 
Kevon Davenport (125), Cam­
eron Amine (130) and lyier 
Morland (189).

Stone Moscovic (119) was 
runner-up, while Davis Ras- 
tigue (112), Aaron Rehfeldt 
(135), Tyler Johnson (145), 
Aidan Waugh (152) and Nick 
Jenkins (285) each placed 
third.

Also earning places for CC 
were Joe McGrath (140) in 
fourth and Jackson Ross (215) 
in fifth.

After the first day of pre­
liminary round action Friday 
at Southfield High, CC led 
Clarkston by only by 3.5 
points.

But Saturday, CC won eight 
of 11 quarterfinals and five of

eight semifinals to separate 
itself from the Wolves.

“Clarkston kept it close by 
going on a pinning cruise Fri­
day evening,” CC coach Mitch 
Hancock said. “We knew it 
would be close going into Sat­
urday and our guys under­
stand the significance of the 
quarterfinals and semis in a 
team race.

“Perhaps the most impor­
tant round was the (consola­
tion) semi round, where we 
went five for six.

Unbeaten 
Northville 
overcomes 
slow start, 
tops Wayne
Gibbons (24 points) and 
Zimbo (20) pace victory

Northville was expecting 
the fastball, but Wayne Memo­
rial came out and threw the 
Mustangs a curve ball to start 
the Dec. 17 boys basketball 
game.

But once Northville figured 
things out after trailing by as 
many as 11 points in the first 
quarter, the host Mustangs 
scored another walk-off vic­
tory -  their fourth straight to 
open the season -  by a 60-54 
margin.

“They (Wayne) ran a differ­
ent kind of defense, they ran a 
different kind of zone,” said 
Northville senior forward 
Justin Gibbons, who finished 
with a game-high 24 points. “It 
was a match-up zone and they 
left the paint wide open a lot of 
times. We crashed hard and 
kind of clawed our way back 
from an 8-0 deficit. We kept 
crashing, kept getting second- 
chance points and honestly 
that got us back in the game 
and got us the W.”

Northville trailed by eight, 
20-12, after the first thanks to 
a triple by senior Justin Zimbo 
(20 points) with 5.4 seconds 
left in the quarter.

“We thought it’d be a simi­
lar game that we had (Tues­
day) versus (Westland John) 
Glenn, where they’d be trap­
ping an pressing all over the 
floor,” Northville coach Todd 
Sander said of Wayne. “And 
they played a really creative 
match-up zone (defense) that’s 
hard to practice against and 
hard to simulate. Took us a 
while to get it figured out, but 
we had different guys step up 
and make big plays.”

By the second quarter, 
Northville had pulled even, 
making 7-of-12 shots from the 
floor while outscoring the 
Zebras, 19-11. The quarter was 
capped by Zimbo’s short buzz­
er-beater to even the score at
31-31.

“They came out firing and 
hit two threes back-to-back,” 
Gibbons said of the Zebras’ 
first quarter, when they made
8-of-16 field-goal attempts.
“We started off a little slow on 
offense, made a few poor turn­
overs, but we managed to

tighten things up and hit some 
shots.”

Northville a four-point cushion,
51-47. The Mustangs went on to 
make 9-of-12 free throws down 
the stretch to secure the vic­
tory.

“Zimbo, I thought, willed us 
to some hoops and showed why 
he’s the leader that he is,” Sand­
er said.

For the game, Northville 
made only 19-of-50 shots from 
the floor (38 percent), but con­
nected on 19-of-25 free throws 
(72 percent). By contrast, 
Wayne was 21-of-47 from the 
field (44.6 percent), but only

3-of-8 from the foul line (37.5 
percent).

Northville also outrebound- 
ed the Zebras, 33-25, and 
scored on 19 second-chance 
points to Wayne’s seven.

“Some of the things that hurt 
us was, if you look at the game, 
is that we missed free throws 
and (Northville) made theirs 
and that was the difference,” 
said Wayne coach Nkwane 
Young, whose team fell to 1-3 
overall. “But my hat’s off to 
them. They made plays when 
they had to. I thought in the 
fourth quarter, there were two 
crucial plays where they didn’t 
score, but wound up getting 
second-chance points and that 
hurt us big time. That’s been 
our problem -  rebounding.”

