Cops: Suspect in crash attempted to flee

The alleged drunken driver 
suspected of causing a fiery 
crash that left a Milford woman 
dead in Commerce Township last 
week reportedly tried to flee the 
scene after the accident.

Goran Djordjevski, 41, of 
Farmington Hills was arraigned 
Jan. 29 on two 15-year felony 
counts: operating while intoxi­
cated causing death and failure 
to stop at an accident -  when at 
fault -  resulting in death.

“(Djordjevski) 
physically ran 
from the scene 
after the acci­
dent,” Oakland 
County Undershe­
riff Mike McCabe 
said, noting a 
preliminary 
breath test 

showed Djordjevski to be “well 
over” the state’s legal limit of 
0.08 percent. “A neighbor heard 
the crash, came out and chased 
the guy down and brought him 
back.”

The 44-year-old Milford Town­
ship woman killed around 7:32 
p.m. Jan. 26 evening has been 
identified as Janet Marie Reed, 
the Oakland County Sheriff’s 
Office said.

“This poor woman burned to 
death,” McCabe said, noting 
autopsy results show the cause

of death as smoke/soot inhalation ; 
and thermal burns. “It couldn’t 
be a more horrific death for her 
and it’s obviously devastating for , 
her family to know what she 
went through before she died.” 

According to reports, Reed, 
who authorities say was working 
as a delivery driver for Pizza 
Hut, was westbound on West 
Pontiac Trail near Addington 
Drive in Commerce Township 
and was preparing to turn left to 
make a delivery when she was

Staff, students 
contribute money

Even though they only had a 
couple of days notice to get the 
word out, the Novi Community 
Schools turned out big-time to 
help a local family who lost 
their home to a fire.

Last week, the call was sent 
out via school a district listserv 
email that a Novi family was in 
need.

It read: “On January 24,16 
units in the Glens of Northville 
apartment complex were com­
pletely destroyed by fire. One 
unit was occupied by an Or­
chard Hills family -  Lisa, Don- 
driel and Denisia Cutts. Deni- 
sia is a kindergartner in Mrs. 
Zimmerman’s class.

“While many of their imme­
diate short-term needs have 
been met, they still have short­
term needs (such as clothing), 
as well as long-term needs 
after they get situated in a new 
apartment (furniture, kitchen­
ware, etc). Currently the Cutts 
family is living in a hotel until 
they can find a new, affordable 
apartment.”

The idea started at Orchard 
Hills. Principal Pam Quitiquit 
said the school “immediately 
starting reaching out to the 
community to help this family 
in any way we could.

“Along with several organi­
zations, our families and sever­
al churches, we are collecting 
money, clothing and household 
items,” she said.

The day of the fire, the local 
Red Cross Disaster Respond-

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Friend hopes to  help 
fam ily  in tim e o f need

Janet Reed was known 
as a woman who would 
bend over backward to 
help anyone with any­
thing.

That’s the message 
from Tabitha Tbmer, a 
family friend from Reed’s 
former home in Kalkaska, 
who is hoping to help her 
friend’s family cope with 
tragic loss.

On Jan. 26, Reed, a 
44-year-old Milford Town­
ship resident, was work­
ing as a pizza delivery 
driver and was preparing 
to make a stop near Pon­
tiac TYail and Addington 
Drive in Commerce 
Township when her vehi­
cle was rear-ended by a 
man police allege was 
intoxicated “well over the

legal limit.”
Reed’s vehicle flipped 

on impact and caught 
fire, trapping her inside. 
She was pronounced dead 
at the scene, leaving be­
hind, according to her 
obituary, a beloved com­

panion, five children and 
four grandchildren -  with 
a fifth on the way -  along 
with two sons-in-law, 
three brothers and a num­
ber of other loved ones.

“Right now her family 
needs more help than 
ever,” Turner wrote on 
the fundraising page she 
set up at gofundme.com. 
“Not only did they lose 
their mother, they lost 
their vehicle and a source 
of income.”

Funeral costs are also 
a concern for the family, 
Tbrner notes.

Reed’s memorial ser­
vice took place Saturday 
in Waterford. According 
to a representative from 
Coats Funeral Home, who 
handled arrangements, 
the family and others 
declined comment in 
order to abide by the 
wishes of their attorney 
in light of upcoming legal 
matters.

In public condolences 
on Coats’ website, howev­
er, Karen Pearson writes:

“Janet will be missed 
by so many. She always 
had a smile on her face 
(and) would help anyone 
with anything she could 
do. Janet would give you 
the shirt off her back, 
even if it was the only one 
she had. Never selfish or 
bitter about what life 
threw her way. Always 
found the good in life. 
Even when she was in 
pain. It didn’t take her 
smile away. Loved her 
kids, my kids, any kid 
who ever met h e r... she 
had such a kind heart for 
animals, too. It made 
Janet happy to make 
others happy, that was 
her daily goal. I will nev­
er forget her.”

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rear-ended by a 2014 
Chevrolet Traverse, 
operated by Djordjev- 
ski.

