“Asa S_Bec_ial thank you for
the contribution gou have
given us merely by being your-
self,” Mayor Bob Gatt said to a
very appreciative BeGole.

Also, the Novi Rotary Club
held a birthday party July 2
for BeGole, who is a founding
member of the club. The party
was held at the United Method-
ist Church and was well-at-
tended by many notable com-
munity members such as for-

City looking
to solve
library
traffic
backups

Traffic outside the Novi Pub-
lic Library along 10 Mile Road
can be brutal at certain times of
the day and it’s even worse if
?/_ou are trying to get out of the

ibrary parking lot.

It has been causing backups
so bad over the years that Novi
City Councilman Wayne Wrobel
wants to see this changed and
provide some relief to drivers.

Ata city council meeting in
June, Wrobel spoke about a
request he made a year ago to
review ongoing traffic issues at
the library and determine al-
ternatives and costs to resolve
it. He said the traffic backuE
issues out of the library parking
lot have existed ever since the
library was built.

Wrobel thanked the city engi-
neering and library staff for
their hard work in' working with
the Novi Community School
District to propose three al-
ternatives to alleviate the traffic
issues, but noted that a memo
from the engineering staff stat-
ed that Novi schools has chosen
not to participate in any alterna-
tives to correct the library traf-
fic issues.

The city had discussions with
the school district for more than
ayear, but City Manager Pete
Auger said the school district
wasn’ ready to participate ina
project “at this time.”

However, this isn't deterring
the city.

“So be it,” Wrobel said of the
school district not choosing to
participate with a project.

He believes the city needs to
act now to correct the problems,
“with or without” the school
district’s cooperation.

He asked city council to ap-

City amending ordinance to help monarch butterflies

The city of Novi is looking to
take milkweed off its list of
noxious weeds because of its use
as a habitat by butterflies.

“Historically, the milkweed
plant was categorized with Can-
ada thistle, poison sumac, gold-
enrod, poison ivy and other nox-
ious weeds. The realization that
milkweed is critical to the sur-
vival of certain butterflies, how-
ever, brings the need for recon-
sideration of this designation as

well as the opportunity to align
the cit)é ordinance with the state
of Michigan statue,” the city’s
Community Development de-
partment said in its recommen-
dation to city council in June.

This change will make Novi
resident Drew Lathin happy. He
went before council in May to
address the milkweed issue and
the decline of the monarch but-
terfly.

He said 20 years ago there
were one billion monarch but-

miles in the fall are the
great-grandchildren of
the monarchs that started
their journey north in the
spring, according to Lath-
in.

However, he added,
only 35 million make the
journey now, a decline of
more than 96 percent.

According to Lathin, at
one time they were the
most abundant butterfly
species in the Novi area.
He stated that monarch

caterpillars can only eat
the leaves from the milk-
weed pkant. He said no
milkweeds means no
monarch butterflies.
“There is a decline in
milkweeds because of
environmental reasons.
Novi has an ordinance
that prohibits the growth
of milkweeds. It is a poor-
ly written ordinance and
itis time for Novi to
change the ordinance,”
said Lathin, who grows

officers later. BeGole
was the city’ original
director of public safety.
Gatt said BeGole was a
dedicated law enforce-
ment officer who served
the city for decades.

He actually hired Gatt
as a police officer, which
the mayor said he was
grateful for the opportu-
nity. BeGole established
the high standards fol-
lowed in the department
that stand today. In 1991,
Novi dedicated its police
station to BeGole for his
long service.

“Lee BeGole was the
head of a family and that
is what thePoIice depart-
ment is - a family,” Gatt
said.

For many years, Gatt
said BeGole bore the
brunt of the patrol duties
by himself and, in fact, he
worked as both a police
officer and a firefighter
at first. The fire depart-
ment was completely
volunteer, so when a fire
call came in, BeGole
would drive the fire
truck to the scene so the
volunteer firefighters
could go directly there.

