Rosewood sold, but will 

remain a restaurant

The Rosewood Restaurant, a 
Novi landmark on Grand River 
near the Suburban Collection 
Showplace, has changed hands.

“We have sold it. We owned it 
for 40 years,” said Sally Zdrav- 
kovski, former owner with her 
husband and family. “It was built 
in the 1950s.”

Her husband has health is­
sues, said Zdravkovski, who 
continues to work for a Wixom 
firm. “It’s time to let it go and let 
somebody else bring it back.”

She recalled being just 17, her 
husband 21, and buying the res­
taurant with family members 
from its original owner. “A lot of 
memories there,” Zdravkovski 
said.

The restaurant has been pur­
chased and will become Ahmo’s, 
she said. “It’s going to stay as a 
restaurant,” Zdravkovski said, 
adding the new owners own five 
or six other restaurants, includ­
ing one in Twelve Oaks.

“They’re going to remodel 
everything inside” to prepare 
for a grand opening, she said. 
“Breakfast will still be served 
there. They are very good peo­
ple.” She anticipates lunch and 
dinner being served, too.

Lee BeGole of Novi, who was 
Novi’s first police officer and a 
full-time fireman, said, “The 
Rosewood Restaurant was a nice 
place.” BeGole, who was hired in 
1953 and retired in 1991, recalled 
original owner Florence Harris.

“Florence Harris ran it for 
many years,” he said. “Florence 
Harris was a very civic-minded 
lady.” Many of the early meet­
ings to incorporate Novi took 
place at the Rosewood.

“She participated all the 
way,” he said of Harris, who died 
about 10 years ago.

Opioid overdose prevention 
program saves Novi man

Twenty-four-year veteran 
police Officer Scott Tewes was 
trained July 28 on a new life­
saving piece of equipment -  a 
Nasal Naloxone kit -  recently 
deployed by the Novi Police 
Department. Three days later, 
his first shift since being trained 
on its use, Tewes and Novi Fire 
Capt. John Martin used the kit to 
save the life of a 31-year old Novi 
resident.

The incident took place in the 
25000 block of Jackson, near the

intersection of 11 Mile and See­
ley roads. First responders were 
sent to the residence at 6:31 a.m. 
upon receiving a 9-1-1 call about 
an unresponsive man who may 
have overdosed. The kit was 
used by Tewes and Martin within 
five minutes of the 9-1-1 call. The 
man immediately responded to 
the treatment, regained con­
sciousness and was transported 
to a local hospital for additional

“Since 
2008, we have investi­
gated 13 overdose 
deaths. Each life we

save represents another 
opportunity for a com­
munity member to seek 
help for their addiction.” 

The $60 Nasal Nalox­
one kit, which contains 
personal protective 
equipment, a CPR mask 
and a Naloxone mucosal 
atomization device, was 
recently purchased by 
the Novi Police Depart­
ment due to a regional 
increase in heroin over­
doses. Once trained, 
each officer is assigned 
their own kit to carry 
while on patrol.

The local police de­
partment had its meet­
ings at the Rosewood in 
those days. “We had no 
real police station,” Be- 
Gole said. “We worked 
out of the fire hall. We 
had our monthly police 
meetings there before 
Novi became a city.”

The Rosewood was 
originally a car from the 
Detroit United Railway 
interurban line, he said, 
brought to Novi with its 
wheels removed.

“They did a nice job,”

BeGole said of longtime 
owners Dave and Sally 
Zdravkovski. “Sally and 
Dave carried out the 
good food tradition.” He’s 
saddened they’re leaving.

He recalled the Sara­
toga Farms as Novi’s 
other good restaurant in 
earlier times. “Mostly 
Novi then was agricultur­
al,” with about 3,500 resi­
dents, he said. “I had an 
apartment above the fire 
station.”

The DUR interurban 
served Novi then along 
Eight Mile. “When I 
started, the tracks were 
still there,” he said. Of 
NovEs tremendous 
growth, BeGole said,

“Oh, it’s amazing. I still 
don’t believe it.”

“The Rosewood Res­
taurant has a big place in 
the history of Novi,” 
added BeGole, who re­
called Harris serving 
coffee and doughnuts to 
police officers.

“It was the first res­
taurant that served pizza 
in Novi. Florence got a 
big pizza oven and went 
to school and learned to 
make pizzas,” he said.

Sally and Dave Zdrav­
kovski also have seen 
great growth. “When we 
got there, there was noth­
ing there,” she said, add­
ing it’s now “growing into 
a beautiful city. We would

like to thank all of our 
customers for 40 years of 
wonderful memories. 
Everybody we know, for 
40 wonderful years of 
memories.

“They were all like 
family. I hope Novi is 
good to the new owners. 
We wish them all the 
best,” she added. “We are 
going to go into our next 
chapter of life. Best 
wishes to everybody. 
We’ve made lots of 
friends.”

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A textbook case on how to get ’r done in Novi

I n my 28 years of work­
ing at community 
newspapers -  from 

Perry to St. Johns; Char­
lotte to Grand Rapids; 
Brighton to Northville -  
I’ve talked with countless 
individuals who have 
similar complaints:

“No one listens to me 
at city hall.”

“You can’t get any­
thing done in this town.” 

“Politicians don’t un­
derstand the average 
citizen’s concerns.”

“Don’t you ever print 
any good-news stories in 
the newspaper?”

Well, I’ve got a story 
that addresses every one 
of those issues -  and 
proves each false here in 
Novi.

Let’s begin June 1, 
when I received a phone 
call from city resident 
Paul Thai. It wasn’t the 
first time we had chatted. 
He calls every once in a 
while with a story or 
emails me a quirky photo 
he thinks readers might 
enjoy.

This time, however, it 
was much more serious. I 
could tell from his voice 
that he was frustrated 
and wanted action taken. 
I, too, was worried after 
listening to him. I 
thought I’d go right to the 
top and see what happens 
and immediately fired 
off this email to Mayor 
Bob Gatt:

“Hey, Bob. Hope all is 
well. I got a phone call 
from a Novi resident, 
Paul Thai. He is con­
cerned about this fence 
(see attached photo) 
blocking drivers from 
seeing pedestrians, bicy­
clists, etc. at the 7-Eleven 
on the southwest corner 
of Haggerty and 10 Mile. 
He said he got no satis­
faction when he went to 
the city. Thought I’d 
reach out to you before 
doing anything with it.
His number is 734........ ”

Within a few hours, I 
was cc’d on this email 
from the mayor to Pete 
Auger, city manager.

“Pete ... would you be 
so kind as to have staff 
look into this Tuesday 
and get me a report so I 
can call Cal. I just drove 
there and in my opinion 
[it] very well could ob­
struct vision of drivers... 
jeopardizing walkers and 
bikers, etc., but I would 
welcome city’s view­
point. Thanks!”

Wow -  that was quick,
I thought. Almost as 
speedy was Mr. Auger’s 
reply June 2:

“Mayor: The Ordi­
nance Officers have 
looked into this existing 
fence at Meadowbrook 
and Ten Mile, between 
the 7-Eleven and Peach­
tree Plaza. The informa­
tion offered to the resi­
dent, when he stopped in, 
was that the fence has 
been existing on the 
Peachtree Plaza property 
as installed and approved 
as a part of that devel­
opment dating back to 
the late 1980s. The Ordi­
nance Officers reviewed 
the situation and cannot 
find any ordinance or 
city code basis to require 
the removal or relocation 
of the fence.

“Additionally, the 
officers went out to re­
view the situation, and 
saw the concern for vis­
ibility for pedestrians 
and bicycles using the 
sidewalk, so they did 
contact the owner to see 
if the owner would volun­
tarily move the fence 
back from the sidewalk 
to increase the visibility. 
Unfortunately, the owner 
declined to do anything 
about the fence.”
Another bad-news 
story?

At that point, I figured 
I might be on my way to 
writing one of those sto­
ries that hit on all four 
negative issues. But the 
emails between the may­
or and city manager, with 
myself being cc’d, con­
tinued:

“Here’s my concern,” 
Gatt wrote. “If the ordi­
nance officers and the 
mayor each saw the dan­
ger to pedestrians and 
bicyclists... isn’t there

some way we can act out 
of public safety or public 
concern?”

Auger: “We will have 
to work on this to gain 
some voluntary compli­
ance.”

