Other projects, like  
roofing at Parkview and 
the high school, may not 
seem as dramatic as 
others, but, B arr noted, 
they’re extremely im por­
tant fo r a conducive 
learning environment.

Perhaps the most 
eye-catching is the new 
build ing being construct­
ed where the tennis 
courts used to be, on the 
southwest portion o f Taft 
and 11 M ile  roads -  the 
Early Childhood Educa­
tion Center.

That w ill 
serve more than 2,000 
high school students, not 
jus t athletes, Barr added.

“ That’s going to be a 
beautifu l and in tegra l 
addition to our physical 
education and athletic  
program,” he said.

The arts, however, w ill 
not play second fidd le in  
th is d is tric t. Fuerst Audi­
to rium  w ill see s ign ifi­
cant renovations next 
summer, including better 
acoustics fo r orchestra, 
choir, dance and plays. 
Upgrades include the 
stage flooring, upgraded 
lighting, upgraded audio 
equipment and an acous­

tic  wall and ceiling shell.
“ These are things in  

the fina l design stages 
now and w ill be out fo r  
bid in  the next couple of 
months,”  Barr said. “ Our 
fine arts program is an 
in tegra l pa rt o f the dis­
tr ic t.”

The fa c ility  is also 
used fo r after-school 
programming and rented 
to non-district groups.

Technology upgrades 
are in  planning stages 
and may start th is winter, 
w ith  updates that w ill 
benefit students and 
teachers. Upgrades to 
the TV and radio broad­
casting program are also 
in the planning stages.

“And a lo t o f work that 
people m ight not really  
care about -  a ton o f me­
chanical, lighting, plumb­
ing, roofing -  those are

2020. The lis t o f projects 
comes from  a Facility  
Assessment Report o f 
d is tric t fac ilities that the 
f irm  o f Plante Moran 
Cresa was contracted to 
perform  beginning in 
June 2013 in conjunction  
w ith  school d is tr ic t staff. 
Plante Moran performed  
the assessment o f tech­
nology, while d is tric t 
s ta ff performed the as­
sessment o f buses, fu rn i­
ture and equipment.

The $70.9 m illion  in 
funding breaks down to

“ I  said, ‘Sign me up!” ’ 
he said.

He started to volun­
teer at the old state fa ir  
(on Woodward in  Detro it) 
in  ’95, p re tty  much just 
as a joke, he said.

Cummings decided to 
see what else was out 
there. From there it  
snowballed, he said, into 
“ an obsession, I  guess 
you’d call it.”

He discovered many 
pieces o f ruby glass en­
graved w ith  “M ichigan  
State Fa ir”  and the year 
(from  1905-50).

“ I  te ll people, this was 
the ir souvenir before  
hats and T-shirts,” he 
said.

He has amassed 72 
programs; several dozen 
pins (brass, steel and 
plastic); seven pendants; 
fou r co lorfu l posters; and 
many other “ cute”  items 
from  d iffe ren t years.

The 61-year-old has 
lived in the Novi-North- 
v ille  area his entire life  
and he keeps the col­
lection stored in numer­
ous Rubbermaid boxes in  
his basement.

“ I t  doesn’t get dis­
played anywhere but the 
state fa ir,”  he said.

He said he s t ill has 
gaps in his program  
collection to f i l l,  w ith  
only three from  the 1970s 
in  his display.

“ I ’d like almost any­
th ing from  the 1800s, but 
was there much even 
prin ted then?” he said.

I ’ve gotten quite a 
few that way,”  he said, 
adding that he has cre­
ated a f l ie r  crediting all 
who have donated items.

To help recoup some 
o f his costs, Cummings 
sells duplicates. And he 
does have a lim it o f how 
fa r he’l l  go price-wise  
when bidding.

A  woman gave him  
some o f her collection, 
including a framed news­
paper clipping w ith  the 
singer R icky Nelson. A  
woman saw i t  at the Novi 
event and to ld Cum­
mings she was in the 
parade w ith  Nelson and 
wanted to get her p icture  
taken w ith  it.

“ I  said, ‘Absolute ly!’ 
That’s the jo y  o f doing 
th is,”  he said, adding he 
gets a k ick out people’s 
reactions when they see 
particu la r pieces in the 
collection.

H is program from  the 
1961 M ichigan State Fair 
indicates then-Sen. John

“ A friend  o f mine was 
there and heard him  
speak,” Cummings said.

B arr said, is to maintain  
reasonable and quality  
class sizes.

ing o f refuse haulers. 
Shortly after, an online 
survey was pushed out to 
Novi’s various homeown­
ers association leaders 
and 30 responses came 
back. Those indicated 
that prices fo r current 
services range from  $155 
to $226 per year, w ith  an 
average at $192, from  
five  d iffe ren t companies.

Around 2,500 c ity  
households have con­
tracts. Approximately
17,000 have month-to- 
month subscriptions, like  
cable, which can be can­
celed at any time, Walsh 
said. Results from  a Na­
tional Citizen Survey 
indicate Novi rates below  
the national norm fo r  
trash/recycling services.

In  May, c ity  sta ff re­
viewed the issues at a 
meeting where all home- 
owner associations were 
invited. Council then 
directed adm inistration  
to d ra ft an ordinance 
toward a single hauler 
fo r the city.

In  late June, the c ity ’s 
Ordinance Review Com­
m ittee met to discuss the 
proposed ordinance, 
including examples from  
other communities. In  
mid-July, that committee 
met to discuss the pro­
posed Request For Pro­
posals and review d ra ft 
ordinances to:

1) Address nuisance 
complaints related to 
l im it the hours fo r refuse 
collection in residential- 
zoned d istric ts and add­
ing a new section stating 
that the penalty fo r vio­
lation shall be a c iv il 
in fraction.

2) To provide fo r fu ­
ture collection o f solid 
waste from  residential 
premises pursuant to a 
contract w ith  a desig­
nated waste hauler and 
provide fo r the admini­
stration o f a solid waste 
program.

The firs t reading of 
the ordinance was ap­
proved Ju ly 27 by c ity

council, while the second 
reading and adoption 
were approved Aug. 10.

