Fair skies and warm summer
days helped boost attendance
for the 2015 Fifth Third Bank
Michigan State Fair, which post-
ed significant gains, with more
than 112,000 folks enjoying the
expansion of the fairgrounds at
the Suburban Collection Show-
place in Novi.

As a result, the state fair is
returning more than $400,000 in

“We are deeply grateful for

area,” said Blair Bowman, own-
er of the Suburban Collection
Showplace and Michigan State
Fair, LLC.

The 22% overall increase in

Crawford is a first-term
state representative, after
serving her native city of Novi
for the past seven years as an
Oakland County commissioner
and Novi City Council member.

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Schoolcraft tax plan aims to combat huge money losses

Schoolcraft College,
reeling from a $29 mil-
lion revenue loss that
officials say threatens
the schools ability to
improve, has pinned its
hopes on a tax-hike pro-
posal voters will decide
in the Nov. 3 election.

The owner of a
$200,000 home would pay
$60 more a year if the
0.6-mill, 10-year tax pro-
posal wins approval from
Schoolcraft voters who
live in the Plymouth-
Canton, Livonia, North-
ville, Garden City and
Clarenceville school

districts. It would gener-
ate about $8 million a
year.

James Fausone, a
Schoolcraft trustee and
Canton resident, said the
Livonia-based college
lost $29 million over
seven years amid plung-
ing property values and a
bruising economic down-
turn that has begun to
ease, though its harmful
effects remain.

Schoolcraft officials
are hopeful voters will
support a college district
that last asked for a tax
increase 29 years ago -
and got it. They say the
new tax is crucial to stav-
ing off potential cuts to

student programs, staff-
ing levels, building re-
pairs and technology
advances.

“It’s not just about
throwing money at it,”
Fausone said. “It’s about
doing it right.”

His remarks came
during a sparsely attend-
ed public forum Tuesday
at the Canton Public
Library as officials take
the tax plan on the road.
Canton resident Antonio
Calderoni said he sup-

orts the ballot measure

» Fausone said the
tax, if approved, will be
used for purposes such
as expanding science,
technology, engineering
and math, or STEM, pro-
grams and partnerships
with universities, K-12
districts and businesses.
The college also hopes to
create a new financial aid
plan aimed at reducing
student debt.

» Officials tout
Schoolcraft as a leader in
public safety training,
including 2,200 police
academy recruits in 2015
alone, along with exten-
sive firefighter training.

» Statistics compiled
by Schoolcraft indicate
the district’ taxpayers
paid $22.1 million in 2014
- far less than Oakland,
Macomb and Washtenaw
community college dis-
tricts, though, to be fair,
Schoolcraft also has few-
er residents.

» Officials say School-
craft has a higher per-
centage of students who
graduate or transfer to
predominantly four-year

“We are better than
every other Michigan

What do you feel are
the biggest challenges
the city faces in the next
four years?

Maikham: Novi’s big-
gest challenges are asso-
ciated with its rapid
growth. Traffic conges-
tion continues to be a
problem.

benefit the greater com-
munity at large. For ex-
ample, if acompany re-
develops an empty fac-
tory or strip mall, or
cleans a contaminated
site, that might merita
tax abatement because
they not only benefit
themselves, but the com-
munity that is investing
in them. However, in
today’s tax abatement
climate, we often com-
pete with other nearby
communities at the ex-
pense of taxpayers of
Michigan and local gov-
ernments, who receive
less tax revenue because
of the abatement. One
way those companies
who receive abatements
could partner with the
community at large
would be by creating
parks, sidewalks, or oth-
er infrastructure needs
within the city. Tax abate-
ments should imply a
strong, long-term part-
nership with the City, its
residents and our other
local businesses.

Are there any ways
the city can collaborate
to enhance operations?

Markham: We should
always be looking for
ways to collaborate with
our local school districts,
and our neighboring
communities. The more
we know about their
operations, the more we
can share ideas and ser-
vices.

What three things
are you most proud of
about Novi?

