Incumbents cruise to easy victory 
in Novi mayor, city council races

With the results of Tuesday’s 
city election, it appears busi­
ness as usual.

Bob Gatt cruised to another 
term as the city’s mayor, while 
incumbents Laura Casey, David 
Staudt and Wayne Wrobel were 
overwhelmingly re-elected to 
their council seats. Voters also 
picked Brian Burke to fill the 
remainder of the partial council 
term.

All results are unofficial 
until certified by the county.

And in the unofficial results, 
the winners fared well through­
out the community. Gatt earned 
the most votes in each of the 
city’s 21 precincts. The same 
trend was seen for the council 
seats. The race for the partial 
term was much closer com­
pared to those seeking full 
terms. Burke won all but one 
precinct — the 20th — but the 
numbers were closer.

Gatt pulled away with 66 
percent, or 3,917 votes. He was 
challenged by current council- 
woman Gwen Markham with 31 
percent (1,861) of the vote. Chal­
lenger Jason Dorsch tallied 3

percent, or 170 votes.
For the four-year terms on 

city council, Casey led the way 
with 33 percent of the vote, or 
4,637 votes. Wrobel placed sec­
ond (4,148 votes) and Staudt a 
close third (4,091 votes), each 
with about 29 percent of the 
votes. Challenger Talat Patel

was a distant fourth (1,304 
votes) with 9 percent of the 
vote.

In the partial term, Burke 
picked up 59 percent, or 3,285 
votes, to Andrew Sarpolis’ 41 
percent (2,236 votes).

Redford Observer Report­
er Beth Jachman was 
going about life Sunday

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Street project poised to boost Grand River corridor

While acknowledging 
concerns about the poten­
tial for the city to be lia­
ble for a $1.5 million 
street project, Novi city 
council members ap­
proved a special assess­
ment district that seems 
likelier to enhance muni­
cipal budgets.

“The public benefit is 
getting buildings that 
have taxable value,” May­
or Pro Tern David Staudt 
said in support of a road­
way and utility improve­
ments associated with the 
Crosswords Commons 
Park project. “That’s a 
risk I’m willing to take,”

After a lengthy dis­
cussion of the likely bene­
fits, city council voted 6-1 
during its Oct. 26 meeting 
to approve a request 
from West Park Inves­
tors, LLC, for a special 
assessment district

agreement. The antici­
pated $1,585,508 con­
struction project will add 
an access road to parcels 
south of Grand River 
Avenue and west of Prov­
idence Parkway.

Assistant City Man­
ager Victor Cardenas 
said the proposal had 
first been brought to 
council in September. 
Under the agreement, the 
city would finance the 
project via a loan from 
the water and sewer 
fund, to be paid back by 
the property owner along 
with 5 percent interest 
annually over 15 years.

“In terms of risk, it’s 
mitigated by being at­
tached to retail property 
and subject to taxes,” 
Cardenas said. If, for any 
reason, the current own­
ers do not continue or 
complete the project, 
liability for the loan 
would remain in effect. 
The city could also take

ownership and sell or 
develop the property.

The roadway will 
serve two parcels totaling
31.5 acres. Gary Jonna, 
president of development 
partner Whitehall Real 
Estate Interests, said that 
less than half of the acre­
age would be developed, 
with the majority wet­
lands preserved and 
mitigated. Jonna had 
previously met with city 
planners to explore ways 
to maintain the natural 
features while also cre­
ating marketable space 
for office or commercial

development. Jonna said 
he expects the buildings 
will be in the 50,000- to 
75,000-square-foot range.

“This has been an 
eight-year endeavor,” 
Jonna said. “The bound­
aries lend themselves to a 
very particular kind of 
development. It provides 
a logical extension of St. 
John’s Health System or 
as a corporate campus.”

Councilwoman Gwen 
Markham -  who cast the 
dissenting vote -  said she 
was concerned that the 
concept was “not really 
well-defined.” Unlike

special assessments for 
subdivisions or other 
large-scale projects with 
near-final plans available 
for review, Markham said 
that should certain fac­
tors fail to materialize, 
the city might be at risk.

