Three teenagers among five 
killed in Sunday house fire

Novi Public Safety Chief Da­
vid Molloy said in 27 years he 
could “not recall anything” like 
Sunday’s fire that killed five men 
in the city.

Investigators continue their 
search for answers to what hap­
pened. Four of the five victims, 
all from Mexico, have been iden­
tified. Three were teenagers and 
four worked at Kim’s Garden 
restaurant in Novi.

Molloy said his department is 
working with the Mexican Con­
sulate in Detroit and Immigra­
tion and Customs Enforcement 
on the case. As of Ibesday morn­
ing, he said he was unaware of 
the citizenship status of the vic­

tims, adding that wasn’t his pri­
mary concern.

“We’re trying to get to the 
bottom of what took these five 
lives,” he said.

Police and fire personnel 
were alerted about 9:30 a.m. 
Sunday and arrived to find 
smoke billowing up from the 
basement of the home at 23184 
Mystic Forest Drive, near Nine 
Mile and Novi roads. Rescuers 
tried to revive two of the victims.

Sunday afternoon, the block 
of Mystic Forest Drive remained 
taped off and emergency re­
sponse vehicles were parked 
outside the home where the fire 
started.

Just across the street, neigh-

Presidential candidates have 
been sparring for months and, 
with the Michigan primary 
election only a month away, 
local clerks are preparing for a 
busy year.

The first deadline of this 
political season is fast ap­
proaching. If you currently are 
not registered to vote and wish 
to cast a ballot in the March 8 
presidential primary, you must 
register by 5 p.m., Monday.

City residents who are at 
least 18 years old can register to 
vote from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Mon­

day through Friday at the Novi 
City Clerk’s Office, 4517510 
Mile Road. Anyone can register 
at any Secretary of State 
branch office during normal 
business hours. Find a mail-in 
voter registration application 
under reference at 
www.cityofnovi.org and click 
on voter registration form or go 
to www.michigan.gov/vote.

The city of Novi currently 
has 38,984 registered voters, of 
which City Clerk Maryanne 
Cornelius expects about 20-25 
percent to turn out for the 
presidential primary. She antic­
ipates the average of 75-80 
percent to turn out for the Nov.

8 general election.
A state primary election will 

be held Aug. 2.
The city has no local seats up 

for election this year, but the 
terms of Novi Board of Educa­
tion President George Kor- 
tlandt and Vice President Bob­
bie Murphy both expire Dec. 31. 
State Rep. Kathy Crawford’s 
seat is up for election. She is 
about halfway through her first 
term in office.

Novi Township, which has 
only about 125 voters in its 0.1- 
square-mile area, has all town­
ship offices available, including

City ready 
to launch 
Novi Video

Coming soon to a cable sta­
tion near you: More and im­
proved local programming, 
including high school athletic 
events.

The Novi City Council unani­
mously approved a plan to move 
forward with design and bid 
proposals for construction of a 
broadcast studio at the civic 
center.

The motion takes the city one 
step closer to Novi Video, which 
will be implemented after the 
dissolution of the Southwest 
Oakland Cable Commission, of 
which Novi has partnered with 
Farmington Hills and Farming- 
ton for the past three decades.

“Cable video operations from 
30 years ago were very differ­
ent,” said Sheryl Walsh, city 
communications director. “Now 
everyone has a smart phone, you 
can upload videos to YouRibe. 
There’s been a steep decline in 
public access users.”

Despite that decline, contract 
agreements with the city’s cable 
providers, AT&T and Bright 
House, require the city to pro­
vide public access — Channel 99 
on AT&T, Channel 13-1 on Bright 
House. Fees collected from 
cable bills for those public ac­
cess channels will completely 
fund the new studio, as well as 
two full-time video production 
specialists.

The city will benefit from 
having a studio and two employ­
ees right in the community to 
continue recording government 
meetings and providing various 
programs, including Behind the 
Badge, Beyond Books, Destina­
tion Recreation, Update Novi 
and more.

