This Valentine’s Day, there 
will likely be more than a few 
proposals made, although not as 
many in the past, while the ques­
tion may not be accompanied by 
a ring, but a key.

Trends show that, increasing­
ly, the question is not “Will you 
marry me?” but “Will you live 
with me?”

Americans now enter first 
marriages at a later age, are 
more likely to have lived togeth­
er first and may have children 
before taking vows.

Janet Perez, 30, and her fian­
ce, Tim Albany, 31, fit the new 
mold. The couple began dating 
six years ago, have lived togeth­
er in Flat Rock for four and have 
two children, Alexander, 4, and

Aria, 3̂ 2 months. Albany pro­
posed to Perez in October, a 
week before their daughter’s 
birth.

“I did things a little back­
wards,” Perez said, laughing, 
while shopping at the Novi Brid­
al Expo last month in prepara­
tion for a 2017 wedding.

Her future mother-in-law, 
Terry Albany, who came to the 
bridal expo at Suburban Col­
lection Showplace with her, said 
she is glad her son and Perez 
waited a little longer to get mar­
ried than she did. Albany will 
celebrate her 36th wedding 
anniversary with her husband 
this year, but admits she knew a 
lot more at 30 than she did at 20, 
when she married.

For more than 20 years, the 
Church of the Holy Family has 
opened its doors for seven days 
to provide the homeless a shel­
ter, meals, support — whatever 
they need to get back on their 
feet.

“People come here for differ­
ent reasons,” said Carol Ann 
Donnelly, Holy Family director 
of Christian Service and Social 
Ministry.

That includes falling on hard 
times, losing homes, unemploy­
ment, battles with alcohol or 
drugs — for which participants 
must sign a contract that there 
will be none of that. “Some are 
recently homeless,” she said.
“For others, it has been long 
term.”

Novi police continue their 
investigation into last month’s 
fatal fire on Mystic Forest 
Drive, near the city of Northville 
border.

No new information was re­
leased early this week, but late 
last week Novi Public Safety 
Chief David Molloy said the fifth 
victim was identified as Pablo 
Encino, 23. The previously iden­
tified victims are Leonel Rodri­
guez, 18; Miguel Diaz, 23; Brayan 
Contreras, 16; and Simeon Nu­
nez, 18. All were from Mexico.

The United States Depart­
ment of Homeland Security has 
verified the five men were not 
U.S. citizens, Molloy said, adding 
they believe all five men worked 
at Kim’s Garden restaurant in 
Novi.

Police and fire personnel 
were alerted to the fire at about 
9:30 a.m. Jan. 31 near Nine Mile 
and Novi roads. The home was 
owned by Kim’s Garden owner 
Roger Thm. The five men appar­
ently lived in the basement of 
the home and had disabled the 
smoke detector in the basement. 
The basement windows were 
glass blocks, so there was no 
secondary exit from that level, 
Molloy said, adding he is work­
ing with with city’s community 
development department on 
“potential code violations that 
could have inhibited their es­
cape.” Residential building 
codes require secondary exit 
points for living quarters.

The fire itself appears to be 
accidental, starting on a mat­
tress in the basement.

Preliminary autopsy results 
from the Oakland County Med­
ical Examiner’s Office has ruled 
the manner of death accidental 
and the cause of death smoke 
and soot inhalation.

Neighbors said Tam owns 
multiple homes and didn’t live 
permanently at the Mystic For­
est residence.

and son, both of whom 
work, yet can’t earn 
enough to have a perma­
nent place to live.

Last week’s effort — 
as in each year previ­
ously — brings the 
church community to­
gether. The program 
through the Cass United 
Methodist Church in 
Detroit is similar to Oak­
land County’s South Oak­
land Shelter that travels 
throughout the county.

The more than 100 
homeless men and wom­
en who arrived last week 
at Holy Family follow a 
specific program that 
begins with a bus arriv­
ing at 7:30 a.m. each day. 
The group is driven — 
with a sack lunch in hand 
— to Detroit every morn­

ing to work on any one of 
three tasks: find a place 
to live, schooling or a job, 
Donnelly said.

The Cass Methodist 
Church, which runs the 
homeless program for 
Wayne County, offers a 
transition program, as 
well as a variety of social 
services.

When the group ar­
rives back at Holy Fam­
ily, there are more meals 
— prepared by volun­
teers — as well as oppor­
tunities for entertain­
ment, such as bingo and 
movies, help with re­
sumes, haircuts, theme 
dinners, music and dance.

The annual effort not 
only brings together 
church volunteers, in­
cluding the youth group, 
but help from other 
churches, such as blan­
kets from Our Lady of 
Victory and dinner from 
St. Michael’s in Livonia.
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Gift cards are provid­
ed through donations 
from individuals and 
companies. The 
church also provides a 
clothing closet, which 
is run by parishioner 
Ann Gayton.

“She works so hard. 
Everything is orga­
nized. She pours her 
heart and soul into 
this,” Donnelly said.

The week is all 
about giving and help­
ing others. A fun part 
is the Luxury Store 
that Holy Family vol­
unteers set up. The 
participants are given 
play money — “buying 
power” — to buy what 
they need. That can 
include jackets, slip­
pers, nail polish, you 
name it. They are also 
given three wishes for 
anything they want or 
need.

“After doing this 
for so many years, 
volunteers know what 
the people like,” Don­
nelly said.

The program also 
builds camaraderie. 
“We mix it up with 
church people and 
youths,” she said, add­
ing rooms are set up 
for basketball and 
television, for exam­
ple. “We use the whole 
building.”

During the week, 
the church also offers 
support services such 
as Alcoholics Anony­
mous and an opportu­
nity for the homeless 
to talk about their 
lives. “A lot of people 
give testimonies. We 
find a lot of them are 
so talented,” Donnelly 
said.

And the kindness is 
non-ending. “They are 
so kind. They ask me 
how I am doing. They 
care enough and are 
thankful enough to ask 
how we are,” she add­
ed.

Teen book club kicks off at Novi Library
The Novi Public L i­

brary is once again bene­
fiting from the generos­
ity of a local business, 
the creativity of staff and 
effort of the Friends of 
the Novi Library.

