Police: 
Wandering 
pit bull kills 
goat in barn

A goat is dead after allegedly 
being attacked by a wandering 
dog last week.

The goat’s owner, who lives 
off Nine Mile Road, reported to 
Novi police that when she went 
to feed her two pet goats at 
about 9:30 a.m. April 11, both 
were alive and well.

Around 1 p.m., she heard her 
dogs barking, but thought noth­
ing of it as that is not uncom­
mon. Roughly two hours later, at 
3 p.m., she noticed two stray 
dogs, one a gray pit bull and one 
a brown pit bull mix, running 
near where her goats are kept.

She went outside to get them 
away and saw the gray dog had 
managed to get into an empty 
corral attached to a barn and 
was attempting to dig its way 
out. She entered the barn and 
found one of her goats had been 
kUled.

Responding police officers 
observed the goat had blood 
around its neck and face. The 
officers were able to capture the 
suspect dogs. They were ulti-

Specialty court offers veterans an alternative path

“I never thought I would 
stand here and say, T’m abso­
lutely thankful I was part of 
Veterans Court,” ’ Joshua Mull 
said during his graduation from 
a specialty court program at 52-1 
District Court last November.

“Veterans Court is the most 
important thing that happened to 
me,” he said. “It saved my hfe.”

The 35-year-old Novi resident 
and former Marine platoon ser­
geant was in his comfort zone 
when he was serving three com­
bat tours in Iraq. He took a lot of 
pride in leading his troops. But 
when he came home, he felt lost, 
angry, depressed and that he 
didn’t have a purpose. Mull was 
diagnosed with post traumatic 
stress disorder in 2008.

He divorced his wife in 2015 
and he says his motivation to

change his life is based on get­
ting equal custody of his daugh­
ter, who is now 4 years old.
“She’s my everything,” he said.

Mull’s problems began to 
mount when he was charged 
with domestic violence twice, in 
March 2013 and again eight 
months later. The abuse was 
never physical, he said; it was 
emotional and verbal.

After the last incident, court 
administrators sent hiiji to a 
Veterans Administration Hospi­
tal PTSD treatment program in

Battle Creek.

A new path
Veterans Court gave 

him a support team that 
included a judge, proba­
tion officer and Veterans 
Administration experts. 
He took classes and par­
ticipated in group ses­
sions dealing with rela­
tionships and communi­

cation building, plus he 
was required to take 
random drug screenings 
and alcohol tests.

“He enrolled in our 
program simply because 
he was angry —  angry at 
the fact that he was no 
longer serving his coun­
try and he was part of the 
judicial system,” Michael 
McGlown, 52-1 District 
Court probation officer, 
said in a Youlbbe video 
of Mull’s graduation. 
“When he first arrived, it 
was always someone
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else’s fault. My mission 
was to get him off that 
pity pot and start living.”

Mull met once a month 
at court with his team to 
review his progress.

“I looked at my proba­
tion officer as a dad, a 
brother, a mentor and a 
boss,” Mull said. “It was a 
big part of where I want­
ed to go with changing 
my life. I was not going to 
let these guys down.”

Mull plans to be a 
mentor in Veterans 
Court. He currently 
works in loss prevention 
and is attending Eastern 
Michigan University to 
become a social worker, 
with hopes to represent 
veterans.

Another journey
From all outward 

appearances, Tom had his 
life together with lots of 
accomplishments —  
personally and profes­
sionally. He had a great 
job and two successful 
grown sons.

The 57-year-old Mil­
ford resident went into 
the U.S. Navy in 1983. He 
was on active duty for 
nine years and in the 
reserves for 14 more. He 
retired as a Navy com­
mander.

Then things started to 
fall apart. He was going 
through a divorce after 
23 years of marriage and 
he was forced into retire­
ment in specialty sales 
for a pharmaceutical 
company. He wanted to 
keep his name confiden­
tial because, he said, 
while there have been 
strides toward under­
standing addictions, 
there are still prejudices.
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“I had two operating 
while intoxicated 
charges within a year’s 
time span,” Tom said. 
“Never in my life have I 
been in legal trouble. I’ve 
never even had any 
speeding violations. I was 
going through a tough 
time of my life and alco­
hol took over in 2013.1 
was a commander in 
navy aviation and now I 
was a drunk.”

He admitted himself 
to Brighton Hospital for 
alcohol recovery treat­
ment. Tom’s brother-in- 
law, a local attorney, 
suggested getting him in 
Veterans Court after he 
served 30 days in the 
Allegan County Jail.

Veterans Court re­
quired he go to 90 Alco­
holics Anonymous meet­
ings in 90 days.

Rigorous agenda
He completed commu­

nity service programs 
and attended weekly 
counseling and group 
meetings, among other 
programs.

“They provide in­
centives to reward you 
for doing well —  maybe a 
sports ticket, a gas card 
or a gift card to a grocery 
store,” Tom said. “People 
might say those are my 
tax dollars, but it comes 
from fundraisers.”

Tom said he knew he 
was an alcoholic before 
he got the second OWI 
charge. Friends and fam­
ily were telling him to 
slow down his drinking —  
even his mother banned 
him from the family’s 
lake house if he drank.

“Alcohol is prevalent 
in my family; there’s a

genetic make-up,” he 
said, adding that he esca­
lated from being a social 
drinker to a functional 
alcoholic to a full-blown 
alcoholic.

Tom, who was never in 
combat, said he’s con­
cerned about veterans 
coming back from war 
zones with the emotional 
baggage.

