FOOD SERVICE WORKERS RALLY AGAINST PRIVATIZATION PLANS

Terri Kasik is fighting to 
keep her job, as well as the 
jobs of her Novi Food Service 
co-workers.

At 7 p.m. Thursday, May 
19, the Novi Community 
School District’s Board of 
Education will review bids 
from three private contrac­
tors as members consider 
whether to outsource the 
district’s entire food service 
department at once, privatize 
gradually through attrition or

leave things as is.
“The main thing is, if the 

board privatizes completely, 
they stand to lose all the ded­
icated workers who know the 
kids, know the schools and have 
an investment here,” said Kasik, 
who has been collecting petition 
signatures and established a 
Facebook page, Novi Neighbors 
Serving Schools. “I think we 
would have the option to apply 
with a private company, but we 
have no detail of what that 
would be like.... We are asking 
the community to attend the 
May 19 meeting in support of

us.”
At the June 2 meeting, the 

board is scheduled to take ac­
tion on the proposal. Meetings 
take place at the Educational 
Services building, 25345 Taft 
Road. The district’s food service 
contract expires June 30.

Steve Barr, assistant superin­
tendent of business and opera­
tions for the district, said a food 
service management company 
request for proposal was opened 
to bidders March 24. The re­
quest included offering two 
choices, with option A transi­
tioning staff to the food service

management company 
through attrition and option 
B, the food service manage­
ment company employing its 
own staff.

By the April 20 deadline, 
three bids were received and 
those companies were in­
terviewed April 26. Barr 
declined to comment further 
prior to presenting the in­
formation at Thursday’s 
meeting to board members. 
The board could also choose 
to “remain status quo,” with

Vietnam vets seek peace, 
gratitude for service

Police, firefighters challenge 
civilians in 5K combat race

In the Vietnam War, Paul 
Jingozian was a tunnel rat.

As a 120-pound 20-year-old, 
small and athletic, he was cho­
sen to crawl through hundreds 
of miles of an underground net­
work with only a .45, a bayonet 
and an infrared flashlight, com­
ing across'unspeakable horrors.

“I don’t even talk about it, to 
tell you the truth,” said the Novi 
resident, now 68. “It’s too hard. I 
have nightmares as it is.”

Many of his friends returned 
home in body bags. When Jingo­
zian and his surviving comrades 
left Vietnam and returned to the 
U.S., they did not receive a he­
ro’s welcome.

Time may not heal all 
wounds, but acknowledgment of 
their sacrifices and gratitude 
for their service is being given 
to these veterans in various 
ceremonies commemorating the 
50th anniversary of the Vietnam 
War.

State Sen. Mike Kowall is

presenting Vietnam veterans 
with lapel pins at two such 
events, including one at 10 
a.m. Saturday, May 21, on the 
steps of the Masonic Temple 
across from Cass Park in 
Detroit, and another at 11 a.m. 
Monday, May 23, at the Sa­
lem-South Lyon District Li­
brary, 9800 Pontiac Trail, 
South Lyon.

“Michigan’s Vietnam vet­
erans, whether drafted or 
enlisted, served our country 
with honor,” said Kowall, 
R-White Lake. “Tragically, too 
many returned home .with 
little thanks for their service 
and not much help transition­
ing to civilian life.”

Point of no return
Jingozian recalls going to 

the VA Hospital shortly after 
returning from Vietnam and 
seeing veterans lying on the 
floor. He wouldn’t go back for 
40 years, despite enduring 
numerous maladies for which

Are you capable of doing the 
same, as well as overcoming 
other obstacles while running a 
5K?

On June 11, Deneau and 11 
other staff members of the 
Novi police and fire depart­
ments are ready to take on ci­
vilians in the Novi Emergency 
Challenge 5K.

“This race is pretty special 
for us because we come to work 
every day and handle our busi­
ness and prepare mentally and 
physically to go on calls,” De­
neau said. “It’s great for the 
community to experience some 
of what we experience.”

The race features 10 obsta­
cles on the 5K route, which 
starts and ends at the main 
entrance of St. John Providence

Park Hospital, but deviates 
from previous emergency runs 
in that instead of three laps 
around the hospital, the bourse 
winds through the ITC corridor, 
with portions on Beck Road, 
Wildlife Woods Park and the 
Novi Middle School soccer 
fields.

“We took a year off, since 
attendance had plateaued be­
cause of how easy the course 
was,” Police Sgt. Kevin Rhea 
said. “We brainstormed some 
new ideas and with the popular­
ity of other challenge races like 
Tough Mudder and the Warrior 
Dash. We created this chal­
lenge.”

He is hoping for 200-400 
participants, who will encounter 
10 obstacles, including: “The 
Road Hazard,” a network of 
tires to shuffle through; “Walls 
of Honor,” 6-foot and 8-foot high 
walls to be scaled; “Tire-d Pull,” 
tractor tires to be hauled 25-50 
feet; “K-9 Crawl,” shimmying 
under a 3-foot high snow fence;

“Brutal Break-in,” strik­
ing tractor tires 10-15 
times with a sledgeham­
mer; “Emergency Exit,” 
running up and down a 
12-foot slanted wall; 
“On-The-Run,” hurdling 
a series of 3-foot high 
jersey barriers; “First 
Responder Carry,” toting 
five-gallon weighted 
buckets for 100 yards; 
“Box Jumper,” leaping 
10-12 Crossfit boxes of 
various heights; and, 
lastly, “Car Hoppin’,” in 
which participants jump 
or slide over nose-to- 
nose emergency vehi­
cles.

“I think this will be a 
nice spin on the typical 
concrete 5K,” said Jason 
Porter, public safety 
performance analyst for 
the city’s police and fire 
departments. “We put a 
twist to have them com­
pete against fire and 
police personnel in each

wave.”
Besides Porter and 

Deneau, participants can

also choose from a 
number of other po­
lice and fire compet­
itors, including fire 
protection officers 
Joe Carpenter and 
Brian Luke; auxiliary 
firefighters Nick 
Cuozzo, Kim Giovan- 
nini and Zack Jack- 
son; police officers 
Josh Johnson and 
Shawn Penzak; police 
cadet Nicole Lang; 
police detective Sarah 
Moulik; and Assistant 
Police Chief Erick 
Zinser.

The race begins at 
9 a.m. Saturday, June 
11, at Providence. 
Those who register 
before June 1 pay only 
$35, which will in­
clude a red or blue 
T-shirt, and contribute 
to a good cause. All 
race proceeds will be 
used to support fire 
prevention and crime 
prevention programs. 
This year’s goal is the 
purchase of a smoke­
house trailer to teach 
children fire safety.

the district continuing to 
employ its own food 
.service staff.
Outsourcing on the 
rise

Privatization of such 
services is increasing, 
ostensibly to save dis­
tricts money as costs rise 
and state funding of 
education does not.

