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Superintendent gets raise, 
modified contract on 6-0 vote

In  w hat appears to be a vote o f con­
fidence in the leadersh ip  of Dr. Steve  
M atthew s, the N o v i C om m u n ity  School 
D is tr ic t  B o a rd  o f Education  approved  

Matthews in a 6-0 vote m odifications to the super­
intendent’s contract, inc lud ing  a  raise.

U nd e r te rm s o f the contract m od­
ification, M atth ew s w ill receive a sa la­

r y  o f $187,775 fo r the fisca l year 2016- 
17. T h is  represents a 1.5-percent in ­
crease  from  h is p rev ious sa la ry  of 
$185,000, as w ell as w hat he sa id  is his 
firs t  ra ise  since tak in g  over the helm  of 
the d istrict in  2011.

“I  hope it s igna ls  that the board  is  
pleased w ith m y  perform ance,” M a t ­
thews said. “I  hope to continue se rv in g  
the d istrict fo r  a num ber o f years as we 
m ove fo rw ard  together.”

Other m odifications approved b y  the 
board  at its Oct. 6 m eeting include a 
prov is ion  that the board, at its sole 
discretion, w ill vote whether to extend  
the contract fo r an additional two years  
d u rin g  the second year o f the contract 
and the contract language  b in d in g  the 
superintendent’s perform ance  app ra is­
al to an increase  in contract length  w ill

Sp e ak in g  to a crow d  o f about 100 
w om en and a handfu l o f men, A lb r ig h t  
ta lked about C lin ton ’s record  as U.S. 
senator and secre tary  o f state and  
w hy she th inks C linton  w ould  be the 
better choice in  the Nov. 8 election. 
She characterized D o n a ld  Trum p, 
C lin ton ’s R epu b lican  rival, as la ck in g  
the “tem peram ent and character” fo r

the o ffice  of com m ander-in-chief.
“T h is  is an abso lute ly  c ruc ia l elec­

tion,” A lb r ig h t  said, add ing  that it w ill 
m ake “an incredib le  am ount o f d iffe r­
ence fo r our country  and fo r the w ay  
that we are view ed everyw here.”

“I  trave l a lot,” she said. “People  
th ink  w e’ve lo st our m inds.”

A lb r igh t, a D em ocrat, w as born  in

T h at’s how the M ic h ig a n  

Departm ent o f Transportation  
describes the com pletion o f 
w ork  a long several ram ps see­
in g  w ork  a long In terstate  275 
and M-5.

The ram ps to northbound M -5  
from  1-275,1-696 and M -4  w est­
bound have rem ained  closed  
since the m idd le  o f September, 
when M D O T  announced it w ould

close them  down fo r work. That 
w ork  w as o r ig in a lly  supposed to 
take place in  three weeks, but 
w eather and other conditions  
have left the w ork  go in g  into 
th is week, the fifth  w eek they 
have been closed. I t ’s expected  
they’ll rem ain  c losed throughout 
the w eek and po ssib ly  next 
week, as well.

“I  believe it’s between (Oct.) 
23rd and the 30th is when w e’re 
hoping to open those ram ps,”

Czechoslovak ia  and  
cam e to the U nited  
States at age  11. She w as  
A m e r ic a ’s f ir s t  fem ale  
secre tary  o f  state, se rv ­
in g  under P residen t B i l l  
C linton  from  1993-97. 
P r io r  to that, she w as the 
U.S. am b assad or to the 
U nited  Nations.

A lb r ig h t  sa id  she m et 
H il la r y  C lin ton  w hen the 
fo rm e r firs t  lady  becam e  
ch a ir  o f the C h ild re n ’s 
D e fen se  Fund.

“She used to com e to 
W ash ington  and ta lk  
about the im portance  of 
rea lly  he lp ing ch ildren  
everyw here  and it w as  
such  a c lear exam ple  of

her w anting to g ive  a 
voice to those who can ’t 
speak fo r them se lves  
and to rea lly  w ork  ve ry  
hard on beha lf o f oth­
ers,” she said.

A lb r ig h t trave led  w ith  
Clinton extensive ly  after  
becom ing secre tary  of 
state and ca lled  her “an  
am bassador fo r A m e r­
ica.” She said  that while  
Clinton  did  “a lot o f 
m eetings, obviously, in  
fancy  room s,” her true  
passion  w as “go in g  out 
and m eeting people and  
listen ing to them ... and  
that has been her style  
ever since.”

W hen C linton  becam e  
a U.S. senator from  N e w  
Y ork  in 2001, A lb r ig h t  
noted, a lot o f people  
thought she’d be a diva. 
“She w as the opposite,”

A lb r ig h t  said. “She put 
her head down and rea lly  
w orked ve ry  hard  and  
got so that she w as som e­
body that could be count­
ed on, that people tru st­
ed, that rea lly  d id  her 
w ork.”

A s  senator, C lin ton  
served on the A rm e d  
Se rv ice s Com m ittee, 
som eth ing A lb r ig h t  said  
gave  her va luab le  expe­
rience in  term s o f na­
tional security  decisions. 
“A n d  she reached acro ss  
the aisle, w hich  I  thought 
w as rea lly  im portant,” 
she added, c it in g  a 
health care  plan  fo r the 
N ation a l G u a rd  that 
C linton  w orked on w ith  
R e pu b lican  Sen. L ind sey  
G rah am  as an example.

A lb r ig h t  called  C lin ­
ton a “re m arkab le ” sec­
re ta ry  o f state.

“She restored  A m e r ­
ica ’s reputation, no ques­
tion, a fte r the prev ious  
adm in istration ,” A lb r ig h t  
said. “She w as in stru ­
m ental in  re b a lanc ing  us 
to A s ia  and he lp in g  de­
m ocracy  in B u rm a, try ­
ing to figu re  out our 
re lationsh ip s in  A sia , 
then ob v iou sly  set up the 
w ay  fo r us to have a 
d ifferen t re lationsh ip  
w ith  Ira n  on the nuclear 
issue. She tried ve ry  
hard  to have a d ifferent 
re lationsh ip  w ith R u s s ia  
and w orked  ve ry  hard  in 
te rm s o f putting a p ic ­
ture fo rw ard  of the U n it­
ed States that under­
stands w hat our position  
in the w orld  is, but also  
that we need partners.

“There  is  nobody, 
ever, that has been as  
prepared  to be president 
as she is,” A lb r ig h t  said  
o f C linton, ad d in g  that 
her be ing a w om an  is a 
“bonus.”

Bottom line
“The  bottom  line is 

that she has a w ay  of 
understand ing how  do­

m estic  and fore ign  po l­
ic y  go  together, how to 
w ork  w ith people,” A l ­
b righ t said. “I  ju st th ink  
there’s no question that 
she know s w hat she’s 
do ing in eve ry  way.”

A lb r ig h t  a lso  called  
out T rum p on issues like  
fo re ign  po licy  and said  
that if  he gets elected, 
other countries w ill “lose  
respect fo r the U nited  
States.”

She called  h is pro­
posed ban  on M u s lim  
im m igran ts, on w hich  
Trum p hedged during  
the Oct. 9 debate, “com ­
plete ly un -Am erican .” 
She sa id  that C linton  is 
“better equipped” to 
handle international 
a ffa ir s  like the Sy rian

re fugee  c r is is  because  
“she actua lly  under­
stands w hat happened” 
and know s how  to negoti­
ate “instead o f ju st k ind  
o f shooting from  the 
hip.”

A lb r ig h t  sa id  she w as  
w orried  that T rum p is 
too fr ie n d ly  w ith R u ss ia n  
P residen t V la d im ir  P u ­
tin. “W e know  that the 
R u ss ia n s  have been sup ­
porting  ve ry  far-righ t 
parties in  Eu rope  ... who 
don’t believe in  freedom  
o f the p re ss  and hum an  
r igh ts,” she said.

She called T rum p “a 
g ift  to P u tin ” and said  
the two seem  to have  
“som e m ind  m e ld ” that 
could underm ine U.S. 
fo re ign  policy, som e-
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get in here and make something!

th in g  she fears w ill “g ive  
rise  to s im ila r  k ind s o f 
people in other p laces.”

A lb r ig h t also  de­
nounced T ru m p ’s behav­
ior tow ard women, in­
c lu d in g  m ultip le  pub­
lished accusations of 
sexual harassm ent and  
h is re m ark s  captured on 
a 2005 “A c c e ss  H o lly ­
w ood” tape, in w hich  he 
sa id  he used h is celebri­
ty  status to grope  and  
k is s  w om en w ithout their 
consent. T rum p d is­
m issed  the com m ents as 
“locker room  talk.” H e  
denied m any  of the alle­
gations as “outright lie s” 
at a ra lly  Oct. 13 in  W est 
P a lm  Beach, Fla.

A lb r ig h t  sa id  she 
takes h is o r ig in a l com ­
m ents at face value. “I ’m  
so rry  to say  there is 
credib ility,” she said. 
“You have T rum p in his 
ow n w o r d s ... whether 
it’s in  that one tape from  
the bu s or w hether it’s 
from  in terv iew s and  
then also, obviously, 
som e w om en that have  
com e forw ard, m ak in g  
v e ry  c lear w hat h is be­
hav io r is.”

She said  that th ings  
like th is g ive  fo re igners  
pause “because we have  
so ta lked  about the im ­
portance o f credible  
candidates around the 
w orld.”

“I  th ink it ’s a tragedy, 
frankly, that th is k ind  of 
d iscu ss ion  can be go ing  
on in the context o f 
e lecting the m ost im por­
tant person  in  the 
w orld,” she said. “I  th ink  
it’s dem ean ing to the 
A m e rican  people and it’s, 
obviously, dem ean ing to 
w om en.”

T h a t’s som eth ing that 
re a lly  resonates w ith  
D iR ad o , w ho’s se rv in g  as 
11th D is tr ic t  presidentia l 
elector in the event C lin ­
ton carrie s  M ich igan .

“I f  som eone te lls you  
who they are, we have to 
believe h im ,” she said. 
“H e  b ra g s  about do ing  
this. Frankly, we know  
th is —  it’s happened to 
our daughters, it ’s hap­
pened to you r mother, 
it’s happened to your  
s is te r .... To have a p re si­
dent that’s a sexual pred­
ator, it’s shock ing,” she  
said. “I ’m  proud H il la ry  
is f igh t in g  fo r  women, 
figh t in g  fo r ch ildren.”

D iR a d o  and her friend  
Su san  N ich o ls  were dele­
gates to the D e m ocratic  
N ation a l Convention  in 
July, where a photo of 
the tw o w om en went 
v ira l a fter it w as ret­
weeted b y  Clinton.

In  the photo, the w om ­
en hold hom em ade s ign s  
that read  “O u r D a u g h ­
ters A re  W atch in g” and  
“B o rn  To Lead.” On the 
back, they read  “W h at’s 
That N o ise ?” and “G la ss  
C e ilin g  Shattered.”

