About 1840 Clarkston 's first schoolhouse was 
built on the corner of what Is now Orion Road 
and Main Street. Twenty years later, a district 
school of ten grades was being held In one of the 
houses on Buffalo Street. In 1909, two new 
grades were added, making this a twelve-grade 
school. 

Already the need and search for knowledge 
had led from nothing to a school of twelve grades. 

In 1911 , the first class graduated; and in 1912, 
the brick building which Is now the Community 
Building, replaced the older school. 

But the community continued growing to the 
extent that more room was needed; the old part 
of the building which we now use for high school 
was erected in 1930 to include and instruct stu­
dents in all twelve grades.

Shelves of Knowledge 

During the past ten years the library has made many 
changes.

County health service started at CHS in 1928. At first the nurse's 
time at school was spent mostly on setting up cll.nlcs for immuniza­
tion of the students. But, because most diseases are now taken care 
of by parents, the nurse can see more students with health problems 
and at the same time educate these students. She ls responsible for 
obtaining information and pamphlets on all aspects of health for the 
school and was behind the setting up of the polio cll.nlc and eye-sight 
te$S. 

The goals of the nurse and the Health Department are to prevent 
disease, prolong life, and promote total health and efficiency. The 
main goal for the future ls to achieve a well-adjusted and healthy 
school population. 

To hdp other students overcome defective speech is the purpose of 
the speech correction department Six years ago there was no avail­
able aid for this. Five years ago the county provided partial service. 
However, as our needs increased, actual correctionists have been 
supplied by the school. 

Because students are being hdped at an early age, the number of 
high school students requiring this correction ls expected to decrease 
in the future.

Helping those students who are having diffirulty wtth their school 
work and need individual aid is the purpose of the special education 
class. The enrollment of fifteen students allows the teacher to give 
each student individual attention. Two of these special education 
classes were started in 1956 in the elementary schools. In 1958 an­
other class was organized in the Junior High School, and next year 
a senior lrtgh special education class will be operating in the new 
building. 

Another, but more thoroughly spedaliud kind of education, driver 
education, had a humble beginning in Clarkston High School in the 
Fall of 1952. The initial class had an enrollment of twenty-four 
students with one teacher and one automobile. 

An act of the State Legislature, which became effective in February, 
1957, stated that any person under the age of eighteen wishing to ob­
tain a license must satisfactorily pass a sanctioned driver education 
course. 

Now, about two hundred students take the course yearly. We have 
two automobiles and two teachers, one teaching full time and one 
teaching a half day. 

With the completion of the new high school and an off-the-street­
driving area, mo~ students can be accommodated by two teachers 
and more automobiles.

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In the past our kitchen staff was under the supervision of 
Mrs. Wells; in 1959, Mrs. Roberta Allen succeeded her. When 
our hot lunch program was started, we had five women in the 
kitchen serving between 50-75 lunches per day. Today eight 
women work in the kitchen serving 350. 

Regardless of the weather, bus drivers bring us to and from 
school every day. In 1955-56 we transported 1,739 students 
per day in 16 buses. They traveled 837 miles a day. Each 
day our 26 bus drivers travel a distance of 1,190 miles pick­
ing up a total of 2,464 students.
