People from the Detroit area
joined hundreds of thousands
from across the country Sat-
urday in putting a new admini-
stration, and the entire Washing-
ton, D.C,, establishment, on
notice.

Marecki believes
TYump was elected be-
cause he put a voice to
the frustrated voters
tired of politics as usual.

“We have voted for
someone who loves the
United States, loves the
people of the U.S. and
will listen to the ﬁeople
of this county,” she said.
“During the campaign,
he verbalized the frustra-
tion many of the voters in
this country have felt the
past years. There will be
many people prayin? for
him and praying he leads
this county in the right
direction the next four
years.”

Keyes said showing
supPort for women’s
health care and the pro-
tection of the rights of
gay, lesbian and bisexual
people were prime issues
for her. She also wanted
stand ug for the futures
of her three granddaugh-
ters, she said.

“I dont have the luxu-
ry of being silent, so
that’s what really moti-
vated me,” she said. Her
protest sign read, “We
rise.”

Since the election.

Keyes said, she’s spoken
with friends who were
scared and wondered,
“Are we going to go
backwards?”

“This election has
proved that you can no
longer be the armchair
quarterback... after the
election,” she said. “It
proves that you must be
involved.”

Like Crossey, Keyes
was inspired by Moore’s
speech and also by the
anti-TVump rap poem
performed by actress
Ashley Judd.

“Hopefully, they’re on
notice that we’re not
taking this lying down,”
she said.

Though the march
was a reaction to
IVVump’s win, Keyes said
the movement it has
sparked is an inclusive
one for anyone con-
cerned about its issues.

“We don’t want any-
body to feel left behind,”
she said.

'People are
watching'

For Jeannine Donigan-
Hales, a moment of spon-
taneity illustrated Sat-
urday’s events.

Donigan-Hales and
her daughter Madison
were exiting the Metro
station at Washington’s
LEnfant Plaza on Sat-
urday morning, part of a
huge crowd on its way to
the march, when some-
one behind them began
singing a Woody Guthrie
protest hymn.

“All of a sudden, the
crowd broke out in ‘This
Land Is Your Land’and it
was all ages and races
and genders,” said Doni-
gan-Hales, of Farming-
ton. “They were just all
singing. It was very mov-
ing.”

Donigan-Hales, a
teacher, said she joined
the march because, as a
union member and a
citizen, “l wanted my
voice to be heard.” Edu-
cation, she said, is a pri-
mary issue for her.

Madison, a high school
sophomore, is sympa-
thetic to the LGBT com-
munity and supports
marriage equality, her
mother said: “She’s very
compassionate.”
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The event was “amaz-
ing” and “inspiring” for
both, Donigan-Hales
said.

Donigan-Hales said
she and her family re-
spect the peaceful trans-
fer of power to a TYump
administration, but that
marchers have put the
new president on notice.

“People want to give
him a chance, but he’s
got to know that people
are watching,” she said.

Bridges, not walls

Smiles along the
march route was the
start of building bridges,
instead of walls, for Mi-
chelle Dillon and her
mother, Marianne Cam-
pagna.

The pair spotted at
least two TYump sup-
porters during the event,
Dillon said, identifiable
as fans of the president
by articles of clothing.
They were perhaps ob-
serving instead of
marching, she said.

“They didnt look hap-

Eight Mile Road could see
additional work this year

Motorists who decried
the condition of the left-
turn lane on Eight Mile,
west of Farmington
Road, may see some re-
lief this year.

After Wayne County
discovered the road be-
tween Farmington and
Newburgh was in worse
condition than originally
thou%ht, some work along
the thoroughfare was not
completed when workers
moved to Seven Mile,
namely the left-turn lane
near the Northridge
Commons Shopping Cen-
ter. That left many motor-
ists and public officials
upset at the condition the
road was left in.

Now, Wayne County
has said it plans on revis-
iting the stretch of road-
way this year and do
some work along that
turn lane before the end
of the year.

