Steve Matthews has been 
rated an effective superinten­
dent for the Novi Community 
School District.

Matthews, who is in his sixth 
year at the helm of the district 
of 6,200-plus students, was giv­
en a score of 2.72, on a scale of 1 
to 4, in a recent evaluation by 
the Board of Education.

M atthew s

The score is 
based primarily 
on student growth 
and achievement 
and progress 
toward district 
goals, plus — to a 
lesser extent — 
on the board’s 
judgment about 

Matthews’ leadership and per­
sonal qualities, his relationships 
with the board, the staff and the 
community and on measurable 
factors such as attendance and 
the status of the school im­
provement plan.

The 2.72 score put Matthews

in the “effective” category; a 
score of 3.4 or higher is re­
quired for the top rating of 
“highly effective.” A score of 
between 2 and 2.69 would be 
considered “minimally effec­
tive,” while a score of less than 
2 would be “ineffective.”

School board President Bob­
bie Murphy, who was vice presi­
dent when the evaluation was 
completed and chaired the eval­
uation committee, said the eval­
uation represents a board con­
sensus. A resolution on the eval­
uation was approved by a 5-1 
vote in November.

Matthews said although he

disagreed with the board on 
some parts of the evaluation, he 
was thankful to have been rated 
effective.

“That gives me an opportuni­
ty to reflect and try to identify 
how I can improve,” Matthews 
said. NCSD, he added, is “one of 
the highest-achieving districts 
in the state” and he’d like to 
think his leadership has some­
thing to do with that.

The period covered by the 
evaluation is generally the 2015- 
16 school year and the student 
achievement metrics used were

from that year, but other, 
more subjective judg­
ments were made based 
on the early part of the 
current school year, 
Murphy said.

The board used a 19- 
page evaluation tool 
created by the Michigan 
Association of School 
Boards; the tool includes 
specific criteria and the 
weight assigned to some 
of those criteria, that 
were required by state 
law.

The tool had board 
members grade Mat­
thews in a dozen cate­

gories, including rela­
tionships with the board, 
the community and the 
staff; business and fi­
nance; attendance; status 
of the school improve­
ment plan; and progress 
toward district goals. 
Each category was divid­
ed into two or more sub­
categories in which 
board members had to 
apply scores between 1 
and 4. Subcategory 
scores were averaged to 
reach a score in each 
category before weight­
ing was applied.

The marks on student 
achievement (weighted 
at 25 percent) and pro­
gress toward district 
goals (weighted at 50 
percent), made up 75

percent of the overall 
score, meaning the re­
maining 25 percent 
weight was split among 
the other 10 categories.

Board member Den­
nis O’Connor voted 
against the evaluation 
resolution. O’Connor said 
Monday that he wanted 
the resolution to include 
more specific informa­
tion about how board 
members arrived at the 
score.

Voting for the resolu­
tion were Murphy, 
George Kortlandt, Ann 
Glubzinski, Willy Mena 
and Paul Cook. Board 
member IVacey Cadwell 
was absent.

Kortlandt did not seek 
re-election last year.

This comes even as 

population estimates for 
Detroit continue to drop: 
U.S. Census Bureau fig­
ures show Detroit’s esti­
mated population was at 
677,116 as of July 1, 2015. 
That’s down from the 
713,777 that were count­
ed back in the 2010 cen­
sus.

Davis currently lives 
in Corktown, but has 
lived many places across 
the urban core, including 
Midtown, Indian Village 
and the enclave city of 
Hamtramck, a place he 
grew quite attached to 
because of its rich cul­
ture and blending of 
people.

“I kind of grew to love 
that area,” he said. “It is 
refreshing to be around 
not all white people.”

He currently works at 
SMPLFD, a local cloth­
ing shop downtown, 
along with others who 
grew up in the western 
suburbs. One of those is 
Abbas Hassain, who 
moved to Detroit about 
three years ago to com­
plete his studies at 
Wayne State University. 
He’d commute five days 
a week, sometimes from 
his home in Canton, and 
found a friend who had 
an open room. He re­
cently graduated from 
the school, but plans on 
staying in the Wood- 
bridge neighborhood, 
where he’s been since 
coming to the city.

Hassain, a 2011 Can­
ton High School gradu­
ate, said he’s noticed the 
wide range of diversity 
in the city without the 
fear of being racially 
profiled.

“I haven’t come 
across any forms of 
racism on me in De­
troit,” he said.

Despite the buzz he 
feels happening in the 
city, Davis knows there’s 
still plenty to be done to 
make Detroit even bet­
ter. Development down­
town is seeing big in­
vestment, but he knows 
getting the neighbor­
hoods across the city

fixed and cleaned up will 
help improve the city.

“There’s straight up 
neighborhoods where 
there are two houses 
left,” he said. “It’s so 
much area in Detroit, 
that it’s going to be tough

to get it all back in or­
der.”

But knowing his role 
in the city is just as im­
portant, Hassain said. 
Knowing the story of 
those who have lived in 
the city their entire lives

is key to understanding 
their thoughts on those 
who lived in the suburbs 
before coming to the 
urban core.

“TVeat it as if it’s your 
own, but a lot of people 
don’t do that,” he said. “I 
try to stay aware of 
what’s actually good for 
the community. I think 
that stuff’s pretty impor­
tant.”

