Local activists fight 
against human trafficking

It’s not easy to walk into a 
motel and talk to people there 
about modern-day slavery.

It can be unnerving, even 
dangerous, but also an empow­
ering way to help find victims 
of human trafficking and pos­
sibly change their lives, Veron­
ica Coker says.

Coker, of NorthRidge Church 
in Plymouth Tbwnship, has been 
on several anti-trafficking out­
reach events sponsored by Save 
Our Adolescents from Prostitu­
tion, or SOAP, which sends vol­
unteers to hotels and motels to 
raise employees’ awareness 
about human trafficking, show 
them photographs of missing 
persons and offer tips on spot­
ting victims.

The group also offers hotels 
and motels bars of soap, labeled 
with a message for victims and 
a hotline number they can call 
for help.

She was making a difference 
during an outreach last month, 
Coker said, when employees at 
two places visited by her team 
identified people on a missing 
persons flier. Information like 
that is relayed to law enforce­
ment.

“I’ve been given this great 
opportunity to help lead this

Thether you grab a cup 
on the go, juggling 
steaming hot deli- 

ciousness in one hand and a 
smart phone in the other, or sit 
down at your kitchen table 
with your favorite mug and a 
printed version, coffee and 
newspapers have a long-held 
symbiotic rela­
tionship.

Whether enjoying a 
cup of hand-crafted coffee at 
Plymouth’s Espresso Elavado 
or Birmingham’s Common­
wealth, a subscriber to the 
Observer & Eccentric would 
pay just 98 cents per edition 
for the twice-weekly newspa­
pers to enjoy with their cup of 
Joe. The brews and the news 
both represent quality and 
require a good amount of la­
bor to produce.

The National Coffee Associ­
ation lists 10 steps that coffee 
has to go through before final­
ly getting poured into your 
favorite mug at home. If you 
talk to specialty coffee profes­
sionals, they will tell you the 
number of hands that touch 
the coffee process is between 
14-20 by the time that latte 
with a velvety Rosetta finds 
its way into those environ­
mentally pleasing biodegrad­
able to-go cups.

Similarly, our team of writ­
ers, editors, photographers 
and copy editors is responsible 
for filling every inch of the 
14-16 pages that make up the 
eight individual newspapers 
we published in Sunday’s news 
cycle. Seventy-five unique 
local stories graced those 
pages, with each page repre­
senting the work of some 12 
individuals by the time it 
reaches our subscribers’ 
hands.

I have taken many 

phone calls lately about 
how we are not the local 
newspaper we used to 
be.

When Apple hired a 
21-year-old area resident 
to join its cyber security 
team, veteran O&E re­
porter Jay Grossman 
told the story brilliantly. 
It is a story that we can 
all relate to and appeals 
to readers beyond 
Bloomfield Hills, where 
Deven Kishore grew up, 
to communities such as 
Westland, Farmington 
and Canton.

And when Catholic 
Central’s storied football 
coach Tom Mach decided 
he was going to retire, 
longtime high school 
sports guru Brad Emons 
was the first on the story. 
It is a story that extends 
beyond sports itself and 
beyond the Novi commu­
nity. Mach’s accomplish­
ments rank him as the 
third winningest coach in 
Michigan high school 
football history, behind

local legends A1 Fracassa 
and John Herrington, 
and that story ran Sun­
day in all of our sports 
sections.

On average, I pay $20 
for an eight-ounce bag of 
coffee beans. I used to 
pay far less for a 16- 
ounce bag of beans, but I 
purchase the more ex­
pensive beans with the 
comfort of knowing I’m 
getting great quality and 
a relatively great deal 
while supporting a local 
business. The same holds 
true for our subscribers.

So grab a hot cup of 
coffee, pull up a chair 
and enjoy your local 
newspaper, knowing you 
are still getting one of 
the better deals on the 
planet.

A 34-year Novi dis­
trict veteran with 42 
years in teaching over­
all, Garbooshian, a 
fourth-grade teacher at 
Parkview, began her 
tenure at Novi Woods 
Elementary during the 
1982-83 school year.
She’s been at Parkview 
since 1995-96. Prior to 
her Novi career, Gar­
booshian served eight 
years at Aris Day School 
(1973-82) in Dearborn 
Public Schools. She 
earned a bachelor of 
science degree in ele­
mentary education from 
Wayne State University 
in 1972 and a master of 
education degree in 
mathematics education 
from Wayne State in 
1982.

In naming her, peers 
said Gabooshian “leads 
and teaches with her 
heart. She listens deeply, 
connects and dives into 
each and every student 
as an individual. She 
understands students 
with varying needs and 
backgrounds. She can 
magically dissect the 
students’ passions, in­
terests and thinking to 
engage them in the 
learning process.”

Communication is key 
to Garbooshian’s success 
with parents, staff and, 
most importantly, the 
students. “The profes­
sional and respectful 
manner in which she 
connects, confronts and 
shows compassion for a 
variety of situations is 
remarkable,” her nomi­
nation read. “This starts 
with deep listening and a 
genuine interest in work­
ing with others to solve 
problems together. She 
welcomes all voices who 
have a vested interest in 
the child. She attends 
book studies before and 
after school to continue 
her learning. She has an 
extremely strong rela­
tionship with her team­
mates and across the 
entire school. The staff 
are honored to work side 
by side with such a dy­
namic educator.”

In her 27th year in 
education, including 21 
years with the Novi dis­
trict, Moore, an eighth- 
grade math teacher at 
Novi Middle School, has 
taught seventh- and 
eighth-grade mathemat­
ics there since 1996-97. 
She started her educa­
tional career in Brighton 
Area Schools, teaching 
high school mathematics 
for six years.

Moore earned a bach­
elor of science degree in 
mathematics and general 
studies from Michigan 
State University in 1978. 
She earned a master of 
counseling degree from 
Eastern Michigan Uni­
versity in 1983.

“With a passion for 
math, Mrs. Moore truly 
enjoys the subject area

and knows the impor­
tance of having a clear 
understanding for each 
concept prior to pro­
gressing,” her nomina­
tion reads. “She con­
stantly encourages stu­
dents to do their best/ 
quality work and makes 
sure they do understand 
by making them explain 
step by step their proce­
dures so they are pre­
pared for high school 
math and beyond. Mrs. 
Moore also makes sure 
students are given a 
chance to showcase their 
work. They are random­
ly selected to participate 
in class and explain their 
solutions to other stu­
dents.” One such way 
she randomly selects 
teams of students is 
through an eight-sided 
die that she recently 
purchased.

Moore takes a large 
leadership role at Novi 
Middle School, where 
she is “respected by both 
staff and students alike.” 
Over the last two years.

she has spearheaded the 
school’s anti-bullying 
program, which has 
evolved and activities 
are now in A20 each 
Friday as well as in­
tegrated into classrooms 
throughout the year.
Mrs. Moore plans and 
disseminates A20 Friday 
no travel activities for 
staff. She also planned 
core classroom activities 
so students understand 
the anti-bullying mes­
sage goes beyond A20; it 
is a school-wide, subject­
wide initiative.

In her 23rd year of 
teaching, including 18 
years in the Novi dis­
trict, Sikaitis, a special 
education teacher at 
Novi High School, is a 
self-contained special 
education teacher in the 
Mild Cognitively Im­
paired Program at the 
high school. Prior to her 
work in Novi, she 
worked at the Wing Lake 
Developmental Center in

Bloomfield Hills Schools 
from 1994-99.

