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Charcuterie: ‘Heart and soul’ of cooking

Charcuterie. You certainly
won’t find it on all restaurant
menus. And you may have
never ordered itas a charcute-
rie plate. Butit’s likely nothing
boosts the craft of cooking
more.

The dictionary has a simple
definition: the salting, smoking
and curing of meats — a craft
developed long before refrig-
eration.

But nationally renowned
and award-winning chef Brian
Polcyn calls charcuterie the
“heart and soul” of cooking.

“It is the deepest, most soul-
ful (thing) in a Mtchen,” added
the certified executive chef
and instructor at Schoolcraft
College. “Itis the craft of pre-
serving food.”

Tobetter understand, think
of salami, prosciutto, ham, pate
and sausage. “l use everything
butthe sink,” he said. “We take
the less-expensive and under-
utilized meats and make char-
cuterie.”

Last Friday, Polcyn stood
watch as his charcuterie stu-
dents completed their hands-on
final exam. He pointed to one
student and said he had told
her he was taking home her
creation for dinner. It was that
good. “We respect food,” he
said. “We don’t waste anything.
We dowhole animal butchery.”

Charcuterie is one of the
rotations students participate
in during Schoolcraft’s culi-
nary program. And by far, itis
not the easiest. “This level of
cooking is science,” Polcyn
said. “We teach critical think-
ing skills here. We don’t teach
recipes.”

Charcuterie requires knowl-
edge of the uses of bacteria to
cure meat, so itdoes not have
to be refrigerated. Time and
temperature are paramount in
preparing charcuterie. But salt
is king. Salami, for example,
requires low temperature
cooking and needs to cure,
losing d | water in the meat.
Saltdoes that job. “It is the
powerful ingredientin the
kitchen,” Polcyn said

When you order charcuterie
atarestaurant, you will re-
ceive a plate full of cured,
salted meats, including cured
sausages and salamis, cured
poke and beef, as well as pate
and, likely, cheeses. On aver-
age, acharcuterie board will
costabout $14 for two people.
Itisusually served as an appe-
tizer.

A master charcuterie chef,
Polcyn said he never stops
learning. “l always practice
charcuterie,” he said. “You

with his wife Julie, Polcyn has
owned six restaurants — all
award-winning — including
Pike Street and Chimayo in
Pontiac; the Acadia in Auburn
Hills; Five Lakes Grille in Mil-
ford, which he later turned into
Cinco Lagos; and Forest Grill
in Birmingham.

The move to cooking and
teaching began about 20 years
ago, when Northville Parks
and Recreation had her teach a
cooking class as a fundraiser.
“l realized then that is what |
love to do,” she said. “I wanted
to be a full-time instructor.”

That desire led herto a
variety of stops along her
cooking career. They included
Kitchen Witch, Kitchen Glam-
our and Scotty’s Kitchen in
Northville. For almost two
years, Spencer also taught at
Epiphany Kitchens. Finally,
she decided to master her own
place — Taste: A Cook’s Place.

So far, so good. Still in the
process of establishing a cafe
within her new space at the
Village Workshop, Spencer
offers aplethora of classes,
each with a theme. Arecent
Monday, Spencer’s class bore
the theme. Meatless Monday:
SheetPan Suppers. The me”
included sheet pan fried rice.

roasted corn, asparagus and
spring onion salad with fresh
mozzarella, portobello mush-
room Parmesan with herbed
summer squash — for starters.

W ednesday’s meal this week
was Korean fare: kimchi pan-
cakes, broccoli, mushroom and
sesame salad, potato noodles
and beef bulgogi.

Ask Spencer what’s instru-
mental to a good kitchen and
she’ll say no doubt itis knives.
Spencer has a class devoted
justto learning hands-on how
to cut food, whether meat or
vegetables.

Her students in each class
gather around what will be-
come the cafe. Students sit on
the cafe stools surrounding the
heart of the cafe, the kitchen,
and learn through Spencer. She
also has a television screen so
students have a closer view of
the cooking process.

“This makes me more ac-
cessible to people,” said Spen-
cer, who always dons an apron.
“Firstand foremost, | am a
home cook.”

When the class of the day is
complete, students dig in and
finish the meal, which always
consists of five to seven
courses. “You get a lot of food,”
she said. “l try to give a history
ofthe meal and where to get
the ingredients. It is demon-
stration-style.”

Spen‘cer avoids packaged
and processed foods and will
shop daily. She believes that as
packaged foods arrived on
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Jeffrey Adams prepared smoked bratwurst, shrimp pate and potato salad
for the final exam in chef Brian Polcyn's class.
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Polcyn critiques Jeffrey Adams's smoked bratwurst, potato salad, salmon and shrimp pate.

restaurant business is day and
night seven days a week and
then you start all over again
forthe coming week.

