A REPORT FROM THE CAPITOL

A SUMMER-LONG SEARCH
for a place to build a children’s
mental hospital is under way,

The quest iz a “halfway” ans-
wer by the legislature to the is-
sue which stirred weeks of cloak-
room debate during the last ses-
sion,

About 1,100 mentally deficient
children who need care and treat-
ment have not been admitted to
Michigan's three institutions be-
cause of overcrowding, said Chas.
. Wagg, state mental health di-
reetor. This is a pressing condi-
tion which concerns many law-
makers,

Dr, Harry C. Augusl, of the
mental health commission, said
the proposed hospital should be
in or near a melropolilan area
near the source of a staff and in
ithe area which draws most pat-
ients,

Commenting on {he long wait-
ing list, Dr. August said: “Some
of the courts have stopped com-
miting children because jt has
become only a gesture.”

The commission is casting an
eye on the Wayne Counly Home
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and Training School, which now
has 750 patients, and an area in
Grand Rapids. These seem to be
the two most promising sites.
Dr. August said the new hospi-
tal should be large enough to ac-
comodate 3,500,

Last winter, the mental health
commission rounded up some leg-
islative support—but not enough
to take over a tuberculosis hos-
pital as a mental health institu-
tion.

It was blocked by health offi-
cials who said that, despite the
fact that some of the tubercul-
osis hospital beds are wvacant,
we're just now gaining on the di-
sease,

So the legislature ordered the
study and cxpecls a report on
Michigan's answer o the mental-
ly deficient next winter,

The large companies, in most in-
stances, own the station and lease
it to the “owner”, Lease provi-
sions permit periodic inerease in
dent, so if the proprietor does a
good job, his lease payments are
increased,

Station operators are mot free
to handle TBA of their choice.
They must deal with brands ap-
proved by gasoline suppliers and
within terms set down by them.
Station proprietors feel sure the
large companies benefit finan-
cially from this arrangement.
They are also sure they could
do much betler if gas companies
left them @ {ree hand to buy and
sell tires, batieries and accessor-
ies under open market conditions.

FRIED TURKEY? That's right.

foods. Donald C, Miller, sccretary
of the Michigan Turkey Assn.,
says fried turkeys have been
served for four or five years, and

There will
be fewer birds this year and de-
mand is expected 1o he higher,
he predicts.

Always the promoter of turkey,
Miller hastens to add: “Binds pro-
duced this ycar will be better
than Dbefore.” '

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Chapman Votes Annexation
To Northville School System

Residents of Novi’s Chapman school district voted by ;i

a wide margin Monday to annex their district to the North-

ville Public School district.

The vote, 58-18 in favor of annexation, came as a
result of a special election held in the distriet June 8.
Another proposal on the ballot calling for the district to
assume its proportionate share of the bonded indebtedness

of $377,500 of the WNorthville
schools also passed, 54-18,

An increase in taxes against
the property in the Chapman dis-
trict of $10 per $1,000 from 1955
through 1964, and a boost of $5.50
per $1,000 from 1965 through 1973
carried, 54-19,

Robert Coolman, president of
the Northville board of education,
has called -a special meeting of
the board for tonight, Aug. 11, at
7:30 p.m. for the purpose of form-
ally accepting the Chapman dis-
trict building, assets and records.

Good Turnout of Voters

Moderator William Templeton
of the Chapman distriot com-
mented that “In view of the fact
that many electors are on vaca-
tiom, the turnout at the election
was thighly satisfactory.” Temple-
ton estimates that there is a po-
tential of about 110 voters in the

district,

Northville Supt. of Schools
Russell A, Amerman said that
all that remains in the annexa-
tion process is “the mere form-
ality of acceptance of Chapman
district properties.”

High School Principal Elroy V.
Ellison, in anticipation of the
joining of Nonthville and Chap-

‘man, which was started’the latter

part of December, arranged bus
transportation schedules for Chap-
man pupils prior to leaving on
his vacation.

In a relatively short time after

Chapman started the ball rolling
members voiced their approval of
the neighboring district’s plans.
Failure of the office of the state
superintendent of public instruc-
tion at Lansing to place its O.K.
on the proposal checked consum-
mation of the annexation until
July 18 when the merger was
approved.

Serious Consideration

At that time State Supt. of
Public Instruction Claire L. Tay-
lor, declared, “Our indications
are that the Northville board is
giving ' serious . consideration to
all districts that are a part of its
logical service area,

“The annexation of Novi No. 7
is a step in solidifying the North-
ville High school area."

