A rain soaked slippery pave­
ment at dusk spelied di.sastor and 
the ditch for five cars on a three 
mile stretch of Novi Rd. within 
an eight minute -period Saturday 
evening. 

The first of the mishaps occur­
red at 7:53 p.m. when a south­
bound farm tractor driven by 
Charles Bodner of Detroit v/as 
ovcrtalten and struck in the rear 
by a late model sedan operated 
by E. C. Batten of Plymouth. 
Both cars were thrown off the 
road by the impact. Bodner was 
on his way to a piece of land he 
farms on Nov! ltd. near Nine 
Miie. The accident occurred near 
the Novi cemetery several blocks 
soutii of Grand 'River. 

Eight minutes iater, between 
Eight and Nine Mile roads, a 
northbound car driven by L. Roy 
Crites, l20 Rexton St., Novi, was 
struck by an oncoming car driven 
by Robert A. Smith, Jr., 120 N.

Each crew 
approached the wreck from op­
posite ends with giant raiiroad 
cranes. Trains werê  again rolling 
through the wreckage area by 
nightfail and all wreckage was 
removed by Saturday. 

Hundreds of thousands witness­
ed the salvage operations over a 
local television station. The de­
railed cars were first cleared off 
the tracks so the giant cranes 
could get in position. Then they 
were hoisted back on the tracks. 
In the case of the locomotives, 
the tracks were built out to them 
and they were then hoisted onto 
the newly laid tracks. 

The crowd of onlookers was so 
great at times that five members 
of tlie Novi police department 
and two sheriff's deputies were 
on liand to direct traffic.

The Detroit-Northwest Social 
Security Office, 14000 Grand Riv­
er Ave., wiii participate in the 
nationwide observance of the 20th 
anniversary of the enactment of 
the oi-iginal social security law, 
Harry Baituck, district Inanager, 
announced today. 

The Social Security Act became 
law Aug. 14, 1935. "At .that time 
only about one worker in ten 
was covered by any retirement 
system, and only about one work­
er in 20 by a public retirement 
program," Baituck said. As of 
Juiy of this year, 104,000 persons 
in Wayne County were receiving 
a total of $6,034,000 monthly in 
old-age and sui-vivors insurance 
payments. 

9 Out of 10 Covered 
Pointing out -that 9 out of 10 

people who work for a living can 
now look forward to retirement 
benefits under the old-age and 
survivors insurance program, Bai­
tuck said that the original law 
provided only old-age protection. 
It applied to some 33 million 
woikers in commerce and indus­
try. The 1939 amendments .added 
payments for dependants of re-
fired workers and for the sur­
vivors of workers who died. 

It was not until 1951 that cov­
erage of -the self-employed, and to 
certain employees of non-profit 
organizations, regularly employed I 
domestic and farm workers, and I 
some employees of Federal, State ! 
and local governments. Ten mil- j 
lion more workers were brought 
under the program throu^' the 
1954 amendments which extended 
coverage to self-employed farm­
ers, most farm employees and 
workers in private households, 
and certain self-employed pro­

fessionals. Protection was also 
made available, under special 
agreements, to more State and 
local government employees, and 
to ministers and members of re­
ligious ordei-s. "About C7 million 
•persons will earn this protection 
for themselves and their families 
during 1955," Baituck declared. 

Looking to the fture, Baituck 
said that by 1975, when there 
will be 20 million Americans 
age 65 or over, four out of five of 
them will be eligible ^ov benefit 
payments as' retired workers, 
aged wives, dependent iiusbands, 
widows or dependent widowers 
or aged parents. At that time, 
nearly 90 million people will be 
in work covered by the law, and 
93 million people will be insured.

The Northviiie city commission 
this week gave Charles Micka-
lacki 60 days to remove his house 
trailer from the former Peter Wall 
propert/~Dn Griswold St., tvliich 
Mickalacki purchased nearly a 
year ago and has been remodeling 
since. 

Mickalacki appeared before the 
commission after being notified 
by the Northviiie police depart­
ment that he i s j n Violation of 
the city's zoning ordinance re­
striction on the occupancy of 
traiiers. The ordinance permits 
use of house traiiers in tiie city 
under ceI-tain iimitations only for 
the period stai-ting 10 days before 
tho race meet at Nortliville 
Downs each year and ending on 
the 10th day aftei' the meet ends. 

