Will Employ 5,000;
Payroll *30 Million

Plans for the construction of a multi-million dollar
Lincoln division assembly plant and office building in the
northwest part of Novi township were made public by
Ford Motor Co. officials last Friday.

The plant will employ between 4,000 and 5,000 per-
sons, who will be recruited largely from the surrounding
area. Its annual payroll is expected to be between

$25,000,000 and $30,000,000
In making the announcement,
Ben D. Mills, vice-president and
general manager of the division
said the company has taken an
option on a 325-acre plant site
fronting on the north side of thé
proposed Farmington - Brighton
expressway and the west side of
Wixom Rd. (See map.)

Property To Be Rezoned
Mills said construction of the
plant will be contingent upen re-
zoning the property from its pres-
ent agricultural classification to
a light industry status.

At a subsequent special meet-
ing of the Novi township zoning
board Monday evening, the board
voled to call a public meeting in
the Novi Township hall at 8 p.m.,
Sept. 14 to consider rezoning the
property as requested by Ford.
Agreement was reached with
Ford attorneys on an amendment
to the zoning ordinance and map
to permil reclassification of the
preperty for light industry and
to penmit erection of buildings
to exceed 40 feet in height ac-
cording to a formula based upon
how far the buildings are set back
from the property line.

The zoning board is cxpected

Whether by coincidence or de-
sign, plans for subdividing the
Lewis D. Crusoe farm at the
northwest corner of 9 Mile and
Novi roads were divulged at a
township board meeting four
days prior to the Ford announce-
ment.

Mackinac Bridge
Receives Title
of Safest |

St. Ignace—Wind tunnel tests
on a large-scale model of the Mac-
kinac Bridge show that the new
$100-million structure, soon to
link Michigan’s upper and lower
peninsulas, will be the safest sus-
pension bridge in the world. Pren-
tiss M. Brown, chairman of the
Mackinac Bridge Authority, re-
ceiving the final report on aero-
dynamic testing of the bridge
model, expressed the Authority’s
great satisfaction with the test
results,

‘We have always had confi-
dence in Dr, Steinman's design
for the Mackinac Bridge. Now it
is extremely gratifying to know
that the testing laboratory con-
firms his plan,” said Brown.

Intensive studies of the struc-
ture’s aerodynamic characteris-
ties, directed by Prof, F. B. Far-
quharson, have just completed in

the Suspension Bridge Labora-
tory at the University of Washing-
ton, Arrangement for the series of
high-velocity wind-tunnel tests
were made at the request of David
B, Steinman, designer of the Mac-
kinac Bridge,

Tests on the scale model show
that . the bridge will resist the
dynamic action of winds moving
at velocities approaching 1,000
miles per hour! '

They further show that the
bridge, as designed, has complete
stability against all modes of os-
cillation (vertical, torsional, and
coupled), at all wind velocities
and all angles of attack.

“The Mackinac Bridge Author-
ity,” Chairman Brown states, “is
extremely pleased to find that the
design for stability of the bridge
was -accomplished scicentifically
and economically,

try experimentation. Dr. Stein-
man reports to us that the ex-
tensive wind<tunnel testing dem-
onstrates that no modification of
his original design is found to be
necessary or desirable.

Most men and women, legardless of race, religion or
economic circumstance, are destined to live and die with-
out creating a discernable ripple on the surface of Life.
This is equally true of the miner who toils thousands of
feet under the earth’s surface, the highly paid corporation
lawyer or business executive whose name may appear often
in the papers dming the transient years before ill health
or age dim his vigor, and the heads of state throughout the
world who rule briefly and then are speedily forgotten..

Perhaps the same will be said of President Eisenhow-
er when the history of the nineteenth century is read a
hundred years hence. At this moment, however, his name
appears likely to stand out above those of his contempor-
aries as having been the individual most responsible for
turning the thoughts of the world from a belief in the
inevitability of war, and showing it that the road to Peace
is one that holds infinitely greater promise for all mankind.

Not only have the President’s policies rid the United
‘States of the hurricane of confusion, suspicions, and ex-
cessive fears of the postwar years, as typified by MeCar-
thylsm at its worst; they have also contributed mlghtlly
in our dealings w1th Russia to dissipating any feeilng that
this nation believes war offers a solution to the misunder-
standings between the East and the West. The culminating
evidence of the impact of the Eisenhower approach to
international problems has been the atoms-for-peace con-
ference that has been under way at Geneva this month.
It is a direct result of President Eisenhower'’s suggestion
at the earlier meeting of the Big Four heads of state that
all nations get together and exchange information about
how atomic power might be used for peaceful purposes.

