Conservation Dept. fish workers 
want lo see if rough fish such as 
suckers, chubs, shiners and other 
species compete for food and hab­
itat lo such a degree that trout 
can't take hold. 

Tiio stream will be treated with 
chemicals. Slate workers wiii tab 
uiate aii fish killed and check 
other conditions before stocking 
the stream with trout. One plant 
ing may be made this month. 

Fiiihories workers will shock 
the river this fall to check popu­
lations. The study is expected to 
continue several years. 

Weeds Stunt Fish 
Minnewana iaice in Metamora 

recreation area was treated with 
cliemical weed kilier iast week 
to check the iJheory that water 
weeds in Michigan iakes harbor 
so many little fish that it's diffi-
cut for any to grow properly. 

Stunted fish are a common 
problem in Michigan iakes. Perch, 
bluegills and other panfish pro­
duce terrific numbers of young 
each year. Stunting occurs where 
predator fish, fishermen and nat­
ural kills can't keep the popu­
lation in Check. 

Conservation Dept. fisheries 
workers think one reason bass 
and pike can't keep ahead of these 
iitlie fish is because they can't 
catch them in dense underwater 
weed patches. 

The 44-aoi-e Minnewana iake 
is surrounded by state-owned 
iand and provides an ideal body 
of water for the study. Growth 
changes of fis-h will be studied for 
several years.

Pass the salt, please! There's no 
shortage in sight. That's tiie word 
from Russell C. Hussey, Univer­
sity of Miciiigan professor of 
geology. 

By actual measurement there is 
enough sail in Michigan to last 
tiie entire world, at the present 
rate of consumption, for 50 mil­
lion years, he declares. 

"As large as any in the world 
Michigan's salt beds provide the 
source for all tho salt used in this 
area. The gi-eat deposits, which 
underlie almost all of the south­
ern peninsula of Michigan, are 
known to roach a thickness of 
over 600 feet in some places," 
Prof. Hussey says. 

Commenting on tlio origin of 
these beds, the geologist e.xpiains 
that during the Silurian period— 
about 300 million' years ago— 
there was a great desert here, 
something like tlie region around 
Great Salt Lake today. This was 
formed by the drying up of a 
great sea which once covered the 
desert. During tlie drying process, 
salt was precipitated through ex­
cessive evaporation. 

"Originally," Professor Hussey 
says, "the great salt basin ex­
tended from the Lower Peninsula 
of Michigan eastward through 
northeastern Ohio, noI-lh\vestern 
Pennsylvania and up as far as 
Syracuse, N.Y. 

"As arid conditions developed, 
the sea which occupied the region 
grew salty through excessive 
evaporation and salt and gypsum 
were deposited over an area of 
about 100,000 square miles. 

"In Detroit, where salt has been 
mined for many years, layers and 
layers of tunnels hSive been driv­
en in solid rock salt. These tun­
nels extend for many miles under 
the city," h esays. 

He describes tho Detroit salt 
deposits as beginning al a depth 
oif 1,000 feet below the surface 
and then continuing horizontally. 
"Blasting is the method used to 
obtain the salt here. One unusual! 
feature of the Detroit mines is 
that, in place of the usual limber­
ing, great pillars of salt are left 

MICHIGAN SHOTGUN • 
CnAMPIONSUIP -

Something new has been added 
to the MIchigan Outdoors picture 
—the 1st Annual Michigan Shot-
gun Championship —and it has 
been decided in an extremely 
unique manner. 

Heretofore proponents of botii 
skeet and trap liave considered 
their sport adequate as a means 
of sharpening the eye for actual 
lethal results in shooting live 
game. In the sport of skeet the 
contestants niove around the arc 
of a half circle, shooting at clay 
targets projected from a "high" 
and "iow" house at each end of 
the arc. The path of the targets 
does not vary but inasmuch as the 
contestants are moving from "sta-
tion" to "station"-a totai of eight 
in aii, the angle of fire is chang-
ing constantly. 

Trap siiooters, on the other 
hand, fire at clay targets thrown 
from a point almost dircctiy In 
front of tiiem, near ground level. 
Tile trap siiooters niove over a 
narrow range lo four positions be­
hind the trap house, wiiile tiie 
clay "birds" may be tossed at any 
of several angles. 

Tiius both sports have a point 
in hrguing that their system de­
velops the shooting eye best. 
Add the "Practice Bkd Field" 
Now comes a new and decisive 

factor in the test of shotgun skiU.' 

