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Tlic Schooner J. T. Wing, which 
for si.K years has been the home 
ot thc Museum ot Great Lakes 
ilislory, a branch of the Dcti'oit 
Historical Museum, will be closed 
to visitors after Oct. 30, it was 
announced this week by Heniy 
D. Brown, director of the Dcti'oil 
Historical Museum. The next two 
months wiii probably be the last 
chance for people to visit this, 
tiio last sailing schooner on the 
Great I.jakcs. 

The Wing has served as a Mu-
.scum since Juiy 2, 1949, after 
tho sliip was donated to the City 
by Grant H. Piggott, of the J. T. 
Wing Co., and Joseph Braun of 
the Braun Lumber Co. Over 
350,000 Dttroiters and tourists 
iiavc visited this museum of Great 
Lakes history. To operate ano­
ther season, extensive repairs 
wouid be needed. 

The Wing has had a long and 
interesting career. She was buiit 
in 1919 at Weymouth, Nova Sco 
tia, and her first name was lhe 
Charles F. Gordon. 

According to Captain Joseph 
E. Johnston, curator of the mu­
seum of Great Lakes History, she 
î egan her eventfui life by sailing 
the Atlantic coast to the coast of 
Florida. Here she itepl aiive, along 
wilh other shijjs, the oid saiiing 
days when adventurous men sail 
ed around Florida, Cuba and the 
Bahamas. 

"On the night of Maroii 12, 
1923," Captain Johnston declared, 
"she ran aground on the island 
of Key Sai in the Bahamas. She 
was declared a total loss," the 
Captain continued. 

Tho injured ship was sold to 
J. 0. Web.ster, of Miami, Fin. for 
$450. Webster towed the ship to 
Miami with his small salvage ves­
sel, the Salvor. She was rerigged 
and renamed the J. 0. Webster. 
She carried coment and lumber 
up and down tho gulf coast and 
for awhile bi'ought Iiiaterial for 
bridges which wei'o being con­
structed at the Florida Keys. 

Proposals arc under considera­
tion by the Detroit Historical 
Commission for a ipermanent Mu­
seum of Great Lakes History on 
thc present site of the Wing. A 
committee of citizens interested 
in the Great Lakes and hor ship­
ping has been suggested by or­
ganizations concerned with mar­
ine history and activities. 

In 1925 Ihc Wing was sold to 
AlcxandeI', Lewis and Stockwcil, 
of Boston. While under the com­
pany's ownership, tragedy rode 
in tho wake of a storm off Cape 
Cod as tho Webster lost three of 

licr oi'iginal six crew members. 
According to newspaper accounts, 
Capt. Beryn Bradford master of 
tho ship, was forced to watch his 
son drown in the wild wind­
swept sea. 

Woiking out of New York and 
Boston, 'the ship became a fa­
miliar sight along the eastern sea 
coast, until she i"an aground for 
llie second time at Noi-walk Isl­
and, Conn. She was sold to the 
United Slates Marshall for tho 
price of tiie repair bill. 

In 1935, the old Webster was 
bought by Grant H, Piggott, She 
was renamed the J. T. Wing in 
lienor of Jefferson Thurber Wing, 
who was .president of tiie J. T. 
Wing Co. and a business associ­
ate of Piggott. 

From l.'13G to 1.943, she soi-vcd 
on Iho Great Lakes and for tlic 
most part carried lumber and 
logs except for two years, 1937 
and 193(1, when she saiied under 
the name nf the Oliver H. Perry 
nnd was a Sea Scout training 
.ship. 

In ]n43 lhe Wing came lo an 
end of her saiiing days on the 
Gi-cat Lakes. She had only one 
x'oyage after tiiat, when on July 
2-1,' 11)43, Detroit's birthday, she 
was taken lo what has become 
hor iast resting piace, the south 
shore of Bcile lsie. 

