Health Department
Reports Increased
Births and Deaths

Both deaths and births were up
in the first months of 1855, ac-
cording to a report issued recent-
ly by the Michigan Departmen tof
Health, And the health depari-
ment warned vacation-bound
bound families that accidents rank
fourth as a cause of death in the
stale.

During the first quarter of 1855,
health department provisional re-
cords show 115,600 Michigan deaths
against 14,951 in the same three
months in 1954,

Last year's 10 leading killersare
still on top, the health depart-
ment said. These are: heart dis-
ease, cancer, vascular lesions, ac-
cidents, diabetes, pneumonia ‘and
influenza, immaturity, arteriosc-
lerosis, congenital malformations
and nephritis and nephrosis.

The continuing high number of
deaths caused by accidents should
sound a note of caution to vaca-
tioners ,the department urged.

“Accidents are needlessly kill-
ing about 300 Michigan people
each month,” said Dr. F. 5. Leed-
er, director of disease control
and statistics.

On a more cheerful note, the
health department report showed
Michigan recorded 73,082 births
in the first five months of 1955,
about 500 more babies than were
born in the same period last year.
If the high birth rate continues,
Dr. Leder said Michigan is cer-
tain to surpass the record of
190,000 births set last year.

Surprise to Northville

The move came as a surprise to
Northville school officials, who,
at the request of the state de-
partment of public instruction,
have called a special meeting of
the Northville board of educa-

" On May 19, however, the
Northville board of education ad-
opted a resolution favoring an-
nexation of any of the Novi dis-
triets, plus the Salem Union dis-
trict, if asked to do so. The reso-
lution reserved the right to sub-
mit any such annexation propo-
sition to a vote of the electorate,
and to abide by the result of such
vote.

In asking Northville to hold a
special board meeting tonight,
state officials have asked the
school board to reaffirm the May
19th resolution, which had the
school board to reaffirm the May
19th resolution, which had the
affirmative votes of Donald B.

75 Northville Trees

After completing a survey of
elm trees in Northville for de-
tection of Dutich elm disease, a
representative of the state depart.
ment of agriculture and Green

Ridge Nursery, forestry consult-
anis to the city warned private
property owners of the ravages,
cost and inconvenience of the dis-
ease to them.

Bernie Bovee, a graduate of
municipal forestry at Michigan
State University, represented the
Green Ridge Nursery in making
the survey, according to John
Miller, head of Green Ridge. The
representative  from  Michigan
State University Cooperative Ex-
tension Service was Ronald Stock-
ler,

About 75 affected trees were
found in the area under survey—
all property within the corporate
limits of the city and a quarter-
mile strip around it. This is about
four times ithe number of trees
uncovered in Jlast year’s search,
Miller said, This figure is consist-
ent with trend of the spread of;
the discase in .eight-county area
map prepared by Green Ridge
Nursery from the 1954 Dutch Elm
Annual -Report by the Michigan
department of agriculfure, The
expected loss for this area in 1955
is placed at approximately 28,700
irees.

Hit Wayne County in 1950
. While the disease was origin-
ally described by plant patholo-
gists in Holland, its first incidence
in the U. 8. was noted in Atlantic
seaboard states; Not until 1950
was it noticed in Michigan, when
nine affected trees were found in
Wayne county. In 1951, there were
74 cases; 300 in 1952, 1,218 in
1953 and 5,794 in 1954.

In order to keep the disease
from spreading, in a community

the first infections must be found
after they occur and control meas-
ures promptly applied. These
measures consist of removal of
g_f_{gclcd trees and spraying over
an extended period of time,
Another spraying period is due
now, The first was finished last
spring. The most noticeable sign
of Dutch elm disease is the wilt-
ing of one or more of the branch-
es of infected trees. The wilting
leaves become yellow, and later
turn brown when dead.
Branches with dead brown
leaves may hang among the foli-
age of healthy ‘branches, as a fur-
ther indication that the trees may
have the disease, Bovee siated.
A Michigan State College bul-
letin points out that “Dutch elm
disease is a community problem,
The wider the area over which
controls are carried out, the bet-
ter will be the results,”” Healthy
trees within a distance of 700
yards of diseased trees are in
danger of becoming infected.

Attacks In 2 Ways -

“The minute spores of the fun-
gus germinate in the water con-
ducting tissues of the living elm
tree,” the MUS bulletin adds. “As
the fungus grows, it causes the
tree to form gums which plug
the water conducting tissues. This
condition, along with the poison
which the fungus produces, caus-
es the tree to wilt and die.”

Many trees die in the same sea-
son that infection occurs, Some
are killed within a few weeks.
Only a few live longer than the
second or third season, All elms
are susceptible.

Two types of beetles are im-
portant carriers of the disease —
a small European elm bark beetle

The following typical non-con-
forming uses, together with the
zoning board's recommendations,
are from the official report,
which also lists names and ad-
dresses,

Example 1—Two trailers used
as residence. Trailer to west of
house used by mother, in R-1-E
disirict. (Country estates.) Rec-
ommendation — Township Board
should enforce ordinance,

Example 2—Three trailers used
for dwellings in M-1 district.
(Light industry). Sub-standard
dwelling. Lot $110; buildings
$500. Recommendation — A slum
clearance project should be un-
dertaken under the direction of
the township board.

Example 3 — Trailer used as
dwelling in R-1-F district. (Small
farms,) Recommendation — The
Township board should enforce
ordinance,

Example 4 — Twa sub-standard
dwellings in R-1 district. (Coun-
iry estates.) Recommendation —
Township board should enforce
improvement of these homes by
requiring the proper sanitary fa-
cilities to be installed,

Example § — Barn being used
as temporary dwelling in R-1
disirict. Recommendation—Own-
er should be notified of violation.
Ordinance should be enforced.

Example 6 — Basement dwell-
ing in R-1 district. Recommenda-
tion—Township board should en-
courage the completion of this
dwelling to provide a better liv-
ing condition, pursuant io Sec
3:13 of zoning ordinance. (Sec,
3;13 provides that all sub-stand-
ard temporary basement dwell-
ings shall be vacated within a pe-
riod of two years, or otherwise al-
tered to comply with provisions
of the zoning ordinance.)

Example 7 — Sub - standard
dwelling, Two dwellings on this
lot in R-1-F district. Recommen-
dation — Township board should
encourage improvement of this
home by requiring proper sani-
tary {acilities.

Example 8—Garage being used
used for the repair of cars,
trucks, ete.
