C o m m i s s i o n N o t e s 

N E W W E L L — The Northville 
City Commission this week pass­
ed a resolution to instruct the 
firm of Lewis, Harris and Noy, 
water consultants, to start dr i l l ­
ing a test well on the triangular 
parcel of city-owned land whore 
Northville Rd. and Main St. meet. 

A geological survey was made 
and approved by the slate. The 
surveyor's report included three 
possible sites, two of which Com­
missioner Slubenvoli was reluc­
tant to disclose. 

Slubenvoli said lhat Ford Mot­
or Co. has three CO-foot wells sur­
rounding the proposed silo now 
and Ihey are pumping 900 gallons 
per minute.

The Northviiie fish hatchery by the Record this week when 
has ceased to function as a rear-
ng piace for iarge mouth bass, 

blue giiis and trout. Most of its 
ponds are dry, its fish have been 
given away or recently destroyed 
•by pollution in the river, and the 
spring which has been providing 
water for the rearing of finger-
ling minnows for 85 yeai;s is so 
low lhat it iposes a serious threat 
to future operations. 

Only 57 bass and 105 blue gills 
remain at the hatchery •for brood 
slock and as it takes three years 
to grow a bass and two years to 
grow a blue gi l l . There can be no 
fish for distribution during the 
next two lo three years. 

This drab situation was learned 

it asked Captain E. R. Widmeyer, 
head of the hatchery for 23 years, 
if lhe pollution reported two 
weeks ago in the river had af­
fected the hatchery. Capt. Wid­
meyer replied lhat about two 
weeks ago the water in the hatch­
ery ponds became so low an in­
vestigation was made to learn the 
cause, "When we went to the 
inlet through which water from 
the stream enters the ponds, we 
found it plugged up with dead 
fish fi'om the stream," he said, 

l-Ie explained that the hatchery 
had lost 155 large mouth bass and 
1.20 blue gills due lo the pollution. 
These were removed and buried, 
together with those plugging the 
inlet, he said. 

Although Capt. Widmeyer has 
received no official word from 
the Federal Fish and Wildlife 
Service lhat the hatchery is to be 
ciosed, the fact that its operations 
are virtually at a standstill al-
ready, coupled with the low water 
level and Widmeyer's approach­
ing retirement, make this appear 
a virtual certainty. 

F. B, Frost, sanitary engineer 
for Michigan Water Resources, 
was contacted in his Lansing of­
fice this week by the Record. 
Frost said that his department 
had no idea about the cause of 
poilution. "When we arrived in 
Northville last week," Frost said, 
"everything was normal. There 
was no evidence of pollution ex­
cept for the dead- fish."

guard, no building permit shall 
be issued for a buildhig unless the 
lot area is sufficient in size to 
support the disposal system as 
shall meet the approval of the 
Wayne County Health Depart­
ment.
