papers and others have made 
highway safety a major issue. 
They have tried to protect people 
fi-om themselves. 

Now comes Hare with a pro­
gram for the speciai session, en­
dorsed by Williams, Democrats 
would like to have it put into 
effect immediately. 

"This is non-parJisan," said Hare. 
While the Hare Democratic 

program Is sponsored by a party, 
it groups together ail the dozens 
of proposals and hopes of Repiib-
licans who have pushed individ­
ual Ideas for years. 

In fact, most of Hare's program 
can be traced to recoinmendations 
of the Michigan Safety ComInis-
sion, a group of Intensely inter­
ested people who have studied 
highway safety for several years. 

But, as one l^cpublican legisla­
tive chieftain said, " i f it saves one 
life, the program w i i i be worth 
the troubie whichever party pro­
posed it," 

Commenting lha l a new Demo-
crat in office must work harder to 
hoid his job than a Republican 
in. a traditionally Republican 
state. Hare said 

"The reasons now are more 
pressing than previously." 

He calls his program the 
"Three E's of Safety: "Education, 
Enforcement and Energy". He 
said that more than 2,000 w i l l die 
on Michigan highways this year. 

B E P R E P A R E D TO L E A R N 
about a "Democratic State Farm 
Program". It was drawn by Trea­
surer Sanford A . Brown, whom 
Williams nicknamed, 'Farmer 
Brown" during the last election 
campaign. 

Brown disclosed a l a Democra­
tic State Central committee meet­
ing that he was preparing the 
program, but refused to go into 
detail. He w i l l submit his plan to 
Williams. 

Tying i n with Brown's an­
nouncement, the Michigan Com­
mission of Agriculture and the 
State Agricultural M a r k e t i n g 
Council met jointly and informal­
ly-

Afterward members were mum. 
They said they were preparing a 
"White Paper" -for Williams. Ob­
servers in the capitol figure they 
were laying the groundwork for 
Brown or waiting to develop 
plans further. 

One official cautioned about ex-
-pecting too much. "After a l l , " he 
said, "some mighty good men 
have been wrestling with the ag­
riculture problem in Washington 
for several yeai-s. It isn't l ikely, 
we are going to sit. down and 
solve tlie whole thing in a few 
weeks." 

FIRST, H A R E GETS the go-
ahead on his highway safety pro-
gi-am and he shares the spotlight 
with Williams. Next it w i l l be 
Brown. 

Observers are scratching their 
heads to figure what Williams has 
in store for Auditor General V i c 
tor Targonski and Attorney Gen 
eral Thomas M . Kavanagh. 

Kavanagh's office is one which 
normally carries its own altrac-
tions publicity-wise. He is the 
state's top law enforcement offic­
er and things come his way 
through the force of gravity. 

Targonskj's is much the same 
His office audits the books of all 
state agencies, suggests changes. 
But maybe it could use a little 
something extra. Michigan w i l l 
know before the next campaign.

in Jesus Christ." (II Tim, 3;l5). 

T H E W O R D O F G O D 

Suppose some Sunday evening 
after the church services we 
would see a strange light in the 
sky. As the light came closer we 
would hear a loud strong voice 
saying, "I am preparing a new 
heavens and a new earth wherein 
shall righteousness reign. A l l who 
desire to l ive in the new heavens 
and the new earth Inust be con­

Francis Hartman, head of the 
firemanship training progi-am at 
the University of Michigan, this 
week ui-ged householders, busi­
nessmen and industrialists to 
seriously recognize the puiTiose 
of National Fire Prevention week 
Oct. 9-15. 

"The more than 12,000 persons 
who lost their lives in'fires, and 
the moie than one billion dollars 
of property destroyed by fire in 
the U.S. last year were, in the 
great majority of cases, "he de­
clared, "due to carelessness with 
fire and combustibles." 

Hartman, who served as fire 
chief of the Fire Training school 
at Purdue university for 14 yeai's, 
joined the staff of the U - M this 
faii. 

