zoning boai-d and the city com­
mission appi'ove the change in 
zoning. 

It is undei'stood th.it they have

The Charter Commission voted 
to publish the complete charter 
in the Nov. 17 issue of the North­
viile Record so voters wi l l have 
a chance to study it prior to a 
public meeting sohoduled for 
Monday, Nov. 28. At this meet­
ing, members of the Charier Com­
mission wi l l attempt to explain 
various pi-ovisions of the chart­
er and lo answer questions from 
lhe audience which are submit­
ted in advance in writing. 

The state law provides that 
new city officers must be elected 
sirpultaneou.sly wUh the yote ot 
approval of the charier Dec. 13. 
The offices lo be filled w i l l be 
mayor, four councilmen and jus­
tice of the peace. 

The mayor's term of office fol­
lowing this first election w i l l bc 

for approximately 16 months, un­
til the regular city election on 
the first Monday in Apr i l , 1057. 
The two city council candidates 
receiving the highest number of 
votes wi l l be elected for approxi-; 
matoly four years, and the third 
and fourth ranking candidates 
wil l hold office for IG months, as 
in the moyor's case. The justice 
of the peace also wi l l serve for 
IG months. 

In all future elections the may­
or's tei-m of office w i l l be two 
years, and that of the councilmen 
and justice wi l l be four years. 

Nominating petitions for all 
elective offices must contain not 
less than 50 nor more than 75 
names. They must bc filed with 
the city clerk not less than 14 
nor more than 21 days prior to 
Dec. l3 .

It contained a proposal for a 
state systeiii of driver license ex-
aminei-s, supplanting local offic-
ci's who for years liave issued 
licenses. 

Sheriffs, under fire before from 
rcfoi'mej-s wiio believed a politi­
cian could never adequately en-
foi'ce the law, were incensed. 

At a meeting in the capitol, 
they pinned Hare's ears bacit, do-
Inanding th,it he pi-ove that in­
competence in iicensing was iu i i -
ing people on the highways. 

Hare worked for weeks and 
came up with statistics to prove 
the sheriffs and other local offic­
ers wei'c ill-ti-ainod for issuing 
licenses to hui'l a thi-ee-ton pro-
joctiie across the highways. 

A t a second meeting with the 
sheriffs. Hare had them on the 
run with his statistics, case his­
tories. His point was that with 
state controi, Michigan wouid 
have better—or fewer—drivers. 

At this point. Sheriff Fen-is E. 
Lucas, secretary of the Michigan 
Sheriff's Assn., said: 

"Maybe the state officials, too, 
have been doling out favors for 
their friends in licensing." 

Sidney Wooinor, Hare's deputy, 
insisted on proof and Lucas slow­
ly pulled out of his pocket a pho­
tostatic copy of an order to re­
port for a license hearing that 
was ignored. 

It bore the name of Thomas M . 
Kavanagh, of Cai-son City, who 
now is the state's attorney-gen­
eral, the chief law officer In 
Michigan. 

Hare immediately ordered an 
investigation, another o.xamina-

lion for Kavanagh. Ropubiican 
politicians leaped on the episode, 
promising that Hare's program 
would be junked. 

Hare was embarassed. 
Rep. Hei'b Clements (R-Deciier-

ville) said that in "view of the 
disclosures of Kavan.igh's driv­
ing record, you can be sure lhat 
li:ire's pi'ogram wil l never be en­
acted." 

He admitted that Kavanagh was 
only one of 3,000,000 drivei's in 
Michigan. Others said it would 
be "just too political" to scrap 
protection for the other 2,099,999 
because of Kavanagh's I'ccoi-d. 

Then, due to a misundrestand-
ing, a parking ticket affair at 
first seemed to involve Hare. This 
brought out moi'e politicai spears. 

He was either impersonated by 
a vioiator in Ionia or a traffic 
cop niisundi'e.<!tood. But the first 
report was that Hare was fined 
for a parking vioiaticm, identified 
himself and the ticket was toi'n 
up. The time was 3:08 p.m. on 
Friday. 

