. J O H N L A R R A M I E was a vei -
ei-an of World War II. He had 
served overseas wi lh an engineer­
ing outfit in the Pacific. John's 
record was not studded with war 
medals but he had served honor­
ably overseas and was eligible 
for the V F W . He was 'discharged 
in 1945. After taking two yeai-s 
in his GI bi l l training, ho quit 
school and gol a job in an engi­
neering firin as an apprentice 
di-aflsman. 

Jofih never became an affiliat­
ed veteran ailhough he drew a 
disabiiily for maiaria, which ho 
had contracted overseas. He had 
been asked to join the V F W but 
said he just didn't have the lime. 

Twenty-six year old John 
Lprramie married Jone Whet-
lock, a gir l he had known most 
of his life from his home town. 
Now at 33 John had a pair of 
fino youngsters, Bobby, age four, 
and little Diane, who was two 
years old. 

As an apprentice di-aftsinan, 
John Larramic just didn't have 
too much money so he didn't take 
out any life insurance on hiinseif 
for the protection of his young 
famiiy. Things wei-e going better 
for iiim but two kids and a wife 
had to be clothed, fed and there 
were medical biiis, a modest car, 
and other expenses. And insui'-
ance was rather high. 

Two inonths ago, John was on 
a short motor trip to an adjoin­
ing town. He had worked hard 
and was tired as he left home-
ward bound. John never reached 
home. Midway he lost control of 
his car and crashed into a con­
crete culvert. He was dead be­
fore thev got him to the hospital.

"Accordingly, 1 toid Mr. Cum­
mings Ihc proposed meeting for 
9 o'cloclc ihis jiioi-ning would bo 
cancelled and 1 sent notices to 
this effect lo the home of each 
conini::.--iuner Fi-iday aftei'noon 
by police messenger. 

"I :ijn not c.-illing a meeting 
this ir.cniing lo pass on the re­
zoning and I feel they have iiad 
plenty of time in tiie past so 
there is no such rush at this time. 

"I would like suggestions as to 
when we should take up the re­
zoning." 

Commissioner Earl Reed men­
tioned Ihe next regular commis­
sion meeting Nov, 7 as an appi'O-
priatc lime and the mayor ruled 
it would bo taken up then. 

The mayor did not disclose 
publicly who had called the meet­
ing after ho had cancelled it, but 
Commifsioner Reed said later it 
was he who had telephoned the 
other coiiimissionei-s Friday eve­
ning lo Ijc at the city hall at nine 
o'clock Satui'day morning. 

"I had boon told by tho mayor 
Thursday afternoon to got the 
commission I o g e t h er Saturday, 
The mayor's notice of abandon­
ment of the Saturday meeting, 
which I received Friday after­
noon, attributed it to the inabili­
ty of one commissioner to be 
present. I went ahead and sot it

Had tho cancellation nolice said 
anything about undesirability ,of 
holding it from the public's stand­
point I would not have gone 
ahead with it. The mayor had 
worked until midnight Fi'iday so 
1 did not attempt to contact him 
until tho following morning." 

That Ely was badly upset by 
what had happened was obvious 
when he immcdialcly called the 
Recoi'd to notify it that his F i ' i -
d.-iy cancciiation had been nuii i -
ficd and that the commission was 
lo meet at nine o'ciock. 

That the cily commission gath­
ered Satui'day morning without 
giving thought to the possibility 
that they might be rushing into 
a change of zoning without hav­
ing tho public fully infoi'med was 
evident from the fi'eedom with 
which they discussed the circum­
stances under which tlie meeting 
was called. A l l agreed that there 
was no need for the baste and 
that it would have been advisable 
10 take action without giving the 
public and neighboring property 
owners a chance lo express their 
views. 

Another unfortunate aspect of 
Iho hasty meeting was the im­
plication that it was dictated by 
Ihc Northviile Driving club.

E x p a n s i o n P r o g r a m 

A 20,000 square foot expansion 
program for Ford Motor Com­
pany's Northvilie valve plant was 
announced Wednesday by John 
S. French, general manager of 
Ford's parts and equipment, man­
ufacturing division. 

Plans call for construction of 
a one-story addition to be locat­
ed on the west side of the plant. 
Construction w i l l start late this 
year am* completion is scheduled 
for late 1956. ,,• -

French said machinery for the-
production of engine •-Jntake 

valves wi i l be installed in the 
new addition. The plant now pro­
duces exhaust valves. 

Employment at the expanded 
plaiit, Fi-ench said, wi l l Increase 
approximately 30% by 1957. 

This announcement comes.less 
than a week after Ford's an­
nouncement that they are plan­
ning to close their Miiford and 
Manchester piants in 1957 upon 
completion of a new 600,000 
square foot manufacturing piant 
southeast of Ypsilanti. 

