Effective Monday, Nov. 28, 1955
all the mailer needs to do is indi-
cate the presence of the letter
or message inside the package
and pay the appropriate postage
on it plus postage for the one
package itself,

gle pieces of either First or Third
Class mail may be placed inside
Fourth Class parcels or inside
copies of publications mailed un-
der ‘Second Class mail entry. Let-
ters or other single pieces of First
Class mail may also be placed in-
side Third Class packages. '

The postage for each letter, and
for each single enclosure at the
appropriate First or single-piece
Third-Class rate must be affixed
to the outside of the parcel.

A statement reading “First-

placed on each parcel below the
postage and above the address.
