book of mysterious symbols 
about which man can know very 
little. The very title based upon 
the first verse of the Book shows 
that this is a mistake. In fact it 
is a Book written for the purpose 
of revealing the yet future reign 
of Jesus Christ. Let me give you 
a quick outline of the Book. 
Chapter 1—Introduction (Key 
verse-vs. 19) Chapters 2-3 the 
History of the Church Age from 
Pentecost until the end of the 
Age. (The present Church Age 
will and when Jesus Christ comes 
to secretly take away all true be­
lievers Cf—I Thess. 4; 13-18) The 
Revelation 4;1 to 19;10 we have 
described a period of unprece­
dented world turmoil and awful 
judgments of CJod. In Rev. 19;11-
16 we see Christ coming as the 
King of Kings to establish His 
kingdom over all the earth. In 
Chapter 20;l-6 we note that we 
are informed that his reign on the 
earth will cover a period of 1,000 
years. Some have imagined that 
this measurement of time should 
be taken symbolically of His eter­
nal reign. This couid not be true 
since vs. 5 and 7 speak of the "end 
of the 1,000 yrs." and obviously 
could not represent eternity 
which has no end, Jesus Christ 
must reign over this present 
earth or a period of 1,000 years. 

The Earth Shall Be Renovated 
We will remember that the 

earth was cursed because of 
Adam's sin (Gen. 3;17-18) Every­
time we see a weed, a desert or 
a dust bowl; every pest and plant 
disease is an evidence of this 
curse. But when Jesus Christ re­
turns to set up His kingdom, the 
earth shall undergo aimost un­
believable changes. Let us follow 
these changes from the descrip-
tiion of this period found in Isaiah. 

Turning to Isaiah Il;6-9 we see 
that the vicious, cannibalistic nat-
ure of animals shall be removed, 
The leopard and the kid shall lie 
down together. A little child will 
be able to lead a lion as though 
it were her pet dog. He sums it 
up by saying "They shall not 
hurt or destroy in aii my holy 
mountain; for the earth shall be 
full of the knowledge of the Lord, 
as the waters that cover the sea". 
Again in Isaiah 35;1-10 we read 
that the desert places of the 
earth shall blossom like a rose. 
There shall be no affliction of 
blindness, deafness, dumbness, 
and lameness that have caused 
so much misery during this pres­
ent age. Again a summary in the 
last verses of the chapter which 
read, "And the ransomed of the 
Lord shall return, and come to 
Zion (Jerusalem) with songs and 
everlasting joy upon their heads; 
they shall obtain joy and glad­
ness, and sorrow and sighing shall 
•flee away. Isiah 65;20 tells us 

that there shall be no pre-mature 
death in those days. 

Wars Shall Be Ended! 
Isaiah 2;4 gives us the blessed 

news "And He (Christ) shall 
judge among the nations and shall 
rebuke many people; and they 
shall beat their swords into plow­
shares, and their spears into prun­
ing hooks; nations shall not lift 
up sword against nation, neither 
shall they learn war anymore." 
All that which man has hoped 
for and have been unable io 
achieve shall be accomplished 
when Jesus comes to reign. We

There may have been fewer 
tinsei trappings but the fun was 
aii there fi-om the gift-giving to 1 
the hilarity of the sleigh ride' 
after tlie big dinner with friends, 
accoi'ding to a diary kept by Eliz­
abeth Gurney (Taylor) and now 
in the possession of The Univer­
sity of Michigan Historical Col-
iections. 

Elizabeth, who iived on a fai-m 
in St. Joseph County, near Con-
stantine and Three Iiivers, kept 
a journai which fiiled 13 large 
volumes and covered 33 years of 
her life. 

"Snowing again," she wnole the 
day before Christmas, 1855, when 
she was 15, "Just the I-ight kind 1 
of weather lo suit me. When I got | 
to school this morning, although 
the last bell had rung, not a girl 
was there, but they came in soon. 
Tonight after schoal, Clara and I 
went down to the store and got 
a penholder and string of beads 
for Ma, and a cigar stick of candy 
and stick of gum for Pa. VeI-y 
extensive shopping. Tomorrow is 
Christmas. Clara (her sister) says 

1 we must ail hang out our stock­
ings, if we get nothing but 
whips." 

Lizzio's entry for Christmas 
Day reads; "This morning when I 
?ot up I found a bund.ie on my 
clothes, looiced in it and found a 
'ookinT r'l.̂ s.'i, onkes and candies. 
The looking giass was nothing 
new to me, as Saturday last, 
while I was writing, Clara open­
ed the cupboard to see if she 
could not find a parcel pertain­
ing to Christmas. She opened and 
found the looking glass, a trans­
parent slate, and candy. I doubt­
ed not but that the former was 
.'or me as Clara had been in a 
great tease for the latter. 

"Soon after breakfast/' Lizzie 
continues, "Clara and I went over 
to the McCormieks after the milk. 
They had a turkey oooking for 
dinner and invited us to eat with 
them. So about eleven we went 
over and had an excellent dinner. 
Stayed till about two when I saw 
a sleigh drive up to our door and 
went home. It was William Reece, 
Carrie Brown, Lydia Smith, Am­
anda Sampson and Emma Brack-
man. I got in and we went after 
Suzy Claipp. Just as we got to the 
Talbots store the axeltree came 
off and the horses started to 
leave us behind. There was a 
crowd of men on the stoops who 
had a good'deal of fun about It. 
On the whole, Christmas pr.ssed 
very pleasantly and would have 
been more so if Ma had not had 
the ague. But, "Lizzie philosoph­
izes, "we must take the bitter 
with the sweet."

Lansing, Mich.—The Republi­
can-controlled Legislature's emer­
gency program for caring for 

children wos tn^eilfect this'^eek,. 
accepted by everyone as a proper 
solution to a waiting list of 1,250. 

After fighting against adoption 
of the program for six weeks, 
Democrats finally conceded in 
discussion on the floor of the 
House and Senate that it was a 
•'good one'' and gave it unani­
mous support.

He 
contacted the Board of Trustees 
of the Children's Hospital at Far­

•Republicans contended that pur­
chase was not necessary to meet 
the emergency.

Then take the top card of the VI pile 
and put it where it belongs, lf It 
should he a Queen put It face up be­
neath the Xll pile, and take the top 
card of the Xil (Queen) pile and put 
it In its right place. Any King goes 
face up beneath the piie In the cen­
ter of the clock. 

If the game works out, you will 
have nt the end all the cards In their 
correct positions, from the four Aces 
on the one o'clock pile to the four 
Queens nt high noon.
