Standing upon the threshold of
a New Year, our theme is most
certainly suggested by that well-
known proverb, Whether it has
scientific validity or not, it does
have confirmation in the realms
of the spirit. Man,-in most every
age, assumes that he is in the
dark and brighter days are just
ahead, A short time after the
close of World War II I met a
young clerk in a store who had
been in the service for five years,
Upon his coming back he felt that
golden days were ahead, The
post-war perijod had disillusioned
him until he held little hope for
the future. To him it was dark
with not too much assurance as
to the dawn. The theme does have
historical and spiritual confirm-
ation, Let us look at it.

Our first parents, clouded in
the darkness of 6in, looked
through the storm and beheld the
promised righteousness as the
light of dawn, Noah, in the dark-
ness of despair and loneliness,
saw the down of a new era of op-

portunity for the sons of men,
The Children of Israel, living in
the dust storms of Egyptian {yr-
anny and oppression, beheld the
new land and were glad. The Old
Testament Prophets, Seers, and
Singers, struggling in the valley
of hope, died in the faith of the
promised dawn.

Although the seers during the
Babylonian Exile were ‘living in
a hopeless environment, they
gencrated hope. Ezekiel and Dan-
iel were the. great leaders of op-
timism. Daniel saw the kingdom
of God coming as a stone cut out
of the mountains without hands,
breaking asunder the kingdoms
of darkness — Babylon, Media-
Persia, Greece, and Rome, Ezek-
iel saw the possibility of the dry
bones coming to life again. He
saw the shekinah glory again {fill-
ing the temple with the Jewish
people riding triumphant. The
pre-Christian writings close with
the omen of darkness but the
sure promise of the Son of Man
rising with healing in his wings.

The New Testament confirms
the proverb. John the Baptist was
apocalyptic; he saw beyond the
darkness of dead religion to the

PN
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incarnation of the Son of God.
Jesus, likewise, picked up the
same strain of thought. Beyond
the darkness, the Destruction of
Jerusalem and the Advent, he

saw the coming of the kingdom
of God in power. Did he not say
that when you see these things
ook up for your redemption
draweth night. His theology was
apocalyptic whether we wish to
blejeve it or not. His life and ex-
perience was one of crisis, Be-
yond the darkness of the crufix-
jon was the dawn of the resur-
rection. John the Revelator, ban-
ished on the isle of Patmos, be-
held over the terrain of the hu-
man siruggle, a new heaven and
a new earth. He closed the Book
with his eyes looking toward the
East,

Christian Experience confirms
the validity of this proverbial ex-
pression. The Apostle Paul saw
the dawn while standing in the
mire of a Philipian jail. The 7th
and 8th chapters of Romans is
his witness to the transition from
the darkness of spiritual despair
to the mount of jubilant victory.
Beyond the darkness of millions
of martyrs ‘was the lifting light
of the dawn. This is the great in-
centive to our faith.

The Old Year passes away as
the night welcomes the dawn of
the New Year. Each New Year
can be “more nobler than the
last” for those who know Him
who shall rise with healing in his
wings. “The path of the just is
28 the shining light, that shineth
more and more unto the perfect
day.” ~—Proverbs 4:18.

10,000 Hunters To
Participate In
Deer Survey

Lansing, December—More than
10,000 Michigan nunters will be
asked to participate in the annual
post card survey of the 1955 fire-
arm deer season.

First mailings of the Conserva-
tion Dept. questionnaire will go
out early next month as hunting
license lists are compiled.

A siatistieally-based cross-sce-
tion of hunters will be asked
about their success—or lack of
it—and hunting activity. Infor-
mation obtained in thg. survey
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was abandoned this year in favor
of the more accurate post card
sampling.

Under the present system, ev-
ery 40th hunters on license is
contacted in the survey. The high
rale of cooperation among hunt-
ers—as many as 96 pereent re-
spond—aids in the pall's accur-
acy. Results of the poll won't be
known until early spring, after
all replies are received and proc-
essed.

alizes the very districts which are
most deserving of consideration—
the districts which have adequafs
toaching staffs, and small classes.
“Special provisions were writ-
ten into the bill to protect the
one-room and two-room schools
where $9-per-pupil would not
equal $200 per teacher, But no
such provisions were made by
the Legislature to protect teach-
ers in langer schools where the
ratio of pupils to ieachers is low.

“The inadequacy of the $9-per-
pupil formula was pointed out to
the Legislature, The bill receiv-
ed my appraval only because it
had other things in it we could
not afford to lose, It made $12
million immediately available for
teachers’ salaries, And it requir-
ed school boards to use all of this
money for salaries, rather than
for other expenses, as some have
done with similar grants in the
past.

“The Superiniendent of Public
Instruction, at my request, will
reporl to me periodically on the
way in which school boards have
distributed this money," Williams
concluded.
