"Men Are Bored By 
Housework" Says 
University Prof. 

A t long last science has come 
up with a good excuse tor men 
who hate to help their wives 
around the house. 

Prolonged, monotonous work— 
and washing the dishes would 
seem to fit in that category—is 
done better by women than it is 
by men, according to results ot 
psychological tests conducted by 
Michigan State university pro­
fessor, Dr. Paui Bakan. 

Unfortunately for the men, 
however, the results do not indi­
cate that they are compioteiy un­

qualified for domestic chores, 
oniy that they tend to become 
bored and less perceptive than 
their wives whiie doing monoton­
ous tasks. 

The research also has implica­
tions for workers in rnany indus­
tries where monotonous work 
stiii must be done by hand. 

At the present time "verbal" 
vigilance is being tested. Veteran 
husbands, used to the sound of 
their wife's voice, siiould fall 
more easiiy into what Dr. Bakan 
described -as the usuai state of a 
per.'-on engaged in a lengthy, 
monotonous task: "a state some­
where between waketuiness and 
sleep."

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The other consideration was that your proposal to en­
large the status of Noi-thville as a winter training center 
for harness horses scared many residents. Whether cor­
rectly or not, they have the impression that if winter barns 
are built for 250 horses, they will be fully occupied'imme-
diately, and that this will represent a very large increase 
over the occupancy of previous years. 

Your article in today's Record deals with the men Who 
train horses here and depicts them as gentlemen of excel­
lent repute, which is doubtless very true. This paper has 
never said nor inferred otherwise of the trainers and own­
ers. It is a fact, however, that many persons in Northviile 
do not want to see 250 horses W i n t e r e d here because they 
fear that along with the trainers and owners this activity 
will bring in undesirable characters among the stable 
hands and others who do menial labor around the barns. 
Fears have been openly expressed by residents of the Shel­
don Rd. area for the safety of-their children in-close prox­
imity to the summer influx of track employees. They do 
not relish the thought of this situation continuing even on 
a lesser scale during the winter months. Nor, apparently, 
do many city residents who signed the referendum petition 
to ban Winter use of the barns. 

Those who have opposed rezoning- the St. Lawrence 
propel-ty to give your organizations the right to stable up 
to 250 horses in town throughout the entire year Will read 
With interest any statement you care to make about the 
position of the Northviile Driving club With respect to com­
pensating property owners who Would be hurt if your re-
zoning reijuest is granted. For maximum effect upon local 
public opinion, however, the Driving club must get the 
Northviile Downs syndicate to join in any public statement 
of policy. It Will be pointless indeed for your organization 
to say it is against sin and still appear as a partner oi, ano­
ther group that is not willing to make a similar pledge to 
observe the niceties of neighborly relations.

Last week someone was mov­
ing the danger signs around the 
M i l l Pond; this weeic someone 
sloie 175 feet of new 7/8'-inch 
rope, representing a $13 invest­
ment for the safety of those who 
are irreplaceable . . . children. 

"The dirty culprits, I hope they 
hang themselves with that rope," 
Johnston said, "it would be better 
for them to k i l l themselves in­
stead of some innocent k id ." 

Johnston purchased the rope 
Wednesday and attached it to 
wooden horses on the pond to 
prevent children from skating 
around and beyond them, to the 
dam. The rope was stolen some­
time during Wednesday night or 
Thursday morning. 

"Let's face it," Johnston said, 
"the children' in Northviile who 
enjoy skating are in danger while 
these activities, contrary to every­
thing decent continue." 

Asked about future plans, in­
volving safety on the pond John­
ston said that he would put up 
more rope, but of a cheaper grade. 

The NoI'thville police depart­
ment is seeking the thief or 
thieves. "If we catch them they'll 
pay more than the cost of the 
rope,'' Police Chief Denton said 
this week, "that rope was put up 
for safely."

on or before Jan. 10, 1956. 