Gibbons wound up going
7-of-17 from the floor to go 
along with 11 rebounds.

“Gibbons ... he ended up

with a lot of points and made 
free throws down the stretch 
for us and made big plays for 
us on the glass,” Sander said. 
“Didn’t shoot it real well, but 
was really, really effective 
around on the interior going 
against their defense.”

Gibbons, however, went 
10-of-12 from the foul line.

“Tonight was a good night,” 
the senior forward said. “Not 
every night is great, but hit 
them (free throws) when they 
mattered and got us back in the 
game. That’s all that matters ... 
got the W.”

Junior forward Napier Bry­
ant and freshman guard Isaiah 
Lewis each added 12 points for 
the Zebras. All of Lewis’ points 
came on triples.

“We’re steadily trying to 
build,” said Young, who is in his 
second season. “That’s one 
thing I’ve done is build pro­

grams and I know it’s going to 
take time. You gotta to be pa­
tient. We got a freshman and a 
sophomore starting at guard, 
then three juniors starting and 
three of my top four players off 
the bench are juniors, so I 
know it’s going to take some 
time.”

In the battle of youth ver­
sus experience, it isn’t often 
that the up-and-comers end 
up victorious.

But for the Novi girls’ 
basketball team, youth 
worked to their advantage as 
they rolled to a 38-22 victory 
over visiting Plymouth on 
Tuesday night.

Boasting a roster with a 
half-dozen sophomores, Novi 
kept their foot on the gas 
pedal essentially all-night 
long with point guard Ellie 
Mackay (20 points) emerging 
as the focal point of the of­
fense.

Most of Mackay’s damage 
came in the first half, as she 
accounted for 14 of the

team’s 24 points against a 
Plymouth squad that pro­
duced just nine points.

Plymouth coach Ryan Bal­
lard was astounded by how 
Mackay took control of the 
game against a team featur­
ing six seniors and four ju­
niors.

“We shot a low percentage 
in the first half and had some 
good looks,” Ballard said. 
“Ellie Mackay is a great play­
er. She’s a sophomore with a 
great floater and hit some big 
shots. That was the game and 
how it flowed -  it was the 
Ellie Mackay Show. She 
looked really good.”

Novi (3-0 overall) parlayed 
that momentum into the sec­
ond half, with junior Cara 
Ninkovich splitting between 
two defenders for the easy

lay-in, followed by a baseline 
jumper from Mackay.

After trading baskets at 
both ends, a free throw by 
Plymouth sophomore Gabby 
Chouinard with 4:02 remain­
ing made it a 30-13 affair 
before Novi closed out the 
frame by going on a five- 
point run.

The best outing for Ply­
mouth (1-3) came in the 
fourth quarter, where they 
outscored their opponent 9-3, 
thanks in part to employing a 
full-court trap.

Novi coach Bill Kelp as­
sessed how his players han­
dled the late-game pressure.

“You have to reverse the 
basketball and get it to the 
middle,” the Novi coach said.

It’s no secret that 
Victoria lacobelli will go 
down as the most ac­
complished player in 
Novi volleyball history.

The 5-foot-9 senior 
hitter, who repeats as 
All-Area Player of the 
Year, capped a stellar 
four-year varsity career 
as a starter by helping 
the Wildcats earn their 
first MHSAA Class A 
state championship in 
school history last month 
with a four-set win over 
Romeo, the team that 
defeated Novi in the 2014 
state finals in Battle 
Creek.

lacobelli, one-half of 
the heralded lacobelli 
sisters along with identi­
cal twin Paulina, paced 
the Wildcats to a 55-2 
record as she finished 
with 531 kills (.401 attack 
percentage) to go along 
with 487 digs, 81 service 
aces and a serve receive 
average of 2.2 (on 532 
chances).

lacobelli was voted 
Miss Volleyball runner- 
up, earned second team 
MaxPreps All-America 
honors and was a Gat- 
orade Player of the Year 
nominee. She was also a 
three-time all-region and 
all-KLAA selection.

“She is the definition 
of reliable, as she does 
everything well on the 
court, including her abil­
ity to terminate the ball 
from anywhere, as well 
as her extremely consis­
tent back-row play,” Novi 
coach Jen Cottrill said of 
the two-year captain.
“Off the court, she is a
4.0 student and an exem­
plary leader.”