After it was rear- 
ended, the GMC report­
edly overturned and 
caught on fire, trapping 
Reed inside. She was 
pronounced dead at the 
scene.

The sheriff’s office 
said the Oakland County 
Medical Examiner will 
not be able to positively 
identify the woman until 
receiving DNA test 
results, which could take 
several months.

Police said a witness 
called 9-1-1 prior to the 
accident to report a 
vehicle driving through

the area, swerving all 
over the roadway and 
nearly hitting other 
vehicles. Djordjevski 
reportedly rear-ended 
the Milford Township 
woman’s vehicle before 
the witness could pro­
vide the location and 
vehicle information.

Police reportedly 
believed Djordjevski 
was intoxicated and he 
was transported to Prov­
idence Park Hospital by 
Community EMS. A 
search warrant was 
obtained and a blood 
draw was completed, 
with results pending.

Djordjevski’s bond 
was set at $100,000 cash/ 
surety, with conditions; 
he is to have an alcohol 
monitoring tether in 
place prior to his release 
from jail, surrender his 
passport and cannot

leave the state.
In addition to other 

bond conditions, Djord­
jevski is not allowed to 
possess any firearms or 
weapons, must submit to 
random drug testing, be 
under the supervision of 
pretrial services, must 
notify the court of any 
changes to his address 
and cannot use any 
drugs or alcohol.

He is due back in 
court at 9:15 a.m. Feb. 11 
for a probable cause 
hearing. Another court 
date is set for 1:35 p.m. 
Feb. 18 for a preliminary 
exam. Both court dates 
are in the 52-1 District 
Court in Novi. The case 
has been assigned to 
Judge Robert Bondy.

eluding behavioral 
health services for both 
children and adults.

“This is a pivotal 
time in our growth. Our 
goal in opening our 10th 
center is to better serve 
and provide much-need­
ed services to people in 
western Oakland Coun­
ty, an area considered 
underserved for mental 
health services,” Wirth 
said.

However, it’s not just 
mental health services 
that will be provided. 
Wirth said ESM truly 
does want to be a com­
munity resource.

“If we don’t provide 
something, we want to 
help direct a person in 
the right direction,” he 
said.

For nearly a century, 
ESM has empowered 
individuals to live more 
independent lives. Last 
year, it served 9,000 
people from birth to 
older adults from its 
locations in Auburn 
Hills, Center Line, Roy­
al Oak, Pontiac, South- 
field, Waterford, Flint 
and Grand Rapids.

It offers programs 
and services that evolve 
to the needs of local 
communities, primarily

focusing on rehabilita­
tion and wellness relat­
ed to behavioral health, 
autism, trauma and 
special needs. Its skilled 
case workers and med­
ical staff work together 
to develop holistic pro­
grams designed to en­
rich the lives of the 
people it serves.

Through a continuum 
of services including, 
but not limited to, early 
childhood intervention, 
substance abuse ser­
vices, occupational

Sanitary sewer 
m anholes being fixed 

in some ne ighborhoods

The city of Novi will 
soon be undertaking a 
$200,000 project to reha­
bilitate sanitary sewer 
manholes in some sub­
divisions around the 
community.

City council recently 
approved by 7-0 vote a 
construction contract 
for the 2015 Sanitary 
Sewer Manhole Reha­
bilitation Project to Culy 
Contracting, Inc., the 
low bidder, in the 
amount of $228,390.

“This project is part 
of the ongoing Capacity 
Management, Opera­
tions and Maintenance 
program to actively 
maintain the sanitary 
sewer collection system 
to reduce system fail­
ures and eliminate in­
filtration and inflow into 
the collection system,”

Novi Public Services 
Director Rob Hayes said 
in his recommendation 
to council.

This project includes 
the rehabilitation of 
sanitary sewer man­
holes in the following 
subdivisions: North 
Hills, Timber Ridge, 
Westridge Downs and 
Orchard Ridge.

According to the 
Public Services Depart­
ment, the project was 
developed after inspec­
tion and evaluation of 
130 manholes within the 
project area to deter­
mine necessary rehabili­
tation techniques for 
defects that were identi­
fied as part of the in­
spections.

The rehabilitation of 
the manholes will in­
volve rebuilding the 
upper portion of the 
manhole and sealing the 
manholes with an ex­

ternal shroud to prevent 
inflow and infiltration 
from entering the man­
hole.

In other cases, it will 
involve sealing the en­
tire manhole with a 
cement-like spray ma­
terial applied on the 
entire interior surface 
of the manhole to pre­
vent inflow and infiltra­
tion from entering the 
manhole through the 
cone and riser sections 
of manhole.

Culy was also select­
ed based on its experi­
ence with similar pro­
jects.

According to Hayes, 
the project has a sub­
stantial completion date 
of April 1 and a final 
completion date of April 
15.

Canceling school begins w ith  ju s t one phone call
Growing up in Al­

buquerque, N.M., 
snow days were 

rare. Although, truthful­
ly, it did not take much 
for us to have a snow 
day. It was rumored 
that our city had one 
snow plow.