“It seemed like | was
on duty seven days a
week, 24 hours day,”
BeGole said with a smile.

Alot has changed in
Novi since he first ar-
rived and he said he nev-
er dreamed the way it has
grown and flourished
over the years.

“It’s a great communi-
ty and | was glad to serve
it,” BeGole said.

Gannett, the parent
company of the Observer
&Eccentric and USA
TODAY, was officially
spun off June 29 as a
new publicly traded
company with a sharper
focus on digital growth
and innovation as a next-
generation media compa-
ny.
yThe old Gannett split
into two distinct publicly
traded companies: TEG-
NA, which holds more

than 40 traditional broad-
casting properties and
several purely digital
enterprises such as Car-
s.com. The new Gannett
has news organizations
that publish on print and
digital platforms in 92
U.S. markets. It also
owns 17 daily publica-
tions in the U.K.
Gannett’ properties
in Michigan also include
the Detroit Free Press,
Battle Creek Enquirer,
Lansing State Journal,
Livingston Co. Press &
Argus and Port Huron
Times Herald.
“Great journalism,

reat storytelling and
ocus on community —

including helping busi-
nesses grow —is really
at the core of the new
Gannett,” said Joyce
Jenereaux, president and
publisher of the Detroit
Free Press. “We are ex-
cited to be part of this
beginning.”

The new Gannett is
startln% out with mini-
mal debt and a strong
cash flow and it plans to
acquire more media
assets in the U.S. to boost
local advertising and
marketing revenue. It
also seeks to enhance
coordination among jour-
nalists at its news outlets
across the nation and
place greater emphasis

on social and mobile

news distribution, ac-
cording to executives
and company memos.

Gannett recently pur-
chased 11 media proper-
ties in New Mexico, Tex-
as and Pennsylvania.

On the first day of
trading, TEGNA closed
at $31.63, up $1.52, or
about 5 percent. The new
Gannett closed at $14.13,
down 77 cents, or about
5.1 percent.

“The new Gannett is a
next-generation media
company that exists to
empower community,”
Bob Dickey, president
and CEO of Gannett, said
in a recent call with ana-

lysts and investors. “We
do this, in part, by in-
forming the communi-
ties we serve, but also in
new innovative ways to
help those communities
connect, act and thrive.”

The old Gannett com-
pany has been renamed
TEGNA and is keeping
ownership or control of
46 TV stations nation-
wide, as well as Car-
s.com and CareerBuil-
der.com. The TEGNA
name was derived from
letters in Gannett.

Plans for Monday’s
split of the company
were first announced
last August. Both Gan-
nett and TEGNA share a

headquarters in McLean,
Va,

Executives laid out a
vision this month to ex-
pand the company’s ros-
ter of media properties
and continue the trans-
formation as a digital-
first operation.

The company will
shop for media proper-
ties that serve markets
with a population be-
tween 500,000 and 3 mil-
lion.

hen a court judgment
Wagamst a municipality
awards money, the

municipality has two choices:
Pay whoever filed suit directly
or pass it on to taxpayers by
Ievylng? a special property fax.
It’s called a “judgment I_ev%/”
and is required by law, if t
municipality doesnt pay the
bill with existing or surplus
funds.

Most dramatically, the city
of Inkster recently agreed to

ay $1.38 million to a man who

ad been beaten by a police
officer during a traffic stop.
Inkster doesnt have that kind
of money to pay out, so the
judgment will be put on Ink-
ster’s summer tax bills, costing
the owner of a home worth
$100,000 about $180.

Every taxpayer in Wayne
County magl face a similarly
unexpected and imposed prop-
erty tax this summer under the
same mechanism, the judg-
ment Ievlél/.

Whether it is a judgment for
payment on a catastrophic
accident involving a county
vehicle or, as it is In this case,

in this case, Michigan’s voted
amendment in the state consti-
tution banning same-sex mar-
riage, as well as other state
bans, to see if they pass muster
with the U.S. Constitution.