“OK ... let’s put our 
best people on it,” the 
mayor wrote. And he 
ended the evening’s cor­
respondences around 7 
p.m. with a final email to 
me, indicating he would 
“keep working towards a 
positive resolution.”

All right, I thought, 
maybe this could end up 
being a positive-outcome 
story. Let’s see what 
happens.

The next day, Gatt 
emailed me once more 
and said he’d keep me 
posted.

“Awesome,” I replied. 
“I could tell Paul was 
frustrated. Hope it works 
out... and nobody gets 
hurt over there.”

“I agree totally... you 
read the city’s report on 
i t ... appears to meet our 
ordinance, e tc.... and 
appears that the owner of

the fence is not cooperat­
ing ... I think it’s a safety 
issue... hopefully, city 
staff will be able to per­
suade the owner to do 
something ... If not, I am 
going to meet with Pete 
and Tom Schultz (at­
torney) and consider any 
legal options.”

Now I know it’s seri­
ous. Anytime lawyers are 
mentioned, things start 
getting real -  and real 
fast.

Later that week
By that Friday, Au­

ger’s update to the mayor 
indicated the city had 
spoken with the property 
owner, Mr. Arman, who 
was out of town but 
asked the city to call him 
the following Friday to 
set up an appointment to 
meet him on site.

“Maureen Underhill 
[ordinance enforcement 
officer] has the best 
relationship with Mr. 
Arman (she will be out of 
the office the week of 
June 15-19) so she will 
call him next Friday and

set a date to meet with 
him during the week of 
June 22nd to discuss a 
solution to this concern,” 
the city manager wrote 
to the mayor. “We hope 
that we can convince him 
to remove the fence pan­

el closest to the sidewalk 
or a part thereof.”

That was at 7:29 a.m. 
June 5. Two minutes 
later, Gatt replied to 
Auger: “... it’s only the 
last panel... either re­
move it altogether or 
reduce its height by 
about half.”

Fast forward to July 
15. That’s when Underhill 
let Charles Boulard, the 
city’s community devel­
opment director, know 
via email that Mr. Arman 
had complied with the 
request to remove the 
panel blocking the vision 
of drivers exiting the 
7-Eleven property.

“I thanked him on all 
of our behalves,” Un­
derhill wrote. “Case 
closed.”

No battle lines drawn. 
No lawsuits with a long, 
drawn-out court battle. 
No animosities between 
any of the parties in­
volved. And, most impor­

tantly, no bicyclists or 
pedestrians injured by a 
driver whose vision was 
impaired by that fence.

“To each story, there is 
an ending. Sometimes, it 
isn’t a great ending. 
Sometimes, it is,” the 
mayor wrote to me July 
15. “Kudos to the wonder­
ful, tenacious staff [at 
the city of Novi] for their 
dedication, and to the 
owner who saw the light 
and did the right thing.”

Thank you, Paul Thai, 
for that phone call that 
showed you can get city 
hall to listen, you can get 
something done in this 
town, there are poli­
ticians who understand 
your concerns -  and we 
do report good news!

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Walled Lake teacher has 
out of this world experience

Melody Arabo, Keith Ele­
mentary teacher, recently 
attended Space Camp at the 
U.S. Space and Rocket Center, 
NASA’s official Visitor In­
formation Center for Marshall 
Space Flight Center, Hunts­
ville, Ala. This was one of Ara- 
bo’s concluding activities as 
the Michigan Teacher for the 
2014-15 school year.

The Space Camp education­
al program promotes science, 
technology, engineering and 
math, while training students 
and adults with hands-on activ­
ities and missions based on 
teamwork, leadership and 
decision-making.

Arabo was part of the Space 
Academy for Educators Pro­
gram, which is designed for 
teachers who want to advance 
education in the STEM fields.

Arabo experienced astronaut 
simulators and took a virtual 
tour into space to save the 
International Space Station. 
Trainees also followed lesson 
plans based on NASA content 
(which is correlated to the 
National Science Education 
Standards) and received con­
tent and knowledge to pass on 
to their students in the class­
room.

“Space Camp was an oppor­
tunity to reconnect with state 
Teachers of the Year and to 
connect with educators from 
around the world, including 
Austria, Australia, Germany, 
India and Norway,” Arabo said. 
“It was an extraordinary expe­
rience that renewed my love of 
science instruction and 
sparked an interest in space 
history and exploration that I

never had before. I look for­
ward to taking the activities 
and lessons I learned there 
back to my students and staff 
members.”

Space Camp operates year- 
round and uses astronaut train­
ing techniques to engage train­
ees in real-world applications 
of STEM subjects. Trainees 
sleep in quarters designed to 
resemble the ISS and train in 
simulators like those used by 
NASA. Nearly 700,000 trainees 
have graduated from Space 
Camp since its opening in 1982, 
including STS-131 astronaut 
Dottie Metcalf-Lindenburger 
and European Space Agency 
Astronaut Samantha Cristofo- 
retti. Last year, children and 
teachers from all 50 states and 
64 international locations at­
tended Space Camp.

“You 
can do all of this in your 
kitchen at home,” without 
a darkroom, she said.

The class is geared to 
teens and young adults. 
Valentine noted there is 
no upper age limit “as 
long as you are interested 
and have a camera.”

“I just want to impart 
my own creativity. I feel 
everyone has that side 
even if they don’t recog­
nize it,” Valentine said.

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Civil War replica cannons coming to state Capitol
Restoration of the 

state Capitol dome isn’t 
the only change coming 
to Michigan’s historic 
building

At noon Saturday, Aug. 
8, the Capitol lawn will 
see the return of the 
famed Loomis Guns — 
replicas of the historic 
Civil War cannons that 
Michiganders took into 
battle more than 150 
years ago.

The project has been 
funded through private 
fundraising efforts.

Two 10-pound Parrott

guns once flanked the 
walkway that leads to the 
front entrance of the 
Michigan Capitol, accord­
ing to state Sen. Mike 
Kowall, R-White Lake, 
who championed the plan 
with Sen. Steven Bieda, 
D-Warren. The Michigan 
Capitol was dedicated to 
the memory of Michi­
gan’s Civil War soldiers 
and the Loomis guns 
symbolically protected 
the building’s main en­
trance.

It is believed that the 
original guns disappeared

approximately 70 years 
ago during a World War II 
scrap metal drive. With 
the 150th anniversary of 
the American Civil War, 
the two spent the past two 
years raising money to 
bring exact replicas of 
the guns back to the state 
Capitol.

“This project allows us 
to remember our Civil 
War soldiers and com­
memorate their extraor­
dinary efforts -  it’s been a 
great and humbling expe­
rience for us,” Kowall 
said. “It’s amazing the

horrors these brave men 
went through. Michigan 
made a commitment to 
remember them and it’s 
time we honor them by 
restoring their history.” 

The original cannons 
belonged to the renowned 
Loomis Battery, led by 
Gen. Cyrus 0. Loomis of 
Coldwater and composed 
of local volunteer soldiers 
of the Coldwater Light 
Artillery. The Loomis 
Battery participated in 
many significant battles, 
including Perryville, 
Stones River and Chicka-

mauga.
“Like all of America’s 

soldiers, Michigan’s Civil 
War soldiers gave up so 
much for our nation and 
this is our way of thank­
ing them,” Bieda said. 
“Like many in Michigan, I 
have a passion for our 
history and when I found 
out these original guns 
went missing, I immedi­
ately agreed to work with 
Sen. Kowall to bring 
Michigan’s history back 
to the Capitol’s front 
steps to bring that legacy 
to life.”

A public ceremony is 
planned for Aug. 8 on the 
front lawn of the state 
Capitol as the Loomis 
cannons are restored to 
their rightful place. The 
event will include Civil 
War re-enactors, firing of 
cannons, an original Loo­
mis cannon on display, a 
President Abraham Lin­
coln re-enactor and more. 
This historic and fun 
event is planned as a 
family affair.

chard wants to remind 
residents that every 
spring and summer, 
crews of day laborers 
travel from city to city in 
search of victims.

While driving through 
neighborhoods, they 
offer to pave your drive­
way, repair your roof or 
paint your house with 
supplies left over from 
other jobs. The repair 
work is completed very 
quickly, however the 
quality is poor. The re­

pairs often cost more 
than the original esti­
mates. You may find 
yourself swindled and 
defrauded by transient/ 
traveling criminals per­
forming scams. Do not 
become a victim.