A t that meeting, coun­
c il member Andrew  
Mutch made a motion to 
hold o ff approving the 
ordinance un til a fte r two 
public in formation meet­
ings scheduled fo r Aug.
18 (at the C ivic Center) 
and Aug. 25 (at H ickory  
Woods Elementary).

“ I  would hate to lose 
the opportunity to give 
the public the chance to 
speak specifica lly about 
this issue,”  he said.

Mayor Bob Gatt said 
even going fu ll speed 
ahead, the new service 
wouldn’t be implemented 
un til the end o f f irs t quar­
te r 2016.

Mutch ’s motion failed  
(5-2) to pass, but it  res­
onated w ith  residents 
like Winter.
Already passed

“ Obviously, ordinary  
procedures fo r the adop­
tion o f an ordinance were 
most like ly  followed,”

W inter said. “ However, 
this is a substantial 
change in policy fo r the 
c ity  and citizenry and 
most residents were 
to ta lly  unaware that this 
was under discussion and 
occurring. Residents of 
our subdivision were 
made aware o f an ‘in ­
formational’ meeting to 
be held by the c ity  last 
Tuesday (Aug. 18) by 
posting o f a notice by our 
association board mem­
bers on a community site, 
NextDoor.com.”

W inter said that, like  
many, he didn’t fu lly  read 
the posted PDF an­
nouncement circulated  
by the city, which made it  
fa ir ly  clear that the o rd i­
nance had already been 
adopted.

“When I attended, I 
was under the impression 
that the concept was to 
be discussed, as were 
many others,”  he said of 
the Aug. 18 gathering.
“A t the meeting, there 
was considerable heat, as 
well as light, regarding

the issue.”
What didn’t help mat­

ters was a notice pub­
lished on the c ity ’s web­
site, stating that the in ­
formational meetings 
were regarding a “ d ra ft 
ordinance.”

Walsh said the c ity ’s 
home page was updated 
immediately when it  was 
discovered that the web 
provider inaccurately 
posted the notice. The 
new notice then indicated 
the Aug. 25 meeting 
would be regarding “ the 
recent adoption o f a new 
ordinance.”

“ But th ink how much 
more democratic it  would 
have been to find out 
what residents would like  
before c ity  council decid­
ed it ,” resident Bob Mo- 
re illon wrote in a le tte r to 
the editor (see Opinion 
page inside) o f the N o v i  
N e w s .

A public hearing was 
not scheduled, but fo r 
ordinance amendments, 
two readings o f the o rd i­
nance at two meetings is 
standard procedure, 
according to Pete Auger, 
c ity  manager.

“ This has been in the 
works since February, I 
believe,” Auger said.
“The public has the op­
po rtun ity to weigh in two 
times at every council 
meeting. They (c ity  coun­
c il) also amended the 
ordinance, which takes 
two readings and was on 
the agenda. The largest 
hue and cry at c ity  hall to 
c ity  council (and DPS) 
from  residents was to do 
something to f ix  the trash 
issue that came up when 
the largest hauler in the 
c ity  sold the ir business.”
Questions

Moreillon posed sever­
al questions, including i f  
curbside leaf pickup in 
the fa ll would be part of 
the service, which is 
something c ity  council 
asked adm inistration to 
look into.

“What we found when 
we met w ith  our haulers 
is that the haulers do not 
o ffe r this service,”  Auger 
said. “Therefore, we

would have to purchase 
the equipment and have 
our DPS provide the 
service.”

Doing this, he said, 
would take hundreds of 
thousands o f dollars to 
perform  and take DPS 
employees away from  
other task. In  addition, 
the c ity  does not have all 
curb and gutter, there­
fore making it  more chal­
lenging w ith  a ll the open 
ditches and road shoul­
ders, Auger noted.

A fte r the system is up 
and running, this w ill be 
a contract oversight 
situation, according to 
the c ity  manager, and 
DPS w ill have the closest 
working arrangement 
w ith  contractor. No addi­
tional personnel w ill be 
hired.

Auger said a citizen  
survey a fte r implementa­
tion has been discussed 
and the c ity  council has 
been very responsive to 
residents’ concerns. Like  
any other contract coun­
c il approves, there w ill 
not be a vote by the pub­
lic  at large.

C ity s ta ff is preparing  
the RFP to be distributed  
to possible vendors fo r  
the contract.

“ I t  is anticipated that 
the RFP w ill require the 
vendor to p ick up trash, 
recycling, garden waste 
and bulk items,” W inter 
told his North H ills  Es­
tates community in an 
email. “Whether th is w ill 
resolve issues some have 
w ith  our new provider 
when it is replaced re­
mains to be seen; howev­
er, whatever the decision, 
i t  w ill mostly be out of 
our hands.”

Walsh said once the 
contract is approved, it 
w ill take six months fo r 
the new service to take 
effect. The c ity  has con­
tacted a ll five  of the cur­
rent trash haulers. Their 
contracts w ill be honored 
through June 30,2016, 
and then residents w ill be 
charged fo r the new 
service on the ir summer 
and w in ter tax bills.

“ I t ’l l  be the same 
charge fo r everybody,”

Walsh said. “We don’t 
know the cost yet, be­
cause the RFP is s till 
being developed and that 
should be awarded in late 
November or Decem­
ber.”

Whichever company 
wins the bid, Walsh said a 
customer service repre­
sentative w ill be dedicat­
ed solely to Novi.
Current hauler 
displeased

A t the Aug. 24 council 
meeting, the owner of 
Duncan Disposal Sys­
tems spoke o f several 
concerns regarding the 
new ordinance. Tom Dun­
can and his two sons run 
the family-owned busi­
ness, which started 42 
years ago in Novi and 
provides service to thou­
sands in the city.

“ I ’m disappointed that 
this ordinance did not 
contain accommodations 
fo r a public hearing. This 
affects every person in 
every house in the city,” 
he said, adding that he 
was told in a meeting 
w ith  the c ity  manager 
that there would be one.