Markham: 1 Novi has
some really beautiful
places, especially Walled
Lake and Lakeshore
Park. We have tried to
respect and value the
natural features of the
city as we have grown.

2. Novi’s four school
districts are all rated
very highly and draw
people to our community
from all over the world.

3. Our recent growth
has brought us a more
diverse population. Novi
has welcomed these new
families and their tradi-

tions into the fabric of
the community ina very
short time.

Please provide your
ranking of the three
most important city
services.

Markham: 1 Public
Safety - The police and
fire departments are
highly respected organi-
zations that operate well
together under the able
leadership of Chief David
Molloy.

2. Department of Pub-
lic Services - They clear
and repair the roads,
manage our water, main-
tain our parks and green
spaces, and provide
many essential services
that we mostly take for
granted.

3. Parks and Recrea-
tion - What is a city with-
out its character? The
department serves thou-
sands of residents with a
wide variety programs
and amenities that bring
us together as a commu-
nity and promote healthy
lifestyles for all ages.

What Parks & Recrea-
tion improvements/
enhancements would
you propose in the next
four years?

Markham: 1 Lake-
shore Park should have a
bigger, more permanent
facility to handle public
events, voting, and be a
city services outpost for
the residents of the City
that live north of 1-96.

2. Bike rental/sharing
should be incorporated
into the Novi Parks sys-
tem, possibly in part-
nership with centers of
commerce within the
city. Coordination with
other communities like
Northville and Farming-
ton Hills makes sense, as
we finish the ITC and
other trails to connect

regionallly.

3. I'd like to see us
explore more fully the
need for neighborhood
parks. We scored very
low in the National Citi-
zen’s survey on this topic.
People like having a pub-
lic space to gather with
family and friends. Some
neighborhoods, like Vil-
lage Oaks, have a full
park setting with perma-
nent facilities. Many
other subdivisions have
only an empty lot if they
have any park space
available at all. How can
we serve neighborhoods
better?

Why are you run-
ning?

Markham: Novi’s con-
tinued growth requires
new strategies and open-
ness to change. Recent
events have given many
residents the impression
that we don listen, that
We are not responsive to
their concerns. Residents
expect respectful and
informed debate on im-
portant issues. I’'m run-
ning for mayor because
Novi deserves a govern-
ment that is conducted
with a spirit of collabora-
tion, not conflict.

As mayor, the first
change | will make will
be to reinstate mayor’s
office hours so that any-
one who wants to talk
with their local officials
has a chance to do that. |
will reach out to busi-
nesses and civic leaders
to hear their concerns
and ideas for Novi’ fu-
ture and how best to man-
age our growth. We must
plan a more sustainable
future, in both energy
consumption and natural
resource protection. Let’s
engage with our regional
partners and work to-
gether to support our
community and our state.

Time to put an end to domestic violence, assault

It’s the kind of fact that
doesnt bring a smile to the
staff and volunteers of First
Step: Western and Downriver
Wayne County Project on Do-
mestic and Sexual Assault.

According to a study re-
leased by the Violence Policy
Center in advance of Domestic
Violence Awareness Month
this month, Michigan ranked
10th in the nation in the rate of
women murdered by men,
with a rate of 1.45per 100,000.

The study, When Men Mur-
der Women: An Analysis of
2013 Homicide Data, appliesto
2013, the most recent year for
which data is available. It cov-
ers homicides involving one
female murder victim and one
male offender, and uses data
from the Federal Bureau of In-
vestigations Supplementary
Homicide Report.

The study found that nation-
wide, 1,615 ¥ema|es were mur-
dered by males in single vic-
tim/single offender incidents
in 2013, at a rate of 1.09 per
100,000. For homicides in
which the victim to offender
relationship could be identi-
fied, 94 percent of female vic-
tims nationwide were mur-

When the rate of children
killed by guns in the United
States is 19.5 times higher than

similar high-income countries
in the world, America, we have
a problem.