“It makes sense, but 
we could end up with a 
road that’s just a road,” 
Markham said. “Is there 
a broader public bene­
fit?”

Jonna noted that in 
current form the proper­
ty is difficult to market, 
yet well-positioned to 
enhance the city’s mas­
ter-plan vision for the 
Grand River corridor.

Location factored 
heavily in council sup­
port. Councilman Andrew 
Mutch said he had con­
cerns when the project 
was first presented that 
were offset by the area in 
question.

“If this were located 
elsewhere, I’d be less 
willing to consider it,” 
Mutch said. “We’re essen­
tially being asked to fi­
nance private devel­
opment that, typically, we

look for private lenders 
to finance. It’s an unusual 
request. This is a little 
riskier than what we 
would normally consid­
er.”

However, Mutch said 
— and a majority of the 
council concurred — 
there were more pros 
than cons: The devel­
opment partners have a 
credible history in the 
city and elsewhere; and 
the district represents 
added revenue, both 
short- and long-term.

“The benefit is the 
financing of it,” Finance 
Director Carl Johnson 
said. “The city actually 
makes some money by 
internally financing it.”

Staudt said that ap­
proval of this district 
request -  clearly not a 
typical project -  could 
serve as a model for the 
city’s Grand River plans 
or other investments.

“This has little risk, 
but the return is so sig­
nificant,” Staudt said. 
“This is something we 
may have to consider on a 
greater scale.”

governing peddlers, 
solicitors and distribu­
tion of handbills would 
include a prohibition 
against door-to-door sales 
at homes listed in a “do 
not knock” registry.

The restriction would 
apply to businesses that 
obtain a license to peddle 
through the city clerk’s 
office. The amendment 
does not prohibit reli­
gious, political and chari­
table groups whose 
rights to free speech are 
separate from commer­
cial activities.

Revision of the city 
charter was first consid­
ered in response to com­
plaints received by both 
the city clerk’s office and 
police department re­
garding door-to-door 
sales pitches. Nearly 100 
peddler licenses and 
non-commercial solicita­
tion permits had been 
issued by the city, more 
than 90 percent of which 
were for commercial 
sales, officials said.

Several Oakland Coun­
ty communities -  in­
cluding Royal Oak, Claw­
son and Troy -  have re­
cently introduced “do not 
knock” registries. The 
city’s Ordinance Review 
Committee had discussed

the proposed amendment 
earlier last month and 
reported that the policy 
had worked well else­
where at little or no cost 
to the municipality.

“This is a great idea 
and long overdue,” May­
or Bob Gatt told the com­
mittee, which unani­
mously recommended 
adoption.

Once approved -  a

second reading is expect­
ed Nov. 9 -  the city 
clerk’s office will provide 
solicitors with a list of 
prohibited residences. 
Residents will be invited 
to add their address to 
the list online at www.ci- 
tyofnovi.org. Residents 
will be offered a “do not 
knock” window sticker if 
they wish to display one, 
although that won’t be a 
requirement for registry 
inclusion.

Violations of the regis­
try can be reported to the 
Novi Police Department, 
as can reports of any 
unwelcome door-to-door 
sales or businesses which 
have not obtained a city 
peddler’s permit.

T he M ag- 
nuson-M oss W a rra n ty  Act, 
en fo rc e d  by  th e  F e d e ra l T rade 
C om m ission, p ro h ib its  a m an u ­
fa c tu re r  fro m  void ing  th e  veh i­
c le  w a rra n ty  b e c au se  se rv ic e  
w as done by  a non-dealer.