Walsh said she also looks 
forward to partnering with the 
school district and offering 
educational broadcast opportu­
nities to students, as well as 
recording of athletic events in 
the 2016-17 school year, includ­
ing high school football and 
basketball games.

“Novi High School will make 
upgrades to their broadcast 
studio and we are working with 
them and making sure the plat­
form we use is the same as their 
new system,” Walsh said. “We 
will connect our facilities with 
fiber optics and there will be 
opportunities to have students 
work collaboratively on projects

and work with our city 
team. Broadcasting 
football or basketball 
games is super-excit­
ing.”

For those reasons, it 
makes sense to dissolve 
the SWOCC partner­
ship, Walsh said. That 
dissolution is set for 
March 31. Walsh hopes 
to have the studio fully 
operational in May.

The estimated cost 
for studio construction 
is $200,000. Each video 
production specialist 
will cost about $74,000 
annually for a salary 
and benefits package.

The city receives 
cable franchise fees 
from cable companies 
AT&T and Bright 
House, which both pay 
the city for use of right 
of ways. Those fees are 
unrestricted and placed 
into the city’s general 
fund. Residents are also

assessed PEG (public, 
educational and govern­
ment access) fees on 
their cable bills, which 
are to be used for public 
television. The new 
studio and video pro­
duction specialists will 
be funded entirely from 
PEG fees, for which the 
city receives about 
$360,000 annually. In 
the future, the fees will 
continue to fund the 
employees, as well as 
maintenance of the 
studio and equipment.

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supervisor, treasurer, 
clerk and two trustee 
positions. Novi Township 
Clerk Derwood Haines 
said these seats are usu­
ally unopposed.

longer see that small 
section at the beginning 
of the ballot that allows 
them to fill in an oval 
next to the party of 
choice prior to moving to 
the non-partisan section,” 
Cornelius said. “This may 
create longer wait times.”

She suggests voters go 
to
www.michigan.gov/vote 
prior to the election so 
they can see a sample 
ballot.

Cornelius said the city 
“will definitely” need 
election workers and is 
ready to provide training 
and opportunities to be

on-call once precinct 
needs have been filled.

She hopes city resi­
dents will be actively 
involved in electing the 
country’s next leader, as 
well as officials at the 
state and county level.

“Please exercise your 
right to vote,” she said. 
“We want every regis­
tered voter to take ad­
vantage of this privi­
lege.”

bor Kurt Kilar said he 
stepped outside at 9:30 
a.m. Sunday to see the 
home’s garage filled with 
smoke, but he didn’t see 
any flames.

A fire truck soon ar­
rived and rescuers 
wheeled out a young man 
on a stretcher and admin­
istered CPR. Kilar said he 
recognized the man from 
seeing him walk in the 
neighborhood and 
guessed he was in his late 
teens or early 20s.

Kilar said the incident 
was especially shocking 
in what he called the 
“boring suburb” he lives 
in.

“It wrenches your 
stomach,” Kilar said

The home was owned 
by Kim’s Garden owner 
Roger Tam. Police have 
spoken with him once, 
Molloy said. He has since 
retained a lawyer and 
investigators had not 
talked with him after the 
initial contact. A message 
left at Kim’s Garden was 
not returned. In the initial 
9-1-1 emergency caU, Tam 
told the dispatcher that 
smoke was coming from 
the basement and every­
one was out of the house.

The identified victims 
are: Leonel Rodriguez, 18; 
Miguel Diaz, 23; Brayan -v 
Contreras, 16; and Simeon, 
Nunez, 18.

It appeared at least 
two of the victims tried

escaping from the home’s 
basement, Molloy said, 
but were overcome by 
smoke and carbon mon­
oxide. Several non-work­
ing smoke detectors were 
found in the home and 
Molloy said it appears the 
basement detector was 
disconnected, as the resi­
dents often cooked there.