Community Financial 
was founded in Plymouth 
in 1951 by the Daisy Air 
Rifle Co. and has always 
been community fo­
cused. This summer, CF 
gave $1,000 each day for 
60 days to worthy char­
ities based on the de­
scription of the project 
that the charity planned 
to fund with the grant. In 
July, Lindsay Fricke, 
information services 
librarian, partnered with 
the Friends in applying 
for the Summer of Shar­
ing Grant which would 
go toward the start up for 
a new Teen Book Club at 
the library.

The Friends group 
was awarded $1,000. 
Fricke has been working 
with the library’s Teen 
Advisory Board to plan 
the book club, which will 
kick off at 6 p.m. 
Wednesday, Feb. 17, 
when pizza will be 
served. The first meeting 
will be more of a plan­
ning session, where the 
teens will discuss the 
titles they would like to 
read as well as how often 
they want to meet.

The money that was 
granted will allow the 
first 10 participants who 
sign up for the book club 
to receive a free copy of 
the book being read. 
Members of the Friends 
and a representative 
from Community Fi­
nancial will be in atten­
dance at the first book 
club to present the check

and show their support.
“NPL is starting a teen 

book club that will rein­
force reading skills and 
allow teens to relate 
reading to personal expe­
riences. The funding will 
allow us to provide books 
as well as invite speak- 
ers/authors to partner 
with us in fostering a 
love of reading and pro­
vide a fun way to get 
teens in the community 
involved,” Fricke said.

The library sends a 
big thank you to all in­
volved in supporting the 
new book club especially 
to Community Financial 
for sponsoring this pro­
gram and for their fi­
nancial contributions.

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“They’ve really gotten 
to know each other and 
will have the money they 
need,” Albany said. “I 
think it’s smart to wait.”

Older vows
When Albany married 

in 1980, the median age 
of first marriage was 23 
for women and 25 for 
men, according to U.S. 
Census data and the 
American Community 
Survey. In 2010, that 
number had risen to 
about 28.5 years old for 
men and nearly 27 for 
women.

“This is a striking 
increase,” said Pamela 
Smock, Ph.D., professor 
of sociology. Population 
Studies Center at the 
University of Michigan. 
“What people are doing 
before marriage has also 
continued to change; 
they are living together 
first. Three out of four 
marrying couples these 
days live together before 
tying the knot.”

Such is the case with 
Cherese Gould and Nich­
olas Skora, both 30, who 
began dating eight years 
ago. In fall 2014, Skora 
took Gould back to Hen­
ry Ford Academy, where 
the two graduated high 
school and first became 
friends, and asked her to 
marry him. They live 
together in Detroit and 
note that many of their 
friends who are similar 
in age are engaged or 
living with their signifi­
cant others.

Gould said their 
friends, like themselves, 
have goals they want to 
accomplish, including 
completing higher edu­
cation and establishing 
careers.

Skora and Gould are 
both working toward 
degrees and also work in 
maintenance, he in pub­
lic schools, she at a 
church. They were at­
tending the bridal expo 
for the second year in a 
row, with plans to seal 
the deal in an October 
wedding.

“I feel people are 
taking their time and

want to make sure it 
lasts,” Skora said. “Some 
of my guy friends are 
concerned about the 
financial costs of a wed­
ding and how much it 
costs on average.”

Smock said it is im­
portant to note that co­
habitation is now widely 
considered an accept­
able alternative to mar­
riage in most segments 
of society, with the pos­
sible exception of those 
with strongly-held reli­
gious convictions. Many 
couples who live togeth­
er achieve the same 
benefits as those who are 
married — compan­
ionship, childbearing 
and economies of scale, 
such as two people shar­
ing the expenses of 
maintaining one house­
hold.

Economic reality
She has interviewed 

lower middle-class and 
working-class co-habi- 
tating young adults who 
have also voiced their 
concerns about wedding 
costs.

“They have men­
tioned they don’t want to 
just go to the justice of 
the peace, they want a 
‘real wedding,”’ Smock 
said. “One young man 
said he didn’t know how 
he could possibly come 
up with $5,000 for a wed­
ding. This amount would 
seem like very little to 
someone from the upper 
middle class.”

She adds that mar­
riage itself is perceived 
as having a higher eco­
nomic bar than co-habi­

tation, with couples 
wanting to be sure they 
are economically “set” 
before marriage. She has 
interviewed men who 
also often held fast to the 
gender stereotype that 
the male should be the 
primary breadwinner, 
even as women are more 
likely to be in the work­
force as well.

Kasey Buchholz, 23, 
of Lake Orion and Matt 
Matteson, 25, of White 
Lake will marry this 
summer. Both work as 
engineers and met in an 
engineering class at 
Michigan Technological 
University in 2012. Mat­
teson proposed two 
years later.

“I have a lot of friends 
that I thought would 
have gotten married, but 
they’re putting their 
careers in front of dating 
and marriage,” he said. 
“For me, it was about 
finding the person you 
can spend your whole 
life with and who will 
love you, even on your 
worst days.”

People who are eco­
nomically disadvantaged 
may never feel ready for 
marriage. Smock noted. 
As a demographer, she 
has seen projections that 
suggest it is likely there 
will be fewer marriages 
going forward among 
the least advantaged 
groups in society, while 
the middle class and 
above are likely to still 
marry.

Staying single
U.S. Census data and 

the American Communi­
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ty Survey reflect her 
comments, showing that 
in 2010, more than 25 
percent of black men 
and black women older 
than 35 in the U.S. had 
never married, com­
pared to roughly 12 per­
cent of white men and 
about 8 percent of white 
women of the same age. 
At age 45, the 2010 num­
ber still hovered at 
around 20 percent of 
black men and black 
women having never 
married, with about 9 
percent of white men 
and 7 percent of white 
women never taking 
wedding vows.

Duran Crosby, a 21- 
year-old Novi resident, is 
single, but says he wants 
a serious relationship. 
His parents are di­
vorced, but he proudly 
notes that his grandpar­
ents have been married 
for 40 years and together 
for 52. He has other fam­
ily members that have 
long-standing marriages 
that he aspires to one 
day as well.