“A lot of guys have 
seen things and done 
things they never 
thought they would,” Tom 
said. “It’s a huge trigger 
for alcohol and drug 
abuse for escapism. The 
Veterans Court takes all 
comers with PTSD, those 
with alcohol problems 
and people with domestic 
violence violations.”

Staggering statistics
Substance use dis­

order statistics for peo­
ple with PTSD is shock­
ingly high in both civilian 
and military populations, 
according to statistics 
from the U.S. Depart­
ment of Veterans Affairs.

More than two of 10 
Veterans with PTSD also 
have substance use dis­
orders, the website said. 
War veterans with PTSD 
and alcohol problems 
tend to be binge drinkers 
who are often battling 
bad memories of combat 
trauma. Almost one out 
of every three veterans 
seeking treatment for 
substance use disorders 
also has PTSD.

Tom, who works as a 
urology medical device 
representative, is now a 
mentor in Veterans 
Court.

“We help them get 
through the system with­

out violating,” Tom said. 
“More importantly, we 
check with their mental 
health, job status and 
housing situation. We 
point them in the direc­
tion where they can get 
help. Our biggest con­
cerns are heroin users, 
because when they stop 
and start using again, 
that’s when we lose a lot 
of people. We show them 
this really isn’t punish­
ment, it’s a way to a new 
lifestyle that is much 
better for them. Not only 
do we help them, but it 
helps us remain sober.”

People can’t give up on 
“your veterans,” Tom 
said. “These people are 
on the road to ruin. Some 
are near suicidal. They 
don’t see it at first, but 
once they graduate the 
program, they’re brand 
new people and the vast 
majority continue with
AA. To help them heal 
and get their lives back 
on track is pretty reward­
ing.”

While Mull and Tom 
are Veterans Court suc­
cess stories, many also 
fail.

“Any time anyone 
violates, they will put you 
in jail and it’s so disheart­
ening,” Tom said. “Our 
prisons and jails are 
filled with alcoholics and 
addicts, because they do 
stupid things when 
they’re high. These are 
very viable people, up­
standing young and old 
veterans. They served 
our country they deserve 
a second and a third 
chance.”

thusiastically.
The kids wrote on 

paper boots what activity 
they want to volunteer 
for and soon were trek­
king down to the cafete­
ria, where they met with 
the entire school to cele­
brate the efforts they 
were about to begin.

Barb Zimmerman, 
another Orchard Hills 
kindergarten teacher, 
said the school has two 
separate missions; to 
send packages to the 
troops and to assist the 
Freedom Center, a non­
profit that offers mil­
itary hospitality lounges 
at Detroit Metro Airport 
prior to troop depar­
tures, as well as other 
services, including sup­
port groups for military 
families.

The Freedom Center 
established its first hos­
pitality center at Metro 
Airport in 2011 in the 
absence of a USO, which 
other states that have 
military installation bas­
es have. Since its in­
ception, the Freedom 
Center has assisted more 
than 175,000 troops, vet­
erans and their family 
members.

Sal Haji, the mother of 
a Marine, began volun­
teering at the Military 
Entrance Processing 
Station in Troy, which 
opened as the second 
Freedom Center in No­
vember 2013.

“My family came here

the Troy center. “This is 
the price of freedom —  
every 17- and 18-year-old 
coming through that 
office —  and I wanted to 
give back myself. Now 
we have four (Freedom 
Centers) in the state of 
Michigan.”

Zimmerman’s son 
Jack joined the U.S. Na­
vy last summer and the 
Freedom Center was a 
great help to her family.

“The community can 
donate used flags with 
embroidered stars, flags 
that are no longer being 
flown,” Zimmerman said. 
“They are cut into penta­
gon shapes and every 
serviceman and woman 
sworn in leaves with that 
in their pocket.”

The stars are accom­
panied by a written mes-

' ■

sage from the Freedom 
Center: “I am a part of 
our American flag. I 
have flown over a home 
in the U.S.A. I can no 
longer fly. The sun and 
winds have caused me to 
become tattered and 
torn. Please carry me as 
a reminder that you are 
not forgotten.”

Besides seeking stars, 
Orchard Hills Elemen­
tary staff and students 
are seeking items to put 
in care packages they 
will send to deployed 
military men and women.

mately transported to 
Oakland County Animal 
Control and the owner 
was contacted by phone. 
The owner was out of 
town and had left her 
dogs in the care of her 
roommate, she told po­
lice.

She told officers the 
dogs had been exposed to 
goats in the past and she 
has had no issues with 
her dogs attacking other 
animals. She said they 
are typically kept in a 
gated yard and she was 
unaware of how they 
could have escaped.

Oakland County Ani­
mal Control Supervisor 
Ron Shankin said attacks 
on livestock by domes­
ticated dogs are rare in 
Novi and even more un­
common with goats. In 
the county, livestock 
attacks happen more 
often with open fields 
and dogs killing chick­
ens.

Under local ordinance, 
the owner of the pit bulls 
will likely be cited for 
“dogs at large.”

Shankin said owners 
of dogs that kill farm 
animals can also be held 
responsible for compen­
sation of the loss of live­
stock, which can be sev­
eral hundred dollars, but 
that is a civil matter.
Dogs are not necessarily 
euthanized for attacking 
livestock.

Even when livestock 
are contained, Shankin 
said it is not always pos­
sible to keep out dogs, as 
well as coyotes and fox­
es.

“Create a containment 
area with stronger, qual­
ity materials that ani­
mals are (less likely) to 
destroy,” he said. “Do­
mesticated dogs, if they 
get out, some are prone 
to do this, but it is rare. 
We don’t consider it a 
major problem, it just 
happens.”

He adds that attacks 
on livestock are not spe­
cific to a breed of dog.