Danelle Gittus, direc­
tor of communications 
for Oakland Schools, 
provided a draft support 
services survey that 
shows out of 28 public 
school districts in the 
county, 17 are using pri­
vate food service con­
tractors, at least in part.

That includes Novi. 
Although the food ser­
vice staff is fighting to 
retain their jobs, the 
board took the first step 
by outsourcing food ser­
vice management a few 
years ago to Chartwells. 
The company “combines 
a global food service 
network with the on-site 
expertise of local.man­
agers,” according to 
chartwellsjobs.com.

Some 20 county school 
districts, including Novi, 
have outsourced custodi­
al services or have plans 
to do so, while 18 use 
privatized transportation 
services.

“A lot of the staff of 
the whole district can 
say, ‘Look what happened 
when you privatized 
custodians,’” Kasik said. 
“How is that working out 
for you? The schools are 
not as clean. It’s not the

same when you have 
people who don’t care 
about their jobs and don’t 
show up. Private contrac­
tors attract people that 
are just there until the 
next job comes along or 
a job that is closer to 
their home.”

Kasik, the Novi Food 
Service Employees Asso­
ciation president, cur­
rently represents 36 food 
service staff and has 
been a school district 
food service employee 
for 18 years. She cooks 
meals for fifth-grade 
students at Novi Mead­
ows Elementary School.

Rising costs
Costs in the food ser­

vice department appar­
ently began increasing 
along with the number of 
employees when the 
district changed to 
Chartwells management, 
as well as implemented a 
new menu in order to 
meet USDA school meals 
guidelines through the 
Healthy, Hunger Free 
Kids Act championed by 
First Lady Michelle Oba­
ma and signed by Presi­
dent Barack Obama that 
took effect in 2012. The 
changes were the first 
major ones to school 
meals in 15 years. Kasik 
noted that more produce 
is required and it takes 
longer to cook the health­
ier meals, resulting in 
higher costs for food 
service.

“The good point is we 
are encouraging kids to 
eat more fruits and vege­
tables,” she said. “Fresh 
is what you want to see. 
We were offering 
healthy food before, but 
now it’s even healthier.

Fruits and vegetables are 
more expensive.... When 
you have to make more 
things from scratch, it 
takes more labor, more 
time. Expanding the 
menu has caused more 
hours to be added and 
more jobs were needed.”

Kasik knows it is like­
ly the pay for district 
food service employees, 
some of whom have 
served the district for a 
decade or longer, is high­
er than what private 
companies offer. The 
highest paid food service 
employee in Novi earns 
$18 per hour, she said, 
although the average for 
the 19 employees on the 
original pay schedule is 
about $13.90 per hour, 
while the average for the 
17 employees on the new 
pay schedule is $9.83 per 
hour.

Kasik receives health 
insurance and retirement 
benefits as well, but not 
everyone does. She notes 
she hasn’t had a raise in 
years; three years ago, 
she and her colleagues 
took a 7-percent salary 
cut.

Still, they want to 
keep these jobs and to 
continue serving the 
kids.

“Nobody cares or has 
the passion for serving 
the students of Novi like 
the Novi food service 
ladies do,” Kasik said. 
“No one will take care of 
them like we have done 
in the past or will do in 
the future. Novi ladies 
are dedicated and in­
vested and loyal to the 
district. We hope they 
will be loyal to us.”

related to the event, as 
well as efforts to avoid 
people or situations that 
remind them of the 
event; negative alter­
ations in thoughts and 
mood, with feelings of 
numbness, difficulties 
connecting with others, 
lack of interest and nega­
tive beliefs about self 
and others; and hyper­
arousal, which includes 
difficulty sleeping, an­
ger, increased startle 
response and always 
feeling on-guard.

Porter cites various 
studies as estimating that 
10-30 percent of combat 
veterans will develop 
PTSD and a range of 
factors related to its 
development and contin­
uation, including “experi­
encing a greater number 
of traumatic events in 
one’s lifetime, more se­
vere exposure (i.e., clos­
er proximity, more direct 
contact with death and 
suffering), prior mental 
health conditions and 
possibly even particular 
brain structures are 
associated with higher 
risk of developing PTSD 
after a traumatic experi­
ence.”

According to the 
www.nimh.nih.gov web­
site, “Nearly everyone 
will experience a range 
of reactions after trau­
ma, yet most people re­
cover from initial symp­
toms naturally. Those 
who continue to experi­
ence problems may be 
diagnosed with PTSD. 
People who have PTSD 
may feel stressed or 
frightened even when 
they are not in danger.”

Jingozian knows that 
it affects not only mil­
itary veterans, but many 
other groups of people as 
well: firefighters, police 
officers and women who 
have been raped, among 
them. They may never 
get over it; he knows he 
will not, but he has 
learned to stay away 
from triggers — when 
possible.

“I was at a Guard 
meeting and a guy asked 
me if I remembered the 
faces of people I’d killed 
and I went home and 
cried all night,” Jingozian 
said. “Don’t ask stupid 
questions of anyone that 
suffers from PTSD.”

members, many from 
Vietnam, but also with 
Desert Storm veterans 
and newer vets from Iraq 
and Afghanistan.

Find a friend
“Finding someone who 

will listen to you and 
going to these groups will 
help you,” Jingozian said. 
“Don’t stop trying to get 
into the VA. Some guys 
are walking around with 
a traumatic brain injury, 
but were misdiagnosed 
and go on their merry 
way and never go back. 
You have to fight for 
yourself.”

Jingozian, who has 
been remarried for 31 
years and is a proud 
father, also had to learn 
to put himself first on 
occasion. After seven 
years of having a pre­
scription for a service 
dog, but not using it be­
cause he didn’t want to 
take one that might pos­
sibly go to a younger 
veteran, he finally went 
and picked out a shelter 
dog. The golden retriev­
er-lab mix named Aubree 
was trained by Stiggy’s 
Dogs in Howell (stiggys- 
dogs.org), a nonprofit 
organization trains shel­
ter rescues to be service 
animals for veterans 
suffering from PTSD.

Aubree wakes Jingo­
zian from nightmares, 
never asks questions — 
stupid or otherwise — 
and is a constant friend 
that accompanies him to 
his various veterans 
meetings, including those 
he co-chairs at the Ann 
Arbor VA Veterans Coun­
cil.

While he, like so many 
others, hasn’t completely 
escaped the trauma of 
war, Jingozian, who re­
ceived his commem­
orative pin last year, now 
has coping mechanisms. 
He encourages others to 
seek out help and to not 
give up.

“You don’t want to go 
through life knowing 
there is something you 
can get help with,” he 
said. “Life will go on.”

he had no name, but re­
sulting directly from his 
experiences in Vietnam. 
He feared crowds, al­
ways had to have his 
back to the wall in rooms, 
was easily irritated, en­
dured night sweats and 
nightmares.

His entire life and 
personality had changed 
from what he had been 
prior to experiencing 
war. Friends had died in 
his arms, on a daily basis. 
He had grown up very 
religious and then been 
taught to kill. He carried 
out the orders he was 
given.