“H il la ry  tweeted this 
s ig n  o f us; she sa id  ‘H is ­
to ry  is  w atch ing,’ w hich  
it is,” D iR a d o  said. “O ur  
ch ildren  are watching, 
our daughters, our sons  
—  a ll o f h isto ry  is  w atch­
ing.”

Later, the photo w as  
picked  up b y  the m a ga ­
zine M a r ie  C la ire  in an  
artic le  b y  Che lsea C lin ­
ton.

“T h is  figh t has been 
go in g  on fo r decades,” 
N ich o ls  said. “Thank  
goodness w e’ve fin a lly  
got a w om an who w ill 
bre ak  that g la ss  ceiling. 
O u r daughte rs a ll have  
to step on som eone’s 
shoulders. H il la ry  C lin ­
ton stood on M ade le ine  
A lb r ig h t ’s shoulders. I t ’s 
a m atter o f stand ing up 
fo r w hat’s right.”

D iR a d o  has two 
daughters, ages 22 and  
25.

“(A lb r ig h t) is  stum p­
in g  so hard  because she 
does believe that Secre ­
ta ry  C lin ton  w ill m ake a 
better w orld,” she said. 
“I t ’s v e ry  in teresting  
that she talked about 
w ork in g  across the aisle. 
H il la r y  C linton  w ill be 
president o f the people 
who voted fo r T rum p and  
the people who voted fo r  
her, she ’s sa id  that, and  
that’s the w orld  I  want 
fo r  m y  daughters.”

M D O T  spokeswom an. 
“H opefu lly, b y  the end of 
the month, w e’ll have the 
M -5  ram p  reopen.”

The detour fo r  north­
bound M -5  from  1-696, 
1-275 or eastbound M -5  
rem ains 1-96 w estbound  
to B e c k  and then 1-96 
eastbound to northbound  
M-5.

A lso  recently closed  
aga in  w as the w est E igh t  
M ile  ram p  to southbound  
1-275. That ram p w ill 
rem ained closed for  
rou gh ly  two w eeks as 
crew s com plete som e  
concrete replacement.

C ro ss  sa id  w ork had  
taken place on that ram p  
earlier in  the construc­
tion season d u ring  the 
construction  project that 
le ft 1-275 closed this 
sum m er, but did not turn  
out how  M D O T  wanted it 
to, req u ir in g  the second  
batch of w ork  at the cost 
of the transportation  
agency.

“It w as an M D O T  
issue. I t ’s our fau lt and  
w e’ll be p a y in g  for it,”

be elim inated.
M atth ew s is currently  

in the second year o f his 
contract, w hich  began  
Ju ly  1, 2015, and runs  
through  June 30,2018. H e  
sa id  he expects the board  
to vote next sp r in g  on an 
extension.

“The previous lan ­
guage  that w ould extend  
m y contract ye arly  i f  I  
had a successfu l evalua­
tion w as language  that 
not a ll m em bers o f the 
board  could support,” he 
said. “I  do not believe  
that the language  w as  
prob lem atic  as m uch  as  
it w as that som e m em ­
bers o f the board  wanted  
the opportunity to be 
m ore invo lved  in  con­
tract m anagem ent. The  
lan gu age  took aw ay  ac ­
tive contract m anage ­
m ent from  the board.”

she said. “It  doesn’t hap­
pen v e ry  often. I t  d idn ’t 
com e out ju st how  we 
thought it shou ld  be.”

She did  not have an  
estim ate fo r how m uch  
the additional w ork  
w ould add to the project’s 
financia l cost.

The detour fo r south­
bound 1-275 is E ig h t  M ile  
to south H a g g e rty  to 
Seven M ile  east to 1-275 
southbound.

C ro ss  sa id  it’s not 
anticipated any  other 
extended ram p  closures  
are expected th is con­
struction season, though  
som e w ork  is expected to 
be done a long the shoul­
der o f southbound 1-275, 
just south o f the 1-96/ 
I-696/M-5 interchange, in  
O ak land  County later this 
fall.

O ther work, inc lud ing  
intelligent transportation  
system s im provem ents  
such  as cam eras, w ill 
also  be added after road  
construction  is complete, 
C ro ss  said. That w ork  
could resu lt in  som e  
shoulder closures.

M atth e w s has at­
tem pted to leave N o v i  
tw ice in  the past two 
years. In  2015, he applied  
fo r a superintendent 
position w ith G ro sse  
Pointe, but lost out to 
another finalist. T h is  past 
spring, he tried fo r a 
superintendent position  
w ith B a in b rid ge  Is lan d s  
Schoo ls in  W ash ington  
state, c itin g  west coast 
ties and a ch illy  M ich ig a n  
education clim ate, but 
fin ished  second in the 
selection process. In  that 
case, one o f the B a in ­
bridge  board  m em bers  
cited concerns that vet­
tin g  show ed that M a t ­
thews had support of 
only h a lf o f his N o v i  
school board.

“I  feel good about m y  
relationsh ip w ith the 
board, the w ork  that I  
have done here in  N o v i  
and I  hope this vote s ig ­
nals that the board  w ants  
the re lationsh ip  to con­
tinue,” he said.

W hen  voters head to 
the po lls Nov. 8, they’re 
go in g  to be asked  to cast 
votes in a varie ty  of 
races and on a num ber  
of proposals.

W ayne County school 
d istric ts  are hop ing  
voters w ill not only pay  
particu lar attention to 
the W ayne R E S A  m ill- 
age proposal. T h e y ’re 
hop ing voters w ill pass  
it and we th ink they  
should.

The R E S A  m illage, 
labeled the R eg iona l 
Education  Enhancem ent 
M illa ge , is a proposal to 
levy  2 m ills  o f tax  fo r  
s ix  years, w ith the funds  
generated be ing d ivided  
am ong the 33 school 
d istricts  in W ayne  Coun ­
ty, based on each d is­
tr ic t’s student enro ll­
ment.

The tax, w hich  would  
ra ise  som e $385 per 
student, is about the 
only w ay  local districts, 
m ost o f w hom  have  
m ade m illions o f dollars  
in cuts over the last 
several years, can get 
additional fu n d in g  fo r  
program s. Foundation  
allow ance fu n d in g  isn ’t 
keeping up w ith the 
tim es and L a n s in g  has 
show n no propensity  for 
in creasin g  it much.

W e’d like to avo id  the 
“La n s in g  is actua lly  
spend ing m ore on edu­
cation than ever before” 
lam ent from  local le g is ­
lators, who w ill say  the 
increase  has been d i­
verted to retirem ent 
program s. S a y  w hat you  
want; there seem s to be 
few er do llars go in g  into 
classroom s.

W e ’ll also  spare  you  
the trad itional “vo tin g  
fo r th is m illage  w ill cost 
you le ss than a m eal at 
M c D o n a ld ’s” reference  
and point out that propo­
nents say  it w ill cost the 
hom eow ner o f a house  
w ith  a hom e value of 
$100,000 about $8 per 
month.

Naturally, o ffic ia ls  in 
m ost local d istric ts  have

passed  resolutions u rg ­
in g  R E S A  to put the 
m easure on the ballot. 
T h at’s because in recent 
years, d istric ts  have  
reduced p ro g ram m in g  
and delayed b u y in g  of 
textbooks and other 
c lassroom  m aterials. 
T h e y ’ve privatized  
th ings like  transporta­
tion and custod ia l ser­
vices. In  a way, that’s 
helped them becom e  
leaner and m ore e ffi­

cient, forced d istric ts  to 
take a serious look at 
spend ing habits and  
patterns

B u t you can only cut 
yo u rse lf so m uch  before  
it rea lly  sta rts bleeding, 
w hich  is where m ost of 
W ayne Coun ty ’s local 
d istricts are now. 
T h e y ’re b leed ing and  
they’re ru nn ing  out o f 
Band-aids. The W ayne  
R E S A  m illage, w hile not 
a cure-all, can  help clot

the wound.
I t ’s a tax  that w on’t 

n ecessarily  sit well w ith  
taxpayers, pa rticu larly  
those in “donor” d is­
tricts like P lym outh- 
Canton.

B u t w ith no w illin g ­
ness to change P roposa l 
A  com ing  out o f L an ­
sing, it’s the only w ay  to 
get sore ly  needed dol­
la rs to local d istricts  and  
we believe voters should  
approve it.

Why do you feel 
qualified for this posi­
tion?

N o rth ­
v ille  has a r ich  h isto ry  
and the preservation  o f 
that h istory  w ould be 
im portant to the deci­
sions that w ould be m ade  
w ith bu ild in gs  and the 
property  and what m igh t  
be put in its place.

U n til som e type o f re­
calculation  m echan ism  is 
im plem ented, the board  
w ill continue to consider  
alternative fund ing  
sources. The D is tr ic t  
acknow ledges our com ­
m unity  m em bers who  
supported our 2012 Tech­
no logy  Bond, as w ell as  
the 2015 S in k in g  Fund  
renew al w hich  provides  
fu n d in g  fo r m uch  needed  
b u ild in g  repairs.

How important to 
you are results of cur­
rent standardized tests? 
How heavily do you 
believe parents moving 
into the district rely on 
these scores? Fam ilie s  
continue to choose  
N orthv ille  as the ir D i s ­
trict o f choice based on 
assessm ent te sting and  
our ste llar S A T  results. 
W ith  the im plem entation  
o f M -Step , N orthv ille  
continues to rate well 
above state standards, 
a lthough  parents have  
concerns about on-point 
cu rr icu la r  delivery. R e st  
assured, our sta ff con­
tinues to delve into the 
M -S te p  re su lts  and is 
w ork in g  co llaborative ly  
acro ss  a ll grade  levels  
w ith in  our D is tr ic t  to 
determ ine best practices  
in  de live ry  methods. N o  
stone w ill rem ain  un­
turned until a ll o f our 
D is tr ic t ’s learner leve ls  
have ach ieved the ir ind i­
v id u a l goals.

educated to som e de­
gree on the intangib le  
value o f these proper­
ties to the com m unity, 
although  that has yet to 
be fu lly  explored v ia  
com m un ity  forum s. M y  
approach  is  to ga in  facts  
from  a currently  open 
bid  process, then seek  
com m un ity  input on any  
options available.

The district has in­
frastructure needs.
How should the district 
handle them? W e need 
to use w hat we have, 
and invest ca re fu lly  in 
repa irs and m aintenance  
to get the m ost o f what 
exists. B u t there com es 
a tim e w hen it is m ore  
educationally  sound or 
cost e ffective  to bu ild  
new  infrastructure. 
Furtherm ore, in som e  
circum stances we s im ­
p ly  are ru nn ing  out o f 
ph ysica l space to prop­
erly  educate our kids. I  
am  not a fra id  to reach  
out to voters fo r add i­
tional resources to meet 
these needs. I  believe  
our com m un ity  w ants to 
invest in our schools, 
inc lud ing  new  and im ­
proved  fac ilitie s— and it 
is a board  function  to 
com m unicate  the needs 
tim ely  and effectively.