“Wayne County De-
partment of Public Ser-
vices is in the process of
exploring all options to
address preventative
maintenance on the cen-
ter turn lane, with the
goal of having work done
by the conclusion of the
2017 construction sea-
son,” the county said ina
statement. “Of course,
the Roads Maintenance
Division will continue to
monitor and provide
emergency maintenance
for this section of Eight
Mile Road as it does for
all of Wayne County’s
Roads.”

Terry Marecki, the
Republican county com-
missioner who repre-
sents Northville, North-
ville Ibwnship and most
of Livonia, said she re-
ceived several inquiries
from residents about the
condition of the road
after work wrapped up
on the road last fall.

She said several fac-
tors, including calls from
local officials and an
article questioning the
road’ condition in the
Observer &Eccentric in
November, made it clear
the road needed to be
improved.

“We are going to take
care of this,” she said. “I
really expect some good
things to come out of that
road.”

While Eight Mile lies
onthe border of Wayne
and Oakland counties, the
stretch of the road be-
tween Farmin”on and
Meadowbrook is under
control of Wayne County.

Oakland County main-
tains the road east of
Farmington to Grand
River. Concrete patching
took place along Eight
Mile and Seven Mile in
2016, a $3.5 million pro-

ject.

Marecki said an ex-
pected cost could total
around $700,000 to make
the repairs. She said it’s
possible the city of Livo-
nia could also kick ina
small amount in addition
to help improve the road.

Todd Zilincik, Livo-
nia’s city engineer, said
it'’s nota guarantee that
the city would help with
some of the cost, but if it
were to, it would pitch in
no more than $50,000.

“We're trying to help
out the best we can,” he
said. “Nota lot, but at
least it’ll help out.”

Q&A WITH THE REV. RENNIE SALATA

What does it mean to you to be an
American?

For me, being an American is being part
of something that is larger than an indi-
vidual or even a national interest; it’s be-
ing part of a larger experiment of de-
mocracy. One where even in a country
where the majority of the people voted
for one candidate, the other candidate
who has been declared the winner by our
democratic process is going to peaceful-
ly transition into power. That’s rare and
maylge even unprecedented around the
world.

Whatmomenttouched and motivated
you to take partin this effort?

There wasnt any one specific event or
statement or altercation that motivated
us having this service. But... as the elec-
tion season wore on and things became
more and more vitriolic and tense and
heated, and more and more families
were being at odds with one another be-
cause of the election options, it seemed
like it was even more appropriate to have
a time whenwe could come together and
pray and share communion and really
remember what it is that unites us.

W hat gives you hope?

First and foremost, as a Christian and as
a pastor, my hope is in Jesus Christ. ...
But what gives me hope in the immedi-
ate, and perhaps ina concrete way, is the
ways in which I’'ve seen members of my
congregation who are on diametrically
opposed ends of the political spectrum
really respect and supportone another in
the midst of the outcome of the election.

Whatdid you hope to accomplish with

that effort?

I hoped and I think we were successful in
accomplishing the beginning of dialogue
and also an opportunity for people to
really look around and find some points
of unity in the midst of such division. |
hope that this will be a stepping-off point
for my congregation and for this com-
munity. ... I’d like to explore the possibil-
ity of avin? some public dialogue with a
member of the Muslim faith, maybe
even in concert with a member of the
Jewish community. I've also talked with
a another pastor about the possibility of
doing a sort of reconciliation pilgrimage
where we travel to different sites... and
just put ourselves in places where those
we may not normally interact with live.

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High school students
give coats to homeless

At St. Aloysius
Church in Detroit on a
blistering cold Saturday
morning earlier this
month, a line of home-
less people started to

ather at 6:30 a.m. in the

opes that they would
be one of the 100 people
to receive a coat that
was made by the Em-
powerment Plan.

Earlier that morning,
at 5a.m., four students
began loading a truck
with the Empowerment
Plan coats in the ex-
tremely cold weather as
they began to prepare
for a long day at St.
Aloysius.

These four students
undertook a year-long
project that culminated
in distributing the coats
to the homeless people
of Detroit (the unique
coats also transform
into sleeping bags).