Staying around
Dan Ross is a new­

comer to the city, but he 
sees a bright future liv­
ing in the urban core. 
Ross, a 2007 Milford 
High School graduate, 
moved to Detroit about 
six months ago when a 
room opened at a 
friend’s place in the 
Boston Edison neigh­
borhood. He’s spent time 
all over, living in Mil­
ford, Wixom and Pontiac, 
and recently had his job 
take him from Bedford 
to Royal Oak, where he 
currently works.

So far, he said, he’s

always able to keep oc­
cupied when not work­
ing. It’s a far cry from 
his time as a youth in 
Milford, where, he said, 
it was routine to spend 
the evening at Meijer, 
though he did say the 
transition from being in 
a more rural area to an 
urban one has taken 
some adjusting.

“It’s kind of cool being 
so close to downtown,” 
he said. “It’s neat that 
there is a nightlife that 
exists.”

Josh Wilt, who had 
grown up in cities like 
Troy and Berkley, moved 
to Detroit in 2009 and 
lived in the city until 
2015. He said he always 
wanted to be a part of 
the scene in Detroit, 
enjoying the music, art, 
food and other experi­
ences it had to offer. He 
got married in 2012 and 
he and his wife lived in 
several neighborhoods, 
including Boston Edison, 
Milwaukee Junction and 
Woodbridge.

But living in the city 
wasn’t something he and 
his wife felt they could 
do when they began 
raising children, given 
the current situation 
with the school district 
in Detroit. With that 
facing them, they opted 
to move out of the city, 
but stay as close as pos­
sible: they now live in 
Grosse Pointe, just five 
houses from the Detroit 
border.

“I was not willing to 
pay for school and have 
to deal with driving my 
kids to a private school,” 
the Royal Oak Shrine 
High School graduate 
said. “It’s a sad truth, but 
I have met several peo­
ple and heard stories 
about a lot of young cou­
ples not willing to move 
to the city for this rea­
son.”

'A lot of good'
Ross said he plans on 

staying in Detroit, hop­
ing to make it his home 
for the foreseeable fu­
ture. He’s routinely 
asked “why?” when he 
tells people he recently 
moved downtown. The 
connotation of Detroit 
being a dangerous place, 
he said, is unwarranted.

“There’s bad areas to 
every city, but Detroit 
has a lot of good going 
for it,” he said. “There’s 
a whole lot to see and do 
and they don’t give it a 
chance. You don’t have 
to be afraid.”

Hassain agrees, say­
ing it’s best for those in 
the suburbs to come to 
their own conclusions 
about what Detroit is all 
about. They might just 
be surprised what they 
find.

It’s a conversation 
he’s had with many oth­
ers who haven’t lived or 
spent much time in De­
troit.

“They would think it’s 
just some sort of desert­
ed dump. I’ve always 
advocated for making 
your own opinions and 
check it out,” he said.
“As long as you put out 
good vibes, you’ll get 
good vibes.”

The award represents 
a significant achieve­
ment by the city of Novi 
and reflects the commit­
ment of the city council 
and staff to meeting the 
highest principles in 
governmental budgeting.

Novi school district refinancing 

bonds to save taxpayer money
The Novi Community 

School District is saving 
taxpayers more than $1.3 
million in interest costs 
through a recent refi­
nancing of voter-ap­
proved bonds.

The district refi­
nanced $23,235,000 in 
previously sold bonds to 
take advantage of re­
duced interest rates in 
the market. The district 
has refinanced a total of 
$56.25 million of bonds 
over the past five years, 
leading to almost $6 mil­
lion of interest savings. 
The savings from these 
reduced interest pay­
ments are passed on 
directly to the taxpayers 
of the Novi Community 
School District.

In addition to the re­
funding, the district is­
sued $12.23 million in 
new bonds to finance

projects approved by 
voters in 2014.

In preparing to sell 
the bonds, the district, 
working with its finan­
cial adviser, PFM Fi­
nancial Advisors LLC, 
requested that Moody’s 
Investors Service evalu­
ate the district’s credit 
quality. Moody’s assigned 
the district’s underlying 
rating of Aa2. The rating 
agency cited the dis­
trict’s sizable and afflu­
ent tax base, improved 
financial operations with 
satisfactory reserves and 
positive enrollment 
trends in their rationale 
for rating the school 
district at this level.

“The Novi Community 
School District is pleased 
that we were able to 
refinance bonds and save 
our community taxpay­
ers money,” Superinten­

dent Dr. Steve Matthews 
said. “These bonds have 
provided us with needed 
capital over the years to 
upgrade and maintain 
our buildings. We have 
appreciated the support 
of our community in 
working with us to sup­
port the education of the 
students in Novi.”

Brenda Voutyras, 
managing director with 
the brokerage firm Sti- 
fel, said the district’s 
bonds were “well-re­
ceived” by the bond mar­
ket.

“We were able to take 
advantage of current 
rates that met the goals 
of the district and provid­
ed a lower cost of bor­
rowing than originally 
anticipated and resulted 
in a nice savings that will 
be passed on to the tax­
payers,” she said.
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Western Wayne SWAT trains at condemned home

Members of the West­
ern Wayne Special Oper­
ations Team came into 
work one Monday morn­
ing thinking it would be 
a normal day. But Cmdr. 
Ron Taig had a different 
idea: Send the squad to 
an abandoned home on 
the report of an injured 
resident and men with 
guns inside the house.