Sikaitis earned a 
bachelor of science in 
education from Western 
Michigan University in 
1993. She earned a mas­
ter of education degree 
from Eastern Michigan 
University in 1999.

Sikaitis has mentored 
new teachers, presented 
at meetings on re- 
searched-based teaching 
techniques and has con­
sulted with Novi staff on 
how to best meet the 
needs of students in the 
MiCi program. She has 
created curriculum- 
based lessons for her 
program that both match 
the Michigan require­
ments and are inter­
active for students. Be­
yond the district require­
ments, she has partici­
pated in elective 
professional develop­
ment to hone her craft 
by attending several of 
Oakland Schools’ learn­
ing series, such as Build­
ing your Future, In the

Know Literacy, Introduc­
tion to Google, and Don 
Johnston’s Solo 6.

Sikaitis has attended 
district-level develop­
ment in the subjects of 
Maximizing Productivity 
and Student Creation, 
Google forms to enhance 
Learning, Seesaw and 
Universal Design for 
Learning.

“Her passion in life is 
to support students with 
special needs and she 
leads by example,” offi­
cials said. “She is con­
stantly working to help 
support her students’ 
access to activities both 
in and out of school.” 
When a freshman had an 
interest in football, she 
found a way for him to 
participate on the team, 
as the hydration engi­
neer. She supported a 
wish for this same stu­
dent to run a special 
touchdown play during 
the 2016 homecoming 
game.

“This simple act will 
have a lifelong impact on

the student’s life and 
that of his family,” her 
nomination read.

Sikaitis has furthered 
her work to develop a 
football camp for stu­
dents with special needs 
and a work-based learn­
ing program at Provi­
dence Hospital and at 
The Cat Rack. For the 
past 10 years, students in 
this program have 
worked at the hospital 
with para support in 
order to gain real world 
experience. In The Cat 
Rack, students work 
with peer support.

Sikaitis is actively 
involved in community 
agencies outside of 
school. She is an active 
volunteer with the Mir­
acle League and the First 
Tee to help teach golf 
using adaptive equip­
ment. She truly “walks 
the walk” every day of 
her life.

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movement. It’s a great 
privilege to empower, to 
be a catalyst and empow­
er other people,” Coker 
said.

“We’re freedom fight­
ers,” she added.

Coker, a Belleville 
resident, got involved 
with SOAP through Love 
Runs, a NorthRidge- 
based group that raises 
money for organizations 
that fight human traffick­
ing and provides assis­
tance to its victims. 
Launched just two years 
ago, Love Runs has raised 
about $710,000.

Running for dollars
Love Runs, which is 

not limited to people who 
attend NorthRidge, is 
focused on fundraising 
through members’ partic­
ipation in the annual De­
troit Free Press/Chemical 
Bank Marathon and relat­
ed races. But any runner 
or walker in any orga­
nized race can raise mon­
ey on his or her own (and 
donors are welcome to 
simply send checks).

I^ve Runs grew out of 
the Ridge Runners, a 
group of NorthRidge 
members who raise mon­
ey for different causes 
via running events.

In 2015, Love Runs 
supported Vista Maria, 
the Detroit Rescue Mis­
sion, SOAP and All Wor­
thy of Love, plus an anti­
trafficking organization 
in Mumbai, India, and 
another in Thailand.

Money raised in 2016 
has not been distributed, 
but proposals from differ­
ent organizations are 
being reviewed, Coker 
said, and all the money 
will stay in the area.

“We are really trying 
to focus on organizations 
that... are actually mak­
ing a difference,” with 
the aim of helping “in­
crease their impact,” said 
Bryan Amann, North- 
Ridge’s executive direc­
tor and, along with Coker, 
one of the organizing 
forces behind Love Runs.

Donors, Amann said, 
like to know that their
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money is being quickly 
put to work.

Love Runs asks run­
ners to set a fimdraising 
goal of $1,440, which 
represents the number of 
minutes per day that a 
trafficking victim is en­
slaved, said Amann, who 
lives in Canton Tbwnship

“It’s a conversation- 
opener,” he said.

But crossing the finish 
line is only the start of the 
conversation, Amann 
said. Love Runs also asks 
participants to get per­
sonally involved, by vol­
unteering for one of the 
organizations it supports.

“This is such a signifi­
cant issue that we really 
want people to get in­
volved in a personal way,” 
he said. “Ultimately, this 
becomes a big issue of 
awareness and preven­
tion.”

Outreach effort
Awareness and pre­

vention are what Coker 
and her team members 
were focused one Sat­
urday last month, when 
they were part of a SOAP 
group of around 100 vol­
unteers who fanned out to 
west-side Detroit and 
suburban hotels and mo­
tels with fliers and bags 
of soap. Another 50 or so 
volunteers headed to 
east-side hotels and mo­
tels on the same day.

The outreach was 
scheduled just ahead of 
the North American In­
ternational Auto Show, an 
event that typically 
brings an increase in sex 
trafficking in the area. 
The annud Woodward 
Dream Cruise in August 
also spurs a trafficking 
increase, so a SOAP out­
reach is scheduled to 
combat it, Coker said.

“There are some dark 
sides to an auto show, a 
Super Bowl, a U-M foot­
ball game,” Amann said.

'They will listen'
Coker and her team 

visited four motels that 
particular day to talk to 
employees and deliver 
the soap.

“It’s been our experi­
ence, really, for the most 
part, that they will listen 
to us,” she said. Present­
ing the missing persons 
flier, she said, is often an 
ice-breaker.

“A lot of these hotels 
really are receptive,” she 
said.

During that outreach, 
however, the team Coker 
was with was followed 
from one of its motel 
stops, possibly by a pimp. 
Coker, the driver, ended 
up pulling into the Michi­
gan State PoUce post in 
Thylor.

Coker said she’s moti­
vated by her Christian 
convictions, as well as by 
a simple desire to reach 
out to trafficking victims.

“It’s the chance and 
the opportunity for me to 
change their lives for the 
better,” she said.

Amann said he’s look­
ing out for his young 
grandchildren.

“It scares me to 
death,” he said. The aver­
age American, he added, 
believes slavery ended in 
the U.S. years ago, but it 
didn’t.

“I’ve had the unbeliev­
able privilege of looking a 
rescue victim in the eyes 
and they matter to God as 
much as anyone else,” he 
said.

Love Runs has raised $700K in 
battle against human trafficking
Love Runs, an organi­

zation based at North­
Ridge Church that sup­
ports efforts to combat 
human trafficking and 
help its survivors, has 
raised about $710,000 in 
its first two years.

While contributions 
from 2016 have yet to be 
distributed, Love Runs 
gave several hundred 
thousand dollars from 
its 2015 fundraising to 
local organizations. Of 
the money raised in 
2015, Veronica Coker 
said. Love Runs gave:

»> $150,000 to the 
Detroit Rescue Mission 
to help pay for a facility 
dedicated to the rescue 
and restoration of vic­
tims.

» $30,000 to Vista 
Maria, a Dearborn 
Heights social services 
agency focused on chil­
dren and families, to 
help children recover

from trafficking. Some 
of those children, Coker 
said, were rescued in an 
FBI raid in October 
2015.

» $35,000 to All Wor­
thy of Love, or AWOL, a 
religious-based Detroit 
mission that attempts to 
engage young traffick­
ing victims over time 
and provides them with 
lunches, hygiene kits 
and a way out.