“It’s like being a star ath-
lete,” Polcyn said, adding that
the 20-year-old athlete has a
tougher time when he becomes
the 40-year-old athlete.

His culinary resume in-
cludes the now-closed Golden
Mushroom and the Lark in
West Bloomfield. Then came
hisrestaurants, before he
joined Schoolcraft College full

time.

W hether you are acharcute-
rie lover or not, Polcyn’s name
is likely familiar. He was a
focus in journalist Michael
Ruhlman’s “The Soul ofa Chef:
The Journey Toward Perfec-
tion” and co-authored, with
RuhIman, “charcuterie: The
Craft of Salting, Smoking and
Curing.” The book was nomi-
nated foraJames Beard Foun-
dation Book Award in 2006.

The James Beard Founda-
tion made Polcyn one of five

nominees for Best Chef in the
Midwest in 2006, one of many
accolades received in his ca-
reer. Meanwhile, Polcjm has
also launched a seminar series
on charcuterie, which draws
chefs worldwide.

Two well-known French
chefs arrived in New York City
for his class. “They wanted
validation,” he said.

grocery shelves years ago,
many people have abandoned
or forgotten the art of cooking
fora family.

She also teaches proper
cooking and kitchen tech-
niques for home cooking. “You
don’t need to go to culinary
school to feed your family,”
she said.

Spencer covers the vast
array of foods, whether it’s
meat, fish or vegetables and

fruits, not to mention desserts.
And she helps her students
overcome their quirks — like
those who hate vegetables or
shellfish.

Her classes also cover all
ethnicities and cultures in food
and meals.

And she reminds students
that “we eat with our eyes,
ears and noses. The important
thing is, how does it taste and
how does it look?”

Students also learn the ba-
sics of stocking a pantry. That
would include spices, especial-
ly salt, and flour and sugar.
Herrepertoire also includes
two basic knives — a paring
and chef knife. “l teach how to
hold a knife,” she said. “It
takes practice.”

Her classes include how to
safely use a pressure cooker”
the newer models are safer —
and the stove and the need to
start every meal with good,
fresh ingredients, preferably
organic without pesticides or
fertilizers.

There’s also instruction on
how to use a Cuisinart to make
dough and other items, such as
pesto and cheese cake batter.
Othertechniques include how
not to burn food. The trick is to
geta pan hot and then add the
oil and then the food.

“This is almost like having
entertainment with your
meal,” Spencer said of her
classes.

Her classes hold 13 students
at the cafe counter, with plenty
of other seating with high ta-
bles for folks to gather round.
Older people, as well as kids,
sign up for her classes. And
she has repeat customers, such
as a gentleman who has taken
her classes for eight years.
“He does not miss a class,” she
said.

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Still places to clean up

INn the Northville area

G ale-force winds of
amagnitude rarely
felt in Michigan

knocked out power to
tens of thousands in
March and left North-
ville’s streets and yards
inundated with a slew of
downed branches. But
true to her high stan-
dards of appearance,
Northville — not unlike
the fastidious Dutch with
their Straat schrobben
(street-scrubbing) —ex-
peditiously dispatched
the mess so that, by the
following day, evidence
of the storm was almost
nil.

Butthere are places in
town where cleaning up
after Mother Nature does
not enjoy the same im-
perative. The mostcon-
spicuous of these for me
is the triangular tract of
Cass Benton Park, bound-
ed by Fairbrook, Edward
Hines/Seven Mile and
South Wing.

Technically a land-
locked portion of Edward
Hines, it could, with a
modicum of effort (i.e.,
some effort as opposed to
none), look more like the
larger park to which it is
loosely attached, rather
than the forgotten and
neglected spit of land it
is. Indeed, there are
times when | rue the lack
of a chainsaw, truck,
helper and time neces-
sary to tackle the dec-
ades-old entanglement of
deadwood littering near-
ly every square foot of
that otherwise attractive
wooded parcel.

Onarecent hike
through its interior — a
somewhat daunting un-
dertaking, given the
morass underfoot — |
came upon, in addition to
the logjam of fallen trees
and branches allowed to
rotin situ, not unexpect-
edly, a good quantity of
trash. There were dis-
carded sinks, tires, wood-
en pallets, trash cans,
lawn furniture and, of
course, the inevitable
caches of beer bottles
left by interlopers disin-

dined to clean up after
themselves. The volume
of waste material con-
tained in that space could
easily fill two or three
semis.