Remaining to be settled, will
be the disposition of the desire of
three other Novi districts which
voted July 11 to0 request annex-
ation with Nonthville. They are
Novi No. 8, East Novi No. 2 frac-
tional, and the Putnam distirict,

The Northville board of educa-
tion on May 19 voted in favor of
annexation of any of the Novi
districts, plus the Salem Union
district, if asked to do so. Incor-
porated in the resolution was the
right to submit any such annexa-
tion proposition to the Northville
electorate and to abide by the re-
sult of such vote.

Deer Hunting Rules
Follow 1951 Pattern

Michigan this fall is headed
back to about the same deer hunt-
ing regulations as were used in
1051,

The state Conservation Com-
mission will study Conservation
Dept, recommendations on Aug,
14-15, calling dor a regular Nov.
15-30 statewide firearm season on
legal bucks and an Oct. 1-Nov. 5
bow and arrow season.

The bow and arrow season, as
recommende,d permits archers to
dake one “any” deer during the
season. The regulations would be
in effect everywhere except in
Menominee, Emmet, Cheboygan,
Bay and Huron counties and the
mainland of Chippewa county
wher eonly a legal buck could be
taken,

These regulations are nearly
the same as 1951; in that year,
any deer could be taken with
bow and arrow in Bay and Huron
counties.

Also recommendations call for
an Oct. 1-Dec, 15 bow and arrow
season for taking any deer in Al-
legan county and for a special
any-deer, firearm season in part
of the county, Dee. 1-11. These,
too, are similar to 1951 regula-
tions, except the special firearm
season is somewhat liberalized in
area and dates,

Individual participation by ev-
ery land-owner in the battle
against Dutch Elm disecase will
decide whether or not Michigan
saves its elms. That is the opin-
jon of the Huron-Clinton Metro-
politan Authority, five county
park and parkway agency which
pioneered the fight in 1950 and
is now spending upward of $70,-
000 annually {o save the elms on
9,600 acres surrounding Detroit.

Unless land-owners in rural and
fringe districts comply with the
State Department of Agriculture
Regulation No. 613 which de-
clares diseased elms a public nui-
sance to be eradicated and burn-
ed within ten days following dis-
covery, the fight will probably
be lost. That is the prediction of
Hugh A. Lamley, chief landscape

architect of the Huron-Clinton
Metropolitan Authority.

“Spraying and sanitation mea-
sures in our property in Wayne,
Washtenaw, Livingston, Oakland
and Macomb counties ocost us
$38,000 in the first six months of
1955 and may well be doubled
by year's end. But although the
incidence of the disecase is far
less in treated areas, there is con-
stant reinfection from uncontrol-
led tracts along the boundaries,”
Lamley said.

Quick Action Needed

“In spite of all being done to
protect public lands and by cities
and smaller communities, the di-
sease will not be blotted out
without protective enforcement
in unincorporated districts,” he
emphasized.

“Immediate and total action is
vital,” he pointed out, “Because
while present spraying and sani-
totion measures are fairly ef-
fective, it cannot be determined
how long it will be before insect

carriers of the disease develop an

immunity to chemicals currently
in use,

Lack of personnel and funds is
currently hindering both rural
enforcement and experimental
lab work, he added.

While the worst incidence of
the disease on H-C-M-A holdings
is in Lower Huron Park .near
Belleville, all of the agency's
property is covered by the spray-
ing and sanitation program.

It is @ night and day operation,
machines being equipped with
flood lights o permit spraying
when there is less interference
from wind and traffic,

Intensive sanitation measures
mean the removal and destruction
of all dead and dying elms, the
pruning of dead limbs from
healthy trees, and dhe burning
of all wood piles or litter and
debris containing bark-covered
elm wood favorable to the propa-
gation of insect carriers.

During the past 18 months, 1639
such dead and dying trees, many

over 30 inches in diameter, have
been eradicated on Authority
property and pruning has been
done on 1736 others in good
health to safeguard their sunvival.

“Without coopenation from Jand
owners in fringe disfricts we can
only foresee a long, grim battle
with the total loss of all the elms
at the end,” Lamley predicted, |

He warned:

“Conditions are rapidly build-|
ing up into a disaster far worse
than that caused by the Chestnut |
Blight which within a few years
killed practically all the native
sweet chestnut in the Eastern
United States, Elms are among
our most common and best known
shade and ornamental trees and
their passing would create a void
impossible to £ill.”

Michigan Heads
Toward Road Toll
Of 2,000 Persons

With the worst highway death
toll on record for the month of
June, previous estimates that
Michigan is heading towards a
fatality toll of more than 2,000
this year continue to be borne out,
according to the state police
monthly report. It would be the
third time it has gone over that
mark.