Deadline Is Set 
The commission also ordered the 

police department to move against 
all trailer occupants who had not 
departed by Aug. 16, which was 
the 10th day after the 1955 season 
ended. 

Mickalacki admitted using his 
'iraiier for several Inonths, but 
explained tliat he had experienc­
ed unexpected delays in remodei-
ing his house. He toid the com-
Inission he plans to sell the trailer 
immediately, and use the pro-
coeds to speed remodeling. 

Mickalacki was -told that it is 
not the desire or intention of the 
commission to impose any undue 
hardship upon him as long as he 
ds exerting a diligent effort to 
complete his house. Mayor Claude 
N. Ely apparently expressed the 
commission's feeling when he 
said: "The city has an ordinance 
e.xpressly prohibiting use of house 
traiiers except during the limited 
racing season. ,We feel that you 
have already knowingly commit­
ted a violation, but there seem 
to be some extenuating circum­
stances. This commission has pre­
viously permitted one other house 
trailer to remain in use longer 
than the ordinance specifies, due 
to illness of its owner. We will 
make an exception in your case 

for 60 days, but it must be defin­
itely understood that your trailer 
must be removed from the prop­
erty by the expiration date."

Considerable concern was ex­
pressed by Mayor Claude N. Ely 
and various InembeI-s of the 
Norlhvilie city commission Mon­
day evening over the prospect of 
additional flooding of residential 
property in Oakwood subdivision 
by water draining off the gi-ounds 
of the new Amerman clementai'y 
schooi when tlie fall rains come 
in September. 

Property owners with homes 
flanking Cai-lyle St., which starts 
at Center St. across from the 
school grounds, and runs east 
with a down hill slope, have been 
bothered for years by flood water 
from the higher ground on which 
the school is situated. When the 
school grounds were graded last 
spi-ing to fill in several low spots 
which had served as reservoii's 
to hold excess water from heavy 
rains and melting snow in spring, 
these property ownei's found 
their previous difficulties liiulti-
plicd. 

Many complaints have been 
lodged with the city commission 
recently accompanied by de­
mands for storm sewei's to c a i T y 
off the flood water. The commis­
sion has been trying, with no suc­
cess to date, to work out some 
deal whereby Oakland county or 
Wayne county will share the ex­
pense of putting in storm sewers. 

To tlie commission's apparent 
great distress, it learned Monday 
evening from School Board Presi­
dent Robert Cooiman tiiat a bull­
dozer was to start immediately 
on an additional grading project 
that wiii divert surface drainage 
into Hiil St. .Also, this proved 
almost too much for the commis­
sion's equanimity, and for a half 
hour the air was fiiled with vig­
orous protests and speculation 
by the mayor and others as to the 
legality of changing the natural 
land contour. The general tenor 
of the remarks and remonstrances 
was that "they can't do this to 
us." 

Commissioner Ed Welch was 
asked by the commission to re­
double his efforts to set up 
meeting at which the city can 
ask either Wayne or Oakland 
county, or both, to share the ex­
pense of storm sewers, They'll 
call a special meeting the minute 
Welch can find someone to meet 
with. 

Coolman remained as an in­
terested spectator throughout the 
discussion, but appeared quite un­
ruffled by the disturbance creat­
ed by his remarks. With a quiet 
smile he observed to another 
spectator: 

"The hoIneowners whose prop­
erty is being flooded 'have been 
asking the village for storm sew­
ers for years. Maybe this will help 
them get some action." 

When the discussion subsided 
it appeared that Coolman probab­
ly was correct.

Deery had been a member of the 
editorial staff of Automotive 
News. Subsequently, for a con­
siderable period, he was iassociat-
cd with the First of Michigan 
Corporation, one of the largest 
and best known Detroit invest­
ment firms, as advertising and 
public relations director. He left 
'this job to become managing 
editor of the Record last Jan. 1. 
In taking over the Record post 
he I'enewed a close association of 
25 years ago with Glenn H. Cum-^ 
mings, publisher, with whom he 
worked in 1930-31 when the lat­
ter was editor of the Michigan 
Investor. Tre two men had been 
friends since 1926 and the move 
to Northviiie was regarded by 
both as a logical outcome of their 
close association for many years.