The Christian Science Monitor last week summarized
the accomplishments of the assembly, as seen by its Geneva
correspondent:

“High officials of the United Natlons say they are
convinced . by experlence at the atoms-for-peace confer-
ence here that most major nations have a clear under-
standing at last that humanity is entering a périod when
another major war would mean world suicide.

“This subject has never been raised at this conference,
Nevertheless, men working behind the scenes for the past
several months appear confldent that a revolutionary
change has taken place in men's thinking on both sides of
the Iron Curtain. .

“This is one evidence why this conference has been
such a tremendous success, as already umversally ac-
claimed by delegations and the press. There is wide recog-
nition that the only future for the atom is one of peaceful
uses. Soviet delegates here are beheved to share thls view
as sincerely as those from the West. .

At home in the United States there has come in the
past few months a welcome feeling of relief from tension
and fear. Mothers no longer must worry that their boys
will march to war, Youth may look ahead to the prospect
of leadmg‘ a normal life, Mature men and women again
dare: voice disagreement with political bureaucrats with-
out undue risk of being labeled a traitor ora Commumst
sympathizer,

There are still many things in the United States and
the world which undoubtedly could be changed for the
better, but there also are a great many things that are
better today than they were when Eisenhower took office.
For this all of us should be thankful. _
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DRIVER LICENSE REFORMS
are in the making to weed out
incompetent motorists from Mich-
igan highways,

The state already patrols the
streams of traffic with police and,
on summer holiday week ends,
adds a force of National Guards-
men to the assignment.

But Secreiary of State James
M. Hare, figures Michigan should
go back farther for two reasons:
to prevent accidents, before they
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happen and to keep bad drivers|

off the highways.

The driver Jicense adminisira-
tion was established as a separate
unit in the secretary of state's
office two years ago for that pur-
pose and it has all but failed.

Hare and his staff have no con-
trol over the way a local license
examiner runs ‘his office,

“We ca nrecommend and edu-
cate, but they can—and some-
times do—give licenses to any-
body,” he said.

A man with cataracts on both
eyes, who couldn't read a news-
paper because of poor vision, got
a license.

Epileptics, those with other
mental illnesses and some who
were physically mcapable of
driving a car—-a-u were given an
official sanction 1o drive o
Michigan highways.

Here's lack of control over lo-
cal license examiners, who are
often given the job b ylocal offi-
cials because they cannot get
other work, sometlmes takes on
aspects of the assinine.

One examiner notified Hare
that he was going on Vacation,
but assured him he would leave
his license records and forms at
a service station where attend-
ants could issue licenses.

The original idea of the driver
license administration was 1o
tighten up the ranks, permit only
qualified and trained examiners
to pass on licenses for drivers.

Hare's regional inspectors have
done a job, but their work is
wrecked by a lack of control over
the local- examiner.

For years Michigan has been
shelling out fees totaling five
per cent of the total construction
cost of state buildings to pay ar-
chitects.

When legislators asked Building
Dirctor A, N, Languis how much
a project would cost, he could
only estimate roughly based on
only the sketchiest of informa-
tion,

“The legislature had to guess
and then I was criticized for not
staying within the appropriation,”
he said.

So, the 1955 legislature turned
loose $82,000 to round up the
staff which .Languis said can
make pre-preliminary drawings
and come a lot closer to the act-
ual cost,

The new staff, he said, can do
all the pre-preliminary work and
cut out one per cent of the five

per cent fee going to private ar-
chitectural firms,

Languis sald a staff in his of-
fice could have saved $6,000 of
the $6,500 the state spent for first
plans for a dormitory at Ionia
State Reformatory, _

“Eventually, this will save the
state thousands of dollars and
give us a better idea of projects
before they are built,” he said.

Michigan now has $100 million
in buildings under construction,
The total architect's fees are §5
million. With the building staff,
Languis figures the state could
have saved $1 million.

IT MAY BE TOO LATE NOW
to keep your house cool during
the 1955 summer, but the state
health department éame up with
a two-way idea that can help in
the winter, too.

Experts assured people they
weren't too eccentric if they be-
lieved_ the house was cool during
th heat of the day an dhot as
blazes after the sun went down,

Dr. Albert E. Heustis, state
health commissioner, said it hap-
pens that way because of “heat
lag”.
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It takes hours for the heat from

the sun to penetrate the roof,
work down through the ceiling
and bounce into the first dloor
living quarters,

By the time the sun sets, the
heat is reflected from the ceiling
and it's hot inside and cool out-
side,

The same principle works in
reverse in the winter, he said,

His experts recommend a foil
type insulation between the

joists in the roof, to reflect the
heat and cold back outside which
permits families' to regulate the
temperature inside,