It is known as the "Practice Bird 
Field," and was introduced for 
the first time at the Williams 
Gunsight Company in Davison, 
scene of Michigan's 1st Annual 
Siiotgun Championship. This con-
sists of a winding lone laid out in 
a big apple orchard. Bciiind trees, 
bushes and com siiocks ciay tar-
get traps are located, triggered 
by a long wire running to the 
lane. Near each trap is a facsim­
ile, life-size silhouette of a point-
ing dog, indicating tho presence 
of the "bird." A guide accom-
panics each contestant through, 
Uie practice field, indicating the 
pointing "dogs," and alerting the 
gunner for action. When tlie trig­
ger wire is pulled the target may 
go at almost any angle, simulat­
ing the unpredictable qualities of 
hunting live birds. 

Ihrcc-Way Championship 
By submitting the contestants 

to skeet, trap and the bird field, 
the Williams Brothers believe 
real shotgun proficiency is un­
covered. Twcnty-fivo shots are 
fired in eacli field for n possible 
perfect score of 75. No one has 
hit that stride as yet. Tiiis year's 
ch.impion—Sam Schmidt of De-
troit won the 1st .Annual event 
with a score of 69—and the tour­
nament won statewide interest 
pointing to possible future devel­
opment of otiier "bird fields" 
wherever suitable terrain and in­
terest will warrant it.

Prof. Hussey explains that water 
is pumped down a weil driiied 
into the salt. "When the water 
dissolves the salt, tho brine is 
pumped out and tho salt is then 
recovered through evaporation." 

"Brine", he goes on to say, "is 
found wherever water has trick­
led down into the salt bed, dis­
solved it, and then has worked 

its way up again through cracks 
and fractures of the overlaying 
rock."

Lake Rd., east to Witherall to 
Market, to Ferland, to Northport

Regarding roads serving 
the plant, Breeckert said that 
Ford hoped lo obtain direct access 
to the Farmingion-Brighton ex­
pressway, thus eliminating most 
of the potential traffic problems 
involved in the operation of a 
plant of this size. 

The sewage problem, Breeckert 
added, was fully covered at the 
Aug. 22 meeting with the town­
ship zoning board. The company 
plans to construct ils own sewage 
treatment and disposal plant on 
the property. No local creeks or 
drains will be used, he empha-
.sized. All sewage disposal will 
be conducted on the 325-acre 
plant site, he added. 

When questioned on the avail­
ability of sufficient quantities of 
water in lhe area Breeckert stat­
ed that it was not the intention 
of Ford Motor Co. to construct 
any plant that wouid deprive resi­
dents in tlie surrounding area of 
their water supply. Unless suffi­
cient quantities of water were 
located underground, plans for 
the plant in this area would bo 
abandoned, he said. Drilling 
crews are working at the present 
time, he added, lo determine the 
underground strata and availa­
bility of water.

Amerman elementary school will 
open ils doors to 300 boys and 
girls today (Thursday) for the 
first lime. 

Modern to the nth degree, its 
10 classrooms for kindergarten 
through sixth grade are fully 
equipped, the asphalt tile floors 
are waxed to a high gloss, and 
every window Is spotless. 

The school's nine teachers are 
braced for another year of taking 
over part of the responsibility for 
Joe's and Mary's teaching and 
bciiavior froni Mom and Dad. 

Richard ICay, principal, starts 
his first year of administrative 
responsibility in a new building 
named to honor popular Superin­
tendent Russell Ii. Amerman, who 
is starling his 27lh year as 
administrative head of Norlhvilie 
schools. 

The only blemish marring a 
seemingly pei-fect building, im­
portant only as an indication of 
how destructive a man can be, is 
a small patch of crude scratches 
on a soft stone wall in the hall. 
Ivay pointed it out last week as 
probably having been done by a 
workman in an idle moment while 
construction was In progress. 

The Amerman school was built 

between Juno 1954 and June l955 
at a cost of approximately $300,-
000. The land cost an additional 
$15,000. 

It lias nine classrooms, two each 
for the first and third grades, and 
one each for the second, fourth, 
fifth, sixth and kindergarten. A 
tenth room, described as an all-
purpose room, will be used as a 
lunch room, for games and for 
school plays and other forms of 
entertainment and instruction. 
Along opposite waiis are built-in 
tables and seats which can be let 
down to provide ample sealing 
space for any purpose. 

All ''blackboards" throughout 
the building are green. 

The school is equipped with a 
hot water heating system, with 
radiators located between the 
walls of the classrooms. Warm air 
from these radiators is forced into 
each room by fans. 

Also new to NorthviUe schools 
is the location of two small lava­
tories and toilets between each 
two adjoining rooms. 

Chairs, tables and desks range 
upwards from kindergarten size. 

Alfred Maedonald is janitor of 
lhe new building.