Afler the ciosing of the Wing— 
Ihc marine division exhibits, in­
ciuding the lai'gcst collection of 
Great Lakes ship models in exisl-
anco, wiii be moved to the De-
ti'oil Historical Museum, Wood­
ward at Kirby avenues.

A resolution of intention .to 
adopt a new building code for 
Farmington township is now be­
ing dI-afted by A. G. Leonai'd, 
township altorney, and is expect­
ed to -be ready for board action 
nt the next regular meeting on 
Sept. 13. 

The township boai'd, nt its .meet­
ing lasl week, authorized Leonard 
and Albert Gain, building inspect­
ors, to study tho possible adop­
tion of the abridged edition of 
the building code as prepared by 
the Buiiding Officials Conference 
of America. The code sets up min­
imum standards for buiiding con­
struction for residentiai coiiiiiier-
cial and industriai structui'cs. 

Gain and Leonai'd have held sev­
eral conferences regarding the 
possible adoption of the code and 
number of minor changes iiave 
been suggested. These changes 
arc now being incorporated into 
tho resolution for presentation to 
the board. 

The code which has been adopt­
ed by n large number of cities 
and townships in this area, covers 
standards for buiiding, plumbing 
and heating. Gain slated that bo-
cause of the tremendous increase 
in building throughout the town 
ship, a more complete and de­
tailed code is necessary. Accoi'd-
ing lo the legal procedures, the 
declai'alion of intent -must be pre­
sented fii'st. If approved b,v the 
board ,the code wiii be adopted 
at the next rcguiar meeting, to 
become effective witiiin 30 days.

An unoccupied home, an un­
locked window, some matches and 
two smaii giris were the princi-
pais last week end in one of the 
strangest a r son investigations 
ever encountered by local police 
officials. 

The homo, located at 202 Buf-
fington Dr., had been unoccupied 
for the past three months while 
the owners, Mr. and Mrs. Thomas 
Beck, were on a trip. 

Neighbors Suspicious 
A neighbor, Mi-s. Dollic Lain-

gren, became suspicious Friday 
night when she saw lights in the 
house. Assuming the Becks bad 
returned, she tiiought no more 
about the incident untii the foi­
iowing morning when the house 
again iooked empty. 

At his wife's insistance, Fred 
Laingren investigated and from 
outward appearances, everything 
seemed to be in order. However, 
a strong odor of sinoke prompted 
him to check further. 

Varnish Melted By Heat 
Upon entering the house, he 

found tho bedroom literally 
'cooked" -by a fire. Varnish on 

the floors and bed had meited, 
the piastic window shades had 
meited, and ciothing in the closet 
had been reduced to ashes. In­
expensive jewelry had been 
strewn around the bedroom and 
living room. 

However, lack of oxygen, caus­
ed by the ciosed bedroom door 
and window, had evidently ex­
tinguished the fire before it 
could spread to other parts of 
the house. The remainder of the 
house suffei'ed extensive smoke 
damage. 

Children Questioned 
State police detectives were 

caiied to the scene immediately 
by Novi Police Chief Lee BeGole. 
Nearby property owners and their 
children were questioned by the 
pair in a search for possible 
clues. 

Gradually it was learned that, 
unknown to the parents, many 
neighborhood children considered 
entering and rummaging through 
the Beck home a favorite past-
time. They were quite familiar 
with the unlocked bedroom win­
dow, through which one chiid 
would hoist another. Numerous 
items of jeweiry belonging to the 
Becks were found throughout the 
neighborhood, poiice said. 

Played Wilh Matches 
Questioning eventually led to 

two small girls who had been 
olaying with matches in the Beck 
loine Friday night. A fire was 
accidentally started; they became 
scared and left. 

Luckily, they closed the win­
dow behind them. Otherwise, 
with air fanning the flames, the 
house wouid have been destroy­
ed BeGoie said.

Planting bulbs ceases lo be a 
routine task when the gardener 
has a special plan in mind or a 
(-iilor effect tn be achieved. A 
carpet of purple nnd gold eroeiis 
lilantod in drifts wi i i be long ro-
memiiercd, but a smattering of 
mixed color.s is soomjorgollen. 
It is always best to plant . i large 
number of one variety for effect. 
There is quality in quantity plant­
ing. 