"Observance of Fire Preven­
tion Week and special efforts to 
prevent fire during this week 
wi i i be of littie importance," he 
stated, "unless safe and thought­
ful practices 'are carried on 
thi-oughout the coming year 
Those fires occurring most fre 
quently result froin the follow 
ing situations: 

"Careless disposal of smoking 
materials and matches; misuse of 
electricity, including overloading 
of circuits and tampering with 
fuses; improper care and repair 
of heating equipment; careless 
handling and storage of inflam 
maible liquids; general messy 
housekeeping with its accumu 
I a tion of rubbish and papers and 
old clothes and furniture in attics, 
basements and closets." 

The program at U - M , Hartman 
said, is designed to increase the 
efficiency and the "know-how 
of volunteer fire departments all 
over the state. The program i n 
eludes inservice training to fire­
men by visiting instructors, rs-
gional fire training schools, fire 
department instructor short cour 
ses, and the annual Michigan Fire 
college during the summer. The 
college's 28th annual session w i i i 
be held next summer.

Within coIning weeks success­
ful hunters w i l l be bringing deer 
carcassds to be processed for con­
sumption later to locker plants 
over which representatives of the 
Michigan Dept. of Agriculture's 
bureau of foods and standards 
enforce locker plant laws. 

Locker plants, according to De­
partment Director G. S. McIn-
tyre, must be licensed by the de­
partment and maintain strict san­
itation of equipment, utensils and 
refrigerators and must keep 
proper temperatures. 

Deer hunters are advised to 
dress out carcasses immediately 
after ki l l ing, and protect them 
from possible contamination un­
til delivery is made to the locker 
plant. 

The locker plant operator must 
inspect every carcass of meat to 
see that it is not contaminated 
or .decoinposed. State regulations 
prohibit storage of deer with the 
hides or skin on in the same 
room with other meat' products, 
it was explained by Miles A . 
Nelson, bureau chief, who said 
that inspectors w i l l give special 
attention to locker plants during 
hunting season. .

The Wildlife Sanctuary com­
mittee established by the North­
ville Parent-Teachers Assn. in the 
spring of this year, met Wednes­
day night, Sept. 28 at the home 
of the chairman, Mrs. Mary Begle, 
Nine Mile Rd. The following 
members were present: Mrs. Max­
well Austin, Mrs. Wilson Funic, 
Robert Hart and Harold Hartley. 

Discussion revealed that hous­
ing projects and commercial de­
velopments of various kinds 
threaten to eliminate the last re­
maining natural areas in the v i ­
cinity of Northville. Since trees, 
shrubs and other vegetation hold 
our natural water supply, the ex­
termination of iarge sections of 
this vegetation has as its conse­
quence the ioss of springs, brooks 
and even ponds. In addition the 
lowering of the -water table makes 
well-digging an increasingly "ex­
pensive operation and the water 
gained by it, often less desirable. 

In the opinion of the commit­
tee, the preservation of a natural 
area in Northville would aid to 
some extent in retaining our 
springs and would permit both 
adults and 'children to enjoy the 
trees, birds, flowers and other 
wildlife existing in an undisturb­
ed state. Our parks cannot ade-

the farmers, samples are taken 
•'or bacteria and butter-fat count. 
T:-:e milk is then poured into a 
receiving tank from which it 
fiows into the clarifying and 
standardizing machine. It then 
proceeds lo the holding tank 
which has a 500-gaiion capacity. 
The sixth step is to the pasteur­
izing machine where the milk is 
healed to 155° In order to destroy 
certain micro-organisms and pre­
vent fermentation. The miik is 
allowed to cool for 30 Ininutes. 
Then—pai't is emptied, .iIito • the 
homogenizing machine where fat 
gicibules are broken down by 
mixing and emulsifying. The bal­
ance is bottled as ordinary milk. 
The miik then enters the cooler 
where it is cooied to 38°. 

After cooling, the miik is ma­
chine-poured into botties, then 
machine-capped and seaied. The 
bottles, of course, are steriiized. 
They are first soaked in a 3% 
alkalai solution for ten minutes, 
washed twice by machine and 
rinsed twice.

For centuries thoy have been 
botiiered by those pesky little 
things called "type lice" that 
move or drop oul letters in 
woi'd and generally chango the 
meaning of what the man intend­
ed lo say. 