Hare said at that exact min­
ute he was talking with a re­
porter in his Lansing office, 35 
miies from Ionia. 

The incident made the head-
iines, of coui'sc, and the chances 
of Hare's progivim—an accuiiiula-
tion of ideas gathei-ed over the 
yeai's by legislators—was again 
under a cloud. 

" l certainly hope this very im­
portant program, whoever gets 
the credit for it, can survive these 
cmbarassments which seem to be 
political, at least on the surface," 
he said.

S T A R T E D A S L A B O R E R 
Capt. Widmyer entered into 

government service in October 
1910 as a-laborer in the Homer, 
Minnesota station. In A p r i l 1912 
he was transferred to the distrib­
ution service of the Bureau of 
Fisheries. 

During the 19 years that he 
worked in this division he was 
promoted from car laborer to 
Captain of the cars. 

The "cars" were railroad cars 
that travelled all over the United 
States distributing fish from 
hatcheries into lakes, ponds and 
rivei's. 

L O N G E S T TRIP 
The longest trip that Ca-pt. Wid­

myer made in the distribution-of 
fish was from Seattle, Wash, to 
Bangor, Me. The trip took eight 
days and nights. It was on a trip 
iike this that the Captain intro­
duced Pacific Coast salmon 
(Humback salmon from Alaska) 
to the Atlantic inland lakes. 

C A M E T O M I C H . I N 1931 
In 1931 Caipt. Widmyer left the 

distribution department and en­
tered into the fish culture de-
parlment. He was appointed fore-
man in charge of the Charievoix, 

Mich, station. 
In 1933 Capt. Widmyer came to 

Northville as a replacement for 
Frank L . Snipes who was trans­
ferred to Flintville, Tenn. 

SUPT. OF M I C H . F I E L D 
With his promotion to North­

ville, Capt. Widmyer automati­
cally became tlie superintendent 
of the Michigan field which in­
cluded six feeding stations. A l l 
of the feeding stations closed dur­
ing the war except the one in 
Clare County and that one closed 
after the war. 

T H O U S A N D S O F T R O U T 
Approximately 300,000 rainbow, 

brook and brown trout are hatch­
ed and fed until they reach the 
fingerling stage, at the Northville 
Fish Hatchery, 

"When the six feeding stations 
were open we used to hatch about 
1,200,000 trout," Capt. Widmyer 
said. 

When the trout reach the fing­
erling stage they are delivered 
to the state conservation commis­
sion where they continue to be 
fed or are planted in open waters. 

S U P P L Y 3 L O C A L COUNTIES 
The Northville Fish Hatchery 

supplies the state with about 
25,600 legal trout a year, the ma­
jority of which are deposited in 
Wayne, Oakland and Washtenaw 
counties. Legal trout are seven 
inches long.

avoid in order to iive according 
to God's law. Tliey had a wrong 
idea of the charity with wliich 
they had to love their neighbor; 
tliey would scarcely acknowledge 
anyone as their neighbor unless 
he was among the descendants of 
Jacdb. They thought, too, that 
they wei'e not bound to help any 
who were in need, in suffering, 
in adversity. It was from this dou­
ble error that our Lord souglit to 
withdraw the scribe who asked 
Him who was His neighbor. Our 
Lord put before i i im the parabie 
of the man who, being wounded 
on his way from Jerusalem to 
Jericho, received neither help nor 
consolation from two Jews who 
saw hiih lying by the wayside, to 
whom help came from a stranger 
and a Samaritan. Concluding this 
parable, Jesus said, "Go and do 
thou in liite manner," giving him 
to understand that he shouid con­
sider as his neighbor, not only 
the Jews, the descendants of Ja­
cob, but aiso all other men, no 
matter what nationaiity • or how 
unknown they might be. 

We must consider as our neigh­
bor all men who, together with 
us, may have part in the heaven­
ly Kingdom. No one is excluded 
from this except the damned in 
hell; and we must love all men 
according to the precept of chari­
ty, which says expressly, "Thou 
Shalt love thy neighbor as thy­
self." 