The re-zoning has been asked 
by Don St. Lawrence, owner of 
the property, and Nor thv i i le , 
Downs, which has ieased the prop-
ei-ty for 32 years. Tiie Downs has 
been given an uitimatum by State 
Racing Commissioner Jamoii Ing­
lis that it must construct barris 
for 180 horses before the next 
race meet in 1956, and for an ad­
ditional 120 horses before the 
1957 meet.

To the Civic-Minded 
Residents of Northville: 

After carefully investigating 
the zoning ordinances of North­
vil le and Northville Township, I 
purchased four months ago, a 
home on Sheldon Road immedi­
ately adjacent to the St. Law­
rence property. The race track 
was reasonably close but after 
due consideration, I felt the slight 
detraction from our location was 
overcome by the advantages of 
living by a city such as Nor lh­
ville. The citizens and merchants 
welcomed us warmlyxand I and 
my f.imily were happy lo have 
at last realized a dream of long 
standing — lo affiliate with a 
fine moral and progressive com­
munity like Noi-thville, one that 

was not l ikely to become com­
mercial. 

I was disturbed during the sum 
mer by the quartering of horses 
in tent.s; and the noises, smells 
and flies emananting from the 
property next to me. Upon in-
quiiy, I was told this was a tem-
poi-ary ari-angcmcnt pending the 
erection of new bai-ns al the race 
track. I therefoi-e made no pro­
test — I could sacrifice one sum­
mer for the fului-e enjoyment of 
my home. 

It now develops this was no 
tempoi-aiy affair but that Norlh­
ville contemplates rczoning llie 
St. Lawrence pi'operty lo build 
pei-manent stables for multitudes 
of hoi-ses. This I do protest! The 
section under considei'ation could 
provide homes for many people 
seeking, as I did, suburban l iv-
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ing, i iffact several of our friends 
are awaiting the results of our 
venture into this new situation. 
Our properly and the pi-operty 
beyond is zoned residential and 
many fine people live along Shel­
don Road. They also would be 
affected adversely by this pro­
posed rezoning. 

It anpeni-s shortsighted to pre­
vent the development of a i-esi-
dential ai-ea with its natural in­
flux of business to the Northville 
merchanls and lo lower the 
standards of existing pi-opei-ly. 
Grod i-esidential properly should 
not bo rezoned to a lower level. 
Rezoning .should bo contemplat­
ed only when the surrounding 
arc.Ts ai'e indicative of a change 
to a lower or higher standard. 

We trade in Noi ' lhvil lc; are 
interested in the futui-e of Norlh­
ville. Consider well before vou 

sacrifice future progress for pres-
ent needs. The stables could and 
should be a part of the existing 
track.

(State Racing Commissioner 
James Ingiis has given Northviiie 
Downs an uitimatum that it must 
let contracts for barns to house 
al lea.st 180 horses by Jan. 10, 
1956 or face loss of its racing 
dates next summer. The barns 
must be re.idy for occupancy pri­
or to the 1950 race meet.) 

The Planning Commission pass­
ed a resolution favoring the re-
zoning, subject to the following 
restrictions: 

1. That use of the re-zoned 
property be limited to a peri-
od starling 15 days prior to 
the race meet and extending 
IS days after it closes, 

2. That the east 450 feet of 
the property, bordering on 
Sheldon Rd.. remain zoned 
for residential use oniy: 

3. That if racing is discon-
tinued, the property revert 
lo a rcsidenlial classification.

Year 'Round Stables 
A t the second meeting Carlo

George Zerbel of 
the-Pianning Commission pointed 
out that this would make, the 
barns a year-'i'ound nuisance <to 
adjoining property owners, as 
well as bring a considei'able num­
ber of stablemen and trainers to 
the St. Lawrence properly as 
more or less permanent residents 
during the winter months.

L . M . Eaton agreed with Zerbel. 
Carlo said he would save about 
$3,000 per barn if they- were not 
built for winter use. 

Admit Depreciation 
T. R. Carrington, chairman of 

the Planning Commission said: 
"We'll grant it is a nuisance 

to Sober and Bradshaw. It w i l l 
depreciate their properly. It's go­
ing to -be obnoxious to the neigh­
bors. But after November there 
is going to be no odor or jioises. 
I can't see any justification for 
eiosing it down in the winter." 

Under questioning, St. L a w ­
rence told the Planning Com­
mission he had inquired from 
Carrington how to go about get­
ting his property re-zoned. Car­
rington told him, he said, to ask 
for the entire properly lo be re­
zoned, even though Noi'thville 
Downs planned lo put barns on 
only the back portion. St. L a w ­
rence said he would have no ob­
jection to having the front por­
tion of the properly bordering on 
Sheldon Rd. kept R-1 (residen­
tial). "I don't want any barns 
nearer my house than these w i l l 
be," he said. 