But before the work could be­
gin, the 'Downs' management had 
to have the property rezoned and 
that had brought out a rhubarb 
that appears to have grown far in 
proportion to its actual import­
ance to the community. That is

Jerusalem they "stood out l ike 
sore thumbs.'' The citizenry of 
the city were accustomed to trav­
elers and to caravans, but they 
were not used to questions like, 
"Where is the newly born king of 
the Jews? For we have seen his 
star in the east and have come 
lo worship him." This query was 
eventually carried to the cunning 
Hei-od who immediately assem­
bled the priests and scribes to see 
it they could enlighlon him as to 
the answer. They told him that 
Scripture indicated Bethlehoni, 
Herod then received the Magi and 
exhibited groat interest in their 
quest. He sent them without Ihe 
courtesy of a guide into a strange 
terrain. But the Magi, when they 
once more wei'e able to follow Ihe 
star that had guided them, found 
Jesus and worshipped H i m and 
presented H im with gifts. On 
their return to t,ijeir home they 
oassed by Jerusalem and gave no 
information to Herod, 

Gold has always been precious, 
The Magi felt the royalty of 
Christ and so they gave Him the 
best gift they had. It was a prac­
tical gift, for, as subsequent 
events were to unfold, the Holy 
Family would have to flee to 
Egypt to escape Herod's wrath. 
No doubt, the gold would come in 
handy then. 

The gold signifies the charity 
of Christ, Charily is a virtue i n ­
fused in us by God, by which we 
love God above all things 'for His 
own sake and our neighbor as 
ourselves for the love of God, "He 
that has done my commandments 
and keeps them. He it is that 
loves Me," Charity is a virtue 
that is one in principle but two­
fold in its object, for it extends 
to God and to one's neighbor. 
Charity joins us to God in true 

friendship; it is benevolent, Inu-
tual and implies a liking, Charity 
lo our neighbor is passive when 
we refrain from injuring him, but 
it is active when we do good for 
him. This active charity inclines 
us to help our neighbor when we 
can and when he needs that help, 
"Let us not love in word nor in 
tongue, but in truth and deed,' 
Our charity should be patterned 
after that of Christ who worked 
and did good, bore Injuries pat­
iently and foi'gave. Our charity 
should love God in the person of 
His beloved children. In the mat­
ter of charity He made li imself 
one with them: "Amen I say to 
you, as long as you did it for one 
of those, the idast of my brethren 
you did it for mo." 

The Magi showed their reali­
zation of the divinity of the Chi ld 
by their gift of incense. Frank­
incense is an aromatic gum or 
resin which was burned as an 
act of worship. Several of our ser­
vices include the use of incense, 
for incense is symbolic of our 
prayers ascending lo God, 

We might call to mind how 
history relates that in the early 
days of the Church the Romans 
offered incense to their pagan 
gocis as an act of worship. They 
hauled captive Christians before 
these images and bade them of­
fer incense. But the true follow­
ers of Christ refused and were 
cast to the lions lo amuse the 
restive Roman populace at their 
festive games in the arena. 

The, use of incense recalls to 
our mind the form of communi­
cation with Almighty God which 
we call prayer. It is the eleva­
tion of the heart and mind to 
God, to adore Him, to thank Him, 
for favors received, and to ask 
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tent finds solace in carrying the 
cross for he receives so much sat­
isfaction from what to him is so 
iiltle suffering. To the just, cross­
es ai'o as Paradise for they feel

find; knock, and it shall open­
ed to you," PI-ayer is necessary 
lor us because we need daily helj 
to -be saved, and Chi-ist has de 
ci'eod that we shall not receive 
help unless we ipray. "Pray with 
out ceasing. In all things give 
thanks, for this is the wi l i of God 
in Christ Jesus regarding you 
ai l ." 

The third gift of the Magi was 
myrrh. Myr rh signified their re 
alization of the humanity of Jes 
us. Myrrh was used at the time 
of Chi'ist in the preparation of 
bodies for buI'ial. The techniques 
used in our time were an un­
known science to the people of 
that era. Let us consider it as it 
symbolizes mortification. 