During her career, 
lacobelli played 507 out 
of a possible 508 sets, 
racking up 1,515 kills on 
3,703 attempts to go 
along with 203 aces and 
1,645 digs (all firsts in 
the Novi volleyball rec­
ord book).

“Victoria’s success on 
the court has been para­
mount as she leaves our 
program as the greatest 
player in N wi history,” 
Cottrill said. “What she 
has done for our pro­
gram is indescribable in 
words.”

First team
Erin O'Leary, Soph., 

Novi: The 5-10 setter and 
captain, a University of 
Michigan commit, was 
the only sophomore 
named first team Class A 
all-state after finishing 
the season with 1,371 
assists, 225 kills, 321 digs 
and 86 aces for the state 
champions.

O’Leary is a two-time 
all-KLAA and all-region 
selection, as well as be­
ing a KLAA scholar- 
athlete with a 4.0 G.P.A.

“Erin is such an im­
pressive setter, because 
she possesses both the 
elite level skill set as 
well as all of the intangi­
bles of a stellar athlete,” 
Cottrill said. “Erin con­
tinually amazed me with 
her ability to make a bad 
pass look good, get her 
attackers in a great posi­
tion to score, keep our 
opponents guessing, 
attack at the net as well 
as serve and defend effi­
ciently in the back row. 
Erin always stays calm, 
no matter the score or 
situation, and just plays 
the game. A humble, 
mature young leader who 
is a pleasure to coach 
and be around.”

Jessica Ignace, Sr., 
South Lyon: The 6-3 
middle hitter, who signed 
with NCAA Division II 
Indiana (Pa.) University, 
earned all-KLAA honors 
after finishing with a 
team-best 418 kills (4.6 
per set) with a .267 at­
tack percentage.

Ignace, who could 
play three different posi­
tions, also finished with 
53 blocks (including 20 
solo).

“What made her effec­
tive was her consistency 
hitting from high posi­
tions, her blocking and 
her leadership,” South 
Lyon coach Tom Teeters 
said. “Beginning in mid­
season, she was able to 
hit from the back row for 
us and we were pretty 
much a two-hitter team 
for a long time.

Martin also garnered 
all-region and all-KLAA 
honors after racking up a 
team-high 402 kills (3.9 
per set) with a .311 hit­
ting percentage. She also 
ranked second on the 
team in digs (272) with 
only 10 errors.

“Emily is a six-rota­
tion, go-to hitter and was 
our kill leader,” North­
ville assistant coach 
Amanda Yaklin said.

Paulina lacobelli, Sr., 
Novi: The 5-9 outside 
hitter saved her greatest 
moment for the Class A 
state finals, when she 
had a team-high 20 kills 
on 46 attempts (with no 
errors) to go along with 
12 digs.

The all-region and 
all-KLAA pick wound up 
with 351 kills on 806 at­
tempts (.360 average) to 
go along with 506 digs, 92 
aces and a 2.25 serve 
receive attempt average.

“Paulina has been one 
of the most impactful 
players to ever play for 
Novi,” Cottrill said of the 
MI VC A Academic all- 
state choice (3.95 GPA). 
“Always sort of the un­
sung hero, she does all of 
the little things well. 
Paulina is one of the 
most competitive players 
I have ever coached. She 
always wants to win, no 
matter the game or situa­
tion. Her ability to per­
form under pressure has 
been tremendous, as her 
best matches came in 
2014 and 2015 in the 
semifinals and finals in 
Battle Creek.”

Mikayla Monk, Sr., 
South Lyon: The 6-0 
middle hitter, who signed 
with NCAA Division II 
Southern Missouri State, 
ranked second for the 
Lions in kills (277), with 
an attack percentage of 
.244.

Monk also earned 
all-KLAA honors for the 
Class A district champs.

“What made her a 
good player was her 
dynamic approach and 
ability to jump high, hit 
quick,” Teeters said. “She 
was always in a high 
position and was a strong 
blocker like Jessica (Ig­
nace). Toward the end, 
we started using Mikayla 
in the back row. She was

a good passer for us on 
serve receive. Even if 
she didn’t play back row, 
she sometimes jumped 
into serve receive when 
was front row. Her abil­
ity to hit outside, run a 
slide, was effective for 
us.”