Back before the In­
ternet, text messaging, 
School Messenger and 
the like, canceling 
school was quite a 
dance. Someone had to 
start the process. Then 
every teacher had to be 
called. Once called, a 
teacher had their list of 
other teachers to call.

Parents were part of 
the dance, as well. A 
mystical parent would 
start the chain. Then, 
just like a teacher, once

a parent was called, 
they had to call another 
parent. The chain ended 
when the first parent 
received a call back 
indicating that every 
parent had received a 
call.

Today, after the deci­
sion is made, one phone 
call alerts all the televi­
sion and radio stations. 
One call starts an auto­
mated process of con­
tacting every parent. 
Twitter is used to get 
the message out -  espe­
cially to students.

While canceling 
school takes less time 
now, arriving at the 
decision is still a very 
deliberate process.

Will getting to school 
be safe is still the first 
question that we ask.
We consider the stu­
dents who wait for bus­
es, the students who 
walk and the students 
whose parents drive 
them to school.

Will the roads be safe 
to travel? Will the tem­
perature be too cold for 
students to wait for the 
bus?

With any snow, we 
know that traffic will be 
slower. How much of a 
slowdown is accept­
able?

We also have to con­

sider our staff. Not 
everyone lives in Novi. 
In fact, among our 
teaching staff, only 
about a quarter live in 
the city of Novi. How 
well will other commu­
nities plow their streets 
and get traffic moving 
at an acceptable pace? 
It doesn’t matter if we 
can get our students to 
school in Novi if our 
staff can’t get to work 
on time or at all.

Finally, but perhaps 
most importantly, we 
consider the impact on 
education. How dis­
ruptive will canceling 
school be?

Once in another dis­
trict, we had a weather 
event during our high 
school mid-term exam

week. In addition to 
weighing the typical 
concerns, I had to think 
about how canceling 
school during mid­
terms would be. When 
could students make up 
exams? What would the 
impact be on report 
cards?

Canceling school also 
causes the rhythm of 
school to be disrupted.
A lesson that was meant 
to follow immediately 
upon the heels of the 
previous day’s lesson is 
now delayed by at least 
a day. As a teacher, will 
I have to reteach ma­
terial that I did not 
think I would have to 
reteach? If I do, how 
will that further delay 
what I though was a

well-planned unit of 
instruction?

In Michigan, in the 
winter, schedule delays 
are inevitable. The best 
decisions possible are 
made. Sometimes, the 
decision is the right one. 
Sometimes, looking 
back, it is clear that 
another decision should 
have been made. The 
goal always is to ensure 
that our students re­
ceive the best instruc­
tion possible and that 
they are safe arriving at 
and departing from 
school.

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FOIA law changes slash cost o f pub lic records

Public records will 
become cheaper and 
easier to access under 
changes to Michigan’s 
Freedom of Information 
Act.

Government agencies 
will not be allowed to 
charge more than 10 
cents per page for copies 
of public records; they 
can face increased fines 
for delaying responses; 
and people seeking the 
records now can sue if 
they consider the fees to 
be exorbitant.

Dirk Milliman of the 
Michigan Press Associa­
tion said the changes 
have been years in the 
making and involved 
compromise, but overall 
the new law increases 
transparency and access 
to public records.

“We are pleased with 
the end result as it ad­
dresses the two most 
major concerns ex­
pressed by our members 
with regard to FOIA in 
Michigan: costs and de­
lays,” he said.

The changes take 
effect July 1.

Gov. Rick Snyder

signed them into law last 
week, saying in a state­
ment that the changes 
remind government 
workers that they “are 
working on behalf of our 
residents, who should not 
be discouraged from 
learning about how that 
government is serving 
them.”

The law allows re­
questers who believe 
they are being over­
charged for records to 
sue and ask a court to 
lower the fee. If the court 
concludes the public 
body arbitrarily and 
capriciously charged an

unreasonable fee, the 
court must assess $1,000 
in punitive damages.

The new law also in­
creases punitive dam­
ages from $500 to $2,000 
on public bodies that 
arbitrarily and capri­
ciously break the law by 
refusing or delaying the 
release of public records.

It also requires courts 
to fine public bodies 
$2,500 to $7,500 for will­
fully and intentionally 
failing to follow the law. 
The fines are paid to the 
state.

Michigan first passed 
its Freedom of Informa­

tion Act in 1976, in the 
wake of the Watergate 
scandals in Washington. 
Many states and the fed­
eral government sought 
to increase access to 
public records then as a 
way to prevent future 
abuses.

Newspapers and other 
news media outlets rou­
tinely use the FOIA to 
access public records on 
government contracting, 
hiring, spending and 
other matters. The De­
troit Free Press used the 
law to access records 
from the administration 
of former Detroit Mayor

Kwame Kilpatrick as 
part of the text messages 
scandal.

Another change in the 
law requires govern­
ments to provide the 
records electronically 
instead of on paper if the 
requester seeks them in 
that format.

It includes an exemp­
tion if local government 
lacks the technology to 
provide the records elec­
tronically.

If a government 
misses a deadline for 
replying to a request, it 
must discount the fees 
charged.

A Green Oak Town­

ship man who exposed 
himself in two counties 
was sentenced Jan. 28 in 
Livingston County.