And the court concluded
they just did not. The 14th
Amendment and its equal pro-
tection clause make it very
clear, the court said, that you
cannot use the law or even
state constitutions to block
gays or leshians from partici-
pating in this tradition.

Here’s how they put it: “No
union is more profound than
marriage, for it embodies the
highest ideals of love, fidelity,
devotion, sacrifice, and family.

“In forming amarital union,

two people become something
greater than once they were.
As some of the petitioners in
these cases demonstrate, mar-
riage embodies a love that may
endure even past death.

“It would misunderstand
these men and women to say
they disrespect the idea of
marriage. Their plea is that
they do respect it, respect it so
deeply thatthey seek to find its
fulfillment for themselves.
Their hope is not to be con-
demned to live in loneliness,
excluded from one of civiliza-
tion’s oldest institutions.

“They ask for equal dignity
in the eyes of the law. The Con-
stitution grants them that
right.”

Inspiring words - ones
which should settle this partic-
ular argument.

was crippling the county’
finances. That move with the
pension system was to avoid
500 layoffs. The county be-
lieved it was on firm legal
ground and, in fact, the move
was upheld initially by the
court, but overturned on ap-
peal. In December, the state
Supreme Court declared the
county owes the pension sys-
tem $32 million plus lost earn-
ings to be determined by the
local court. On May 29, the
circuit court entered a judg-
ment that the county owes $49
million.

Wayne County’s dismal
fiscal condition 1s well-known
and $49 million is a big bill.
However, there is $78 million
in a fund that has not yet been
allocated, though it had been
expected that it would go to-
ward reducing the county’s
accumulated budget deficit.

That’s where a majority of
the Wayne County Commission
disagreed with County Exec-
utive Warren Evans. The exec-
utive believes that $78 million
should be allocated to paying
down the county’ deficit. A
majority of commissioners
voted to move $49 million of
that money anyway, believing
that money could go to avoid-
ing the judgment levy.

Of course, we realize that
would be $49 million less to-
ward the county’s recovery.
But the basic right-wrong of
this is whether taxpayers
should be forced to pay on this
summer’s tax bills when there
is another way, even if it would

keep the county in a financial
hole a while longer.

I’m surprised at how some,
including In the news media,
think this is just something the
taxpayers should eat. It was
suggested this is the price they
pay for poor performance of
the people they elect. First,
how does that twisted logic
apply to those who voted over
the years against the previous
administration? Plus, are we
blaming the housing market
crash that had a hand in this
case on elected officials?

As the legislative branch of
county government, the Wayne
County Commission is elected
to directly represent the tax-
payers of their district. For
me, that means protecting the
taxpayers - and their wallets -
if there’s another way to pay
the bill.

Show no respect

_Letting this mone¥ be taken,
without permission, from the
pockets of residents this sum-
mer would not be keeping faith
with, or showing respect to,
our taxpayers. IT we want tax-
payers to assist in Wayne
County’s financial recovery, to
share In the sacrifice, we
should ask them. We should
convince them that it’s neces-
sary and we've done all we can
on our end. It should not be
imposed on them.

when they pay an extra $50
this summer?

Less facetiously, an imposed
tax this summer will make it
all the more difficult to con-
vince taxpayers down the line
to renew the voter-approved
taxes that are expiring or to
authorize new ones to be true
and willing partners in Wayne
County’s recovery.

I understand and respect
the county executive’ position
on this. None of this is easy.
I’m not claiming he’ taking
lightly the imposition of a
judgment levy on taxpayers.
I’m certain he’s not. Nor are
commissioners taking lightly
the long-term effects on coun-
ty finances.

However this matter ends
up, | remain concerned that
the judgment levy could be
viewed as a tool for extracting
money from taxpayers. If it

oes forward now, | fear it will

e less difficult to swallow the
next time. And the taxpayers
who used to believe they had a
say in their property tax rates
will realize that, under certain
circumstances, they do not.