Here are the common 
types of home improve­
ment frauds:

» One of the most 
common types of fraud 
involves asphalt paving. 
The perpetrator often 
tells the homeowner they 
have leftover asphalt

from another job in their 
neighborhood and they 
offer to resurface the 
driveway or sidewalk at 
a reduced price. When 
the homeowner agrees, 
the perpetrator applies a 
thin layer of asphalt that 
often breaks away in a 
few days or uses a sub­
stance other than as­
phalt.

Tech company Netat- 
mo may have just made 
the traditional home 
alarm system irrelevant 
thanks to its new Wel­
come Camera, which 
offers facial recognition.

The Welcome Camera 
retails for $199 and elim­
inates the need for 
monthly fees and remote 
professional monitoring. 
With Welcome, users 
stream their camera’s 
view remotely from their 
computer or mobile de­

vice. The camera alerts 
users to movement and 
recognizes faces of 
guests coming to your 
door -  or anywhere else 
your camera is placed.

Facial recognition 
software detects new 
faces and flags them 
with a question mark, 
alerting the user to a new 
person in the camera’s 
view.

In full disclosure, I 
work for a company that 
represents both Parrot 
and Netatmo, but that 
doesn’t make their prod­
ucts any less noteworthy 
or groundbreaking. Their 
prices make drones and 
home security a possibil­
ity for the average con­
sumer.

Sm art watch 
shakeup

For months, talk about 
smart watches and tech 
wearables have revolved 
around the launch of the 
new Apple Watch. But 
after an initial sales 
boom in April, sales have 
decreased 90 percent as 
of July 1.

It could be that Apple 
loyalists and consumers 
rushed to pre-order the 
device. Or it could be 
that many tech consum­
ers already own smart 
watches, traditional 
watches or fitness track­
ers that have some simi­
lar functions and there is 
no need to double dip. Or 
it could be that the $549 
base price is a bit much 
for many consumers to 
stomach. While that’s

within the going rate for 
a cellphone or computer, 
our cellphones are often 
subsidized through two- 
year contracts with car­
riers.

As the Apple Watch’s 
future is uncertain, one 
thing about tech wear­
ables and mobile tech 
devices is clear: not ev­
ery consumer will own 
one type of every device. 
It is expensive and illog­
ical for manufacturers to 
assume each individual 
will own a smart phone, a 
smart watch or wearable, 
a tablet and a computer.

This laundry list of 
personal gadgets seems 
more extreme when we 
realize why mobile tech­
nology was such a hit in 
the first place. Laptops 
removed the need for 
external keyboards,

printers and standalone 
towers and monitors. 
Smart phones combined 
watches, radios, MP3 
players and cameras all 
in one. If you are like me 
and you think we are 
heading in the wrong 
direction by making 
computers smaller and 
less functional by placing 
them on our wrists or 
within our glasses, may­
be you already know the 
destiny of the Apple 
Watch. It could be the 
next Google Glass which, 
as of January of this 
year, isn’t being sold 
anymore.

owner is aware of the 
poor work.

» Another common 
fraud involves painting 
the exterior of homes. 
The perpetrator paints 
the exterior of your 
home using a substan­
dard water-based paint. 
When the homeowner 
inspects the job, it may 
look sufficient. The 
homeowner then pays 
the perpetrator and they 
leave the area quickly. A 
few days later, or after 
rain, the homeowner can 
then notice the low-qual­
ity job and the perpetra­
tor has moved on to an­

other city.
» Other frauds can 

involve the perpetrator 
partially completing a 
job, requesting payment 
and then never returning 
to finish the work. Or the 
perpetrator will give an 
estimate for work and 
starts the job without the 
homeowner’s permis­
sion. The perpetrator 
performs part of the 
work, and demands pay­
ment for the entire job.

If you are approached 
by these types of per­
sons in your neighbor­
hood, call the Oakland 
County Sheriff’s Office 
to help prevent you or 
your neighbors from 
becoming a victim of a

That’s not the case in Michigan and we’re glad 
our state Legislature is working to reform civil as­
set forfeiture. The current forfeiture rules must 
be fixed because they allow police to confiscate 
items even if it’s determined no crime was com­
mitted.

Michigan’s Civil Asset Forfeiture laws allow 
police to take property from citizens if they sus­
pect a crime was committed, even when there is 
not enough evidence to charge them. Homeown­
ers must then prove they did not purchase their 
property with proceeds from criminal activity 
and sue to get the property back.

In many cases, police raid a home where there 
clearly is no drug dealing happening; instead, res­
idents are involved with medical marijuana, 
which voters stated is a legal use here in Michi­
gan.

The following are a couple of examples of how 
regular citizens were caught in the unjust web of 
forfeiture laws.

Gin Hency and Annette Shattuck describe 
themselves as soccer moms, active in their com­
munities and in their children’s lives. Since July 
2014, the St. Clair County women have shared an­
other similarity: Both of their homes were raided 
by the St. Clair County Drug Task Force. Hency 
and Shattuck are registered medical marijuana 
caregivers. Among the things taken in the raid 
were their medical marijuana cards issued by the 
state, televisions, a bicycle and documents includ­
ing driver’s licenses and insurance cards. Anoth­
er item reported taken was Hency’s vibrator (yes, 
a sex toy).

“It was devastating,” Shattuck said.
Hency and Shattuck were charged with mari­

juana-related counts several months after the 
raids. Three of the six charges against Shattuck 
were dismissed. Both charges against Hency 
were dismissed, but she has still been unable to 
reclaim her property.

Another example occurred with Thomas Wil­
liams, who was alone in November 2013 when po­
lice raided his rural St. Joseph County home wear­
ing black masks, camouflage and holding guns at 
their sides. They broke down his front door with a 
battering ram.

“We think you’re dealing marijuana,” they told 
Williams, a 72-year-old retired carpenter and can­
cer patient who is disabled and carries a medical 
marijuana card.

When he protested, they handcuffed him and 
left him on the living room floor as they ransacked 
his home, emptying drawers, rummaging 
through closets and surveying his grow room, 
where he was nourishing his 12 personal marijua­
na plants as allowed by law. Some had recently be­
gun to die, so he had cloned them and had new 
seedlings, although they were not yet planted. 
That, police insisted, put him over the limit.

They did not charge Williams with a crime, 
though.

Instead, they took his Dodge Journey, $11,000 
in cash from his home, his television, his cell­
phone and his shotgun — and are attempting to 
take his Colon Township home. And they plan to 
keep the proceeds, auctioning off the property 
and putting the cash in police coffers.

More than a year later, he is still fighting to get 
his belongings back and to hang on to his house.

“I want to ask them, ‘Why? Why me?’ I gave 
them no reason to do this to me,” said Williams, 
who says he also suffers from glaucoma, a dam­
aged disc in his back and COPD, a lung disorder. 
“I’m out here minding my own business and just 
wanted to be left alone.”

We ask the same question -  why?
There’s no reason except that police have cer­

tain laws that allow for this type of forfeiture.
A bipartisan package of bills, approved by a 

House committee, would make changes, includ­
ing raising the standard for forfeiture to the high­
est in civil court, one of clear and convincing evi­
dence rather than a preponderance of the evi­
dence. The bills would also require detailed re­
ports from local police to the state police on 
property forfeited.

It’s a good first step and we hope to see it ap­
proved so residents don’t have to worry about 
property getting taken when they’re broken no 
laws.

T he Michigan House recent­
ly introduced two bills that 
would redirect $135 million 

of Michigan Economic Devel­
opment Corp. funding to address 
the state’s road conditions. If 
passed, the proposal would crip­
ple economic development ef­
forts, including business devel­
opment and attraction, commu­
nity development, job training 
and entrepreneurship programs. 
House Speaker Kevin Cotter 
describes it as taking care of 
needs over wants, but isn’t Mich­
igan’s economic future a need?

Michigan is becoming nation­
ally recognized for its economic 
development ecosystem. At the 
Mackinac Policy Conference, 
Gov. Rick Snyder noted Michi­
gan ranks second in National 
Economic Health Rankings and 
sixth in entrepreneurial climate. 
We’ve done great work identify­
ing the best economic programs 
and helping them grow while 
eliminating ineffective initia­
tives. Shifting funding from 
these effective programs could 
have huge negative long-term 
impacts.