“ There is no way fo r  
you to claim  to be a busi­
ness-friendly govern­
ment when you so arb i­
tra r ily  s trip  us o f our 
r igh t to do business w ith  
our own customers,” said 
Duncan, who acknowl­
edged that one o f his 
competitors doubled in 
size, “ but to force us out 
... i t ’s outrageous.”A fte r  
he reached his three- 
minute time lim it during  
the audience comment 
portion o f the council 
meeting, his son Scott 
spoke.

“Why rush to make 
th is dramatic change 
without citizen input and 
public hearing?”  he 
asked. “Fast tracks lead 
to tra in  wrecks.”

W ith experts believ­
ing China could eclipse 
the U.S. as the world ’s 
No. 1 economy as early 
as next year, advocates 
are urging Northville  
Public Schools to add 
Mandarin to its lis t o f 
languages taught next 
year.

A t the Aug. 25 Com­
m ittee o f the Whole 
meeting, a varie ty o f 
speakers pleaded the 
case fo r adding Chinese, 
which they say is the 
most-spoken language 
on the planet, to the 
d is tr ic t’s curricu lum .

Among the present­
ers were the d irector o f 
the Confuscious In­
stitute at Wayne State 
University, a Novi-De- 
tro it Catholic Central 
High School Chinese 
teacher and a M ichigan  
State Un ivers ity jun io r  
who’s been speaking 
Chinese since the sixth  
grade.

But the most impas­
sioned plea came from  
Northv ille  resident Tom 
Watkins, fo rm e r state 
superintendent o f edu­
cation.

Watkins, now CEO o f 
the Wayne County Men­
ta l Health Authority, 
said he understands 
financial d ifficu lties  
m ight make th is a tough 
time to add such a 
course, but he believes 
i t  would be a significant 
addition.

“ I t ’s a c ritica l time to 
step up and do what’s 
r igh t by o ffe ring  Man­
darin Chinese to our 
students,”  said Watkins, 
who advises the MEDC 
on issues involv ing Chi­
na. “One-fifth o f all 
humanity speaks Chi­
nese. I ’ve spent a good

portion o f my life  bu ild ­
ing bridges w ith  the 
People’s Republic of 
China. I f  we can build  
those bridges ... i t  w ill 
a ffect a ll humanity.”

As the d is tr ic t pon­
ders possible changes to 
its 2016-17 curricu lum , 
Board o f Education 
Trustee Roland Hwang 
and others are encour­
aging adm inistration to 
add Mandarin to its lis t 
of languages offered  
(French, Spanish and 
German), e ither as a 
replacement or an addi­
tion.

Among the propo­
nents at the meeting 
was Nina Fang, who’s 
been teaching Mandarin  
at Novi-Detro it Catholic 
Central fo r four years. 
She said she was the 
f ir s t teacher at CC and 
taught one class; four 
years later, she said, the 
school o ffe rs Chinese 
1-4.

Fang read a le tte r 
composed by one of her 
students that offered  
several reasons school 
d istric ts should o ffe r  
Chinese: 1) I t ’s hot and 
popular. 2) Globaliza­
tion. “ China’s economy 
is grow ing and China 
has many economic 
partners.”  3) Learning it  
offers students educa­
tional and professional 
opportunities. Compa­
nies like  to h ire people 
who are b i lingual, Fang 
pointed out, and w ith  
Chinese being spoken in  
so many countries, Man­

darin is a logical educa­
tional alternative.

“ The Chinese lan­
guage is a worthy option 
fo r education,”  Fang 
said. “ There is no real 
downside.”

Julian Sanders, a 2013 
graduate o f Troy Athens 
H igh School who has 
been studying Chinese 
since the sixth grade, 
recalled meeting a Chi­
nese neighbor not long 
a fte r he began learning  
the language and being 
able to have a pleasant, 
i f  rudimentary, con­
versation in the gentle­
man’s native language.

Sanders, now a jun io r  
studying business at 
MSU, also recalled mov­
ing into his room at the 
un ivers ity ’s interna­
tional dorm and find ing  
his roommate to be Chi­
nese. Mandarin, Sanders 
pointed out, is spoken in  
the dorm nearly as 
much as English.

“Chinese is the most 
commonly spoken lan­
guage on the p lane t... it  
has been a large part of 
who I  am today,”  said 
Sanders, a member of 
the 2013 Chinese Quiz 
Bowl championship 
team. “You can connect 
w ith  people. Whether i t ’s 
w ith  someone in your 
own neighborhood or 
someone 6,000 miles 
away, you can connect.”

Watkins, who made 
his f irs t tr ip  to China in 
1989, said he tried  to 
convince the board a 
few years ago to add

Chinese. According to 
Watkins, China has the 
second-largest economy 
in the world and he said 
experts expect i t  to 
surpass the U.S. next 
year.

“ Chinese is the most- 
spoken language on the 
planet and one-third of 
students entering MSU  
as freshmen are Chi­
nese,” Watkins said. “ I t ’s 
rea lly an investment. I 
know i t ’s a d iff ic u lt one 
in these tough times ... 
but i t  w ill make a d iffe r­
ence in our children ’s 
lives.”

Board Vice President 
Scott Craig, who is re­
signing e ffective the 
end of the month, ex­
pressed support fo r the 
idea.

“ I ’m convinced this is 
a language we should be 
offe ring ,”  Craig said. 
“We need to have our 
kids prepared to engage 
w ith  our Chinese 
counterparts.”

Board President )yn- 
dy Jankowski agre< 1 in  
theory, but pointed ut 
there’s a long way 1 :- 
tween agreeing w it the 
idea and making i t  ap- 
pen. Course commi 
ments have to be cc isid- 
ered and, o f course 
there w ill be budge 
questions.

“ I  don’t th ink yoi re 
going to fin d  anyon 
who disagrees w ith  
that,” Jankowski to! 
Craig. “ But there ’s ; 
sign ificant amount i f 
work to be done i f  v :’re 
going to add this to ext 
year’s curricu lum .”