It will take no less than an
intense, well-funded campaign
to get congressional votes to
help mandate a stop to the gun
madness in this country.
Thoughtful Americans must
or?anlze and advocate for a
balanced approach to gun law
in America including, at a
minimum:

» Establishment of sensible
gun controls allowing for sale
and legitimate gun ownership
for sport, self-protection or
collection purposes. Ban the
sale of assault weapons with
ammunition clips capable of
shooting dozens of high-pow-
ered bullets in seconds.

» Address the culture of
violence perpetuated by Holly-
wood, the video and entertain-
ment industries. Video games,
masquerading as “entertain-
ment,” are corrosive to young
minds and do not support a
healthy and stable society.

» Make available, and af-
fordable, quality mental health
services for people with seri-
ous mental illness. Start the
conversation about the use of
these services in our communi-
ties to help each other. Stress
efforts to end the stigma that
often prevents persons in need
from seeking treatment.

Creating sensible laws,
keeping weapons off our
streets and out of the hands of
deranged people - this is not a
violation of America’s Second
Amendment right. Sensible
gun laws do not interfere with
the rights of legitimate gun

ownership. Anything less is
inadequate.

The most recent Pew Re-
search Center survey about
gun rights and control, con-
ducted this summer pointed
out: “Almost eight in 10 people
surveyed support laws to pre-
vent people suffering from
mental illness buying fire-
arms, while 70 percent backed
the creation of a database on
gun sales and almost 60 per-
cent wanted to see assault
weapons banned.”

The children at Sandy Hook
Elementary School were just 6
or 7 years old when they, their
families, and their communi-
ty’s lives were destroyed. Our
leaders promised to act then,
and predictably, did not.

This failure continues to kill
us.

Congress, Mr. President: Do
something, do anything. But
let’s stop allowing people to die
in vain. As a nation, we are
literally killing ourselves.

At Sandy Hook, we had 20
little reasons to act. We added
nine more reasons in South
Carolina this year. Last week,
we added nine more reasons at
Umpgqua Community College.

I believe we as a nation are
capable of solving the most
intractable problems if we, the
American people, come togeth-
er and act. As a nation, those
innocents who died deserve
more than mere condolences.

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MDOT asking for
feedback in 1-275
construction plans

Commuters who
braved the 1-96 con-
struction last year could
face another construc-
tion challenge along
1-275 through Livonia
and Farmington Hills
starting this spring.

The Michigan De-
partment of Transporta-
tion announced late last
week they were seeking
feedback from motor-
ists on work scheduled
to begin in the spring on
1-275 between Five Mile
in Livonia and the 1-96/
I-696/M-5 interchange
in Farmington Hills
entering Novi. The
work, projected to cost
between $70 million and
$80 million, will involve
the removal and re-
placement of 13 miles of
concrete pavement.
Repair work also will
occur on the entrance
and exit ramps at each
“mile road’and with 16
brid?‘es along the route.

The survey, which
can be found at
https//ww. surveymon
key.com/r/2Y5MYQ7,
asks motorists to share
their opinion of the
three options for traffic
patterns during the
project. The options,
according to MDOT, are
as follows:

»0One direction of 1-275
will close completely,
have traffic detoured,
and work performed.
Once one direction is_
completed, the opposite
direction will close.
This will take one con-
struction season and
$1.04 million in traffic
control costs. .
»Northbound 1-275 will
remain open the entire
time, with traffic shift-
ed as work is per-
formed, and southbound
traffic will be detoured
during entire project.
This will take two con-
struction seasons and

$2.87 million in traffic
control costs.

»Both directions of
1-275 will share one side
of road with barrier
walls separating traffic.
This will take two con-
struction seasons and
$4.85 million in traffic
control costs.

MDOT spokeswoman
Diane Cross said the
survey will remain open
until 6 p.m. Thursday. A
website hosted on mich-
igan.gov for the project
is currently in devel-
opment for motorists to
leave feedback after the
survey closes this week,
she said.

She said via email an
option to close the en-
tire stretch of the free-
way like MDOT did
with 1-96 last year was
not a feasible option.

“This cannot have
complete closure like 96
- by the way this is not a
complete rebuild like 96
- as there are no easy
freeway detours so part
of freeway must be
open to handle traffic,”
she said.