M ake su re  th a t the  
p e rso n  has in d eed  b een  poi­
soned. I t  m a y  b e  h a rd  to  tell. 
Som e signs include ch em ica l­
sm elling  b re a th , b u rn s  a ro u n d  
th e  m outh , d ifficu lty  b re a th ­
ing, v o m iting  o r u nusua l odors 
on th e  p e rso n . I f  p ossib le , id en ­
tify  th e  poison. Do no t m ake  a

p e rso n  th ro w  up  u n le ss  to ld  to 
do so b y  poison co n tro l o r  a 
h ea lth  c a re  p ro fessiona l. I f  th e  
p e rso n  vom its, c le a r  th e  p e r ­
son’s a irw ay. W rap  a  clo th  
a ro u n d  y o u r f in g e rs  b e fo re  
c lean ing  out th e  m ou th  and  
th ro a t.

(CC had  la s t 
re a c h e d  a  reg io n a l final in 
2013 losing  to  Salem , 2-1.)

T he la s t tim e  th e  Sham ­
ro ck s  h ad  sc o re d  m ore  th an  
one goal in  reg u la tio n  cam e 
Oct. 6 in a 2-2 tie  ag a in s t W ar­
re n  D eLaSalle. In  CC’s fo u r 
s ta te  to u rn e y  w ins, it has 
sco red  a  to ta l o f fo u r goals.

Heed law if 
deciding 

whether to 
ban drones
Q: A board member in our 

condominium association has 
been piloting his drone to 
inspect construction work 
being done by contractors to 
a common element in our 
building. This has upset the 
co-owners living in the com­
plex as they are concerned 
about the privacy issues that 
this activity raises. Can we 
demand that the association 
prohibit this 
drone activ­
ity?

A: I t ’s not 
c le a r  from  
y o u r question  
w h e th e r  the  
ind iv idual 
o p e ra tin g  th e  
d rone  is doing 
so in  h is  o ffi­
c ia l cap ac ity  
as  a  b o a rd  m em ber, u n d e r the  
b o a rd ’s au th o rity  and  approval, 
o r  fo r  h is  ow n c u rio s ity  a s  a 
hobby ist. T he F e d e ra l A viation  
A d m in istra tio n  has re c e n tly  
p ro p o sed  ru le s  re g a rd in g  sm all 
u n m an n ed  a irc ra f t  w hich, in 
add ition  to  a irc ra f t  re q u ire ­
m en ts , inc lude  op era tio n a l 
lim ita tions, c e rtif ic a tio n  and  
re la te d  resp o n sib ilitie s . FAA 
po licy  sp ec ifica lly  ex c lu d es th e  
u se  o f d ro n es fo r  b u sin ess  
p u rp o ses. I f  a  d rone  is to  be  
u sed  fo r  b u s in ess  pu rp o ses, it 
m u s t f i r s t  g e t an  exem ption  
fro m  th e  FAA.

T he b o ard  will also  n eed  to 
co n sid e r th e  fac ts  o f th is  p re ­
sen t s itu a tio n  and  d e te rm in e  
th is  ind iv id u a l’s s ta tu s  b e fo re  it 
fina lizes a  reso lu tion . H ow ever, 
it m u s t also  ev en tu a lly  e s ta b ­
lish  gu ide lines fo r  th ird -p a rty  
ind iv iduals (hobby ists) and  
p ro fe ss io n a l e n titie s  (R ealto rs  
and  in su re rs ) , if  it is going to 
a d d re ss  th is  m a tte r  in  a  th o r­
ough m anner. I f  th e  b o a rd  de­
c ides to  b an  d rones fo r  p a r tic ­
u la r  reaso n s, th ey  should  in ­
c lude  th e se  re s tr ic tio n s  in  the  
asso c ia tio n ’s by law s and/or 
ru le s  an d  regu la tions. I w ould 
re c o m m en d  th a t th e  b oard  
seek  qualified  lega l counsel 
b e fo re  it m ak es a  rec o m m e n ­
dation  to  th e  co-ow ners re g a rd ­
ing th is  topic, as it h as  such  
sw eep ing  ram ifica tio n s. An 
e r r o r  in  ju d g m e n t could  inv ite  
u n n e c e ssa ry  litiga tion  ag a in s t 
th e  associa tion .

Q: I have a condominium in 
Florida and the issue of 
drones is a growing concern 
for our community. Many 
residents have discussed the 
issue at homeowner's meet­
ings, but we are not sure 
where the law stands in this 
regard.