The basement win­
dows were glass blocks, 
so there was no second- 
ai7  exit from that level, 
MoQpy said, adding he is 
tvo'rking vOith with'city’s 
community development 
department on “potential

code violations that could 
have inhibited their es­
cape.” Residential build­
ing codes require second­
ary exit points for living 
quarters.

The fire itself appears 
to be accidental, starting 
on a mattress in the base­
ment.

“We can not rule out 
careless smoking,” Mol­
loy said.

Preliminary autopsy

Never visited the Charles H. Wright Museum of 

African American History in Detroit? This is a good 
time to change that.

The museum’s website (www.thewright.org) 
notes of its “And Still We Rise” exhibit, “This long­
term exhibition serves as the central experience of 
the museum. The 22,000-square-foot exhibition 
space contains more than 20 galleries that allow pa­
trons to travel over time and across geographic 
boundaries. The journey begins in Africa, the cradle 
of human life. Witness several ancient and early 
modern civilizations that evolved on the continent. 
Cross the Atlantic Ocean, experience the tragedy of 
the middle passage and encounter those who resist­
ed the horrors of bondage, emancipated themselves 
and sometimes took flight by way of the Under­
ground Railroad. Throughout this trip, the efforts of 
everyday men and women who built families, busi­
nesses, educational institutions, spiritual traditions, 
civic organizations and a legacy of freedom and jus­
tice in past and present-day Detroit are hailed.”

The museum on East Warren Avenue is marking 
its 50th year this year and Black History Month is a 
good time to explore it and learn valuable lessons, 
regardless of your ethnicity. You can also learn 
about Charles H. Wright, a medical doctor who lived 
from 1918 to 2002.

“Throughout his life. Dr. Wright was committed 
to what he defined as ‘one of the most important 
tasks of our times,’ ensuring that future genera­
tions, especially young African Americans, be made 
aware of and take pride in the history of their fore­
bears and their remarkable struggle for freedom. 
The Wright Museum, the largest museum in the 
world dedicated to the history and culture of Afri­
can Americans, is the culminating result of his mon­
umental efforts to complete that important task,” 
the website notes.

The museum offers plentiful educational re­
sources, from Underground Railroad days through 
the Civil War and on to blacks’ role as the auto indus­
try expanded in Detroit. Teachers putting together

lessons on black history have lots to choose from.
Local public librarians have great knowledge and 

resources as well when it comes to Black History 
Month. Did you know Ralph Bunche, diplomat, aca­
demic and political scientist, was born Aug. 7,1904, 
in Detroit? He received the 1950 Nobel Peace Prize 
for mediation efforts in Israel and died in 1971 fol­
lowing a distinguished career.

The recent spate of sickouts in Detroit Public 
Schools has put a spotlight on quality of education 
and classroom conditions in that district. Suburban 
school districts have their own issues, among them 
the challenges of increasing diversity and the con­
flicts and misunderstandings that can arise with 
that.

Knowledge and compassion go a long way in re­
solving such conflicts and dialogue begins with in­
formed, courteous discussions. Black History 
Month is a good time to reflect on the past with its 
struggles and work together toward a brighter fu­
ture where all are welcomed and their voices heard.

Flint River. This acidic 
chemical property en­
abled the protective coat­
ing on the inside of these 
ancient water pipes to 
dissolve enough to allow 
some lead to “leach” into 
the water. Whom do we 
blame: The governor, the 
state-run Department of 
Environmental Quality or 
the previous mayor of 
Flint for trying to save 
money?

The art of problem 
solving requires that we 
analyze all contributing 
factors prior to attempt­
ing to propose an all- 
inclusive solution. Let us 
closely examine the root 
cause. The city of Detroit 
has run a water depart­
ment for more than two 
centuries. During the 
course of this time, it has 
grown to be one of the 
largest water depart­
ments in the United 
States.

Local Rotarians, businesses give 
Nigerian kids chance to play soccer

The Rotary Club of 
Livonia is reaching out to 
Nigerian children im­
pacted by Boko Haram. 
The club coordinated 
sending soccer items to 
Nigeria for children in 
interment camps in the 
African nation.