“Teamwork makes the 
dream work,” said Cros­
by, who currently sells 
hoverboards while try­
ing to make it as the 
hip-hop artist Decando 
and hopes to attend 
school this year for radio 
broadcasting. “I am hop­
ing one day it all comes 
true. I ’m still young. The 
love stuff can wait. I am 
working on my educa­
tion and making money 
and having fun right 
now.”

Katelyn Bedi, 22, of 
Novi, has a similar mind­
set.

“The reason I ’m sin­
gle is because I have so 
many things I want to 
do,” she said. “I want to 
travel. I ’m going to 
school. I want to be hap­
py with myself before I 
officially make someone 
else happy.”

On a recent Friday 
evening, she was work­
ing alongside Kimyata 
Smith, 22, at Marlee’s in 
Twelve Oaks mall when a 
floral delivery arrived at 
the store.

Smith’s boyfriend, 
Roderick Hurst, 26, had 
sent her two dozen red 
roses, which she says is 
an apology for not spend­
ing enough time alone 
with her at the South- 
field home they have 
shared for the past 
month.

The two began dating 
six months ago, after 
Hurst saw her on a mu­
tual friend’s social media 
account and sent her a 
friend request. He has 
told her she is someone 
he wants to marry, but 
she is in no rush.

“I ’m not ready for 
that,” Smith said. “I 
came from a broken 
home. My parents di­
vorced when I was 5 and 
watching them go 
through it — it was 
something I don’t want 
to go through.”

Divorce rates
Smock notes the di­

vorce rate, which hovers 
at about 50 percent, has 
plateaued since the 
1980s. There is evidence 
that for most educated 
and high social economic 
status individuals, di­

vorce has even de­
creased, but it remains 
high and perhaps in­
creasing for the less 
educated. Most people 
remarry, although they 
increasingly live togeth­
er first or co-habitate 
instead of remarrying. 
She adds that studies 
also suggest second mar­
riages are somewhat 
more fragile than first 
marriages.

Older studies showed 
that living together be­
fore marriage had a 
subsequent negative 
effect on subsequent 
longevity of marriage, 
but now that co-habi­
tation is so common, 
there is no longer any 
effect on whether a cou­
ple will stay married.

Co-habitation con­
tinues to increase, with 
half of these couples 
going on to marry within 
three years and the ma­
jority of the rest break­
ing up. Smock said.
About 10 percent co- 
habitate for long peri­
ods.

Smith said she doesn’t 
want to marry until she 
is perhaps 35, but she 
wants children and will 
likely have them before 
marriage.

“Not that I want them 
before, but it probably 
will happen that way,” 
she said. “I don’t want to 
make it seem like it’s 
OK. I don’t even know 
100 percent that I want 
to get married, but I 
want to have kids with 
someone I ’ll be with for 
the rest of my life.”

Marriage is still a goal 
for most people in this 
country.

“Surveys definitively 
show that Americans 
continue to view mar­
riage as very important 
and the vast majority of 
people aspire to it,” 
Smock said.

Although they already 
live together and have 
two children, Perez is 
looking forward to being 
married.

“I get to call him my 
husband and be with him 
forever,” she said. “It’s 
nice to have the title and 
make it official.”

High School. Ms. Franchi’s 
computer programming stu­
dents were busy learning the 
language of python, while Ms.

The challenge for a 
Novi food distributor 
specializing in school 
and institutional con­
tracts isn’t just how to 
keep its customers 
satisfied, but properly 
fed.

ter to be an apex for ev­
eryone to develop and 
learn about food prod­
ucts,” Zeeman said.

be met within often 
strained budgets.

“We have to be always 
innovating and finding 
new ways to hit nutrition­
al guidelines, cut calories 
and lower costs,” Zeeman 
said. “We try to get as 
close to the farm in as 
clean a way as possible. It 
helps that Michigan has 
so much great agricul­
ture.”

vide practical solutions 
for its clients and other 
interested parties, both 
hands-on and via virtual 
connections. The ambi­
tious kitchen research 
and development facility 
matches the equipment 
“in the field,” Zeeman 
said, of varying capac­
ities to fit a range of bud­
gets. Demonstrations via 
high-definition video will 
offer step-by-step proc­
esses through the compa­
ny’s YouThbe channel.

“They can watch how 
it’s prepared and how to 
get the best perfor­
mance,” Zeeman said. 
“And how to not mess up 
a recipe. Cooking is still 
an art and it’s even more 
of an art when you’re 
feeding 5,000 people.”

Zeeman said the facil­
ity can seat up to 60 and 
is already in demand for 
groups looking to make 
use of the facilities, the

classroom and the com­
pany’s institutional 
knowledge. Zeeman said 
the concept includes 
being a resource to the 
community-at-large, 
continuing the success 
that last year saw 25 
employees added to the 
payroll, with more ex­
pected this year.

The Innovation Center,

State inspectors find credit card skimmers

State officials say 
some credit card skim­
mers were discovered 
last week on a credit card 
reader at several pumps 
at Livonia and ’Westland 
gas stations.

Jennifer Holton, com­
munications director for 
the state Department of 
Agriculture and Rural 
Development, said an
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inspector checking gas 
pumps at the Shell sta­
tion at 36420 Plymouth, 
near Levan, in Livonia 
found the skimmer in­
stalled on a pump.

She said two more 
skimmers were found at 
the Mobil station at 38353 
Ford Road in Westland, 
located at the intersec­
tion of Ford Road and 
Hix.

She said there no way 
to determine how long 
the skimmers, used to 
take people’s credit and 
debit card information, 
had been placed there by 
a suspect or suspects.
The devices were re­
moved from the pump at 
the station.

“It copies your in­
formation,” she said. 
“They use it to counter­

feit the credit card.”
Those who may have 

used their credit at the 
stations are encouraged 
to keep a close eye on 
their financial state­
ments in order to detect 
any fraudulent charges. 
After being discovered, 
the incidents are turned 
over to the United States 
Secret Service for fur­
ther investigation, Hol­
ton said.