28 at the Novi High 
School Media Center 
(park in the Taft Road lot, 
the second drive south of 
10 Mile Road).

As the end of the 
school year approaches.

timely topics of discus­
sion will include “Making 
prom a night to remem­
ber, not to forget” and 
“Holding safe, legal and 
liability-free graduation 
parties.” TVoubling 
trends seen year-round, 
including e-cigarettes/ 
vaping and heroin, will 
also be addressed.

“Heroin is on an up­
tick and we are seeing 
stats that show the 
amount of overdoses is 
going way up,” said De­
tective Jon Zabick, 
school liaison officer. 
“Heroin is not something 
that is be abused just by 
the hard-core skid row

drug addict. There are 
correlations between 
prescription drugs and 
heroin. Kids get a hold of 
what is in the medicine 
chest and it’s a gateway 
to heroin. They’re all cut 
from the same opioid.” 

The April 28 presenta­
tion will be the third in 
the “What Parents Need 
to Know” series, which 
began last spring as a 
partnership between 
police and the schools. 
Two presentations are 
planned per year, with 
the goal to educate par­
ents about the unique 
challenges and dynamics 
of student-related issues.

Zabick notes that 
many issues are genera­
tional and parents might 
not have a full grasp on 
the dangers facing kids 
today, particularly with 
technology.

Another topic that has 
been discussed previ­
ously and which will be 
talked about again at the 
newest forum is “Student 
Behavior: When inappro­
priate becomes illegal,” 
addressing in particular 
communications sent on 
computers and mobile 
devices.

Zabick advises par­
ents to be aware of what 
apps kids are using and

have a basic understand­
ing of the pitfalls they 
can get into with a false 
sense of anonymity or 
privacy on what he calls 
“the wild, wild west” of 
the Internet.

“Whatever you send 
out here, everyone takes 
a screen shot and a bad 
decision is something 
that can linger far down 
the road,” he said. “The 
reality with social media 
is a constant level of 
communication and no 
reprieve.”

In the program, real- 
life examples of poor, 
life-altering decisions are 
used, including students

charged with exploita­
tion, harassment, threats 
and criminal sexual con­
duct.

Students, as well as 
parents, don’t always 
understand the gray area 
between what is inappro­
priate and what is illegal 
and the resulting long­
term consequences, he 
adds, not only in damage 
to reputation, but also to 
scholarship and employ­
ment.

Schools must focus on the excitement of learning
M y favorite sport 

is baseball. Cor­
respondingly, I 

love the sprmg. After 
months of winter’s 
gloom, the grass begins 
turns green, trees bloom 
and baseball comes back.

my father. We would play 
catch in the backyard. I 
loved the experience of 
playing catch. I loved 
trying to figure out how 
to throw a curve ball. I 
loved pop flies and 
ground balls. Two gloves, 
a ball, my father and the 
green grass.

When my own boys 
were born, I played catch 
with them, \^^ile playing 
catch with them, I almost

ruined baseball for them 
and for me.

Baseball can get very 
technical. We can analyze 
everything. How high is 
your elbow? Is your plant 
foot turned the right 
direction?

Instead of enjoying a 
simple game of catch, I 
almost turned baseball 
into a technical experi­
ence, devoid of the joy of 
the experience. Instead 
of focusing on my sons, I 
was more focused on 
whether they were ex­
tending their arm, fol­
lowing through, driving 
with their shoulder.

In some ways, spring

in schools is similar to 
my experience with base­
ball. Schools should be 
about the excitement of 
learning. Schools should 
be about the joy that 
comes from wanting to 
discover things. School 
should be about trying to 
figure things out, experi­
menting with ideas.

In Michigan, as in 
most states, we have 
decided that we need to 
focus on some of the 
technical aspects of 
school. How much are 
our students learning? 
What are they learning? 
Are they where they are 
supposed to be?

During the spring, at 
least during the last two 
springs in Michigan, we 
give our students the 
M-STEP assessment. 
Taken too seriously, this 
assessment can ruin 
school for our students. 
Instead of enjoying 
learning and focusing on 
the excitement that can 
come from discovery, we 
begin to analyze every 
aspect of our student’s 
educational experience.

Don’t get me wrong —  
students come to school 
to learn. At some level, 
we need to measure how 
much our students are 
learning. We need to 
make sure that our stu­
dents are developing the 
skills that they will need 
to live productively.

But at times, we focus 
too much on figuring out 
what our students are 
learning and forget that 
it is the process and the 
act of learning that bring 
joy and excitement and 
passion to the classroom.

I want our students to 
demonstrate that they 
are learning and to do 
well on our state assess­
ment. But more impor­
tantly, I also want our 
students to develop a 
deep and abiding affec­
tion for learning, a pas­
sion that will drive their 
lifelong learning.

Don’t take the bait when it conies to phishing
W e always see

pictures of huge 
fish pulled from 

the lakes and streams of 
this state. There are 
proud men, women and 
children holding the 
catch of the day with 
smiles on their faces. 
Fishing can be fun and 
relaxing, but do you ever 
look at yourself as a fish 
—  or, should I say, 
“phish?” Phishing, just 
like the real thing, uses 
bait to lure a person into 
getting hooked. Phishing 
is one of the most suc­
cessful cyber attacks out 
there and people get 
hooked every day.

A phishing message 
can arrive by email, 
phone, social networking.

instant messaging or fax. 
The message will ask you 
to take action like click­
ing on a link and entering 
information on a website 
or calling a phone num­
ber. Won any free trips to 
the Caribbean lately? 
Whatever the message, 
the goal is to get you to 
reveal private informa­
tion like your password, 
account number or birth 
date.