He couldn’t stop think­
ing about it after it was 
over. He was married 
and had a child, but he 
would stay at the bar 
drinking, he would come 
home late, he didn’t want 
to be around anyone and 
withdrew from those he 
loved. His marriage was 
ruined, his family lost, 
his life in shambles.

“My wife didn’t un­
derstand,” he said. “How 
would anyone under­
stand? I didn’t under­
stand.”
Post-traumatic 
stress disorder

In 2007, four decades 
after the Battle of Dak 
To, in a war that had now 
haunted Jingozian for 
two-thirds of his life, he 
was diagnosed with post- 
traumatic stress dis­
order.

Dr. Katherine Porter, a 
clinical psychologist, 
describes PTSD as a 
condition that can devel­
op following a traumatic 
event such as combat, 
sexual or physical as­
sault, natural disaster or 
accident.

At the VA Ann Arbor 
Healthcare System, 
where she is on the PTSD 
clinic team, Porter sees 
four categories of symp­
toms, including intru­
sions, in which a person 
re-experiences the mem­
ory or emotions connect­
ed with the trauma, in­
cluding nightmares and 
flashbacks; avoidance, 
which includes both try­
ing to avoid the memory

Be a friend

Porter said several 
effective treatments 
exist for PTSD, including 
both therapy and medica­
tions. Prolonged expo­
sure therapy and cogni­
tive processing therapy 
help those with the condi­
tion to process and deal 
with the emotions related 
to the traumatic event 
and address the avoid­
ance and changes in be­
liefs that people with 
PTSD experience. There 
are also a wide range of 
medication options, in­
cluding anti-depressant 
medications.

If a loved one is suf­
fering from PTSD, Por­
ter said the best thing 
family members and 
friends can do is be pa­
tient.

“It is often hard for 
people who are experi­
encing PTSD to disclose 
their past experiences or 
the struggles they are 
facing now and they are 
often concerned about 
how others will react,” 
she said. “Additionally, 
people with PTSD may 
feel very uncomfortable 
in situations that we tend 
to take for granted. As

such, it is important to 
just be patient and to 
listen when people are 
willing to share.” 

Jingozian is that per­
son for many veterans 
now. He works in the 
Buddy-to-Buddy veteran 
volunteer program (bud- 
dytobuddy.org), connect­
ing veterans to resources 
and getting them the 
benefits they have 
earned. He also facili­
tates a PTSD wellness 
group 1-3 p.m. each Fri­
day at the Polish Legion 
of the American Veter­
ans in Livonia, with 25

POLICE BRIEFS
Driver busted for 
pot was seeking 
Taco Beil

A driver who claimed 
he was attempting to 
find a Taco Bell was 
arrested for possession 
of marijuana after police 
said he nearly hit anoth­
er vehicle and drove 
toward oncoming traffic.

A Novi police officer 
on patrol at about 1:45 
a.m. May 10 at Beck 
Road and Pontiac TVail 
watched a gray Honda 
Civic begin to turn right 
on Hickory Street, then 
suddenly swerve back on 
to Beck Road, nearly 
hitting a silver sedan 
that had been traveling 
behind it. The Civic then 
continued southbound on 
Beck before turning onto 
Tamarack Drive, enter­
ing the wrong side of the 
divided entrance into 
oncoming traffic, a po­
lice report stated.

The officer stopped 
the vehicle and the driv­
er said he and his three 
passengers were at­
tempting to find the 
entrance to Taco Bell. 
The officer noted the 
smell of marijuana com­
ing from the car.

The officer had the 
driver exit the vehicle 
and questioned him 
about marijuana. At first 
the driver denied having 
any drugs, then police 
said he admitted mari­
juana was in the car, but 
he didn’t know who had 
it.

The officer found a 
blue glass pipe with 
marijuana residue in a 
side pocket attached to 
the front passenger door. 
He also located two 
small “dime bag” plastic 
baggies with a green 
leafy substance suspect­
ed to be marijuana.

The front seat pas­
senger finally admitted 
it was his marijuana, 
police said. He was ar­
rested for possession of 
marijuana and posses­
sion of drug parapherna­
lia.

No prize winner
A woman was skepti­

cal when she received a 
phone call telling her she 
had won a half-million 
dollars, but apparently 
revealed sensitive in­
formation anyway.

The woman, a Lenox 
Park community resi­
dent near 13 Mile and 
M-5, reported to police 
May 9 that she received 
a phone call from a per­
son claiming she had 
won second place and a 
prize of $500,000 in a 
consumers group con­
test. The woman told 
police she was skeptical 
but, after “an engaging 
conversation,” followed 
through.

The caller asked if 
she would be home a few 
days later between the 
hours of 11 a.m. and 2 
p.m. and the woman told 
her she would not, that 
she had appointments. 
The suspect continued to 
ask for more informa­
tion, including the wom­
an’s birth date, as well as 
that of her husband.

The complainant fi­
nally questioned why the 
suspect would need her 
husband’s birth date and 
ended the call, but is 
worried that the suspect 
knows her house would 
be unoccupied on the 
day her prize was to 
have been delivered.

She was told to no 
longer give out personal 
information over the 
phone. She requested an 
officer keep a lookout 
over her house on that

date at that time.
Not so cheap 
sunglasses

A woman is out of a 
pair of $800 teal Kate 
Spade prescription sun­
glasses, as well as two 
iPhone 6 car chargers, 
after someone allegedly 
stole the items from her 
vehicle.

She reported to police 
she last saw her vehicle, 
parked in the driveway 
of her home on Nantuck­
et Drive, intact at about 
10 p.m. May 8. When she 
returned to it at 6:45 a.m. 
the following day, the 
driver’s side door was 
slightly ajar and con­
tents of the center con­
sole strewn about. She is 
unsure if she locked the 
vehicle.

Curfew
A police officer found 

three teenagers at about 
2 a.m. May 8 in a retail 
parking lot on Beck 
Road. Two of the teens 
were in a vehicle, while 
the third was walking 
away from a brick wall 
that divided the lot with 
an apartment complex 
and got back in the vehi­
cle.

The officer made 
contact with the vehi­
cle’s occupants, two 
males and a female, and 
was told they were driv­
ing around after all had 
played in a hockey game. 
The man who had been 
out of the car said he 
was going to urinate, but 
changed his mind when 
he saw the officer come 
around the corner. He 
was advised of the ordi­
nance against urinating 
in public.

The officer asked the 
female to step out of the 
car and she said her 
parents knew she was

out with her two male 
friends. The officer 
asked her to call her dad, 
but she said she had his 
cellphone with her and 
they had no house phone 
so she would be unable 
to contact him.

She was taken to her 
residence and turned 
over to her father, who 
said he knew his daugh­
ter was out with her 
friends and had told her 
to be home around 2 a.m. 
The males were released 
at the scene without any 
further issues.