Northville continues 
to be funded at lower 
levels than surround­
ing districts.ls there 
anything that can be 
done, and if so, what 
would your solution 
be? State law  creates 
the im balance  at the 
heart o f th is question. 
U nd e r these laws, we 
are not allow ed to vote  
in  tax  increases to en­
la rge  our operating  
budget. S ince  th is B o a rd  
cannot change  these  
laws, we have to w ork  
around them. O u r op­
tions are to advocate fo r  
change  w ith the state; to 
seek resources from  the 
voters fo r  item s we can 
se lf-fund  (technology, 
capita l outlays); to fun­
draise  th rough  the 
P T A ’s; and to collaborate  
w ith the N EF . E a c h  of 
these approaches can be 
im proved, and I  support 
em pow ering parents  
w ith spec ific  fu n d ra is­
in g  goa ls  to b r in g  in  new  
p ro g ra m m in g  to the 
district.

How important to 
you are results of cur­
rent standardized 
tests? How heavily do 
you believe parents 
moving into the dis­
trict rely on these 
scores? State law  m an ­
dates that we use spec if­
ic  tests, and it is ju st a 
fact that som e (PSA T ,  
S A T )  are r igo ro u sly  
validated, w hile others 
(M -S T E P )  are in  deve l­
opm ent and continue to 
be o f quite lim ited v a l­
ue. Personally, I  find  
test score s o ffe r an  
im portant data point to 
m onitor m y  k id s ’ p ro ­
gress, but I  consider  
the ir happiness, cu ri­
osity, engagem ent and  
teachers’ feedback m ore  
im portant. I

do believe that those 
look ing to bu y  hom es 
place s ign ifican t w eight 
on test scores - as do 
colleges. That m eans in 
practica l rea lity  we 
m ust m axim ize  these  
scores, even a s  we con­
sider each ch ild ’s over­
a ll p rogress.

What have you done 
to familiarize yourself 
with the issues?

W e hold 
over 50 m eetings a year, 
w ith the average  m eet­
in g  la stin g  2-3 hours. W e  
are g iven  m ateria ls w ith  
w hich  to prepare, and  
rev iew  them  on our own  
tim e before the meeting. 
W hat a ll o f the m em bers  
of the B o a rd  pride  our­
se lves on is our advance  
w ork  on the issues. We  
try  to be courteous o f 
each other’s time.

The district has 
building concerns with 
the Old Village School 
and the Main Street 
building that houses 
the administrative 
offices.

First, the 
D is tr ic t  should not be in 
the bu siness o f ow n ing  
su rp lu s property. O ld  
V illa g e  has been unused  
fo r severa l years, and  
the cost to retro fit it fo r  
a future  school is pro­
h ib itive ly  high. A n y  
suggestion  w ith  respect 
to that bu ild in g  pre­
serves its h istorica l 
position  in the com m un i­
ty. On  the other hand, 
M a in  Street houses ad­
m in istra tive  o ffices and  
E a r ly  Ch ildhood c la ss­
room s, and as a good  
com m un ity  citizen, we 
feel it is  im portant to 
have an E C  presence for  
fam ilie s  in that area. In  
addition, the N orthv ille  
H is to r ic a l Society  ex­

plained to us the historic  
arch itectura l s ig n if­
icance o f the bu ild ing, 
and as a result, I  th ink  
the B o a rd  should be 
v e ry  cautious before  
proceed ing on any  plan  
to dispose o f the M a in  
Street bu ild ing.

The district has in­
frastructure needs.
How should the district 
handle them? The  
board  obtained last year  
a com prehensive  su rve y  
o f all d istric t bu ild ings, 
to iden tify  in fra stru c ­
ture needs and priority. 
W e asked fo r the pub­
lic ’s support in pay in g  
fo r those u s in g  a s in k in g  
fund  m illage, and we are  
grate fu l it passed. W hen  
we seek funding, we 
m ake a detailed d e scrip ­
tion o f w hat w ill be 
done, a sk  the taxpayer’s 
pe rm iss ion  to use their 
m oney to com plete  
those item s, and fa ith ­
fu lly  execute on that 
plan. B y  do ing it that 
way, w e’ve developed a 
leve l o f trust w ith our 
constituents. W hat we 
should avo id  is h av ing  
the am ount o f availab le  
bond fu n d in g  drive  our 
lis t  o f projects.

Northville continues 
to be funded at lower 
levels than surround­
ing districts, is there 
anything that can be 
done, and if so, what 
would your solution 
be? There  are two steps 
we can take. F irst, we 
need to continue to 
stress the inequities o f 
P roposa l A  to our le g is ­
lators, and how  a state­
w ide fix  is  necessary. 
N P S  is a “donor” d is­
trict— our residents pay  
m ore in taxes than  we 
get back. That p rob lem  
is getting worse, as our 
property  taxes have  
averaged  a 2 .5%  in ­
crease, and our fu n d in g  
has increased  less than  
1%, d u rin g  m y  term  on 
the Board. That’s s im p ly  
not fair. Second, we can  
m ake sure  that the m on­
ey we do receive is  
spent wisely, b y  focu s­
in g  on our core m is ­
sion— education— w hile  
a g g re ss iv e ly  contro lling  
costs in  other areas, as  
we have done, ra is in g  
our fund  balance from  
$2 m illion  to $17 m illion  
d u rin g  m y  term  on the 
Board.

How important to 
you are results of cur­
rent standardized 
tests? How heavily do 
you believe parents 
moving into the dis­
trict rely on these 
scores? W e use stan­
dardized test as one tool 
in m e asu rin g  a ch ild ’s 
perform ance. W hen  the 
M - S T E P  test w as pre­
view ed w ith the B o a rd  
years ago, we were  
aghast at its errors. The  
State has told us that 
they’ve m ade “im prove ­
m ents,” but that is yet to 
be seen. W e provide  
additional data points 
th rough  the N W E A  test, 
and, o f course, c la ss ­
room  perform ance  and  
teacher and parent feed­
back. W h a t’s m ost im ­
portant is m ak in g  sure  
that the plan  fo r a 
ch ild ’s p ro g re ss  is  m ade  
in  conjunction w ith  the 
parent so that a ll parties  
are pu sh in g  in the sam e  
direction. W e are ve ry  
proud o f our test scores, 
and they are one o f 
m any  reasons parents  
have been m o v in g  to 
N o rth v ille  P u b lic  
Schools.

I  sat in M s.  Sm ith ’s 
first-g rade  classroom . 
A s  students d ispersed  

to d ifferent parts o f the 
c lassroom  to w ork  on 
the ir math, a young stu­
dent cam e up to m e and  
proud ly  said, “I ’m the 
tech specialist.” W hen  I  
asked w hat he meant, he 
sa id  that h is job w as to 
help other students if  
they had trouble lo gg in g  
on to the com puters.

In  M s. R ic e ’s first- 
grade  c la ssroom  just 
acro ss  the hall, I  had  
seen evidence o f how  
effective a first-grade  
“tech spec ia list” could  
be. A s  students began  
the ir w ork, M s. R ice  
asked  a first-g rade  stu­
dent to help h is c la ss­
m ate lo g  on to her iPad, 
find  the righ t application  
and get b u sy  do ing math.

Just m om ents earlier,
I  had  left the m edia cen­
ter at V illa ge  Oaks, 
w here M s.  C arru th  had  
show n m e a video of 
first-g rade  students u s­
in g  an iPad  to control a 
mini-robot. The students 
had learned how to pro ­
g ra m  the iPad, sync the 
iPad  w ith the robot and  
m ove the robot around  
the m edia  center.

O u r students are not 
scared  o f technology. In  
fact, they em brace tech­
nology. Technology is 
part o f the ir lives. 
W hether it is a sm art  
phone, an iPad, a Chro- 
m ebook or som e other 
varie ty  o f tablet or note­
book, technology is som e­
th ing  that our students 
have lived  w ith and have  
used fo r a lm ost all of 
the ir lives.

Technology creates 
new  opportunities fo r our 
students. In fo rm ation  is 
easily  accessed. S im ­
u lations enable our stu­
dents to see and visualize  
how  th ings work. S tu ­
dents use technology to 
prototype ideas, find  the 
flaw s in their design  and  
create second and third  
generations o f ideas 
easily  and quickly.

T h is  is a ll good. O ur  
students are engaged. 
School becom es m ore  
than just learn ing facts.

School becom es a 
place where technology  
enhances our ab ility  to 
com m unicate.

B u t learn ing to use  
technology is not the 
purpose o f education. 
Technology is a tool. A  
pow erfu l tool. A n  e n gag­
in g  tool. A  tim e-sav ing  
tool. B u t just a tool.

The purpose o f educa­
tion, the reason  that we 
support schools, the rea­
son that we m ake educa­
tion com pulsory, is  to 
teach our students to 
com m unicate, th ink and  
prob lem  solve. I f  we fa ll 
into the trap o f be liev ing  
that i f  we could just have  
enough technology our 
students w ould becom e  
com m unicators, th inkers  
and prob lem  solvers, 
then we w ill fa il our stu­
dents and our students 
w ill fail.

H e re  in the N o v i C om ­
m unity  School D istrict, 
our goa l is to ensure  that 
our students w ill have  
acce ss to technology  
when and where they  
need it. A t tim es, in order 
to solve a problem , our 
students need to ta lk  to 
one another —  no tech­
no logy  m ay  be needed.
A t other tim es, our stu­
dents need to find  in ­
form ation  —  technology  
can  assist in the process. 
A t still other times, our 
students need to share  
in form ation  w ith each

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Peckham ends 
sub-minimum wage pay

Peckham  Industries  
Inc. has gotten out of the 
business o f pay in g  w ork­
ers w ith s ign ificant d is­
abilities le ss than m in i­
m um  wage.

The 40-year-old non­
pro fit vocational rehabili­
tation organization still 
em ploys between 70 and  
80 o f the w orkers, but, 
since the end o f last year, 
the ir pay  has been sup­
plem ented b y  Peckham  
C om m un ity  Partnersh ip  
Foundation, the nonprof­
it’s fu n d ra is in g  arm, said  
G reta  Wu, ch ie f hum an  
serv ices officer, in a w rit­
ten response to questions.

The w orkers are out o f 
a  group  o f 131 people w ith  
s ign ifican t d isab ilities  
who are referred  from  
the local com m unity  
health program . Peck­
ham, w hich  has seven  
locations in  Lansing, p lus  
w orksites in Charlotte; 
Battle  Creek; Phoenix, 
Arizona  and Coralville, 
Iowa, em ploys 1,800 peo­
ple w ith disabilities.

The decision cam e  
after a confrontation a 
year ago  at the state C ap i­
tol where Peckham  o ffi­
c ia ls and other advocates 
gathered to m ark  the 25th 
ann ive rsa ry  o f the A m e r­
icans w ith D isab ilitie s  
Act.

P rotesters interrupted  
the program , a rgu ing  that 
the state Capito l itse lf 
didn’t com ply  w ith the 
A D A ,  la ck in g  the needed 
signage  in  B ra ille  am ong  
other concerns. Peckham  
w as targeted fo r pay ing  
w orkers w ith disab ilities  
w ell below  m in im um  
w age w hile top officials, 
such  as C E O  M itc h  Tom ­
linson, earned six -figure  
salaries.