The student group
consisted of four indi-
viduals — Caitlin Par-
sons and Supreet Nir-
man, who attend Mercy
High School in Farming-
ton Hills, along with
Dylan Parsons and Za-
chary Peurach, both of
whom attend Detroit
Catholic Central High
School in Novi.

“To see how the peo-
ple reacted when they
were able to get one of
the coats that would
keep them warm

brought many of them
to tears," Parsons said.
"It was very emotional
and made everything
worthwhile.”

The Empowerment
Plan www.
empowermentplan.org)
was founded by Veroni-
ka Scott about five years
ago and is a nonprofit
whose mission is to help
build a better life for
those who have become
trapped in the cycle of
homelessness. The or-
ganization actually hires
homeless parents from
local shelters to become
full-time seamstresses
so that they can earn a
stable income, find se-
cure housing and gain
back their independence
for themselves and their
families.

The individuals they
hire are trained to man-
ufacture a coat that
transforms into a sleep-
ing bag at night and a
carrying bag when not
in use. The coats are
distributed to homeless
people living on the
streets at no cost. The
organization believes in
giving second chances
to those who want it and
providing warmth to
those who need it.

The purpose of the
students’ project began
almost a year ago, when
the four students came
up with the idea to raise

awareness about the
Empowerment Plan and
its objectives. The stu-
dents raised funds
through donations to
help the Empowerment
Plan’s mission. After the
four students visited the
facilities where the
coats are made and
heard some of the work-
ers' stories, they devel-
oped a strategy that
involved several meth-
ods to create awareness
and raise funds to help.

The students raised
more than $10,000 to-
ward the cost of manu-
facturing the coats.

In order to raise the
$10,000, the students
created their own Go-
FundMe webpage, wrote
letters to Michigan busi-
nesses, did fundraisers
and went door-to-door to
local companies and
businesses. The stu-
dents also displayed the
coat at It-e Sorelle in
downtown Farmington
during Founders Festi-
val as a way to create
awareness and inform
people about the Em-
powerment Plan.

“While distributing
the coats and seeing the
gratitude from many of
the homeless firsthand,
this had an immense
impact on me and the
other students, which
was an amazing feeling,"
Peurach said.

Single father Dale
Fracassi said he was
“desperate for help”
when he got behind on
his DTE gas and electric-
ity bills a couple of win-
ters ago.

“At one point, they
shut it off and | had to
borrow money because |
wasn’t going to have my
daughter, who was 3 at
the time, there if she
didn’t have what she
needs,” Fracassi said.

The landscaper from
Green Oak Township
was struggling financial-
ly in large part due to
mounting hospital bills
after he was diagnosed
with lymphoma. He said
he was unable to work
full time during his
health crisis, which in-
cluded surgeries and
chemotherapy treat-
ments.

As winter 2015 began,
he found himself behind
on bills once more and
he worried that his heat
would be shut off and he
and his daughter would
be left in the cold.

“My daughter needed
a stable house and, if you
don't have power and
you don't have heat,
that’s not stable,” he
said.

Fracassi reached out
for help from the Oak-
land Livingston Human
Service Agency, a non-
profit social services
agency. The organization
covered his DTE bills
with funds from its
emergency utility assis-
tance program, which
assists qualifying resi-
dents from the two coun-
ties when their utilities
are shut off or about to
be shut off.

OLHSA also helped
Fracassi pay his rent.

“Honestly, if it wasnt
for them. I’d be home-
less,” he said.

Now cancer-free,
Fracassi said he plans to
walk in this year’s Liv-
ingston County “Walk for
Warmth” fundraiser to
show support and appre-
ciation.

Last year, the organi-
zation surpassed its
fundraising goal for
Livingston County, rais-
ing $95,685. All of those
funds are spent on keep-
ing county residents’
heat and electricity on,
OLHSA Assistant Direc-
tor for Communications
Ashley Yocum said.

In 2016,240 families
and 648 individuals re-
ceived assistance; 41
percent were children,
31 percent were single-
parent families and 24
percent were disabled.
Yocum said her agency

“To qualify for the
funds, we use 200 per-
cent of the national pov-
erty level,” Josh Reetz,
welcome center services
manager for the organi-
zation, said.