Team members then 
equipped themselves 
with all their gear and 
headed to a home in the 
15500 block of Auburn- 
dale in Livonia to com­
plete a day of training at 
a condemned home that 
was set to come down 
the next day. It’s an op­
portunity that doesn’t 
happen too frequently.

“We don’t get these 
homes very often. That’s 
why it’s (important), to 
have a realistic training 
site and to do what we 
did, do a surprise call out 
as soon as they get on­
scene,” said Taig, a cap­
tain with the Livonia 
Police Department. 
“We’re just trying to 
push these guys and 
getting them prepared.”

Taig was offered the 
opportunity to bring the 
unit to the home on Au- 
burndale, north of Five 
Mile, a while ago. The 
home has been empty 
for several years and 
was scheduled to come 
down after the training 
took place.

The training consisted 
of a scenario where one 
man lay injured on the 
front lawn, while two 
others were inside the 
house threatening to 
shoot police if they were 
to arrive. During one 
round, officers from the 
SWAT team arrived in 
an armored vehicle and 
picked up the injured 
individual before taking 
a barrage of gunfire 
from one of the assail­
ants inside the house.
The officers use their 
usual weapons, but mod­
ify them by firing bullets 
filled with paint.

“(We’re) just putting 
these guys in a bunch of 
different scenarios into a 
realistic venue,” Taig 
said.

Neighborhood used
The training went 

past just the house: Sev­
eral outfitted officers 
were seen throughout 
the neighborhood, hiding 
behind trees, homes and 
even underneath a 
parked pickup truck 
along the road

It took some coming 
into the neighborhood a 
little off-guard to see.
But not Tony Dattilio, 
who lives near the home 
being used. In addition to 
being happy the vacant 
home was coming down, 
he was at Monday morn­
ing’s session with his 
camera, taking pho­
tographs of the scene.

“I thought it was cool. 
How rare is that?” he 
said. “They need it. They 
need that exercise.”

The training does get 
used in real-life situa­
tions: Members of the 
special operations team 
have been called to vari­
ous incidents in recent 
years, including a call to 
a Bedford home last 
year on a reported do­
mestic issue involving a 
gun, as well as an in­
cident in 2015 on Middle- 
belt, near Lyndon, that 
involved a man pointing 
a gun at himself in his 
vehicle on the road.

The special opera­
tions team is made up of 
officers from several 
departments, including 
Bedford, Livonia, Gar­
den City, Northville, 
Plymouth, Canton,
Wayne and Van Buren 
Township. Several fire­
fighters are a part of the 
response team as well, 
coming from communi­
ties such as Livonia, 
Canton and Northville 
Township.

Minimize distractions, amplify positives for results
Over the last sever­

al months, I have 
been trying to lose 

weight. What have I 
learned so far? Several 
valuable lessons.

First, losing weight is 
a lot more difficult than 
gaining weight. I am 
amazed at how quickly I 
can gain weight and how 
slowly it comes off. Sec­
ond, I can’t lose weight 
by just not eating. Even­
tually, I discovered I 
have to eat and then I eat 
whatever I can find and

it is amazing how quickly 
the calories can add up.

I have also learned 
that I need to have some 
goals or measuring sticks 
to help me figure out how 
things are going. So I 
weigh myself once a 
week. I try to keep track 
of my calories using

“Lose It,” an aptly named 
app on my phone. Keep­
ing track helps keep me 
honest with myself about 
what I am doing.

Which brings me to 
the use of data in our 
schools. We can generate 
lots of data in schools. We 
have daily grades. We 
have daily attendance.
We have homework and 
tests. We have tests made 
by teachers and tests 
made by big corpora­
tions. We have state tests 
and national assess­

ments.
What I have come to 

realize through trying to 
lose weight is that more 
data is not necessarily a 
good thing. Sometimes 
more data just makes me 
more nervous.

I have discovered in 
my weight loss journey 
that weight fluctuates 
day to day. The goal is 
not to lose weight by 
Thursday, but to lose 
weight over time. Be­
tween Thursday and 
Friday, I might see a 
little uptick or downturn 
depending on what hap­
pens during the day. I 
may get to exercise well 
one day, but not the next. 
I may have the opportu­
nity to eat well one day, 
but because of my sched­
ule have to grab and go 
the next. All of that im­
pacts my day-to-day 
weight.

The goal is to lose 
weight. The goal caimot 
be to lose weight by to­
morrow.

So taking the long 
view has helped.

The same is true, in 
my opinion, in schools. 
Our district’s goal is to 
ensure that students 
make a year’s growth in a 
year’s time. While we 
hope that every student 
has a productive and 
successful day every day, 
we also understand that 
sometimes students have 
a bad day. A lunch may 
be forgotten at home.
The bus may be late. Best 
friends have a fight. All 
of those life events have 
both positive and nega­
tive influences on learn­
ing.

The goal is to make 
sure that, by the end of 
the year, students have 
had more good days than 
bad days.

Our teachers spend a 
lot of time and energy 
every day thinking about 
every student in their 
classroom. What’s work­
ing? What’s not working? 
What if I tried this? What

if I tried that?
But our teachers also 

have enough experience 
to know that there will be 
some bad days -  for ev­
ery student in their class­
room. The goal is to mini­
mize the distractions and 
amplify the positives.