» $10,000 to Save Our 
Adolescents from Pros­
titution, or SOAP, which 
sends volunteers to 
local motels and hotels 
to raise awareness 
about human traffick­
ing.

In addition, $60,000 
of the 2015 proceeds 
were given to interna­
tional organizations that 
fight trafficking, Coker 
said. The money raised 
in 2016 will all stay lo­
cal, she said.

In two years, Coker 
said, nearly 900 people 
have participated in 
Love Runs fundraising 
efforts. Of those, rough­
ly half have taken their 
commitment a step 
further, volunteering 
for anti-trafficking out­
reach, she said.

Other organizations

Trafficking can involve sex trade, forced labor

Human trafficking is 
a form of modern slav­
ery in which profit is 
derived by the exploita­
tion of others, often 
through prostitution and 
pornography, but also in 
certain labor markets.

According to the U.S. 
Department of Justice, 
the 'IVaf ticking Victims 
Protection Act of 2000 
defines human traffick­
ing as the recruitment, 
harboring, transporta­
tion, provision or ob­
taining of a person for:

» Labor or services, 
through the use of force, 
fraud or coercion, for 
the purposes of sub­
jecting a person to invol­
untary servitude, peon­
age, debt bondage or 
slavery.

» Commercial sex 
acts, through the use of 
force, fraud or coercion.

» Commercial sex 
acts, if the person is 
under 18 years of age, 
regardless of whether 
coercion is used.

Michigan lawmakers 
adopted legislation in 
late 2014 that is designed 
to strengthen the state’s 
efforts to combat human 
trafficking.

Statistics are tough to 
come by, but law en­
forcement officials 
agree trafficking is a 
serious problem in 
Michigan.

“Human trafficking 
is occurring in every 
state. It’s difficult to 
determine the extent of 
the problem,” said Ply­
mouth Township Police 
Chief Tom Tiderington, 
who represents law 
enforcement on the 
Michigan Commission 
on Human TVafficking, 
which is charged with 
studying the issue and 
coming up with ways to

combat it.
According to the 

National Human 'Maf­
ficking Hotline, a re­
source center for vic­
tims and survivors, 
there were 843 calls to 
its number in 2016 that 
referenced Michigan 
and some 246 traffick­
ing cases were identi­
fied through those calls. 
The NHTH shares in­
formation with law en­
forcement when cases 
are identified.

Bryan Amann, who 
organizes anti-traffick­
ing efforts through 
NorthRidge Church, 
emphasized that the 
problem is not limited to 
Detroit or to Third 
World countries. It af­
fects average suburban 
families, he said.

“We are often talking 
to people who are still 
surprised at how preva­
lent is,” Amann said.

Let’s face it, Amer­
icans don’t necessarily 
live the healthiest life­
styles, especially with 
long work hours and the 
stress of living busy 
lives.

“Our bodies are not 
designed for that,” said 
Sumit Bansal, who is 
opening the Hand & 
Stone Massage and Fa­
cial Spa on TV-aditions 
Drive in Northville Park 
Place. “We need to shut 
down our brain’s energy 
for at least an hour.”

The new spa will have 
a soft opening this week­
end, with an actual pub­
lic opening Monday, Feb. 
18. It is Bansal’s second 
such spa, with the first 
located in Tl'oy. “In this 
room, you are all by 
yourself. It is all about 
you,” said Bansal’s wife 
Monica, a business ana­
lyst for Volkswagen of 
America.

The spa, a franchise 
with at least 300 stores 
across the U.S., offers 
various types of mas­
sage, including Swedish, 
deep tissue — you name 
it. The stone in the spa’s 
name is about hot stone 
massage. Stones are 
heated to a certain tem­
perature and rubbed on 
the body. “It brings a 
much higher level of 
relaxation to the body,” 
Bansal said.

Also to be offered are 
a variety of facials, in­
cluding peels and mi­
croderm abrasion, for 
example. “What we offer 
used to be called luxury 
spas. I make these af­
fordable and bring them 
to the masses,” Bansal 
said.

The young entrepre­
neur — he owns 12 Great 
Clips throughout the 
metro area — said he 
makes spa services af­
fordable through a mem­
bership that does not 
require a contract. The 
membership allows cus­
tomers to have either a 
facial or massage for $60

per month. “Very few 
businesses combine ser­
vices for a massage and 
facial,” Bansal said.
“This is not a contract. 
You are with us only as 
long as you wish.

“It is this way that we 
are able to give it to cus­
tomers much cheaper,” 
he added.

Bansal, who has a 
master’s degree in com­
puter engineering from 
Wayne State University, 
worked for Dassault 
Systemes and began his 
entrepreneurial career 
with his first Great Clips 
in IFoy. “I loved that job, 
but I wanted to do some­
thing on my own.” Prior 
to that, he started buying 
homes for rental, but 
wasn’t wild about it. “I 
was looking for a cash- 
based business. We 
opened the first Great 
Clips and it was a rock 
star.”

The second Great 
Clips was also success­
ful, but the third store 
was tougher. At that

point, Bansal slowed 
down and concentrated 
on doing what was need­
ed to make it a winner.

“Every store for me is 
my baby,” Bansal said. 
“My biggest goal is to 
form a good team.”

That philosophy 
drives Bansal. He be­
lieves that employees 
make a successful busi­
ness. “The biggest key is 
happy employees,” he 
said.

Keep eye on 
Briarpointe Plaza

Briarpointe Plaza, 
the shopping center at 
the corner of Beck and 
10 Mile, has been mis­
managed since it 
opened in the early ‘90s. 
It has rarely had every 
unit occupied. Neigh­
bors in the nearby Bri- 
arwood Village have 
complained of trash and 
litter blowing onto their 
lawns and shrubs. As 
recently as 2010, when

other developers were 
trying to get another 
strip mall on a nearby 
corner, those devel­
opers said that the high 
rents and lack of care 
occurring at Briar­
pointe were the reasons 
for that strip mall not 
succeeding.

Now, it appears that 
the Briarpointe owners 
have lost one of their 
largest tenants. With all 
the new subdivisions 
coming to the nearby 
areas, they feel that 
they can solve their 
vacancy problem by 
adding an additional 
building and allowing 
fast food franchises and 
drive-throughs on their 
property. They want to 
tear out the dedicated 
woodlands on the cor­
ner and build a new 
drug store for CVS on 
that spot, an eyesore in 
the making which ev­
eryone could see. This 
could also open up the 
last remaining resi­
dential corner on the 
south to rezoning for a 
7-Eleven or a gas sta­
tion, much to the cha­
grin of Broadmour Park 
residents.

We have in Novi a 
mayor and city council 
who favor businesses to 
the extreme. They have 
repeatedly granted 
unnecessary tax breaks 
to businesses and devel­
opers, which resident 
taxpayers then sub­
sidize.

Briarpointe Plaza 
was built on land which 
was originally zoned 
residential. A long legal 
battle waged by resi­
dents and a city wide 
referendum on zoning 
resulted Dec. 13,1990, 
in a consent judgement 
arranged by the Oak­
land County Circuit 
Court, between the city 
and the developer. That 
judgement preserved 
the woods on the corner 
and limited the total 
square commercial 
footage to an amount 
sustainable by nearby 
subdivisions. Now, the

owners want the com­
munity to solve prob­
lems caused by their 
lack of management. 
They would remove 
still more trees from 
Novi and make the cor­
ner ugly and the com­
mercial area fast food- 
oriented. They want to 
renegotiate the compro­
mise deal which the 
citizens fought for.