Other problem areas
include the C&0O/CSX
Railroad embankment
from Seven Mile Road,
north to the Silver Spring
Well, and the banks of
Johnson Creek, border-
ing the Downs’stables
along Seven Mile, from
Pine Street westto Ed-
ward Hines Drive. All
suffer from a lack of
care and have the disad-
vantage of notbeing
hidden away where such
detritus would go unno-
ticed, but are adjacentto
thoroughfares, making
their unkempt state hard
to miss.

Wi ith the railroad em -
bankment and creek, the
unsightliness is primari-
ly nature’, but they, too,
have their share of man-
made castoffs. Toa less-
er extent, the lower half
of Cass Benton Park —
on the other side of Ed-
ward Hines/Seven Mile
from the triangular tract
— has also gone fallow
foranumber ofyears.
Because it was once
maintained, it has not
atrophied into quite the
eyesore as its counter-
partto the north. Indeed,
Irememberatime (this
dates me) when the area
was actually mowed on a
regular basis and sported
amuch-used baseball
diamond.

This treatise is not an
attempt to throw darts,
but merely raise aware-
ness of places in which |
believe Northville falls
short of its otherwise
consistent mores of beau-
tification. It would be
heartening to see con-
crete steps being taken to
address this issue and

thus bring all of North-
ville — including public
properties that for what-
ever reason lack grounds
keeping oversight — to a
level of manicuring that
ison par with the town at
large.

I think our handsome
city deserves to look
100-percent handsome,
with marginal, over-
looked spaces given the
attention they need to
make that happen. It may
be argued that responsi-
bility for maintaining the
grounds of Cass Benton
Park belongs to (cash-
strapped) Wayne County,
the C&O/CSX embank-
ment to the railroad and
overgrown Johnson
Creek bed to Northville
Downs, butas long as any
real attempt to deal with
the jumble is deferred to
others, it will remain.

Atthe northern termi-
nus of the walking trail
that courses through
Edward Hines Park is a
sign that reads 0 Mile.
For visitors whose in-
troduction to the park
begins at this point, the
very first thing they lay
eyes on is the bleaching
hulk of a massive tree
that has been lying there
for years. Here again,
Wayne County may be
considered liable, but is
there a realistic chance
that Wayne County will
ever step up to remedy
the situation? Would any
of us ever want to see
postcards depicting the
entrance to the walking
trail (in Northville’s back
yard), that include the
aforementioned behe-
moth trunk and pile of
limbs? Are we not capa-
ble of doing any better
than perpetuating the
status quo?

Who knew science
could be so much fun?

The Northville Public
Schools’STEAM Fair,
held April 26 at Hillside
Middle School, was more
like a free-for-all game
night than a staid presen-
tation of science and art
projects.

There were throwing
games, electronic games,
arubber-band-shooting
contest, board games,
games of chance. Rube
Goldberg-esque contrap-
tions and more.

The STEAM Fair, for
which district students
devise their own games
and use them to illustrate
scientific or artistic prin-
ciples, drew 99 different
games this year, accord-
ing to Deanna Barash, the
district’s assistant super-
intendent of instructional
services. STEAM is an
acronym for the group of
academic subjects —
science, technology, engi-
neering, art and mathe-
matics —around which
the fair is centered.

The fair, ina gymnasi-
um at Hillside, was vis-
ited by district fourth-
graders and seventh-
graders during the school
day, and was open to all
students, parents and the
whole community that
evening.

“It’s definitely fun,”
said Joe Vig, a junior at
Northville High School
who, with a partner, cre-
ated the rubber-band

Their
booth featured two plac-
ards, one blue and one
red, that contestants tried
to hitby shooting rubber
bands. When struck, an
electronic circuit in the
placard would break,
registering the hiton a
computer.

Joe was there for extra
creditin a physics class,
aswas NHS junior Nick
Maiz, who, with two part-
ners,turned a couple of
electronic circuits into a
guessing game: How long
would a small light bulb
stay on after a generator
was turned for a short
time?

Claire Cotter and Sonia
Yazdi, NHS seniors, chal-
lenged visitors to come
up with paper airplane
designs, and had an air-
plane launcher that sent
the creations off in the
distance — or not.

There were several
paper planes strewn
aboutthatrequired fancy
paper-folding, but, Claire
said, “most people do the
classic.”

Theirproject was an
assignment for an ad-
vanced-placementenvi-
ronmental science class
and touched on principles
of aerodynamics, gravity
and the different zones in
the Earth’s atmosphere
that affect how planes fly.

John-Paul Chaisson-Cardenas wit-
nessed the civil war in Guatemala as a
boy. The memory ofitisatthe rootofev-
eri“hing he does today in America.