There were 184 persons killed
in June, an increase of 52, or
39 per cent, over the same month
last year, Likewise, this was the
fourth consecutive month in
which more persons lost their
lives than in the same month of
1954, ’

Injuries totaled 5,304, a gain of
12 per cent, while there were
15,238 accidents, an increase of
830, or six per cent,

The record for the first six
months of this year is 875 persons
killed, an increase of 16 per cent
over the same period a year ago,
26,953 injured, up seven per cent,
and 90,225 accidents, a gain of
tiwo per cent.

Mileage traveled the first five
months of the year—the latest
figures available—was 115 bil-
lion, or mine per cent more than
10.5 billion in the first five months
of 1954. The death rate of 6.0 per
100 million miles of travel was up
two per cent,

Bogart Was Novi Township Justice of the Peace

Bogart has served Novi township as Justice of the
Peace for the past 30 years, and gave up his position on
July 4th of this year. He is now in a Pontiac hospital suf-
fering from a heart condition and a broken arm.

Bogart's eight-room home has been modernized since
1856, but the room he was born in 71 years ago is now the
hedroom of he and Mrs. Bogart. The 200 acres has been
narrowed down to 74, and the fields are now rented out.
At one time, says Mrs. Bogart, they had a 85-acre orchard.

The 68-year-old Mrs. Bogart attended Northville
schools and moved to Wixom when she was 16, She taught
in a country school at Thirteen Mile and Beck, which has

since been torn down.

She remembers vividly the biiter winters when her
oldest children had to cut across the fields to Grand River
to get to school because Twelve Mile Rd. was not plowed.
At that time the telephone poles were of shorter length,
she recalls, and the snowbanks were so high that they had
to climb over felephone wires atop the banks.

Member of Wixom Church for 60 Years

The family attends Wixom Baptist chureh, where Bo-
gart has been a member since he was 11 years old. He left
school in his senior year at South Lyon High, but he likes
to read and has always taken several newspapers.

He has unusual writing ability, and has compiled a
large book of poetry written over the years on every
nameable occasion. The book includes dedications to fa-
mily members and friends, and lyrics for gospel hymus
which have never been published. A portion of “Ever For-
ward”, written for the new vear, follows:

Higgins said the tumpike can
be completed in 39 months after
the bonds are sold. They will be
retired from tolls.

There was a poignant moment
when Congress killed President
Eisenhower's highway aid plan,
which would have given Michigan
federal money for interstate high-
ways at 90-10 ralio, federal to
state matching.

“If we got that, we can finish
the free highway in three years,”
Ziegler said,

When the bill was killed in
Congress, Ziegler said state mon-
cy would do the job in the same
time, Higgins, wmourning the
death of the program in Congress
on the surface, privately was jub-
ilant:

“This will put all the more
stcam behind the turnpike pro-
gram, We'll get started as soon as
we can and build the toll road”.

Serious questions have arisen
from the situation.

Ziegler denies he doublecrossed
the turnpike authority. He said he
was assured by the engineers for
the turnpike that a free route
along the same general route
“would have no elfect.”

There have been hints that the
1956 legislature, recognizing the
tight spot occupied by Higgins, a
former scnalor, could remove
Ziegler from the authority,

On the other hand, Ziegler may
he running for re-election next
year. Republicans would think
twice before jeopardizing his
chances against a Democrat.

Best bet here is that the turn-
pike authority, with Higgins at
the helm, will bg told to go ahead.
Ziegler will be told to take it a
little easy and maybe change the
route of his free road a bhit.

The only injury reported was a dislocated knee suf-
fered by Engineer George O’Leary of Saginaw.

The accident occurred shortly after six in the morning.
A 61-car southbound train had been halted on the northern

In 3 Mile Stretch
Within 8 Minutes

A rain soaked slippery pave-
ment at dusk spelled disaster and
the diteh for five cars on a three
mile streich of Novi Rd. within
an eight minuie period Saturday
evening.

The first of the mishaps oceur-
red at 7:53 p.m. when a south-
bound farm tractor driven hy
Charles Bodner of Detroit was
overtaken and struck in the rear
by a late model sedan operated
by E. C. Batten of Plymouth.
Both cars were thrown off the
road by the impact. Bodner was
on his way to a piece of land he
farms on Novi Rd. near Nine
Mile, The accident occurred near
the Novi cemetery several blocks
south of Grand River.

Eight minutes later, between
Eight and Nine Mile roads, a
northbound car driven by L. Roy
Crites, 120 Rexton St., Novi, was
struck by an oncoming car driven
by Robert A. Smith, Jr, 120 N.
Rogers, Northville. Smith applied
his brakes as he passed an un-
identified car already in the ditch.
His car skidded out of control
and into the path of the oncoming
car. As a result, all three cars
ended up in the ditch.

No serious injuries resulted
from either accident, although
the confusion, coupled with the
rain, produced a first rate traffic
tie-up.