AMENDMENT TO THE ZONING 
ORDINANCE OF THE 
TOWNSHIP OF NOVI 

THE TOWNSHIP OF NOVI 
ORDAINS 

PART I, That Ordinance No. 2, 
known as the Zoning Ordinance 
of the Township of Novi is here­
by amended by amending the 
Amended Zoning Map as indicat­
ed on said Zoniitg Map attached 
hereto and made a part of this 
Ordinance. 

PART II. That Ordinance No. 2, 
known as the Zoning, Ordinance 
of the Township of Novi is here­
by amended by the amending of 
Sections 4.04 and 6.04 as amended, 
respectively, to read as 'follows: 

Section 4.04 LOT AREA, A one 
family dwelling in R-l Districts, 
together with accessory buiid-
ings, ihereafter erected, shall be 
located on a lot having not less 
than twelve thousand (12,000) 
square feet of area and shall have 
a width of not less 'than sixty (60) 
feet at the front or rear building 
lî ne. Provided that a lot may be 
not less than sixty (60) feet in 
width at the front or rear building 
line and contain not less ithan 
nine thousand (9,000) square feet 
in area if provided with either a 
community water or a community 
sewer system. Provided that a lot 
may be not less than sixty (60) 
feet in width at the front or rear 
building line and contain not less 
than seven thousand five hund­

red (7,500) square feet in area. If 
provided with a community wat­
er and sewer system. This provi­
sion shall not prohibit the con­
struction of a one family dwelling 
on a lot of record prior to the 
adoption date of this Oi'dinance, 

Section 6.04 LOT AREA. Every 
lot in an R-2 District, occupied 
by a one family dwelling shail 
provide a lot area as required in 
Section 4.04 of lihis Ordinance. 
Every lot occupied by two (2) or 
more living units shall provide 
an area of not less than twelve 
thousand (12,000) square feet for 
the first living unit, plus seven 
•thousand five hundred (7,500) 
square feet for each additional 
living unit and such lot shall 
not be less than sixty (60) feet in 
width at the front or rear buiid­
ing iine; provided, however, when 
such lot is provided either with 

community water system or a 
community sewer system, such 
lot shall contain not less than 
nine thousand (9,000) square feet 
for the first living unit, plus four 
thousand (4,000) square feet for 
each additional living unit; pro­
vided further, when such iot is. 
provided with both a community 
water system and community 
sewer system, such a lot shall 
contain not less than seven thous­
and five hundred (7,500) square 
feet for the first living unit, plus 
four thousand (4,000) square feet 
for each additional living unit. 
This provision shall not prohibit 

the construction of a one family 
dwelling on a lot of record prior 
to -the adoption date of this Or­
dinance. jT. 

PART in . C O N F L I C T I N G 
PROVISIONS REPEALED. Any 
ordinance or parts of any ordin­
ance in conflict -with any of the 
provisions of this Ordinance are 
hereby repealed. 

PART IV. WHEN EFFECTIVE. 
The provisions of this Ordinance 
are hereby declared to be imme­
diately necessary for the preser­
vation of -the public peace, health 
and safety and are hereby order­
ed to lake effect Uiirty (30) days 
after final enactment and publi­
cation. 

PART V. VALIDITY. Should 
any section, clause or provision 
of this Ordinance be deciared by 
the courts to be invalid, the same 
shall not affect the validity of the 
Ordinance as a whole, or any pari; 
thereof, other than the part so 
declared to be ^invalid.

HUNTING NOTES 
From all reports at this writ-

ing there will be little or no 
change in Michigan's fall hunting 
seasons and regulations this year 
as compared to last, with the 
.single and important exception 
of conflning deer hunters to shoot 
ing of antlered deer only. (Bow 
hunters, however, will continue 
to have their choice of antlered 
or antlcrlcss deer.) 