The new road, or cut-off, is planned to start approxi­
mately 1,300 feet east of the Gl-lsWold-Baseline corner. It 
will bear north sufficiently froin the Wayne-Oakland 
county line to avoid the steep grade that would be en­
countered If tiie two ends of 
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Baseline were to be connected on 
a straight line. 
Carlyle Becomes County Road 
News of the agreement between 

the two county road commissions 
reached Northviiie in the form of 
a letter from Sylvester A. Noel-
?;ei, secretary and clerk of the 
Wayne county road commission 
aslting Ihe city coinmission to give 
joint jurisdiction over Carlyle 
Ave. to the two counties. 

PROTEST CUT-OFF ROUTE 
A petition protesting the 

route of the proposed Baseline 
Rd. cut-off through Oakwood 
subdivision was placed before 
the Northviile city commission 
Tuesday evening. It contained 
the signatures of 111 property 
owners. 

Tiic request was for jurisdic­
tion over "a strip of land 1-20 feet 
in width and 0.252 miie in length 
. . . lying northerly of and imme­
diately adjacent to the southerly 
line of Carlyle Ave,, 50 feet 
wide . . . " As interpreted by the 
city commission and confii'mcd 
by an official of the Wayne coun­
ty road commission, this would 
inean acquisition from property 
owners along the north side of 
Carlyle of a 70-foot strip of land 

so the .present 50-foot road can be 
widened to the fuil 120 feet re­
quired for county roads (See Inap) 

Commissioner Ed Welch re-
poi-ted that he had been told by 
Mr. Hiltz of the Wayne county 
road commission that if the city 
grants jurisdiction over Carlyle 
St. to the county it siiouid be pos­
sibic to maite a start this winter 
on building a badly-needed storm 
sewer along Carlyle St, 

After length discussion of the 
proposed Baseiine cut-off and the 
petition against it by Oakwood 
subdivision property owners, the 
city commission tabied the road 
commission's request to take over 
Cariyle St, until its next meet­
ing. In the meantime, a commit­
tee consisting of Commissioners 
Welch and Allen and City At­
torney Ogilvie was instructed to 
discuss the matter further with 
the road coiTimission and report 
back at the next commission 
meeting Sept. 19, The committee 
plans to show the road commis­
sion the petition against the pro­
posed route and discuss possible 
alternate routes. 
If Carlyle were to remain a city 
street the city would have to 
stand thc entire cost of putting 
in such a sewer, but as a county 
road a substantial part of the cost

The city commission voted 

unanimously Tuesday evening to 
extend the deadiine for payment 
of Noi-thville taxes without pen­
alty from Sept. 15 to Nov. l .

Another argument in favor of 
the cut-off was 'that Hs construc­
tion should eliminate a iarge vol 
ume of heavy traffic from the 
present Baseiine-Center-Randolph 
street route tiirough the city, The 
proposed right-of-way for the new 
road, with the exception of the 
four biocks ot Cnriyie that it will 
ti-averse, is entireiy in open coun­
try. 

Many Legal Hurdles 
Whiie actual construction of a 

storm sewer along Carlyle may 
get under way in a few months, 
officiais of the Wayne county 
road commission warned that it 
probably will take considerably 
longer to get all legal obstacles 
cleared away and to secure funds 
for actual construction of the new 
road .which wiii be a joint proj­
ect of the two counties, the state 
highway department and the Fed­
eral bureau of public roads. Any 
project having as many parties at 
interest inevitably wiii require 
more time to get under way than 
if it were solely under the juris­
diction of Wayne county, it was 
pointed out. 

It was stated, however, that the 
county road commissions are 
hopeful that a start can be made 
In a year or so.

C l o s i n g S t r e e t f o r S a f e t y 

Eleven residents of Oakwood 
subdivision and one from Novi 
township attended to talk the 
Northviile city commission out of 
closing N Center St. between 
Baseline and Hill streets dui-ing 
school hours as a safety measure 
to protect children going to the 
new Amerman Elementary school 

Most vociferous objectors to 
the commission's safety program 
were Herman H, Toussaint, l035 
N. Center, in Novi township, aIfd 
Conrad Springer, 325 Lake St 

Toussaint toid the commission 
it cannot -legally close the street 
because it is a county road. He 
also said cars travel at a high 
rate of speed over N. Center and 
are liable to run into the barriers 
which the city plans to erect. He 
visualized the city being sued by 
drivers who may hit the barners 
at iiigh speed. 

•Mayor Eiy told the group that 
both NorthVille and the school 
board have been trying for 
Inonths to arrange ameetingwith 
the Oakland county road commIs-
sion to show the latter the danger 
of the present road. Toussaint 
challenged the seriousness of the 
effort that has been made, and 
said he had been told this week 
by the chairman of the Oakland 
county road commission that he 
knew nothing about the Center 
St. situation. 

Commissioner Reed replied that 
"Oakland county officials tell 
you they Icnow nothing about thIs 
matter but we at this table know 
differently." 