Early Spring Buibs 

The early spring bulbs should 
be planted near the home, so they 
can be easily seen from tho win-
dou-s. The first snow drop or 
winter aconite that pushes its 
head up through the snow is 
equal to the Ihrili of seeing the 
first robin in the spring. A few 
iris reticulata which peep through 
the snow in March are always a 
joy. These are not loo hardy and 
ihe buibs should be lucked jusl 
under llie edge ot a largo stone, 
which acts as a protection 
through the winter. 

Bulbs should be ordered early. 
L: i lc oidcrs arc somolimcs filled 
with .second choice bulbs. Bulbs 
:u-e shipped al the proper plant­
ing dates. The correct planting 
depths arc generally stated in 
your catalogue or on the printed 
'm;itcrial sent with them. 

i f the soil in your gai'den is 
heavy with a great deal of clay, 
rlon'l plant quite so deeply. Shal­
low planting of tulip bulbs causes 
pi-opagatin!,', but deep planting 
uses up the slrenglh of the bulbs 
and they fail to bloom in three 
or four'years. Dr. Chapman of 
Miehigan'Slate university advises 
five inches from the lop of the 

; sug-bulb to the ground level. He 
Rests moving tulip bulbs only 
when they fail lo bloom. 

The striped tulips that come 
up in the spring as a surprise 
infected wilh a disease called 
Rembrandt. If end bulbs are left 
in the gi-ound the disease wi l l 
spread and destroy other bulbs. 

Blue Color In Spring 
There should be quantities of 

blue in the spring garden. Th 
can bo achieved by Glory of the 
Snow (chronodoxa luciliae) plant 
ed by tho hundreds; also by 
planting biuo squiii (sciila siberi 
ca) which comes a week later 
and also grape hyacinths (mus 
care botryoides) planted in 

clumps near the edge of lbe 
woods or at the base of a tree. 

Unusual Bulb 

A n umi.':uai bulb to have ih the 
garden is the checkered i i iy 
(fritillaria nioleagris). These buibs 
.--houi(i i)e lilantod in a grouping 
of five or six. They are hardy and 
wil l grow in ordinary soil. The 
checkered patterned flower grows 
in a gr:icefiil manner and is good 
in flower arrangements. 

It is alw:iys a treat lo have 
some unusual varieties in your 
spring garden. The water l i ly tu­
lip (tulips kaufmanniana), the 
lady tulip (tulipa clusiana),- and 
the nodding tulip (tulipa auslrn-
lis) are worthy of a speciai spot 
in every garden. The tigridia, a 
buib pianted in the spring, has a 
novel and interesting blossom 
uscfui in flower arrangements. 

Planting Easier Lilies 
If your Easier i i iy was.planted 

outside this spring i l must be 
mulched wilh eight inches of 
leaves which are hold in piace ijy 
tree branches. A i i mulches are 
put on after the ground is fi'ozon, 
their purpose is to pi'event heav­
ing of tiio soii when there is 
alternate freezing and thawing 
in our Michigan winters.

Wayne university looks for its 
greatest enrollment in history 
this fall, with registrations ex­
pected to be near the 20,000 mark. 

Classes at the university, which 
begin Monday, Sepl, 13, are ex­
pected to be filled to capacity. 

The enrollment rise has become 
so great, that officials have seri­
ously considered fixing a limita­
tion on the total enrollment, 

Dr, Henry Pixley, director of 
admissions, records and registra­
tions, expects this year's enroll­
ment to be up from 1,500 to 1,700 
over last year's 17,296 students 
who registered for oii-campus 
classes in Seplembci', l054. 

While final enroliment tabula­

tions wi i i not bo avaiiabie untii 
October, Pixley has indicated that 
all colleges and schools are re­
porting increases in enrollment. 
Admissions to most divisions are 
up liy 10 per cent. The College of 
Education reports their registra­
tion has increased 20 per cent. 