You wi l l know what we mean 
if you have ever read a story tiiat 
said, "Mrs. Brown was the featur­
ed sinner at the church dinner." 
Of course, it shouid have been 
"singer" but those type lice did 
it again. 

In the trade we call them 
"lypos", for short. 

Readers of liie Northville Rec­
ord who noticed some of the 
boners that creep into the paper 
from lime lo time wi i i know what 
we mean. They may recall a few 
months ago this line. "Somebody 
goofed in the 2nd paragraph" 
which our alert linotype operator 
purposely added at the end of a 
story lo alert our proof reader to 
an error. The line was left in the 
story by mistake and we had 
phone calls from several amused 
readers. 

Another typo a few weeks ago 
amused even the lady who tried 
lo advertise "crown" cages for the 
parakeets she was seiiing, but 
found herself Advertising "crow" 
cages instead when she read her 
ad in the Record. 

Occasionally we catch boners 
before they get into print, loo. 
Lady Luck was with us when 
some kind friend without an 
arithmetical mind sent in an item 
about a young couple celebrating 
their first wedding anniversary, 
with the additional information 
that they had a baby six months 
old. 

Last week we received another 
gem sent in by a lady who was 
reporting that a famiiy was lo 
move away from our city. She 
concluded the story by saying: 
"They w i l l be igreatly mist by all . 

Other editors have the same 
troubles and the following slipped 
into print in a well known week­
ly quite recently; 

For example, when the little 
devil made one word out of two 
and said: "Mrs. Robinson wi i l d i­
rect the choir. Mrs. Brown wi l l 
beat the piano." 

Another time, a West Coast 
headline declared: "Strange Tail 
of Missing Pair Solved''.

S o m e t i m e s , ncwipapermen 
themselves give lice considerable 
help in their nefarious business 
by writing things that can be 
read two ways. Sucli as the man 
who wrote this headline: "Grove-
land man is high in egg iaying 
contest". Or the one who wrote: 
'"Christmas sale of Methodist wo­
men to ibe held Tuesday". 

Tlie man who wrote "St. Paul 
women are besl sewers" meant 
well and was reasonably accur­
ate but he had lo leave town in 
a hurry. 

A n d there was a mob scene 
downtown in a Middle Western 
city when the local populace read: 
"Girls arc wearing nothing but 
cotton stockings for the duration". 

Classified advertising is.a great 
field for this type of boner in ' 
newspapers. For some reason, 
someone always has a "room for 
rent to unmarried g i r l with hot 
and cold running water". 

One of the rarities was: "For 

sale, man's largo desk, secretary 
with drawers". 

This had an nir of futility, but 
left no doubt as to what he meant: 
"For sale—Baker's business; good 
trade, lai'ge oven; present-owner 
has been in it for seven years; 
gcod reasons for leaving." 

One of the all-time classics ap­
peared in an obituary column of 
.ill places, and said of the deceas­
ed: "Noted for his witty remarks, 
he once offered this marriage ad­
vice: 'First find the girl wi lh 
whom you can live in perfect 
harmony and good wi l l . Second, 
let lier do as she pleases.' His 
widow and nine daughters sur­
vive." 

So you sec, between those little 
unseen bugs that plague com­
posing machines (those intricate 
gadgets that convert a reporter's 
copy into slugs of metal contain­
ing the words) and the adeptness 
of some newspapermen to say 
two things, when they meant to 
say only one, there is never a 
dull moment in the newspaper 
business. 

Just remember, if you should 
be the innocent victim of one of 
these slip-upps, it wasn't done on 
purpose.

Budget Already Spent 
The year's budget of $16,406 

has already been spent, and wi lh 
three months yet to go the town­
ship has been forced to borrow 
money from ils general fund in 
anticipation .of next year's road 
budget. 

Staman cited the exti-emeiy 
bad condition of many roads 
eariy this spring as the chief rea­
son for the current financiai 
troubles. "We went too far last 
spring," he said, " in trying to 
put tlie 'gravel roads back in 
shape so residents could get lo 
and from their homes." 