On what rests the Command­
ment of the love of our neighbor? 
A n d why did God command and 
prescribe to us to love our neigh­
bor and to love him as ourselves? 
It was because man is a remark­
able and exalted creature, a mas­
terpiece of God's omnipotence and 
wisdom; because in a word, man 
is an image of the divinity. As 
you know, when God wishes to 
create man. He spoke these 
words: "Let us make man to our 
own image and likeness." .After 
God made the body of clay. He 

infused a spirit, a soul. Into it, 
and this soul He has endowed 
with intellect, with Inemory and 
with a wi l l . He has created the 
soul Immortal, so that it cannot 
destroy itself and cannot be des­
troyed by any creatuIe, in order 
that it w i i i continue to live for­
ever. Man, looked at according to 
his natui-e, is, then, a great and 
exalted creature. He is tlie im­
ago of God Himself, for as God 
is one in essence and in person, so 
is man one in being and throe-
fold in power; as God is now and 
forever, so man's soul w i l l al­
ways continue to exist. 

Because, then, man is such an 
exalted creature, the image of 
the divinity, he deserves to be 
esteemed, honored and loved; be. 
cause this dignity belongs not to 
one, but to all men, because God's 
image is printed not in the souls 
of a few, but in those of all men, 
so is it the w i l l of God that 
without exception, we should 
have love and affection for all 
men. Of this love God Himself 
has given us the example; for 
man in whom He has printed His 
likeness. He has loved fii-st. Such 
love and affection has Almighty 
God for man, that He has destin­
ed him for iieaven, that He has 
designed to make him partaker 
of His Kingdom of infinite and 
eternal happiness. 

When man was robbed of this 
happiness by the fall of Adam, 
when lie had lost all right to hea­
ven, God did not even then with­
draw His love from him. He did 
not abandon him to his misera­
ble lot, as He might have done 
very justly, but He had compas­
sion on him. So great was His 
compassion that, for the redemp­
tion of man. He sent His only 
Son. "God so loved the world as 
to give His only begotten Son" 
(John iii:16). God gave His Son 
that He might suffer and die for 
man, so that by the infinite mer­
its of His suffering man is once 
again reconciled to his Creator; 
for man obtained pardon for his 
sins and the right to enjoy the 
Kingdom of Heaven for which he 
was destined. 

Now we 'see more clearly on 
what the command of loving our 
neighbor is founded. We begin 
to understand why it is so strict­
ly imposed on us, so that a l l who 
neglect this commandment re­
main in death and cannot be sav­
ed, as the Apostle St. John teach­

es. The reason for al l this is that 
our neighbor was created to the 
image and likeness of God, and 
that God loves our neigiibor so 
much that He delivei'od up His 
only beloved Son for him. Christ, 
the Son of God, came on earth 
pi-incipally, says St. Augustine, 
that man may know and compre­
hend how much God has loved. 

Would you not love your neigh­
bor whom God Himself loved so 
much? Would you consider Him 
as a I'ojccted creature? Would you 
dare to despise him, to consider 
yourself too great to look at him, 
to show him love and affection? 
If you would do this, you would 
not only be rebellious against 
God, but supi-emeiy um-easona-
ble. When we behold man still_^ 
closer not only as man but as a" 
Christian we have yet other rea­
sons for loving him in a spiritual 
manner. Christians believe and 
pI'ofoss the doctrines of ChI'ist. 
They regard one another, in a 
spii-itual sense, as bi-othei's and 
sisteI's; they know that in a spe­
cial manner they have God for 
their Father and the Holy Church 
for their Mother. For did not Jes­
us Chi'ist teach them to say "Our 
Father who art in heaven?" Yes, 
the Almighty God, who created 
heaven and earth, who governs 
all things, who knows and sees 
all things, who scrutinizes the 
hearts and souls of men, who 
leaves no good unrewarded and 
no evil unpunished, is, in a spe­
cial sense, our Father. 

In baptism, when we were re­
generated in a spiritual manner, 
when we were washed and puri­
fied from original sin, God i n 
His infinite and incomprehensible 
love, acknowledged and adopted 
us as His children; as legitimate 
children inherit the goods ot their