Carlo described the front prop­
erty as being 30 feet higher than 
the rear portion and not suitable 
for track use.*He made no objec­
tion lo keeping it zoned residen-
tiai. 

Eaton voted against the re-
zoning.

lecture? Because it represents the 
central message of Christianity— 
that Chi'ist died for our sins on 
the cross of Calvary. This mes­
sage is revealed to us in the B i ­
ble, in the Gospel of Christ. In 
the Gospel -we are told the story 
of the cross. 

CHRIST DIED FOR A L L 
In one particu­

lar B i b l e pas­
sage the story of 
the cross is rela­
ted in four sim­
ple, monosylla­
ble words: "He 
died for a l l ." (2 
Corinthians 5:-
15), A few ex­
amples w i l l help 
us understand 

this brief statement. 
A farmer was found kneeling 

at the grave of a soldier. He was 
asked why he paid so much at­
tention to this grave, whether 
perhaps his son was buried there. 
He answered: "No; rather a 
neighbor." He continued to ex­
plain: "During the war I was 
drafted; but everyone in my 
family was sick. I knew not how 
to leave them. Then one of iny 
neighbors came over and said: 
'I w i l l go for you; I have no fami­
ly.' He went. He was wounded, 
carried to the hospital, and there 
died. .And, sir, I have come a 
great many miies that I might 
write over his grave these words: 
'He died for me.' " 

A poor widow had been throat­
ed to be ousted from her highland 
home. With her son she set out 
to walk the ten miles over a 
mountain pass to the home of 

friends who, she knew, would 
help her. When she started, the 
weather was mild. But on the 
mountain pass she was caught in 
a blizzai-d. She never I'eached 
her destination. She was found 
the next moi-ning at the summit 
of the pass, whore the stoi'iii had 
been the fiercest, lying in the 
snow, stripped almost to naked­
ness, dead. In a sheltered nook 
nearby was her only child, safe 
and well, wrapped in the clothes 
the mother had taken fi'om her 
own body. She died that he 
might live. 

Jesus died thai we might live. 
"He died for ai l ," as our Bible 
passage declares. Jesus was our 
great Substitute, He took our 
place, just as that soldier enlist­
ed and died for his neighbor and 
as that mother gave her life In 
the piece of her chiid. In this 

substitution lies the secret of our 
saivation. Jesus voiunteered, say­
ing, as it were: " I ' l l go for you. 
r i i drink the bitter dregs of the 
cup of suffering. I ' l l sweat my 
blood for you. I" be accused 
fal.sely and be condemned for 
you. For you I ' l l be mocked, jeer­
ed, spit upon, scoui'ed. For you 
I'll bear tho cross. I ' i i climb that 
gi-im hi l l of Goigotha. I ' i i hang 
on the accursed tree. I 'ii die that 
shameful death and on the third 
day ri.se again for you and for 
a i i !" And he did! With but one 
purpose in mind: that by beiiev-
infi this we might have eternai 
iife and now and forever iive 
unto Him and serve H i m . The

The foiiowing note was pre­
sented lo the Record this week 
from the schooi nurse. Miss 
Knapp: 

The first do.w ot governnienl 
suppiicd polio vaccine for the 
five to nine group of children is 
now becoming avaiiabie. Unfor-
tunaleiy insufficient amounts are 
reieased at pre-sont to aiinw an 
unlimited distribution to aii phy­
sicians. To meet both the require-
ments of Fcdcrai and Slate gov­
ernment;!, the following method 
of distribution wi i i be foilowed 
in Detroit, Wayne, Oakland and 
Macomb counties: 

1. A number of cards equal lo 
the number of doses ot vaccine 
available w i i l bo distributed lo 
children in the five to nine age 
group. 

2. Each family is instructed lo 
bring or send these cards lo the 
fnmiiy physician and make ah 
appointment for the administra­
tion ot the vaccine. 

3. The physician or his messen­
ger can exchange the cards for 
an equivalent amount of vaccine 
at any of Ihe three counties or 

I Detroit's distribution p o i n t s . 
Cards wi i i have significant coior-

I ing so that any necessary roai-
iocation of vaccine can be made 
between the counties. 

While poiio vaccine remains in 
short supply the following must 
be observed: 

1. No vaccine can be given to 
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any child not receiving a card 
from the schooi indicating eligi­
bility. 

2. Dosage from tho 9 cc vials 
must be carefully measured so 
only 1 cc is given to each child. 
Vaccine must be kept under re­
frigeration. 

3. If through eiTor a child re­
ceived a card who had pi-oviously 
received vaccine under the 
N.P,I.P. program, additional in­
jection should not bc given a l 
this time.