From that Good Friday after­
noon, on which the Son of God 
bore His ci'oss to Calvary and 
thoi'o died on it, an inseparable 
union has existed between the 
cross of Christ and the followers 
of Chi-ist. We speak of any ha'rd-
siiip bestowed upon us as a cross, 
'l^his cross may bo one of morti­
fication, not doing what is for­
bidden and in denying the crav­
ings of the flesh.

They suffer with 
anger and despair in common 
with demand, and for them there 
is no consolation because they do

judging fi-om tlie importance 
placed on winter training in past 
yeai's. 

As noted before, Northviiie 
Downs {rack has been used as 
training quarlei'S duI'ing tlie win­
ter by harness horsemen since 
l907 and other than visits by 
owners and enthusiasts over the 
weeitends, it has gone unnoticed 
by the generai pubiic. 

As it now stands, from a count 
tai<en as late as Monday after­
noon, moi'e than 70 drivers, ti-ain-
ers and grooms ai-e handling 
some 174 horses at the Iracic. 
They coiiipi'ise a quiet colony 
that isn't noticeable e.\cept in the 
early morning liours when the 
horses jog around the track. 

Their cntii'o attention is on the 
job at hand —breaking in green 
pacei's and ti-ottcrs, developing 
aged stock and generally taking 
care of their work just like any 
other workmen at piants and fac­
tories. 

The ti-aining and handling of 
hoi'scs is their livelihood, just 
like the pi'oduction of automo­
biles, delivering of oil, enforc­
ing the peace, handling the sick, 
soiling groceries, meats and 
clothing is the job of others in 
this community. 

Most of the men at the racing 
plant have been working on their 
jobs for yeai's at the 'Downs dur­
ing the winter months. It is the 
only job Ihcy have known. Many 
of them are in the waning years 
of their work, some ai-c just be­
ginning while others are at the 
peak with high paying jobs for 
wealthy stables. 

It is a certainty that hardly a 
one could gn elsewhere for em­
ployment if winter ti'aining 
should be barred in Northville. 
There isn't any other place for 
them lo go if they can't ti-ain 
hei'c. Furlhcrmoi-c, all of iho old­
er mcmbei'5 of the colony would 
be lost if they had to move — 
Northville has been their winter 
homo for lo, these many years. 

Why do these men select North­
ville as their winter quarters? 
Why don't they go lo the winter 
climes of Florida, Georgia, Lo l i -

in view of the fact that the city 
is I-esponsibie for weifare cases 
in the area, persons eligible and 
desirous of aid should have some 
place in Northville to appeal. 

The city clei'k was instructed 
to arrange a irieeting with the 
county welfare department.

isiana or California where prac­
tically all of the wealthy stables 
go? 

The answer is in the last ques­
tion. Most of the trainers at 
Northville work for or have 
small stables. They are barely 
able to make ends meet during 
the year and the cost of trans-
porting their horses to any of the 
southei'n states is out of the'ques­
tion — they simply don't have 
the money. 

Then one asks, why do these 
men remain in the game? 

Once again the answer is sim­
ple. They stay in it because they 
iove the sport and for the Ina-
jority, hai-ness j'acing is the only 
thing they have known from their 
childhood. They wei'e taught the 
fine points of training and driv­
ing by their fathef-s who in turn 
acquired their knowledge fi'om 
Iheir fathei's. Never has it been 
a pi-ofltabic occupation but it has 
always provided a comfortable 
living. 

Then, too, the cost ot training 
at Northville is much cheaper 
than at tiio southern quartei-s. 
Each trainer or driver pays $5 
per month per staii for aceh 
hoi'se plus a .slight additionai 
charge for electricity and water. 
Cost of maintaining the ti-aining 
track is borne by the Ihi-ee pai'i-
mutuei (i-acks in the Doti'oit 
area — Noi-thviilc Downs. I-fazel 
Pai'k and Wolverine Raceway. 