Kiera Borthwick, Jr., 
Northville: The 5-6 lib­
ero, a second-year start­
er and third-year varsity 
player, earned Class A 
honorable mention all- 
state honors after post­
ing a team-best 320 digs 
(3.6 per set).

Borthwick who re­
corded a team-high 394 
service receptions with 
only 15 errors, also 
earned all-region and 
all-KLAA accolades.

“I’d have to say Kiera 
was the most consistent 
with her passing than 
any player in Northville 
history,” Yaklin said.

Paige Thompson, Sr., 
Lakeland: The 5-11 mid­
dle hitter garnered Class 
A all-region and all- 
KLAA honors for the 
Eagles.

“She was my go-to 
player, my most steady 
player,” coach Jean Duk- 
ic said.

Which IRA is right for you?
In those retirement 

years, you want to be 
able to buy that second 

home in Florida, jet off to 
Aruba or golf every day. 
The more you save, the 
more you have to enjoy 
your retirement. If you 
have money that you can 
afford to invest for the 
long term, you should 
consider an IRA.

An individual retire­
ment arrangement is a 
personal retirement 
savings plan that offers 
tax benefits. IRAs are 
one of the most powerful 
retirement savings tools 
available. Even if you’re 
contributing to a 401(k) 
or other plan at work, 
you should also consider 
investing in an IRA.

There are two types of 
IRAs: traditional and 
Roth. Both allow you to 
make annual contribu­
tions of up to $5,500 in 
2015 or $6,500 if are over 
age 50. Generally, you 
must have at least as 
much taxable income as 
the amount of your IRA 
contribution. But if you 
are married filing jointly, 
your spouse can also 
contribute to an IRA, 
even if he or she does not 
have taxable income.

Both feature tax-shel­
tered growth of earnings 
and give you a wide 
range of investment 
choices. However, there 
are important differ­
ences between the two. 
You must understand 
these differences before 
you can choose the IRA 
that’s best for you.

Traditional IRA
Most people can con­

tribute to a traditional 
IRA. The only require­
ments are that you have 
taxable income and be 
under age 70)4.

Your contributions 
may be tax-deductible on 
your federal income tax 
return. This is important, 
because tax-deductible 
contributions lower your 
taxable income, saving 
you money in taxes. If 
neither you nor your

spouse is covered by a 
401(k) or other employer- 
sponsored plan, you can 
generally deduct the full 
amount of your annual 
contribution. If one of 
you is covered by such a 
plan, your ability to de­
duct your contributions 
depends on your annual 
income (modified ad­
justed gross income) and 
your income tax filing 
status. You may qualify 
for a full deduction, a 
partial deduction or no 
deduction at all.

When you start taking 
money from your tradi­
tional IRA, the funds will 
be subject to income tax. 
If you take a withdrawal 
prior to age 59)4, you may 
have to pay a 10-percent 
early withdrawal penalty, 
unless you meet one of 
the exceptions.

When you reach 70)4, 
you will be required to 
take your first required 
minimum distribution, 
which is based on stan­
dard life expectancy 
table. You can always 
withdraw more, but nev­
er less. If you withdraw 
less, you’ll be hit with a 
50-percent penalty on the 
difference between the 
required minimum and 
the amount you actually 
withdrew.

Roth IRA
Not everyone can set 

up a Roth IRA. Even if 
you can, you may not 
qualify to take full ad­
vantage of it. The first 
requirement is that you 
must have taxable in­
come. Your ability to 
contribute to a Roth IRA 
depends on your mod­
ified adjusted gross in­
come and your income 
tax filing status.

Roth contributions are 
made with after-tax dol­
lars, therefore they are 
not tax-deductible. If you

meet certain conditions, 
your withdrawals from a 
Roth IRA will be com­
pletely free from federal 
income tax, including 
both contributions and 
investment earnings.