Nathanael Michael 
Armstrong, 30, was 
sentenced to 20 days in 
the county jail and given 
credit for one day he has 
already served. He also 
was ordered to spend 
two years on probation 
and to complete sub­
stance abuse counseling 
with an emphasis on 
sexual offender counsel­
ing, according to district 
court records.

Armstrong

Arm­
strong 
earlier 
pleaded 
guilty as 
charged 
to in­
decent
exposure, 
while a

second count was dis­
missed, for incidents in 
July at the Green Oak 
Village Place mall. He 
also pleaded guilty in 
Oakland County to three 
counts of aggravated 
indecent exposure for 
incidents in South Lyon

and to one count of in­
decent exposure in Novi.

Police said Arm­
strong confessed to 
Oakland County investi­
gators that he exposed 
his genitals to a female 
shopper around 7:30 
p.m. July 14 at a Novi 
Target store after they 
had information pos­
sibly linking him to 
similar incidents in 
South Lyon.

In the South Lyon 
cases, which occurred 
between April 15 and 
June 25 in the area of 
Pontiac Trail and Nine

Mile Road, witnesses 
said the suspect stayed 
inside his Dodge Dart 
while masturbating 
within sight of teen­
agers.

The incidents in 
Green Oak Township 
went unreported to po­
lice until Armstrong was 
publicly identified in the 
South Lyon incidents, 
police said.

Armstrong was sen­
tenced in November in 
the Oakland County 
cases to one day already 
served in jail and five 
years of probation.

20. Crawford invited the mayor to  
Lansing for a special joint session of 
the Michigan House and Senate, 
during which the governor 
delivered his key goals for his 
second term. Each lawmaker is 
allowed one floor guest during the  
annual speech. Gatt, w ho recently 
announced he will seek re-election 
in November, has been endorsed by 
Crawford and her husband Hugh, 
Oakland County commissioner.
"The Crawfords have been very 
helpful to the great city of Novi," 
Gatt said. "W e get outstanding 
support from both the county and 
state governments, thanks to  the 
Crawfords."

incentive to assists reha­
bilitating commercial 
buildings in order to 
create or retrain jobs 
and increase commercial 
activities. The incentive 
comes in the form of 
abated property taxes. 
The act offers qualified 
properties real property 
tax abatement for a peri­
od of one to ten years, as 
determined by the local 
community. The abate­
ment freezes the taxable 
value of the building 
only as it was before the 
improvement, but does 
not affect the taxable 
value of the land itself, 
or personal property 
taxes. School taxes are 
also not affected. The 
cost of rehabilitation 
must be a minimum 10% 
of the true cash value of 
the property at the be­
ginning of the project.

“The Wixom Commer­
cial Rehabilitation Ex­
emption Program is 
another program that is 
intended to assist proper­
ty owners and encourage 
private investment in the 
community,” Wixom City 
Manager Tony Nowicki 
said. “As crafted by the 
city, this is not a give­
away program; it is short 
term and designed to 
provide limited financial 
relief during the initial 
stages of construction. 
Through the Commercial 
Rehabilitation Exemp­
tion Program, it is our 
expectation that new 
commercial building 
initiatives in the Village 
Center Area, along with 
rehabilitation of existing 
buildings, will occur.”

Cooper Standard  
restructuring  
European 
operations

Novi-based Cooper- 
Standard Holdings Inc. 
announced its intention 
to restructure its Euro­
pean manufacturing 
footprint based on cur­
rent and anticipated 
market demands.

The restructuring 
effort aims to further 
improve Cooper Stan­
dard’s European capa­
bility by removing ex­
cess capacity, improving 
cost structure and shift­
ing some production to 
its Eastern European 
facilities. Actions include 
consolidation of opera­
tions to improve effi­
ciencies and closure or 
downsizing of certain 
facilities with high costs 
and non-utilized capacity 
in Western Europe, in­
cluding Germany and 
France.

Cooper Standard ex­
pects to complete these 
restructuring activities 
by the end of 2017. The 
actions announced today 
are subject to consulta­
tion with employee 
works councils and other 
approvals.

“Restoring our com­
petitive position in 
Europe is critical to our 
strategy of driving prof­
itable growth and be­
coming a top 30 global 
automotive supplier,” 
said Jeffrey Edwards, 
chairman and CEO, 
Cooper Standard. “A 
healthy European busi­
ness is also essential to 
ensuring that Cooper 
Standard is properly 
positioned to support our 
local and global custom­
ers.” •

Cooper Standard ex­

pects to recognize total 
expense related to these 
actions of approximately 
$120 to $125 million over 
the next three years. 
Cooper Standard antici­
pates these restructuring 
activities to provide 
approximately $50 to $55 
million in annualized 
savings after completion.

Strong December 
lifts M ichigan  
holiday season

Most Michigan retail­
ers reported better holi­
day sales, thanks to a 
strong December, ac­
cording to the Michigan 
Retail Index, a joint pro­
ject of Michigan Retail­
ers Association and the 
Federal Reserve Bank of 
Chicago.