Roads are important, but not 
at the expense of an economic 
development ecosystem, which 
companies rely on for certainty.

As CEO of NextEnergy, a 
leading accelerator of advanced 
technologies, I’ve seen the re­
sults of MEDC initiatives first 
hand. Since 2002, NextEnergy

has helped attract more than $1.6 
billion in new investment and we 
are one of more than 50 organi­
zations contributing to entrepre­
neurial and acceleration ser­
vices in Michigan. We work with 
hundreds of entrepreneurs, 
early-growth companies and 
research teams each year, serv­
ing as a catalyst by helping them 
commercialize their technol­
ogies and connect with larger 
companies.

Through a recent NextEnergy 
Technology Challenge, one of 
our clients identified a new mar­
ket and plans to expand its oper­
ations and hire 28 people. Just 
the hint that Michigan’s econom­
ic development climate could 
change was enough to invite 
calls from Indiana and Ohio 
about moving to their states. 
Another client recently closed 
on $1.7 million to expand its op­
erations. These companies are 
examples of small to medium 
enterprises, the business size 
responsible for the bulk of our 
economy and new jobs, and rep­
resent the company size least 
likely to leave Michigan once 
they’ve established roots here.

I 
believe the latter is essential to 
diversify our economy and keep 
the next generation of the auto 
industry -  connected and autono­
mous vehicle solutions -  growing 
in Michigan. To achieve this 
forward leaning, tech-based 
economy, we need more econom­
ic development investment to 
deliver talent and connectivity 
programs that help small compa­
nies and start-ups connect to the 
market.

Don’t buy into the House road 
funding plan. Entrepreneurship 
and accelerated technology 
funding are critical to our eco­
nomic growth. They’re not 
“wants,” they’re definitely 
“needs” for Michigan if we hope 
to continue attracting and gener­
ating investment in the state. 
Michigan’s roads need to be 
addressed, but this proposal is 
not the solution.

Novi City Council approved July 27 a tax abatement for Magna, but it was not without debate. The only dissenting vote came from 

council member Andrew Mutch, but council member Gwen Markham and Mayor Bob Gatt had very different views on the issue. With 
both running for the mayor’s seat in the upcoming November election, the Novi News offers their two viewpoints here.

Magna deserves city’s support Why I voted for Magna abatement
I  am pleased that council 

member Gwen Markham 
followed my lead and sup­

ported the Magna Seating of 
America, Inc., tax abatement 
proposal at the July 27 public 
hearing.

This is a great opportunity 
for the city of Novi to increase 
and diversify its tax base. The 
Magna plan serves as the foun­
dation for job creation and 
business expan­
sion in a large 
industrial corri­
dor at the north­
west corner of 
13 Mile and 
Haggerty roads.

I challenged 
Markham and 
council member 
Andrew Mutch 
to support the 
Magna plan.
According to a 
report in the 
July 23 edition of the Novi 
News, Markham and Mutch 
both are concerned about of­
fering the tax abatement to 
Magna.

Markham believes it’s a 
fairness issue between corpora­
tions and small businesses who 
don’t receive consideration for 
tax reductions. Markham said 
that tax abatements were no 
more than corporate welfare.

I reject that argument.
First of all, city administra­

tion said the investment has 
been estimated at $48 million, 
with Magna signing a 20-year 
lease. Over the next 12 years, 
the city will see a total of $1.4 
million in additional revenue 
and in year 13 the city will ex­
perience $230,000 of new reve­
nue going forward. The project 
will produce 164 new jobs that 
will average an annual salary

ranging from $76,492 to $86,164. 
I believe that the jobs created 
by this tax abatement will help 
small businesses in Novi. When 
we promote a business environ­
ment that creates more Novi 
jobs, it means that these new 
employees will eat in Novi res­
taurants and will patronize all 
the other small businesses in 
the Novi area.

As your mayor, I’ve always 
been in favor of attracting more 
business investments. Novi 
symbolizes the “heartbeat” of 
Michigan’s economic rebound 
because of our great location in 
southwest Oakland County 
(I-96/I-275 corridor). The Mag­
na plan represents an outstand­
ing opportunity to capitalize on 
business growth and more jobs 
for Novi citizens.

Magna needs more space to 
build a new headquarters. Mag­
na can build its headquarters 
anywhere in the state of Michi­
gan, anywhere in the world, but 
it wants to stay in Novi -  and 
most of my fellow council mem­
bers want Magna to stay in 
Novi.

F irst, let me state unequiv­
ocally that I think tax 
abatements are a terrible 

idea. They are a form of corpo­
rate welfare that picks winners 
and losers and penalizes other 
businesses that pay their fair 
share every day. Not all local 
businesses benefit when a tax 
abatement is granted to one 
company.

According to a recent Detroit 
News article, 
the state of 
Michigan is 
reporting a $375 
million shortfall 
in revenue this 
year and attri­
butes the vast 
majority of it to 
the tax credits 
(abatements) 
that are coming 
due. Instead of 
building new 
roads with that 
$375 million, our state govern­
ment will now look for places to 
cut services once again.

The law that grants these 
abatements is a gift to big busi­
ness and requires local govern­
ment participation to be part of 
the package. A well-run busi­
ness like Magna should take 
advantage of every break it can 
get and has met the state’s 
requirements.

Local governments are 
dragged along in the process. 
The payout formula is set by 
the state.

Hills. Each time, the Michigan 
taxpayer picks up the tab.

I want Magna to remain in 
Novi. It has been an important

Companies that are granted 
tax abatements can help en- . 
hance quality of life and infra-' 
structure in ways that support - 
the whole community. The 
taxpayers and businesses al-1 
ready here will wait 12 years - 
before these companies con- I 
tribute their full fair share of- . 
tax revenue, so partnership ih 
other ways makes sense.

Many Novi companies that 
have never received an abate­
ment provide miles of trails 
and park facilities. There are 
many options -  support of the 
arts, support of Rotary’s Feed 
the Need Program, funding the 
completion of critical sidewalk 
segments, enhancement of our 
parks and sports fields, etc.

I voted to do what is best for 
Novi. That’s my job. I voted for 
the tax abatement because it 
wouldn’t help Novi to lose such 
a valuable corporate partner.

I am a supporter of Novi’s 
businesses, large and small. I 
am pro-growth. But I know that 
businesses want to be where 
the infrastructure is strong. 
That means good schools and 
roads. It means public services 
and public spaces. It means 
raising enough revenue to sup­
port our communities and 
spending it wisely, in ways that 
actually grow the economy and 
don’t leave us vulnerable to 
these tax credits year after 
year. The $375 million in state 
funding could fix a lot of roads 
this season. That’s where I’d 
like to see that money spent.

James Piot rallied from behind 
and then held on with great putting 
to beat fellow Canton resident and 
2013 champion Donnie Trosper in the 
final match of the 37th Michigan 
Junior Amateur Championship, held

The 16-year-old Piot, a rising ju­
nior at Novi Detroit Catholic Central 
High, made a 25-foot par-saving putt 
on No. 18 to beat Trosper 1-up in the 
championship.

“It means a lot,” said Piot, who 
was instrumental in CC’s 2015 
MHSAA Division 1 team state title. 
“It’s my first win of the season, actu­
ally, and I thought I played pretty 
well and I’ve been working hard. 
Hard work pretty much pays off.”

Trosper, 18, the 2014 GAM Junior 
Boys Player of the Year and the top 
seed because he was medalist in the 
36-hole match stroke play at the 
start of the week (July 27), birdied 
two of the first three holes and had a 
3-up lead through five holes.

Piot rallied, though, with three 
consecutive birdies -  two of which 
won holes -  and was just 1-down 
starting the back nine.

Trosper went 2-up at the par-5 No. 
10 with a birdie, but Piot battled 
back, winning holes with pars at Nos. 
14 and 15 where Trosper missed 
greens and par-saving putts. The two 
each birdied No. 16 and then, at No.
17, Trosper’s shot flew right over the 
top of the flag and into a back bun­
ker. He left the first bunker shot in 
the sand and ended up conceding the 
hole.

Both golfers missed the green 
with approach shots at No. 18, then 
Piot calmly stroked in his 25-foot par 
putt to secure the match.