The board is expi hi­
ed to take up the qu s- 
tion again la ter this 
year, a fte r school st rts.

v id  B a r r  -  d ied  A u g . 28 
a fte r a b r ie f illn e ss .

T h e  75-year-o ld  a rtis t 
liv e d  in  N o v i fo r  the p ast 
34 y e a rs. H is  Sonata, a 
16-foot scu lp tu re  he c re ­
ated in  1999, is  lo cate d  at 
F u e rst P a rk  on the south­
east co rn e r o f T a ft and 10 
M ile  ro ad s.

“ I t ’s a w o n d e rfu l fe e l­
in g  fo r m e and I ’m  o ve r­
jo ye d  to do it ,” B a r r  sa id  
in  2010 w hen he loaned it 
to the c ity . “ I ’d lik e  to do 
m ore and le a ve  som e 
id e n tity  h e re .”

H e  c e rta in ly  d id  that, 
not o n ly  h ere  in  N o v i, but 
a ll o ve r the w o rld .

N ovi Detroit Catholic Central’s Plan A  
was to run the football Frid ay night right 
at state power Muskegon.

But when that wouldn’t w ork in the 
first half, the Sham rocks had no choice 
but to go with Plan B during the second 
half as CC  offensive coordinator M i­
chael Mach decided to put the ball in the 
hands of a sophomore, who had never 
started a varsity  game.

Theo Day then had a big day, complet­
ing 7-of-13 passes for 118 yards and two 
touchdowns to lead a second-half come­
back as the host Sham rocks earned a

hard-fought 15-12 season-opening win 
over the B ig  Reds.

M uskegon, which upended CC  21-14 in 
last year’s season opener, m issed on a 
gam e-tying 24-yard field-goal attempt as 
time expired after drivin g the ball 52 
yards in tense final 2:11.

Day, who was just 2-of-6 for 21 yards 
in the opening half, settled down, throw­
ing 28-yard strike to A lex Bock on 
fourth-and-10 with 8:27 left in the third 
quarter to cut the deficit to 12-7.

And then on a pivotal third-and-10 on 
the first p lay of the fin a l quarter, he 
scram bled toward the sidelines, averted 
going out-of-bounds and hit M ichael 
Edw ards for another 10-yard T D  pass to

put C C  ahead for keeps, 13-12.
“Actually, I  thought there was a guy 

in front of our tight end and I thought I 
was going to throw an interception, but 
it got right over him, so that’s good,”
D ay said.

The Sham rocks then decided to try 
for two and go up by a field  goal and Day 
delivered again, this tim e connecting 
with Bock just over the goal line.

“I  think we were going for it a ll the 
way,” D ay said of the two-pointer. “It ’s a 
play we’ve been w orking on and it works 
a ll the time, so why not go for it?”

A fter struggling in the first half, Day

N orthville  built a 24-3 ad­
vantage through three quar­
ters Frid ay and held off a late 
White Lake Lakeland ra lly  to 
earn a 31-15 season-opening 
football trium ph.

The M ustangs won despite 
being out-gained 382-284 in 
total offense, but senior quar­
terback Ju stin  Zim bo proved 
effective, rushing for a game- 
high 134 yards on 24 carries to 
go along with 7-of-10 passing 
for 85 more yards.

“Ju stin  played w ell,” North­
v ille  coach Matt Ladach said. 
“He ran the ball real well. He 
was pretty effective throwing 
the ball, too. We didn’t throw it 
much, but he had a good 
game.”

N orthville  jum ped out to a 
10-0 first quarter lead on a 
27-yard fie ld  goal by Jake 
Moody followed by Ja ck  
Barnes’ 45-yard interception 
return for a TD .

Lakeland’s C lay P u rvis 
countered in the second quar­
ter w ith a 25-yard fie ld  goal, 
but N orthville  went into half- 
time with a 17-3 lead thanks to 
Zim bo’s 10-yard scoring run.

Zim bo’s 5-yard T D  run 
capped a 10-play, 77-yard scor­
ing drive and Moody’s third 
straight extra point made it 
24-3 in the third quarter.

With 31 seconds left in the 
third quarter, Lakeland’s Ja ­
son Wooster scored on a 3- 
yard T D  run as the Eagles 
drove the ball 73 yards in 11

Brighton’s defense 
pitched a shutout Aug. 27 en 
route to a season-opening 
17-0 football v icto ry over 
Novi.

The host Bulldogs lim ited 
N ovi to 96 yards total of­
fense, putting the clam ps on 
standout running back 
Em anuel Jackson, a senior 
who has committed to West­
ern M ichigan U niversity.

Jackson rushed for only 
30 yards on seven carries, 
also catching s ix  passes for 
41 yards.

Brighton allowed N ovi 
only 21 net yards in the 
second half.

“We fe ll behind and 
couldn’t complete a pass,” 
N ovi coach Je ff  Burnside 
said. “I  don’t care how good 
a p layer you are, if  you have 
no blocking, you’re not go­
ing to get a lot of great 
p lays.”

A fter a scoreless opening 
quarter, Brighton got on the 
board with 3:04 left in the 
first half on Matt Busch- 
man’s 7-yard touchdown 
pass to Grant Dunatchik. 
M icah C h a rlick ’s extra point 
to make it 7-0.

With 5:40 left in the third 
quarter, Joe C liffo rd  scored 
on a 3-yard T D  run and 
C h arlick added the point- 
after to make it 14-0. C lif­
ford was the game’s top 
rusher with 153 yards on 23 
carries.

C harlick, who had 44- 
yard field  goal blocked in 
the second quarter, capped 
the scoring with a 37-yard 
field  goal w ith only 44 sec­
onds rem aining in the third 
quarter.

Dunatchik was 13-of-21 
passing for 186 yards and 
one interception (by Johnny 
D avis), while N ovi junior 
A lec B ageris completed 
10-of-22 passes for 76 yards.

B ageris was sacked four 
tim es, twice by Porter 
Groce and once each by 
Aedan Eisenhart and E r ic  
Conquest. Ja ck  A igner led 
the Bulldogs with s ix  solo 
tackles and one assist.