MDOT did a similar
survey before the 1-96
reconstruction, asking
motorists if they pre-
ferred a complete or
partial shutdown. In
that case, motorists
asked the state to shut
the freeway down com-
pletely to do the rebuild.
1-96 reopened about six
months after it was shut
down last year.

A determination on
what method will be
used on 1-275 will be
made and announced at
a later date, Cross said.

“Results will be re-
viewed and analyzed
with decision made in
few weeks as to which
closure,” she said.

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Walks to end suicide
unite caring communities

Suicide is the fourth
leading cause of death in
the U.S. among adults
18-65 and the second
leading cause of death
among teens and youn
adults. There’s so muc
pain, but public aware-
ness efforts are starting
to ease that.

Out of the Darkness
Community Walks shed
light on suicide preven-
tion, and a couple of local
walks are upcoming.
There’s no charge to
walk in the events, which
are major fundraisers.

On Saturday, Oct. 10,
at Nankin Mills-Hines
Drive in Westland, regis-
tration will begin for a
Walk To Fight Suicide at
1a.m., followed by the 1
p.m. walk. The contact is

On Sunday, Oct. 11, at
Kensington Metropark,
the Metro Detroit/Oak-
land/Livingston Walk will
have registration at 11
a.m. followed by the 1
p.m. walk.

The goal
iS $150,000, Perry said.

Perry, who’s chairing
the Oct. 11 walk, lives in
Beverly Hills and lost
friend Mark Heller to
suicide in January 2007.
She’s among many volun-
teers with the American
Foundation for Suicide
Prevention (afsp.org/
walk).

“Michigan was one of
the first chapters
formed,” she said, noting
many walks are held
here. Her walk had some
200 people in 2007 and
has grown to some 1,500

All sectors impacted
In the U.S,, a person
dies by suicide every
13.3 minutes, claiming
more than 39,500 lives
each year. It estimated
that an attempt is made
every minute, with close
to one million people
attempting suicide annu-
ally. Those ages 65 and
older account for 16 per-
cent of all suicide deaths.
The public health issue
doesnt discriminate by
age, gender, ethnicity or
socioeconomic status.
Perry’s stepson, 20,
has a former girlfriend
working on the local
committee and attached
to the cause. Earlier
generations’ efforts to
ease stigma of mental
illness are starting to
work, Perry said. High
school teams are form-
ing “just because they
recognize it as a social
issue. The main idea
here is to have it be pre-

vention.”

September is Suicide
Prevention Awareness
Month. “It’s getting some
more attention, as It
should,” Perry said.
“We’re talking about

etting to the root of
that.”

She got through her
loss “by leaning on other
friends.” Participating in
AFSP walks, first as a
walker (fundraising isnt
mandatory), helped her,
too.

“l found it comforting
to be around people who
knew that kind of loss,”
she said. “It’s just a nice
way to channel that ener-
gy. | always leave the

ay looking more hope-
ful. There’s a lot of hope
there.”

Organizers of the
Kensington 5K will have
music, a raffle, speakers
and “a lot of nice things
lined up,” she said. “It%s
nice that it’s growing for
people. It’s bittersweet.”

itary veterans, and walk
organizers are working
to get resources lined up
for teenagers and the
LGBT community.

Half of all
sales in that time will go
toward the walk she’s
chairing.

The Westland walk
Oct. 10is chaired by
Riley, who lost her son,
29, to suicide in 2011.
This is the fifth annual
walk there, Riley said,
and it draws up to 400
people.

'‘Stigma's still there'

“Not at all,” Riley said
when asked about im-
provements related to
mental health issues. “I
dont feel that personally.
The stigma still there.”
She’s for advocacy, bet-
ter resources and aware-
ness of the National Sui-
cide Prevention Lifeline
at 800-273-TALK (8255).

Her son sought help in
a hospital, Riley said. She
believes the medical
community “doesnt
know how to treat people
with mental illness. Peo-
ple don't understand
mental illness.”