A: M any s ta te s  hav e  en ac ted  
s ta tu te s  to  re g u la te  u nm an n ed  
a ir c ra f t  and  F lo rida  re c e n tly  
p a sse d  a  new  law  on Ju ly  1 th a t 
a d d re sse s  th e  v a rio u s r e s t r ic ­
tions and  reg u la tio n s  p laced  
upon d rones. F lo rida  leg is la ­
to rs  rev iew ed  th e  co n ce rn s  of 
th e ir  co n stitu en ts  an d  found  
th a t p r iv a c y  issu es w ere  a t th e  
fo re fro n t o f th e ir  con cern s. As 
such , th e  “F reed o m  fro m  U n­
w an ted  S u rv e illan ce  A ct” w as 
en ac ted , w h ich  lim its  th e  u se  o f 
d ro n es by  b o th  p r iv a te  ind iv id ­
ua ls an d  g o v e rn m en t en tities .

T he new  s ta tu te  p ro v id es 
th a t law  en fo rc e m en t m ay  not 
u se  d ro n es to  g a th e r  ev idence  
fo r  p u rp o se s  of c a rry in g  out 
c rim in a l investiga tions. F u r­
th e rm o re , no p erson , s ta te  
agency, o r  p o litica l subdiv ision  
m ay  use  a  d rone  on p riv a te ly  
ow ned p ro p e r ty  w ithou t th e  
w ritte n  p e rm iss io n  of th e  ow n­
er, ten an t, occupan t, in v itee  o r 
licen see  of su ch  p ro p e r ty  
w h ere  th e re  is a reaso n ab le  
ex p ec ta tio n  of p rivacy . T h e re  
a re  excep tio n s ou tlined  in  th e  
s ta tu te . T h ese  excep tions in ­
c lude  sp ec ific  law  e n fo rcem en t 
issues, as w ell as leg itim ate  
b u sin ess  o r  g o v ern m en ta l 
con cern s, such  as  use  b y  u tility  
com pan ies to  o b se rv e  e a se ­
m en ts. T he law  p ro v id es th a t if  
a  p e rso n  h as b een  found  gu ilty  
of v io la ting  th e  s ta tu te , th a t 
ind iv idual m ay  be su b je c t to 
civ il p en a ltie s , includ ing  re im ­
b u rse m e n t o f a tto rn e y ’s fees. 
Look fo r  m o re  s ta tu to ry  and  
hom eow ner assoc ia tion  re ­
s tric tio n s  to  b e  ad o p ted  to  deal 
w ith  th e  in c re a se d  p rob lem s.

G reene C areer & Internship C enter 
at the  University of R ochester in New 
York. “Your ca ree r is about relation­
sh ips m ore than  anything else. Invest 
in them , and  your returns will be great
— new b u sin ess  ven tures, new job 
opportunities, new collaborative ideas
—  but m ost importantly, d eep  and  rich 
relationships, which will se rv e  a s  a 

g reat support network.”

G e t  y o u r  n a m e  o u t  t h e r e .
Networking isn’t the  only way to get 

exposure. S hare  your expertise  and 
highlight your skills by getting involved 
in professional speaking  opportunities 
or through se rv ices  such  a s  Help a  
R eporter Out, a  free serv ice  that con ­
n ec ts  thought leaders and  experts  of 
all kinds with reporters and  bloggers.

“In the sa m e  way that product p lace­
m ent is im portant to consum er brands, 
situating yourself w here your personal 
brand will stand  out is important,” Trea­
surer says. “Subm it p roposals to speak  
at con ferences w here your un iqueness  
will be  valued by the a ttendees. Join 
assoc ia tions w here your contributions 
would m ake a  difference. S ponsor 
charities that connect to w hat you 
value. You’re the  brand, so  p lace your­
self w here your brand will ge t noticed.”

Your personal brand is already out 
there. It’s  up to you to m ake it a  strong 
brand with a  c lear voice and  a  history 
that em ployers will trust and  se e k  out.