“They started these 
intramural soccer clubs 
for kids with nothing to 
do,” said Rick Hart, past 
Livonia club president. 
“Unfortunately, there’s 
still a huge need for soc­
cer gear. I’m hoping we 
do more.”

Hart’s lunch presenta­
tion Monday, Feb. 1, drew 
attentive Rotarians and 
guests at Laurel Manor. 
He has a friend who does 
dental work for needy 
people overseas and last 
March got a photo from 
that friend that told of 
great service needs in 
Nigeria, including recre­
ation.

“I grew up playing 
soccer. It was one of my 
favorite things to do,” 
Hart said. He noted U.S. 
youth players outgrow 
their gear quickly.

“A lot of that’s just 
going to get pitched or

thrown away,” he said. 
Hart noted Boko Haram, 
an Islamic extremist 
group, has displaced 
some 2.2 million people 
as of last November, the 
United Nations High 
Commission for Refu­
gees reports. Many Afri­
cans, including children, 
have been murdered. 
Hart said.

Hart, a Livonia resi­
dent, enlisted the help of 
the Livonia A.M., West- 
land and Novi Rotary 
Clubs. “The project liter­
ally took off,” he said.

The Novi club, for 
example, put a donation 
box at its meeting place, 
the Novi United Method­
ist Church. Hart also 
praised Soccer Plus, a 
Livonia business, which 
got local youth teams 
involved and donated 
two large boxes of new 
gear.

“So that floored me,” 
he said.

AC Milan of Detroit/ 
Livonia also got involved. 
That portion includes a 
link to the Italian team 
for local soccer coaching 
help for youth ages 2-18, 
“to help us implement 
the AC Milan system,” 
said Rick Larson, its 
director of coaching.

Larson is also men’s 
soccer coach at School­
craft College and among 
local league representa­
tives at the Feb. 1 Rotary 
lunch at Laurel Manor. 
“We’re just happy to be 
here,” Larson said. “This 
is great. We love the 
involvement. It was ex­
citing for our whole club 
to get involved.”

AC Milan has an affili­
ation known locally as 
the Livonia Soccer Club, 
he added.

Hart also praised 
business Climax (Air 
Cargo Express & 'Travel 
Agency) for shipping 
help. “They had a heart 
for the collection, as 
well,” he said, showing a 
PowerPoint photo of two 
business staffers with 
ties to Nigeria.

The sports equipment 
arrived in time for 
Christmas, Hart said, 
showing photos of happy 
kids wearing the gear 
and ready to play. Almost 
300 pounds of gear was 
shipped, including balls 
with Rotary’s “4-Way 
Test” of integrity in per­
sonal and business con­
duct.

Changes to historic district status up for debate

A newly proposed bill 
in the Legislature looks to 
fundamentally change 
how historic districts are 
determined in communi­
ties across the state.

Under the bill, a new 
historic district would 
have to get approval of % 
of the property owners in 
the district and a city­
wide vote before a desig­
nation was approved. It 
also would expand local 
review of historic dis­
tricts and allow property 
owners to appeal the 
designation to the local 
governing body.

“Our bill to modernize 
a law written 45 years 
ago strikes the right bal­
ance between protecting 
private property owners’ 
rights and historic pres­
ervation,” said Rep. Chris 
Afendoulis, R-Grand 
Rapids Township. “This 
will help many communi­
ties maintain their histor­
ic identity, while ensuring 
private property owners 
have a greater voice.”

Currently, 78 commu­
nities in Michigan have 
historic districts that 
contain 20,000 properties 
within their communities, 
Finegood said.

Other bills introduced 
last week in Lansing deal 
with the Flint water cri­
sis, including: asking for 
an undetermined amount 
of additional money to 
provide services in the 
city, repealing the emer­
gency manager law and 
requiring that the water 
in ^1 schools be tested for 
lead and copper.

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Video of teen waking up from heart transplant goes viral

An emotionally- 
charged video of a South- 
field teenager waking up 
from his heart transplant 
has gone viral.