Several dozen such 
skimmers have been 
found across the state in 
recent months, prompt­
ing MDARD inspectors 
to go across the state to 
inspect the pumps look­
ing for the illegal devices

Many gas station own­
ers and operators are 
also keeping an eye out

for anyone tampering 
with gas pumps and at­
tempting to install a 
skimmer.

“Gas station owners 
are doing their part to 
protect consumers as 
well,” Holton said. 
“There’s been a couple of 
instances where it’s been 
the station management 
that have found these 
devices.”

Holton said that is the 
best way to stay vigilant 
against someone who 
may have stolen some­
one’s credit or debit card 
information.

“Some of the things 
they can do is monitor 
their bank account reg­
ularly,” she said. “They 
need to work with their 
banking institution on 
that.”

The Michigan Office of Highway Safety Planning 
notes in a report, prepared by Wayne State University 
Transportation Research Group, that electronic use 
device impacts driving.

Females are more likely to use a cellphone while

driving than males (8.8 percent and 6.4 percent, re­
spectively). The electronic device use rate was found 
to be highest between 4 p.m. and 6 p.m. at 8.1 percent, 
while the cellphone use rate was lowest between 7 
a.m. and 8 a.m. as well as 6 p.m. and 7 p.m. (6.3 per­
cent).

The 2015 Michigan report also notes cellphone use 
among drivers less than 30 years of age was greatest 
at 10.6 percent, in comparison to 7.1 percent among 
those between ages 30 and 59 and 2.5 percent for driv­
ers age 60 and above.

The AT&T website offers resources for youth, in­
cluding a simulator, as well as the chance to make a 
promise not to text and drive. Young people are urged 
to “Keep your eyes on the road, not on your phone.” 
That’s a good lesson for motorists of all ages.

When you see the driver next to you looking at 
their phone, it’s no longer safe to assume they’re text­
ing. New research from AT&T shows nearly four in 10 
smart phone users tap into social media while driv­
ing. Almost three in 10 surf the net. And, surprisingly, 
one in 10 video chat.

Seven in 10 people engage in smart phone activ­

ities while driving. Texting and emailing are still the 
most prevalent. But other smart phone activity use 
behind the wheel is now common, the website notes. 
Among social platforms, Facebook tops the list, with 
more than a quarter of those polled using the app 
while driving. About one in seven said they’re on Twit­
ter behind the wheel.

The company’s campaign puts the focus on texting 
and driving, although phone use while driving raises 
larger safety concerns. We’ve all seen the distracted 
driver on the phone ignoring traffic nearby and the 
road ahead or behind. Even eating, applying makeup 
or shaving can lead to distracted driving — and trage­
dy.

Driving has gotten easier in some ways as cars 
have become easier to handle and the once-science- 
fiction concept of the self-driving car is emerging as 
reality. Nevertheless, an attentive driver is the best 
weapon today to see that traffic safety laws are fol­
lowed and attention kept on the road and nearby traf­
fic.

You just never know what that next driver over 
will do.

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Lawmakers offer Flint water, Tesla sales bills

Luxury automaker 
Tesla wants to sell its 
pricey cars in Michigan 
without having to open a 
dealership and a state 
representative from 
Sturgis introduced a bill 
last week that will try to 
make that happen.

State law prohibits 
direct sales of automo­
biles by manufacturers 
who don’t have any deal­
erships in the state. That 
leaves Michigan resi­
dents who want to buy a 
Tesla — the cars that 
start at about $100,000 —

searching in nearby 
states for the vehicles.

“In light of our fast­
changing world, I think 
it’s worth talking about 
other ways of doing 
things,” said state Rep.

Michael Kovalcheck 
wants to convey a mes­
sage of hope through his 
appearance in the new 
documentary TV series, 
Embrace of Dying: How 
we deal with the end of 
life.

The show, which start­
ed this week on WTVS- 
TV (Channel 56) Detroit 
Public Television, is the 
final installment in local 
filmmaker Keith Famie’s 
three-part look at aging. 
Famie interviewed Ko­
valcheck, a Livonia resi­
dent, last year for a seg­
ment on grieving, which 
will air during the “Em ­
brace of Dying” episode 
at 7:30 p.m. Monday, Feb. 
29.

Kovalcheck and his 
wife Toni would have 
celebrated their 40th 
marriage anniversary 
last fall if she had sur­
vived another year in 
her battle with stage 4 
cancer. Toni died in Jan­
uary 2015, just a few 
months after appearing 
in a segment on women 
and cancer in Embrace 
of Aging; The Female 
Perspective on Growing 
Old, Famie’s second in­
stallment in the aging 
series. Toni was one of 
three breast cancer pa­
tients profiled in the 
program. The Koval- 
checks explained how 
breast cancer had affect­
ed their lives and how 
they had faced chal­
lenges.

In the upcoming se­
ries, Kovalcheck will 
talk about his grief expe­
rience and observations 
about death.

“When Keith first 
asked me, it was fresh. I 
was four months into 
this,” he said. “I thought 
about it. I didn’t know if 
I could do it. Should I do 
it for Toni?

“Then it came to me. I 
need to do this because 
people are grieving and 
they can have hope. I 
want to show there is

hope. Will our lives be 
the same physically? No. 
But spiritually, you be­
come stronger. My wife 
is more alive than when 
she was here. I believe 
that in my heart. My 
wife had a smile on her 
face when she died. She 
is in pure love that 
words can’t explain.

“From my perspec­
tive, dying is an earthly 
thing. It’s the true begin­
ning.”

Grief process
After Toni died, Ko­

valcheck read extensive­
ly about grieving and 
discovered that some 
books on the subject “are 
good for kindling and 
some are on the mark.” 
He attended a group 
workshop through Good 
Mourning Ministries, 
which is based at Our 
Lady of Good Counsel in 
Plymouth, and still at­
tends one-on-one coun­
seling sessions at Angela

Hospice. He also has 
offered encouragement 
and support to other 
individuals with loved 
ones in hospice and 
prays with those who are 
in mourning.

“I am a grief counsel­
ing amateur,” he said. He 
still sets a coffee cup out 
each morning for Toni 
and visits her grave two 
or three times a week.
He said he feels at peace 
there.

Kovalcheck’s strong 
Catholic faith helped him 
through her death and 
his feelings of loss. He 
believes in praying daily 
for deceased loved ones.