Phishers, much like 
the bait we use, disguise 
the hook with what ap­

pear to be legitimate 
messages. They use high- 
profile news stories, 
gossip and celebrity 
photos with page views 
on the Internet. They 
warn you that something 
bad has happened or will 
happen. They then tell 
you what you should do 
to correct the problem, 
such as contacting the 
Internal Revenue Service 
because you owe addi­
tional funds; here is a 
number to call.

There are also people 
who use the technique of 
what is called “spear 
phishing.” Spear phish­
ing is a more sophisti­
cated form of phishing 
that targets you directly. 
Messages appear to come

from someone you know 
and trust. They often 
include personal infor­
mation like your name, 
where you live or your 
employer, but in fact it’s 
an attack. The messages 
look real, which makes it 
even easier to get 
hooked. To identify spear 
phishing messages, al­
ways look at the sender’s 
address or the real desti­
nation of the links.

Never give out sensi­
tive information unless 
you initiated the commu­
nication and you are sure 
you have the correct 
party. Be suspicious 
when a message plays on 
your emotions, curiosity, 
fear, trust, need, generos­
ity or desires. Delete

messages that ask for 
private information, 
display an aliased send­
er’s address that is not a 
real sender and looks 
suspicious or have suspi­
cious links that don’t go 
where the alias says they 
go. Do not click on links 
or call a phone number 
provided in messages. 
Instead, look them up 
yourself. Investigate any 
link before you click on 
it. Phishers often hide a 
malicious link among 
several legitimate ones.

If you think you were 
phished, get off the hook. 
If you gave away your 
password, change it im­
mediately. Write down 
everything you can re­
member and provide this

information to your ac­
count provider. Don’t be 
embarrassed to tell them 
what happened. If you 
think you are the victim 
of identity theft, have 
credit bureaus put alerts 
on your credit reports. 
Close accounts that have 
been tampered with and 
report the incident to 
police and the Federal 
TVade Commission.

Remember, it is better 
to go fishing than to get 
phished.

Thanks to vac­
cines that came into use 
in the mid-1950s and 
early 1960s, the virus that 
historically left millions 
dead or with some de­
gree of paralysis has 
nearly been wiped from 
the face of the Earth.

An upcoming event in 
Farmington Hills will 
highlight a major role a 
facility in the local com­
munity once had in treat­
ment of those infected -  
and spread word about 
efforts to eliminate polio 
altogether.

Elizabeth Kenny was 

an Australian nun credit­
ed with developing and 
promoting hydrotherapy 
as a treatment for polio. 
In the 1920s, she spent a 
considerable amount of 
time working with young 
patients at the Michigan 
Hospital for Crippled 
Children -  which eventu­
ally was renamed the 
Sister Kenny Hospital, 
explained Ginger Bar­
rens, a Novi Rotarian for 
the past 26 years and 
District 6380 polio co­
chair. Designed by famed 
architect Albert Kahn, 
the building is now part

of the Botsford Senior 
Living Center, which will 
open its doors to guided 
tours for the open house.

“It’s a really cool piece 
of Farmington history,” 
Barrons said. “The Far- 
mington-Farmington 
Hills area served as a 
key place for the revolu­
tion of polio treatment 
worldwide. I don’t think 
many people in the com­
munity know about that, 
but they should.”

Impressive features 
of the former hospital 
include Kahn’s “stunning 
architecture,” she said, 
including red brick, 
arched doorways, slate 
roofs and limestone in­
lays of children playing.

“And in the basement, 
you can still see the origi­
nal outskirts of the pool 
(where hydrotherapy 
took place),” she said.

Also, photos from the 
Sister Kenny Hospital 
time period will be on 
display, on loan from the 
Walter Reuther Histori­
cal Library collection.

Along with allowing a 
look inside a historic 
building that’s typically 
not open to the public, 
the April 23 event will

“help build awareness 
and advocacy, and raise 
funds” for polio eradica­
tion, the “number one 
health goal of Rotarians,” 
Barrons added.

Thanks to efforts by 
Rotarians, as well as the 
World Health Organiza­
tion and others, to vacci­
nate children across the 
globe, Pakistan and A f­

ghanistan are the last two 
countries where new 
cases of the disease still 
emerge -  but the num­
bers are dwindling, she 
said.

“We’re very, very 
close to eradication. Last 
year, just 21 new cases 
were reported,” she said.

Free-will donations 
will be accepted at the

open house for the Rotar­
ians’ Polio Eradication 
Fund.

April is Distracted Driving Awareness Month, in 

which the National Safety Council invites you to Take 
Back Your Drive.

New technology in vehicles is causing drivers to 
become more distracted behind the wheel than ever 
before. Drivers -  53 percent of them -  believe if man­
ufacturers put “infotainment” dashboards and 
hands-free technology in vehicles, they must be safe. 
But, in fact, these technologies distract our brains 
even long after you’ve used them, according to the 
NSC.

Police officials often speak to the need to make it 
“none for the road” when it comes to drinking and 
driving. We believe the same holds true for use of cell­
phones while on the road. Driving is just too complex

of a task to be attempting to carry on a cellphone con­
versation on the road.

Thousands have died in crashes involving cell­
phone use. The NSC notes, make no mistake; this mul­
ti-tasking technology is about convenience, not safe­
ty.

Many distractions exist while driving, but cell­
phones are a top distraction because so many drivers 
use them for long periods of time each day. Almost 
everyone has seen a driver distracted by a cellphone, 
but when you are the one who is distracted, you often 
don’t realize that driver is you.