Durham bus 
monitor 

charged with 
sexual assault

A Plymouth-Canton 
Community Schools bus 
monitor, employed by 
Durham School Ser­
vices, pleaded not guilty 
Thursday, May 12, to two 
felony sexual assault 
charges against a minor 
in 35th District Court in 
Plymouth, following his 
arrest by Northville 
Township Police.

Both Plymouth-Can­
ton and Northville 
school districts contract 
with Durham for bus 
services. But the alleged 
sexual 
assaults 
did not 
occur with 
children in 
either of 
those dis­
tricts. The 
reported 
incidents 
did occur 
in Northville Township, 
Lt. Paul Tennies said.

Rocky Perillo, 46, a 
Plymouth Township 
resident, faces one count 
of criminal sexual con­
duct first-degree and 
one count of criminal 
sexual conduct second- 
degree with a person 
under 13 and defendant 
over 17, according to the 
35th District Court. He 
was arrested Wednes­
day, May 11, by North­
ville Police.

The first-degree 
count carries a 25-year 
minimum prison sen­
tence, while the second- 
degree count carries a 
15-year prison sentence.

Perillo could face 
additional charges. “We 
have other open investi­
gations. When people 
heard we had arrested 
him, a new complaint 
came forward,” Tennies 
said. Plymouth Township 
Police are investigating 
the latest complaint 
stemming from Perillo’s 
work as a home health 
care provider, Tennies 
said.

Perillo is expected to 
return to 35th District 
Court for a probable 
cause hearing May 20 
and a preliminary exam 
on the charges May 27.

Northville Township 
Police ask the public to 
contact the department 
at 248-349-9400 if they 
have any information 
regarding the reported 
incidents

While the sexual as­
sault charges are un­
related to Perillo’s work 
at the district, Ply­
mouth-Canton school 
and Durham officials 
released the following 
statement:

“Safety is our top 
priority, and we will 
continue to keep that as 
our focus across all 
areas of our business.
We would like to reas­
sure P-CCS parents and 
members in the commu­
nity that we have a strin­
gent hiring process for 
bus drivers and mon­
itors. There are many 
steps taken before em­
ployment, this includes 
drug and alcohol testing 
and a criminal back­
ground check. Monitors 
and drivers are also 
fingerprinted which is 
sent to the state police 
who forward the in­
formation to the district.

“The employee in­
volved, who worked as a 
special-needs bus mon­
itor, has been placed on 
unpaid leave pending 
the outcome of the in­
vestigation. The investi­
gation is not related to 
the person’s employ­
ment with Durham 
School Services, and the 
charges are not in rela­
tion to students of or 
affiliated with Ply­
mouth-Canton Communi­
ty Schools. The alleged 
incidents were not re­
ported until after the 
employee was hired by 
Durham and, therefore, 
did not show up on his 
background check.

“Our common mission 
is getting students to 
school safely, on time, 
and ready to learn.”

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‘Lessen stigma’ of mental illness: Speakers share their stories

Mike speaks to groups 
on his mental illness “to 
bring a little bit of hope 
to those who have none. 
My hope is that we lessen 
the stigma.”

He hopes for a day, 
too, when mental illness 
is on par with other dis­
eases in terms of re­
search dollars and public 
awareness. Mike and 
Kristen were the pre­
senters at a National 
Alliance on Mental Ill­
ness program last week 
at the William P. Faust 
Public Library of West- 
land.

“The thing we want to 
give you is hope,” Mike 
told his audience of about 
25, encouraging them to 
seek help. As a teen, he 
channeled his anger is­
sues into his swimming 
and continued to swim at 
Michigan State Univer­
sity competitively.

He graduated with a 
3.4 GPA and went on for 
an M.B.A. Mike is mar­
ried with three kids. “You 
can’t tell just by looking 
at me,” he said. “Stigma 
is an ugly word. I think 
it’s the ugliest word we 
have.”

Kristen is a high 
school guidance counsel­

or who graduated from 
the University of Michi­
gan and earned her mas­
ter’s degree from Wayne 
State. “Sports, I think, 
really saved me,” she 
said of younger days.

These days, she has a 
cat, loves technology and 
watching TV crime 
shows, as well as re­
searching ancestry. Kris­
ten noted the genetic 
basis of mental illness; 
she’s trying to find roots 
of her birth family (her 
mother was adopted) and 
also runs a support 
group.

“Mental illness is part 
of what I live with every 
day,” she said, adding it 
was a good day other 
than the unexpected 
1-275 construction detour.

'In Our Own Voice'
Kristen and Mike 

spoke at the Westland 
library for the “In Our 
Own Voice” program, 
sponsored by NAMI and 
suggested by a library 
patron. Mike had faced 
anxiety and depression 
30 years.

“I knew I was in trou­
ble,” he said of many job 
moves. He lost a lot of 
weight in that manic 
time.

“It allowed me to lie to 
the people I love about

how I was feeling,” said 
Mike, who recalled hav­
ing to watch DVDs over 
and over of things like 
their children’s first 
steps. He lacked that 
memory then.

Mike was hospitalized 
in spring 2012 and diag­
nosed with a form of 
bipolar disorder, cogni­
tive disorders and gener­
alized anxiety disorder. 
He recalled the outpa­
tient therapy as saving 
him.

Kristen, too, was diag­
nosed with a form of 
bipolar disorder at 29 and 
was hospitalized. She was 
in a new job; her parents 
moved away.

“They were my safety 
net. Nothing felt right. 
Just being in my skin 
didn’t feel right,” said 
Kristen, who drove 
around a lot at that time.

She now “reboots” 
much like a computer 
when her thinking turns 
negative and finds going

to bed early on those bad 
days a big help. “Now it’s 
at the point where I can 
manage it,” she said of 
her illness, using the 
analogy of a heart mon­
itor.

Mike had shame and 
fear for the future. “The 
stigma of mental illness 
has a crushing effect on 
me,” he said. “I have to 
learn to embrace my life 
as it is today.”

Both have adjusted 
their goals and dreams, 
as did the people with 
mental illness in a video 
shown that evening. Kris­
ten asks herself “Can I 
solve it?” and, if not, 
works on surviving it.

“There are some days 
I accept it more than 
others,” she said. She 
initially feared side ef­
fects of medication, in­
cluding weight gain.

“We’ve come a long 
way. We have a long way 
to go” on addressing 
mental illness and mood

disorders, she said. Of 
her father, who was a 
medic in Vietnam, she 
said, “He’s very accept­
ing of me, loves me.”

Mike’s dad and other 
family members weren’t 
accepting. “He called me 
a big loser,” Mike said of 
his father.

Mike sees a psychia­
trist monthly, noting he 
can oversleep, and also 
sees a psychologist to 
held him “unlearn erro­
neous coping skills.” 
Mike’s wife is a big help 
and he emphasized 
friends and family are 
key.
'Unconditional 
support and love'

“You have to have that 
unconditional support 
and love,” he added.