Once e m p loy ing  a few  
hundred in sub-m in im um  
or com m ensurate  w age  
jobs, now  a ll Peckham  
w orkers m ake at least 
m in im um  wage.

I t ’s unclear w hat w ill 
happen to the jobs of 
those w orkers into the

future.
“Continuation o f these  

w orkers is  dependent on 
our ab ility  to continue the 
subsidy  and the ava ilab il­
ity  o f jobs,” W u said.

She said Peckham  has 
been reducing the n um ­
ber o f w orkers earn ing  
com m ensurate w age  
since 2013, when a pro ­
gram  offe ring  paid voca­
tional train ing to special 
education students at the 
L an s in g  School D is tr ic t’s 
Beekm an  Center ended.

The sub-m in im um  
w age jobs are som etim es 
called 14(c) certificates, 
re fe rr in g  to Section 14(c) 
o f the F a ir  Labo r Stan ­
dards Act.

W hile  it ended its 14(c) 
jobs, the organization still 
defends the practice. W u  
said that nationally, the 
num ber o f w orkers under 
a 14(c) certificate has 
gone down while the 
num ber served in  non­
w ork  activities has gone  
up. The num ber o f em ­
ployed stayed the same.

“That is the nexus of 
our concern, that if  14(c) 
is  elim inated, those ind i­
v iduals that used to w ork  
w ill now  be relegated to 
non-w ork outings and  
unpaid w ork,” W u said.

Pau l “Joe” H arcz, a 
M o u n t M o r r is  d isab ility  
righ ts  activ ist who is 
blind, w as arrested at the 
protest fo r try in g  to cro ss  
a police barricade to 
protest the A D A  ann iver­
sa ry  event at the Capitol. 
C h arge s were dropped in 
August.

E ve n  w ith the ending  
o f sub-m in im um  w age  
pay, H a rcz  rem ains criti­
ca l o f Peckham  and other 
sim ila r  w orksites, w hich  
he said segregate w ork­
ers w ith disabilities. 
“They  certain ly  have  
nondisab led people. 
T h ey’re the bosses,” he 
said.

W orkers w ith d is­
abilities “aren’t getting a 
choice. I t ’s a pipeline.
R ea l choice com es w ith  
h av ing  options, not w ith  
h av ing  one option,” he 
said.

O ffic ia ls  said  that’s 
part ly  because, in go v ­
ernm ent, procedures  
tend to pile up like dust 
in  a corner, ra re ly  swept 
because ra re ly  has any ­
body taken the tim e to 
look closely. P e rfo r­
m ance &  Transform ation  
—  through  a process  
Snyd e r ca lls  “R P M ,” or 
“R e inve n tin g  P e rfo r­
m ance in M ic h ig a n ” —  is 
m eant to be the broom.

I t ’s a broom  Snyde r  
says  he’s taken from  
departm ent d irectors  
and g iven  to frontline  
c iv il servants and to real 
M ich igan d e rs, so they  
can clean up the govern ­
m ent w eaknesses they  
th ink  need cleaning, in 
the w ay  they th ink they  
ought to be cleaned.

“There ’s a lot o f stu ff  
that we can im prove  
behind the scenes that no 
businessperson  w ould  
ever know, no educator 
w ould ever see,” said  
H o lly  G rand y -M ille r, the 
state’s R P M  director.
“B u t  we want to target 
those processes that they  
w ould feel and see the 
difference.”

' S e r e n i t y  n o w ! '

A  photo pinned to the 
outer w all o f D a w n  E v e r ­
ett’s cub ic le  show ed a 
g r im a c in g  G eorge  C o s ­
tanza, Jason  A lexan der’s 
character from  “Se in ­
feld.”

I t ’s a constant chant at 
the M ic h ig a n  State H o u s ­
ing Deve lopm ent A u th o r­
ity ’s R enta l Deve lopm ent 
D iv is io n  where Everett  
w orks, a $5.6 m illion  
operation where em ploy­
ees process loans to de­
ve lopers o f low -incom e  
housing com plexes and  
are overrun  b y  paper in 
the process.

E a ch  em ployee han­
dles about 20,000 pieces 
o f paper every  year. 
Stacks o f it overflow  
from  b inders on every  
desk, stacked h igh er N 
than the cub ic le  w alls  in 
som e spots. I t ’s inside  
and atop f ilin g  cabinets. 
F o rm s on top o f fo rm s  
are filled  out in  duplicate  
fo r  va riou s M S H D A  
departm ents fo r eve ry  
loan, a b ig  contributor to 
the rou gh ly  273 m illion  
sheets o f paper —  nearly  
$2 m illion  w orth  —  state 
governm ent uses eve ry  
year.

“The r isk  o f paper 
cuts is  extrem e,” joked  
Everett, a M S H D A  tax  
credit analyst.

L e ss  funny  is  the tim e  
it takes to collect, re­
view, m a il and re-m ail all 
that paper. The average  
loan takes 14 m onths to 
process, “ju st w ay too 
long,” sa id  Sean  C hap­
man, a M S H D A  c lo sin g  
specialist.

The state hopes to lop  
o ff  three m onths b y  d ig i­
tiz ing m uch  o f the proc­
ess.

So, one day in June, 
Everett, Chapm an  and  
about 20 other M S H D A  
em ployees —  “the fo lks  
who are c losest to the 
process,” sa id  Jacky  
Badder, a Perform ance  
& T ransform ation  o ffi­
c ia l w ork in g  w ith  the 
agency  —  gathered in a 
donated room  at the 
N e ighborhood  Em p ow e r­
m ent Center on M ap le  
Street in Lansing.

E m p ty  pizza boxes 
were stacked up on a

counter outside while, 
inside, m ultico lored  
sticky  notes lined three  
of fou r walls. It  w as bu­
reaucracy  visualized, a  
m ap o f each step in that 
cluttered, m onths-long, 
paper-heavy process.

The group had a lready  
spent a couple days, 
m onths earlier, runn ing  
th rough  “i f  I  w ere k in g  
or queen fo r a d ay”-type  
h ypo th e tica l, B ad d e r  
said. In  between, they’d 
surveyed  the desires of 
the developers w ho ap­
p ly  fo r  the loans and  
now, the M S H D A  em ­
ployees were d ig g in g  
into real possib ilities.

A t  each step, the em ­
ployees debated several 
questions: H o w  long does 
th is step take? W h y  is it 
necessary? I s  it statu­
to rily  requ ired? H o w  
could it be changed?
H o w  w ould that change  
im prove  the process?

The sticky-note setup  
a llow s steps to lite ra lly  
be m oved  or rem oved  
entirely from  the map. 
The goa l is to leave a 
new  m ap w ith few er 
notes on the w all and/or a 
shorter tim e fram e  be­
tween the ones that re­
main.

That’s the c ru x  of 
Perfo rm ance  &  T ran s­
form ation, and there are  
dozens o f projects un­
derw ay at any g iven  
time.

'T h e  w a r m  f u z z i e s '

The new  office  is  a 
com bination  of three  
other offices: In  Febru ­
ary, Snyd e r m erged  the 
o ffice s o f G ood G o ve rn ­
m ent and R e gu la to ry  
Reinvention  w ith his 
internal audit team. The  
now  72-employee, ro u gh ­
ly  $10 m illion  o ffice  is  an  
evolution o f e fforts that 
predate the governor but 
w hich  Snyd e r has fo r­
m alized and dem anded  
unlike prev ious adm in i­
strations, several state 
w orkers said.

The adm in istration  
can  list severa l success­
es: P a ram e d ic s’ license  
app lications are proc­
essed in  two days now, 
instead o f five  weeks.
The M ic h ig a n  State Po­
lice m ore than halved its 
proce ss in g  tim e fo r rape  
kits.

B u t  critic s  can point 
to several fa ilures, too: 
About 3 8 %  o f issues  
identified b y  state aud i­
tors last year were re­
peated from  previous  
audits because they  
w eren’t fixed  the first  
time, m ore than trip le  
the share o f aud itors’ 
fin d ings  that w ere re­
peats in 1998.

State em ployee  
unions, who represent 
about 7 0 %  o f the govern ­
m ent w orkforce, say  
they gave  the governor a 
blueprint fo r m ore e ffi­
cient governm ent near 
the beg inn ing  o f h is 
term, but they were ig ­
nored. They  called fo r  
m ore oversigh t o f out­
sourced services, for  
example, and now  prob­
lem s w ith prison  food  
contractors and out­
sourced n u rs in g  at a 
veteran’s hom e are eat­
ing aw ay at any  potential 
savings.

B u t m any  who partic i­
pate in  the R P M  process  
becom e converts, like  
Everett. She’s w orked for  
M S H D A  fo r  s ix  years  
and said  she’s seen e ffi­
c iency in itiatives in the 
past, but th is is  m ore  
intense.

“M o st  o f the tim e it’s 
done b y  the higher-ups  
that don’t have that in ­
tim ate know ledge” about 
what rea lly  happens, she 
said. For a front-line  
w orker to be listened to, 
“it defin ite ly g ive s  you  
the w arm  fuzzies.”

Perform ance  &  T rans­
form ation  o ffic ia ls  adm it 
they encounter occasion ­
al resistance from  em ­
ployees concerned about 
stream lin ing them selves  
out o f a job. B u t they  
said  R P M  is not about 
cutting people or even  
necessarily  about cutting  
costs; it’s about free ing  
up em ployees’ tim e so 
they can w ork  on m ore  
im portant things. A  team  
that upgraded  a process  
fo r  rev iew ing nu rs in g  
home com plaints, fo r  
example, still has a ll of 
its em ployees, but 
they’re actua lly  rev iew ­
in g  com plaints instead of 
shove ling paper or 
check ing faxes, o ffic ia ls  
said.

“I f  a (departm ent) 
asked  us, I  w ould tell 
them: W e w ork  w ith  
processes, we don’t w ork  
w ith sta ff reduction,” 
B ad d e r said.

The u ltim ate goal is 
fo r  e ffic iency  to becom e  
part o f every depart­
m ent’s routine, a llow ing  
Perfo rm ance  & T rans­
form ation  to act as “an 
adjunct resource” for  
b igg e r  efforts, G randy- 
M ille r  said.

“There is so m uch  out 
there broken,” she said, 
“we w ould never have a 
team  b ig  enough.”

The D N R ,  in its ef­
forts to m anage  the 
G reat L a k e s ’ fish  pop­
ulation, requ ires the 
Serafin s to report the 
actual w eight o f their 
haul eve ry  day.

D an a  Se ra fin  sa id  he 
could g ive  them  an esti­
mate. H e  know s each o f 
the dozen tanks in his 
58-foot, $600,000 boat 
holds about 1,700 to 1,800 
pounds o f fish, so a fu ll 
boat holds a little over
21.000 pounds.