For a family of four,
200 percent of the na-
tional poverty level is
$48,600 a year. It is
$23,760 for an individual
living alone.

He said the agency
provides utility assis-
tance all year round, but
itis particularly critical
to keep the heat on in the
winter months. “There is
a big need in our Living-
ston County community
to take people out of
their crisis situations,
not just when they are
behind on electric or gas,
but also propane.... Octo-
ber through March is
really the crisis period.”

Mexico. Many ofthe captains ofthe
industry spent the first few days of
the North American International
Auto Show in Detroit trying to
out-promise one another about
creating new jobs in the United
States.

And when they weren’t doing
that, these execs were wringing their
hands about whether the president
understands international trade
well enough not to ruin it.

Ill some other auto leaders at
NAIAS were sounding a far more
sanguine view of the unfolding
drama, figuring two things.

First, by tweeting his displeasure
about car-makingjobs in Mexico that
he thinks should be in the United
States, Trump basically was staking
out a negotiating position that is
ultimately designed to improve
the North American Free Trade
Agreement for his country, not to
punish America’s automakers.

And indeed, one of the first executive
actions taken by Trump after he
ascended to office was to put Mexico
and Canada on notice that he wants
to meet soon to renegotiate aspects
of NAFTA, which on the campaign
trail he repeatedly thumped as a
“bad trade deal.”

Second, the auto executives who
are more optimistic believe that
while Trump already has been
pretty good for the car business
as awhole, he’ll likely prove even
better now that he’sactually in the
W hite House.

Nissan CEO Carlos Ghosn isamong
the more optimistic group. When
he mentioned Trump in remarks to
the press at the Detroit show, the
journalistic cognoscenti tittered
with anticipatory glee that hed
ream Trump because many of his
peers do, privately and publicly.
But instead, Ghosn stunned them.

“Obviously whenever there is
a new administration coming,
particularly in the second-largest
car market in the world, everyone
is anxious and everyone is listening
— that'spredictable,” Ghosn began.
“Trump said America comes first,
and, T wantjobs in the U.S." That
makes alot of sense [to] us — alot
of countries in the world want to
promote [themselves] first.”

Ghosn suggested that every
auto company could adapt to new
trade rules if they were uniformly
enforced. For along time, he said,
“The rules have been NAFTA. And
we all adapted to it.” With Trump
as president, he said, “It will be
something else — fine, as long as
the rules are the same for everyone.”

And there was more. Ghosn had
the temerity to imply that Trump'’s
election already hadjuiced consumer
confidence in America and to say
that “the only thing that can be
reasonably expected from the new
administration isto maintain [high]
consumer confidence. That'sit. And
by the way, [such sentiments are]
very highin January... It looks now
like 2017 will be better than 2016S
for U.S. auto sales, an expectation

that would have been considered
hopelessly optimistic just a few
months ago.

Throw in the fact that Trump
wants to cut corporate taxes, Ghosn
said, and “all of this is going to go
in the direction of boosting growth”
and creating “great things for the
industry.”

Toyota board member Mark Hogan
sounded a similarly optimistic note
despite Trump’sopening rhetoric. “I
look forward to a more pro-business
environment, including tax cuts and
incentives forjob creation,” Hogan
told me. “He’swilling to work on
rebuilding the U.S. manufacturing
base so that we can become apre-
eminent exporter again.”

And Hogan pooh-poohed the
apparent worries of many of his
peers that Trump somehow doesn’t

understand the complexities of
global supply chains and the
importance of free trade. “He’s
an international businessman with
properties all over the world. He's
built an empire; you have to give
him credit for that. He just struck
achord with the American people”
with his stance onjobs in Mexico.

Hogan also believes that Trump
— author of The Art ofthe Deal,
after all — is simply pursuing his
bent for setting up the opposition
to eventually accept the concession
that he actually wants.

“Trump is apreeminent negotiator,”
said Hogan, a former high-level
General Motors executive and former
CEO of megasupplier Magna. “ So
when he makes a statement publicly
or privately, it's always designed
to get an advantage.”