When teachers do 
that, good things happen.

In our school district, 
good things happen most 
of the time. That is why 
student achievement in 
our school district is 
high. That is why our 
students are prepared 
for the next step in their 
lives when they graduate 
from our high school.

Now if I could just get 
over my craving for ice 
cream, I would see simi­
lar high achievement in 
my weight loss journey.

been extensively vetted 
and are mostly women 
and children. Even U.S. 
citizens and people with 
green cards were de­
tained and blocked entry 
to our country. The Fifth 
Amendment states; “No 
person shall... be de­
prived of life, liberty, or 
property, without due 
process of law;”. Thou­
sands of people lost their 
visa rights, hundreds lost 
plane fares, and well 
over 100 people (many 
who were children) were 
detained illegally and/or 
returned to the country 
they were trying to leave.

I 
encourage people to send 
money to the American 
Civil Liberties Union.
The ACLU is a very 
strong organization 
which has a history of 
being willing to stand up 
to any president and hold 
him accountable to the 
Constitution and to the 
People of the United 
States.

I am a 30-something 
white woman and I am 
ashamed of the behavior 
of the man I saw this 
afternoon. I am ashamed 
to think we are able to 
challenge the basic free­
doms of other citizens 
based on perceived dif­
ferences. I have always 
been very proud to be an 
American but now I am 
very frightened. When 
one cannot stop for gas 
without worrying about 
encountering anger, pro­
fanity and hatred, then I 
must, and do, worry 
about the nation in which 
we live.

Robin Reshard’s downtown Pensaco­
la, Florida, office is steeped in history.

Yellowed newspaper clippings and 
grayscale photos hang above rows of 
books that detail everything from the 
Civil War to the lives of musicians per­
forming in the Jim Crow-era Chitlin Cir­
cuit.

History is important to Reshard not 
just because of “what” happened, but 
“why” it happened. Why some denigra­
ted others because of the color of their 
skin, or whom they voted for, or whom 
they prayed to at night.

She has found the easiest way to learn 
why is to talk and listen. Along with her 
husband, Lloyd, she’s dedicated four 
years to creating community dialogue 
through Pensacola Network. The month­
ly event encourages people of all races, 
ethnicities, religions and professions to 
meet, mingle, learn about and forge con­
nections with folks they wouldn’t usually 
encounter in everyday life.

“Oftentimes we get very comfortable 
in the cocoon of our own experiences and 
our own lives and the way things were,” 
Reshard said. “Being called to break out 
of those things makes us uncomfortable, 
and a lot of times we don’t do it.”

Once a month some 75 to 100 people 
gather at Pensacola Network to build re­
lationships and understanding. From 
community activists to politicians to 
bankers to everyday working joes, ev­
eryone is welcome and equal.

“It’s broken down these preconceived 
barriers,” Reshard said. “People have 
connected not only in terms of person to 
person, but business to business. So jobs 
and contracts, business opportunities 
and information, getting volunteers, get­
ting board members, I think it happens 
here.”

“I think if we remember to value the 
goodness in others, then we can get 
through the bad and the ugly in others,” 
she said.

What does it mean to be an American?
It means I have opportunities built on the 
backs of my forefathers and foremoth­
ers, folks I didn’t even know, who helped 
build this country. People who were com­
ing here for more opportunity, some who 
were forced here, and in being forced 
here, they made opportunity. To be an 
American means you forge your way 
through challenges to make a new way.

What moment touched and motivated 
you to start this effort?
I had to do my part, my husband and I; we 
had to do our part to help people see the 
value in other people.

What gives you hope and what gives 
you concern?
What gives me hope is that people are 
good. People are inherently good, I firm­
ly believe that.

The 396 Michigan 
public libraries

Moreover, 
when the tax capture is 
not transparent and the 
voters do not understand 
where these funds are 
being diverted, the vot­
ers will be less likely to 
support the library in the 
future.

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its millage. More dollars 
are being captured from 
this library than the li­
brary spends on all col­
lections material for the 
year: books, eBooks, 
videos, DVDs and audio. 
Another library has the 
equivalent of 47 percent 
of its budget captured. 
Libraries are faced with 
eliminating resources, 
services and program­
ming for their public, 
cutting staff and reduc­
ing the hours they re­
main open.

Libraries want to be 
partners and have a seat 
at the table to work in 
collaboration with these 
entities investing in our 
communities. Once 
signed by our governor, 
legislation passed this 
year will ensure more 
transparency and respect 
for the voters’ choice at 
the ballot box and give 
libraries a voice. This 
new legislation would 
allow libraries to opt in 
for tax capture if they 
determine the project 
would be right for their 
patrons.

Most tax captures 
work harmoniously with 
their community part­
ners. When the DDA in 
Milford was formed, it 
worked with the library, 
and other special mile­
ages to be sure they were 
mutually supportive. 
Libraries would continue 
to support community 
projects under this legis­
lation. In addition, with 
the implementation of 
these new laws, libraries 
would not be able to pull 
out of any tax capture 
with a bond or long-term 
debt that has already 
been guaranteed. Tax 
capture entities can 
make essential projects 
for our communities 
come to life.