Concerned residents 
in nearby subdivisions 
should watch the agen­
das of the Novi Plan­
ning Commission and 
city council and look 
for notices of hearings 
in the Novi News. If 
concerns are not ex­
pressed to them, the 
mayor, council and 
planning commission 
will claim that nobody 
cares what happens to 
that corner.

BOXING CLUB CAN SPREAD THE ‘LOVE’
Helps underprivileged 
youngsters learn discipline 
and self-empowerment

Walking into the Des Moines Police 
Boxing Club feels like stepping into a pu­
gilism-themed snow globe that’s been 
shaken up and left upside down.

The small gym is abuzz with the thud 
of landing blows and the ear-splitting 
beeps of the countdown clock keeping 
time. One group of students in the back 
completes calisthenics circuits while a 
pair punch bags nearby. By the ring, a 
coach teaches a student the finer art of 
shadowboxing as he watches a handful 
of other kids prep their gloves.

But what may seem like chaos is con­
trolled under the watchful eye of Senior 
Police Officer John Saunders.

“I expect more from these kids than 
what they expect of themselves,” said 
Saunders, 52. “I’m pretty demanding, so 
if these kids can deal with me, they can 
definitely deal with what they face out 
beyond these walls.”

Founded in 2008, the club has a goal: to 
“keep kids off the street,” said Saunders, 
who has been in charge since the found­
ing. The club is free for kids ages 10-18 
who aren’t gang-affiliated and haven’t 
been in the juvenile justice system.

“We have someone from every ethnic 
group,” Saunders said. “What race you 
are, what gender, what religion, it mat­
ters not. I want everyone who comes in 
here to feel like they are part of our fam­
ily.”

For Saunders, who isn’t married and 
doesn’t have children, these kids are his 
family, he stressed.

“The club was founded to give kids an 
alternative to running the neighborhood 
and to keep their minds occupied, but, to 
me, it goes way beyond that,” he said. “I 
check on their grades. If they get into 
trouble, I go follow up and see what’s go­
ing on.”

He paused: “I try to be more than their 
boxing coach.”

While club members can participate 
in amateur fights, Saunders’ goal is sim­
pler: He wants his students to graduate 
from high school.

“I don’t care what they decide to do; I 
just want them to be successful,” he said. 
“And I think the boxing club can help 
give them the discipline and the drive to 
do just that.”

Q&A WITH JOHN 
SAUNDERS

What does it mean to you to be an 
American?
It means everything to me. America is 
the greatest country in the world, so that 
just kind of speaks for itself.

What moment motivated you to be­
come part of this effort?
I can’t think of one moment, but basically 
just wanting to help people and help 
these kids. A lot of these kids don’t have 
any guidance, and a lot of these kids are 
lost, so if the boxing club can provide 
some guidance for these kids and some 
direction, especially for kids who don’t 
necessarily have direction, then we’ve 
served our purpose.

What gives you hope?
What gives me hope are these kids. I 
can’t say enough about these kids. They 
carry the traits that as a community we 
should have: They are kind kids, respect­
ful kids, loving kids, (and) a lot of times 
they are concerned more about me or 
others than they are about themselves. 
Those are the kind of traits that we need 
to get back to as a community.

What concerns you?
What concerns me is the amount of vio­
lence that we see.... I just want people to 
become more caring, more loving, more 
giving, and I think if we get back to those 
traits, I think we will be able to turn this 
situation (with the violence in our city) 
around.

What do you hope to accomplish 
through your efforts?
Well, first and foremost, I want these 
kids to be good kids. I want these kids to 
be successful kids. I want these kids to 
be able to graduate high school. I want 
these kids to, beyond that, be successful 
in whatever they do. I don’t care what it 
is, I just want them to be successful at it, 
and I have no doubt and the boxing club 
has no doubt that that’s going to happen.

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Two townships may reopen fire station

Plymouth Township 
officials are looking at 
ways to permanently 
reopen Fire Station No. 2, 
which was closed nearly 
five years ago as a result 
of layoffs in the Ply­
mouth Township Fire 
Department.

Supervisor Kurt Heise 
said Ihesday that he is 
pursuing two avenues to 
reopen the station: Bud­
get adjustments that 
would allow the hiring of 
up to six firefighters and 
a possible partnership 
with Northville Town­
ship, where officials are 
“very interested” in shar­
ing the station.

“The goal is to fully 
reopen Station 2 so we 
can perform emergency 
runs out of that facility,” 
Heise said.

Heise, a former state 
representative, pledged 
during his campaign last 
year to reopen the station

if elected. Station No. 2 is 
on Wilcox Road, in the 
northeast comer of the 
city, and was closed 
March 1,2012, immedi­
ately after six firefight­
ers were laid off due to

budget cuts.
Fire Chief Dan Phil­

lips told the Board of 
Trustees last week that it 
would take at least six 
additional firefighters to 
reopen Station No. 2.

“That would not be 
optimal use. That would 
get the station open,” 
Phillips said. The town­
ship currently has 18 
full-time firefighter- 
paramedics, plus the 
chief and the fire in­
spector.

Six new hires would 
cost approximately 
$523,000 for the first 
year, Phillips said.

Heise said that while a 
budget adjustment and a 
new eligibility list of 
firefighter candidates 
are planned, officials in 
Plymouth and Northville 
townships are having “a 
very preliminary explor­
atory discussion about 
the feasibility of jointly 
sharing Station 2.”

Heise told board mem­
bers last week: “We just 
want to talk about it.”

The Northville Town­
ship Fire Department, 
which operates out of a 
single station on Six Mile, 
used Plymouth Town­
ship’s Station No. 2 tem­

porarily last spring and 
summer during a major 
construction project on 
Six Mile. The move 
helped the department 
maintain service in, and 
reportedly improve re­
sponse times to, that 
township’s southeast 
comer.

Northville public safe­
ty officials could not 
immediately be reached 
Tbesday for comment on 
the talks.

Heise said it’s possible 
that the township will 
both hire additional fire­
fighters and pursue an 
agreement to share Sta­
tion No. 2 with Northville 
Township.

“I think we owe it to 
the community to look at 
all the options that are 
available,” he said.

Phillips said reopen­
ing Station No. 2 would 
lead to improved fire­
fighting and emergency 
medical service, partic­
ularly in the Lake Pointe 
subdivision and the Inde­

pendence Village senior 
living facility. It would 
also allow firefighters 
assigned to Station Nos. 1 
and 3 to provide better 
service to the areas near­
er to those stations, be­
cause they would not be 
relied on as much for 
mns to northeast Ply­
mouth Township.

Station No. 1 is on 
Haggerty, north of Ann 
Arbor Road, near town­
ship hall; Station No. 3 is 
on Beck, at North Terri­
torial.

Heise said Station No. 
2 is currently used for 
training and for storing 
backup equipment, but 
that he doesn’t count that 
as being “open.”

“I don’t define success 
by whether or not the 
lights are on,” but by the 
ability to provide emer­
gency services, Heise 
said.

in the works since last 
year. The draft will detail 
community and stake­
holder input, as well as 
data collection, retail and 
residential market stud­
ies.

“This is not an in­
formational meeting. We 
want dialogue. We will 
talk about the recom­
mendations and we want 
ideas and feedback,” 
Ward said.

In March 2016, the 
Northville City Council 
approved hiring Beckett 
and Raeder/Land USA 
for $58,900 to help com­
plete the strategic plan. 
Beckett and Raeder was

hired in 2005 to complete 
the previous plan, which 
was finished 10 years 
ago.