“I've seen what happens when the ci-
vility in a society disintegrates. I’ve seen
what happens when people start disap-
pearing because they have different
opinions,” he said.

Chaisson-Cardenas, 46, the first La-
tino state youth leader in the 115-year
history of 4-H, wants to bring youths of
all backgrounds, not just farm Kkids, to-
gether to learn more about each other
and learn to be civil.

Chaisson-Cardenas is part of a long
effortto expand 4-Hs reach. Children of
color now make up 13 percent of the
100,000 lowa youths in 4-H.

As he walked through the State Sci-
ence and Technology Fair of lowa in
Ames recently, where nearly a quarter
of the participants come from 4-H pro-
grams, he stopped at the presentation of
ayoung man wearing a turban.

John-Paul Chaisson-Cardenas, a 4-H Youth Development Program leader, has helped transform
lowa's 4-H program to attract more youth in the urban areas of the state.

Q&A WITH JOHN-PAUL
CHAISSON-CARDENAS

What does it mean to you to be an
American?

Ireally lovebeing an American. I love
being a part of this country because
of what it stands for. What people
dontrealize isthataround the world,
this place is a beacon. Notbecause of
whatitis,butbecause of whatitcould
be and the aspirations of equality, of
having people be and belong in our
country. To me that is what America
is.

What moment touched and motivat-
ed you to launch this effort?
Forme, youth are notonly our future
butthey are much more diverse than
the general population. When you
start where youth are today, | truly
believe they are ahead of us when it
comes to inclusion and diversity and,
more importantly, belonging. | truly
believe that 4-H is an organization
that can make a difference for every
group in the United States — over
7 million youths in this country.

J.J. Kapur, of Valley High School in
West Des Moines, showed him his pro-
ject,an experimenton bias. The student,
who is Sikh, said he did the project after
someone yelled to his father, “Osama, go
back where you came from.” Chaisson-
Cardenas’ family left Guatemala 25
years ago with three suitcases and even-
tually drove to Cheyenne, Wyoming. He
was a lonely high school kid who didn’t
speak English and was dyslexicbutwent
on to earn a master’s degree at the Uni-
versity of lowa and help inner-city kids
in Chicago and rural Latinos in WestLib-
erty, lowa, before landing his job at 4-H
in 2014.

He organized a 4-H group that com-
bined immigrants from Africawith Afri-
can-Americans. Native Americans

joined Latinos in another group and
learned their shared history.

“Because of the political climate in
the last years, we’ve been working ... on
bringing people together, from their cul-
ture, their sexual orientation, and having
meaningful conversations,” he said.

“The research is clear. One of the
ways to bring people together is to actu-
ally bring them together.

As the Pacifica Hybrid arrives in
dealerships, “Consumers no longer
will have to say they’ll believe it when
they see it,” said Tim Kuniskis, head of
passenger car brands for FCA North
America, in a press release.

Olivier Francois, FCA’ chief

The spot’
storytelling approach highlights
“segment-first features that are almost
unbelievable and will appeal to adults
and kids alike.”

Of course, while Pacifica Hybrid’
total range is 566 miles, its electric-
only range is only 33 miles - far short
ofthe kind of battery-powered ranges
for new all-electric vehicles such as
the Chevrolet Bolt and upcoming Tesla
Model 3.

Still, the notion of the first minivan
with this sort of green credibility
is likely to appeal to many ofthe
millions of American millennials who
are raising broods now and entering
the era of minivan feasibility in their
lives. It also may help Pacifica Hybrid
that a flood of new electric vehicles in
various forms - conventional hybrids
such as Pacifica, plug-in hybrids and
all-electric nameplates - has begun
flooding the U.S. market, serving to
further normalize electric power even
as low gasoline prices and the rise
of SUV and truck segments serve as
contra-indicators.

In any event, fielding the segment’s
first hybrid is yet another way to bust
out Pacifica from generational negative
perceptions ofthe segment.

From the beginning of the launch
of the Pacifica line early last year,
Francois has tried to find ways to help
the newest Chrysler minivan nameplate
break some ofthe segment-strangling
conventions of old. He has highlighted
its groundbreaking rear styling, for
instance, and used a launch campaign
starring comedian Jim Gaffigan to
attempt to cast Pacifica as something
more than just a traditional minivan for
soccer moms.

So far, so good: Pacifica sales in
March were its best month so far this
year, at more than 9,000 units, placing
the nameplate already squarely in the
middle of the company-wide vehicle
lineup in sales volume, even at this
early stage. And Pacifica continues to
rake in evaluator endorsements from
the likes of Kelley Blue Book, Popular
Mechanics and the New York Daily
News.