Grouse Uncbangefl 
Despite a cyclic drop in grouse 

populations in almost every part 
of the state tho season and bag 
limits remain, the same-—because, 
according to game biologists, gun 
pressure has little or no effect 
on the numbers of this upland 
game birds anyway, 

And, while partridge appear to 
be in short supply the pheasant 
families have been producing at 
a terrific rate. While the records 
show Michigan hunters killed ap­
proximately 1,100,060 cock pheas-
ants in 1954, it's a pretty good bet 
that this year's bag will be even 
larger! Broods of young birds 
running as high as 16 and 17 have 
been reported frequently In the 
Thumb section, and farmers are 
saying we'll have a bumper crop. 

Duck Hunting Same? 
There is only a slight possl-

blllty--and that may be erased 
before this goes to print—that 
there will be any change in water-

fowl regulations, save for an ex-
tension of the jacksnipe season. 
The nesting season for- ducks in 
the far reaches o£ northern Can-
ada call for about the same num­
ber of flight ducks as last year, 
and Michigan flyways should of-
fcr as good or slightly better 
shooting than last fall. Of course, 
weather plays an all-lmpoi:tant' 
part in this. Frequent passage of 
weather "fronts" with accora-
panying high winds during the 
season make for the best shoot­
ing. 

Deer Rerd Slightly Larger 
Some 400,000 hunters who go 

for big gamo every fall will be 
Interested to bear that natives of 
northern counties say they're sec-
ing quite a few more deer than 
at the same time last year. The 
fawn crop seems pretty well dis­
tributed—with no single county 
showing any excessive increase. 

However, if you're thinking in 
terms of deer .per square mile 
the northeastern corner of the 
lower peninsula probably con­
tinues to hoid the most animals-— 
too many, as a matter of fact! 
Much of the land Is under private 
wire where the harvest has been 
below good biological require-
ments. 

Taken all ln all Michigan 
hunters can look forward to top 
flight sport In all departments for 
the fall of.'53. - '

Someone once said of Catcher 
Sherman Lollar of ,the White Sox 
that lhe "looks kinda- lazy" the 
way he saunleI-s from tlIe dugout, 
Paul Hiohards, then manager of 
the White Sox, retorted: "I'm not 
concerned with what he does 
coming and going. Ill's what he 
does at the plate that counts," 

These are quotes from a story 
by Lollar in the current issue of 
The Sporting News. The story 
gives a good picture of the char 
acter -and capabilities of the 
catcher who is -rated by White 
Sox General -Manager Frank Lane 
as ane of ithe best backstops in 
the American League. 

Loilar is a quiet guy. He's the 
'type who may say "Hello'' at the 
•beginning of tiie season and 
"Goodbye" wihen the season is 
over, with nothing in between. 
Definitely mot an 'arm-waving 
-holler guy. But.whlle be speaks 
softly, he carries a big slicic. 

One of the thiIigs he did last 
season was -to throw out the last 
18 runners who tried to steal on 
ihm. No one, says The Sporting 
News, stole on him 'after May l l , 
and only four out of 22 made it 
all season. .And one of the things 
Lollar did this season was to hit 
seven ihome runs in ten days, 
from Api-il 23 through IMay 3, 

Best Pitcher 
' Not many While Sox followers 
know who the "best pitcher" on 
the team is. Well, he's no pitcher 
at all. He's Sherm Lollar. Only 
those who kn'ow the sign lang­
uage between pitcher and catcher 
during ball -games and those who 
sit on skull sessions before games 
can get any real idea of LoUar's 
Value to ihis team. 

If there are any catchers in the 
league as good as or better than 
Lollar they would have to be Jim 
Hegan of the Indians and Yogi 
Berea of tlie Yankees. LoUar saw_ 
service with both clubs, but imiss-̂  
ed taking over the Number One 
spot because of Hegan 'and Berra. 
The Yankees sent him to St. Lou-
is Browns in the winter of I947, 
and it was from the Browns that 
the White Sox acquirde him in 
November of l95l. 

General Manager Lane says he 
went lalil out to get Lollar, and 
believes the White Sox jnight 
have won 'the pennant in I95I 
had Lollar been with-them. Lol­
lar that year was Ihelpinig some­
one else. He was ithe favorite re­
ceiver of Ned Garver, who won 
20 games as a Brovwiie in 1951. 