Ely told him "they're giving 
you the old run around,'' while 
Commissioner Stubenvoli asked 

him: "What do you want us to 
do; take 'em by the ears and 
haul 'em over here?" He added: 
"You haven't given us one logical 
reason why we should keep Cen­
ter St. open during school hours 
and, in our opinion, endanger the 
lives of Northvilie children," 

Mayor Ely told the group that 
the city commission realizes that 
the real solution of the situation 
is to widen N, Center. St,, cut 
down the hills that it passes over, 
and build a sidewalk for the chiid­
ren to walk on. He aiso pointed 
out that the west side of the 
street, upon which this work 
must be done, lies wholly In Oak­
land county and is outside the 
city's jurisdiction. 

'Until Oakland county is will­
ing to meet with us and do some­
thing to correct the situation," 
Ely said, "the only alternative 
seems to be the closing of a few 
blocks on the street so the child­
ren may use it safely. I'll put the 
safety of our children ahead of 
the slight inconvenience to a few 
individuals any time." 

At another point in the inter­
change, Ely told the group: "We 
have had a lot of complaints be­
fore this commission but this is 
one of the smallest complaints 
I've ever heard." 

Other commissioners l a t e r 
echoed this statement by the 
mayor. 

After a short recess to allow 
tempers to cool and itidividuals 
to talk among themselves, Ely 
induced the group to "at least 
give the closing a fair trial, and 
if it doesn't work out come back 
and we'll discuss it again.''

P r o c e e d s F r o m R a c i n g 

The Northviile city commission voted this week to 
pave ten city streets this fall and to advertise for bids this 
week so the work can be stai-ted quickly. 

The streets to be paved are Oakland, Rouge, Novi, 
Carpenter, Grace, Lake and Rayson, south of Baseline, 
and N . Rogers, Dubuar and Linden. A l l of these streets 
have had curb and gutter installed during the past couple 
years but untii now tlie city has 
iacked the money necessary for 
paving. 

Cost of the entii'e job was esti 
mated by Commissioner Aiien at 
just over $20,000, based upon 
figure of $1,20 per square yard. 
While this sum is not avaiiabic 
from the current year's budget, it 
will be taken from the approxi­
mately $ll0,000 racing revenue 
which Northviile is receiving for 
the recent Northviiie Downs har­
ness meet. 

The suggestion tiiat the paving 
be done immediately was made 
by Commissioner Alien and ap­
proved unanimousiy by other 
members of the commission. 

Commissioner Ailen aiso pro­
posed that the commission ap-
point a special study committee 
to develop a public improveinent 
program to be financed fi-om year 
to year jut of pi'oceeds from rac­
ing. He suggested that the com­
mittee be instructed to piace such 
things as sewers, paving, water, 
etc. ahead of "friiis" such as a 
swimming -pool. He aiso staled 
lhat its recommendations shouid 
be merely "advisory" with the 
city commission free to use its 
own discretion as to what proj­
ects should be done and when. 

Wiiile concurring wilh Alien's 
proposal in pi'incipie. Commis­
sioner John F. Stubenvoli said 
he beiieved the matter should be 
left to the new cily commission 
which wiil be eiected when a 
charter is voted on later this fali. 
The committees suggested by Ai­
ien he said, could hardly start 
to function bofoi-e it would die 
a natural deatli when the present 
commission goes out of existence. 
Should thc incoming commission 
desire to utilize the services of 
such a committee, or wish lo 
change its membership, Stuben­
voli said, there might -be some 
embarassment to both the com­
mittee members and the new 
commission.

Thirteen iai'ge maple and box 
elder trees were cut down this 
week on S. Center St, between 
Cady and Edward Hines Dr. as a 
preliminary step in the paving 
of the street by Wayne county 
this fall. 

Removal of the trees will be 
followed by relocation of Detroit 
Edison poles along the street. 

Both steps are necessary to 
permit widening the street and 
construction of curbs and storm 
sewers. The slreet has been com­
pletely resurveyed in recent 
weeks and property lines located 
several feet nearer the houses on 
the east side of the slreet. This 
wiil necessitate tearing up the 
present sidewalks and laying new 
ones at city expens.

Mr, Brighton of this 
firm is reported lo have been in 
a serious automobile accident and 
doubts have been expressed that 
he will be physically able to ful­
fill his contract. Road commission 
officiais point out that if the 
work can be done by Louis and 
Frisinger when that firm has its 
machinery on the Center St, job, 
it can probably be done more 
economically than if both jobs 
were done hy different firms.

Those interested in lawn care 
who were unable to attend the 
lecture last week by Dr. Carter 
Iiarrison,Michigan Stale Univer 
sity lawn specialist, may be in 
terested in the following brief 
summary of! his lecture. 