Wayne university's previous 
record high was in September, 
1950 when 18,307 student's en­
rolled for on-campus programs. 
Tho student total dropped slight­
ly during the past ifive years but 
is expected to climb steadily in 
the future, university officials 
predict. 

Students w i l l find a now music 
building completed and ready for 
use this fall. Work has also begun 
on the State Hal l classroom ad­
dition. This building was com­
pleted in 1948. Officials expect the 
Community Arts building to be 
ready for occupancy by fal l of 
1956.

Lansing — Twenty-five new 
tree-planting niaehines, each ca­
pable of planting 8,000-10,000 
trees in a good day, will be put 
to work for the 'first time this 
fall as the Conservation depart­
ment's beefed-up planting pro­
gram continues its steady growth. 

Previously, 17 machines were 
available to carry out planting 
chores in state forests; with the 
additional 25, state foresters hope 
to set out 5,000,000 trees on 6,000 
acres of public land before snow 
flies this fall. 

The 25 new machines were de­
signed and constructed at the de­
partment's forest fire experiment 
station near Roscommon. The sta­
tion had to set up ils own "assem­
bly line" methods to build the 
heavy-duty planters, which were 

designed particularly for Michi­
gan conditions. 

Goal of the huge forest pro­
gram is to plant a total of 10,000 
acres of pubiic land this fall and 
next spring, 15,000 acres in each 
Of the next two years, and 20,000 
acres each year thereafter until 
a currently-availaijic 250,000 ac-
res have been planted. 

Tiie program, set up by the 
Conservation commission last 
wintei-, wiii fall somewhat short 
of the 1955-56 goal because of the 
destructive spring frost last May, 
when much of the planting stock 
in state nurseries was severely 
damaged. • 

At present, over 58,000,000 mot­
or vehicies are clogging U. S.

During the last session, com­
mittees of both the House and 
Senate fought over bills which 
would take over tuberculosis hos­
pitals at Grayling and Howell for 
tho care of mentally retarded 
children.

Tuberculosis officials pleaded that 
the space would be Iieeded if 
those who already had contracted 
the disease could be found. 

"There will never be a tax re­
duction in state government," said 
one bureau chief. "Services may 
expand, and more people may be 
hired, but no less Inoney will be 
required." 

Gov. Williams took the oppor­
tunity to blast Republicans in the 
iegisiature for paring down his 
appeal for more buiiding money 
for state colleges and universi­
ties. 

Republicans said the problems 
couldn't be solved with mere 
money, that a complete survey of 
the needs of higher education 
should be undertaken. 

The study is now under way 
under the. direction of Senator 
Don Vander Werp (R-Fremont), 
chairman of the Senate education 
committee. 

"We'll liave something for the 
1956 legislature," ho said. 

GRISLY PROBLEM OF TRAF­
FIC DEATH will also be consid­
ered at the special session. An 
11% increase in the number of 
'fatalities for the first seven 
months of 1955 over last year 
was announced by State Police. 
This apparently convinced the 
governor that no more time can 
be lost before taking action. 

The legislators will again be 
asked to pass laws which will 
tighten driver licensing, reduce 
highway speeds and provide 
funds to maintain files of driver 
records. Existing law provides for 
files but money must be appro 
piiaicd if records are to be kept 
properly. 

These and other laws have been 
recommended in past years by 
the State Safety Commission, but 
proposals frequently became en 
meshed in politics. 

FARM GROUPS HAVE TAKEN 
new heart in their campaign to 
move the state fair out of Detroit. 

For years the drive has waxed 
hot and cold with charges flying 
that the Detroit fair is "a carni­
val" and that farmers have little 
opportunity to display their prod­
ucts in lhe proper atmosphere. 

Latest impetus to the take-the-
fair-outstate campaign came with 
Michigan State University's cen­
tennial farIn equipment exposi­
tion which drew thousands to the 
campus. 