The amount of money received 
from the stale for the operation 
and maintainance of township 
roads is based on the population 
of the area and the miles of 
roads involved. The money comes 
from slate sales and gasoline 
taxes. Novi's share last year was 
$16,406. 

County roads are maintained 
by the Oakland County Road 
Commission and the state roads 
are maintained by the Michigan 
Stale Highway Department. In 
answer to question from Wil low­
brook Village residents, Staman 
said that all roads within the 
subdivision are scheduled to be 
turned over lo Oakland County 
and w i l l thei'efore be maintained 
as county roads.

This wi l l 
be Ford Motor Company's first 
experience at providing its own 
water supply and three large 
wells are planned to provide 
water for the plant. 

In the course of his talk before 
the Northviiie Optimists, All ison 
traced briefiy the history of L i n -
coin and the factors underlying 
their choice of the Wixom Rd. 
plant site. 

Founded in 1920 by Henry Le-
iand, the company was purchased 
by Henry Ford in 1922 and shared 
maftagemenl with other divisions 
of the parent company until early 
this spring. 

On A p r i l 15, 1955, the Ford 
Motor Company set up the L i n -
coin division. Authorized to have 
its own headquarters and assem­
biy plant, the new division was 
headed by Ben D. Miiis, vice-
president and generai manager. 

Needs Estimated 
One of the new division's first 

probiems, Aiiison said, was the 
iocation of the new faciiities, 
piant and offices. A list of re­
quirements were set up. 

The division headquarters and 
general office building employ­
ing appi-oximateiy 1,000 persons 
wouid require 20,000 square feet, 
they estimated, The assembiy 
plant employing about 4,000 peo­
ple would require another 1,400,-
000 squai'c feet, A total of 325 
acres would be needed for the 
plant, 40 acres under roof and 
the balance for test tracks, em­
ployee parking, expansion and 
landscaping. 

Because Detroit is the acknowl-
ed center of the aulo industry, 
officials foil that it was necessary 
to locate the office of the new 
division in the Detroit afea. L o ­
cation of the pianl, however, re­
quired considerable study, A l l i ­
son said. 

Would Save $l,000,000 
Combining the offices and as­

sembly piant in one location, L i n -
coin officials estimated-, would 
save $1,000,000 yearly in man­

power, transportation, communi­
cations and records, 

Next, a study of inbound and 
outbound transportation costs was 
made. Sixteen cities in the mid­
west were studied in the survey. 
The Detroit area was found to be 
most favorably located cost-wise 
for receiving major component 
parts. 

With regard to outbound freight 
rates, Indianapolis, Indiana was 
found to be the most economical 
distribution point for shipping 
finished ears to a i l points in the 
United States. 

Tiffen, Ohio Best 
Tiffen, Ohio, a small town 

about 40 miies southeast of To­
ledo, was judged to be the best 
location considering a combina­
tion of inbound and outbound 
freight rates. A n estimated $598,-
000 would have been saved yearly 
by building the Lincoln plant in 
the Tiffen area. 

However, the $1,000,000 saved 
yearly by having the plant and 
offices in one location more than 
offset the $598,000 freight saving 
at Tiffen, and ciynpany officials 
decided to locate the plant in the. 
Detroit area. 

Novi Most Suitable 
Of the areas surrounding met­

ropolitan Detroit, the northwest 
section in the vicinity of Novi 
township was judged most suita­
ble. 

Served by two railroads, the 
C & O and Grand Trunk, the area 
was also adequately served by 
higiiways such as Grand River, 
Pontiac Traii, and a multi-miilion 
dollar limited access expressway 
which is now under construction. 

Sufficient iand was readiiy 
available and the topography was 
e.\cellent for a large industrial 
buiiding, company officials found. 
The distance, from Foi'd Motor 
Company's Schaeffer Rd. head­
quarters was only 28 miles. 

312,000 People In Area 
Experience had shown, offi-

ciais said, that manpower could 
be drawn from a 15-mile area 
around plants. Suburban Pontiac 
and Detroit,, suppiemented by 
smaller nearijy communities were 
found to be more than adequate 
to meet Lincoln's manpower 
needs. 

In a survey of the area, Lincoln 
officials found that 17,000 people 
live within a 5-mile radius of