Even that slight chni-go woi'ks 
a hai-d.ship on some of the train­
ers. That's how cioso to the vest 
they have to work. But always in 
the heart of cvci'y trainer or driv­
er is the hope that.his newest 
yeai'ling wi l l develop into a trot-
tor capable of winning the famed 
Hambletonlan classic or a pacer 
fast enough to take the winner's 
share of the rich Lit t le Brown 
Jug stake. 

Another benefit of the North­
ville quarters is that it -gives 
ownoi's in the vicinity of Detroit 
an opportunity to see how their 
stock is developing. The yeai'ling.'; 
and two-year-olds they purchased 
at the fall sales are receiving 
their initiai training. Every own­
er wants lo icnow wiietiier he 
made a good buy or dud and 
closely watches the development 
during the winter months. They 
can make weekly trips to North­
ville, genei-ally on Sunday, and 
can jog the new colts and fillies 
themselves. They couldn't do this 
more than once throughout the 
Vi'inler it the horses were in 
training at a spot hundreds of 
miles away. 

Perhaps the one pei'son most 
qualified to e.vplain why ti'ain­
ing in Northville means to the 
men there is Horace Markham, 
75-yearJOld Northviiie trainer 
who has wintered there since the 
track first opened in 1907. 

Markham is a slender, quiet-
spoken individual who is wel l -
known in this community. He 
should lie, he's been in and 
around this section for .'iO years. 
He has never known anything 
but harness i-acing. 

He received his early training 
ti'om his father in Canada where 
ho traveled from track to track 
while his father drove back in 
the days before harness racing 

became the big business It is to 
day. 

Horace's father in turn was 
taught by his father who also was 
a driver-trainer in the infancy of 
the sport in the United States. 

"I have wintered at Northville 
every year since the track open­
ed in li)07," said Markham, "In 
fact I drove the winner of the 
first race over tiie racing strip. 
I just don't know any otlier quar­
ters but Northviiie. 

"I have made my home here 
throughout aii these years and 
iiave watched the winter colony 
grow fi'om some five or si.\ hoi-s-
cs in the early da.vs to the 150 to 
200 that winter here now. 

"Never in all the years I have 
been hero have I lieai'd of any 
complaints against the manner 
in which the colony has conduct­
ed itseit. We have never had any 
ci'ime of any natui'c and never to 
my knowledge have Northville 
health officials had to investigate 
reports of fiith and vermin 
around the barn area. We have 
always made a pi-actice of keep­
ing the liarns ciean, removing 
the manure rapidly and conduct­
ing our colony on the highest 
standard possibie in such quar­
ters. 

There is a need for winter 
barns. The summer barns we now 
use have to be covci'ed with tem­
porary fronts to keep the wintry 
bhists away from the horses, the 
tack I'ooms ai'o adequate but 
could stand impi'ovement. Under-
.sland we ai'en't complaining, we 
feci gratc-ful for the opportunity 
to train our hoi'ses so close lo our 
homes. I don't know what I 
would do during the winter i f 
I couldn't go to Northville. 

"It would surely be a ti-emen-
dous hai'dship not only to Iny-
sc-lf but to most ot the men now 
on the gi-ounds. Wo aren't 
wealthy, never wil l be, but wo 
love the sport and Northville 
gives us the chance to continue 
work through the w i n t e r 
months." 

Markham isn't the only oid 
timer on the gi-ounds. He's the 
oldest of a lot that includes; Dave 
Harvey, 60, who has trained 
there for 30 years; Red Smith, 
58, for 25 years; J im and Earl 
Cart-lveau, the hard-working bro­
thers, who have been there since 
1039; Archie Nilcs,' Jr. who has 
spent all ot his years in North­
ville under the tutelage of his 
father, Archie, Sr.; Cai-1 Scott, 
nine yeai-s; Ed Sictz, Northville 
I'esident who h.is trained at the 
Downs for some 12 years. 