Unlike a traditional 
IRA, the Roth IRA is not 
subject to the required 
distributions at age 70)4 
or at any time during 
your life. You can put off 
taking distributions until 
you really need the in­
come or you can leave 
the entire balance to your 
beneficiary.
Choose the right IRA 
for you

Assuming you qualify 
to use both, which type of 
IRA is best for you? The 
Roth IRA will probably 
be a more effective tool 
if you don’t need the 
tax-deductible contribu­
tions. However, if you 
want to deduct your con­
tributions, the traditional 
may be the better choice. 
Most professionals be­
lieve that a Roth IRA will 
still give you more bang 
for your buck in the long 
run, but it depends on 
your personal goals and 
circumstances. A fi­
nancial professional or 
tax adviser can help you 
pick the right type of 
IRA for you.

Note: You can have 
both a traditional IRA 
and a Roth IRA, but your 
total annual contribution 
to all of the IRAs that you 
own cannot be more than 
$5,500 in 2015 ($6,500 if 
you’re age 50 or older).

The right references can boost your resume

espite what you may have 
heard, the employment refer­
ences you include in a job ap­

plication do matter. Many job seekers 
make the mistake of settling for subpar 
references out of laziness or habit, or 
because they don’t know what makes 
a person a good reference. Doing so 
could potentially cost you the job.

Here are four tips for selecting the 
ideal people as your employment 
references and preparing them.

C h o o se  w ell-rounded  
re fe re n ces.

Employers use references for more 
than simply verifying your resume’s 
employment information. The best 
references are people who worked 
closely with you and can vouch for not 
only your professional skills, but your 
character as well.

“Your references should be able to 
address your performance, productiv­
ity and reliability,” says Kristen Cop- 
pins, a director at Professional Staffing 
Group. “Ideally, your references will be 
people who are most familiar with your 
work history and can comment on 
your day-to-day performance. For ex­
ample, though it may seem impressive 
to list the president of your company 
as a reference, if the person does not 
remember you clearly or wasn't in­
volved with your work on a daily basis, 
they won’t be a good reference.”

Take  the bad w ith the good.
Everyone makes mistakes, but the 

mistakes aren’t as important as how

you handle them. Don’t be afraid to 
include a reference from a rough patch 
or someone who has seen how you 
react when the chips are down.

“The best references come from 
supervisors who haven’t always seen 
you at your best,” says Michele Mavi, 
director of content development, in­
ternal recruiting and training at Atrium 
Staffing. “Someone who has seen you 
work hard to overcome challenges, 
turn around a weakness or can speak 
to a real and quantifiable period of 
growth and development during your 
time together is ideal.”

M ake reputation a top  
con sid eration .

When choosing potential references,

don’t overlook how those individuals 
may be perceived by employers. The 
source of a reference is just as impor­
tant as the content.

“Consider the reference’s reputation," 
says Thomas J. Ward Jr., executive 
director at Adelphi University’s Center 
for Career Development in Garden 
City, N.Y. “Is this person a credible and 
respected leader in their field? Does 
their reputation hold weight in the 
community and/or in the specific field 
that you are targeting employment?”

S e t your re fe re n ces  
up for s u c c e s s .

Once you've decided to use some­
one as a reference, let him or her 
know. It may seem obvious, but miss­

ing this step can have serious rami­
fications — not only for you and your 
chance at a new job, but also for the 
references themselves.

“First and most important, ask the 
person you’d like to be a reference 
for you if it’s OK to name them,” says 
Laurie Battaglia, CEO and workplace 
strategist with Living the Dream 
Coaches. “Some companies don’t 
permit their leaders to give references 
and want all inquiries sent to HR. You 
could be jeopardizing someone’s job 
by asking them to provide a reference.”

Additionally, don’t forget that they’re 
doing you a favor by agreeing to be 
your reference. In return, do what you 
can to minimize the obligation, starting 
with providing them the information 
they’ll need.

Beyond sharing your resume and 
the job description, it’s helpful to set 
up some time with your references to 
discuss why you’re pursuing the posi­
tion and what you believe qualifies you 
for it. This gives them some discussion 
points to use when talking with the 
potential employer. Also, if possible, 
let them know when they should 
be expecting the call, so they aren’t 
caught off-guard.

Many employers put a great deal of 
stock in the quality of a candidate’s ref­
erences. By putting effort into choosing 
yours and knowing what to look for in 
a potential reference, you'll increase 
your chances of getting hired.