The average year-to- 
year change was a 1.1- 
percent increase for the 
season, slightly below 
retailers’ average pre­
season prediction of 1.6 
percent.

For all of 2014, the 
average change from the 
year before was a 1.0- 
percent increase.

“December was the 
best month since July, 
helped by sharply lower 
gasoline prices, lower 
unemployment and mod­
erate weather,” said 
James P. Hallan, MRA 
president and CEO.
“That boost lifted holi­
day sales and results for 
all of 2014, although not 
as much as expected.”

About a third (32 per­
cent) of retailers report­
ed holiday sales in­
creases above 5 percent. 
Another 20 percent rang 
up smaller increases, 
while 23 percent report­
ed flat sales. A quarter 
(25 percent) of retailers 
experienced declines.

The December month­
ly survey of MRA mem­
bers showed 54 percent 
of retailers increased 
sales over the same 
month last year, while 29 
percent recorded de­
clines and 17 percent 
reported no change. The 
results create a season­
ally adjusted perfor­
mance index of 66.5, up 
sharply from 48.1 in 
November. A year ago 
December, the Index 
stood at 50.5.

The 100-point Index 
gauges the performance 
of the state’s overall 
retail industry, based on 
monthly surveys con­
ducted by MRA and the 
Federal Reserve. Index 
values above 50 gener­
ally indicate positive 
activity; the higher the 
number, the stronger the 
activity.

Looking forward, 49 
percent of retailers ex­
pect sales January 
through March to in­
crease over the same 
period last year, while 22 
percent project a de­
crease and 29 percent no 
change. That puts the 
seasonally adjusted out­
look index at 68, up from 
64.1 in November. A year 
ago December, the Index 
stood at 63.3.

snow sto rm  
ta ke s  a l l  o f  us

So does it surprise anyone that the day after 
Mother Nature dumped 16 inches of snow on us, 
her champion season prognosticator, Punxsutaw- 
ney Phil, saw his shadow, predicting six more 
weeks of winter?

You could say that’s heaping insult onto injury, 
but let’s face it, we’re halfway through the winter 
season in Michigan.

Winter in the Great Lakes state is always an ad­
venture. A few years ago, spring arrived in Febru­
ary; last year, we got up close and personal with 
polar vortexes and 94.9 inches of snow, topping 
the previous record of 93.6 inches set in 1880-81.

And this weekend’s snowstorm -  unofficially 
named Linus, although no one bothered to tell us 
that so we could be more polite in talking about it -  
is the third heaviest snowstorm on record in De­
troit. The 16.7 inches that fell at Detroit Metropol­
itan Airport as of early Monday morning was 
topped only by 24.5 inches April 6,1886, and 19.3 
inches Dec. 1-2,1974.

Mark Twain noted that “Climate is what we ex­
pect, weather is what we get.” In Michigan, we 
know winter will be cold and snowy, some years 
more than others. We have no control over what 
the weather the brings us, just over how we re­
spond to it. With Linus, there were no surprises. 
Thanks to technology, we knew well in advance it 
was coming and, by the time it got here, we knew 
how bad it would be.

We tip our hats to our local and county road 
crews that did a yeoman’s job clearing the roads. 
While we were safe and sound inside, enjoying Su­
per Bowl Sunday, road crews were at work. City 
offices and schools closed and garbage collection 
was canceled in some communities because of Li­
nus, but the lights were on and everyone was 
home, not at public service facilities.

Theirs is not an easy job and, more times than 
not, road crews take the brunt of criticism when 
streets don’t get cleared in a timely fashion. That’s 
why we also tip our hats to residents who heeded 
the communities’ declarations of snow emergen­
cies and moved their vehicles off neighborhood 
streets so plows could get through.

Shame on you to those who didn’t. Your on­
street parking creates a problem for the plows 
and for your neighbors. And don’t say you didn’t 
know. Common sense dictates that when the snow 
starts falling, it’s best to move vehicles off the 
street.

We also want to remind residents and business 
owners to shovel their walks. Many businesses 
made sure their lots were cleared for their cus­
tomers Monday, but many missed the sidewalks. 
People who walk past their businesses were 
forced to walk in the street. And sidewalks in resi­
dential areas also need to be cleared for children 
to get to school, especially at the crosswalks. 
Homeowners with corner lots need to clean the 
walk in front of their home and on the side of their 
property. It’s especially important along busy 
thoroughfares that children cross to get to school.

And don’t forget the fire hydrants. They tend to 
get lost in a major snowstorm, buried under the 
fallen snow and the snow removed from road­
ways. When there’s a fire, every second counts. 
Fire officials recommend clearing at least three 
feet in all directions so firefighters can quickly 
gain access to a water supply during a fire emer­
gency. That includes making sure that each hose 
connection is accessible and provides unobstruct­
ed access to attach a hose to the hydrant.

Linus is long gone and, according to Phil, we 
have six weeks’ more of winter, but consider this: 
We made it all the way to February before getting 
an appreciable amount of snow. Maybe we can 
make it the rest of the way to spring the same way. 
If not, oh well, it’s Michigan.