“I played pretty good this week. I 
mean I beat the whole field by six 
(shots) the first couple of days,” said 
Trosper, who finished first in stroke 
play with 68-67-135. “If I made a 
couple of those par putts coming in, I 
probably win it. But James made a 
lot of putts. He made a great putt on
18. ”

Kneen, entering his sophomore 

season at Oakland University, was the 
2014 Michigan Junior Amateur cham­
pion and was also named the 2015 
Horizon League Freshman Player of 
the Year.

But earning a spot in this year’s 
U.S. Amateur field of 312 ranks 
among his top three all-time perfor­
mances.

“This summer it was definitely at 
the top of my list,” Kneen said. “In 
the first round, I played OK; put to­
gether a 73. The second round, I had 
five birdies in a six-hole stretch. My 
putter got hot and I just rode the 
momentum.”

Kneen was also in the field this 
past week at the Michigan PGA’s 
Tournament of Champions, where he 
finished tied for 28th with a three-

round score of 70-72-76-218 at 
Boyne’s Alpine and Monument 
courses.

“I played OK,” Kneen said. “I feel 
like I played better than my score 
indicated.

Milford resident, 73, knows 
no limits in setting records

compete and I ’m fortunate enough to be pretty fast for a

guy my age.”
DOUG GOODHUEHe might be 73 years old, but there’s 

plenty of tread left on Doug Goodhue’s 
tires.

The longtime Milford resident con­
tinues to defy the odds when it comes to 
his running accomplishments. The 
multiple age-group record holder 
shows little wear and tear as he has 
accumulated 43 USA Track and Field 
individual national championships.

The most recent record to fall came 
Nov. 17,2014, when he set an American 
and world record in a 12-kilometer race 
in Alexandria, Va., with a time of 48:38, 
averaging 6:32 per mile.

August will serve as a big running 
month on Goodhue’s calendar, as he’s 
entered Aug. 15 in the Road Runners 
Club of America half-marathon in Par­
kersburg, W.Va. The following weekend 
Goodhue will do the Crim Festival of

Races in Flint, including both the mile, 
while he hopes to clock around 5:45, and 
the 10-miler on successive days.

“To be ranked (number) one, you’ve 
got to travel to the USA Track and Field 
championships and you’ve got to run 
the competition,” he said. “I’m willing 
to travel, I love to compete and I’m 
fortunate enough to be pretty fast for a 
guy my age.”

To prepare for his August slate, 
Goodhue is averaging around 50 miles 
per week. He specializes in workouts 
that include a day of tempo and another 
day that combines hills and speed work.

“I’m always working on that leg 
turnover, those fast-twitch muscles,”

said Goodhue, a member of the Ann 
Arbor Track Club. “I do a lot of work 
maintaining my speed. I gave up the 
longer stuff. I stopped running mara­
thons 25 years ago. My longest run 
normally is maybe one half-marathon a 
year and then everything else is short­
er -  5K, 8K and 10K, stuff like that. And 
that’s what I train and that’s what I 
concentrate on and that’s where I’ve 
had my most success.”

Goodhue’s running resume is second 
to none for somebody who was born in 
1942.

He has been named the USATF’s

It’s the closest thing to 
grass and Detroit Catho­
lic Central High’s recent 
replacement of its exist­
ing synthetic turf foot­
ball field should be able 
to combine the best of 
both worlds.

It was only 10 years 
ago when CC opened its 
doors in Novi and had its 
own home football stadi­
um for the first time.

The estimated 
$450,000 project started 
in June and was complet­
ed in early July by the 
Ohio-based Motz Group, 
which installed its Cross- 
Flex HP synthetic turf 
system.

The turf features a 
unique fiber-blend from 
two of its MVP systems 
while adding thatch for 
additional density.

“Basically, what you 
have here is two differ­
ent styles of turf,” Catho­
lic Central athletic direc­
tor Aaron Babicz said. 
“It’s called the monofila- 
ment/slit film turf. It’s a 
thatch-style turf, almost 
like a crab grass, along 
with a longer turf.”

First in M ichigan
Detroit CC is the first 

high school or college in 
Michigan to contract 
with the Motz Group, 
which is located in Cin­
cinnati.

“A lot of the Catholic 
schools in Ohio have it,” 
Babicz said. “I was 
blessed enough to talk to 
(Cleveland) St. Ignatius, 
Cleveland St. Edward’s, 
Cincinnati St. Xavier, 
also Walsh Jesuit in Ohio. 
I talked to their A.D. Karl 
Ertle down there and 
they absolutely love it, 
but it’s great for all 
sports -  soccer, lacrosse, 
football... everybody is 
using it as a multi-func­
tional style turf. And I

know all the kids are 
excited about it, too. 
Everybody in Ohio loves 
it.”

After doing a walk­
through and evaluation 
of the existing synthetic 
turf during summer 2014, 
Babicz knew it was time 
to change surfaces and 
began the process to 
obtain bids.

“We put some good 
mileage on it,” he said. 
“Obviously being in 
Michigan, the weather 
does a number on it. To 
be able to hold a lot of 
youth events out here, as 
well as our own athletic 
teams, we definitely put 
it through the rigors. It’s 
amazing to see how vi­
brant this new turf is 
compared to what we had 
before. We’re very 
blessed to have a new 
turf field, but first and 
foremost, we were able 
to replace it at the 10- 
year mark. We feel very 
lucky.”

Babicz said the pro­
ject was completed 
ahead of schedule.

Quick w ork
“Just the amount of 

detail they put into it and

the pride they took was 
unbelievable,” he said. 
“They had us leave the 
lights on so they could 
work until 11:30 at night. 
It was unbelievable, the 
hand-cut hash marks ... 
all the designs are hand- 
cut and put into the field 
and they did a phenome­
nal job for us.”

With an emphasis on 
horticulture, the Motz 
Group has been in the 
grounds care business 
since 1977. It recently 
installed a new natural 
grass turf at Cincinnati’s 
Great American Ballpark 
in time for the 2015 MLB 
All-Star Game. It will 
also be involved with the 
natural turf in 2017, when 
the Atlanta Braves’ new 
stadium is scheduled to 
open.

“This (synthetic turf) 
system combines two 
different types of fiber 
as well an underpile, like 
a thatch product,” Motz 
Group president Zachary 
Burns said. “It provides a 
really dense product, 
which helps encapsulate 
the infill. It will provide 
maximum in wearability 
and also great level of 
performance for the

athletes.
“The infrastructure 

(at CC) was already in 
place, which is huge 
when you’re generally 
talking about a summer 
that has been as wet as 
what we’ve dealt with. It 
makes the process a lot 
quicker. Instead of 10 to 
12 weeks the first time, it 
can go three to four 
weeks on the removal 
and replacement.”

A dvan cem en ts
Burns said a lot has 

evolved over the years 
regarding the technology 
when it comes to syn­
thetic turf.

“There’s been im­
provements on how the 
systems have performed 
as opposed to the old 
Astroturfs that we 
played on 30 years ago,” 
he said. “For the most 
part, they would drain 
horizontally like a sheath 
you’d see in a parking lot. 
These systems... they 
drain just like a USGA 
green. It drains vertical­
ly down through a pro­
file. This school has ben­
efited. You don’t get 
rained out. That’s why 
you see so many baseball

fields going to this sys­
tem, especially in this 
part of the country. You 
can literally have a thun­
derstorm, it’s clear and 
you can walk out and 
play the game. It’s huge.”

The newly installed 
CC turf also has numer­
ous safety components 
built in.

“We also put in a sand 
infill and tire infill in the 
turf as well, so with your 
G-Max test, which ba­
sically gauges your im­
pact, this is definitely 
going to cut down on 
concussion-type injuries 
for us,” Babicz said. “It’s 
a lot easier on the ath­
letes’ legs.”

And by recycling 
some of the existing 
materials of the old turf, 
the project became even 
more economical.
Used p ro d u c ts

“What was nice is that 
the Motz Group was able 
to take our existing rub­
ber and use a majority of 
it and that saved us quite 
a bit of money,” Babicz 
said. “We were very 
lucky because we had a 
great sub-surface. Didn’t 
have to spend a lot of

money there. We were 
able to save a little mon­
ey on the tire rubber. I 
have to credit the school. 
We did a great job kind of 
looking ahead and saving 
for this project.”

And while synthetic 
turf obviously doesn’t 
need watering or fertiliz­
ing, there are necessary 
steps to take to keep the 
new surface viable.