“We just had a few break­
downs in the O-line a little  
b it,” Burnside said. “And 
usually, it was just one per­
son. It  was just one person 
that ju st kind of went hay­
w ire. We had some break­
downs there and it’s stu ff 
that we just got to get 
fixed.”

Spencer V ankirk paced 
N ovi’s defense with seven 
solo tackles and two assists. 
Brent George (five  solo) and 
N ick Sabo (four solo) each 
contributed nine tackles. 
Anthony D ’Annibale had six  
solo tackles.

Van K ir k  also forced a 
fum ble that was recovered 
by Sabo.

“The kids played well; 
they played hard defensive­
ly,” Burnside said. “There 
are things there we got to 
get fixed  there, too. What I  
like  about is that they 
fought, they got to the ball. 
They played w ell together. 
We got to do a better job of 
w inning first down and do a

It ’s only appropriate that 
N orthville  is nicknam ed the 
M ustangs, especially when it 
comes the g irls  cross country 
team.

Third  place a year ago and 
M H SA A  D ivision  1 state cham ­
pions in 2013, coach N ancy 
Sm ith has another stable of 
talented runners for the 2015 
season.

The M ustangs ran their first 
unofficial meet of the year 
Frid ay in the End of the Sum­
m er C lassic hosted by the Ann 
A rbor Running Co. at Hudson 
M ills M etropark.

Although no team scores 
were tabulated, N orthville  was 
the top perform er in the 14- 
school field , p lacing four run­
ners in  the top 10 and five  in 
the top 15.

Senior captain Lexa Barrott, 
who finished 15th last season in 
the D ivision  1 state finals with 
five-kilom eter time of 18:18.1, 
led N orthville ’s End of Sum ­
m er contingent with third- 
place clocking of 18:29.

Others top perform ers for 
the M ustangs included junior 
Cayla Eckenroth, fifth  (19:07); 
senior Em m a Herrm ann, ninth 
(19:28); jun ior Em ma Sm ith, 
10th (19:51); freshm an O livia  
H arp, 13th (19:52); sophomore 
Ana Barrott, 20th (20:37); and 
senior H ailey H a rris, 21st 
(20:38).

Last season, Eckenroth was 
the K L A A  champion and D iv i­
sion 1 regional runner-up. She 
also earned A ll-A rea Runner of 
the Year honors after fin ish ing 
11th in the state meet with a 
career-best 18:08.7. H a rris also 
made all-state after w inding up 
27th in last year’s fina ls with a 
clocking of 18:32.2.

N orthville  is the D ivision  1 
favorite this fa ll based on its 
enormous depth, which also 
includes Herrm ann (33rd, 
18:46), along with second team 
A ll-A rea selections Em m a 
Sm ith (106th, 19:45.4) and soph­
omore Rachel Zim m er (19:37).

Add to the m ix the prom is­
ing freshm an H arp and Ana 
Barrott, who m igrated from  
the g irls  swim  team, and you 
have a team that w ill be tough 
to beat.

“I  was really  happy with 
what I  saw today and that the 
summer conditioning helped 
us prepare for the season,” 
Sm ith said. “It  was a good start 
for them as they continue to 
w ork to im prove each meet. 
Newcomers Ana Barrott and 
O livia  H arp ran their first 5K  
cross country race of their 
careers and showed they have 
what it takes to become great 
cross country runners.”

With N orthville  being so

dominant in the K L A A ’s Cen­
tra l D ivision , the figh t w ill be 
for second place.

The area’s next best team, 
M ilford, is no slouch either.

The M avericks finished 
fourth a year ago in D ivision  1 
and 20th-year coach Brian 
Salyers has a team to be reck­
oned with thanks to the return 
of first team A ll-A rea selec­
tions M allory Barrett, a junior, 
and N icole G rindling, a sopho­
more.

Barrett finished 17th overall 
in D ivisio n  1 (18:21.8) and was 
the K L A A  Lakes Conference 
champion, while G rindling also 
made all-state after placing 
26th in the fina ls (18:31), along 
with a third-place fin ish  at the 
regional.

A lso returning for the M av­
ericks are second team A ll- 
Area p icks G abrielle Byndas, a 
senior; Em ilie  Kennedy, a 
sophomore; Rebecca Bradsher, 
a sophomore; and Sarah Au- 
sum, a senior.

“We have the largest in­
com ing freshm an class in my 
tenure,” said Salyers, who 
guided M ilford to K L A A  West, 
Lakes Conference and regional 
titles in 2014. “We do not yet 
know which ones w ill have the 
opportunity to make an im pact,

but we did take four of them to 
our varsity  cam p.”

Another team to watch is 
N ovi, which lost all-state run­
ner Hannah Lonergan (North­
ern M ichigan), but returns a 
slew of juniors led by Jacalyn  
Schubring and Jessica  Lypka.

“We were only five  points 
from  third place in our region­
al, so a lot of those g irls  who 
were jun iors have a taste in 
their mouths and have been 
hungry and they’ve been w ork­
ing hard a ll summer,” N ovi 
coach M arsha Reid said.

A lso figh tin g to move up the 
ranks in the K L A A ’s Central 
D ivisio n  w ill be South Lyon, 
led by senior captain M acken­
zie Flannery, and South Lyon 
East, paced by senior captain 
K ayla  Z ie lin sk i.

White Lake Lakeland, a 
member of the K L A A ’s North 
D ivision , w ill be led by sopho­
more O liva Clym er, an ind ivid­
ual state q ualifier who placed 
85th last year in 19:24.

In  D iv isio n  4, N ovi Franklin  
Road Christian  took fifth  in  the 
regional and hopes to move up 
in the M ichigan Independent 
Athletic Conference paced by 
sophomore Audrey Govan.

Women — and men — 
who’ve been out of the 
paid w orkforce tending 
to fam ily responsibilities 
often need to return to 
paid work.