Riley favors teaching
all the signs of suicide
and training for health
care staffers. She agreed
walking each year helps
her and others, “to help
them know there’s re-
sources, they’re not
alone.”

Mustangs motor past
South Lyon Unified

Top sprint freestyler Bischoff out with injury; Northville rolls

Two teams that battled within a half-
point of each other for the KLAA Ken-
sington Conference girls swim crown a
year ago held a 2015 sneak preview on
Thursday night.

And it was defending champion
Northville that served notice it’s still the
team to beat after posting a 114-72 Cen-
tral Division dual meet victory over
South Lyon Unified.

But there was one caveat to the host
Mustangs’ victory as South Lyon Unified
junior sprint freestyler Carolyn Bis-
choff, who was an all-stater last year in
two individual and two relay events, sat
out the meet with an injury.

“She definitely makes their team a lot
better and she probably would have won
a couple of events, and it would have
made the relays a lot closer,” Northville
coach Brian McNeff said of Bischoff.

“We still probably would have won even
with her, but her missing out is a huge
blow for them. But we still swam really
well. 1 was happy with the swims.”

The Mustangs captured 11 of 12
events, including all three relay races
led by the 200-yard freestyle quartet of
Nicki Pumper, Kelsey Macaddino, Gil-
lian Zayan and Laura Westphal, who
teamed up to break a 13-year-old pool
record with a time of 1:41.19.

The previous mark of 1:41.94 was set
in 2002 by the foursome of Shannon
Hogan, Jenny Carr, Christina Moceri
and Liz Hrivnak.

“We've been faster than that in a
couple of other meets so | told them at
the beginning of the season that all three
of them (pool relay records) willgo
down, and we hadnt had much competi-
tion in that relay,” McNeff said. “Its a
?reat swim and that’ a really good re-
ay. If we keep them together for the
state meet there really going to do some-

thing there.”

Northville’s junior all-stater Laura
Westphal captured both the 200 individ-
ual medley (2:11.24) and 500 freestyle
(5:09.41). Westphal is the defending
MHSAA Division 1champ in the 500
freestyle and also took third a year ago
in the 2001M.

Other individual double winners for
the Mustangs included Kelsey Macaddi-
no in the 200 freestyle (2:02.77) and 100
butterfly (58.6), as well as Nicki Pumﬁer
in the 50 freestyle (25.97) and 100 back-
stroke (1:02.09).

Other Northville firsts came from
Gillian Zayan in the 100 freestyle (56.62)
and Erin Szara in the 100 breaststroke
(1:09.99).

Szara nearly earned a state cut with
her time in the breaststroke.

“She’s been dropping time every meet
and she was two-1Oths off the state cut

Moody kick-starts Northville win

Mustangs prevail in

It wasnt one play Friday
night that turned around
Northville’s football fortunes
against host Livonia Steven-
son.

Instead, it may have been
one kick that may have swayed
the outcome of the game ina
battle of unbeatens.

“One of
the kids came up to me and
said, ‘Coach, Moody is making
them from 60,” so we had the
wind at our back and it was 50
yards, so there was no decision
there.”

The kick literally kick-start-
ed the Mustangs, who went on
to score the next 21 while lock-
ing up their sixth playoff berth
in the past seven years.

“Normal conditions it’s 50
ﬁards and in, but that wind it

elped a ton,” Moody said of

his range. “Everybody was
down. It was 14-0. It looked like
they were having all the mo-
mentum for them, but then |
went out there and kicked that
50-yarder, and everybody was
excited.”

Stevenson (5-1,3-1) came out

tion. It needed work, and
Sassaman asked Griffin
to help.

Prevent home break-ins when
traveling or selling your home

There are steps you can
take to reduce the likelihood
of a home break-in while
you’re away for vacation.

“First of all, you should
contact your neighbors you
know and trust,” said Oakland
County Sheriff Michael Bou-
chard'in a county podcast on
crime prevention. A family
member or trusted neighbor
can pick up mail and newspa-
pers while you’re away, Bou-
chard said.