The 43-second clip of 
Trevor Sullivan quickly 
racked up more than 1.2 
million views since his 
father Phil posted it Jan. 
19 on the Gift of Life 
Michigan Facebook page. 
Within a matter of days, 
the video was picked up 
by CNN, ABC, Inside 
Edition, People, Buzz- 
Feed and other national 
outlets.

Friday to do a phone in­
terview and it kind of 
went from there,” Phil 
Sullivan said Monday.

Even Ellen reached 
out.

“Someone from the 
Ellen DeGeneres Show 
got in touch with us yes­
terday,” Sullivan said. 
“She asked for some 
background information 
and told us she’d let us 
know if Ellen wants to do 
a show with us. I guess 
they’d fly us out to Los 
Angeles for a few days.”

It’s a well-deserved 
moment of happiness for 
the Sullivan family. Diag­
nosed in February 2015 
with congenital heart 
failure, Tf-evor Sullivan 
spent more than 270 days 
on an organ donor waiting 
list before a match was 
found in November.

The video was filmed 
at C.S. Mott Children’s 
Hospital in Ann Arbor the 
day after surgery. It cap­
tures the incredible joy of 
a 15-year-old teen who 
suddenly has a new lease

on life — and the enor­
mous weight that’s been 
lifted from his parent’s 
shoulders.

“I’m so happy,” the 
young man says in a tear­
ful voice. “I’ve been wait­
ing so long. I can breathe 
again and talk.”

“You look good, bud­
dy,” his father responds. 
“You look real good.”

The surgery took place 
Nov. 13. Sullivan said his 
son started coming out of 
it 24 hours later and 
asked his mom to video­
tape his first few mo­
ments awake.

“You hear her choking 
up and you hear me chok­
ing up,” Sullivan said.

The Sullivans were 
initially hesitant to re­
lease the video because of 
all the attention they 
anticipated it would re­
ceive. But they decided to 
share it with the public in 
hopes of raising aware­
ness about organ and 
tissue donations and in­
spiring others to become 
registered donors.

“You have to read the 
comments that people are 
posting on our Facebook 
page,” Sullivan said. 
“There’s one from a par­
ent whose 7-year-old had 
open heart surgery... 
someone who lost a son 
and donated his organs. 
All these stories are 
flooding in and it’s like, 
wow, it’s awe-inspiring. 
My son is alive because of 
that.”

For now, Trevor is still 
on the mend and hoping 
to return to the classroom 
sometime in March. He’s 
a freshman at Groves 
High School and the old­
est of four children.

The family has set up a 
Team Trevor GoFundMe 
page to raise money for 
out-of-pocket medical 
expenses not covered by 
insurance. Go to 
www.DonateLife.net for 
information on becoming 
a registered organ donor.

shame of the Vichy Gov­
ernment’s complicity, 
through which the art­
ist’s message shines: Ne 
les oublions jamais (We 
must never forget 
them). Approximately 
300 of the plaques in 
Paris have been placed 
on the facades of 
schools the children had 
attended throughout the 
city.

Repeated on Winter’s 
panels are the number 
of children deported in 
each arrondissement 
(district), as well as 
words such as “compli- 
cite,” “la barbaric na- 
zie” and “deportes et 
assassines” or complic­
ity, Nazi barbarity and 
deported and assassinat­
ed.

Winters is a calli­
graphic artist who di­
vides her time between 
Paris and New York. 
Upon viewing the 
plaques around Paris, 
she began work on the 
calligraphic paintings 
using their text as in­
spiration. Expressed 
through calligraphy, 
color and texture, the 
artwork was created on 
watercolor paper using 
layers of paint and ink, 
writing and rewriting in 
a variety of styles.

J ob hunting has changed  

a lot over the years, so  

it’s  tempting to assum e  

that the tips of the old days 

are u se less. But no matter 

how different the p rocess may 

look, many crucial elements 

remain the sam e. Here are five 

“outdated” career tips that you 

should still follow.

1 . Watch your resume 
length.