“I think dying has 
always been a dirty 
word. When someone we 
loves dies, we have pain. 
We all hurt and it’s not 
beautiful to hurt,” he 
said. “People say they 
want to celebrate life on 
Earth. Memories are 
important, so we cele­
brate the past, but also

we should celebrate the 
future. What we should 
celebrate is the fact that 
they are in a spot that we 
want to get into. I can’t 
wait to be with her. I ’m 
excited about being re­
united. I never say my 
wife died. I say, ‘Toni 
went home.’”

Kovalcheck acknowl­
edges that some individ­
uals, especially those 
who recently experi­
enced the death of a 
loved one, may shy away 
from watching Embrace 
of Dying. But he said the 
series might also offer a 
path to healing.

“Maybe they will find 
some peace in hearing 
someone else verbalize 
how they feel,” he said.
“I think that can help 
some people.”

Kovalcheck hasn’t 
seen the series, but plans 
to watch the weekly 
episodes on TV.

The shows air at 7:30 
p.m. each Monday. Epi­

sodes include:
» Introduction, Feb 8: 

An overview of what 
dying means as the Baby 
Boomer generation ap­
proaches its twilight 
years. The episode in­
cludes a look at a 96- 
year-old doctor still prac­
ticing medicine in Du­
rand, a collection of “ob­
jects d’mort” in Chicago, 
111., thoughts from a psy­
chiatric neuroscientist 
from Wayne State Uni­
versity and interviews 
with funeral directors.

» Hospice and Termi­
nal Illness, Feb. 15: The 
episode travels to Eng­
land for a historical per­
spective on hospice, 
spends a day with rabbis 
at the Jewish Hospice 
and Chaplaincy Network, 
visits a hospice patient 
and includes an inter­
view with a “death mid­
wife.”

» Funeral Directors, 
Feb. 22: The episode 
focuses on the funeral

profession and its histo­
ry, a mortuary science 
student from Wayne 
State University and 
military funerals. Roger 
Husband of Husband 
Funeral Home in West- 
land also recounts his 
experience preparing 
Rosa Parks for her funer­
al.

» The Eulogy, Feb. 29:
The episode looks at the 
eulogy in the grieving 
process, how the Mex­
ican culture regards 
death and includes sto­
ries from individuals 
who lost loved ones, in­
cluding Kovalcheck.

» Cemeteries, March 
14: The episode travels to 
cemeteries in England,
France and Detroit.

» The Afterlife,
March 21: The episode 
visits the Afterlife 
Awareness Conference 
and the Death Cafe in 
New York City, N.Y.

» Pay It Forward,
March 28: The episode 
looks at how death can 
be a new beginning for 
someone else, through 
scholarships, memorial 
foundations and organ 
donation. It includes 
interviews with the In­
gram family of Carleton, 
founders of Mikie’s Min­
utes, an organization that 
provides calling cards 
for deployed troops, and 
with organizers of the 
Rich Rau Memorial Bicy­
cle Tour in West Virginia, } 
established in honor of a 
bicyclist who was killed 
while riding his bike. S
Viewers also learn about 
the story of Jimmy Wil­
liams, who donated his 
heart through Gift of 
Life Michigan.

» Memorials, April 4:
The series ends with a 
look at objects and activ­
ities used to remember 
loved ones. It also looks 
at the Cryonics Institute 
and explores memorials 
of the future, from new- 
age burial methods to the 
role of technology in 
archiving lives.

It’s a sure sign spring is 
coming -  Friends of the Rouge 
is recruiting volunteers for 
the 19th annual Rouge Frog 
and Toad Survey.

Interested volunteers are 
invited to sign up for the 
training workshop, scheduled 
for 10 a.m. to noon Saturday,

Feb. 27, at the Livonia Civic 
Center Library, 32777 Five 
Mile Road.

This is the first and only 
training offered for new vol­
unteers since 2014. Last year, 
only veteran volunteers par­
ticipated in the surveys due to 
issues with funding ar 1 to 
allow time for data analysis. 
The data was used to identify 
habitat restoration projects in

the watershed, available on­
line.

Volunteers interested in 
surveying must attend the 
Feb .27 workshop. Surveyors 
are provided with a CD of the 
calls and are assigned their 
own survey area within the 
Rouge River watershed. Sur­
veys are conducted indepen­
dently on warm spring eve­
nings after dark, several

times a month from March 
through June. Interested vol­
unteers need to pre-register 
for the workshop.

The presence of frogs and 
toads is used as an indicator 
of wetland health as the ani­
mals disappear when wetlands 
are overly-polluted. Diverse, 
healthy wetlands support 
diverse assemblages of am­
phibians.

Taking a break from his training at 
the nearby Cliff Keen Wrestling Club in 
Ann Arbor, the Pittsburgh native and 
two-time NCAA champion stopped by 
Feb. 3 to speak to an all-school assem­
bly for the second year in a row at 
Northville’s Silver Springs Elementary.

The 30-year-old Herbert, a 2009 
World silver medalist and 2015 Pan Am 
Games silver medalist, also put on a 
youth wrestling clinic later that eve­

ning at Northville High School.
“I don’t just teach wrestling,” Her­

bert said. “I really hype on physical 
literacy. That’s my big key, because if 
these kids can forward roll, backwards 
roll, walk on their hands, front hand­
spring, back hand-spring, then it’s not 
just wrestling. It’s whatever sport they 
want to learn, then by the age of 10, it’s 
something they’re going to be able to 
do.”

Herbert was three-time Big Ten 
Conference champion and four-time 
NCAA All-American who went 149-4 
during his stellar career at Northwest­
ern University. He earned the 2009 Dan 
Hodge Trophy, awarded to the best 
college wrestler in the nation, and the 
2009 Big Ten Athlete of the Year award.

Wrestling has taken him to more 
than 30 countries. He has met rock 
stars, celebrities, billionaires and presi­
dents. He is the co-founder of Base 
Wrestling, a training program, and 
Double Leg Ninja, a wrestling apparel 
company.

The last time the Northville boys 
basketball team captured a division 
title, President Barack Obama hadn’t 
even taken office yet.