With some state laws focusing on hand-held bans 
and auto makers putting hands-free technology in ve­
hicles, it’s no wonder people are confused. However,

while many drivers honestly believe they are making 
the safe choice by using a hands-free device, it’s just 
not true. Your brain remains distracted by the con­
versation, the NSC says.

While no state has a law prohibiting all cellphone 
use while driving, employers are putting policies in 
place banning the use of hand-held and hands-free de­
vices. The city of Tblsa implemented a total-ban cell­
phone policy for employees, for example.

D evelopm ent
concerns

As there continues to 
be more development on 
the west end of Novi and, 
as a long-time resident 
who lives in that area, I 
am particularly con­
cerned about three cur­
rent issues.

Novi has been desig­
nated a Tree City USA 
for more than two dec­
ades. We have a tree 
department, a tree care 
ordinance, a community 
forestry program and we 
participate in Arbor Day 
each year. I consider all 
of this an asset to our 
community. Therefore, I 
am confused as to why 
the Novi City Council 
would weaken its own 
longstanding tree preser­
vation program for the 
benefit of one developer 
who will remove 80 per­
cent of the trees at Eight 
Mile and Beck without 
having to add one cent to

the city’s tree fund.
My second concern is 

related to the high traffic 
volume on Beck Road. 
Currently, during the 
morning and afternoon 
rush hour, traffic along 
Beck Road is often 
backed up a mile or more 
between Eight Mile and 
Grand River. There are 
at least three subdivi­
sions going in along this 
route, as well as a day 
care center, so what is 
being done to relieve 
traffic congestion in this 
area?

My third issue is relat­
ed to accessibility to 
parks and green spaces 
in these new subdivi­
sions. While we have 
some wonderful parks in 
Novi, most of them re­
quire me to get in my car 
to get there. Building a 
walkable/bike friendly 
community is important 
to the long-term viability 
of any community. Being 
able to walk my children/

grandchildren to a near­
by park makes my neigh­
borhood much more 
attractive to families and 
potential home buyers.

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MOOT: 1-275 will close in early May for construction

There’s still no hard 
date for when motorists 
can expect southbound 
Interstate 275 through 
Livonia, Farmington Hills 
and Novi to shut down, 
but the time frame has 
been narrowed.

The Michigan Depart­
ment of Transportation 
sent out a message last 
week saying the road will 
be shut down sometime in 
early May. An exact date 
has not yet been selected, 
but it will be announced 
in the coming weeks.

The announcement 
came about an hour be­
fore a scheduled public 
meeting on the project, 
which saw hundreds of 
interested motorists, 
residents and officials 
attend to get the latest 
information on the 
planned work on the free­
way spanning from Five 
MUe to the I-96/I-696/M-5 
interchange this summer.

Bill Erben, an engi­
neer with MDOT, said the 
selected contractor will 
have to give five days 
notice to the state when it 
plans to shut down the

freeway.
The total span of the 

project is 109 calendar 
days, meaning that’s how 
long the contractor has to 
reopen the freeway once 
it is shut down.

“That’s the bulk of this 
project, but then there is 
some pavement rehab 
work that takes place up 
in the interchange,” he 
said. “Some resurfacing, 
some patching, there’s 
landscaping that goes 
with this project, there’s 
ditch clean out to re­

establish the ditch flow 
lines.”

Some preliminary 
work has already begun, 
with bridge closures on 
Seven Mile in Livonia, 
Meadowbrook in Novi 
and Haggerty on the 
Farmington Hills/Novi 
border. Trees have also 
been taken out along the 
ditches and to lay wires 
for the electronic sign 
boards and freeway cam­
eras, though MDO"! says 
more than 700 trees will 
be planted to replace

them.
Southbound 1-275 will 

close first, leaving north­
bound traffic maintained. 
That will allow for the 
concrete rehabilitation 
and other work to happen 
along the southbound 
lanes, which will remain 
closed until the work is 
finished, most likely 
sometime in July. Then 
the northbound lanes will 
close, leaving only south­
bound 1-275 open, for the 
remainder of the project. 
Both sides of the freeway

are expected to reopen 
early in the fall.

'It's  not going to  be 
p re tty '

The $70 million pro­
ject will detour traffic to 
as far away as the South- 
field Freeway, the Lodge 
Freeway and 1-696, 
though Erben said that’s 
only the official detour 
route. Trucks and other 
heavy traffic will be 
expected to use those 
freeways, as MDOT can 
only detour to state trunk 
lines.

But he expects local 
drivers will eventually 
discover other routes 
they find to work easier 
for them once the free­
way closes.

“We have to send you 
to the next available free­
way, which we don’t have 
one until Southfield,” 
Erben said. “You can find 
a way on any of the local 
roads north or south. But 
we can only send you to 
our roads.”

TVying to find that 
detour is going to be a 
challenge for Livonia 
resident Diane Snyder. 
She works in Wixom and 
uses 1-275 on a daily ba­

sis. She’s hoping to find a 
steady route others 
haven’t discovered to 
minimize the effect on 
her commute and living.

“It affects me 24/7, 
basically,” she said. “I ’ve 
already been trying to 
map out directions.”

It’s going to affect 
Northville resident Joan 
Wilson as well. She’s a 
frequent traveler of the 
freeway, taking it to 
places such as Canton, 
Ann Arbor and Detroit. 
She came to the public 
meeting to learn more 
about the routes she 
could possibly take to still 
get around town, some­
thing she got from an 
MDOT employee.

While it will be tough, 
she said, she joked with 
the people around her at 
the meeting, saying 
they’ll see each other a 
whole lot this summer on 
surface roads.