Kristen has thyroid 
issues, too, and needs to 
monitor her sleep and 
diet. She was earlier 
stressed out by summers 
when she doesn’t work as 
much and has less struc­
ture.

“A lot of psychiatrists 
don’t take insurance. I 
was stressed out,” she 
said of needing to shop 
around for another good 
psychiatrist. She’s also in 
group therapy and saw a 
therapist.

Kristen finds group

therapy helpful for emo­
tional regulation and 
relationships. “Am I 
taking care of myself and 
doing what I need to do?” 
said Kristen, who also 
benefits from chiroprac­
tic treatment and mas­
sage.

Both discussed coping 
or “compensation skills,” 
with Mike noting he can’t 
go to Las Vegas. Exercise 
helps them both, as does 
humor, with Mike play­
ing the mascot at NAMI 
benefit walks.

“There’s no way 
you’re going to be able to 
get through this alone,” 
he said. U-M, MSU and 
WSU all have resources, 
he said, and testing is 
often free.

“You’ve got to be 
around positive people,” 
he added. They also 
touched on spirituality to 
help.

Kristen said she’s in 
several studies to im­
prove treatment. “I’m 
very hopeful whatever 
comes my way I’ll be 
able to handle with sup­
port,” she said.

Ward Presbyterian Church 
celebrates 60th anniversary

Ward Church in North­
ville was considered a 
trendsetter when it 
launched in 1956. On May 
15, the congregation cele­
brated its 60th anniversa­
ry with a 90-minute ser­
vice that was streamed 
live.

“It’s important to take 
stock of where we’ve 
come from as a church. 
Our history and the peo­
ple who sacrificed to 
make this church pos­
sible are an inspiration to 
us,” said the Rev. Scott 
McKee, senior pastor. 
“But we are excited about 
this anniversary in par­
ticular, because it comes 
at a time when Ward is 
taking big steps forward 
for the sake of mission.”

Ward’s roots date back 
to the mid-1800s. In 1842, 
the Scotch Presbyterian 
Church was established 
in Detroit. The city 
claimed only 10,000 resi­
dents at the time. But 
among them was a group 
of immigrants who sacri­
ficed to start a church 
where members could 
feel at home. In 1879, it 
became Central Presby­
terian Church. In the 
1930s, Central Presbyteri­
an gave birth to a daugh­
ter congregation that 
later became Ward Me­

morial.
In 1956, Dr. Bart Hess 

and his wife Margaret 
began their ministry 
there. He was a young 
pastor eager to follow 
God’s leading. One after­
noon, Hess drove out 
from Detroit to conduct a 
funeral. As he passed Six 
Mile on Farmington 
Road, he heard God say, 
“Bart, this is the location 
of your future church.” 
Hess replied simply, 
“Thank you, Lord.”

Later that same year, a 
core group from Ward 
Memorial joined him to 
launch The Livonia 
Branch of the Elizabeth 
W. Ward Memorial Pres­
byterian Church of De­
troit. That name wouldn’t 
fit on a sign — and it defi­
nitely wouldn’t fit on a 
business card. In time, it 
became simply Ward 
Church.

The late 1950s through 
the 1980s saw explosive 
growth in the congrega­
tion. Ward became a 
mega-church before the 
word even existed. In 
time, it sent pastors out to 
launch Trinity Church in 
Plymouth, Grace Church 
in Farmington Hills and 
Cornerstone Church in 
Brighton. Former asso­
ciates of Ward also went

on to start Faith Presby­
terian Church in Roches­
ter, Knox Church in Ann 
Arbor and even the larg­
est church in the region, 
Kensington Church in 
Troy.

For 40 years, Ward 
was located at the corner 
of Six Mile and Farming- 
ton roads. But by the 
early 1990s, it was burst­
ing at the seams. In fact, 
it was common for fam­
ilies to park and walk a 
quarter-mile just to at­
tend services. The con­
gregation set its eyes on 
establishing a more com­
munity friendly campus. 
It was a journey 15 years 
in the making, but in 1998 
Ward finally moved from 
Livonia to Northville. 
Today, the church sits on 
100 acres and has a mod­
em building that provides 
200,000 square feet for 
worship, programs and 
services to the region.

“Ward exists for the 
community,” he added. 
“We are blessed to serve 
our friends and neigh­
bors. If you haven’t vis­
ited yet, please know this 
place is for you. Stop in 
and check out the ongoing 
renovations and explore 
what we offer families in 
the western suburbs. We 
can’t wait to meet you.”

Shed d ing  lig h t on m e n ta l illn e s s  re d u ce s stig m a
A key program took place last week at the William 

P. Faust Public Library of Westland. Courtesy of the 
National Alliance on Mental Illness and the library, 
residents explored a topic on which there has been too 
much silence and stigma for far too long.

In Our Own Voice is a public education program 
developed by NAMI, in which two trained speakers 
share their personal stories about living with mental 
illness and achieving recovery. The program was 
started with a grant from Eli Lilly and Co.

Mike and Kristen shared their stories with an audi­
ence of about 25. Businessman Mike had shame and 
fear for the future. “The stigma of mental illness has 
a crushing effect on me,” he said. “I have to learn to 
embrace my life as it is today.”

Said Kristen, a high school guidance counselor, 
“We’ve come a long way. We have a long way to go” on 
addressing mental illness and mood disorders. Of her 
father, who was a medic in Vietnam, she said, “He’s 
very accepting of me, loves me.”

Both Mike and Kristen emphasized professional 
help, with resources often available for free through 
the University of Michigan, Michigan State Univer­
sity and Wayne State University. NAMI has resource 
information and is online at www.namimetro.org and

www.namimi.org.
Audience members asked questions, including one 

elderly father concerned about a middle-aged daugh­
ter who won’t acknowledge her mental illness. Infor­
mation was shared on support groups, research stud­
ies and other resources from those who know the is­
sues best.

IOOV presentations are given to consumer 
groups, students, law enforcement officials, educa­
tors, providers, faith community members, politi­
cians, professionals, inmates and civic groups. Infor­
mation on hosting speakers can be found online.

The goals of IOOV are to meet the need for con­
sumer-run initiatives, to set a standard for quality 
education about mental illness from those who have 
been there, to offer genuine work opportunities, to 
encourage self-confidence and self-esteem in pre­
senters and to focus on recovery and the message of 
hope.

As Liz Waun, adult services librarian at Westland’s 
library, said, “It’s just a very open and honest discus­
sion about mental illness. I think it’s really hard for 
people who don’t suffer from mental illness to under­
stand. I think there’s a lot of stigma and negativity.”

The American Foundation for Suicide Prevention

is also getting the word out, hosting regional walks to 
increase awareness of mental health issues and the 
tragedy of suicide. A brighter future can be found for 
those who face mental illness and for their loved ones.