But, “do you know  
w hat it w ould take fo r us 
to w eigh  all that?” Jerry  
Sera fin  said. “H ou rs.”

That’s tim e the Se ra ­
fin s haven’t got. W hen  
the M o n e y  P it reached  
O scoda shortly  a fter  
noon, a fter e ight hours 
on the water, the owner 
o f a sm a ll store across  
the r ive r  w as a lready  
w aiting. A s  the M o n e y  
P it crew  loaded their 
tanks into the tra ile r o f a 
semi, som e fish  were  
separated into sm alle r  
tubs fo r the store.

Then, w hile Sera fin  
father and son drove the 
sem i back  to P inconning, 
h is two crew m en and 
m other Serafin, Sarah, 
drove a p ickup  to drop a 
half-dozen other sm all 
tubs at L ixe y  F ish  
M a rk e t  in  E a s t  Tawas.

A n d  when that sem i 
reached P inconn ing  later 
that afternoon, the Se ra ­
fin s expected other 
w holesa lers to be w aiting  
fo r  them.

D a n a  Sera fin  re lies on 
h is buyers to w e igh  their 
purchases and report 
figu re s  back  to him, 
w hich  he then reports to 
the D N R .

That occasionally  
causes problem s. The  
D N R  once gave  h im  a 
$175 ticket because one 
of h is buyers reported  
late, m ak in g  h im  late 
reporting to the D N R .

B u t the state has its 
own headaches.

The state m anages  
hundreds o f com m ercia l 
and charter fishers and  
their buyers. That’s 
about 15,000 sheets of 
paper and about three  
ye ars’ w orth  o f labor  
every year, said  N ich o la s  
Popoff, the D N R ’s aquat­
ic  species and regu latory  
a ffa ir s  m anager.

It ’s all done by  hand. 
State em ployees try  to 
read fish e rm en ’s hand­
w riting  and type it into 
an electronic database. 
W hen paperw ork  is late, 
they have to chase it 
down.

“Now, im agine  do ing  
that 15,000 tim es,” P opo ff 
said.

There have been con­
sequences on their end,

too: Recently, late catch  
totals m eant tr iba l fish e r­
ies unknow ingly  overhar­
vested and had to shut 
down tem porarily.

So, last fall, the D N R  
invited  D a n a  Sera fin  and  
representatives o f char­
ter boats, w holesalers 
and tribes to participate  
in  an R P M  project. A t the

end, they proposed a new  
m obile application that 
w ould a llow  the fish in g  
indu stry  to type their 
catch totals rem otely —  
even aboard their boats 
—  directly  into the 
D N R ’s database.

The D N R  got $600,000 
in  the current budget to 
either buy  or bu ild  an  
app, w hich  o ffic ia ls  sa id  
could be launched as  
early  as the start o f 2017 
fish in g  th is spring.

“W e can cut three

years o f w ork  down to 
about two m onths of 
w ork  fo r everyone in­
volved, if  we can  m ove to 
th is e lectronic version,” 
P opo ff said.

D an a  Serafin , p lenty  
fam ilia r  w ith h is  own  
headaches, said  it w as  
en lighten ing to learn  
about the D N R ’s.

A n d  he sa id  he w as  
g lad  to be listened to. The  
D N R  had never fo rm a lly  
sought h is opinion be­
fore, he said, and W resin -

sk i w as one o f ve ry  few  
state em ployees w ho’d 
actua lly  boarded the 
M o n e y  Pit.

“It  w as good they  
fin a lly  put som e thought 
into it,” he said. “I t ’s easy  
to sit behind a desk  and  
say, ‘I  want this, th is and  
this.’ I f  you  don’t know  
w hat’s go in g  on, it’s rea l­
ly  hard.”

Tension rem ains. The  
Serafin s, who once sued  
the state over a D N R  ru le  
requ irin g  com m ercia l

fish e rs  to toss any w all­
eye that w ander into 
their nets, rem ain  bitter 
that dead fish  are throw n  
back  into the w ater in­
stead o f sold. And, w hile  
they believe sm artphone  
catch  reports w ill m ake  
the ir lives easier, they’re 
concerned M ic h ig a n  m ay  
do as other states have  
done and im plem ent 
in trusive  G P S  track ing  
or even cam eras on their 
boat.

But, for state officia ls,

hearing  those concerns is 
a positive  side effect o f 
the R P M  process: the 
governm ent and the 
governed  are ta lk in g  to 
each other in w ays they  
haven’t before.

“F or  me, it’s about 
getting buy-in,” sa id  J im  
Dexter, the D N R ’s fish e r­
ies chief. “W hen  you get 
the fu ll flavo r o f an en­
tire p ro g ram  ... you ’re 
b u ild ing  re lationships 
and know ing  everybody  
around the table.”

T h e y ’re 
getting the ir w ork  on 
Tum b lr and crow d fund­
in g  is happening a lot 
m ore,” L id d y  said. “N a ­
tasha A lte r ic i drew  the 
whole th ing (’’H eathen”) 
and colored it. I t ’s her 
creation and she w as 
successfu l in  fund ing  
th rough  K ickstarter.” 

L id d y  sa id  the indus­
try  is open to som e  
changes and has begun  to 
hire artists  w ith  fash ion  
backgrounds. Illu stra to r  
B a b s  Tarr, fo r  example, 
updated B a tg ir l’s co s­

tum e when the D C  com ic  
book series w as re­
vam ped. The tight-fitting  
unitard  that looked like  
body paint and her stilet­
to heels are gone. In  their 
place, B a tg ir l w ears a 
“m ore u tilitarian” cos­
tum e w ith a snap-on cape 
and D o c  M artens.

A lthough  som e artists  
draw  superheroes in an  
exaggerated  style, em ­
phasiz ing huge m uscles  
and cleavage, readers  
today are m ore like ly  to 
call them  out, L id d y  said.

“I  don’t th ink there’s 
such  a th ing as fem ale  
com ics, but there is  a 
hunger fo r m ore stories 
w om en can relate to.
That m eans not objecti­

fy in g  women. N o t putting  
them  in fr id ge s,” she 
said. F r id ge s  is a term  
used to define a violent 
or abusive  action tow ard  
a w om an that spu rs  a 
superhero into action.

“There w as a super­
hero’s g ir lfr ie n d  who w as

chopped up and put into a 
fridge. W e want to see 
le ss o f that,” L id d y  said. 
“W e want to see art w ork  
and not objectify ing  
women. We want to see 
m ore diversity. It  is hap­
pen ing m ore and m ore.”

Role models
Liddy, who holds a 

m asters degree in inter­
national development, 
oversees the youth ph i­
lan thropy p rogram  at the 
Center fo r  A rab  A m e r­
ican  Ph ilanthropy in  
Dearborn. She is an av id  
reader o f com ic  books 
and grap h ic  novels and  
says  Com iqueCon  o ffers  
a positive  w ay  to show ­
case w om en com ic cre­
ators.

“I  want you ng people, 
especia lly  you ng g irls, to 
develop an appreciation  
fo r  com ics and know  that 
they are not just for  
boys, that there are w om ­
en w ork in g  in  the indus­
try,” she said. “I t ’s is a

great m edium . I t ’s 
unique, a rea lly  special 
w ay to tell stories. I  th ink  
people from  d ifferent 
backgrounds connect 
w ith com ics. A ll  ages  
read com ics now. Stores 
have sections fo r youth  
com ics. I  th ink it’s a dem ­
ocratic  indu stry  in a lot 
o f ways, because there is  
som eth ing fo r  everyone.”

“W hoever is do ing th is  
is  not a clown,” W C A  
president R a n d y  C h r is ­

tensen said about the 
gro w ing  hysteria  over 
the so-called creepy  
clowns. “A  person  w ear­
in g  a m ask  and jeans —  
that’s not a clown. I f  
som ebody dresses like a

H e  w alked  
b y  her d u ring  a dress  
rehearsa l w ith h is chain ­
saw, looked at her and  
uttered these b lood­
cu rd lin g  w ords o f love: 
“Som etim es I  k ill peo­
ple.”

“W e ju st clicked,” 
T im othy Y arb ro u gh  said.

H e  has “k ille d” her 
num erous tim es since  
then and he proposed to 
her last H allow een  while  
in costum e in the haunt­
ed house.

“In  between (tour) 
groups, he got down on 
one knee and proposed,” 
she said. “I  sa id  ‘y e s ’ and  
we k issed  and then we 
scared the next group.”

find s it cathartic.

“One th ing that has 
kept m e go in g  every  
year is  that I  found it 
w as like therapy fo r  
me,” he said. “I t ’s a w ay  
to let a ll the stress out.”

B u t Bow -bee the 
C low n  has only d isdain

fo r  a new w ave o f 
creepy c low ns —  at least 
fo r  those who hide their 
identities to com m it  
crim es.

“T h ey  shou ldn’t be 
go in g  around hu rting  
people and do ing what 
they’re doing,” he said.
“I  th ink it w as a joke  
gone bad. They  should  
go w ork  at a haunted  
house, where it’s safe  
and legal.”

T ip s re gard in g  the 
hom icide o f A lly  B ru e ge r  
tw o-and-a-half m onths 
ago  continue to trick le  in, 
but police are hop ing a 
rew ard  increased to 
$10,000 b r in g s  a break in  
the case.

“W e’re  still getting  
leads, slow ly  but surely,” 
M ic h ig a n  State Police 1st 
Lt. M ich a e l Shaw  said. 
“W e are still w ork in g  the 
case every  day.”

Brueger, a nurse at 
Prov idence  P a rk  H o sp i­
ta l in  N ov i, w as shot in  
the b ack  fou r tim es 
shortly  a fter 2 p.m. Ju ly  
30 w hile she w as runn ing  
in the 11000 b lock  o f F ish  
Lake  R o ad  in  R ose  Town­
ship. The 31-year-old ran  
a 10-mile route daily  and  
w as only two m iles from  
the hom e she shared w ith  
her parents.

Po lice  do not believe  
the B ru e g e r ’s hom icide is 
connected to the two 
recent assau lts  on run ­
ners in Genesee County. 
Shaw  has p re v iou sly  said  
in ve stiga to rs are confi­
dent based on evidence  
at the scene that B ru e ge r  
knew  her killer, although  
a random  shooting can ’t 
be ru led  out.

Po lice  rem ain  inter­
ested in a white or light- 
colored four-door car  
that w as reported in  the 
area around the time o f 
the killing. Inve st iga to rs  
are a sk in g  the public  to 
be on the lookout for  
som eone who m ay  have  
such  a veh ic le  or recent­
ly  sold  such  a vehicle for  
w ell below  the value. 
Other susp ic ious behav­
ior in  possib le  suspects 
could include a sudden  
change in appearance, 
leav in g  a job, a  sudden  
move, break-up of a re la ­
tionsh ip  or show ing re­
morse.

R ew ard  m oney p re v i­
ou sly  o ffered w as $5,000 
from  A T F  and $2,500 
from  C rim e  Stoppers o f

M ich igan , but an anony­
m ous donor recently  
added $2,500 to the 
C rim e  Stoppers reward, 
fo r  a total o f $10,000.