Milford Country Click­
ers knitting group has 
“no structure at all” and 
that’s one reason Linda 
Gepper and other mem­
bers are hooked.

“It’s every age group, 
every socioeconomic 
group. It is so interest­
ing,” said Gepper, a Com­
merce Township resident 
and an avid knitter. “You 
never know who will 
show up. It could be two, 
it could be 30.”

Longtime member 
Norma Tims of Milford 
Township said the 
Wednesday night gather­
ings at Tim Hortons in 
Milford are all about 
knitting, conversation 
and camaraderie.

“It just works. We’re 
all friends and friendly. 
Sometimes people come 
to learn a specific skill 
and then master it and 
don’t come back. Whoev­
er is there is there. We 
talk about everything, 
our spouses, the health of 
the economy, solving the 
world’s problems,” said 
Tims, who began attend­
ing the sessions 14 years 
ago, a year after the 
group organized. “Movies

and whatever comes up. 
We love to talk. We’re one 
of the most easy to get 
along with groups.”

As members talk, they 
offer knitting advice if 
needed and suggestions 
for “giving back” to the 
community through fiber 
arts. Some knitters also 
crochet. They work on 
projects for themselves, 
their families or char­
ities. For the past several 
years, knitters have par­
ticipated in the annual 
Milford Historical Soci­
ety fall home tour, en­
hancing the ambiance in 
each house. Last year, 
they also made hats for 
students in Huron Valley 
Schools.

Hat heroes
“By the time we got to 

Labor Day, we had 230- 
250 hats,” 'Tims said. “We 
know there is always a 
kid that needs a hat. May­
be the kid forgot to wear 
their hat. Maybe they 
don’t like the hat mom 
gave them or they lost 
their hat.

“Hats for us are fun 
because they are small, 
fast and you can be cre­
ative with them. We had 
fun just making the hats.”

They took boxes con­
taining the handmade 
hats to each Huron Valley

elementary school, the 
middle schools and pre­
school program and 
they’ll replenish the box­
es in the fall. Each hat 
includes a tag identifying 
its fiber contents and 
care instructions.

They recently earned 
a “hero” award from the 
district for their efforts.

Some knitters also 
make small blankets for 
stuffed animal toys that 
police, firefighters and 
emergency medical tech­
nicians give to children in 
traumatic situations. 
Some make hats for neo­
natal units at local hospi­
tals.

Knitted Knockers
Kelly Davis and Gep­

per spend their Milford 
Country Clickers meet­
ings making prostheses 
for women who have 
undergone mastectomies 
through an organization 
called Knitted Knockers.

“I am the representa­
tive for Knitted Knock­
ers,” Davis said. “I got 
into Knitted Knockers 
because I worked at Hu­
ron Valley Hospital and I 
saw these women who 
hated the (traditional) 
prostheses. So I became a 
representative and got 
the word out. Now we 
have them in every hospi­

tal in the area, which is 
wonderful. They always 
are free and they can be 
worn right after sur­
gery.”

(jepper heard about 
Kitted Knockers when 
she met one of the Mil­
ford Country Clickers at 
a fall home tour. The 
following week, she

grabbed her mother’s 
hand-me-down knitting 
needles and headed for 
the Milford Country 
Clickers meeting.

“I said, T have no idea 
what I’m doing. I’d like to 
learn how to make knit­
ted knockers,”’ she said, 
adding that she hadn’t 
knitted since she was in

high school.
She not only rediscov­

ered her love of knitting, 
but began spreading the 
word about knitted 
knockers to other groups. 
She placed baskets in 
area hospitals to collect 
the handmade prostheses 
and sent them directly to 
the organization’s head­
quarters in Bellingham, 
Wash.

“One of the things 
knitting does is lower 
blood pressure. It’s very 
calming,” Gepper said.

Tims said some knit­
ters become stressed 
working on projects, but 
she feels relaxed.

“It’s a place I find 
solitude and refuge,” she 
said.

The group also holds 
an annual retreat in 
March, where members 
“knit and eat chocolate,” 
leaving husbands, chil­
dren and housework 
behind, Tims said. Field 
trips include “yarn 
crawls” and fiber festi­
vals.

Whatever flu was ailing Livonia Stevenson’s Ian 
Knoph during the week appeared to have little or no 
effect during Friday night’s 73-67 boys basketball 
win over Northville.

sidered an open date, which 
allows for a non-KLAA oppo­
nent. But four KLAA teams 
are scheduled to face each 
other the opening week, in­
cluding Hartland-John Glenn 
and Stevenson-Franklin.

In addition to playing the 
required six division oppo­
nents, there will be a non- 
scheduled week that will 
include a crossover game 
between Black and Gold 
teams sprinkled throughout 
the season. It will allow for 
rival district schools to con­
tinue to play each other. The 
ninth week will pair teams in 
a crossover game determined 
by first, second, third, fourth, 
fifth, sixth and seventh 
places in the final standings 
from each division.

“You’re going to cross over 
with a team in the other divi­
sion,” Masi said of the non- 
scheduled week. “And who 
we determined who plays 
who is a rival, such as Novi- 
Northville, which still has to 
play. After that, we matched 
up by winning percentage. 
Our (non-scheduled) week, 
Novi-Northville, is week 
eight. The ninth week is a 
crossover. The only negative 
to that is that we play Novi in 
week eight and week nine if 
we end up similar in the 
standings in our divisions, 
then we may have to play 
again.”