Since the former plan 
was completed, the DDA 
has spent its time on 
completing recommend­
ed capital improvements 
in the downtown. “We did 
a lot of multimillion- 
dollar improvements,” 
Ward said.

The new plan is ex­
pected to include consid­
eration of new residen­
tial components, a move 
that is likely to meet with 
approval by younger 
generations who are

Downtown Northville 

has ranked a 98-percent 
walkability score be­
cause most daily needs — 
gym, grocery, dry clean­
ing, shopping anil restau­
rants — are within walk­
ing distance. The plan 
includes potential types 
of downtown housing, as 
well.

The plan is also ex­
pected address supply, 
demand and market gaps 
in downtown Northville.
It will include an inven­
tory and analysis of the 
findings.

Redevelopment of 
vacant properties or 
those on the market will 
be discussed, as will a 
recommendation to pos­
sibly expand the DDA, 
whose boundaries are 
Dunlap Street to the 
north, Cady Street to the 
south. Wing Street to the 
west and Griswold Road 
to the east.

The current district 
boundaries, however, do 
not include areas such as 
the Old Village School on 
Main or Northville 
Downs, both properties 
with a focus on sale and 
redevelopment. A num­
ber of areas of potential

redevelopment either 
abut the downtown dis­
trict or are close. Ward 
said.

Other potential rede­
velopment projects could 
include the former 
Foundry Flash and the 
post office area.

“Our study area is 
larger than the DDA 
district,” Ward said. “We 
have included area ripe 
for redevelopment.”

The new plan is ex­
pected to address the 
economic landscape and 
demographics, such as 
increased diversity. In 
addition to consultants’ 
work, the process in­
cludes a number of sub­
committees, such as 
design, paring  and mar­
keting mix, including 
business retention and 
special events.

Amenities, such as 
parks, theaters and other 
entertainment and activ­
ities, are considered 
because they bring con­
sumers into the down­
town. The plan will also 
include information on 
how its recommenda­
tions will be completed, 
as well as costs, a time 
line and who will be in­
volved, Ward said.

MACH CALLS IT A CAREER
Longtime Catholic Central football coach retires after 41 years, 370 victories

Tbm Mach said it was the right time.
And so one of the three coaching 

giants of high school football in the 
state of Michigan decided last week to 
step down after 41 seasons at Detroit 
Catholic Central High School in Novi.

The 69-year-old Mach, who ranks 
third all time in the Michigan High 
School Athletic Association with a 370- 
97 record to go along with 10 state 
championships, said he had contemplat­

ed retirement for the past three years.
“You just get a little tired and I think 

also 41 years is a lot of time to be in­
volved in a contest where there’s a lot 
of expectations,” Mach said. “So you’re 
constantly dealing with this life the 
whole year and thinking about it the 
whole year. And as you get older, it does 
wear a little on you doing the various 
things over and over again, even though 
we have a great situation here at Catho­
lic Central with great kids and great 
people and everything else. Each year, 
it seemed to be getting harder, harder

and harder. Competition is getting 
harder, coaches in the state coach bet­
ter. Everything was leading to the fact 
that I’d like to take a break.”

Under Mach, however, the Sham­
rocks never got tired of winning.

He ranks third, behind only former 
Birmingham Brother Rice coach A1 
Fracassa (430-117-7) and current Far­
mington Hills Harrison coach John 
Herrington (425-104-1), among state 
coaches in victories.

In life, there’s a small list of 
natural phenomena that just 
can’t be explained.

Since the calendar flipped 
to 2017, Northville (15-5-1 over­
all, 8-2-0 KLj\A Central) has 
been on a 10-1-1 streak, earning 
it the No. 4 spot in the latest 
Michigan High School Hockey 
Coaches Association Division 1 
poll.

The Mustangs have faced a 
murderer’s row of elite compe­
tition along the way, beating 
the likes of Lake Orion (No. 7 
in Division 1), Livonia Chur­
chill (No. 4 in Division 2) and 
both Calumet and Houghton 
(Nos. 3 and 7 in Division 3).

Mustangs get job done vs. Wildcats

After losing its season 
opener by a point to Dearborn, 
the Northville girls basketball 
express hasn’t been stopped.

The Mustangs, despite 
second-half foul trouble, made 
it 15 wins in a row Friday with 
a hard-fought 50-41 win at 
rival Novi.

Novi (124,7-3) led 14-9 
after one quarter and 24-23 at 
halftime before Northville 
forged ahead with a 12-7 third- 
quarter nm.

“We really didn’t help our­
selves offensively in the first 
half,” Northville coach Tbdd 
Gudith said. “We struggled to 
score, especially around the 
rim. A lot of that is a credit to 
Novi’s defense. They’re the 
most aggressive team that we 
face all season, so we knew 
we’d have our hands fall. And 
anytime you play Novi, you 
know you’re in for a battle.”

The end of the third quar­
ter proved pivotal after Novi’s 
Cara Ninkovich split a pair of 
free throws with 1:21 left to 
pull the Wildcats even at 31-31.

With the Mustangs’ top 
player, senior forward Jessica 
Moorman, going to the bench 
with her fourth foul on the 
play, Bryce Quick made a 
short shot with 45 seconds 
left. Roan Haines then scored 
with her opposite hand as time 
ran out to end the quarter, 
giving Northville a 35-31 cush­
ion.

“It wasn’t what we drew up 
in the timeout, but we’ll take 
the result,” Gudith said of 
Haines’ third-quarter buzzer- 
beater. “But that’s a huge 
momentum-lifter. It kind of 
deflates them defensively. 
They did a nice job on the play 
and sometimes you just get 
lucky.”

Northville was inbounding 
the ball with 3.4 seconds when

free throws by Moorman with 
1:51 left made it a nine-point 
cushion, 45-36, and the Wild­
cats simply ran out of time for 
a late comeback.

“We knew they were going 
to come out strong,” Haines 
said of the Wildcats. “They 
wanted revenge after last 
time (a 55-44 NorthvUle win 
Jan. 20). We just wanted to 
keep our composure, keep 
playing our game, work better 
on help-side (defense), be­
cause they were going hard to 
the rim, and not try and foul 
as much.”

Northville, after making 
only 6-of-22 first-half shots, 
made a concerted effort get 
the ball inside to open the 
second half.

“We had a little bit of a 
height advantage there,” Gu­
dith said. “But foul trouble got 
us. We had to sit Brook (Ad­
ams) for a little bit, then we 
had to sit Jess (Moorman) for 
a while. Credit to our kids on 
the floor. They were able to 
kind of weather a couple of 
nms by Novi to pull ahead.”

The 6-foot Moorman, who

“We really messed it up off 
the (chalk) board,” Haines 
said.

In the pivotal fourth quar­
ter, Northville held Novi a bay 
despite going scoreless for a 
three-minute stretch.

It was yet another typical Northville girls 
basketball victory.

But this one took on added meaning as the 
Mustangs wrapped up their second straight

But things quickly flipped in the third quar­
ter as East went scoreless for more than sev­
en minutes before Abby Jones made a layup 
to cut the deficit to 28-22.

Dillon played limited 
minutes Feb. 3 in a win over Livonia Steven­
son after missing six straight games with an 
ankle injury.

Dillon finished with six points, hitting 
back-to-back 3-pointers in the second quarter 
to help give Northville a 17-10 lead.