John Sherman Lollar vwIs bom 
in Dunham, Ark. and brought up 
in Fayetteville. He might have 
inherited some of his aptitude for 
ball playing from has father, who 
played semi-pro ball. At 14, Sher­
man played Ajnerlcan Legion 
baseball, and after three yeairs 
of that, played amateur 'baseljall 
in the Ban Johnson League in 
Pittsburg, Kans. 

After attendance 'at State 
Teadiers College in Pittsburg, he 
played semi-pro ball and then 

got into organized ball witli the 
Baltimore Orioles, then a minor 
league team. He went up to 
Cleveland in 1948, but then came 
more minor league play with 
Baltimore and Newark, and after 
.that^ince 1947—with the Yan­
kees, Browns and White Sox, 
Manager Marty Marion, like 
P'rank Lane, says, "I'd hate to be 
without him." But .that doesn't 
destroy LoUar's modesty. When 
told he was going to be featured 
in The Sporting News, he said 
"Why? I haven't, done anything 
outstanding." 

Four home runs in one game 
are a rarity. Only seven men 
have achieved that feat. But 
there's something in the home 
run line that's even rarer. That's 
two grandslammers in one game 
Only three men have done i t -
Tony LazzeI-i of the Yankees in 
1936, Jim 'Ilabor of ithe Red Sox 
in 1939 and Rudy York of the 
Red Sox in 1946.

NEVER BEFORE in the Ameri-
can League's 55-year lIistory has 
the pennant race gone this far 
with so many teams still in solid 
contention for.the title. 

Where in years gone by, two or 
at the very best three clubs still 
couid be considered in the run-
ning at such a late stage, this year 
New York, Chicago, Cleveland, 
Boston and Detroit all remain in 
tho thick of the fight. 

Naturally, with five of eight 
teams fighting for the pennant, in-
terest In the American League is 
much greater than in many prevl 
cus campaigns. 

The rugged dogfight has drawn 
attention almost completely away 
from the National League, where 
Brooklyn is making a run-away of 
the race, a situation completely re-
versed from a few years back when 
the Yankees were way out in front 
but five teams were blanketed up 
front In the senior circuit. 

Powerhouse Gene ' 
Several factors are responsible

For one thing, the Indians arc 
not as strong as the champions of 
last year and tho Yankees certainly 
are not the powerhouse of old. 

For another, the Red Sox and 
the Tigers show vast improvement 
over last year, both at bat and on 
the mound. 

In addition, Chicago Is enjoying 
the natural improvement of an up-
coming team of the past few 
years and even sixth-place Kansas 
City is vastly superior to the;Phila. 
delphia A's of 1954, knocking oil 

the top teams frequently (consider 
the four straight they took from 
the Tigers recently.) 

Not since 1948 lias the race 
been as tense, but in that one it 
boiled down finally to Cleveland 
and Boston, with the Indians boat-
ing out the Red Sox in a playoff. 

Before that. New York, Detroit 
and Cleveland were comparatively 
closely bunched in 1950, with the 
Yankees winning out over the 
Tigers in the final week. 

Wasn't Around 
Old time sports writers tell 01'-

Diz that the 1908 pennant race was 
likewise close and exciting, but 
I can't report about tliat one. I 
wasn't around then. 

But 01' Diz can write plenty 
about tiiis year's humdinger. 
Casey Stengel tells me the Yankees 
are having their headaches be-
cause only Yogi Berra and Eis-
ton Howard arc liitting consistent­
ly. "It's hard to believe we're 
sixth in team batting," he says. 

Pinky Higgins tells me that tho 
Red Sox are up there because of 
tho lulling and fielding of shortstop 
Billy Klaus and first baseman 
Norm Zauchin, improved pitching 
and inspirational spark provided 
by Ted Williams. 

Chicago has obtained needed 
batting power—through the addi­
tion of former Tigers Walt Dropo 
and Bob Nieman—to go with its 
fine pitching, speed and defense. 
Cleveland is not doing as well as 
last year because the pitching has 
slackened and the power hitters 
are not connecting as often in the 
Hickory and Horsehide game.