When To Plant Lawns 
Best time to start a new lawn 

in southern Michigan is between 
Aug. 15 and Sept. 1. Seeds plant 
ed then will grow sufficiently so 
they will not winter kill. Dr. Har­
rison warned against pianting be 
tween Sept. 1 and Nov. 1 because 

- of the danger that the grass will 
not live through the winter. 

Seed can also be planted be 
tween Nov. 1 and 15, in which 
case it will lie dormant through 
the winter months and get an 
early start in the spring. 

The spring planting season for 
new lawns is between Mar. 15 
and Apr. 15. However, new grass 
growing in the spring must com­
pete with weeds and does not got 
as good a 'start in life as that 
which is planted in August. 

Those planning to reseed an 
old lawn can do so to best advan 
tage by planting seed during early 
November. By this lime weeds 

' and crab grass will have died and 
the new seed will be washed into 
the ground by spring. 

How Much Seed? 
The usual amount of seed rec­

ommended is 4 tb 5 pounds per 
1,000 square feet, but Dr. Harri­
son suggested 1 to 2 pounds for 
the same area. He says it tends 
to crowd itself out when planted 
too thickly. 

Planting On Hillside 
Dr. Harrison recommended cov­

ering hiilsides that are liable to 
wash with a light covering of 
straw held down by binder twine 
woven around long nails driven 
into the ground . 

Recommended Grasses 
The best turf grasses are blue 

grass and red fescue. Dr. Harri­
son said. A 50-̂ 50 mixture was 
recominended if the lawn is part­
ly shaded. 

Blue grass grows well in full 
sun in a soil rich in humus. 
Red fescue grows well on red 
and brown clay and sandy soil 
in shady ai'oas. 

Dr. Harrison said the so-called 
"nurse grasses" serve only to 
crowd out the better grases. He 
referred to rye grass, which comes 
up in a week, whereas Kentucky 
blue grass and red fescue require 
4 to 6 weeks to germinate but 
form excellent turf. 

It is better not to fertilize lawns 
between June 1 and Sept. 1, he 
said. 

Crab Grass Eradication 
The best protection against 

crab grass is to set the mower to 
cut. between Vk and 2 inches so 
the better grass in the lawn will 
remain vigorous and tend to 
crowd out the crab grass. Dry, 
hot weather has made this sum­
mer an exceptionally bad year 
for crab grass, he said. It is too 
late to do anything this fall to 
eradicate it permanently because 
it will come up next summer 
irom this year's seeds. 

Crab grass treatment should be 
started next year in the latter 
part of June or in early July, 
when the two small blades of 
crab grass will have just sprout­
ed. It should be sprayed then 
with 2-4D, and again in another 
three weeks. 2-4D is only effect­
ive on the crab grass seedlings 
and must be used when it is just 
sprouting.

Many lawns will have bare 
spots next spring where the crab 
grass took over this summer. 
These areas can be repaired for 
nest year by planting biue grass 
helween Nov. 1 and 15 so it will 
germinate early next spring. 

Chlordane Treatment 
Another remedy for crab grass 

—chlordane—has been used sue. 
cessfully at the MSU experimen 
tal department of botany and 
piant pathology. This treatment 
is outlined as follows by B. H. 
Grigsby, of the deparlInent staff. 

1. An einulsifiable concentrate 
of chlordane must be used. The 
wellable powder forms ^ are not 
satisfactory. 

2. A highly refined oil (Stand­
ard Crabgrass Spray Oil) is pre-
fei-rcd as a carrier. 

3. A water-white grade of Itero-
sene Inay bo used. Impure or col­
ored kerosenes may burn lawn 
grasses. 

4. Use the following propor-
lions; 72% chlordane, % pint per 
gallon of oil; 40% clilordane, 1 
pint per gallon of oil. 

5. Apply 1 gallon of the mix-
lure to 1,000 squrn-e feet of turf, 
or 1 quart to 275 square feet. 
Pleavier applications may cause 
injury to turf. 

6. Applications may be made 
at any time of the day or early 
evening. 

7. Fall rains may cause gefm-
inalion of grass seeds and thus 
require a second treatment in 
late fall. 

8. Einulsifiable concentrates of 
chlordane can be secured from 
dealers who sell seeds, fertilizers 
and agricultural spray materiais.

But loud 
wails came from the farmer con-
tingcnt, tool The hard Working 
members of tiio "backbone-of-
our-nation" clan asserted that 
tiiey, too, were migiity fond of 
iiunting, but tiiat farm cliores 
kept them busy from dawn 'til 
dark most days except Sunday. 
Came a day oil and tiie law says 
"NO HUNTING," even on tiieir 
own lands, on Sunday. And so 
they were forced to hie tiiom-
scives many miles away, into tlIc 
next county, to enjoy a sport 
wliicii they might have found 
rigiit in tiieir own back ynrdl 

Causes Concentration 
Even worse, said tiiese farmers 

who happened to live in counties 
open to Sunday hunting, tiio non­
uniform law rcsuits in surges of 
hunters from tiic closed sections, 
overcrowding available hunting 
lands, and overshooting the game 
populations. These farmers were 

Iiot urging universal Sunday liunt-
Thg, nor were Uiey suggesting a 
general ban on gunning on tiie 
Sabbath. They are pleading for 
ONE law covering all counties, ns-
suring an even spread of hunters, 
and equal shooting rights for all. 