It was the first test of an out-
state function devoted exciusive-
iy to farmers and their equipment. 

"The campaign to move the 
fair out of Deti'oit is getting hot­
ter by the day," said George B. 
McIntyre, state director of agri­
culture. 

Opponents of lhe idea say lhal 
the engineering and industrial ex­
hibits, the sideshows and midway 
at Detroit is what Inakes the state 
fair solvent. 

After years of deficits, the fair 
is now earning a small sum or 
"at least it's paying for itself," 
said McIntyre. 

The final decision, rests with 
the legislature, however, and its 
membership is stiii outstate-mind-
ed though Detroit and other met­
ropolitan areas are gaining in 
infiuence. 

GOVERNMENT REFORMS is 
continuing in Michigan, though 
the approach Is slightly changed 
this year. 

For five years, the Legislative 
Committee on State Government 
Reform has been operating as 
research group, studying ways to 
improve the functions of state 
governInent. 

There have been a number of 
notable ideas written into law for 
the agencies. 
-"That function is n9W finished 

and we must promote some of the 
other ideas we have developed," 
said Senator Frank Andrews (R-
Hillman). He is chairman of the 
committe working for acceptance 
of new ideas. Among them: Abo. 
lition of the state superintendent 
of public instruction and the audi 
tor general as elective offices.

The Northvilie Mustangs, with 
16 letter men from last year and 
several p r o m i s i n g newcomers 
from the reserves, will take on 
Plymouth Friday night at Ford 
Field as a starter in one of the 
toughest football schedules in the 
team's history. 

It will be the first of six home 
games whiclI are expected to 
draw an attendance that will put 
the local athletic association in 
the black by the end of the sea­
son. It starts out with a deficit 
of aboul $800, 

Can Northviile win against a 
learn from a school three times 35 
large and with a proportionately 
larger student body to draw from? 

Coach Ron Schipper doesn't try 
to predict either the winner or 
the score, but he does say: "If 
the kids want to win the game 
badly enough they'll win it." 

Schipper knows his team will 
be green in the starting game but 
he figures the same will be true 
of Plymouth. Practice sessions 
haven't been held long enough 
to drill many of the fine points 
of offense or defense into the 
Mustang squad.

The Noi-thville Board of Education found itself at its 
first meeting of the new school year Tuesday night like a 
family returning from .a long summer vacation. 

Its garden was ovel'-run with weeds in the form of 
ntimerous new and pressing problems. Its budget for the 
coming year is as tight as the family refrigerator is bare 
of food, with the prospect of a ,?10,000 deficit by next June. 

F o r d field was reported to be in as poor condition for 
the coming football season as the returning Vacationer's 
unmowed lawn. 

The final blow was the request 
for annexation received last sum­
mer from three Novi school dis­
tricts. Because of the numerous 
probiems involved, which have 
been aggravated by Ford's plan 
to move its Lincoln division into 
Novi township, the request is 
about as popular at the moment 
as would be a visit from a large 
family of relatives on the day 
afler the family vacation ended. 

The board started its meeting 
at 7:30, recessed for a half hour at 
10:30 to inspect High School Prin­
cipai Elroy Ellison's newly re­
modeled office, and then recon­
vened until 1:30 to transact the 
rest of its accumulated business. 

Tax Rate Cut 
Most important decision of the 

evening from the standpoint of 
property owners was to reduce 
the school tax rate for 1955-56 
to $19.45 per $1,000. It was $22 
last year. The $2.55 cut reflected 
a $3 reduction in taxes to meet 
interest and principal payments 
on the school district's $290,000 
of outstanding bonds and an in­
crease of 45 cents to raise money 
for operating expenses. 

Tuition Rates Set 
Important to neighboring school 

districts whose^children come to 
Northvilie as tuition students 
was the board's determination 
that they must pay the local 
school district $177.67 this year 
for each elementary pupil and 
$199.50 for each high school stu­
dent. 