They represent only a siriali 
section of the Northville Downs 
colony but all express the same 
idea — winter training is a neces­
sity, a job and the only place they 
know is Northville Downs.-

Purthei-moi-e, Markham's state­
ment of no crime at the track 
dui-ing the winter training cam­
paign is attested to by Chief of 
Police Joseph Denton,who has 
held that post since pari-mutuel 
betting opened at the track in the 
fall of 1944. 

" M y records show there never 
has been a complaint made about 
the conduct of poi'sons in the 
winter colony al Norlhvi l le 
Downs," Denton said, "We have 
never had any calls to investi­
gate thefts, brawls or any of Iho 
other things that have been 

charged. As far as the police de­
partment is concerned the har­
ness racing industry can be 
proud of these men. They have 
never been anything but citizens 
of the highest caliber at ail 
times." 

That's the story of winter 
training from the horsemen, the 
persons who are being severely 
criticized in some quarters. In 
the next article, the questions of 
what harness racing has meant 
to Northviiie and how the busi­
nessmen feel about the track and 
its benefits to them w i i l be ans­
wered.

We're 
merely a tax assessing and col­
lection agency for the nine dis­
tricts." 

"Nexl year Willowbrook alone 
w i l l have almost 500 children, 
enough to f i l l one school," Mrs. 
Weisberger said. "Would it be 
possible tor the township board 
to require or suggest that build­
ers leave sufficient land in their 
developments for schools?"" 

Mr. Bernard told the group 
t h a t "government pamphlets 
dealing with this problem sug­
gest that strong inducements be 
placed on builders to provide 
for schools." 

Northville Hesitates 
At this paint, Staman defend­

ed Northville's stand, saying that 
"Northville has its own prob­
lems. Seven or eight new subdi­
visions are planned for the 
Northville area. They naturally 

immediately buy land for a high 
school," he added. 

"Is there any way we can stop 
further building legally if nor­
mal channels can't conti'ol it?' 
Mr. Bernard asked. 

Can't Slow Birthrate 
''!Jo. The problem backs right 

up lo the birihi'ate," Township 
Atloi'ney Charles Davis answer­
ed, "and we can't slow down the 
birthi'ate. As the population in­
creases, school problcjus wi l l nat­
urally arise. It's happening all 
over the country." 

"As it is," Davis continued, 
about 80% ot your propei'ty la.x, 
a good percentage ot your saies 
tax, and most of your fines from 
court go to the schools." 

Must Petition 
"Actually, it's up lo you people 

lo petition and vote to come in 
with the Novi school district," 
Staman added. "If East Novi 
comes in, I believe the other two 
wi l l also. 

"We do too," Mrs. Bernard com­
mented. 

" A few years ago your district 
bad only about 58 children and 
they found it advantageous to 
carry on as they were," Staman 
told the group. 

We realize that," Mi's. Ber­
nard 'replied. "As Mr . Schrader 
so bluntly put it at the Norlhvi l le 
meeting last Friday night, 'Your 
people have been getting a free 
ride for a long lime.' " 

Novi District Ready 
Former supervisor and present 

township trustee Frank Clark 
spoke up at this point. "The Novi 
district is ready.. .but it's up to 
you folks to come in . ..share 
each other's assets and liabilities 
as one district." 

"To come in ," Clark went on, 
"you must petition your school 

consolidation question. If the 
vole carries, the machinery wi l l 
go into effect to consolidate the 
disti'icts." 

"The other district lo the west 
(Putnam) would also come in, 
I'm sure. The disli'ict to the 
south (Dui'fee), I'm not so sure ot 
—they might split. I know we 
would like to see you folks come 
in with the Novi schools." 

Welcome Feeling 
"One of the things that has 

impressed us is the welcome feel­
ing extended by the Novi people 
and officials," Mi's. Bernard said. 

Following the school discus­
sions, Ernest Pitchford appeared 
before the board to protest pay­
ing taxes on property on which 
the building code prohibited 
home construction.