A recent NBC/ Wall Street 

Journal post-election poll found 
that voters ranked reduction of 
student loan rates highest as an 
issue with an 82-percent approv­
al rating.

Constitution states 
powers

Please call and write your 
U.S. Senators and Congressmen 
and request that they vote to sue 
and impeach President Barack 
Obama on grounds of over­
reaching his authority as presi­
dent.

“Any power 
not expressly enumerated in the 
Article 1, section 8 does not be­
long to the federal government, 
but is reserved to the states and 
the people.”

Executive orders, which is 
what Obama is using to bypass 
both Congress and the will of the 
American people, are not an 
enumerated power granted to 
the federal government, (in­
cluding the president) by the 
Constitution. In fact, the term 
“Executive Order" is not used 
anywhere in the Constitution. If 
the president can pass laws by 
writing an executive order, then 
Congress serves no useful pur­
pose and should be eliminated at 
great savings to taxpayers.

Watch Republican actions
Michigan Republicans say 

they support smaller govern­
ment. I believe them. Because 
based on bills they have intro­
duced, they want a government 
so small that only Republicans 
can participate in it.

At least three Republican bills 
are designed to permanently rig 
the political system in their fa­
vor. These bills are aimed direct­
ly at Democrats, but other bills 
target independent voters, mak­
ing it virtually impossible for 
them to have a say in nominating 
candidates for offices such as 
governor.

The most well known of these 
measures is a bill to change the 
way Michigan awards its Elec­
toral College votes (HB 5974). 
Unable to win the popular vote 
for president in Michigan, Re­
publicans want to change from 
the winner take-all system, 
which directly reflects our na­
tion’s long tradition of majority 
rule, to a scheme that would 
dilute the people’s choice. In­
stead of majority rule, the win­
ner would receive only nine of

the state’s 16 electoral votes. The 
rest would be allocated based on 
a convoluted mathematical for­
mula requiring a candidate to 
earn more than 60 percent of the 
popular vote to win all the elec­
toral votes.

The scheme is a blatant at­
tempt to help a Republican presi­
dential candidate win nationally 
since not all states are adopting 
this change -  only a state where 
Democrats frequently win.

But that’s not all. Eyeing an 
increasingly Democratic tilt in 
Oakland County, Republicans 
from that county have intro­
duced a bill to make it harder for 
a Democrat to win the post of 
Oakland County executive (HB 
5953). The election for that posi­
tion is now held in presidential 
election years. Recognizing that 
more Democrats vote in those 
years, Republicans want to 
change the date to non-presi- 
dential years, making a Repub­
lican victory easier. Of course, 
this follows a measure the GOP 
Legislature approved in 2011 to 
change the way Oakland County 
reapportioned its county com­
mission districts, allowing the 
Republicans to hang on to a ma­
jority on that board.

A third bill would gerryman­
der the election of the state 
Board of Education. Democrats 
just retained control of the board 
in the Nov. 4 election so Repub­
licans have decided that body 
should be elected from gerry­
mandered districts rather than 
statewide (HJRGG). Even more 
extreme, some Republicans have 
begun beating the drum for 
eliminating the board entirely 
and removing any direct public 
voice in statewide education 
policy (Nov. 14, Detroit News, 
“Give the Pink Slip to State 
Board of Ed.”).

Another measure (HB 5955) 
would eliminate primaries for 
offices such as governor, state 
representative, and state sena­
tor, and have political parties 
nominate candidates at party 
conventions. This would make it 
extremely difficult for an in­
dependent voter to have any say 
in the nominees of either party.

And HB 5956 would require 
voters to disclose their party 
preference when they register to 
vote and prohibit voters from 
participating in primaries for 
president, U.S. Senate, or other 
offices unless they declared 
which party they support at least 
30 days before the primary. 
Again, independent voters would 
be disenfranchised.

Flimsy rationales are offered 
for all these measures, but they 
are mere fig leaves for the na­
ked power grab that the Repub­
licans are attempting.

Italian-style Novi mansion features 
five bedrooms, 11,000 square feet

The term “showplace” 
can be a real estate cli­
che, but this extravagant 
house in Novi really does 
put on a show.

From the staircase’s 
leopard carpet and 
scrolled balustrade to the 
four Corinthian columns 
around the owner’s tub, 
almost no chance for 
opulent decoration has 
been left undone.

house has been the way it

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Salem’s Topolovec comes 
up big in 6 2 -6 0  triumph

The last player Northville might 
want to see in the KLAA playoffs or 
Class A district tournament is Kenny 
Topolovec.

The 6-foot-6 junior from Salem 
beat the Mustangs with a free throw 
with only three seconds left Jan. 9 to 
give the Rocks a 47-46 win.

And it was Topolovec again Friday

Even after taking a 3-1 lead into the 
dressing room for the first intermis­
sion Monday against Brighton, North­
ville boys hockey coach Clint Robert 
felt a false sense of security.

“When we scored the three, I 
thought we were playing well maybe a 
five- or six-minute stretch, but I kind 
of thought that 3-1 lead was a little bit 
fraudulent,” Robert said.