“Maintainence-wise 
you have to comb the 
field with a special-type 
of tractor every two 
weeks if you really want 
to keep it up, which I 
know we plan on doing,” 
Babicz said. “Making 
sure there are no sharp 
objects on there, no col­
ored objects like Gat- 
orade, which would pos­
sibly stain the turf. I 
know opposing schools 
don’t believe us when we 
tell them that, but that is 
true. In the high-traffic 
areas, where the lacrosse 
goalie stands or where 
you kick extra points, 
you want to make sure 
you’re replacing tire 
rubber there. It’s just 
taking care of it and real­
ly keeping an eye on it 
and doing the right 
things out there.”

The new synthetic 
turf has a different look 
cosmetically as well. The 
blue-painted end zones 
bear the name Sham­
rocks, while a large 
Shamrocks logo adorns 
the midfield area.

And the new surface 
also bears the name 
“Tom Mach Field,” which 
will be dedicated in the 
name of the Shamrocks’ 
longtime head football 
coach Friday, Aug. 28, in 
the varsity season opener 
against Muskegon.

“It’s just a perfect fit 
to get (Mach) on a new 
surface in 40th season 
and at Catholic Central,” 
Babicz said. “We’re just 
very blessed.”

Naughton a two-time winner in Founders Fest race
U-M runner Shahrigian is women’s winner

The annual Farmington 
Founders Festival four-mile 
road race undoubtedly will be 
on the 2016 calendar for Conor 
Naughton and Taleen Shahri­
gian

Both have titles to defend 
now. The pair of young runners 
from Northville were the 
men’s and women’s winners in 
the July 18 event.

Naughton is a two-time 
defending champion, having 
competed in the last three 
races. Shahrigian was a first­
time participant and finished 
sixth overall.

The Founders Fest race is 
noted for its finish and the 
crowd lining both sides of 
Grand River Avenue, waiting 
for the annual parade to start.

Naughton and Adam Rich­
mond, who was the 2013 win­
ner and runner-up last year, 
gave people reason to cheer

with a foot race to the finish 
line.

“It was a battle the whole 
last mile,” Naughton said.
“With about 100 meters to go, 
he was still up on me, and I was 
able to find one more gear and 
move by him at the end.

“It was fun and people were 
really enjoying the race going 
on. The crowd gave us some 
extra energy. With a lot of 
people watching, I didn’t want 
to lose.”

Naughton, who will be a 
senior at Northville High 
School, was 32nd and just 
missed being all-state in cross 
country. He was a regional 
champion and 15th in the state 
in the 3,200 meters.

Still a 'good time'
He won the Founders race 

in 21:02.3, which was slightly 
off the pace of his 20:53 time a 
year ago. Richmond finished in 
21:06.8.

“It was a good time,”

Naughton Shahrigian

Naughton said. “It was a little 
slower than last year, but I 
think that was purely because 
of the heat. I think I ran pretty 
quickly for July.”

The length of the race suit­
ed Naughton well. A 5K is at 
the high end of his distance 
range.

“I think I’m able to find a 
little extra at the end when it’s 
a four-mile race,” he said. “It 
probably plays to my favor 
more than a 5K.”

Naughton knows the course 
well because of his father 
Keith, who was raised in Far­
mington and also ran the race.

“I’ve run it five or six times 
and always enjoyed it,” Naugh­
ton said. “I know the neigh­
borhoods and some of the old

stories my dad has told me 
about parts of the course that 
are fun.”

On pace to win
Shahrigian, who ran a time 

of 22:18.2, will be a sophomore 
at the University of Michigan. 
She runs cross country and 
track for the Wolverines.

“I’ve never done a four-mile 
race before, but my average 
pace was 5:34, which was one 
of my best, so I was happy with 
it,” she said.

“I was looking up different 
road races and saw that one. 
I’m more of a long-distance 
runner, usually anywhere from 
the mile up.

“Our (college cross country) 
distance is 6K, which is 3.7 
miles. I figured it was close, so 
I could compare times. It’s 
similar to what I’ll be doing 
this fall.”

Shahrigian was all-state in 
both sports at Northville High 
School and helped the Mus­
tangs win the Division 1 state 
championship in cross country 
as a senior.

'A great course'

The Founders Fest was her 
first road race this summer, 
although she had done one trail 
race.

“I really enjoyed it,” she 
said. “I like having all different 
levels of competition, running 
with the boys as well and hav­
ing people of all ages. I thought 
that was nice.

“I thought it was a great 
course. It was fast. It had some 
gradual inclines. The last 400 
meters was kind of downhill; I 
liked that for a fast finish.”

Shahrigian trailed a former 
high school rival early in the 
race, but she moved ahead of 
her and even many of the male 
runners.

“That was pretty exciting,” 
she said. “And they pushed me 
to go faster, so that was helpful 
to have them out there.

“The last mile and a half, I 
was alone to the end (among 
the women). I was just trying 
to pick off some guys in front 
of me and finish as strong as I 
could.”

Outstanding Group Athlete of the year 
and has been the No. l-ranked age- 
group runner of the year eight straight 
times (2007-14).

Goodhue was also also selected the 
RRCA’s Male Master Runner of the 
Year in 2010 and was Michigan Runner 
magazine’s Senior Runner of the Year 
both in 2004 and 2007.

Goodhue, a Detroit native, got his 
running start at Redford High School, 
where he was a member of the track 
and cross country teams. He went on to 
Lawrence Tech, but it did not have a 
track program.

After a lengthy hiatus, Goodhue 
resurrected his running career at age 
40 and entered the 1983 Detroit Free 
Press Marathon.

“I took over 20 years off to kind of 
work on my career and my family,” 
Goodhue said. “I just came off the 
couch. Tim Emmett, a friend of mine, 
said, ‘You have some potential.’ I prob­
ably only trained nine or 10 months, 
then came out and ran. Then, I ran 
somewhere around four hours and 10 
minutes. Within three years of that, I 
qualified for Boston. In 1986 I ran 
sub-3:10 and qualified for Boston. My 
best marathon was a 3:04.”

Goodhue worked as a construction 
manager for a number of years before 
retiring in 2008 from the wholesale 
cabinet business, where he was a certi­
fied kitchen designer.

Once he retired, Goodhue not only 
amped up his training, but got more 
involved in the business side of racing.

Almost 40 weeks a year, he and co­
coaches Suzi Stock and Lee Mamola 
guide Running Fit’s 501 Training Team 
program. He’s also directs two popular 
area races, the Dexter-Ann Arbor Run 
(in June) and the John Rogucki Memo­
rial Kensington Challenge (in Septem­
ber), while also serving as a consultant 
for other local races.

Meanwhile, Goodhue’s wife Cindy, 
who turned 69 on Friday, lends plenty 
of support and serves as his co-pilot, as 
well as being part of Running Fit’s 501 
Training Team.

“She is not a competitive runner like 
I am, but she’s had some great success 
and has run 16 marathons,” Goodhue 
said. “ She’s qualified for Boston three 
times. I feel a little guilty with all my 
success, because she’s an accomplished 
runner herself.”

Goodhue has bounced back from an 
early-season knee problem and said he 
has no plans to slow down anytime 
soon.

So who needs Goodrich or Goodyear 
tires when you have Goodhue?

“Now I’m only a year-and-a-half 
away from my new age group,” he said. 
“In 18 months, I’ll be in the 75-79. 
There’s a bunch of records there. My 
goal is still to try and break 40 minutes 
for a 10K one more time. I’m not that 
far away and (I’d) like to break 19 min­
utes one more time for a 5K. And I 
think if I’m healthy this year and the 
situation is right, I can get close to 
those two times. I haven’t been over 20 
minutes in a 5K just a few times in my 
whole career, the 30 some years that 
I’ve been running. Most of my 5Ks have 
been under 20 minutes.”

For Goodhue, it’s just a matter of 
rotating the tires.

Shamrocks’ Joseph is a rising star in judo world
Senior-to-be at CC earns national ranking in demanding sport

Armed with a sharp mind, 
lean body and super-diligent 
work ethic, Livonia teenager 
Nick Joseph has rocketed to 
national stardom in the sport 
of judo.

Although just 17, the rising 
senio at Novi Detroit Catholic 
Central High School is current­
ly ranked No. 4 in the country 
in the IJF division (18- to 20- 
year-olds) 73-kilogram weight 
class.