I f  you’re in this situa­
tion, you’re not alone. 
Southfield-based JV S  has 
for a number of years 
offered free of charge 
the Women to Work pro­
gram  to help such people. 
D isplaced homemakers 
or those who’ve been 
caring for elderly loved 
ones often need to enter 
or re-enter the paid

workforce.
“It ’s been w ell over 20 

years,” Women to Work 
coordinator Ju d y R ich ­
mond said of the pro­
gram , which she’s adm in­
istered about seven 
years. “It ’s to provide job 
search assistance to 
women who find they 
need to return to the 
w orkforce or sometimes 
enter the w orkforce.”

The program  is in ­
tended for women who 
have not worked recent­
ly, or only sporadically, 
and are h ighly motivated 
to return to the w ork­
force as soon as possible.

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Study: Millennials like walkable living spaces

M illennials prefer w alking 
over drivin g by a substantially 
w ider m argin than any other 
generation, according to a 
recent poll conducted by the 
National Association of Real­
tors and the Transportation 
Research and Education Cen­
ter at Portland State U niver­
sity.

“I  think that’s what we’re 
find ing,” agreed Tony Brusca- 
to, director of the Plym outh 
Downtown Development Au­
thority. “Nowadays, people 
want to be able to w alk to 
where they live  and work. I  
think that’s why Plym outh has 
become a popular place.”

Bruscato said younger 
people often like  to consider 
liva b ility  and w alkability first. 
“They live  in places and then 
find a job, that’s what the 
studies have shown,” the Can­
ton resident said.

M any don’t want to own a 
car, Bruscato noted, and often 
delay home ownership as well, 
not having to mow the lawn or 
tend to other duties.

“I  think we’re finding many 
young people aren’t necessar­
ily  looking to get into home 
ownership. That doesn’t mean 
they never want to do that,” he 
added.

Agreeing on m illennials’ 
preferences is Annette 
Know les, executive director 
of the Farm ington Downtown 
Development Authority and a 
Farm ington resident.

“The survey says that m il­
lennials seek out walkable 
areas that contribute to a 
higher quality of life . They 
don’t want to commute long 
hours. Traditional downtowns 
offer a better pedestrian 
atmosphere and independent 

business c li­
mate that ranks 
high with that 
generation. I 
think that m il­
lennials 
watched their 
parents work 

Knowles long hours and 
travel far to 
w ork each day 

and that lifestyle  does not 
appeal to them,” Know les, 
mom to a m illennial son, wrote 
in an email.

She is also assistant to Fa r­
m ington’s city  manager.

The 2015 National Commu­
nity and Transportation Pref­
erence Survey found that m il­
lennials, those ages 18-34, 
prefer w alking as a mode of 
transportation by 12 percent­
age points over driving. M il­
lennials are also shown to 
prefer liv in g  in attached hous­
ing, liv in g  within w alking 
distance of shops and restau­

rants, and having a short com­
mute, and they are the most 
lik e ly  age group to make use 
of public transportation.

The poll also found that 
m illennials show a stronger 
preference than other genera­
tions for expanding public 
transportation and providing 
transportation alternatives to 
driving, such as b iking and 
w alking, w hile also increasing 
the availab ility of trains and 
buses. M illennials likew ise 
favor developing comm unities 
where people do not need to 
drive long distances to work 
or shop.

Bruscato said many people 
like  Plym outh’s walkable 
downtown. “A  lot of those 
fo lks want to live  in or near 
the downtown (Plym outh) 
area,” he said. A  new housing 
development on Plym outh 
Road across from  the Court­
house G rille  restaurant w ill be 
a b ig draw, he said.

In  downtown Plym outh, 
some sm aller and older homes 
are being purchased and re­
placed with larger ones, which 
has raised some concerns in 
the community. Bruscato 
noted Plym outh’s strong m ix 
of housing options.

“We’ve kind of got the best 
of both w orlds,” he said. 
“Downtowns are becom ing 
very popular. There’s certain­
ly  enough to spread around 
where everyone can be suc­
cessfu l,” Bruscato added, 
when asked about competition 
from  such downtowns as 
N orthville  and Farm ington.

Know les agreed of her

community, “Farm ington 
offers the best of both worlds; 
it has a charm ing, thriving 
downtown surrounded by 
neighborhoods with a variety 
of housing to fit any budget 
and it is  w ithin a short dis­
tance to a ll the action -  De­
troit, Ann A rbor and the a ir­
port, for exam ple. You can 
make connections locally and 
expand your horizons w ithin a 
mere 20-minute drive.”

She added, “Events do add 
appeal to the community.
They bring a level of excite­
ment and energy; something 
to see and do locally. You can 
be a tourist in your town!”

Bruscato noted, “There are 
a lot of great downtowns.
They tend to be older and 
more unique.” Events in 
downtowns draw in many at 
a ll tim es of the day and week, 
Bruscato added.

“O f course, you can do your 
shopping and have fun at 
night,” he said.

A s a whole, the survey 
found that Am ericans prefer 
w alkable com m unities more 
so than they have in the past. 
Forty-eight percent of respon­
dents reported that they 
would prefer to live  in com­
m unities containing houses 
with sm all yards but within 
easy w alking distance of the 
com m unity’s am enities, as 
opposed to liv in g  in communi­
ties w ith houses that have 
large yards, but they have to 
drive to a ll am enities. And 
while 60 percent of adults 
surveyed live  in detached, 
single-fam ily homes, 25 per­

cent of those respondents said 
they would rather live  in an 
attached home and have 
greater w alkability.

When choosing a new 
home, respondents indicated 
that they would like  choices 
when it comes to their com­
m unity’s transportation op­
tions. E igh ty-five  percent of 
survey participants said that 
sidew alks are a positive factor 
when purchasing a home, and 
79 percent place importance 
on being w ithin easy w alking 
distance of places.-Women in 
particu lar value w alkability in 
their comm unities, with 61 
percent indicating that having 
sidew alks with stores and 
restaurants to w alk to is  very 
important.

When it comes to respon­
dents’ thoughts on transporta­
tion priorities for the govern­
ment, 83 percent indicated 
that m aintaining and repair­
ing roads and bridges should 
be a high priority, with ex­
panding roads to help alleviate 
or reduce congestion as the 
next highest priority, at 60 
percent. W hile consum ers’ top 
two concerns are related to 
d riving, over half of survey 
participants stated that ex­
panding public transit and 
providing convenient alterna­
tives to d rivin g should also be 
high priorities.