He noted the U.S. Postal
Service and newspaper of-
fices can also be notified to
stop delivery, although Bou-
chard prefers having a trusted
family member or neighbor
handle this job. That limits the
knowledge out there that
you’re out of town, he said.

Local police departments
and sheriff’s departments can
often check on home security
while you’re away, he said,
even checking to be sure
doors are locked. You should
always make your your doors
and windows are locked be-
fore you go away.

Bouchard also recom-
mends having a person you
know who can help if there is
a fire or break-in while you’re
away. “Make sure you have
somebody on deck for that,”
he said.

Your home alarm should be
activated, along with making
plans to plow and shovel snow,
as well as keeping up with
lawn care. A neighbor can
make sure fliers arent left on
your front porch. “It’s an obvi-
ous, tell-tale sign you are not
home,” Bouchard said.

He also recommends put-
ting lights on timers that
switch on and off at slightly
different hours, to avoid obvi-
ous patterns. Exterior lights
should be on motion detectors,
and shrubs trimmed to help
your neighbors watch out for
your home.

Bouchard also recom-
mends looking at your fuse
box before leaving, and cut-
ting power off to such things
as your clothes dryer and
stove. “Sometimes people
forget and leave this on or that
on,” he said, noting fire safety
will take a boost with this
action.

Those selling homes also
need to think about safety. The
Berkley police recently re-
ported a rash of home break-

ins of homes up for sale on the
market.

Berkley police noted that
home photos had been posted
online of properties for sale;
they recommend furniture be
putin such rooms before pho-
tos are taken and posted on-
line to advertise homes for
sale.

“Unfortunately it’s one of
the dark sides of our busi-
ness,” said Realtor Tony
Schippa of Remerica United
Realty of Novi. He’s a Ply-
mouth resident and past presi-
dent of the Greater Metropol-
itan Association of Realtors.

“When it comes down to it

if thieves are %oing to break
into a house, there are a cou-
ple things they look at,” said
Schippa, in the realty business
about 15 years. He noted a lot
of builders no longer use cop-
per piping, rather choosing
something like PVC, as
thieves have targeted copper
piping.

“We tell our clients ‘Put
your valuables away™ such as
Jewelry or artwork, the Real-
tor said. He had a condo listed
with valuable artwork a poten-
tial buyer found offensive.
“That’s probably my most
valuable piece,” the condo
owner later told Schippa.

“If they’re going to break
in, they’re going to case the
neighborhood,” Schippa said.
On photos of homes being
sold, he noted, ““You never
know if somebody’s just mov-
ing in or moving out.”

“We tell people to keep the
home staged because it shows
better than an empty house,”
he added. Businesses can
stage properties well.

“1’m seeing some amazing
work done just with your own
ho_LésehoId items,” Schippa
said.

‘Trusted’
In ads
may raise
concerns

Q: lam perplexed by Real-
tors and lawyers that ad-
vertise that they "trusted.”
Aren't they supposed to be?

A: Both real estate profes-
sionals and lawyers are obligat-
ed under their rules of ethics
and licenses to hold a higher
standard of responsibility be-
cause of their fiduciary rela-
tionship with their clients.
Those who need to advertise
that they are
“trusted” may
well be send-
ing up ared
flag for you to
be concerned
about. Youare
very accurate
inyour assess-
meént that if
you are a
trustworthy
person, you don't have to ad-
vertise it and you may be just
the opposite.

Q: We own a home and
share a gravel road adjacent
to our property with our
neighbor for use as a drive-
way for accessto our house.
The road is primarily on the
property of our neighbor's
land. Recently, a dispute
arose and we claimed a pre-
scriptive easement to usethe
road. Our neighbors have
objected, now claiming that
our use isadverse to them. Is
it likely that we will win ifwe
file a lawsuit in court to con-
tinue to use the driveway?

A First, it is important to
note that a prescriptive ease-
ment is earned by regular use;
it is not something that is pur-
chased, negotiated or granted.
It is simply a right to use prop-
erty and, as a result, the user
does not gain title to the land
similar to adverse possession.
With this in mind, the challenge
is for gou to show that there is
neighborly “acquiescence”and
that you have used it as a road-
way regularly with their
knowledge.