The digital age has m ade it 

easier for hiring m anagers to 

review multi-page resum es, 

but that doesn’t mean it’s  less  

of a hassle  for them to find the 

relevant information.

“It used to be that career 

co ach es recommended that 

a  resum e cram  a s  much 

relevant information in so  a s  

to demonstrate your skill set, 

qualifications and ability to hit 

the ground running,” sa ys  Roy 

Cohen, a career coach who 

wrote “T h e  Wall Street Profes­

sional’s  Survival Guide.” “In 

general, resum es nowadays 

should be brief. No more than 

two pages or you risk losing 

the reader’s  attention.”

2. Build your network.
Networking is possibly the 

oldest piece of advice there is 

for job seekers, and it remains 

one of the best. The fact that 

networking has been the go-to

career advice for generations is 

a testament to its effectiveness.

“W hether it’s  face-to-face or 

via Linkedin, connections get 

jobs,” sa ys  Joni Holderman, a 

professional resum e writer and 

founder of Thrive! R esum es. 

“Your connection doesn’t have 

to be to a top executive. Even  

a referral from an entry-level 

employee carries more weight 

than a resum e submitted cold.”

3. Wear a suit to your 
interview.

D ress codes are generally 

becoming more relaxed, lead­

ing som e to argue that candi­

dates’ interview outfits should 

be, too. But this approach may 

have negative consequences.

“Even if the first interview is 

by phone or Skype, there is a  

benefit to being ‘on,’” Cohen  

says. 'A suit m akes it feel of­

ficial. S u c c e ss  in interviewing 

is not just about being well- 

prepared. It often happens a s  a 

byproduct of feeling ready and 

knowing that you look the part.”

While you should get a 

se n se  of the com pany environ­

ment before you select your 

interview outfit, it’s  always 

better to overdress than look 

unprofessional.

4. Alw ays submit 
a cover letter.

Som e experts suggest that 

the availability of additional 

candidate information online

sary. However, a clear and 

concise  cover letter is still an 

effective way to set yourself 

apart.

“In an age where hundreds 

of people can easily apply for 

a position online without even 

looking at the job description, 

a decent cover letter is a great 

way to stand out from the pack 

and ... prove you’ve done your 

basic homework,” says Marc 

Prosser, co-founder and m an­

aging partner of Fit Sm all Busi­

ness, which provides reviews 

for sm all-business owners. “It 

show s you’ve considered the 

position and maybe even done 

som e research on the com ­

pany, which is more than most

job applicants will undertake.”

5. Pound the pavement.
Not long ago, one of the 

most common job-hunting 

techniques w as to trek from 

office to office in search of 

openings. Job seekers would 

comb the classified sections 

and seek  out a s  many inter­

views a s  possible.

“Of course, nowadays, most 

job postings and applications 

are online, and there’s  no 

physical pavement involved. 

However, the general senti­

ment of this piece of advice 

still holds true,” says Aaron 

Michel, C E O  of PathSource, 

a career exploration tool. “In 

order to find the right job, you 

need to put som e time and 

effort into it. Instead of going 

from office to office, job seek­

ers now need to check out a 

variety of online resources to 

research and find the right job.”

Despite all the changes to 

job seeking over the years, the 

main concepts stay the sam e. 

Before you write off a piece of 

advice a s  outdated, consider 

its core m e ssag e  and se e  if it 

can be updated for the modern 

job hunt.

Cadillac 
has spent a 
year or so 
softening up 
buyers with a 
new approach 
to marketing 
GM's luxury 
brand: a fresh 
positioning 
under the 
“Dare

Greatly” rubric, attempts to break 
with Detroit tradition, an effort to 
create a genuine lifestyle brand, 
and promises that a new generation 
of Cadillac products would back up 
this brand promise in steel, leather, 
aluminum and rubber.

Now that day has come, and 
the first expert reviewers of the 
initial product in Cadillac's “new 
tradition”— the CT6 sedan—  
credit the brand with getting it 
right. They say that it will do well 
in supporting Cadillac’s aim of 
delivering a body blow to large 
rival German sedans such as 
BMW's 7 Series and Mercedes-

Benz's S-Class.