But the nine-year drought ended 
Friday night at home as the unbeaten 
Mustangs staged an inauguration cere­
mony of their own by clinching the 
KLAA Central outright with a 79-64 
triumph over Livonia Stevenson.

It was back in the days of President 
Bush and the old Western Lakes Activ­
ities Association when the Mustangs 
captured their last division crown in 
2007 as Alvin Storrs led the way.

“It’s very exciting,” said Northville 
coach Todd Sander, whose team im­
proved to 14-0 overall and 8-0 in the 
Central. “I’m so happy and proud for 
my team. They’re happy, but at the 
same time all year long they’ve had 
that ‘next game’ mentality, so I hope 
they enjoy it for a couple of days and 
then come back ready to work and 
finish it off next week.”

The Mustangs were able to with­
stand Stevenson’s high-powered of­
fense, getting a game-high 26 points 
from senior guard Justin Zimbo, who 
nailed four 3-pointers.

Senior forwards Justin Gibbons and

Nick Wilds chipped in 16 and 12, re­
spectively, while junior guard Jake 
Justice came off the bench to score 
eight.

The Mustangs shot 46.9 percent 
from the floor (23-of-49) and made 80.6 
percent of their free throws (25-of-31) 
to hold the Spartans at bay.

“I think they’ve had at least three 
games in the 80s, so we had a pretty 
good feel it would be up and down,” 
Sander said. “If we had tried to slow it 
down, I don’t think we’d be able to do 
that, so we had to run with them. We 
can score, too, and we did tonight.”

Northville led 22-18 after one quar­
ter and 42-31 at halftime.

The Mustangs then opened up a 
19-point third-quarter lead, 58-39, on a 
basket by Jack Burke with 3:22 left in 
the quarter.

Stevenson clawed back and made it 
a two-possession game, 66-60, with 5:51 
left in the final quarter on a steal and 
basket by Nader Kandalaft.

But Northville regrouped and fin­
ished the game on a 13-4 run, keyed by 
a block, a steal and layup by Gibbons 
with 1:08 remaining to put the Mus­
tangs back up by 13.

“It feels great, knowing that we 
already clinched,” said Burke, a 6-foot 
junior who contributed five points. “It’s 
definitely chemistry. We get along

really well and we play as a team and 
that really helps us.”

Devin Dunn and Kandalaft, both 
sophomores, finished with 16 points, 
while junior Ian Knoph added 11 for the 
Spartans, who slipped to 8-6 overall and
4-4 in the KLAA Central.

“Our defense was pretty bad to­
night,” Stevenson coach Kareem Smart 
said. “And then, too, our shot selection 
... guys I don’t think were real confi­
dent shooting the ball tonight as we 
normally are. It happens sometimes.” 

Stevenson shot only 35.9 percent 
from the field (23-of-64) and was 10- 
of-13 from the foul line (76.9 percent).

“Some days we have a lot of confi­
dence, some days we don’t,” Smart 
said. “When we have shots going down, 
everyone is feeling good and certain 
days we don’t. We’re not that big, of 
course, but we try to get off a lot of 
shots and try and play aggressive de­
fense on the other end.”

Smart said there is a reason why 
Northville stands atop the division.

“None of their guys are afraid to 
shoot,” he added. “They play tough, 
they play physical. They come off 
screens really well. They play a com­
plete game.”

Although Punxsutawney Phil fore­
cast an early spring on Groundhog Day, 
Northville continues to cast a giant 
shadow on the 2015-16 winter boys bas­
ketball season.

“Unbelievable,”

Zimbo Northville coach Todd
Sander said of the in­

bound play. “Kevin is a freak athlete in 
that way. That might have been more 
impressive than the game-winner a 
couple of weeks ago (a 3-pointer at the 
buzzer to beat Novi). It’s about the 
fourth option on a play that we ran 
halfway right, but fortunately it 
worked out for us.”

Salem (8-5), which had taken North­
ville down to the wire Jan.l2 in the first 
meeting between the two teams before 
losing, 53-52, rallied again from eight 
points down with 2:43 left after Nick

Wilds made a layup to put the Mustangs 
up 54-46.

A 3-pointer by junior guard Cameron 
Grace (23 points) with 43 seconds left, 
followed by two Grace free throws with 
22.4 remaining, cut the deficit to 56-54.

“There were a number of things that 
cost us,” Salem coach Bob Brodie said.

“The halftime speech was obviously 
big, got us fired up,” Zimbo said. “We 
got our starters back in to start the 
third quarter. Wilds and I were in foul 
trouble and Gibbons was a little off in 
the second quarter, so we just had to 
basically stick with it and we knew we 
could pull it out at the end.”

Northville didn’t try to deviate from 
its season-long formula.

His message to the students 
at Silver Springs remains one 
of inspiration.

“These are the future lead­
ers of America,” he said. 
“They’re going to be the ones, 
they’re going to be the Olym­
pians, the doctors that find 
those cures for everything. It’s 
the future; just inspire them 
and let them know anything 
that they can put their minds 
to that they can do.”

Herbert incorporates cross 
training, while applying that to 
wrestling skills, for the youths 
who participate in his clinics.

“I teach them body control,” 
he said. “I’ll do a back-flip and 
they’ll go, ‘Oh my gosh, that’s 
awesome, I wish I could do a 
back flip.’ I’ll go, ‘All right, 
let’s start with a backwards 
roll,’ then we’ll actually start 
with a backwards walkover. 
Then we can go to a back hand­
spring and then, before you 
know it, you’re going to be 
back-flipping. It’s going to take 
time, but we’ve got it all bro­
ken down. We have a base 
training wrestling system that 
we have to teach. And we’re 
actually going to team up with 
Mike Barwis (Methods) down 
here to really promote that 
physical literacy and put like 
the science behind it all.”

Growing in Pittsburgh, 
Herbert learned a variety of 
athletic skills.

“I was always very athletic, 
but I kind of worked a lot more 
on it, because wrestling is a 
very physical sport,” he said.
“I got to be able to control my 
body before I can control their 
body. Especially with kids, 
that’s the biggest thing, be­
cause once they get that confi­
dence of learning how to con­
trol their body and move, then 
it’s just the ability of finding 
what their passionate about, 
whether it’s wrestling, football, 
lacrosse, basketball. Then 
they’re going to have the phys­
ical ability to do that and now 
all they have to do is get that 
passion and learn the skill. So 
that’s a really big thing.