“It’s not going to be 
pretty, because it’s going 
to be me and everyone 
else doing the same thing. 
It’s just going to add 
more time,” she said.
“I ’m very concerned.
This is going to affect me 
greatly.”

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W o r k in g  a t  a  s t a r t u p  a lw a y s  h a s  u p s  a n d  d o w n s

T hanks to the m assive 
success of once-small 
enterprises such as 

Facebook, Twitter and Group- 
on, startup companies are 
popping up faster than you 
can say “Silicon Valley,” with 
every entrepreneur hoping to 
be the next Mark Zuckerberg. 
With their famously laid-back 
work cultures and creative em­
ployee perks, startups carry 
a lot of allure for job seekers 
ready to make their mark.

But working for a startup isn’t 
all on-site m assages and Free 
Beer Fridays. It takes hard 
work, an all-hands-on-deck 
attitude and lots of late nights.
If you’re considering working 
for a startup, think through the 
pros and cons first.

PRO: You get to take  
ch an ces. “Working at a 
startup can be very exciting,” 
says Michele Mavi, director of 
recruiting and content devel­
opment at Atrium Staffing. Not 
only are you surrounded by 
bright, passionate people, but 
you get to try things you may 
not be able to do in a more 
established organization. “The 
feeling of working with a group 
of people where you’re build­
ing something out of nothing 
and creating something of 
value is really rewarding,”
Mavi says.

CON: The sa lary  isn ’t 
great. Most small busi­
nesses that are just starting 
out don’t have the budget to 
offer a competitive sa lary and 
benefits package, according to 
Gariy Fauth, head of market­
ing for Money Crashers, an 
online financial guide. To make 
up for this, however, startups 
may offer other nonmonetary 
perks, such as a casual work 
environment, unlimited vaca­
tion, a flexible schedule or the 
ability to work from home.

PRO: Your work  
and ideas don’t go 
unnoticed. “What you do 
has a huge impact on the 
company,” says Oleg Kornei- 
tchouk, director of marketing

for Sm artSites, an online mar­
keting company. At a  larger 
company, your influence is 
dependent on your title or role, 
but at a startup, “every person 
has a high degree of impor­
tance and is trusted to make 
the right decisions for the 
company,” Korneitchouk says.

CON: The hours are  
long. “If you want to work 
eight hours and go home 
and not think about your job, 
then don’t work for a startup,” 
advises Margo Schlossberg, 
vice president of sa les and 
marketing at Jumpit Pass, a 
membership-based service for 
local kids’ c lasses. Answering 
emails until the wee hours of 
the night is just part of the job.

she says. “I consider that part 
of what I signed up for working 
for a startup, because it is an 
‘all hands on deck’ operation, 
and sometimes, that’s what 
needs to happen.”

PRO: There’s  never a 
dull moment. “Startups 
move very fast,” says Kather­
ine Chalm ers, strategic direc­
tor for Velocity Marketing. “In 
the early years, your projects 
are different every day, and 
your challenges evolve every 
quarter. It’s  exhilarating.”

CON: There Is no 
stability. ‘A career in start­
ups is by nature volatile,” 
Chalm ers adds. Failure is 
a big possibility, and even

companies that do succeed 
may see a lot of fluctuation.
“If you can’t handle uncertainty 
and volatility, working with 
startups can be very stressful,” 
she says.

PRO: You are your own 
boss. For Sarah Dabby, head 
of talent at San Francisco- 
based startup ClickTime, one 
of the perks is the autonomy 
provided by a flat organiza­
tional structure. “The amount 
of control you have over your 
career is immense,” Dabby 
says. “You rarely have anyone 
telling you what to do, and it’s 
up to you to figure out what 
needs to be done —  and how 
(to do it). That’s thrilling if 
you’re proactive, take initiative 
and love to be hands-on in 
delivering results.”

CON: Chaos Is king. On
the other hand. Dabby says, 
“The pace can be frenetic, and 
with everyone trying to deliver 
on many projects all at once, it 
can be difficult to see the for­
est for the trees.” While some 
people thrive on chaos, those 
who do not may quickly burn 
out in a startup environment.

Not all financial advisers are equal; 
find one that meets your needs

A  couple of weeks 
ago, I sat down 
with a potential 

new client. The individ­
ual had contacted me 
after attending one of my 
seminars and wanted me 
to manage his money. He 
came into my office and 
we had a nice conversa­
tion about the type of 
investor he is and his 
goals and objectives.

After the conversa­
tion, much to the shock of 
the potential client, I told 
him that our firm was not 
the right firm for him 
and that he should con­
sider using a different 
adviser. Needless to say, 
the client was somewhat 
shocked that I would turn 
down his business. As I 
explained to him, I didn’t 
want to turn down his 
business. As a profes­
sional, I  know it’s impor­
tant to remember not 
every adviser is good for 
every individual. I ex­
plained to him that the 
things he wanted to do 
were not within my ex­
pertise and the reason I 
was referring him to a 
different firm was be­
cause I wanted him to 
have the best profession­
al advice available. It is 
important for people to 
recognize there are dif­
ferent types of financial 
advisers in the market 
and it’s not one size fits 
all.

Financial advisers — 
or, sometimes as they’re 
called, wealth managers 
— can be categorized in a 
number of different 
ways. Because I believe 
that professionals should 
be independent and work 
solely for the client, I 
believe one of the ways 
you should categorize an 
adviser is how they are 
compensated.

Some advisers are

compensated by commis­
sions. They receive com­
pensation in a couple 
different ways. First, by 
selling you a product. 
Second, by receiving 
additional compensation 
year-by-year through 
higher fees associated 
with your product in 
many of those commis­
sion products they pro­
vide. My problem with 
commission salespeople 
is they have dual loy­
alties, the client and the 
company’s product they 
represent.