The AFSP will host an “Out of the Darkness” Walk 
for Metro Detroit/Oakland/Livingston on Oct. 9 at 
Kensington Metropark’s Maple Beach. The walk will 
be 1-3 p.m., with check-in at 11 a.m. Details are avail­
able from Anne Perry at 248-425-2178 or 
annetperry@gmail.com. Go to afsp.org to learn more 
about the American Foundation for Suicide Preven­
tion.

Let’s get behind these community efforts and 
reach out to those facing mental illness. Kindness and 
compassion go a long way toward achieving under­
standing, along with referral to community services 
that can assist with issues such as employment and 
housing.

No one should ever lose a loved one to suicide or 
have to sit by helplessly while watching a family 
member or friend combat mental illness. The Amer­
ican Foundation for Suicide Prevention walks and the 
Westland library program of NAMI are good first 
steps toward bringing mental illness and mental 
health to the forefront, where they belong.

Tax breaks leads to 
ballot request

Regarding city coun­
cil’s latest gambit of in­
creasing taxes, surely 
taking care of one’s prop­
erty is a necessary thing 
and we need money to do 
that.

We 
have crumbling roads 
and even the horrific 
cold-patch jobs they lay 
on Chase Drive here are 
crumbling.

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Kowall sponsors gambling 
bill pushed by wife’s firm

A state senator’s bill 
to legalize Internet gam­
bling, backed by a firm 
where his wife works as 
a lobbyist, is raising 
concerns among groups 
pushing for toughening 
of Michigan’s weakest-in- 
the-nation ethics law.

Sen. Mike Kowall, 
R-White Lake Township, 
is the lead sponsor of 
Senate Bill 889, which 
would allow existing 
casinos to offer Internet 
gambling.

He says there is no 
conflict of interest be­
cause his wife, lobbyist 
Eileen Kowall, is not 
working directly on the 
project.

But groups such as 
Common Cause in Michi­
gan expressed concern 
after learning about the 
case from the Detroit 
Free Press.

“It seems like a pretty 
troubling set of circum­
stances,” said Melanie 
McElroy, the group’s 
executive director.

Amaya, a multination­
al company which owns 
Internet gaming sites 
PokerStars and Full Tilt, 
among others, is a major 
backer of Kowall’s bill. 
Three officials from 
Amaya testified in sup­
port of SB 889 at a May 4 
hearing before the Sen­
ate Regulatory Reform 
Committee, on which 
Kowall sits.

Amaya’s registered 
lobbyist in Lansing is 
MGS Consultants, which 
counts Kowall’s wife, 
Eileen, among the firm’s 
five lobbyists. Eileen 
Kowall, who registered 
as a lobbyist less than 
two months after leaving 
the state House because 
of term limits at the end 
of 2014, attended the 
hearing along with other 
MGS lobbyists, though 
she didn’t testify.

“It’s troubling Sen.

Kowall would sponsor 
legislation that would 
enrich MGS — a consult­
ing firm that employs his 
wife,” said McElroy.

Kowall told the Free 
Press no conflict exists 
because he has been 
working on the legisla­
tion for more than three 
years, before his wife 
was hired by MGS.

“She’s got nothing to 
do with it — it’s not one 
of her clients,” Kowall 
said.

Kowall acknowledged 
his wife’s employer 
would financially benefit 
if his legislation becomes 
law, but he said his wife 
wouldn’t.

However, Craig Maug- 
er, executive director of 
the Michigan Campaign 
Finance Network, said 
the case highlights sever­
al shortfalls in Michigan 
law, including clear con­
flict of interest laws for 
lawmakers, the lack of a 
required “cooling off” 
period before term-lim­
ited lawmakers can lob­
by their former col­
leagues, and the lack of 
financial disclosure re­
quirements for elected 
officials and their 
spouses.

Michigan ranked last 
in a national study, re­
leased in November, that 
examined state ethics

and transparency laws, 
partly because of its 
weak public records law 
and an absence of laws 
requiring personal fi­
nancial disclosures by 
lawmakers and top state 
officials. In all, 11 states 
received failing grades 
of F in the study, but 
Michigan’s rating was 
last in the study by the 
Center for Public Integ­
rity and Global Integrity, 
two nonprofit organiza­
tions that promote gov­
ernment transparency 
and ethics.

Jeremiah Mankopf, 
managing partner of 
MGS, which has been 
lobbying for Amaya 
since 2007, said “I don’t 
see there being any con­
flict,” partly because a 
large number of Lansing 
lobbying firms will be 
working on the legisla­
tion, because of the large 
number of casinos and 
other interests affected 
by it.

Eileen Kowall, who 
became a lobbyist with 
MGS on Feb. 19, 2015, 
and is also a member of 
the Oakland County 
Board of Commissioners, 
did not return phone 
calls. She attended the 
May 4 hearing on the bill 
because “our entire of­
fice did” as a show of 
support, Mankopf said.

moves closer to brewpub

SCHOOLCRAFT COLLEGE

Brewery equipment custom-made for Schoolcraft College's 
new program arrived from Wisconsin last week.

Schoolcraft College 
students taking the 
school’s new Brewing 
and Distillation Technol­
ogy course won’t have to 
travel to Howell for 
hands-on training much 
longer.

Schoolcraft officials, 
who started the curricu­
lum last fall, accepted 
delivery on some $1 mil­
lion worth of brewery 
equipment last week and 
began the process of 
setting up the school’s 
own brewery in a portion 
of the culinary arts de­
partment.

In the first year of the 
program, students had to 
go out to Block Brewing 
in Howell for the hands- 
on portion of the class. 
Now, they’ll be in the 
VisTaTech Center right 
near the equipment.

“It’ll be better both for 
myself and the students,” 
said Tom Block, who 
owns Block Brewing and 
teaches the brewing 
course at Schoolcraft. “It 
was challenging to have 
them travel to get the 
hands-on experience. 
Now I can lecture for an 
hour and then we can 
walk over to the brew­
ery.”

The equipment was 
delivered from Quality 
Tank Solutions in Ocono- 
mowoc, Wis., which is the 
same company from

which Block got his 
equipment in Howell.
The equipment is being 
installed in a former 
demonstration area for 
Schoolcraft’s culinary 
arts program.

Block said he expects 
the brewery to be opera­
tional by the end of the 
summer, in time for the 
fall classes. That’s a good 
thing, since some 70 
students have already 
expressed an interest. 
Having the equipment 
on-site will be helpful to 
the learning process.

“This is a trade and 
you have to learn how to 
do things,” Block said. 
“You can’t learn this all 
from a book. It has to be 
hands-on.”

Brad Jonckheere, a 
Brighton resident who is 
a brewer at Block Brew­
ing and a recent graduate

of the Schoolcraft pro­
gram, said having the 
equipment handy will be 
a big benefit to future 
students.

“The biggest advan­
tage will be being on-site 
so you don’t have to trav­
el,” Jonckheere said. “It’s 
nice to see other brew­
eries, but this will be nice 
to be a lot more hands- 
on.”

Schoolcraft College 
got unanimous approval 
for its new Class C liquor 
license earlier this year 
from the Livonia City 
Council.