Sh irley  Schuler, com ­
m unications m anager fo r  
C rim e  Stoppers o f M ic h i­
gan, also  stresses that 
p lac in g  a tip is 100-per- 
cent anonym ous.

“People are fearfu l o f 
ca llin g  the police, but 
C rim e  Stoppers is anony­
m ous,” she said. “O ur  
system  has a lw ays been 
guaranteed to be anony­
m ous.”

The nonprofit o rgan i­
zation has received six  
tips thus fa r  re gard in g  
Brueger. Po lice  have  
received m ore than 100 
leads on the case.

“I f  som eone know s  
som ething, rem em ber: 
W hat if  th is w as your  
fam ily  m em ber or daugh ­
ter?” Schu ler said. “She  
w as som ebody that w as  
very  talented, hardw ork­
ing, who gave  to the com ­
m unity  —  she w as a 
nurse. We just lost a 
great person  from  the 
com m un ity  and people  
have to stand up and  
speak up and realize  
there is  no reason  not to, 
w ith how anonym ous th is

is. One day, this could  
happen to your fam ily  
member. T h is  gu y  is  still 
on the loose and w alk ing  
am ong us and he could  
hurt one o f us. A l ly  de­
serves justice and this 
w as the ir only child, too, 
w hich is so sad.”

Since 2013, C rim e  
Stoppers has received  
19,362 anonym ous tips, 
resu lting in 600 arrests. 
A m o n g  the crim es solved  
were 56 hom icides. Since  
its found ing in 1976, the 
international C rim e  Stop­
pers organization has 
helped clear m ore than
1.5 m illion  c r im ina l cases  
worldwide.

Shamrocks survive DeLaSalle in Boys Bowl, 17-7

The 72nd running of the Boys Bowl 
turned out to be a classic defensive 
struggle of years gone past.

The long-standing series dates back 
to 1944, when Detroit Catholic Central 
and Boys Town of Omaha, Neb., fought 
to a 14-14 tie.

Fast forward to Sunday’s CC-Warren 
DeLaSalle game, where yards were 
hard to come by, but somehow the 
Shamrocks got 10 points from their 
stout defense and used a first-half goal 
line stand to pull out a 17-7 victory.

The win improved CC to 8-0 overall 
and clinched the Central Division title 
with a 3-0 record. The victory also puts

CC in a rematch against Orchard Lake 
St. Mary’s (5-3,3-1) in the Prep Bowl, 
beginning at 7 p.m. Saturday, Oct. 22, at 
Detroit’s Ford Field.

With 5:12 left in the first half, CC 
made a pivotal goal line stand, stopping 
DeLaSalle quarterback Ricardo Marble 
on a fourth-down sneak to keep the 
game scoreless.

“We just had to step it up,” said CC 
senior defensive back Chris Jakubik, 
who came up with two key second-half 
interceptions, including a 21-yard pick- 
six with 9:46 left in the game to make it 
17-7. “Defense is our identity and we 
just had to make a big play. We knew 
we had to stop them. We wanted to stay

It was a Thins kind of night.
Northville retained the Eight Mile 

Jug for the eighth straight year, but 
not without needing some heartburn 
relief down the stretch against rival 
Novi.

The host Mustangs watched a 17- 
point lead nearly evaporate in the 
final quarter, but regrouped to win the 
KLAA Central Division outright with 
a 27-19 victory Friday night at Tom 
Holzer Field.

With the victory, Northville (7-1, 
5-0) will play KLAA South Division 
champion Canton (6-2,5-0) for the 
Kensington Conference title at 7 p.m.

Burke was once again instrumental in 
the win as he rushed for 114 yards on 
19 carries and three touchdowns, 
while also completing 9-of-14 passes 
for 73 yards.

His 3-yard TD run with 6:36 left in 
the third quarter put Northville ahead 
24-7, but the Wildcats (4-4,3-2) an­
swered with an 18-play, 80-yard drive 
resulting in an Ian Patterson 1-yard 
TD run with 10:49 left in regulation.

Novi, however, was unable to con­
vert the extra point as senior line-

So this was a great example of 
everyone working on the process 
and just not focusing on winning.”

Novi used a balanced attack as 
the 5-11 Cummings, a Miss Volleyball 
candidate, also chipped in five 
blocks.

Junior setter Erin O’Leary, a Uni­
versity of Michigan commit, con­
tinued her consistent and stellar play 
with 34 assist-to-kills, five kills and 
11 digs.

Novi keeper McDonald thrives in PK win over CC

They call it the “dreaded shootout,” 
but Novi junior goalkeeper Luke Mc­
Donald appeared to embrace the mo­
ment as he walked across the field, 
threw his hands up in the air and ex­
horted his fellow students in the cheer­
ing section.

After the Wildcats and host Novi 
Detroit Catholic Central battled to a 
scoreless draw through 80 minutes of 
regulation and two 10-minute over­
times, the Division 1 district boys soc­
cer opener would be decided on penal­
ty kicks.

“Going in, I just know I’m ready to 
put the team on my back and still rely 
on them to make their kicks and they 
did tonight,” said McDonald, who made 
one critical stop and watched two other 
CC shots miss the mark as Novi ad­
vanced with a 1-0 victory. “They scored 
four out of five and I could see they 
were tired, so I was getting the crowd 
to back them up. And we all just fed off 
of it. We have great fans.”

After CC’s Ryan Pierson and Novi’s 
Ben Noud both converted on their first- 
round PKs, the second round started 
with Matt Sherman sliding a shot just 
wide of the left post.

“I thought it was going in and then I 
looked back and I heard a little ripple 
and I wasn’t sure,” McDonald said. “I 
just looked at the ref and he just gave 
me a thumbs up and my stomach 
sank.”

Amossi Bujaga’s PK gave Novi a 
momentary 2-1 advantage and CC’s 
Henry Koelling stepped up next. Mc­
Donald gave his Michigan Jaguars U17 
Boys Green teammate a friendly low- 
five hand slap before making the at­
tempt .

“I play with the kid in club; we’re 
good friends,” McDonald said. “I had a 
good idea where he was going to go and 
I went the right way. I knew from 
training with him.”

But it stayed 2-1 after three rounds 
as CC goalkeeper Kevin Blossfeld, who

came on for starter Trevor Ostrowski 
at halftime, denied Novi shooter Eric 
Rice.

In the fourth round, CC’s Matthew 
Park missed the mark, but Novi’s Andy 
Lee scored to make it 3-1.

When CC’s Farzad Baghaie scored to 
cut the deficit to 3-2, the Wildcats’ lead­
ing scorer, Kyle Bandyk, ended the 
suspense by going top-shelf to clinch 
the victory.

With under 25 minutes to go in reg­
ulation, Bandyk had Novi’s best two 
scoring chances of the match, but 
couldn’t get the ball on net.

“I’m proud of Kyle,” Novi coach 
Todd Pheiffer said. “One of the things 
he’s been working on all season is keep­

ing mentally focused and he stepped up 
and hit the winning PK. Kyle played 
defense for three years and he’s got 23 
goals now and only been playing for­
ward up here for a year.”

CC had the better of the scoring 
chances, especially in the early stages 
of the first half as McDonald denied 
both Pierson and Joel VanHook with 
key saves.

“We had pressure on them, but they 
were organized and they have a tough 
back line, obviously,” said CC coach 
Gene Pulice, whose team finished the 
year at 10-4-3. “I think a 0-0 score at the 
end of double overtime was a tribute to 
how organized and well-coached both 
teams were.”

With 3:05 remaining in the first OT, 
McDonald saved a shot that VanHook 
put on net, but the scoring chances 
dwindled as time ran down.

“It worked out for us. I’m so proud 
of these guys,” Pheiffer said. “Ever 
since the district draw came out and 
we knew it was CC like last year, these 
guys have been working so hard every 
day at practice because they remem­
ber CC knocked us out on our home 
field. And they have been so motivated. 
I’ve got 11 seniors and they have such 
great leadership. They stepped up.”

With the win, Novi improved to 11-
4-2 and earned a spot in the district 
semifinals.

“They called an early morning prac­
tice for yesterday,” Pheiffer said.
“They were out there at eight in the 
morning because they said they didn’t 
want another day to go by. They said, 
‘We want to practice our set pieces. We 
want to practice our PKs, because we 
know CC is a phenomenal team.’”

Last season, CC went all the way to 
the state semifinals before losing to 
eventual champion Grand Rapids For­
est Hills Central. This year, it was 
stopped in the district opener, but the 
Shamrocks did capture their second 
Catholic League title in three years.

“I think we had a great season,” 
Pulice said. “This game, I don’t think, 
defines us at all. I think we’re a very 
good team. My personal opinion is that 
they played very well. I think we cre­
ated more opportunities that we need­
ed to cash in on. But at the end of day, 
it’s a hard and hurtful game to lose in 
the first round of the district. We tell 
our guys it’s a life lesson, but we tell 
them, too, this is one of the easiest life 
lessons to learn.”

Meanwhile, Novi fights to play an­
other day.

“There’s really not a whole lot of 
vengeance in me, but it just feels good 
to win against a top-class opponent like 
CC,” McDonald said.

Shamrocks defeat Cranes to reclaim title
Catholic Central wins sixth league 

crown after losing last season

Novi Detroit Catholic Central re­
gained the Catholic League boys soc­
cer tournament championship trophy 
Oct. 13 in what turned out to be a 
highly-entertaining battle against 
Bloomfield Hills Cranbrook King- 
swood.

The Shamrocks took a 3-0 lead one 
minute into the second half and sur­
vived a furious Cranes rally en route 
to a 4-2 triumph at Madison Heights 
Bishop Foley High School.

It marks CC’s sixth Catholic 
League crown. CC fell in last year’s 
title game to Brother Rice after win­
ning the 2014 championship.

“It’s definitely nice to regain the 
title,” said CC head coach Gene Pul­
ice, whose No. 11-ranked Division 1 
squad hiked its record to 10-3-3. “We 
know this -  you don’t get to keep them 
if you’re not working hard and play­
ing the way you should be. It’s really a 
nice victory. We came a long way and 
appreciated the guys working hard 
and coming together.

It was not only Cranbrook’s first 
appearance in the Catholic League 
championship game, but also was the 
first time the Cranes had ever played 
CC.

The Cranes, ranked No. 7 in Divi­
sion 2, showed they belong on the big 
stage with their courageous second- 
half rally, which saw them get to with­
in a goal, only to fall by two goals in 
the end.

“This is exciting for us,” said Cran­
brook coach Chad O’Kulich, whose

team fell to 11-4 overall “We won (the 
division title) all seven years that 
we’ve been in the Catholic League and 
we’re really grateful to finally have 
the opportunity (to play for the over­
all league championship) to come out 
here on this field, the boys earned it. 
They came out and performed and it 
was a great game.”

CC dominated the first half and 
held a 2-0 advantage after the first 40 
minutes.