Facing the same opponent 
two weeks in a row in the 
eighth and ninth weeks, or 
even in the ninth week and 
the first round of the MHSAA 
state playoffs, has occurred 
in the past.

Scheduling quirks
“When you have that 

crossover, there is an in­
creased chance of having a 
back-to-back opponent,” 
Northville coach Matt Ladach 
said. “We had it this past year 
with Canton (in the Kensing­
ton Conference final and the 
first round of the Division 1 
state playoffs). The year 
before that, we played Ply­
mouth twice within a matter 
of three weeks. When you 
have all of our teams close in 
geography, then you end up 
having a crossover game 
between playoff teams.... I 
kind of hoped we would have 
had week nine open for us 
and have that crossover game 
in week eight, but almost all 
of us had a contract for week 
one for the KLAA because it 
was open.”

IVavel remains a concern 
and there remains a discrep­
ancy in enrollments in the 
new KLAA.

Grand Blanc boasts the 
KLAA’s biggest student body 
with 2,630, while Franklin 
now ranks as the smallest 
with 1,507. The two schools, 
now fellow members of the 
KLAA Gold in football only, 
are located 64 miles apart.

“It looked odd to see 
Grand Blanc in that one divi­
sion with Wayne and John 
Glenn,” Novi coach Jeff 
Burnside said. “It doesn’t 
make a lot of sense to me, but 
... that’s how they broke it up. 
My theory has always been 
line up whoever you’ve got in 
front of us and let’s play 
them.”

Schools departing
The shake-up within the 

KLAA came after nine 
schools voted to form their 
own league, led by a group of 
administrators and coaches 
from Milford and White Lake 
Lakeland.

East, Walled Lake Central, 
Walled Lake Western, Walled 
Lake Northern, Waterford 
Mott and Waterford Ketter­
ing also voted to leave the 
KLAA and join the new nine- 
team league (which has yet to 
be named) with Milford and 
Lakeland.

Pinckney, the other KLAA 
member school, is also leav­
ing this fall to join the South­
eastern Conference.

“I’m really disappointed 
that the league had to break 
up,” Burnside said. “I person­
ally think the MHSAA needs 
to take a look at every team 
making the (state) playoffs. 
Whether we have to shorten 
up and go eight weeks (reg­
ular season) and go a ninth 
week with the playoffs... it’s 
all driven by football, at least 
as far as breaking apart.”

Six wins automatically 
qualifies a team into the 
Michigan High School Athlet­
ic Association playoffs. Last 
season, 13 of the 24 KLAA 
member schools made the 
football playoffs.

“Teams want to get in the 
playoffs,” Burnside said. 
“Teams that are smaller don’t 
want to play teams that are 
bigger. I understand that to a 
certain extent, but I think we 
need to do something about it. 
We’re breaking up a really 
good league and that’s dis­
appointing. I think we need to 
take a look at what’s best for 
everybody, because it’s a 
shame. Some teams are 
afraid to play somebody good 
out of conference because 
they want to get those six 
wins.”

Meanwhile, the new KLAA 
for 2017-18 will have a dis­
tinct geographic look to it 
outside of football.

Division set-up
For other sports, one divi­

sion will consist of Grand 
Blanc, Howell, Hartland, 
Brighton, Novi, Northville 
and Stevenson, while the 
other will include Canton, 
Salem, Plymouth, Franklin, 
Churchill, Wayne and John 
Glenn.

“In every other sport, our 
divisions are going to be pret­
ty consistent in geographies,” 
Masi said. “But what we’re 
going to do to alleviate the 
travel is that we’re going to 
go through the conference 
once one time (13 dates) in­
stead of doing a double 
round-robin. We’re going to 
do that in basketball, volley­
ball and soccer. At the end, 
you may have a crossover 
game or I think we may still 
do a two- or three-game 
(KLAA) tournament.”

Meanwhile, the new KLAA 
also accepted applications 
through Jan. 31 from outside 
members for the 2018-19 
school year.

Among the schools that 
reportedly expressed interest 
are Saline, Ann Arbor Sky­
line, Ann Arbor Pioneer and 
Ann Arbor Huron, all from 
the Southeastern Conference, 
along with Belleville (West­
ern Wayne Athletic Confer­
ence) and Lapeer (Saginaw 
Valley High School Associa­
tion).

“2018 will be interesting to 
see,” Ladach said.

They might be considered 
high school golf’s version of the 
Four Tops.

But make no mistake, Novi 
Detroit Catholic Central’s Ben 
Smith, James Piot, Sean Niles 
and Sean Sooch can make sweet 
sounds on a golf course the way 
the famous vocal quartet per­
formed during their hey day in 
Motown.

The four were among 20 CC 
athletes who were recognized 
Feb. 1 as part of the school’s 
national signing day festivities.

And while football usually 
dominates the program, it’s 
undeniable that this class of 
four senior golfers can make 
their own soulful music and 
take over the main stage.

As the Shamrocks bid for 
their third consecutive 
MHSAA Division 1 state cham­
pionship this spring, the four 
have already been penciled in 
to play at the next level.

His father David was a start­
ing guard on the University of 
Detroit’s basketball team that 
made the 1979 NCAA Tourna­
ment. And Sean thought hoops 
might be in his future as well.