Nik Williams in favor of 64 
senior center Jonny Davis, 
some of the gridlock began to 
loosen up.

Williams hit an all-important 
three with 5:14 left in the half 
to make it 5-2 and TVendon 
Hankerson added four free 
throws in a row to push the 
lead to 9-2, after Northville 
finally got its first hoop from 
senior Jake Justice with 5:30 
left.

To say Novi High’s Jim 
Hanson is an ambassador for 
the sport of tennis would be a 
gross understatement.

Hanson, who was among 
four recently inducted into 
2017 Michigan High School 
Tennis Coaches Association 
Hall of Fame, has not only 
demonstrated longevity, but 
immense success as well dur­
ing the past 47 years, as he has 
coached a total of 71 boys and 
girls teams.

On hand for the induction 
ceremony Feb. 3 at the IVoy 
Marriott were a contingent 
Hanson’s current and former 
players, along with assistant 
coaches Dan Lowes and Chris 
Hayward.

“It was a very, very special 
for me receive that,” said 
Hanson, a Northville resident. 
“Having all the kids there at 
the banquet that night really 
made for a very special eve­
ning.”

Also in attendance was one 
of Hanson’s biggest sup­
porters in Novi athletic direc­
tor Brian Gordon.

“Jim is entering his 47th 
season of coaching high school 
tennis,” Gordon said. “He 
constantly serves as a mentor 
to our entire coaching staff, 
along with myself as the ath­
letic director. It always im­
presses me in how a person 
can do what he’s done for so 
long and always keep in mind 
the integrity of what he is 
trying to accomplish in terms 
of what educational athletics 
should look like. He has made 
the difference in so many 
lives, thousands of kids that 
have wandered through his 
classroom or wandered across 
the tennis courts (for) nearly a 
half-century, (that) is remark­
able. I could not be more hon­
ored to be affiliated, associat­
ed with the man. He’s one of

the best coaches I’ve ever 
seen.”

Hanson continues to put 
together an impressive coach­
ing resume.

In 14 boys seasons at Livo­
nia Clarenceville and the last 
23 (and counting) at Novi, 
Hanson has compiled a 288- 
139-10 dual match record.

His Novi boys teams have 
captured two MHSAA Divi­
sion 1 state championships 
(2014 and ’15) and placed nm- 
ner-up twice (2012 and ’13).
The Wildcats have qualified 
for 15 state finals while 
achieving 10 top five finishes 
to go along with eight regional 
crowns.

Also with the boys, he has 
been named MHSTeCA Coach 
of the Year twice (2002 and 
’12) and Regional Coach of the 
Year nine times. His Novi 
boys have also earned MHSTe­
CA academic all-state honors 
18 consecutive years, with a 
cumulative grade-point aver­
age of 3.72.

Meanwhile, his overall girls 
dual match record, including 
his first two seasons at Clar­
enceville (1973-74) is 296-103- 
12 and includes 15 state finals 
appearances and five top five

finishes, along with five re­
gional crowns.

In 2006, Hanson was named 
MHSTeCa Girls Coach of the 
Year and has been Regional 
Coach of the Year for girls 10 
times. The Novi girls have 
also been academic all-state 17 
straight season with a 3.77 
G.P.A.

Hanson has been a regional 
tournament manager 24 times 
(13 boys and 11 girls), along 
with running 31 invitationds. 
He has served two times on 
the MHSAA tennis commit­
tees (2011 and ’12) and is a 
frequent attendee at the De­
troit Tennis Workshops.

In 2006, he was honored as 
the Michigan High School 
Coaches Association Coach of 
the Year.

When he started coaching 
boys tennis in 1970 at Clar­
enceville, Hanson probably 
never imagined he’d be join­
ing the likes of the inaugural 
MHSTeCA Hall of Fame class 
of 1986, which included Bob 
Wood (Crosse Pointe Woods 
University-Liggett), who start­
ed the tennis coaches organi­
zation, Jerry and Jean Hoxie 
(Hamtramck), and Dwayne 
“Tiger” Teusink (Holland)

“When I was growing up, 
they were the big coaches 
around, so this is pretty spe­
cial,” Hanson said.

Hanson is a graduate of 
Central Michigan University 
and completed his master’s in 
chemistry from Eastern Mich­
igan University. He has also 
coached football, basketball 
and golf at the high school 
level. He taught both A.P. 
chemistry and earth science 
at both Clarenceville and No­
vi.

He took over the Novi girls 
tennis program in 1984 and 
later the boys program in 
1995.

“He’s really meant a lot to 
this school and everything he’s 
done,” Gordon said. “The one 
thing that’s been consistent at 
this school is who you’re going 
to play in tennis, who the 
coach is. And he’s brought this 
program to when it was a 
farming community, with wire 
tennis nets, to where it is now, 
a state contender with a state- 
of-the-art facility. But the one 
thing that has never changed 
is Jim Hanson.”

M AHA ruling ices Com puware g irls sq uad s

A year ago, players from 
Compuware’s girls hockey 
Tier 1 team sat in the front 
row at a press conference 
announcing the 2017 Interna­
tional Ice Hockey Federation 
Women’s World Champion­
ship.

But when those games are 
played March 31 through 
April 7 at USA Hockey Arena 
in Plymouth, the Compuware 
team won’t even exist any­
more — except for postseason 
awards banquets — thanks to 
a recent reduction of Tier 1 
(AAA) girls programs for 
2017-18, announced by Michi­
gan Amateur Hockey Associa­
tion.

MAHA awarded Tier 1 
status for next season to four 
organizations — Honeybaked, 
Little Caesars, Belle "nre and 
West Michigan Elite (Meijer 
AAA) — but shut out the Com­
puware girls program.

Compuware’s Tier 1 boys 
program is good to go for 
2017-18, also playing at USA 
Hockey Arena. There are 
eight boys Tier 1 programs 
slated for next season.

“They had to shrink the top 
level to help grow the girls 
hockey (at lower levels),” said 
Mike Henry, USA Hockey 
Arena’s director of youth 
hockey. “MAHA had a tough 
decision and they selected 
four great organizations. It’s 
unfortunate Compuware 
didn’t get one. But the four 
they did award are well-de- 
serving of it.”

At the root of MAHA’s 
decision, Henry explained, is 
the desire to comply with USA

Hockey’s “20-percent rule” 
recommendation, where no 
more than one-fifth of all girls 
players play at the Tier 1 level 
(19U, 16U, 14U).

The goal is for the younger 
levels to be more balanced 
and competitive and ensure 
girls don’t burn out too quick­
ly on the sport.

“It’s the right thing to grow 
hockey,” Henry said. “It’s 
going to get (equal) competi­
tion. So instead of seeing 
games that are 10-0,11-0,12-0, 
you’re going to push even 
competition.

“You’re going to see the 
Tier 1 levels be more compet­
itive in the scores and (at) the 
Tier 2 levels, there will be 
more competition that will, 
hopefully, retain girls in the 
game and make other girls 
who haven’t tried hockey be 
more interested in playing.”

Jean Laxton, MAHA vice 
president for girls/women’s 
hockey, said the change is 
designed to “maintain a high 
standard of play at Tier 1 and 
prevent the dilution of Tier 1 
hockey. We also hope that it 
will increase the growth and 
competition of Tier 2 teams 
and offer more opportunities 
for girls to have age-appropri­
ate training, where they can 
develop by playing at the right 
competitive level.”