EDUCATORS ARE REACHING 
the showdown stage in their split 
over how to meet doubied college 
enrollments l3y 1970. 

The latest developments have 
widened tiie gap between public 
and private schools and the op-
posing theories of a coiiege edu­
cation for all and training only 
for those who can use it. 

It all slarled in Michigan' 
months ago wiien the Association 
of College Presidents told Gov. 
Wiiliams they would need $150 
million to expect lo meet the rush 
to lhe campuses. 

Private and some church-con­
nected colleges entered the scene 
at this point. 

Senator Don Vander WeI-p (R-
Fremonl) ilooU- up tiie cudgels 
against "tax-supported education­
al empires" and developed a plan 
for stale aid to smaller colleges. 

He formed a legislative com­
mittee of 10 lo work with five 
businessmen to iron out the de-
taiis. 
. The idea is to buiid up the 

small schoois as preliminary ed­
ucational steps toward the four-
year specialized institutions, like 
Michigan State university and the 
University of Michigan. • • 

"We can save up lo $100 million 
of the estimated cost if we do it 
this way," he said. 

Private colleges reacled to the 
program of tho public institution 
presidents in varied ways. 

Reduced from academic iang-
uage, their comments charge that 
public institutions are recruiting 
students away from private 
schools and then socking the tax-
paper to finance more faciiities. 

Duplication of courses was 
another point. Three public col-
legos have forestry curricula, for 
instance. 

The latest champion of the pri­
vate school view was Dr. Simeon 
Leland, dean of liberai arts at 
Northwestern university.

Plans for the coni3truction of a muLti-nlillion dollar 
Lincoln division assembly plant and office building in the 
northwest pal-t of Novi township were made public by 
Ford Motor Co. officials la.st Friday. 

The plant Wil! employ between 4,000 and 5,000 per­
sons. Who Will be recruited largely from the surrounding 
area. Its annual payroll is expected to be between 
$25,000,,000 and $30,000,000 

In making the announcement, 
Ben D. Mills, vice-president and 
general m-anager of the division 
said the company has taken an 
option on a 325-acre plant site 
fronting on the north side of the 
proposed Farmington - Brighton 
e.̂ opressway and the west side of 
Wi.xom Rd. (See map.) 

Property To Be Rezoned 
Mills said construction of the 

plant wiii be contingent upon re-
zoning the property from its pres­
ent agricuitural classification to 
a iight industry status. 

At a subsequent spcciai meet­
ing of the Novi township zoning 
boai-d Monday evening, the board 
voted to cail a public meeting in 
the Novi Township hall at 8 p.m., 
Sept. 14 to consider rezoning the 
property as requested by Ford. 
Agreement was reached with 
Ford attorneys on an amendment 
to the zoning ordinance and map 
to permit reciassifioation of the 
property for light industry and 
to permit erection of buiidings 
to exceed 40 feet in height ac­
cording to a formula based upon 
how far the buildings are set back 
from the property line. 

The zoning board is expected 
to approve the amendment at the 
meeting Sept. 14 and to submit 
it to the township board imme­
diately for fuial approvai. 

Crusoe Farm Subdivision 

Whether by coincidence or de­
sign, pians for subdividing the 
Lewis D. Crusoe farm at I'he 
northwest corner of 9 Miie and 
•Novi roads were divulged at a 
townsihip board meeting four 
days prior to the Ford announce­
ment. Crusoe is executive vice-
president, car and truck division, 
of the Ford Motor Co. It is under­
stood that he is reserving between 
20 and 25 acres of the farm for 
personai use. 

It is aiso known that options 
were given by Victor and Arthur 
Miller on their 300 aci-es of farm 
land adjacent to the Crusoe prop­
erty several months ago. These 
options expire Sept. 30. There is 
some speculation that part or all 
of the Crusoe and Miller prop­
erly may figure in a large housing 
development to spring at ieast in 
part from an influx of Lincoln 
executives and other personnel 
into the Northvilie-Novi area. 
This IS still a matter of rumor, 
however, although the construc­
tion of a large Lincoln' piant is 
expected to swell population con-
siderabiy.