Dinicult lo Kealize 
This may be a di/Iicult concept 

to write into our I-egulations. 
Strong lobbies pro and con are 
active in many counties. If the 
state ever adopts a single law 
covering S u n d a y hunting this 
writer' believes it will BAN all 
hunting, simply because the mi-
nority group in favor is so strong-
ly entrenched. While organi-,!ed 
sportsmen battle in favor of Sun-
day hunting, they represent only 
one out of every six hunters. 

Williamson Plan Scanned 
The State's Williamson plan 

calling for a union of adjoining 
farmers and subsequent issu-
ing of numbered hunting permits 
on a per-acre allocation seems to 
be gaining favoi-. Conservation 
department supervision of llio 
plan makes it still more atti-ac-
tive—but the problem of agree-
ment between all farm owners in-
volved remains the big stumbling 
block. One tiiing remains sure: 
The number of hunters is sky-
rocketing cvei7 year. The .imount 
of available hunting land is actu-
aiiy decreasing. Borrowing from 
the lyrics of a popular song, 
"Something's gotta give!"

"School's Open — Drive Carefully." 
With the opening of Northville's public and parochial 

schools this Week the importance of the above slogan can­
not be ovel'-emphasized. 

School officials and the local police depai-tmeilt have 
taken concrete steps to keep children and motorists safely 
separated. West St., between tho Community building and 
the high school, has been permanently 'dosed to automo­
bile traffic and converted into a loading and unloading 
station for school buses. Center St., between Baseline and 
Hil l St., is to be closed to automobile traffic during school 
hours hecause it is only 25 feet wide and affords no safe 
sidewalk for the use of children .attending the new Amer­
man elelnentary school. 

Both steps are to be commended, even though they 
may inconvenience motol-ists and the public somewhat. If 
they save a single child from sei'ious injury or death, how­
ever, they Will have been justified a thousand times. 

F o r the schools and police to take precautions is llot 
enough, howevel'. Equally, or probably moi*o iinpoi-tant. 
those of us who drive autolnobiles iilust do our part if 
.safety lneasures al'e to be fully effective. This moans driv­
ing at speeds Which will permit stopping (luickly in an 
elnergency. It means having brakes inspected to be sure 
they are in pl'oper Working condition. It means driving 
alertly. With a thought to the other fellow and an evor-
pi-esont under.standing that a child, perhaps your own, 
could dash to his death in front of your car if j^ou cannot 
stop quickly. 

It is for these i-casons that the slogan "School's Open 
— Drive Carefully" is particularly appropriate at this 
season. 

There anpeai's to be a growincr awareness on the part 
of public officials evel'vwhei-e nf the need for pi-pvontive 
measures against Dutch einl rJisease. The City of 'Nol-th­
ville has been among the loaders in this respect, and for 
two yeal's it has i-etained Gi-een J^idfre Nui-sei-y to 
snl'ay all elms on citv lil-onri't;v twice pnch siimmor. Tile 
Wavne County Road commi.ssion is taking .similar pre­
cautions M'ith respect to elms in the parks. Detroit now 
plans to start pl-eveiltive spraying next summer of all 
elms on city pl-opel-ty and to speed un its ni-ogram of des-
troyinir dead trees before they infect healthy ones. 

A l l this is good as far as it goes, but no' control pro­
gram by government agencies can be fully effective until 
private property oWnel-s take some pl'ecautions airainst 
spread of the disease. To the extent that pl-ivate individu­
als cannot be induced to coolierate Willingly, it might be 
desil-able -that their cooperation be lrtade comnulsol-y by 
law. The same pl-inciple which some states invoke in mak­
ing every motol'i.st carry liability insurance .should be valid 
in compelling owners of elm trees to do everything possi­
ble to protect themselves and their neighbors.

'Development of a new type of 
safety interlocking device to pre­
vent automobile doors from be­
ing forced open in the event of 
collision was announced today by 
Fisher Body Division ot General 
Motors. 

James E. Goodman, general 
manager of Fisher Body, revea 
ed that the new interlock is cur­
rently being installed in all Gen­
eral Motors passenger cars. 

The first installations began 
last May, Mn Goodman said. Pro­
duction and installation ot the 
device followed a long period of 
development work and exhaustive 
testing. 