No Decision on Annexation 
No decision was reached on the 

request for annexation made by 
Novi No. 8, East Novi No. 2 and 
Novi No. 9, Fr'l., several weeks 
ago .although the situation was 
discussed at considerable length. 

Board members were not en­
tirely pessimistic toward the an­
nexation but they pointed out 
that answers must be found to 
many questions that confront both 
Northviile and the Novi districts. 
Among them are the probable 
growth in population in the two 
areas, which will have an im-

that the state board of health 
recommends the rates. Eventually 
a water board wi l l be set up, he 
said, and residents of Willow, 
brook Village wi l l be repi-esented 
on the board. Any excess money 
paid in rates, he added, wi l l go 
into a special fund for repair or 
emergencies arising within the 
system. 

Schools Biggest Problem 
Schools and the crowded con 

ditions existing on the school 
buses were a problem for their 
school board, not the township 
board, Staman advised the group 
Since Willowbrook is located in 
the East Novi school district, they 
must look to their own district 
for a solution to many of their 
problems. 

Northville schools arc not ob 
ligated to furnish either buses of 
schooling for Wiilowbrook child 
ren, he warned. Overcrowded 
schools and buses in the North 
vil le system have given rise to 
rumors that Northville may no 
longer accept Wiliowbrook pu 
pils. 

District No. 8 Makes Offer 
Staman pointed out to the 

group that Novi District No. 8 
had offered to accept Willow­
brook children on the same type 
of tuition basis under which they 
are going to Northville. A few 
East Novi students are now at­
tending the District No. 8 school 
he said. The recently completed 
$200,000 lO-I-ooni addition has 
space to accomodate these extra 
pupils, according to schooi board 
member Jack Crawford. 

Staman reaffirmed his belief 
that if the four remaining Novi 
districts consolidate ,they wi i i be 
able to buiid a high school of 
their own ivithin a very few 

i years. He pointed to the 40-acre 
ti'acl at 10 Miie and Novi roads 
as a possibie site for such a high 
school. 

Whatever the members of East 
Novi District decide, he added, 
they must act soon because a 
newly passed state law requires 
all school districts not operating 
thoir own schoois to consoiidate 
with another district by Decem­
ber, 1057. 

A possible reduction In fire 
rates throughout the area may 
be forthcoming, Staman said, with 
the arrivial of a recentiy ordered 
$20,000 American LaFrance fire 
engine. The fire station is exactiy 
two miles from WIiiowbrook. 

Several residents asked about 
the possibiiity of estabiishing a 
speed l imit on 10 Miie Rd. and 
were loid that a petition had al­
ready been signed by many of 
•the residents and forewarded to 
the Oakland County Road com­
mission. They have turned the 
request over to the state police, 
Staman said, and a survey of 
traffic conditions in the area w i l l 
soon be under way. A H speed 
limit areas must be recommended 
by the state police, according to 
Michigan law.

The Ford valve plant at the corner of M a i n and Gr i swold 
streets is Northvil le 's most important indtJstry. 

It employs approximately 250 persons, including about 30 
women, and its annual payroll is in excess of S1,000,000. Most of 
this sum goes to workers l iv ing wi th in a 10-mile radius of Nor th ­
vi l le , many of whom shop i n local Istores, patronize Nor thv i l l e 
service establishments and send tiieir children to Northvi l le ' s 
schools. Plyniouth, Wal led Lake, Soutii Lyon, Farmington and 
Livonia benefit likewise, although not i n the same proportion that 
Nor thv i l l e does. 

* 
P r o v i d e s L i V e l i h o o d fo r 1,000 I n d i v i d u a l s 

The payroll of this one Ford plant dircctiy and indirectly is 
the source of livelihood of approximately 1,000 individuals—Ford 
workers and their families, and others in occupations which cater 
to their needs. 

The plant is also the largest single taxpayer in the city, wi th 
an assessed valuation of ,S.151,700 and a city tax b i i l this year of 
S5169. 