Q: I understand that under 
Michigan's General Property 
Tax Act, the taxable value for 
taxing purposes after ad­
justments for additions and 
losses may not increase from 
one year to the next by more 
than 5 percent or the in­
crease in the 
Consumer 
Price Index, 
whichever is 
less, unless 
there is a 
transfer of 
ownership in 
effect. When 
the owner­
ship of a prop­
erty is then
transferred, the property's 
taxable value is uncapped, 
i.e. it pops up to the state's 
equalized value which is 50 
percent of its true cash value. 
I want to transfer my proper­
ty to my son. Can I do it with­
out an adverse tax conse­
quence?

A: It appears that you can 
based upon a statute that be­
came effective in Michigan on 
Dec. 31, 2013, which estab­
lished that a transfer of resi­
dential real property to some­
one who is related to the trans­
ferrer by blood or affinity to 
the first degree, and the use of 
the residence or property does 
not change following the trans­
fer, would not result in a conse­
quential tax change. That was 
amended in 2014 to include 
grandchildren, grandparents 
as well as persons taking by 
way of probate will or trust. 
This obviously is a benefit to 
taxpayers who wish to transfer 
their property to their rela­
tives.

Q: Our association docu­
ments at our homeowners 
association permit the board 
to do a number of things 
regarding the maintenance 
of the exterior of the build­
ings, except that there must 
be a member vote for ap­
proval of any substantial 
alterations. Some of us be­
lieve there has been a change 
of appearance and certainly a 
cheaper replacement of roof 
shingles with terra-cotta 
shingles because they cost 
less. Do you think that re­
quires a homeowner vote?

A: It, of course, depends on 
the documents, but in a case 
out of Florida in 2002, an asso­
ciation had to replace roof 
shingles and decided to sub­
stitute terra-cotta shingles for 
the pre-existing cedar shingles 
because they cost less. When 
an owner challenged the spe­
cial assessment imposed, the 
court determined that the sub­
stitution constituted a sub­
stantial alteration which re­
quired a vote of the owners. 
Hopefully, your board has 
gotten a legal opinion from its 
counsel about the propriety of 
what it is doing, but if it has 
not, you should insist that they 
do so or face the prospect of a 
lawsuit.

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Lexus, Nissan Strategies for 
Big Game Sunday Reveal Their

Priorities
“What drove us to be in the [Big 

Game] is a fortunate confluence of 
timing,” Brian Bolain, Lexus corporate 
marketing manager, told me. “We’re 
launching the all-new NX turbo and 
hybrid, in a segment we haven’t been 
in before. It’s very important to the 
industry and it’s the hottest segment in 
the industry. The timing of the [game] 
coincided almost precisely with the 
launch time for the vehicle, so it’s a big 
opportunity to make a statement.”

The statement comes in the form

Many auto 
manufacturers are 
staying out of Big 
Game advertising on 
Sunday, but several 
are jumping into it 
wholeheartedly. Each 
has a solid rationale. 
Here we examine two 
of them.

B y  D a l e  B u s s Lexus: The message 
of its ad is very straight

and to the point: We should have had a compact

crossover in the market before now, but the one 
we’ve got, the all-new Lexus NX, is a helluva 
vehicle.

For the Toyota-owned luxury brand, this 
opportunity is all about showing off its first entry 
in the hottest segment in the luxury business, one 
where some of its competitors still don’t have a dog 
in the hunt.

A d v e rtis in g  F e a tu re

of an ad, “Make Some Noise,” that is 
set to air during the first half. It simply 
shows the NX being put through its 
paces in a visually arresting fashion, 
accompanied by “music” that has 
various noises that the car makes 
embedded in its beat — sort of like 
that Delta faucet commercial where

a “drummer” “plays” plumbing as 
instruments.

The new spot for NX doesn’t 
exactly follow up on the recent tack by 
Lexus toward racier, or at least edgier, 
TV advertisements than the brand had 
been fielding since its inception. But it’s 
definitely got the same kind of energy.

“In years past, Lexus has been a 
rational brand, and typical advertising 
for Lexus would have been proof 
of product benefit and quality and 
something like that,” Bolain agreed. 
“But it is clear for us to engage 
the buyer it’s ultimately about the 
experience they get from owning the 
product. So [in the NX spot] you’ll see 
a lot about what the product adds to 
your life, and the emotional pull this 
product offers to you.”

Nissan: One of the things Fred Diaz 
learned as head of the Ram brand for 
Fiat Chrysler was the potential value of 
Big Game advertising. So it's actually 
little surprise that, barely a year since 
he became sales chief and CMO for 
Nissan in the United States, Diaz has 
put his new employer in a Big Game 
commercial for the first time in 18 
years.

Based in part on his experiences 
with Ram, it’s little surprise that Nissan 
will tell what Diaz called “a brand 
story” during its Big Game slot rather 
than a commercial that focuses on 
products.

“I wanted to somehow or another

Nissan’s Big Game theme is “fatherhood.

build a brand spot that resonated and 
connected with America, and that was 
the direction I gave the marketing team 
and the agency: find a spot, find a story 
— find something that connects us and 
makes us far more relevant with the 
American public today, that shows we 
truly understand them,” Diaz told me.