Training under the supervi­
sion of Noboru Saito in Bir­
mingham and coached by his 
father Ricardo, Joseph recent­
ly returned from the Junior 
U.S. Open Judo Championships 
and International Training 
Camp in Fort Lauderdale, Fla., 
where he earned a silver medal 
while competing against many 
of the most-accomplished ath­
letes in the sport.

One week earlier, Joseph 
started his summer to remem­
ber by earning a bronze medal 
at the USA Judo Junior Olym­
pics National Judo Champi­
onships in Irving, Texas.

Joseph’s interest in the chal­
lenging sport — which re­

quires participants to deploy 
holds and leverage to separate 
opponents from their balance 
— came at an age when most of 
his young peers were taking 
their cuts at T-ball.

“When I was 5 ,1 went to 
watch my sister (Alexandra) 
compete in a judo tournament 
and I told my dad, ‘I want to do 
that,”’ Joseph said.

“I talked to his initial in­
structor, Jerry Wee, and he 
told me, ‘Well, 5 is a little early, 
but bring him down and we’ll 
work on it’,’’ Ricardo Joseph 
said. “He competed in his first 
tournament when he was 6 and 
he’s been doing it ever since.”

And doing it well.

Intense training
By training up to six days a 

week — mostly at a facility in 
Birmingham, but he also has a 
mat in his basement -  Joseph 
has risen to a level in his sport 
that could be compared to a 
five-star quarterback in foot­
ball.

“Judo has not only helped 
me with discipline, but it helps 
keep me in shape and it has 
increased my mental tough­
ness,” Joseph said. “It’s a fun 
sport, a physical sport and it’s

pretty intense, which I like.”
Not surprisingly, given his 

national ranking — he was 
ranked No. 1 in his weight class 
last year — Joseph is being 
pursued by several collegiate 
judo programs, including Tex­
as A&M, San Jose State, the 
service academies, the Univer­
sity of Michigan and Michigan 
State.

While he still has ample 
time to make his decision, 
Joseph admitted A&M is very 
appealing since he has a strong 
interest in studying engineer­
ing and/or business at the next 
level -  two fields the Texas 
school is noted for.

Prep athlete
Joseph’s passion for train­

ing and hard work has paid 
dividends on the wrestling 
mats at CC, where he was a 
Division 1 regional qualifier at 
145 pounds as a junior.

An injury and a loaded re­
gional field -  three of the top 
five wrestlers in the state at 
his weight class were at the 
Saline region -  halted his quest 
for a berth in the individual 
state meet.

Joseph is an outstanding 
student, having compiled a

cumulative 3.6 grade-point 
average at CC.

Survey shows drop in pay-to-play schools
The percentage of 

Michigan High School 
Athletic Association 
high schools that as­
sessed participation fees 
to help fund interscho­
lastic athletics dropped 5 
percent during the 2014- 
15 school year to its low­
est since 2011-12, accord­
ing to the most recent 
survey taken by the 
MHSAA.

The ratio of schools 
assessing fees remained 
above 50 percent of 
respondents for the fifth 
straight year, however.

A total of 522 high 
schools -  or 69 percent 
of the MHSAA member­

ship -  responded to the 
survey for the highest 
feedback rate since 
2010-11.

A total of 269 high 
schools, or 50.5 percent 
that took the survey, 
charged fees this school 
year, compared to 56.6 
percent of schools that 
responded in 2013-14.

There were 753 sen­
ior high schools in the 
MHSAA membership in 
2014-15. This was the 
11th survey of schools 
since the 2003-04 school 
year, when members 
reported fees were be­
ing charged by 24 per­
cent of schools.

The percentage of 
member schools charg­
ing fees crossed 50 per­
cent in 2010-11 and re­
mained at 50.5 percent in 
2011-12 before making a 
nearly 5-percent jump 
three years ago.

Charging a standard­
ized fee for each team on 
which a student-athletes 
participates -  regardless 
of the number of teams -  
remains the most pop­
ular method among 
schools assessing fees, 
although that rate fell 
slightly from 41 percent 
of schools assessing 
during 2013-14 to 39 
percent this school year.

A recent study shows 
Wayne County added the 
greatest number of man­
ufacturing jobs in the 
nation last year, totaling 
4,225. Schoolcraft Col­
lege manufacturing in­
structor Gene Keyes 
believes that number 
should be higher.

“There’s so many 
companies looking for 
help right now, it’s unbe­
lievable,” he said. “Most 
of the companies are 
expanding. They need 
more help and they just 
can’t find it.”

The study, released 
earlier this month by a 
company called Head­
light Data, listed Wayne 
County as tops when it 
came to new manufac­
turing jobs. The list de­
tailed several Michigan 
counties leading the way 
in new positions, with 
four counties in the top

10. Those included third- 
place Macomb, which 
added 3,727; seventh- 
place Kent, which added 
2,492; and lOth-place 
Ottawa, which added 
2,069. Oakland County 
was 13th, adding 1,938 
jobs over the same time 
period.

Wayne County has 
seen explosive growth, 
Keyes said, and it’s all 
based on different types 
of products and lines. 
Other counties rely spe­
cifically on one type of 
industry with manu­
facturing, such as Ma­
comb County with many 
federal contracts, while 
Wayne County has a 
wide array of goods 
produced.

“We’re really diverse 
here,” he said. “Here, we 
have to survive every 
day on what we pro­
duce.”

The trend in growth is 
one several western 
Wayne County compa­

nies have seen recently, 
including Livonia-based 
Linear Mold and Engi­
neering.

Paul Parzuchowski, 
director of marketing 
and business develop­
ment, said the company, 
a provider of tooling for 
injection molds, com­
pression molds and tool­

ing required for proc­
essing thermoplastic 
resins through means 
such as additive manu­
facturing, has seen a big 
growth spurt in the past 
six months. He said the 
company, which has 
been in Livonia since 
2003, has brought in 
more than 40 new em­

ployees of all types of 
skill sets in 2015 and is 
looking to expand more 
in the future.

This area has seen 
successful growth in 
part because of the types 
of employees Wayne 
County has, Parzuchow­
ski said. While there was 
a notion for many years 
that manufacturing was 
not a sustainable career 
path, that idea is begin­
ning to change, especial­
ly with people in their 
teens and 20s.

“People here like to 
build things because it’s 
our history and it’s in our 
DNA,” Parzuchowski 
said. “For years, we’ve 
been telling the genera­
tions following us that 
manufacturing is dead. 
We lost a generation of 
skill sets for that. The 
jobs we provide here at 
Linear kind of bridges 
those gaps.”

Dan West, president 
of the Livonia Chamber

of Commerce, said hav­
ing that foundation, es­
pecially with so many 
autoworkers and an auto­
mobile culture, gives 
Wayne County an ad­
vantage in the future to 
continue expansion in 
the manufacturing field.

“Southeastern Michi­
gan, built on the automo­
tive industry, has the 
facilities, experienced 
workers and infrastruc­
ture in place,” he said. 
“Our region has the best 
foundation to add more 
jobs and auto companies, 
auto suppliers, and other 
supporting companies 
are prepared to make 
more investments to 
grow local operations if 
they can find enough 
qualified, quality work­
ers to support added 
production capabilities.”

“I love working with first­
time buyers,” she said. “They 
can rely on my faith that we’re 
going to get through this.”

She’s able to “jump hur­
dles” for first-timers and oth­
ers, “so they want to refer 
people.”

There can be a lot of anxi­
ety in finding the right person

to help you buy or sell a home. 
Buyers will be spending a lot 
of time with them throughout 
the process in a major deci­
sion with financial and life­
style implications.

According to the National 
Association of Realtors’ latest 
Profile of Home Buyers and 
Sellers, potential buyers 
should talk to friends and 
family to get their agent sug­
gestions. In fact, 40 percent of 
buyers found their agent 
through a referral of a friend, 
family member, or neighbor 
(while another 12 percent used 
an agent they had worked with 
before).

On the seller side, 38 per­
cent found their agent through 
referrals and 22 percent went 
with an agent they had previ­
ously used.

Thirty-three percent of 
recent home buyers were 
first-time buyers, which is 
still suppressed from the his­
torical norm of 40 percent 
among primary residence 
buyers.

For 43 percent of home 
buyers, the first step in the 
home-buying process was 
looking online for properties 
and 12 percent of home buyers 
first looked online for infor­
mation about the home buying

process.
Ninety-two percent of buy­

ers use the Internet in some 
way in their home search 
process and 50 percent of 
buyers use a mobile website 
or application in their home 
search.