T R E C ’s research on active 
transportation and urban 
housing choices provided a 
foundation to build upon in 
w orking with N A R  for this 
poll. “It ’s great to work with 
an organization that reaches 
so many professionals and has 
such an effect on people as 
they decide where to liv e ,” 
said Jen n ifer D ill, director of 
T R E C . “T h is poll shows again 
how strong a role transporta­
tion p lays in  housing deci­
sions.”

The survey of 3,000 adult 
Am ericans liv in g  in the 50 
largest m etropolitan areas 
was conducted by Am erican 
Strategies and M eyers Re­
search in  M ay 2015 and ana­
lyzed by researchers at Port­
land State U niversity.

T R E C , the Transportation 
Research and Education Cen­
ter at Portland State U niver­
sity, produces tim ely, practi­
cal research useful to trans­
portation decision m akers and 
supports the education of 
future transportation profes­
sionals. T R E C  houses the 
National Institute for Trans­
portation and Com m unities, 
the In itiative  for B icyc le  and 
Pedestrian Innovation and the 
Portal transportation data 
archive.

Heed
insurance pro’s 

advice on 
liability issue
Q: I am a board member in 

our condominium  associa­
tion and currently there is a 
question before the board 
regarding an insurance issue. 
Specifically, our complex 
includes both attached and 
detached units. Do all of the 
units need to be covered by 
the association's Master In­
surance Plan Policy for liabil­
ity purposes?

A: In  most instances, if  the 
project is 
com pletely 
residential, a ll 
of the units 
w ill need to be 
covered re­
garding the 
common ele­
ment areas 
and for struc­
tural replace­
ment by the 
M aster Plan Insuring Agree­
ment, irrespective of whether 
the units are designated as 
“attached” or “detached.” The 
association’s bylaw s w ill typi­
ca lly  address whether unit 
co-owners are responsible for 
insuring the rem aining items 
in the interior of the unit and 
w ill set specific param eters 
for coverage purposes. Some 
com m unity association in­
surers also offer to associa­
tions so-called “a ll-in ” insuring 
agreem ents as a policy option. 
These policies may provide 
coverage for property items 
that are typ ica lly  over and 
above what is listed in the 
association’s governing docu­
ments. You are best advised to 
consult a knowledgeable insur­
ance adviser.

Q: Our homeowner associ­
ation recognizes that there is 
a new Nonprofit Corporation 
Act Amendment that may 
adversely affect us, but the 
board wants to go to the 
homeowners to decide 
whether we need to get our 
association documents 
changed. What is your feel­
ing on that? I don't think it is 
a good idea.

A: You are very correct. It  is 
not the decision of the home- 
owners in itia lly  to take the 
necessary steps to upgrade 
your comm unity association 
documents as that is a board 
function. M y experience is that 
the homeowners since they are 
not fiduciaries to the associa­
tion w ill, no doubt, resist the 
expenditure of funds, partic­
u larly, since they can operate 
in their own best interests, 
whatever those may be. To the 
contrary, the board has a fidu­
ciary  duty to do the right thing 
and it is the board that should 
make that decision in term s of 
retaining experienced and 
competent counsel to draft 
what is essentially the consti­
tution of the comm unity devel­
opment.

As Summer Ends, Each Of The Detroit 3 
Gets Down To Business In Different Ways

Each of the 
Detroit Three 
is stepping up 
as the summer 
ends, in
different ways.

Ford looks 
to be bringing 
back its Ranger 
small pickup. 
Fiat Chrysler 
CEO  Sergio 

Marchionne is 
reassuring dealers that the company will 
be around for the long haul. And Buick is 
using the normally fallow end-of-summer 
car-marketing season to dimensionalize 
its brand with a campaign that positions 
GM’s near-luxury brand as a sort of 
Aquarian curator.

“From the refined and sculptural 
design of our vehicles, to the environment 
of our showrooms, to our award-winning 
customer service, happiness and a sense 
of well-being are inherent in everything 
we do,” said Buick US vice president 
Duncan Aldred in the 24 Hours of 
Happiness Test Drive campaign press 
release.

In a series of online videos, podcasts, 
digital images and other touch points, 
Buick is combining its renewal of a 
one-day-long test drive with a very new 
identity as a purveyor of “happiness” and 
relaxation — and even aromatherapy.

A YouTube video series supports the 
campaign, bringing together what the 
brand called “some of America’s leading 
experts on happiness and well-being.”

It includes a video of Israeli 
supermodel and yogi Bar Refaeli 
conducting poses outside a Buick Encore

and relaxation exercises within; 
Dr. Dot, a Hollywood masseuse, 
demonstrating some self-relaxation 
techniques to help drivers battle 
stress; and advice from “happiness 
researcher” Shawn Anchor.

Additionally, Amanda Chnntal 
Bacon, wellness guru and Mi n 
Juice founder, takes a ride in a Buivk 
Enclave with jewelry designer Irene 
Neuwirth —  but only after they 
mix an original scent for Buick 
out of essential oils and designed a 
unique diffuser for it to bring some 
olfactory branding to the multi- 
sensory experience.

With the #Buick Happiness 
campaign emphasizing the zen 
of driving, Buick is making its 
boldest bid yet for a demographic 
that once was basically off-limits to 
the brand, m illennial.

Meanwhile, Marchionne
apparently told Fiat Chrysler 
dealers recently: “Never mind.” A ll 
of the Chicken Little-ism that he 
demonstrated a few weeks ago — 
controversially conducting an open 
campaign to find a merger partner 
— should be relegated to yesterday 
like the K-Car, he indicated.

The CEO  reportedly told his 
company’s 7,000 dealers at a 
meeting in Las Vegas that Fiat 
Chrysler actually could stand on 
its own just fine. He said he “isn’t 
under pressure to merge with 
another car company, and ... the 
company can finance a competent 
product portfolio on its own,” the 
Wall Street Journal reported.