In a similar case, the Wash-
ington State Supreme Court
found that there is a presump-
tion of permissive use which
applies when there is a reason-
able inference of sufferance
between neighbors. The pre-
sumption must be overcome by
evidence that proves all of the
elements of a prescriptive
easement. Two key factors in
this analysis are whether both
parties frequent the road for
their own utilization without
incident, and whether your use
interferes with your neighbor’s
purposes. If you can prove
those elements, then you have
a better chance at prevailing in
this situation. You are best
advised to seek legal advice.

While the latest plug-in
hybrid power train in the new
Chevy Volt is brand new.

hen entering the workforce

for the first time, workers

often dream of finally hav-
ing their own, hard-earned money to
spend on whatever they'd like. Yet the
reality for many workers is that most
— if not all — of their salary ends up
going straight to financial obligations,
and they still may not be able to cover
every expense.

According to a recent CareerBuilder
survey, 19 percent of workers at all
salary levels were unable to make
ends meet during the past year. Sixty-
five percent of all workers said they're
in debt, and 18 percent have reduced
their 401 k contributions and/or per-
sonal savings in the past year.

If you're in a situation where you're
struggling to meet your financial
responsibilities or are always living
paycheck to paycheck, here are some
strategies for stretching your dollar
further.

1. Budget monthly, not
annually.

One mistake that’s often made when
trying to manage finances is thinking
that setting a yearly budget is enough.
Charlie Bolognino, founder of Side-
by-Side Financial Planning, says that

to truly understand where your money
is going, you need to budget monthly,
since every month is different. “Sure,
some expenses remain the same —
for example, rent or mortgage — but
many others are variable, and they
reflect important stuff in your life (visi-
tors in town, birthday gifts, holidays,
date nights).”

2. Make budgeting easy.

The idea of budgeting may seem
daunting, but you don’t have to be a
mathematician to keep your finances
organized. The key is to use tools that
make planning easier, not harder.

As Bolognino points out, if you make
tracking your budget too much work,
you won't do it. ‘Automate, automate,
automate as much as you can. Lever-
age online tools such as your bank
website or Mint.com to help make
tracking easier,” he says.

3. Cut unnecessary expenses.
The thought of parting with Netflix or
making your coffee instead of buying it
might seem unbearable, but eliminat-
ing extra expenses is the easiest way
to get back on track financially. “Cable,
activities, eating out, shopping, etc.,
can all be eliminated short-term,”says
Kelsa Dickey, a financial counselor
and owner of Fiscal Fitness in Tempe,
Ariz. “Remind yourself that cuts you

make to your lifestyle aren’t forever
...You can always add it back in later
when things settle down or you get
yourself ahead financially.”

4. Find creative ways to save.

If you can’t stand to part with some
of the nonessential activities you've
grown accustomed to, cut back
instead, suggests David Bakke, a
finance expert at Money Crashers,

a website that offers guidance on
making financially sound decisions.
“You might be able to save by drop-
ping down a channel package on your
cable or satellite TV plan, or you could
investigate your smartphone data plan
to see if you're paying for more than
you need.”

There are ways to cut corners when
it comes to indispensable items, too.
“Use coupons to save on grocer-
ies, and there are a variety of ways
to make your home more energy-
efficient, reducing those costs as well.
There are even ways to save on your
water bill,” Bakke says.

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5. Set savings goals.

According to the CareerBuilder
survey, 28 percent of workers say
they dont set aside any savings each
month. It may seem as if it's nearly
impossible to save money when you're
barely scraping by, but the key is to
start small.

“Do have a goal to put a small por-
tion of each paycheck into a savings
account to start working your way out
of the paycheck-to-paycheck cycle,”
says Sam Farrington, a financial plan-
ner with Sound Mind Financial Plan-
ning in Omaha, Neb. “You can start
small, but make sure you start. Even
if it's just $20 the first month, have
a goal to bump it up to $40 the next
month by cutting small pieces out of
your expenses."