“The CT6 that hits showrooms 
in March is its own animal.” 
enthused an Automotive News 
reviewer. “It's a fresh approach 
to the big-body luxury-sedan 
category, one that defies 
categorization in terms of its size, 
interior space and price.” The new 
sedan has “serious road presence, 
with a long hood and low, wide 
stance. Its cavernous interior" 
rivals those German targets, too.

Yet CT6 is lighter than 
comparable German vehicles in 
part because of a mix of aluminum 
and high-strength steel welded 
together with minimal riveting and 
fewer overall components. Cadillac 
also outfitted the entry-level CT6  
with a 2.0-liter, four-cylinder turbo 
engine, much lighter than the 
entry-level V-8 in the Mercedes 
S-Class.

Price-wise, Cadillac is trying 
to give US buyers this all-new 
package for about $65,000 for a 
CT6 with a twin turbo. 3.0-liter V-6

e i t  includes state-of-the-art driver-assistance features.

engine compared with more than 
$82,000 for a BMW 7 Series with 
the same displacement and power.

“It is a car like no other.” 
Cadillac President Johan de 
Nysschen told reviewingjournalists 
in California last month.

One reason is that, on contrast 
to the detailed set of goals most 
GM  projects begin with, according 
to the Detroit Free Press, chief 
engineer Travis Hester had almost 
unprecedented latitude in creating 
the CT6. He was told the car should 
use a brand-new twin-turbo 'V6. 
have an advanced and lightweight 
body and structure, and compete 
with the best big luxury sedans.
The rest, the newspaper said, was 
up to him.

“This is a real commitment to 
build real large luxury sedans for 
a brand that needs them,” Eric  
Noble, president of the Carlab 
consultancy, told the publication. 
“This requires discipline by GM  
to avoid discounting. They need 
to launch it. hold the price and let 
volume grow naturally as people 
figure out how good the car is.”

And CT6 is just the first in a 
string of new products, which 
include a new XT5 crossover-utility 
vehicle, a compact crossover, an 
SU V  somewhat larger than XT5. 
and a true, ultra-expensive flagship 
sedan by 2020.

DeNysschen told me that 
Cadillac now “must deliver on 
‘Dare Greatly”' and “that means 
technology, showing how good 
the products are. with a distinctive

The bold profile of the
design inside and out. We need 
to show that GM  is serious about 
Cadillac and that we are visibly on 
par with the Germans.”

And. he added, CT6 “shows we 
have something more to offer than 
just look and feel and a marketing 
campaign.”

One of the key elements of de 
Nysschen's strategy for Cadillac 
has not yet been deployed. That is 
creating a sense of supply scarcity.
He was really good at doing so 
when he ran Audi, boosting buzz 
and prices for the brand's high- 
performance models and leading 
the Volkswagen-owned luxury 
brand to unprecedented levels 
of US sales, market share and 
profitability.

“You need to show the cars 
proper respect.” he told me. "You 
must compete on the basis of 
substance. Before now at Cadillac, 
though, we had taught our dealers

all-new Cadillac C T6
that Cadillac runs a mainstream 
brand strategy. If  you have too 
many cars, the salesman says, ‘We 
have a deal today,' You change that 
conversation with tension in the 
supply chain.”

Or. as de Nysschen told 
journalists. GM  plans to use CT6  
to draw a line in the sand between 
its past and a future in which 
even worthier vehicles as well as 
a supply-scarcity strategy will 
undergird prices, profit margins 
and brand equity.

“We can’t continue to focus on 
price,” he told me. “We need to let 
sales find their natural level.”

And in that regard, de Nysschen 
said, Cadillac already has made 
tremendous progress, cutting its 
inventory to a 48-day supply at the 
end of 2015 from 120 days at the 
end of 2014, lowering its incentive 
spending and increasing average 
transaction prices.