“I think that’s really impor­
tant to me, because we all 
know the mind and body, 
they’re not separate. You can’t 
work one without the other; 
they’re the same. So you got to 
be able to work both, so that a

kid teaching himself to do a 
cartwheel or a round-off is 
going to then transfer (that) 
over and benefit him and make 
him to be able to learn math 
and science and everything 
like that better. It just really 
strengthens the neurons and 
everything like that and all 
your pathways.”

Herbert is also trying to 
buck a growing trend in youth 
sports, which is concentrating 
on only one sport.

“The wrestling clinic I do is 
45 minutes of athletic devel­
opment for any sport and it 
will be 45 minutes for a little 
bit of wrestling,” he said. “Spe­
cialization kills kids. It’s a hor­
rible thing. Parents are like, 
‘Oh, he’s third grade, football is 
his sport.’ He’s in third grade. I 
say, ‘What do you mean, that’s 
his sport?”’

Herbert noted that 96 per­
cent of Ohio State coach Urban 
Meyer’s 2016 football letter of 
intent signees played more 
than one high school sport.

“I’ll go toe-for-toe about that 
with anybody,” he said. “Ev­
erybody on the Olympic team 
in 2012 ... not one us wrestled 
full time until college. So all 
the way through high school -  
granted it was cross country 
and other things -  but it’s good 
to take that break and step 
back.”

The U.S. Olympic Wrestling 
Trials, scheduled for April 9-10

at the University of Iowa’s 
Carver-Hawkeye Arena, are 
drawing near and Herbert 
hopes to earn a spot in Rio de 
Janeiro, representing his coun­
try once again.

“I’m the number one seed 
going into the tournament, but 
that really doesn’t mean any­
thing,” Herbert said. “I still got 
to win those matches to make 
the team.”

Meanwhile, he looks for­
ward to reaching his goal of 
creating 50,000 Ninjas by 2020 
through helping, teaching and 
educating coaches, kids and 
parents about the importance 
of installing physical literacy 
to America’s youth.

“It’s something I’m going to 
get into more, post the Olym­
pics,” he said. “I did a lot after 
2012, but I’ll continue to do 
more because I’ll be retired 
after this.”

At the 2012 London Games, 
Herbert just missed out on an 
Olympic medal following a 
controversial referee’s deci­
sion which resulted in a loss. 
He would like nothing better 
than to come away with a med­
al, perhaps even a gold, to 
show to the students next time 
he visits Silver Springs.

“It will eventually be a cool 
thing to have and do,” Herbert 
said.

Gov. Rick Snyder cut 
fewer civil service posi­
tions in his first five 
years than his prede­
cessor cut in her last five 
years, but the current 
administration has fo­
cused its cuts on union­
ized workers.

More than a 10th of the 
state government work­
force has been shaved 
over the last decade, 
under both Snyder, a 
Republican, and his Dem­
ocratic predecessor, Jen­
nifer Granholm.

But, while Granholm’s 
departments cut both 
frontline staff and man­
agement, Snyder’s ad­
ministration has con­
tinued to cut frontline 
staff while adding non- 
unionized managers and 
agency chiefs back into 
the pool, according to a 
State Journal analysis of 
Workforce Reports from 
the state Civil Service 
Commission.

Union officials said 
that approach has pulled 
resources from the kinds 
of hands-on positions 
actually providing ser­
vices to Michiganders,

while adding unneces­
sary overhead.

“Governor Snyder has 
actually created more 
bureaucracy,” said Ray 
Holman, legislative liai­
son for the United Auto 
Workers Local 6000, the 
largest state-worker 
union.

Administration 
spokesman Dave Murray 
said in an email to the 
State Journal that the 
governor “has been a 
strong proponent of mov­
ing government into the 
21st century by utilizing 
technology to make oper­

ations more efficient 
while providing better 
customer service. To 
make this transition, the 
workforce required more 
employees with profes­
sional knowledge and 
expertise, which has led 
to an increase in business 
and administrative posi­
tions.”

The Workforce Re­
ports show Snyder has 
added positions to some 
unionized fields, most 
notably growing Michi­
gan State Police troopers 
by a net 13 percent from 
fall 2011 tofaU 2015.

But the management 
force saw the largest 
increase under Snyder’s 
watch, growing about 33 
percent in that time. Sny­
der has more managers 
now than Granholm had 
during her last year in 
office. Those employees 
are paid more than other 
groups.

Murray noted that the 
largest number of em­
ployees were added to the 
“business and administra­
tion” group, which in­
cludes everything from 
financial professionals to 
researchers. Those em­
ployees are not unionized, 
but are not managers.

Granholm added a 
significant number of 
those employees during 
her last five years, too, 
though Snyder has added 
more.

On pocketbook issues, 
employees took lumps 
under both administra­
tions.

The growth in average 
salary has slowed under 
Snyder, but total compen­
sation for the typical 
state worker has in­
creased faster under the 
Republican, largely be­
cause the cost of health 
insurance, for both the

state and its workers, has 
climbed.

Both governors rough­
ly doubled the percentage 
of insurance premiums 
covered by employees.

As of September, the 
average state worker 
received $105,566 in total 
compensation and had 
been on the job for nearly
13 years. At the end of 
Granholm’s tenure, the 
average was $87,178 for
14 years of service.

Data from the U.S.
Bureau of Labor 
Statistics show that, while 
Michigan state workers 
still make more than the 
typical state or local gov­
ernment employee na­
tionwide, their compensa­
tion is increasing at a 
slower pace than both 
government and private- 
sector workers.

The Great Recession 
slammed Michigan and 
the state budget during 
Granholm’s tenure, and 
its effects were still lin­
gering when Snyder took 
office. But many union 
officials blame the sitting 
governor for giving busi­
nesses a major tax cut 
when he came into office.

“We’d be in a much 
better place if he hadn’t

made those policies,” 
Holman said.