In addition to the con­
flict of interest, the prob­
lem I have with commis­
sion products in general 
is that it is very difficult 
to know exactly what 
you’re paying in fees. 
When they make it diffi­
cult to know what you’re 
paying in fees, you know 
you’re paying too much.

The second type of 
adviser is what is known 
as a fee-only adviser. A 
fee-only adviser only 
receives compensation 
directly from you. Most 
fee-only advisers will

either work on a set fee 
or a percent for money 
under management. 
These advisers receive 
no compensation from 
anyone other than their 
clients. One of the rea­
sons that I am a fee-only 
adviser is because I want 
to eliminate as many 
conflicts of interest as 
possible.

The third type of ad­
viser charges fees and at 
the same time accepts 
commissions. Sometimes 
these advisers will offset 
the commission with the 
fee, other times they will 
not. The same objections 
I have to the commission- 
only salespeople apply to 
these types of advisers as 
well. In addition, I think 
in many cases these ad­
visers are double dipping 
on fees.

Another way that you 
categorize advisers is, 
based upon their ex­
pertise. Some advisers 
will specialize in mutual 
funds, others in individ­
ual stocks. Some advisers 
will implement more 
aggressive trading strat­
egies than others.

As far as I ’m con­
cerned, in selecting an 
adviser you not only have 
to look at how they are 
compensated, but also 
what their expertise is. 
Just like medicine, where 
doctors can’t be a jack of 
all trades, the same thing 
applies to financial ad­
visers. The key is just not 
finding a good adviser; 
but finding a good ad­
viser for you.

Bring some boxing gloves if 
you’re looking to purchase a 
house for under $250,000 in 
Oakland County.

The market is that hot right 
now.

“There was an open house 
here in Birmingham and we 
had a fight over the house,” 
said Dan Elsea with Real Es­
tate One. “We had one guy who 
barricaded himself in the home 
and he wouldn’t open the door 
until he was told the seller 
actually looked at his offer. He 
spent the night in ja i l ... and he 
didn’t get the house.”

Elsea and Eric Larson of the 
Larson Realty Group were 
keynote speakers at the Bir­
mingham Bloomfield Cham­
ber’s annual real estate fore­
cast breakfast. Both men pre­
dict the real estate market in 
southeast Michigan will con­
tinue to appreciate at a steady 
clip over the next several 
years.

Elsea, whose company is the 
eighth largest broker in the 
nation, said a majority of 
homes in the price range of 
$250,000 to $500,0000 are sell­
ing within 30 days or less in 
Oakland County. The market 
for million-dollar luxury 
homes has slowed down, with 
more listings than potential 
buyers.

Residential properties less 
than $250,000 are moving fast­
er than lightning because the 
inventory for starter homes 
has shrunk dramatically in the 
past two years.

Elsea expects housing val­
ues in southeast Michigan to 
increase around 15 percent 
over the next five years. Royal 
Oak, Berkley and Ferndale are 
three of the hotter markets 
right now, mainly because of 
their appeal to millennials in 
search of starter homes.

“Royal Oak is clearly out­
performing the rest of the 
market in this area,” Elsea 
said.

Larson, who also serves as 
CEO of the Downtown Detroit 
Partnership, believes more 
cooperation in the region is 
necessary to help Michigan 
attract new commercial and 
industrial opportunities.

“We need to start thinking 
less about Birijiingham and 
Bloomfield competing against 
Troy and Southfield ... and 
more about how we are com­
peting as a region and how are 
we competing as a state,” Lar­
son said.

Larson Realty Group has the 
redevelopment rights for the 
old Tiger Stadium property. 
Outside Detroit, the company 
has plans for a 24-unit condo­
minium development in Bir-

mingham’s Triangle District.
While praising entrepre­

neurs Mike Hitch and Dan 
Gilbert for investing heavily in 
downtown Detroit and the 
adjacent Foxtown and Mid­
town districts, Larson said the 
challenge in the years ahead 
will be to rehabilitate the rest 
of the city.

“You can fit San Francisco, 
Boston and Manhattan in De­
troit,” he said at the breakfast. 
“Those three cities combined 
have over 11 million people ... 
Detroit has around 700,000 
people.”

Right now, about 6,000 peo­
ple live in the immediate down­
town Detroit area. Larson said 
that equates to about three

people per square mile in 
terms of density. In compari­
son, the downtown population 
of other major cities averages 
about 11 people per square 
mile.

On the plus side, more than 
300 new hotel rooms are being 
planned in the downtown, 
along with approximately 715 
residential units. There’s also 
the Ml Rail that’s expected to 
come online in 2017, which 
should help attract new devel­
opment.

“So the supply is starting to 
catch up with the demand,” 
Larson said.

The forecast, held Tbesday 
at the Townsend, is the third 
and final of an annual series

presented by the Birming­
ham chamber. The other two 
focus on government and 
the economy.

“All three of this year’s 
forecast programs featured 
outstanding speakers who 
truly are leaders in their 
industries,” chamber presi­
dent Joe Bauman said.
“Each of the programs plays 
a key role in fulfilling the 
chamber’s mission to serve 
our six communities as their 
leading resource for ad­
vancing business interests 
and building relationships.”

Industry report: Vacation home sa les 
drop som e, investm ent buys up

Vacation home sales cooled 
off in 2015 but remained at the 
second highest amount in 
nearly a decade, while in­
vestment purchases increased 
for the first time in five years, 
according to an annual survey 
of residential home buyers 
released today by the National 
Association of Realtors. Mir­
roring the strong price growth 
seen throughout the United 
States, the median sales price 
of both vacation and invest­
ment homes surged in 2015.