Schoolcraft College 
would be the first brew- 
pub to open in Livonia.

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Mitch Albom hopes to score laughs with ‘Hockey’

Mitch Albom promises 
a joke almost every 10 
seconds in his first mu­
sical comedy, “Hockey - 
The Musical!”

“It’s very very very 
fast paced. It’s a lot like 
“Noises Off,” or “Spama- 
lot,” said Albom, in a 
phone interview earlier 
this week. “Writing it 
was funny. Staging it was 
funny and even when we 
did the read-through, the 
auditions were funny. 
People were cracking up 
while they were audition­
ing. I said, okay, I think

I’ve got something here. 
They can’t get through an 
audition without laugh­
ing.”

Albom, a Detroit Free 
Press columnist, author, 
playwright and radio 
personality from Frank­
lin, wrote both the book 
and the original music in 
the play. He also penned 
the twisted lyrics to some 
well-known songs, poking 
fun at the sport’s absurdi­
ties in the process.

Unlike Albom’s other 
works, the musical com­
edy poses no major les­
sons about life and death. 
Albom just wants to 
make his audience laugh.

“I had a hard year last 
year losing my mom and

I just wanted to do some­
thing that had no big 
moral compass, some­
thing that was just funny 
and that’s all this is,” he 
said. “ I do a lot of things 
that have larger mean­
ing. It’s important to 
have messages in life and 
learn things, but it’s all 
right to laugh, too.”

The play begins a 
five-week run May 19 at 
The City Theater in De­
troit. It tells the story of 
God’s decision to elim­
inate one sport on earth. 
An angel decides hockey 
should be obliterated, but 
when an avid fan named 
Stanley pleads with the 
Almighty to save the 
sport, he’s given a chance 
to pick “five worthy 
hockey souls” and prove 
the sport’s worth. Stanley 
chooses hockey stars but 
the angel can’t spell, and 
he ends up on a mission 
with a group of zany 
characters.

Voice of reason
“There is one female 

role, Dawn Cherry, which 
is a knock at (Canadian 
hockey commentator) 
Don Cherry,” said Kelsey 
Pohl of Farmington Hills.

Pohl, who graduated 
in 2011 from North Far­
mington High School, 
plays Dawn, a hair and 
nail specialist from New 
Jersey.

“I like to think Dawn 
is more the voice of rea­
son. God wants to kill 
hockey and they are 
trying to save it, this

group of misfits.”
Pohl earned a bache­

lor of fine arts degree in 
musical theater from 
Wright State University 
and since her graduation 
has performed in such 
shows as “Laughter on 
the 23rd Floor,” “Chi­
cago,” and “Sondheim on 
Sondheim.” She main­
tains an apartment in 
New York, N.Y., but per­
forms in regional thea­
ters throughout the coun­
try.

Pohl said “Hockey - 
The Musical!” demands 
“extreme focus and ener­
gy,” from actors who 
dance, sing, interact with 
timed video clips shown 
on a backdrop and even 
mimic skating moves.

“There are a lot of 
elements in the show I’ve 
never seen done in a 
musical before,” she 
said. “There is animation 
and guest appearances 
by some famous hockey 
players who help us on 
our quest. There are a lot

of great one-liners in the 
show.”

Universal appeal
Pohl said she didn’t 

know a lot about hockey, 
but is learning about the 
sport through her role.

Both she and Albom 
said hockey knowledge is 
not a prerequisite for 
understanding and enjoy­
ing the play.

“I created a musical I 
think that women and 
men can enjoy equally,” 
he said. “Even men who 
hate musicals will like 
this and women who like 
musicals will find every­
thing they like about 
musicals, good dancing, 
singing and comedy.”

Albom takes pride in 
casting nearly all Michi­
gan actors for the play. 
Bernadine Vida of Red- 
ford is in charge of cos­
tuming and Albom’s long­
time assistant, Kerri 
Alexander of Farmington 
Hills, is co-producing the 
play.

stamina.’
“Once I saw she was right in 

front of me, I knew I could 
catch her because in the 4 by 
200 (relay), I always hawk 
down people. I said, ‘OK, it’s 
just like a 4 by 2,1 can do this.’
I just maintained my form, 
pushed all the way through it 
and came out with the win to 
help my team place once again 
... and be four-year conference 
champs, so I’m happy.”

Abbott also impressed with 
55.18 in the 400, while anchor­
ing the Mustangs to first in the 
800 (1:42.57) and 1,600 (3:53.81) 
relays -  all meet records.

“Chloe is phenomenal,” 
Northville coach Tim Dalton 
said. “It’s fun to coach her.
She’s a kid going to Purdue ...

year. It will be tough not having 
her around.”

Coming out of the field 
events, Northville trailed Chur­
chill 53-7, but rallied behind 
Indiana University-bound Lexa 
Barrott, who led the Mustangs’ 
one-two-three finishes in the
1,600 and 3,200 with first-place 
times of 5:00.63 and 11:09.85, 
respectively. In those two 
races alone, Northville racked 
up 48 points.

Barrott was also a member 
of Northville’s first-place 3,200 
relay team, along with sister 
Ana Barrott, Cayla Eckenroth 
and Emma Herrmann (9:36.73).

Northville took the lead for 
keeps with the sweep in the
3,200 and capped the meet with 
a victory in the 1,600 relay, led 
by Morgan Kloosterman, Yas­
mine Affes, Lindsay Walters 
and Abbott.

“In today’s day and age with 
athletic.net, you know how 
other teams stand pretty easi­
ly,” Dalton said. “We knew 
Churchill was good in the field 
events. I think they scored 53 
alone in the field events and 
that hurt. We knew the (1,600), 
the (3,200) and our relays 
would have to be on their game 
and they were. I just told those 
kids, ‘Just don’t freak out when 
they hear the (team) scores in 
the beginning and believe and 
finish the meet out.’”

Churchill’s Gabby Carter 
was a double winner in the shot 
put (37 feet, 8.5 inches) and 
discus (125-9), while Olivia 
Ryktarszyk was first for the 
Chargers in the pole vault 
(11-6).

One of the most impressive 
showings on the day was by 
Churchill sophomore Gabrielle 
Swider, who ran away with the 
800 with in a time of 2:14.8 
(meet record).

The Chargers, however, 
suffered misfortune in the 300 
hurdles final, when junior Ta- 
kia Bradley, battling for first 
place with Wayne’s Chanel 
Khan (47.58), clipped a hurdle 
on the straightaway with 50 
meters to go, fell and did not 
place.

But Churchill coach Pat 
Daugherty put a positive spin 
on his team’s showing.

“It was good day for us,” he 
said. “We came out with a 53-7 
lead over Northville, but from 
that point on they beat us by

eight points the rest of the 
way.”

Novi, which finished third, 
racked up 52.5 of its 85.5 points 
in the field events, getting a 
win from Kate Prisby in the 
long jump (16-7).