Junior Ryan Pierson opened the 
scoring six minutes into the game 
when, after being taken down in the 
far corner of the box, he connected on 
a penalty kick

In the 11th minute, Pierson found 
himself all alone at the corner of the 
net and redirected a sensational cross 
from senior midfielder Justin Savona.

The Shamrocks, playing with a 
strong wind to their backs, outshot the 
Cranes, 9-2 in that opening half and 
had many excellent scoring opportu­
nities that were thwarted by CK ju­
nior goalkeeper Colin Canning.

Cranbrook didn’t get its first shot 
until the 22nd minute.

CC threatened to turn it into a rout 
when senior Noah Walker headed in 
another perfect cross, this time from 
senior Matt Sherman, at the 36:36 
mark of the second half to give his 
team a 3-0 advantage.

“We got off to a good start with

that goal on the PK and, after that, we 
played well,” Pulice said. “We defi­
nitely possessed well (in that first 
half) and it looked nice and clean. We 
were doing a few things we had been 
working on and discussing with the 
guys and the leadership on the field 
made it come to fruition.”

Trailing by three goals, the Cranes 
started to take over as CC held back a 
bit.

Cranes senior Colin Clark, charg­
ing hard down the right wing, shot 
just wide to the far corner. Seven 
minutes later, sophomore Tony Yaz- 
beck’s blast from 25 yards out clanged 
off the crossbar. Clark then had a 
breakaway two minutes that CC goal­
keeper Trevor Ostrowski stopped on a 
terrific diving effort.

The Cranes finally broke through 
at the 23:08 mark, when Clark’s cross 
appeared to bank in off a CC defend­
er. Just 40 seconds later, Cranbrook 
made it a 3-2 game on a header by 
senior Joey Luciani, set up by a strong 
throw-in from Mario Watson.

Cranbrook continued to attack the 
CC goal, but it was the Shamrocks 
who scored next. Sherman, while on 
the ground in front of the net, redi­
rected the ball into the net after a 
perfect cross from Pierson with 15 
minutes left in the regulation time.

The Shamrocks were able to hang 
on for the two-goal victory.

Novi broke new ground in 
Saturday’s MHSAA Division 1 
girls golf state finals held at 
Michigan State University’s 
Forest Akers East.

“We were fifth after the 
first day and ended up second 
after the second day behind 
Rochester, who has been a 
powerhouse all year,” Novi 
first-year coach Megan Henry 
said.

Basketball took center 
stage at Detroit Catholic Cen­
tral High’s latest Athletic Hall 
of Fame induction class dur­
ing ceremonies held Sunday 
morning as part of a Mass 
prior to the annual Boys Bowl 
football game.

The 1976 MHSAA Class A 
state championship team, 
coached by Bernie Holowicki, 
and the school’s all-time lead­
ing scorer Greg Wendt (Class 
of 1981), were recognized 
along with Michael Sullivan 
(1988), Rick Jones (1971), Den­
nis Spalla (1959) and the Rev. 
John Wheeler (1957).

That 1976 hoops squad 
posted a school-best 25-3 rec­
ord while winning the Catholic 
League title. Its state champi­
onship run included wins over 
perennial powerhouses High­
land Park, Detroit Henry 
Ford, Magic Johnson’s Lan­
sing Everett team and Sagi­
naw.

Among the standouts were 
Mike Prince, Rob Gonzales, 
Rick Kaye, Dave Abel, Alan 
Mitchell, Bill Parran and Dan 
Fitzgerald.

Prince, who was the team’s 
leading scorer that season 
with 569 points, went on to 
play at Western Kentucky 
University. He died May 11 at 
age 57 of kidney cancer.

His wife Suzette and son 
Michael Jr. traveled from

Dallas to take part in the cere­
monies. Michael, who played 
basketball at Texas Tech Uni­
versity, last visited the area 
when he was 5 years old.

“It’s unbelievable. My dad 
never talked about himself, so 
hearing all the stories is awe­
some,” Michael Jr. said. “He 
taught me everything I know. 
He always pushed me hard 
and was just a great father.”

And that ’76 squad remains 
a favorite for Holowicki.

“It was a really a highlight 
for me,” he said. “They were 
tough kids. Mike Prince was 
the catalyst for the whole 
team. He wouldn’t take any 
B.S. from anybody. Just a 
good guy.”

The 6-foot-6 Wendt spent 
two seasons at Duke Univer­
sity under coach Mike Krzy-

zewski before returning home 
to play his final two seasons at 
the University of Detroit. He 
was drafted by the Boston 
Celtics in 1986.

Wendt also played first 
base and pitched on CC’s 1979 
Class A state champion base­
ball team.

Now residing in Novi with 
his wife and two sons, Wendt 
is a manufacturers rep who 
runs his own company in the 
plastics industry.

Sullivan was a member of 
the CC varsity lacrosse and 
hockey teams before going on 
to play lacrosse at Notre 
Dame, where he was a four- 
year starter and captain his 
senior year. During his career 
at ND, he broke 10 scoring 
records.

Jones was a wrestler under

coach Mike Rodriguez, help­
ing the Shamrocks to three 
consecutive Class A team 
state titles from 1969-71. He 
was also a two-time individual 
state champ at 165 and 171 
pounds before going on to 
Oklahoma State, where he 
helped the Cowboys to four 
Big Eight team titles and 
three top three NCAA fin­
ishes. Jones was a four-time 
Big Eight finalist, winning a 
pair of individual titles.

Spalla was the school’s 
Whelan Award winner in 1959, 
as he excelled in boxing, foot­
ball (all-state), basketball 
(starting guard), track 
(sprints) and baseball. He 
went on to play baseball at the 
University of Michigan, earn­
ing all-Big Ten honors as a 
center fielder and helping the 
Wolverines to the 1961 Big Ten 
crown and 1962 NCAA nation­
al championship.

Wheeler was co-founder of 
the CC ski team and spent 16 
years as coach, guiding the 
Shamrocks to three state run­
ner-up finishes, two regional 
titles and two league champi­
onships. He also co-founded 
the CC soccer program in 1979 
and served as moderator, bus 
driver and chaplain to the 
varsity, JV and freshman 
teams from 1979-89. Wheeler 
also has served CC as a priest, 
teacher, coach and director of 
the Alumni Glee Club.

After two years of bringing 
home the first-place trophy, 
there was no MHSAA Division 
1 boys tennis state champi­
onship this season for Novi.

Novi’s Nayan Makim and 
Aakash Ray, competing in the 
No. 3 flight, became the 
school’s first-ever state dou­
bles champions.

Makim and Ray defeated 
Troy’s Vedaant Garg and Spen­
cer Liu, the fourth seeds, in 
the finals, 7-5,1-6,6-2, after 
ousting Bloomfield Hills’ Chaz 
Blamo and Vik Chakrabortty, 
the third seeds, in the semi­
finals, 3-6,6-4,6-1.

“We’ve had numerous kids 
in the finals and in the semis, 
but never had a team win that 
final match in doubles, so that 
was exciting,” Novi coach Jim 
Hanson said. “They had 
worked extra long and hard to 
pull it off.”

Makim and Ray, the second 
seeds, also defeated Mason 
Schoenek and Jacob Adamski 
(Utica Eisenhower), 6-0,6-1, 
and Anuraag Bhusari and 
Mithil Gudi (Troy Athens), 6-0, 
6-0, en route to the title.

In the finals, Makim and 
Ray fought off “five or six set 
points,” according to Hanson, 
to take the opening set.

“That was big key that 
helped to win the champi­
onship,” he said. “After pulling 
out that first set, they had a 
little letdown and Troy took 
advantage of it and played 
well and won that second set.

The kids really 
focused and played some of 
their best tennis of the year.”

At No. 1 singles, Novi’s 
sixth-seeded Alex Wen defeat­
ed Ian Yi (Pioneer), 6-2,6-3, 
along with third seed Jack 
Winkler (Brother Rice), 7-5, 
6-4.

“We’ve been familiar with 
the Novi area and have a lot of 
love for the Novi area,” Minke 
said. “Obviously with Fountain 
Walk, there’s a ton of entertain­
ment, dining... just a good area 
for this type of business.”

The automatic tee and ball 
return are among some of the 
unique features that separates

X Golf apart from other indoor 
simulators.

“Not only does the ball tee 
up for you with adjustable tee 
heights, but it also returns 
through a sloped floor,” said 
Ryan D’Arcy, director of busi­
ness development for X Golf. 
“One of the nice things with the 
adjustable tee heights, we 
know where the ball is at all 
times, so we take out the vari­
able.

“We’re the most comprehen­
sive indoor tracking (system) 
in the industry, so what we’re 
mapping is club path, club 
entrance, club impact angle, 
club exit, club speed and then 
ball launch, ball direction, ball 
speed... and then we have a 
high-speed camera taking 
pictures for ball spin. So what 
it’s doing, in milliseconds, it’s

taking pictures of those mark­
ings on the ball and, as they 
rotate, that’s what gives you 
the RPMs on it.”

N ew  technology
Golfers will also be able to 

get accurate readings as well 
with their short games.

“With a lot of golf simulator 
technology, chipping and put­
ting is not accurate at all,” 
Minke said. “A lot of them have 
sensors on the the screen, so 
the ball essentially has to hit 
the screen to register. So when 
you’re putting a three-foot putt, 
it doesn’t read or you’ve got to 
crush the ball to go flying past 
the hole. Or when you chipping, 
whether you’re hitting out of 
the sand or a club with a lot of 
loft, and it goes straight up not 
hitting the screen, it’s not going 
register. We have multiple 
lasers in every simulator. It’s 
very accurate when it comes to 
chipping and putting, more 
than any other simulator.”

Minke said X Golf Novi will 
be open seven days per week. 
Hours will be 9 a.m. to 10 p.m. 
Monday through Thursday; 9 
a.m. to midnight Friday and 
Saturday; and 9 a.m. to 6 p.m. 
Sunday.

“The plan is to have league 
nights, two or three nights a 
week,” he said. “Two teams of 
three on each simulator, 30 
people a night on the five sim­
ulators. The leagues go 12 
weeks, with first 10 weeks 
being the regular season and 
couple of playoff to determine 
an X Golf champion.

“On Friday and Saturday 
nights, we’ll have more of an 
open event night. We’ll have a 
couple of simulators dedicated 
to long drive, long putt, closest 
to the pin, different contests 
like that to bring players 
through so they can eat and 
drink, hang out as opposed to a 
league atmosphere.”

Hourly rates

Off-peak hours during the 
week, Monday through Thurs­
day, will be $25 per hour per 
person.

Minke said peak rates will 
be $35 per person, per hour on 
weekends, with a max of $55 
per bay.

X Golf Novi also plans to 
offer daytime lunch specials.

“You can golf three holes or 
hit a bucket of balls and get a 
bite to eat, then head back to 
work,” Minke said.

Golf lessons will also be 
available through Bealert and 
Wardo, both experienced PGA 
pros.