“Basketball was first com­
ing into high school, it kind of 
dropped as golf kind of picked 
itself up,” he said.

Niles, who plans to major in 
economics with a minor in 
finance, believes Oakland 
meets his needs both academi­
cally and athletically.

“I’m real excited about it in

terms of the golf course (Katke 
Cousins),” said Niles, who lives 
in Northville. “The golf course 
is great and coach (Nick) Pum- 
ford just came from Michigan. 
He’s a great guy. I’m really 
excited to work with him for 
four years. Just the school in 
general is going to be great.”

Sooch, who hails from South 
Lyon, will join 2016 Michigan 
Amateur runner-up Domenic 
Mancinelli, a CC grad himself, 
at Grand Valley State. In 2015, 
Sooch qualified for the match 
play at the Michigan Am.

“I’m looking forward to it, 
it’s going to be a good time,” 
said Sooch, who plans to major 
in pre-med. “Dom and I are 
great friends. I love the guy, 
he’s got a great golf swing, did

really well in the Michigan Am. 
I’m looking forward to getting 
up with him.”

Grand Valley also has its 
own school-operated course. 
The Meadows, site of last year’s 
Division 1 state finals.

“The golf course is beauti­
ful, beautiful grass, beautiful 
landscaping and, of course, I 
like the coach, coach (Gary) 
Bissell,” Sooch said. “He’s awe­
some.”

While Piot and Smith are two 
of the state’s top junior ama­
teurs, Niles and Sooch are not 
far behind.

“They’re really good play­
ers,” said Smith, who resides in 
Novi. “Both of them will be 
going to their school and I think 
they’ll immediately able to be

one of the top guys of their 
team. And I think that with 
them for this year we’re going 
to have another stellar team 
and be able to make a run at the 
state championship again.”

Added Kot, who resides in 
Canton: “They’re both solid 
players, they both make solid 
contributions to the team. Niles 
can definitely go low, Sooch as 
well. So it’s about how well they 
play this year. I think that’s a 
big factor for us winning anoth­
er state championship. It’s 
key.”

The foursome hopes to feed 
off each other throughout the 
upcoming high school season.

“Like my coach says, having 
those guys on my team, having 
that competition, it really 
brings everyone else’s game up 
to the highest ability,” Sooch 
said.

The quartet, meanwhile, 
have developed a friendly ri­
valry.

“I like to fight with them, I 
like to compete,” Niles said 
with a smile. “I came in my 
freshman year and hadn’t even 
played competitive golf and 
those guys were kind of the 
driving force to keep my go­
ing.”

Added Piot: “Everyone on 
the team is competitive with 
each other. Our starting four or 
five, everyone battles it out 
every tournament.”

And Smith would not dis­
agree.

“We’re always competing to 
see who goes lowest,” he said. 
“Even when we’re just playing 
basketball we always play to­
gether and try and do better 
than the other guy.”

So who is the longest hitter 
off the tee among the four?

“I’d have to say myself,” 
Smith said with a smirk. “It’s 
close, but I don’t think they’re 
as far as I do.”

Jim Arnold going into softball coaches HOF

During a quarter-century 
career as head coach of Can­
ton’s varsity softball team, Jim 
Arnold knew how to communi­
cate, teach and motivate.

He also won a lot of games 
between 1991 and 2003 — 582 to 
be exact. On Friday, Arnold will 
be inducted into the Michigan 
High School Softball Coaches 
Association Hall of Fame.

“I get a ring,” Arnold said 
with a chuckle, slowly speaking 
words that are interpreted for 
a visitor by his wife of 17 years, 
Nancy.

“I think you get a plaque, 
too,” Nancy Arnold said, in 
reference to Friday’s Hall of 
Fame dinner at the Causeway 
Bay Hotel in Lansing.

Jim Arnold needs help 
speaking these days, unfortu­
nately, because of a 2014 stroke 
that hinders the 67-year-old 
South Lyon resident’s speech.

But with the help of a tablet 
coaching app and lifelong 
knowledge of the game, as well 
as an opportunity to join the 
staff of Livonia Churchill head 
coach Steve Gentilia, Arnold is 
able to stay in the game.

He is beginning his second 
season helping Gentilia, who 
brought him on board to be an 
assistant coach following the 
stroke.

Softball language
Arnold wandered purpose­

fully around the practice gym 
at Churchill, where four play­

ers at a time can get in swings 
off a tee. He observes, gives 
knowing nods or thumbs-up 
signals. When something needs 
fixing, he’ll frown a little bit.

“We found a way to work 
through it,” Gentilia said, talk­
ing about Arnold’s ability to 
stUl get through to players. “We 
went to some hand signals that 
were pretty basic for girls to 
understand what he was trying 
to get across if they couldn’t 
understand him.

“But as the (2016 Churchill) 
season went on, they really 
learned to understand some of 
his speech. The more and more 
you talk to him, the more you 
can tell what he’s trying to say.”

Gentilia said he has known 
Arnold since the early 2000s 
and always admired his coach­
ing style and personal demea­
nor.

“I had a little bit of a rela­
tionship with him when I was 
coaching with A1 (White) at 
Madonna, recruiting girls and 
stuff,” said Gentilia, a coach 
with the Crusaders in 2001-10.
“I knew who he was. We kind of 
have the same styles of coach­
ing. I heard he was available, 
contacted him and we spoke, 
sat down.