Partnership
Henry said Compuware 

still had the chance to field 
Tier 2 teams, but instead opt­
ed to steer younger girls to 
Livonia Hockey Association’s 
program at Eddie Edgar Are­
na. He added that Compuware 
and the LHA have successful­
ly been partnering this season

at the Tier 2 level.
“Compuware decided that 

if we field a Tier 2, we’d be 
competing with Livonia, our 
partner,” Henry said. “So 
we’re encouraging our (Tier 1) 
girls to either go try out for 
one of the other four organiza­
tions and, if you don’t make it, 
go to Livonia (for Tier 2).

“Compuware is going to 
continue to support girls hock­
ey — by helping our Livonia 
partner.”

USA Hockey Arena will 
continue to house a recreation 
program for girls and boys, as 
well as a learn to play pro­
gram (for girls only).

“But as they elevate 
through the ranks, we’re go­
ing to suggest they move on to 
Livonia,” Henry said.

About 70 girls are being 
displaced due to the MAHA 
ruling, including Livonia’s 
Katie Nowak, a goalie for the 
Compuware 12U team.

Her dad, Jim Nowak, also 
assistant coach for his daugh­
ter’s team, said the MAHA 
ruling to downsize at the Tier 
1 level is somewhat of a head- 
sct*dtcli0]r

“While I understand MAHA 
and USA Hockey’s direction in 
why they decided this, it’s still 
hard to see how this will im­
prove girls/women’s hockey in 
Michigan,” Nowak said. “They 
are basically taking 68 girls 
that play hockey at Compu­
ware and making them find 
new teams. Some definitely 
will move on to other teams, 
but they will definitely lose 
some girls to the game entire­
ly, especially at the older ages.

“I have heard this comment 
from girls, not just on the 12U 
team, but older girls on the

12-19U teams. Growth of hock­
ey interest starts at a much 
younger age.”

Nowak, meanwhile, is opti­
mistic that his daughter wUl 
find a way to keep going down 
the hockey path.

“Katie will have to compete 
for new teams and earn her 
spot on those teams,” Nowak 
said. “Not a bad thing at all, 
just saw a different path at 
Compuware and (that’s) why 
we came to Compuware in the 
first place.

“Her growth and devel­
opment cannot be tied to one 
team or one path.”

Still a big deal
Henry scoffed at the notion 

that it was poor timing for 
Compuware’s top girls teams 
to effectively lose a spot at the 
table right before the very 
international women’s tourna­
ment they helped promote (at 
the February 2016 press con­
ference) takes place.

“I don’t think it’s unfortu­
nate timing, because Compu­
ware is still going to support 
the event. All girls hockey in 
Michigan is going to have the 
opportunity to be around this 
event,” Henry said about the 
2017IIHF Women’s World 
Cup. “So it’s more... the event 
is bigger than Compuware and 
USA Hockey Arena. The 
event’s Michigan.

“To have such a big event 
come to the state, it doesn’t 
matter where the girls play, 
they’re going to get a chance 
to experience it.

CC journey

Mach took over CC’s pro­
gram in 1976 from Dave 
Woodcock following an assis­
tant coaching stint at South- 
gate Aquinas.

Mach, who also taught 
health and physical education 
at CC for 34 years before 
retiring in 2()09, was the first 
coach in MHSAA history to 
three-peat in Division 1 (2001- 
03). He also won 20 regional, 
12 district, 21 division and 17 
Catholic League champi­
onships.

“I think the thing that I’ll 
remember about him the 
most is his attention to detail 
and that he’s a faith-based 
coach and man,” said CC 
athletic director Aaron Bab- 
icz, who also played for 
Mach. “And I really feel he’s 
a shining example of what 
educational athletics is all 
about. He’s old school, he 
loves what he does and he 
believes in the process and 
built his program on state­
ments like, ‘The wham never 
loses yardage.’ I don’t know 
another coach that would 
make his team believe in a 
fullback dive play, but he 
definitely did it for 41 years. 
He’s just a great man and 
mentor before anything else 
and that’s what I’ll remember 
the most about him.”

Mach’s final game came 
Nov. 26 at Detroit’s Ford 
Field, when the Shamrocks 
fell to Detroit Cass Tech in 
the Division 1 state finals, 
49-20, ending a 13-game win­
ning streak.

Mach said he is not looking 
back and plans to enjoy his 
retirement, spending more 
time at his cottage up north.

Moving on
“I’ll try to get there as 

much as I can,” he said. “I 
just felt like this was a time 
that I was ready to go. It’s 
like when you have any job, 
you kind of get that feeling 
inside. Your internal clock 
kind of tells you that you’re 
not doing as good a job as you 
used to and you don’t want to 
lower your output of work 
because you’ve been doing it 
a long time. I just felt it was 
my time.”

Early Wednesday morn­
ing, CC senior defensive end 
Jackson Ross heard the news 
following a team wrestling 
meeting and Mass. He imme­
diately went down to Mach’s 
office to shake his hand.

“I just told him how thank­
ful I am for him,” Ross said. 
“It was an honor playing 
under him. I know so many 
other guys feel that way. He’s 
really a legend around this 
school. All throughout the 
day today, guys have been 
coming up to me, ‘Did you 
hear? Did you hear?’ and I 
said, ‘I heard’ and everyone 
was a little solemn, but we all 
just respect him and respect 
him so much and what he’s 
done for this school. It’s truly 
been an honor playing for 
him.”

Ross, who plans to play 
football at Hope College, said 
Mach will make a lasting 
impact on his career.

“The stuff he says, I still 
think about today, ‘Dare to be 
great’ and ‘The magic is in 
the believing,’ that kind of 
stuff,” Ross said. “It sticks 
with you with whatever 
you’re doing, whether it be 
football, work, wrestling, 
school, anything. You can 
apply that to any part of your 
life. We’re really going to 
miss him.”

Player reaction
CC senior tight end Jack 

Morris, who will play next 
year at Saginaw Valley State, 
will also take away fond 
memories of his coach.

“The thing I’m going to 
remember most is, re^ly, his 
sayings,” Morris said. 
“They’re really unique and I 
think that anyone who has 
played for coach Mach really 
knows what I’m talking 
about. I say that because he 
gives sayings to every team 
and there’s a theme. Really, it 
stays with you the rest of 
your life. I’ll just miss the 
way he coaches, the way he 
got fired up during the big 
games, stuff like that. It’s sad 
to see he left, but I know he’s 
happy and he enjoyed every 
single year that he was here.”

Mach, who became a mem­
ber of both the Michigan 
Sports Hall of Fame and De­
troit Catholic League Hall of 
Fame, attended Sacred Heart 
Seminary in Detroit and en­
tertained thoughts of going 
into the priesthood during his 
high school days.

He played football at 
Wayne State University and 
graduated with a degree in

sociology. He served in the 
U.S. Army and took a job at 
Aquinas as the track head 
coach and football assistant 
coach under Dick Comar. 
Mach was responsible for the 
defensive backs. He later 
became Comar’s defensive 
coordinator and went on to 
earn his teaching certificate, 
getting his first teaching 
position at Aquinas.

The interview
Mach’s had two brothers 

attend CC and, when the va­
cant football job opened up, 
he decided to apply.

“I knew Catholic Central 
was at the top of the heap,” 
Mach said. “I knew about 
CC.”

Before he applied for the 
position, Mach said he wrote 
a book on football planning 
and his philosophy of coach­
ing football. He was given a
20-page interview form, but 
“I had all the information and 
the interview went well.”