The new interlock device con­
sists of a flange on the door por­
tion of the locking mechanism 
which overlaps another flange on 
the striker mounted on the body 
pillar. This overlapping or inter­
locking prevents disengageinent 
of the door lock from the striker, 
thereby preventing doors from 
opening even under severe driv­
ing impacts. 

Mr, Goodman stated that ex­
haustive tests indicate that the 
new interlock will prove to be a 
significant advance in automo­
tive safety ,and that its introduc­
tion is the result of a continuing 
program devoted to intensive 
safety engineering.

C h i l d L a b o r L a w 

As schoois prepare to open for 
the faii term, farmers and com 
nierciai growers whose crops or 
products go into interstate com-
merce, wore reminded today that 
the chiid-iabor provisions of the 
Fair Labor Standards Act—Iho 
Federal Wage and Hour Law— 
make it illegal lo employ chiid 
ren under 16 years of age in ag 
i-iculture during the houi-s when 
school is in session, in the school 
district where the child is living 
while woridng. 

Wiiliam S. Singley, Ohio-Mich 
igan Regionai director of the U.S. 
Labor Department's Wage-Hour 
Division, empliasi-̂ cd that the iaw 
appiies lo chiidren hired either 
as individuais or as a part of 
famiiy group. The.se requirements 
apply to the empioymenl of mig. 
ratory chiidren as well as iocal 
resident chiidren, but not to tho 
employment of a farmer's own 
chiidren by the farmer on his own 
farm. 

Seeking the cooperation of all 
farmers in an effort to eliminate 
unlawful child-labor, Singley 
pointed out that there is no re­
striction on the employment of 
children, regardless of age, when 
working on farpis before or after 
school hours, on week ends, dur­
ing school holidays or regular 
school vacation periods.

The Schooner J , T. Wing, which 
for six yeai-s has been lhe home 
of the Museum of Great Lakes 
History, a branch of the Deti'oi 
Historical Museum, will be closed 
lo visitors after Oct. 30, it was 
announced this week by Hem-y 
D. Bi'own, director of lhe Dotroi 
Historical Museum. Tho next two 
jnonlhs wiii probably be the iasl 
chance for peopie to visit this, 
the last sailing schooner on lhc 
Gl-eat l_,akos. 

The Wing has served as a Mu­
seum since July 2, 1949, after 
the ship was donated to the City 
by Grant H. Piggott, of the J. T. 
Wing Co., and Joseph Braun of 
the 'Braun Lumber Co. Over 
350,000 Deli-oiters and tourists 
have visited Ihis museum of Great 
Lakes history. To operate ano­
ther season, extensive rcpaii-s 
wouid be needed. 

Tho Wing has had a iong and 
inleresting cai'cei-. She was built 
in 1919 at Weymouth, Nova Sco­
tia, and her first name was the 
Chai'les F. Gordon. 

.'Vccording lo Captain Joseph 
E. Johnston, curator of the mu­
seum of Great Lakes Histoi-y, she 
began her eventful life by sailing 
the Atianlic coast to the coast of 
Florida. Here she kept aiive, along 
wilh other ships, the oid sailing 
days when adventurous men sail­
ed around Florida, Cuba and lhe 
Bahamas. 

"On the night of March 12, 
1923," Captain Johnston deciared, 
"she ran agi'ound on tho island 
of Key Sal in the Bahamas. She 
was deciared a total loss," lho 
Captain continued. 

The injured .ship was sold lo 
J. O. Web.stei-, of Miami, Fia. for 
$450. Webster towed the ship to 
Miami with his smaii salvage ves­
sel, the Saivoi'. She w.is rerigged 
and I'onnmed the J. 0. Webster. 
She cairied cement and lumber 
up and down the gulf coast and 
for awiiiie brought inatei-ial for 
bridges which wci'c being con­
structed al the Florida Keys. 

Proposals ai-e under considei-a-
tion by the Detroit Historical 
Commission for a permanenl Mu­
seum of Great Lakes Hi.slory on 
tho present site ot tho Wing. A 
commiltoo of citizens interested 
in the Great Lakes and her ship­
ping has been suggested by or­
ganizations concerned wilh mai'-
ine history and activities. 

In 1925 the Wing was sold lo 
Alexander, Lewis and Stockweil, 
of Boston. While under the com­
pany's ownei'ship, tragedy rode 
in lho wake ot a storm oft Cape 
Cod as tho Webster iost three ot

her oi'iginal six crew meiiibei's. 
Accoi-ding to newspaper accounts, 
Capt. Beiyn Bradford master of 
the shiji, was foi-ced lo watch iiis 
son drown in llic wild wind­
swept sea. 

Woiking out of New York and 
Boston, the ship became a fa­
miliar sight along the eastern sea 
coast, until she I-an aground for 
the second time at Noi-walk Isl­
and, Conn. She was sold to the 
United Stales Marshall for the 
pi'ice of the repair bill. 