The present plant was built in 1936 to replace a 3-story 
structure purchased by the company in 1919 and converted to man-
ufacture of valves for Ford engines in the fol lowing year. Pre-
viously this plant had been owned by the Dubuar Manufacturing 
Co., a wood-working firm which was a leading Nor thv i l l e industry 
around the turn of the century. 

W a s H e n r y F o r d ' s A t t e m p t T o D e c e n t r a l i z e 

Acquisi t ion of this old Nor thvi l le landmark just after W o r l d 
W a r I was a step i n Henry Ford's attempt to decentralize some of 
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the Ford company's operations in Highland Park and Dearborn 
and locate tliem in small communities near Detroit . H i s thought 
of 35 years ago, that men who could work i n their fields after 
their day in the factory might be happier than those l i v i n g in a 
crowded city, has now won almost universal acceptance. Every­
where there is in progress an exodus of b ig industry from the con-
gestion.of large cities since the war, as typified by Ford's announce­
ment a month ago of a plan to move its Lincoln division offices 
and manufacturing plant to N o v i township. 

F i r s t F o r d P l a n t P r o d u c e d 180 ,000 ,000 V a l v e s 

The first Ford plant in Nor thv i i le operated from 1920 to 
l936 and produced more than 180 mi l l i on valves. The new plant 
which was erected in 1936 was bui l t according to the highest 
standards of that day as a single-story structure w i th the latest 
production equipment available at the time. Periodically it has 
been retooled to keep abreast wi th the times. T l i e latest instance 
occurred tliis spring, when its manufacturing set-up was moderniz­
ed to niake it what is probably the most efficient valve producing 
plant in the United States. 

N o r t h v i l l e P l a n t P r o d u c e s A l l F o r d V a l v e s 

J h e plant is now Ford's sole source of valves for new cars 
and for service in the field. As such, it is a higl i iy integrated nianu-
factiiri i ig unit in wl i ich automation lia.s been carrietl ns far as is 
p.acticable. The battery of automatic gr ind ing machines shown 
below and Operated by one man can produce upwards of -10,000 
valves in an S-hour shift. The plant produced more than 2,000,000 
valves in August. 

Fdwin Flalierty, capable manager for many years, is nearing 
retirement age. He ^t'ill prob:ibly turn over the reins to a younger 
man i n tlie near future. 

Heati ing the U A W Local 896 is J . T . Stone, president, who 
has proved himself to be an able, level-headed leader, l lelations 
berween management and the union have been good. 

Valves produced in the Rouge plant's precision shell casting 
foundry are trucked to the Northville plant for grinding and other 
finishing operations on the latest automatic machinery.. First they 
are put through valve straightening machines like the one above 
operated by Edward Fairchild. Succeeding operations are auto-
matic. The battery of six grinding machines, (right) is probably 
the most efficient set-up of its kind in the world. Fu l ly automatic 
and operated by only one workman, these machines progressively 
smooth the head of each valve and grind it to the desired tolerance. 
They produce around 40,000 valves per eight-hour day. 

F i r s t F o r d P l a n t 

This three-story brick building, 
home of lhe old Dubuar Manufac-
turing Co. for many years, was 
purchased by Ford in 1919. Part 
of ihe plant's old machinery was 
moved to Greenfield Village. The 
old Russell steam engine was 
laken to Dearborn to be rebuilt,-
then returned to the local plant. 

Ford's valve manufacturing was 
transferred here from Dearborn 
and Highland Park in 1920, with 
experienced workmen from those 
cities manning the plant. Gradu-
ally, however, local people were 
brought in and today a high per-
cenJage of employees are from 
Northville and the immediate 
surrounding area. From 1920 to 
1936. more than 180 million 
valves wore made in lhe plant. 