Diaz acknowledge that he was 
influenced by the great success that 
Fiat Chrysler has had over the last 
several years with its anthemic, heavily 
brand-oriented TV commercials during 
the Big Game. For Diaz, the most 
relevant ad by his old employer came 
out two years ago during Big Game 
XLVII, which he oversaw as head of 
the Ram brand about a year before 
leaving. The commercial for Ram, 
“Farmer,” featured an actual recording 
of broadcasting legend Paul Harvey 
delivering a paean to the American 
farmer, with plenty of shots of farms, 
ranches, farmers — and Ram trucks.

Diaz explained that the U.S. sales 
momentum generated by Nissan in 
the last couple of years — sales were a 
record of nearly 1.4 million last year, 
up more than 11 percent from 2013 — 
still left the brand below par in both 
awareness and “relevance” among 
American consumers.

“Not that we’re irrelevant; we’re 
clearly a force to be reckoned with,” 
Diaz told me. “But we are ready to take 
things to the next level.”

Diaz hopes the Big Game ad 
does that. The brand committed to 
buying time during this year’s Big 
Game shortly after he came aboard 
Nissan a year ago, Diaz said. Soon his 
marketing team was hashing around 
“concept after concept — and finally 
‘yes’” to the fatherhood theme. All 
three finalist concepts, he said, passed 
one of his biggest litmus tests: “You’ve 
got to make people laugh or cry.”

One of the best ways to get a 

foot in the door with a potential 
employer is to be recommended 
by someone who already works 
there. That may be true, but a 
referral is no guarantee of an 
interview, let alone a job offer. In 
fact, a poorly handled referral can 
leave you worse off than if you 
were just another unknown job 
candidate. Here’s how to ask for a 
referral the right way.

Before you ask
“It never hurts to ask” is 

normally a sound principle for 
job seekers, but it doesn’t apply 
to referrals. Requesting a recom­
mendation from the wrong person, 
at the wrong time or in the wrong 
way can do more harm than good. 
Since most people find it difficult 
to turn down a request for help, it’s 
your responsibility to make sure 
that your potential referrer is well- 
equipped to recommend you and 
that he is the right person to do so.

The most common 
problem?

Unfamiliarity. “Michelle-er, 
Melissa is a close friend and 
trusted colleague” doesn’t exactly 
make for a ringing endorsement. 
Before you ask someone for a 
referral, consider whether you 
know the person well enough and 
vice-versa. After all, the two of 
you are effectively agreeing to 
tie your professional reputations 
together. While you don’t need 
to have worked alongside your 
advocate for years, 15 minutes 
of conversation at last night’s 
Meetup isn’t a sufficient personal

history for a convincing recom­
mendation.

Keep in mind that your contact 
may have her own reasons for 
agreeing to refer you that don’t 
necessarily align with your goals. 
She may be taking advantage 
of a referral bonus offered by 
the company or may just have 
trouble saying no. Be sure your 
chosen referrer can describe with 
confidence your qualifications 
and job fit.

If a hiring manager senses a 
referral is a shot in the dark, not

a genuine endorsement, he might 
be predisposed against you. And 
if your referrer is known for 
making indiscriminate recom­
mendations, your resume might 
not even get a look.

Your pre-interview
Whether your potential referrer 

is an old friend or a more recent 
contact, don’t take the referral for 
granted. Frame your request with 
a brief explanation of why you 
think you’d be a good fit for the 
company, and send along your 
resume.

If the person seems reluctant to 
vouch for you, take that as a no. 
And keep in mind that a polite 
refusal will be better for your 
career in the long run than an 
insincere yes, which usually leads 
to a half-hearted referral.

Once someone has agreed to 
refer you, it’s your job to provide 
her with a substantial sense of 
how you might contribute to the 
company. Ask to buy your contact 
lunch to talk about your skills and

experience as well as the culture 
of the firm and your working 
style. Approach it as you would a 
casual interview.

Soon after your meeting, send 
a thank-you note. By express­
ing your appreciation before you 
know the outcome of the referral, 
you demonstrate sincere gratitude 
for the person’s time and effort 
on your behalf. Make sure she 
understands that you know the 
referral is no guarantee of an of­
fer, or even an interview.

Once you’re in
If you do get invited for an 

interview, don’t assume that your 
referrer has provided extensive 
information about you. Instead, 
follow the interviewer’s lead.
If she asks about your history 
with the person, be honest. Don’t 
exaggerate your relationship with 
the referrer or lean too hard on it. 
Now’s the time to rely on your 
own skills and experience, not 
your connections.

A thoughtfully planned request

for a referral can be one of your 
smartest career moves. But some 
of the strongest endorsements 
are the ones you don’t ask for. 
That doesn’t mean you should 
passively wait for one to come 
along. What it does mean is that 
you should focus on building up 
professional relationships, not 
just converting them into op­
portunities. So get out there and 
network in person, keep in touch 
with old colleagues, and let your 
friends know you’re interested in 
a new position.