Real estate agents were 
viewed as a useful informa­
tion source by 98 percent of 
buyers who used an agent 
while searching for a home.

The typical home buyer 
searched for 10 weeks and 
viewed 10 homes — this is two 
weeks shorter than the previ­
ous year’s report.

Seventy percent of home 
sellers only contacted one 
agent before selecting the one 
to assist with their home sale.

The share of home sellers 
who sold their home without 
the assistance of a real estate 
agent was 9 percent. Forty- 
four percent knew the buyer 
prior to home purchase.

Livonia resident Maria 
Mitter used a Realtor from 
RE/MAX on the Trail in Ply­
mouth when she bought her 
home five years ago.

“It was amazing,” said Mit­
ter, assistant director for 
Bright Futures, a program 
based at Eastern Michigan 
University that works in

Wayne-Westland, Ypsilanti 
and Romulus district schools. 
“I’m quite happy where I am 
now.”

Mitter looked for a home 
almost a year and appreciated 
the patience of Kim Belz, her 
Realtor. “She was the most 
patient person,” Mitter said. 
“She got back to me right 
away. I was always impressed 
with her response back. She 
let me make my decision in 
what’s best for me.”

Belz was the listing agent 
at that time on a Plymouth 
home, and Mitter found her 
that way rather than asking 
friends and family for a Real­
tor contact. Mitter has since 
made a number of referrals to 
Belz.

Realtor Derr-Johnson said 
of the current market, “It’s 
been a very nice summer.”
She appreciates her brokers’ 
contributing to her success.

Derr-Johnson’s cousin gave 
her a business tagline, “Pre­
pare To Be Moved.”

“He said it’s really your 
personality that you move 
people,” in both senses of that 
phrase, she said of her cous­
in’s brainstorm.

Down payments ticked up 
in the second quarter of 2015, 
according to a new report 
from LendingTree.

The average down payment 
percentage on a 30-year fixed- 
rate mortgage increased to 
17.34 percent in the second 
quarter. The previous quarter 
down payments averaged 
16.98 percent.

In dollars, the average 
down payment in the second 
quarter was $44,204.

“The spring and summer 
home buying season naturally 
creates more demand in the 
housing market,” says Doug 
Lebda, founder and CEO of 
LendingTree. “With a more 
competitive housing market, it 
is common to see down pay­
ments rise. However, we also 
saw volume for FHA [Federal 
Housing Administration] loans 
increase a little over 5 percent 
quarter over quarter, signal­
ing more first time home buy­

ers entering the market. For 
potential buyers who have 
been sitting on the fence, it’s 
still a good time to explore the 
housing market as interest 
rates remain historically low.”

The average down payment 
on a FHA loan was 7.86 per­
cent or $13,350 in the second 
quarter. The average down 
payment on a jumbo mort­
gage, on the other hand, was 
23.61 percent or $215,909.

The following 10 states had

the highest average down 
payments for a 30-year fixed- 
rate conventional loan, accord­
ing to Lending Tree:

Florida: 17.58 percent; Ar­
kansas: 17.74 percent; New 
Hampshire: 18.16 percent; 
Connecticut: 18.62; percent; 
Massachusetts: 19.15 percent; 
Hawaii: 19.75 percent; New 
York: 19.97 percent; Califor­
nia: 20.01 percent; New Jersey:

Q: I notice that there is a 

condo project being built out 
of empty shipping contain­
ers. I note that the empty 
shipping containers have 
been used overseas, but I am 
not aware if much of it is 
used in the United States.

A: Just as in any new con­
struction, you must ensure the 
quality of the project by ob­
taining the 
proper war­
ranties and, 
investigate the 
developer to 
make sure 
that the devel­
oper can stand 
behind its 
project. As a 
result of the 
new changes 
to the Michigan Nonprofit 
Corporation, Act, the devel­
opers and their first board of 
directors are much more im­
mune from liability, which 
makes the purchase of any 
new property more risky, but 
being well informed is the 
answer.

Q: I am part of a small 
nonprofit condominium as­
sociation. I recently received 
something from the "Divi­
sion of Corporate Services," 
offering their services to 
complete our annual meet­
ing minutes. The letter does 
state that we should not 
confuse these minute reu- 
qirements with our obliga­
tion to file an Annual Report 
with the State of Michigan.

Are we required to file 
some sort of Annual Report 
with the State of Michigan?

A: If you are a nonprofit 
corporation, you are obligated 
to file an Annual Report re­
garding the nonprofit corpora­
tion with the State of Michigan 
once a year, which is due on 
Oct. 1 every year. You have 
received an advertisement 
from someone who wants to 
provide services to you.

Obviously, you are shrewd 
enough to recognize the need 
to consult with an attorney and 
that would be your best bet in 
terms of ensuring that the 
corporate affairs of the associ­
ation are properly document­
ed.

W ith the popularity of com­
panies such as Uber and 
Instacart, there has been a 

rise in part-time workers who create 
their own schedules and work with 
very little oversight. And while your 
Uber driver may not technically be a 
freelancer, the freedoms these kinds 
of gigs provide show that the desire 
among workers to make their own 
way is still alive and well.

Think freelancing might be for you? 
Here are pros and cons to consider 
before making the leap.

P r o :  V a r i e t y
For many, freelancing offers a way 

to break up the monotony — and not 
just in terms of the commute, office 
and schedule. Freelancers also often 
have more power over what kind of 
projects they work on, and the oppor­
tunity to work on unique projects they 
otherwise may never have encoun­
tered.

“I’ve learned so much about a 
huge variety of topics I would oth­
erwise know nothing about — from 
tech to legal to pharmaceutical. I feel 
like I obtained so much interesting 
information about a huge variety of 
industries,” says Abbey Finch, owner 
of ScribeSpace, LLC. “Plus, as a 
freelancer, I was exposed to differ­

ent mediums [and] different types of 
clients — some great, some difficult. 
Basically, it didn’t get boring because 
my work was always changing.”

C o n :  J o b  i n s e c u r i t y
However, with that freedom comes 

a degree of instability. “There are usu­
ally no contracts that determine your 
financial income as a freelancer,” says 
Corey Barnett, founder of and consul­
tant at Cleverly Engaged Marketing.
“If you aren’t putting in the hours, you 
won’t get paid. Generally, you will 
have less job security than a friend 
employed at an actual company.”

However, Barnett points out that 
you can create some job security by 
working with more clients. “If you are 
fired by a client or let go due to bud­
get constraints, you should have 10 
to 20 other clients you are doing work 
for. Give yourself more security by 
working with more clients, not fewer.”

P r o :  B e t t e r  h o u r s
One of the most common reasons 

workers choose to freelance is the 
ability to design a work schedule that 
fits their personal habits and lifestyle. 
‘A definite positive of freelancing is 
the ability to set your own schedule 
and book yourself as solid as you 
want,” says Craig C. Powell, CEO of 
design firm 5 Block Radius. “You can 
arrange your workday to whatever fits 
your schedule — even if that means

nights and weekends instead of the 
traditional 9 to 5.”

C o n :  I n c o n s i s t e n t  i n c o m e
Whereas full-time, salaried em­

ployees can count on regular and 
predictable deposits into their bank 
accounts, freelancers have no such 
luxury. As a freelancer, your income is 
entirely dependent on the number of 
clients you’re working with at a given 
time — which can lead to some lean 
times when demand is down.

“This can be quite a challenge 
for someone who has relied on a 
steady paycheck for the better part 
of their professional career,” says 
David Bakke, career expert at Money 
Crashers. “You have to be much 
more adept when it comes to manag­
ing your budget and making smart 
spending decisions. Also, paying 
taxes is typically your own responsi­
bility, and you may not have the tradi-

tional option of saving for retirement 
through your employer’s 401K plan.”

P r o :  I n c o m e  p o t e n t i a l
Of course, this system of payment 

can also work in your favor. Luck and 
economic conditions certainly play a 
role in how much work you can find 
as a freelancer, but so does deter­
mination. And if you’re the type of 
person who dreams of blazing your 
own trail, odds are you’ve got that in 
spades.

“Your ability to make more money 
or less money in a month or even 
year is all on you,” Barnett says. “It’s 
on your skills, your contacts and your 
confidence to ask for higher rates.”