Specifically, Automotive News

By Dale B u ss

reported, Marchionne insisted 
that his high-profile lobbying 
to sell a Fiat Chrysler merger to 
GM was “not a slash-and-burn 
strategy” and that any potential 
merger, anyway, “w ill not have 
an impact on dealers.”

To underscore his point about 
the viability of Fiat Chrysler, at 
the dealer meeting Marcionne 
showed off a number of 
redesigned or entirely new 
models, including three Jeeps 
and a plug-in hybrid minivan. 
He also reportedly updated 
the company’s ambitious new- 
product plan for the next few 
years.

As for Ford, the company 
appears about to deliver a 
quadruple win for the U.S. auto 
market. By bringing production 
of a new Ford Ranger small 
pickup truck back to the United 
States, the company would 
reinsert itself into a hot segment, 
give American consumers 
another choice in that category, 
please leadership of the United 
Auto Workers with whom the 
company is negotiating a new 
labor contract, and put another 
feather in the cap of domestic 
manufacturing.

A ll of those possibilities 
are comprised in reports by 
Detroit newspapers that Ford 
is considering re-entering the 
segment by committing to build 
the Ranger later this decade at 
the Michigan Assembly Plant 
near Detroit. Ford stopped

making Ranger in the U.S. in 
2011 as it doubled down on 
the importance of it full-size F 
Series line of pickups, which 
are America’s best-selling 
vehicle nameplate.

Ford executives have insisted 
that the company didn’t need to 
bring back Ranger because there 
remained limited demand in the 
segment and because its new 
F-150 — with the aluminium 
body —  would provide 
competitive fuel economy for 
truck buyers.

In the meantime, however, 
gasoline prices have swooned, 
and mid-size pickups have 
enjoyed rejuvenation in the U.S. 
market along with the robust 
automotive recovery.

But only Ford’s rivals have 
benefited. General Motors

smartly brought back its 
Chevrolet Colorado and GMC 
Canyon nameplates last year 
after a hiatus of a few years out 
of the segment and put them on 
an all-new line of small trucks.

Ford recently announced that 
it is moving production of its 
Focus and C-Max small cars 
out of the sprawling facility in 
Dearborn, likely to Mexico —  
something that hasn’t sat well 
with UAW negotiators who are 
working toward a September 14 
deadline with their counterparts 
at Ford. The company 
previously said only that it 
will build future, unidentified 
products at the plant, which 
currently employs about 4,500 
people.

T he Am erican dream is built 
upon the belief that if you work 
hard and do your job well, the 

rewards will come. Unfortunately, not 
every workplace is a perfect meri­
tocracy, and some workers may feel 
taken for granted. So if steady results 
aren’t cutting it, what can you do to 
get the attention you deserve?

Here are five tips to help you get 
noticed at work.

1. Be vocal
Sim ply put, the best thing you can 

do to get noticed is to take action. The 
company is filled with people who 
are successfully doing their jobs day 
in, day out. When you’re working on 
something that deserves attention, 
make sure your boss knows it.

“You must continue to ‘sell yourself’ 
after you are hired. Keep your boss 
informed of things you are working 
on, including projects others ask you 
(to) assist with, requests from other 
executives, etc.,” says Bonnie Scher- 
ry, director of corporate HR at G&A 
Partners, an HR and risk m anage­
ment professional employer organiza­
tion. ‘Assum e your boss doesn’t know 
what you are working on —  remem­
ber, they are busy and can’t possi­
bly keep up with every single direct

report that they have. You must make 
yourself stand out among the crowd.”

2. Balance ambition with hu­
mility

At the sam e time, make sure not to 
push it too far. Take pride in your work 
and know your value, but don’t forget 
to be a team player.

“Em ployers love ambition, but be 
sure yours doesn’t make you look 
cocky,” says Tim Elmore, president of 
Growing Leaders, a nonprofit orga­
nization focused on youth leader­
ship development. “Many call this 
balance ‘humbitious’ —  humble, yet 
ambitious. Your boss may value your 
new ideas and insight, but help the 
company with their current ideas first, 
before proposing new methods or 
ideas. Business leaders want to see a

sermon, not hear one. Let them know 
you’ve got ideas, but you’re hungry to 
help with theirs as well.”

3. Mirror the boss’ language
Properly communicating your ideas 

is essential to getting noticed by the 
boss, and the way you choose to 
phrase a thought can demonstrate 
that you’re on the sam e wavelength.

“One psychologically savvy tech­
nique to get noticed is to mirror your 
boss’ language. Sim ply notice the 
metaphors they use,” says leadership 
and career coach Shaw na Burkhart. 
“They might say things like, ‘going to 
battle,’ ‘planting our feet,’ or ‘getting 
in the boat.’These can clue you into 
how they are thinking about a situ­
ation. By using sim ilar metaphors to 
respond, they will notice you under­

stand their point of view and you can 
quickly build a better relationship.”

4. Show a consistent work 
ethic

“Demonstrate the sam e level of 
work ethic on the tasks you’re less 
than excited about as those you’re 
passionate about,” Elmore says. 
“Som etim es, your work on the project 
that isn’t glitzy says more about 
your work ethic than anything else. 
Can you show some passion for the 
sm aller, mundane task you’ll do as 
you stand on the bottom rung of the 
career ladder? If so, you’re more likely 
to move up quicker, moving on to the 
tasks you’re more passionate about.”

5. Be proactive
Odds are, you’re not just looking for 

attention —  getting noticed is really a 
m eans to an end. Be sure you know 
what your true goal is, and find a way 
to communicate that ambition to your 
boss.

“Your boss can’t keep an eye out for 
special projects and opportunities for 
you if he/she doesn’t know what you 
want,” says Elene Cafasso, founder 
and president of executive coaching 
company Enerpace, Inc. “Help your 
boss to look good and achieve her 
top goals, and your boss will be more 
likely to include and support you in 
other key initiatives. Responsibility, 
proactivity and communication lead 
to getting noticed, m anaging up and 
career success.”