Holman credited Sny­
der with avoiding pay 
freezes and furlough 
days seen under Gran­
holm, but he and other 
union officials said Sny­
der and Republican law­
makers have taken more 
from their pockets with a 
2011 law requiring em­
ployees on pension plans 
to pay more to keep full 
retirement benefits.

The loudest criticism 
of the governor came 
over his decision to sign a 
controversial right-to- 
work law, allowing work­
ers to opt out of their 
unions without paying 
so-called “fair share 
fees.” But, for state em­
ployees, anyway, that law 
doesn’t seem to have been 
the union-buster many 
feared.

The Workforce Re­
ports show union partici­
pation among civU ser­
vants is the lowest it’s 
been over the last decade, 
but it sat at a still-strong 
88 percent as of Septem­
ber. That number has 
ebbed and flowed in the 
past, though it’s only 
ebbed since the law took 
effect in 2013.

Q: A developer came into 

our condominium project 
and wants to  complete the 
unbuilt units which were 
labeled as need not be built, 
but it has been 12 years. Does 
he have a right to  do that?

A: More than likely not and 
you should 
assert your 
rights as the 
association 
under Section 
67(3) of the 
Michigan 
Condominium 
Act. This in 
imperative 
because there 
is a movement 
on the part of certain special 
interests groups to change the 
statute to basically eliminate 
the right of the co-owners in 
the condominium to obtain 
property which was labeled 
“need not be built,” but was not 
constructed by the developer 
for a period of 10 years in cer­
tain situations. If you do not 
perfect your rights by bringing 
legal action, you will more than 
likely find it much more diffi­
cult to do so because the pro­
posed legislation attempts to 
close any reasonable recourse 
by the association. Get a com­
munity association lawyer who 
knows these issues immedi­
ately to protect the interests of 
the association and to get the 
benefit financially that the 
association is entitled to with 
respect to those unbuilt units.

Q: I am currently serving 
as a director on our Condo­
minium Association Board of 
Directors. At one of our re­
cent meetings, one of the 
board members raised a 
question about providing 
cable services to our co-own­
ers. Specifically, she was 
wondering if it would be a 
good idea to  inquire with a 
local cable provider as to 
whether it would give our 
association a bulk rate dis­
count for all residents in the 
condominium complex. Do 
you think it's a good idea for 
our association to  be in­
volved in something like 
that?

A: First, you should review 
the association condominium 
documents to determine if the 
bylaws authorize the associa­
tion to provide such services to 
the units. If not, you may not 
be able to simply treat bulk 
cable the same way the associ­
ation would a utility service 
without amending the bylaws. 
Many cable providers prefer 
not to be classified as a utility 
provider for other reasons and 
therefore take the approach 
that they are not an “everyday 
necessity.” (However, some 
states, such as Washington, 
regulate telecommunication 
service providers the same 
way as other utility compa­
nies).

The other problem is that 
the board may not have the 
authority to budget and classi­
fy such charges as a limited 
common expense. It may be 
difficult to determine what 
percentage interest each unit 
should be allocated as an ex­
pense based upon relative 
value. This would come into 
play if some residents want 
certain premium channels that 
others do not. One way to solve 
this problem would be to have 
all residents receive a set me­
nu of basic channels through 
the association at a bulk dis­
count rate. Then, anyone that 
prefers premium services 
could contact the cable service 
provider and arrange for that 
on their own. You may also be 
able to negotiate a payment to 
the association by the cable 
company in consideration for 
allowing cable to be available 
at the condominium.

t’s nearly impossible to remain
anonymous in today’s connected
world.

people will see right through you.
“Be authentic in all communications.
Be likable and someone your audi­
ence can relate to,” says Irish Mc­
Dermott, co-founder of Panic Media 
Training. “When thinking in terms of 
your pe.sonal brand, you must first

be authentic with yourself.”
Lida Citroen, owner of reputation- 

management company LIDA360, 
echoes that sentiment. “Strive for 
consistency in building a reputation 
that’s authentic and compelling,” she 
says. “Be the same person online as 
in person, stay authentic and relevant, 
and build your reputation over time 
to achieve your desired brand.”

3. A d d  value on social m edia.
Ross Simmonds, a strategist 

and entrepreneur who co-founded 
Crate content marketing software 
and the Hustle -f Grind subscription 
service, suggests leveraging social 
media to drive awareness to your 
personal brand.

“It’s very important for individuals 
looking to build their personal brands

to be consistent in telling their story,” 
he says. “You need to identify the 
channels—Twitter, Linkedin, Face- 
book, Instagram or Snapchat — that 
you want to use as your primary chan­
nel for communication, and be consis­
tent in adding value in that space,”

4 . S ta rt a w e b site  or blog.
It may seem intimidating or tedious, 

but a website or blog is a great way 
to control your messaging while 
showing off your interests and areas 
of expertise.

“Start a blog based on a passion or 
hobby or something having to do with 
your career,” says Jennifer Krosche, 
president and founder of Blue Frog 
Communications. “For instance, if you 
are an HR person, you can write about 
connections and helping people; or if

you are (an) accountant, you can write 
about tax tips and deduction; or if you 
are a nurse, maybe a blog on health 
and wellness.”

Regardless of the avenue, what’s 
important is to put yourself out there. 
“Whether through blogging, podcast­
ing, creating videos or self-publishing 
a book, if you can find a way to share 
your ideas publicly, it reduces the risk 
for employers to hire you because they 
already will have a sense of who you 
are and whether you’d be a good fit for 
the organization,” says Dorie Clark, an 
adjunct professor at Duke University’s 
Fuqua School of Business and the 
author of “Reinventing You” and 
“Stand Out.”

5 . D o n ’t be afraid to  show  
you r personality.

While you should be letting your 
professional side out for the world to 
see, it’s equally important to show a 
little personality.

“If you love travel, you may want to 
have pictures of the places you have 
gone or want to go; if you are athletic, 
maybe posts of fitness and health; 
and if you are focused on goals, 
maybe inspirational quotes, books 
you are reading and workshops you 
attend,” Krosche says. “Whatever your 
hobbies, you should communicate 
those in a positive and fun manner 
to let people get to know the real you 
as well as the professional you.”