NAR’s 2016 Investment and 
Vacation Home Buyers Survey 
, covering existing- and new- 
home transactions in 2015, 
found that vacation-home 
sales last year declined to an 
estimated 920,000, down. 18.5 
percent from their most re­
cent peak level of 1.13 million 
in 2014.

Investment-home sales in 
2015 jumped 7.0 percent to an 
estimated 1.09 million from 
1.02 million in 2014. Owner- 
occupied purchases jumped 
15.9 percent to 3.74 million last 
year from 3.23 million in 2014 
— the highest level since 2007 
(3.93 million). Sales estimates 
are based on a national online 
survey including responses 
from over 2,000 U.S. adults 
who purchased a residential 
property in 2015, and exclude 
institutional investment activ­
ity.

Lawrence Yun, NAR chief 
economist, says vacation sales 
took a sizable step back in 
2015, but still came in at the 
second highest amount since 
2006 (1.07 million). “Baby 
boomers at or near retirement 
continue to propel the demand 
for second homes, although 
headwinds softened the over­
all volume of vacation sales 
last year,” he said. “The ex­
panding pool of buyers amidst 
a dwindling number of bar­
gain-priced properties led to 
tighter supply and fewer sales 
and caused the price of vaca­
tion homes to rise. Further­
more, the turbulence that hit 
the financial markets the sec­
ond half of the year likely 
seized some would-be buyers’ 
available cash.”

The median sales price of 
both vacation and investment 
homes soared in 2015. The 
median vacation home price 
was $192,000, up 28.0 percent . 
from $150,000 in 2014. The 
median investment-home sales 
price was $143,500, up 15.3 
percent from $124,500 a year 
ago.

According to Yun, many of 
the metro areas with the 
strongest price appreciation in 
2015 were in the South — the 
most popular destination for 
vacation buyers — and partic­
ularly in several Florida mar­
kets. While increased buyer

demand contributed to the 
run-up in prices, it also likely 
squeezed less affluent house­
holds looking to purchase 
vacation properties.

Vacation-home sales ac­
counted for 16 percent of all 
transactions in 2015 — down 
from 2014 (21 percent), but 
still the second highest share 
since the survey was first 
conducted in 2003. The portion 
of investment sales remained 
unchanged from a year ago at 
19 percent, and owner-occu­
pied purchases increased to 65 
percent (60 percent in 2014).

“Despite a smaller share of 
distressed properties coming 
onto the market, investment 
purchases reversed course in 
2015 after declining for four 
straight years,” Yun said. 
“Steadily increasing home 
prices and strong rental de­
mand appear to be giving 
more individual investors 
assurance that purchasing 
real estate will diversify their 
portfolios and generate addi­
tional income if they decide to 
rent out the home.”

This year’s survey found 
that in addition to longer-term 
rentals, investors are most 
likely to attempt to and rent 
their properties for less than 
30 days. Among investors, 42 
percent did or tried to rent 
their property in 2015 and plan 
to rent their property in 2016.

Twenty-four percent of 
vacation buyers did or tried 
to rent their property in 
2015 and plan to rent their 
property this year. Vacation 
buyers are more likely to 
use a property manager or 
social media to rent their 
property, while investors 
are more likely to use a 
traditional real estate agen­
cy.

The share of vacation 
buyers who paid in cash 
jumped to 38 percent from 
30 percent in 2014, while 
cash purchases by inves­
tors decreased to 39 per­
cent from 41 percent a year 
ago. Of buyers who fi­
nanced their purchase with 
a mortgage, over half (52 
percent) of vacation buyers 
and 44 percent of investors 
financed less than 70 per­
cent of the purchase price.

The overall trend of 
fewer distressed properties 
(short sale or foreclosure) 
on the market resulted in 
vacation buyers and in­
vestors purchasing less of 
them in 2015. Thirty-six 
percent of vacation buyers 
(45 percent in 2014) and 39 
percent of investors (44 
percent in 2014) purchased 
a distressed property a 
year ago.

Assessment: 
Sometimes 

you need to 
stand, fight
Q: I am upset about the 

tax assessment I received 
this year from my township  
and I don't know what the 
results are going to be, but I 
did appeai to my local as­
sessor. What do you think I 
shouid do with the result?

A: I would have difficulty 
recommending what specifi­
cally you should do other than 
if you are locked in to an as­
sessment 
given the ■ 
facts and 
circum­
stances of 
your case that 
you think is 
unreasonable, 
you need to 
appeal to the 
Michigan Tax 
Tribunal at
the least. You don’t want to be 
stuck with an unreasonable 
assessment which is much 
greater than the fair market 
value of your property even 
the tax assessor argues that 
he is not looking at your indi­
vidual property, but a com­
posite of neighboring proper­
ties. Obviously, the assessors 
are out to get as much as they 
can and at some point you 
have to stand up and fight.

Q: My neighbor and I 
have jointly been utilizing a 
driveway for a number of 
years and we have always 
gotten along, but the drive­
way is on his property. Is it 
reaily necessary to have 
some sort of formal agree­
ment?

A: It certainly is because 
your neighbor may sell his 
property or there may be 
some other untoward event 
which sours your respective 
relationship. You should pre­
pare, with the assistance of 
an attorney, an easement 
agreement codifying your 
right to use that portion of 
the driveway with the requi­
site contribution by you and 
your successor which would 
be equitable. You are just 
looking for a problem down 
the road if you don’t do some­
thing to establish the legal 
relationship and it probably 
should be your dime to do so.