Other individual winners 
included Plymouth’s Katherine 
Harris in the high jump (5-2) 
and Plymouth’s Erin Bradley in 
the 100 hurdles (15.07).

But the day belonged the 
Mustangs and Abbott, who 
accomplished her mission.

“Today I didn’t P.R., but I got 
the wins, which was more im­
portant for today,” she said. 
“I’m pretty happy with how 
everything worked out. I 
couldn’t ask for anything bet­
ter. It’s my last year and we 
were hoping to get that (title) 
and we did.”

YMCA aquatics pro stresses 

year-round swimming pool safety

Water safety comes to the forefront this time of year, 
although Michelle Robinson, regional director of aquatics 
for the YMCA, knows it’s key year-round.

“The first big thing is to make sure there’s somebody to 
watch the children,” said Ferndale resident Robinson. She 
also urges parents to use Coast Guard-approved life jack­
ets on their children, and never to rely on the arm “floa- 
ties” sold.

Robinson, who earned a bachelor’s degree in education 
from Eastern Michigan University, works with nine re­
gional YMCAs that have pools as well as two summer 
camps with swimming. The YMCA focuses on water safe­
ty all year, with May National Water Safety Month. Par­
ents often become more aware of safety concerns for 
their children in warming spring weather, she said.

The U.S. Coast Guard-approved life jackets will flip the 
child over, even if he’s unconscious, to allow breathing, 
she noted. The jacket should be put on by following in­
structions, with the strap between the child’s legs and the 
shoulders below the ears.

Sometimes, parents can rely too much on a lifeguard. 
“Most definitely,” Robinson said. “Parents will often tell 
their children to play in front of the lifeguard. It’s a tre­
mendous effort to keep everybody safe.”

The lifeguard has many people to watch, she noted, so 
can’t keep his or her eye directly on a child at all times.

“Any amount of water can be dangerous in the wrong 
form,” Robinson said. “It’s being aware of water and mak­
ing sure kids are safe. We don’t want that to happen to 
anyone at anytime,” she added of drownings in bathtubs or 
toilets.

Older people also are at greater risk of slipping and 
falling in a bathtub, she said. A bathmat or smaller decals 
with non-slip coating can reduce this risk, and a shower 
chair is a good option for a senior.

The YMCA is diligent about its own pools and safety: 
“All of our pools have to have lifeguards to be open,” Rob­
inson said. The majority of swim instructors are also life­
guards, with some of them having lifeguard assistant 
training.

If a child goes under water just briefly and surfaces, 
alert the lifeguard and, “Try to remain as calm as possible 
for the sake of your child,” she said. “TVy not to make the

water a negative place for them.”
That situation may call for a better life jacket in the 

future, learning to “enjoy the water in a safe manner,” she 
added.

The YMCA begins parent-child swim lessons for kids 
age 6 months, with 3-year-olds beginning to learn some 
strokes on their own. “It helps encourage them to be saf­
er,” she said. “There’s no such thing as drown-proofing but 
we want to encourage as much safety as we can.”

The YMCA also teaches about boating safety, including 
adults wearing life jackets while boating. Robinson agreed 
children are often more diligent about water safety than 
some adults are.

For lakes, “You always want to know what’s going on in 
the water,” she said. A sand bar that was there may be 
gone with that water now deeper due to a changing tide. 
Parents should accompany their children into lakes.

“Never just assume it’s OK,” she said.
In YMCA classes, even young children learn about 

throwing a floating object to help someone in a pool. They 
understand they shouldn’t jump in themselves to try to 
help.

“We start right with the 3-year-olds,” she said. “They 
know exactly what to do. They walk you right through the 
steps.”

Robinson swam competitively at Royal Oak Shrine 
High School, from where she graduated in 1998.

“I’ve always enjoyed the water,” she said. “That’s what 
led me to become a competitive swimmer.” She’s really 
“more of a fish around water.”

Also, keep in 
mind that there is a movement 
among builders/developers in 
Lansing to eliminate the right 
of the members of a condomin­
ium community to regain prop­
erty when the developer has 
not completed construction in 
a certain period of years. This 
would be conditioned upon the 
area at issue being previously 
designated as a “need not be 
built item” as set forth in the 
site plan. You may be entitled 
to substantial rights as a co­
owner in the condominium 
project. However, you must 
move quickly to ensure that 
your rights are protected.

Q: Our current bylaw s fo r  
our hom eow ners association  
lim it residency to  single fa m ­
ilies only, and w e  currently  
a llo w  renters. W e have a 
ren ter w h o  has guardianship  
rights regarding th ree  m en  
and she is living w ith  th em  in 
one o f our condom inium  
units. She is n o t keeping th e  
hom e up and is having d iff i­
culty m anaging these ind i­
viduals. Does her guardian­
ship status a llo w  her to  de­
fin e  herself as a "single fa m ­
ily" renter?

A: You have asked a multi­
tude of questions that raise a 
number of issues. First, your 
association’s documents may 
be outdated in limiting occu­
pants to “single family” resi­
dents only. Secondly, there is 
no statutory limitation as to the 
number of renters allowed in a 
project, although there may be 
a local ordinance that limits 
the number of people living in 
a single family residential 
dwelling. Finally, if the resi­
dents are violating any other 
provisions of the association 
bylaws, those violations may 
form a basis by which the resi­
dents may be evicted.

These are issues that re­
quire an experienced commu­
nity association lawyer to ad­
vise the board as to how to deal 
with matters such as this in an 
appropriate manner.

With the first day under your 
belt, the rest of the week is 
all about acclimating to the 
atmosphere and making sure 
you fully understand your role. 
Don’t be afraid to ask ques­
tions about the way things 
normally work or what you 
should be doing.

“During your first week, 
the goal should be to have a 
crystal-clear understanding 
of your job responsibilities, as 
there’s often a bit more detail

involved than what you might 
have read in the job descrip­
tion,” Bakke says. “Get going 
on establishing a routine as to 
how you’ll complete them as 
well.”

It’s also a good idea to 
start working your way into 
the social environment of the 
office. Take note of how your 
co-workers dress and interact 
with one another throughout 
the day. Make an effort to start 
learning people’s names.

“No one expects a new 
employee to remember every­

one’s names within the first 
few days,” says James Rice, 
head of digital marketing at 
WikiJob. “But the more quickly 
you remember them, the more 
you’ll look and feel like part of 
the team.”

First m onth:
Establish yourself

By the end of your first 
month, you should have a 
well-formed understanding 
of your role.

“Your goal by the end of 
your first month should be to 
have contributed in a tangible 
and exceptional way,” says 
Adam Hatch, a career ad­
viser and hiring manager at 
Resume Genius. “Do some 
work that people are patting 
you on the back for. If you can 
impress your supervisors and 
your team in the first month, 
you’re well on your way to be­
ing a top employee.”

Of course, if you’re going to 
take off the training wheels, 
expect a couple of spills.

“ If you make no mistakes 
in your first month on the 
job, you aren’t trying enough.