“From a lesson and technol­
ogy standpoint or training 
standpoint, it’s light years 
ahead of everything else,” 
Minke said. “With the X Golf 
technology, you’re able to de­
termine swing speed, ball spin, 
club angle ... everything you 
need to know that will help you 
improve your game. The sim­
ulators used for lessons have 
multiple cameras on each sim­
ulator. The PGA pros will be 
able to take that video, mark it 
up and show it back to you in 
terms of what you need to 
know to improve your swing.”

The chance to play or train 
on one of the top U.S. and inter­
national tracks is also appeal­
ing.

“You can select any course, 
any hole, at any distance,” 
D’Arcy said. “You can go to 
Pebble Beach (say) I want to 
select hole four. I can go there, 
hit from 95 yards and use an 
approach wedge.”

backer Trenton Guthrie, who 
had seven tackles, including a 
sack, blocked the kick to keep 
the count at 24-13.

But on the ensuing kickoff, 
Northville failed to gain pos­
session as the Wildcats’ 'iyier 
VanKirk recovered the ball at 
the Mustangs’ 15.

After two costly penalties, 
one for holding (17 yards) and 
the other for intentional 
grounding (12 yards), the 
Wildcats were pushed back to 
their own 44. After a loss of 
down and two incomplete 
passes, Novi was forced to 
punt on fourth-and-39.

Speedy senior Anthony 
D’Annibale, who plays wide 
receiver, took the snap and 
decided to go, racing through 
a slew of would-be Northville 
tacklers for a spectacular 
44-yard TD run to pull the 
Wildcats to within five, 24-19, 
with 9:59 to play.

“It was a great play,” Novi 
coach Jeff Burnside said. 
“We’ve been practicing that 
all year and he has an option to 
run or pass, run or punt it. 
Earlier in the game, he punted 
it. Right before he went out 
there, I said, ‘Hey, just be 
smart and be careful with it.’
It was a great read. Every­
body turned their back and 
ran. He just took off and he’s a 
great athlete in space. It was a 
great call on his part. We’ve 
been waiting to rim it all 
year.”

And although Blake King’s 
point-after clanked off the 
upright to keep it a five-point 
spread, the sudden turn of 
events momentarily stunned 
Northville.

“We just wanted to make 
sure our guys maintained 
their composure,” Ladach 
said. “We had some really 
strange and bizarre plays and 
just had to get our bearings 
back and we did. I’m really 
proud of the defense buckling 
down on that last stand. That 
was huge.”

The Mustangs’ safety 
valve, junior kicker Jake 
Moody, gave Northville some 
breathing room when he boot­
ed a 23-yard field goal with 
only 5:56 to go, his second of 
the game, to make it an eight- 
point cushion.

Novi then took the ball on 
its own 20 and got down to the 
Mustangs’ 35 with just over a 
minute left after a clutch 
14-yard pass from Alec Bage- 
ris to Nikolas Williams.

But the Wildcats came up 
short on fourth down as inside 
linebacker Sean Rowan batted 
down a pass to end the threat.

“We’ve fought through a lot 
of adversity and just really 
proud of the team for just

keep on fighting,” said Guth­
rie, a Western Michigan Uni­
versity commit. “They’re very 
explosive (Novi). They had 
some great plays in the second 
half, so we just had to fight 
through adversity, as I said, 
and we just keep going.”

Novi scored on its first 
possession of the game, 
marching 80 yards in 10 plays, 
with Aahmaud Jenkins going 
19 yards for a TD with 7:13 
remaining in the first quarter. 
(Jenkins ran for 77 yards on 13 
carries).

Northville, however, tied it 
at 7-7 on its first possession, 
going 63 yards on six plays, 
with Burke racing up the mid­
dle on a keeper untouched for 
33 yards.

The Mustangs scored again 
with 10:48 left in the second 
quarter on an 8-yard keeper 
by Burke to make it 14-7.

Burke was able to break 
free as the Wildcats concen­
trated on stopping Northville’s 
wide-out and deep threat A.J. 
Abbott, who was limited to one 
catch for 10 yards.

“We talked about it earlier 
in the year, that teams are 
going to put two defenders on 
(Abbott) and, when they do, 
the rest of our offense has 
make them pay,” Ladach said. 
“And we’ve done that.”

Northville’s Nick Prystash 
returned a Novi punt 45 yards 
to the Wildcats’ 29 and Moody 
booted a 33-yard field goal 
with 3:52 remaining in the half 
to make it a two-score game, 
17-7.

Novi, helped by a pair of 
Northville pass interference 
penalties, got the ball down to 
the Mustangs’ 27 in the final 
minute, but couldn’t cash in as 
King’s 34-yard field goal 
sailed low as the half ended.

Northville took the second- 
half kickoff and drove 66 
yards in 11 plays, resulting in 
Burke’s third TD run of the 
night.

“We’ve been hurt all season 
with the passing game and we 
tried to take away Abbott and 
he’s a good player,” Burnside 
said. “We tried to devote an 
extra guy to the passing game, 
which I think we limited them

there a little bit, but Burke got 
loose a couple of times. We 
had him wrapped up on the 
goal line and he gets free.
That was more disconcerting. 
We had him wrapped up and 
just didn’t finish the deal.”

Burke, meanwhile, has 
been the real deal in his first 
year as a starter following a 
long line of talented Mustang 
dual-threat quarterbacks.

“All of them have been 
tough,” Ladach said. “They’ve 
all been tremendous compet­
itors and he’s no different 
than the guys before him. He’s 
just tough as nails. He com­
petes on every single play. It’s 
awesome.”

Novi had the edge in total 
yards, 275-250, and in rushing 
yards, 179-177. But the Mus­
tangs, led by Rowan (eight 
tackles) and Guthrie (seven 
tackles), were able to keep 
Novi’s potent attack in check, 
for the most part.

“We tried to keep them 
from not knowing who’s com­
ing and who’s going,” Guthrie 
said. “I just tried to keep them 
off the line when I was blitz­
ing and I’m on the line when 
I’m not.

“I had to keep an eye on the 
quarterback for the keeper 
and then, if he’s not keeping it, 
just chase down the running 
back. That’s my job.”

Novi now finds itself in a 
precarious spot heading into 
the final week. The Wildcats 
need a win against the second- 
place KLAA South team (more 
than likely Livonia Franklin) 
to have a chance as a 5-4 at- 
large team for the second 
straight year in the MHSAA 
Division 1 state playoffs.

But eliminating the un­
timely miscues is the immedi­
ate goal.

“We had mistakes every­
where, it just wasn’t just of­
fense,” Burnside said. “We 
had a personal foul penalty on 
defense. We had a couple pen­
alties on special teams. We 
had penalties on the offense. 
You just can’t blame it in one 
phase of the game.”

in the game and not let them 
get any lead on us, give them 
momentum or anything.

With 1:02 left in the third 
quarter, the 6-foot-l, 190-pound 
Jakubik came up with his first 
interception of the game, re­
turning it to the Pilots’ 41.

Six plays later, CC took the 
lead for keeps on Nichols’ 38- 
yard line drive field goal that 
just cleared the crossbar to 
make it 10-7.

“Just got to stay in your 
keys and I just read the play,” 
said Jakubik, who picked off 
backup quarterback Carlos 
Smith’s pass. “It was a little 
overthrown. I sat on it, made a 
play and there just wasn’t real­
ly much to it. It was there in 
my hands, right play at the 
right time.”

And Jakubik did it again 
just 27 seconds later, when he 
picked off Smith and raced 21 
yards for CC’s second TD with 
only 9:46 remaining. It was his 
third interception of the year.

“At first (the DeLaSalle 
receiver) broke it off to the 
inside, then broke it off to the 
flag and I just read it, came up 
on it, jumped on it and made 
the play,” Jakubik said.

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Don’t get discouraged by a job demotion

Most workers set profes­
sional goals that include work­
ing their way up the corporate 
ladder. However, from time to 
time, certain company, team 
or individual circumstances 
may require an employee to 
face a demotion.

If this happens to you, your 
initial reaction may be to start 
looking for a new job. But 
before you make a move you 
might regret, get to the bottom 
of why it happened and deter­
mine if anything can be done 
to get back on the right path.

Stay  calm  and respond 
professionally.

“Hearing you have been 
demoted can certainly cause 
an emotional reaction, espe­
cially if it came as a surprise 
to you,” says Jayne Mattson, 
a senior vice president at 
Keystone Associates, an 
outplacement and leadership- 
development services com­
pany. “Try to hold onto your 
emotions and take a deep 
breath. There are professional 
ways to respond to the news, 
such as saying, ‘I am disap­
pointed to hear this news,’ 
or, ‘Can I take a moment to 
collect my thoughts?’”

Step aw ay from the 
situation.

While you want to remain

professional in front of your 
boss, once you’re away from 
the office, it might do you 
some good to vent. “Before 
reacting or making major deci­
sions, like quitting or suing, 
take some time to calm down

and clear your head,” says 
Dele Lowman Smith, founder 
and CEO of Bold Move Con­
sulting. “Get your feelings out: 
cry, scream, vent, whatever 
you need to do. Take a day off 
if you can, or take the week­

end to get some distance from 
your workplace.”

A sk  for feedback.
In order to improve or 

change behaviors, you first 
need to have a full under­
standing of why you were 
demoted. Schedule some time 
to talk with your boss, and be 
sure to listen and ask specific 
questions during the meet­
ing, says Laura MacLeod, a 
human-resources expert who 
created the From the Inside 
Out Project, which is designed 
to improve communication 
among employees.

“For example, if you are 
told that staff or executives 
do not have confidence in 
your abilities, make sure you 
ask for specifics,” she says. 
“Make it clear you’re not look­
ing for names ....Your goal 
is to make adjustments and 
improve. ‘What is it that I’m 
doing or not doing that doesn’t 
appear confident?’ Get the 
facts, and then ask for sug­
gestions and direction on how 
to improve and enhance.”

MacLeod also suggests get­
ting a specific description of 
your new position and an idea 
about the future. Ask, “ ‘With 
measured improvement, do 
you see me progressing to 
other positions?’You’ll get a 
strong sense of whether the 
company and your boss are 
interested in working with you 
or not. You will also demon­

strate your loyalty and willing­
ness to take criticism and act 
on it."

Do a self-assessm ent.
“If your demotion was as a 

result of performance or con­
duct issues, you must be will­
ing to take an honest, dispas­
sionate look at yourself and 
acknowledge where you need 
to improve,” Smith says. “If it 
was the result of organization­
al changes or something else 
outside of your direct control, 
you will need to determine if 
you want to stick around or 
start looking for new employ­
ment. Either way, you need to 
be clear about your vision for 
your life and career, what your 
skills and areas of weakness 
are, what is going on in the 
job market and your financial 
and lifestyle needs in order to 
make the best decision.”

When you decide, do so 
with the right frame of mind.
“If you stay, it will take effort 
and adjustment of attitude, 
but in the long run, it can be 
worth it,” Mattson says. “If you 
leave, that is OK, too, but do 
it respectfully and don’t burn 
any bridges along the way.”