“It was a good fit for every­
body, even with his stroke and 
everything. The softball kind of 
takes that barrier away. We can 
communicate differently, just a 
look and we know what each 
other is saying.”

Full marks

Nominating Arnold for the 
MHSSCA honor was Milan 
High School baseball coach 
Adam Gdles.

He wrote that Arnold 
coached him in Little League 
and that he became lifelong 
friends with Arnold’s son.

“When I became varsity 
baseball coach at Milan High 
School in 2002,” Gilles wrote in 
his nomination of Arnold, “(he) 
was one of the first people I 
called and he helped me so 
much with all the responsibil­
ities that comes with being a 
varsity coach.”

Gilles described Arnold as a 
“tough, hard-headed coach who 
knew how to get the most out of 
his girls. This allowed many 
girls to go on to play college 
softball. More importantly 
(are) the 21 all-state academic 
players in which he was very 
proud of.”

That career of achievement 
with the Chiefs, which included 
10 division and seven confer­
ence championships, plus 11 
district titles and six regional 
crowns (the last in 2013, when 
Canton went 28-5), came to an 
unexpected halt when adminis­
trators decided to let him go.

“His contract was not re­
newed,” Nancy Arnold said.

The softball coaches associ­
ation green-lighted the nomina­
tion, enabling Arnold to join 
Garden City coach Barry Pat­
terson as inductees from Ob- 
serverland schools.

“(The nomination) goes in 
front of a board and they select 
two or three people,” Gentilia

said. “It’s a very prestigious list 
of coaches. The only (other) 
coach locally is Barry Pat­
terson.”

Chance to help
Gentilia asked Arnold to join 

his staff in 2014, but then the 
stroke happened. Two years 
later, with encouragement 
from Nancy at the forefront, 
Arnold was convinced to return 
to the sport.

“(Arnold) was hesitant at 
first because of the speech 
thing; that can be a deterrent,” 
Nancy said. “But I just said we 
have to at least talk about this. 
And so we had the meeting (in 
early 2016) and Steve was ada­
mant that he thought he could 
make this work and that his 
speech wouldn’t be an issue.

“There are other ways (he) 
can teach these girls what they 
need to know. Credit to (Genti­
lia) — he was willing to put 
himself out there.”

Nancy Arnold looked at her 
husband’s eyes as he tried to 
answer what it meant to get the 
chance at Churchill.

“It’s great, it means a lot,” 
she said. “(The Chargers) treat 
him with respect, they wel­
comed him, they listened to 
him and I think it’s been a posi­
tive interaction from both 
sides.”

As for Arnold’s speech, it is 
slowly coming along. But there 
is no way to know whether he’ll 
ever get to someday enjoy an 
argument with an umpire.

committed automakers around the 
world to only boosting their quo­
tients of EVs ranging from hybrids

But the Toyota Prius continues to 
hold a big swath of the U.S. automo­
tive market for itself, continuing to 
define the hybrid segment and also -

cation of versions of the nameplate 
— remaining its biggest seller by far. 
Prius has taken some hits lately 
in sales volumes, for sure, in part 
because of steadily expanding com­
petition for the attention of hybrid 
buyers and in part because quiescent 
gasoline prices have ensured that 
millions of American consumers 
still don’t give a second thought to 
purchasing any kind of electrified 
vehicles.
Sales for Prius were down by 16 per­
cent in January compared with a year 
earlier. That followed a 26-percent 
decline for all of 2016 compared 
with 2015, to sales of just 137,000 
Prius units.
But none of that reflects the rather 
happy reality of driving and servic­
ing the various versions of Prius, 
including the fourth-generation 
version of'the original Prius, which

1 recently drove -  which has only 
gotten better over time.
1 vastly prefer the Prius proposi­
tion to that of a plug-in hybrid or 
a completely electrified vehicle.
You can get a nifty 52 mpg in the 
Prius Three Touring model 1 drove, 
averaging 54 mpg in the city and 50 
on the highway, without ever having 
to worry about charging the car or 
keeping it charged, without ever hav­
ing to suffer from “range anxiety” 
about whether it’s going to run out of 
juice -  and yet being able to enjoy a 
justifiable feeling that you’re reduc­
ing the carbon-dioxide load on the 
planet by a significant little bit.
Prius has become increasingly fun 
to drive as well as responsible, too. 
The 1,5-liter, four-cylinder engine 
in the Prius Three Touring was 
plenty responsive when 1 need to 
accelerate quickly, not seeming to

over-tax itself. It also retained some 
pretty significant pickup capability 
for higher gears. All in all, it was a 
satisfactory driving experience.
At the same time, there’s plenty of 
room in this compact-sized vehicle, 
making its overall cargo capacity 
comparable to many other similarly 
sized hatchbacks.
And these days, in the latest ver­
sions of Prius, creature comforts 
are in abundance as well -  no more 
spartanism in the interiors that used 
to go along with the ascetic mindset 
of many Prius buyers.
Features now include high-resolution 
display screens, premium audio, 
the suite of Toyota connectivity 
programs under its Entune system, 
a backup camera, and many other 
safety touches. The car rates an 
outstanding overall five stars in the 
government’s safety ratings.