Mach thought he was a 
long shot, but CC decided to 
go with a 26-year-old virtual 
unknown.

“I said, ‘Yikes,’” Mach 
said. “I didn’t believe I had a 
chance to actually get the job, 
because I wanted the experi­
ence to interview with a real 
good school and one that had 
a reputation for being good in 
sports and thought that would 
do me well for the future. 
They happened to like me and 
liked what I had to say and 
offered me (the job).”

And for 41 years, he kept 
Catholic Central football at 
the pinnacle.

“I guess we knew the day 
was coming, I don’t think we 
knew when that was going to 
be,” Babicz said. “He always 
jokes about it, but I think in 
his heart it was time, even 
though we’re not sure what 
he’s going to do. He’s a grand­
pa and a great husband. I 
think he’ll still be around the 
program and the school be­
cause he loves it. I think we 
knew it was coming and don’t 
think we knew when.”

Moving forward
Mach said he doesn’t fish 

and hasn’t played much golf, 
but he plans to stay active.
He might fire back up his 
motorcycle, continue to jog 
and boat during the summer.

“I used to play racquetball 
a lot, things like that,” he 
said. “The coaching job takes 
a lot of that away from you, 
because you don’t have time 
to do something. I used to 
golf, but you can’t do that 
because it’s four hours out of 
your day. By the time you get 
back, you’ve wasted six or 
seven hours. You don’t actu­
ally have time to relax or do a 
lot of stuff.”

And even though he’s now 
officially retired as a football 
coach, he’s been serving as a 
coach recently in another 
unofficial capacity.

“My wife (Lynn) is happy. I 
don’t laiow if she’ll continue 
to be happy,” he said with a 
laugh. “I think we took a trial 
run. She just got a new knee. 
They have to declare some­
body as a coach, so she told 
them I was going to be her 
coach. She got home from the 
hospital and I’ve been helping 
her work out and everything 
on her knee. And I said, ‘Well, 
it’s been three weeks of con­
stant work together and 
we’re still married,’ so I think 
it’s a good sign.”

Babicz said the search will 
begin immediately for Mach’s 
replacement. Mach’s two 
sons, Mike and Joe, have 
served most recently as his 
assistant coaches.

“I can definitely tell you 
that we want to get it right,” 
Babicz said. “We’re going to 
do the best that we can to 
make sure we find someone 
that carries on the legacy of 
coach Mach. We just want to 
celebrate him right now and 
make sure we do that. Some­
one who gives 41 years to this 
place — or any place, any 
school, any program — I 
think you owe it to them to 
celebrate what they’ve done. 
We’re getting our ducks in a 
row and we’re going to put a 
process together, post the job 
late next week or the week 
after and take our time and 
get it right.”

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lINCOLN AMPIIFIES ITS GRAMMY REIATIONSHIP AS NEW 
CONTINENTAL LEADS BRAND TO BEST U.S. SALES IN 9 YEARS

Lincoln has 
been ramping 
up its marketing 
parmership with 
the Grammy 
awards for four 
years now, but 
this year the 
Ford-owned, 
mid-revival 
luxury brand 
is taking the 
relationship to 

a new level, with a collaboration by 
blues singer and guitar virtuoso Gary 
Clark Jr..

At the same time, Lincoln has 
been amping up its sales perfor­
mance: A few years after the start 
of a brand-revival effort and the 
beginning of a complete overhaul of 
its product line, Lincoln ended 2016 
with a 10-percent gain in U.S. sales 
over 2015, and its highest total in 
nine years. Meanwhile, the overall 
U.S. luxury market gained only 1 
percent in sales last year.

The leading edge of the revival 
now is the all-new flagship Lincoln 
Continental, with sales up 18 percent 
in December compared with the year 
earlier, and outselling the Audi A6 
and Lexus GS.

On Sunday night, Clark will star 
in a new 60-second TV commercial 
that will air twice during the Gram- 
mys telecast on CBS as well as once 
during the red-carpet pre-show, plug­
ging his guitar into a one-of-a-kind 
amplifier whose design by Revel was 
inspired by the new 2017 Lincoln 
Continent.

The ad will focus on the results 
of another Lincoln partnership: 
with Revel, the premium auto brand

Cary Clark Jr. and the all-new 2017 Lincoln Continental. Matthew McConaughey enjoys the back of the Lincoln Continental.

owned by Harman, which w'orked 
with the automaker to custom-build 
the amplifier outfitted with 12 Revel 
speakers and design cues from the 
new Continental flagship sedan, 
including the grille design and the 
back-lit LED Lincoln logo.

I talked with Andy Georgescu, 
Lincoln communications manager, 
about the growth of the revived Lin­
coln brand and its association with 
music and the Grammys:

Q: Review where the brand is 
now. Why does Lincoln keep gain­
ing momentum?

Andy Georgescu: For sure 
Lincoln is a brand with a great deal 
of momentum and we’re seeing it in 
the marketplace. We were one of the 
fastest-growing luxury automotive 
brands in 2016. The luxury industry 
was flat to slightly down and we 
were up almost 10 percent; that’s a 
pretty big swing versus where the 
industry is.

Now we’ve successfully launched 
MKZ, MKC, MKX, and last year 
we launched a freshening of MKZ 
adding a 400-horsepower, 3-liter 
power train, which I really think was 
a surprise to many people. Lincoln 
hasn’t been known previously for our 
performance [vehicles.] It’s new and 
advanced technology when you think 
about horsepower per displacement. 
It’s a pretty significant advance in 
technology.

And we’re just coming off the 
midst of the launch of our flag­
ship sedan. Continental, with sales 
outpacing expectations. So we’re 
really pleased with where we’re at. 
Customer response has been over­
whelmingly positive.

Q: Describe the reception for 
Continental. Is there any hope of a 
car that big and expensive moving 
Lincoln down in the age cohort?

Georgescu: We’ve already 
dropped our average age pretty

significantly. We’re significantly 
younger than we were when we 
started this chapter in the Lincoln 
journey. Continental is seeing a 
breadth of customers. You’re seeing 
both a drop in age and also perhaps 
more important is you’re seeing 
an increase in household incomes, 
education levels and what they’re 
trading in. This.is one of the mature 
demographics, a customer in their 
mid-fifties who’s a high-achieving 
professional. And so far we’re well 
on our way to meeting those expecta­
tions. We’re seeing some Mercedes, 
Lexus, and Cadillac trade-ins high 
on the list of luxury trade-ins.

Q: W hat is the importance of 
the Grammys as a “tentpoie” event 
for Lincoln, as Cadillac also has 
with the Oscars and Audi with 
the Emmys? Are these growing in 
importance in the luxury channel?

Georgescu: They are critically 
important for our brand for a number

of reasons. Music is a passion. And 
also the media type: live events in 
a world of video on demand and all 
kinds of playback. We are looking 
for a balance. That’s not to say that 
we don’t embrace other ways of con­
sumers digesting content but this is 
one of the tentpoie events that is live 
and that people will watch through­
out, and we can launch exciting 
content that will be consumed in the 
moment. That feels like something 
that is in demand for customers.

This isn’t cacophony but a seam­
less integration of a piece of music 
that partners with the brand with a 
brilliant Grammy-winning musician 
who’s going to play at the event. This 
is the kind of content that customers 
can really celebrate in advertising 
because it fits so nicely into why 
they’re really there. We like to call 
the Grammys our Super Bowl, and 
it’s an association that we’re very 
proud of.