In 1935, the old Webster was 
bought by Grant H. Piggott. She 
wiis renamed tho J. T. Wing in 
honor of Jefferson Thui-ber Wing, 
who was president of the J. T. 
Wing Co. and a business associ­
ate of Piggalt. 

Fi-om 1930 to 1943, she served 
on the Gi'oat Lakes and for the 
most part carj-ied lumber and 
log.s except for two yeni-s, 1937 
and 1938, when she sailed under 
lhe name of the Oliver H. Perry 
and was a Sea Scout li-aining 
ship. 

In 19-13 the Wing came to an 
end of her sailing days on tho 
Great Lakes. She had only one 
vov:ige aftei- that, when on July 
2-i, 1948, Delroil's birthday, she 
was taken lo what has become 
her last resting place, the south 
shore of Belle Isle. 

.'Vfler the closing ot the Wing.— 
the marine division exhibits, in­
cluding the iai'gcsl coiieclion ot 
Great Lakes ship liiodeis in exist-
ance, will be moved to the De-
iroil Historical Museum, Wood­
ward at ICirby avenues.

A resolution of intention ,to 
adopt a new building code for 
Fai-mington township is now be­
ing di-afled by A. G. Leonard, 
township attorney, and is expect­
ed lo be ready for board action 
at the next regular meeting on 
Sept. 13. 

The township board, at its meet­
ing last week, authoi'ized Leonard 
and Albert Gain, building inspect-
oi-s, to study tho possible adop­
tion of lho abi'idged edition of 
the building code as pi'epai'ed by 
the Building Officials Conference 
of Amei-ica. The code sets up min­
imum standards for buiiding con­
struction for rcsidcntiai commer­
cial and indusli'ial slructui-cs. 

Gain and Lconai'd have heid sev­
eral conferences regarding lhe 
possible adoption ot the code and 
number of minor changes have 
been suggested. These changes 
ai'e now being incorporated into 
the resolution for pi-esenlalion to 
the board. 

The code which has been adopt­
ed by a lai'ge number of cities 
and townships in this area, covei's 
standards for building, plumbing 
and healing. Gain staled thai be­
cause of the li-emendous increase 
in building thi'oughout the town­
ship, a more complete and de 
tailed code is necessaI-y. Accord 
ing to the legal pi-ocedures, the 
declai'alion of intent must be pre 
sented firsl. If appi'oved by the 
boai'd ,lhe code will be adopted 
at the next regular meeting, lo 
become etfcclivc within 30 days

An unoccupied home, an un­
locked window, some matches and 
two smaii giris were the princi­
pals last week end in one of the 
strangest a r s o n investigations 
ever encountered by local police 
officiais. 

The home, located at 202 Buf­
fington Dr., had been unoccupied 
for tho past three montlis whiie 
the owners, Mr. and Mrs. Thomas 
Beck, were on a trip. 

Neighbors Suspicious 
A neighbor, Mrs. Dollie Lain-

gren, became suspicious Friday 
night when she saw lights in the 
house. Assuming the Becks had 
returned, she thought no more 
about the incident untii the foi-
lowing morning when the house 
again iooked empty. 

At his wife's insistance, Fred 
Laingren investigated and from 
outward appearances, everything 
seemed to lie in order. However, 
a strong odor ot smoke prompted 
him to check further. 

Varnish Melted By Heat 
Upon entering the house, he 

found the bedroom litei'aily 
"cooked" by a tiro. Varnish on 
the tiooi's and bed had melted, 
the plastic window shades had 
melted, and ciothing in the cioset 
had been reduced to ashes. In-
e.vpensive jewelry had been 
strewn around the bedroom and 
living room. 

However, lack ot oxygen, caus­
ed by the closed bedroom door 
and window, had evidently ex­
tinguished the fire before it 
could spread to other parts of 
the house. The remainder of the 
house suffered extensive smoke 
damage. 

Children Ouestioned 
State police detectives were 

caiied to the scene immediateiy 
by Novi Police Chief Lee BeGole. 
Nearby property owners and their 
children were questioned by the 
pair In a search for possible 
clues. 

Gradually it was learned that, 
unknown to the parents, many 
neighborhood children considered 
entering and rummaging through 
tho Beck home a favorite past-
time. They were quite familiar 
with the unlocked bedroom win­
dow, through which one child 
would hoist another. Numerous 
items of jewelry belonging to the 
Becks were found throughout the 
neighborhood, police said. 

Played With Matches 
Questioning eventually led to 

two small girls who had been 
playing with matches in the Beck 
home Friday night. A fire was 
accidentally started; they became 
scared and left. 

Luckily, they closed the win­
dow behind them. Otherwise, 
with air fanning the flames, the 
house would have been destroy­
ed BeGole said.