P r e s e n t P l a n t 

Although the Ford Motor Co.. 
pioneered the mass production 
of aulomobiies, Henry Ford tried 
in building the present valve 
plant in 1936 to preserve at ieast 
a hint of the industrial scone with 
which he was familiar as a boy. 
The present spacious lawn which 
is so well maintained by Eddie 
Long, lhe mil l pond w i i h itn iiock 
of ducks, and the water wheel 
whicii turns occasionally to re-
mind passers-by of a vanished 
age, give lasting testimony to his 
effort. 

Tho plant's exterior l inking of 
ihe present and past gives way 
immediately when one enters the 
door to a manufacturing sel-up 
ihii l spesks only of the future. 
Although there is no means of 
comparing it with similar opera-
lions of General Motors and 
Chrysler, it is certainly one of the 
most efficient operations in the 
auto induslry. 

Mrs. Myrtle Duchesneau, one of the approximately 30 women 
employes, operates the "robot inspector", an electronic machine 
which checks precision-ground exhaust valves used in the plant's 
new overhead-valve engines. A t a maximum rate of 3,000 per hour, 
the valves go into the automatic inspector l ike bullets into a 
machine gun. Passing through their chutes, the approved valves 
in each group automatically are stamped red or green. The colors 
later aid engine assemblers in selecting exhaust valves of exact size. 

A l l water and metal particles resulting from the valve grinding 

process are separated in giant settling Jsasins located on the north 

side of the plants. Workman Gary Deal loads a bucket of the 

settled "mud" which contains approximately 65% metal particles 

and is sold for reclamation. The water is then recirculated again 

in the grinding machines. 

This master olecirieal control box for the entire factory is not as 

complicated as it looks if you have the "know-how" of Bob 

Edwards, plant electrician. But it's not something for a novice lo 

fool wi th . 

Harold Pankow of lhe skilled mainlenance deparlment, drops a 
suggestion in one of the boxes placed around the plant for this 
purpose. In l954 $l,13D was paid to Northville employes for 
valuable sugseslions. 

Pitching horseshoes and feeding lhe flock of ducks on the mi l l pond 
are popular lunch-hour pastimes in summer. Dick Smith and Tony 
Bongiovanni were pitching a friendly game ar;d Wafd Riley was 
feeding corn to the ducks when the photographer passed by.

A tentative layout and highway 
plans for Ford Motor company's 
new Lincoln plant were disclosed 
at the Sept. 14 meeting of the 
township zoning board by Ford 
project engineer Arthur Bruckert. 

Bruckert showed the board 
members and spectators pictures 
of the present Lincoln assembly 
plant in Wayne and the Ford as-
sembiy plants at Ixiuisville, Ky. 
and San Jose, Cal. 

He then showed the group an 
artist's sketch of a proposed de­
sign for Lincoin's new plant in 
Novi to be known as the "Detroit 
Assembiy Piaivt". He emphasized 
that plans were still very much 
in the drawing board stage at this 
time, however. 

Tile drawing board showed a 
3-story office building built in a 
T-sivape facing the Farmington-
Brighton expressway. Landscap­
ing and limited parking would be 
available in the front of the build­
ing, with much additional office 
parking in a courtyard to the 
rear. 

The base of the T, which wouid 
stretch northward and connect 
with the plant, wouid contain the 
plant offices. All operations con­
nected with the running of the 
Novi plant would be conducted 
in this portion of the building, 
Bruckert said. 

The two wings of the building 
facing the expressway would 
house the main headquarters of 
Ford's newly organized Lincoln 
division. Until early this year, 
Lincoln and Mercury were com­
bined in a single division. 

The assembly plant sliown In 
;the drawing was primarily a 2-
story structure with a 3-story 
area m the center of the building. 
Facing Wixom Rd., the plant was 
situated a considerable distance 
from the road and the area be­
tween was devoted to employee 
parking. 
Bruckert disclosed that the high­

way access to the plant would 
probably be from Wixom Rd. In­
stead of the exiprcssway. He P \ 
pressed confidence that the high­
way department would provide 
an interchange for Wixom Rd 
traffic where it crossed the ex­
pressway.
