I sued was a travesty of justice. 
, This kind of thing furnishes the 
I enemy of democracy with fuel 
; for infernal fii'es and casts a sha-
j dow upon the American mission-
' ary whose failh is often associ­
ated with the land from which 
he comes. We believe that the 
blood of Emmett T i l l cries out 
from the earth against all those 
who have such a distorted sense 
of justice. 

A i i is not dark for there were 
rays of light which passed 

I through this ominous cloud. I am 
indebted to Life Magazine for 
these few lines coming from its 
editorial: "The soul of EmInetl 
TIli himself was known but to a 
few but it was a thing of value. 
It was fashioned on July 25, 1941 
by tlie Lord God Almighty who 
placed on it this distinctive seal; 
This is My son, akin to all others, 
but unlike any one of them. Like 
each of My children he is unique, 
irreplaceable, immortal. I hereby 
send him among other inen, who 
are his brothers. 

"Sleep well, Emmett T i i l ; you 
wi l l be avenged. You wi i i aiso be 
roinombcrcd, as lojig as Inen 
have tongues to cry against cvi i . 
It is true now as it was when 
Christ said it aimost 2,000 years 
ago: 'For there is nothing cover­
ed that shail nol bo revealed; 
neither hid that shail not be 
known.' " 

Another ray of light came 'from 
a church up in New England. A 
Methodist church invited a Ne-
gi'o minister to bo its pastor. This 
ehurcli was without a minister 
and tliis intelligent, spiritual 
Christian leader filled the pulpit 
for several Sundays. Upon their 
recognizing this man of God for 
what he was, he became the past­
or of this church. Although there 
wasn't one Negro momber oif the 

congregation; yet, here was a 
peopie capable of appreciating 
values that went beyond the 
skin. 

This matter of race prejudice 
is not easily overcome; oftimes 
Christian peopie are the victlIiis 
of it. Althougi) we know that it 
Is not rational; yet, wc find it 
disloI'ting our jud-gments. Many 
of the readers of this article w i l l 
judge themselves as being fair-
minded peopie — void ot preju­
dice, but may I ask you a few 
questions? Would a Negro be 
welcomed lo eat in ail of our 
reslaui'ants? Would the color of 
his skin hinder his being employ­
ed in one of our stores? Upon 
making application 'for a posi­
tion on the teaching staff in our 
schools, would his eliony face 
cast a shadow? Honestly, would 
you be happy iif a Negi'o entered 
your customary place of worship 
and sat down beside you? Would 
you welcome him into the fel­
lowship of the church with the 
same degree of joy as another 
of your own race and class? We 
have this sign on our bulletin 
boards, " A i l Are Welcomed". 
Just what does it mean? Reinem-
ber that it was in (he religious 
South where Emmett T i l l met 
his "Waterloo". 

A missionary who labored on 
the east coast of Afi-ica tells this 
story; One day a little black boy 
came lo him and-said, "Was Jes­
us a while man or a black man?" 

The missionary was going to say 
right away that Jesus was a 
white man, but he happened to 
guess What was in the black 
boy's mind. He Jcnew that if he 
said Jesus was a white man the 
boy would turn away with a sad 
look, thinking that everything 
tliat was good had been given 
lo the white man. So the mis­
sionary thought a moment. He 
remembered that Jesus lived, 
when on earth, in a very warm 
country, that the peopie there 
are dark-skinned, though nol 
black. So he answered, "No, Jes­

us was not a white man, nor a 
black man, but sort of between 
the two. He was a kind of brown. 

"Oh, then he belongs to both 
of us, doesn't he?" exclaimed the 
little fellow with delight. 

"Yes," said the imissionary, 
"He belongs to both of us."

A silver-tongued orator from Dearborn stole the show be­
fore a packed lIouse at the Feb. 7 meeting of the Novi ToWnsiiip 
Zoning Board. ' 

liquiilly impressive was n neat bit of phrasing by the Zoning 
Board which left the outcome of the orator's efforts still very much 
in doubt. 

Although there wits an air of expectancy in the packed room, 
the meeting opened without Incident. ' 

Several tracts of land totaling 
320 acres and lying northwest 
and northeast of Novi and 9-Mile 
roads were considered by tho 
boai'd with regard to re-zoning 
from agricultural to residential 
classification. 

Three Members Present 
The three board mentbers pres­

ent, Harry Watson, George Lien 
and Will iam Flynn, unanimously 
agreed to recommend adoption 
of the change and forward their 
aclion to the Oakiand County 
Coordinating Council for approv­
al. 

The next matter on the agenda 
was a strip ot property 1,320 feet 
deep lying east of Wi.xom Rd. 
between West Rd. and the new 

, expressway and facing the new 
Lincoin plant. This area is being 
considered for re-zoning to a 
light industrial district. 

"Fine People" 
Acting Chairman Watson ask­

ed if there were any questions 
on tho .proposal and at this point 
Roscoe E. Gustafson, a Dearborn 
realtor, strode to the front of the 
room. Waving a paper held in 
his hand, he informed the board 
that he was bearing a'Tjetition 
signed hy a number of "fine peo­
ple". 

"Sir, do you represent prop­
erty owners?" a spectator asked. 

"Well , no., . w e l l . . .yes!" Gus­
tafson decided after a pause. 

Watson then spoke up saying, 
" M y personal opinion is that we 
should wait and see how Ihe west 
side (of Wixom Rd.) develops. We 
don't want a bunch of tumble 
down shacks." 

"This is only my personal opin­
ion and can be Voted down," 
Watson hastily added after, seeing 
the look of concern and amaze­
ment on Gusta^^son's face. "What 
do some of the property owners 
think?" 

Cites Highland Park 
"I'm definitely in favor of it," 

Stanley Baion, 28850 Wixom Rd., 
slated, jumping to his feet. "Let's 
.face facts. It was you gentlemen's 
idea to get the petition. We've got 
the people's opinion." 

Flynn, newly appointed zon­
ing beard member, spoke up at 
this point, telling the group that 
"we should look at what happen­
ed to Highi-and Park on Man­
chester Ave . near the Ford 
plant." He cited the disorganized 
and unsightly array of struc­
tures built in the vicinity of that 
plant. 

"If we had some idea a l l down 
the line as to just what's going 
to be built, it would be differ­
ent," he added. 

More Sales 
"I've got some saies for land 

if I can get the aipproval of this 
board," Gustafson eagerly prom­
ised the board members. 

"We haven't even seen pie-
lures of the new (Lincoin) plant 
yet," F lynn went on, "and wc 
don't want a bunch of little 
buiidings across from a fine plant 
like tlhat." 

Gustafson leaned further for­
ward. "I've got some new fac­
tories lo go in there, boy," he 
half-whispered to the board. 

Offers Services 
At this point, Gustafson con-

identiaiiy offered his reai estate 
selling services i-o the members 
of the zoning board. "Just say the 
word and I 'i! work for you," he 
offered, inquiring whetiier they 
owned any iikeiy property in the 
area. 

"I've never heard any ques 
lions here before about the uses 
of M-1 (light industrial) dist­
ricts," Banion protested, cutting 
fh'ort Gustafson's sales pilch. 

You've got some pre'tly rug-
ged s t u i f i n this township and 
no comment was ever made be­
fore," Baton continued, referring 
to various light industry in cer­
tain portions of the township. 

Flynn ventured tho opinion 
that many of the petition-signing 
property owners were only in­
terested in selling at a good price 
and moving out of the township. 
He aiso said ail buiidings facing 
Wixom Rd. should be set back a 
.sufficient distance, and that nei­
ther the industrial nor the com 
mercial classifications made any 
provision for such a set-back.

A i i of them have asked 
this most honorable body to re-
zone their property in keeping 
with the .opposite side of the 
road." . " ' - -

"We're just trying to look 
ahead and see what it w i l l look 
like when we're all through," 
Watson replied. 

"Acluai iy, this man Is the only 
one affected," Flynn said, '-'re­
ferring lo W. N . Bicnemen," at­
torney for Automobiie Transport 
Co., a car hauling firm which re­
cently purchased a tract of land 
in the discussed- area.

T h e r e was a 
fierce f i g h t , a 
d e f e a t , and a 
victory. "There 
was a battle in 
heaven; Michael 
and his angels 

battled with the dragon, and the 
dragon fought and iliis angels." 

God had created heaven. But 
He did not make this blessed 
abode free for the asking, but 
only as a reward for fighting. Tho 
Creator -gave us a free wi l l ; that 
is. He gave us the power—and 
the duty—of choosing whether 
we are going to give God the first 
place and ourselves a secondary 
place; or whether we are to give 
ourselves tho first place and God 
the second, or oven last place. 
But even lo put ourselves i n a 
lower place always requires a 
fight—against God. Every tlIiie 
wc sin, we place ourselves aJIead 
of Almighty God! Sinners are 
those who fail to fight for God; 
thoy fail lo humble themselves 
before God. 

Before the angels could enjoy 
heaven, they had to cast their 
ballot. They had to use their 
power of free choice. One group, 
too numerous to mention, fol­
lowed a brilliant leader; Lucifer 
was his name—it Ineans Lumin­
ary or Lightcarricr. Lucifer and 
his followers decided not lo serve 
God; they presumed to usurp the 
same self-governing power as 
God. "We wi l l not serve," they 
cried." 

Tho fight was on; angels were 
in mutiny. Then one nvighty ang­
el, an archangel, stirred the un-
reboUious angels to battle wi lh 
the defiant slogan; "Who dares 
make himself equal lo God!"

When their time 
approached for using their free 
wi l l in the great test^bnllot, Sat­
an Icnipted them to choiise self-
w i l l in preference to God's w i l l 
Siilan approached Eve first. 
Somehow lie got her to believe 
lhat she would fare better by 
living her own life in_her own 
sweet way—though it was differ-
ent from God's way. She was of­
fered the idea of silting lA the 
drivers seat of supremacy with 
God. The idea was so satisfying 
that she succumbed to it. She al­
lowed herself to say; "Since 
have a free Will, I can do as 
please." No sooner had she Inade 
her ill-fated choice than she rec­
ognized her defeat! She sa.v her­
self clothed in the uniform of Sat­
an—the uniform of sin. For sin 
moans; "I wi l l do things my own 
way." 

Irked and chafed by her blund­
er, the blunder of sin. Eve en­
vied her husband's still sinless 
happiness. WiWi a cunning as 
streamlined as the serpent's, she 
told Adam with wondrous deceit 
how utterly free she felt since 
declaring hei'self independent of 
God. She said she felt like God 
herself. Adam, like Eve, had a 
wi l l of his own. Rather than of­
fend his wife, he would and did 
offend God. Instead of obeying 
God, he obeyed Eve. He chose to 
put himself wi lh Eve in supreme 
command with God. And so 
Adam, too, lost the battle. For 
sin means: "I wi l l do things my 
own way." 

FI-pm that day, all among us 
must enter heaven the hard way. 
Nevertheless, whether original 
sin had entered the woi-ld or not, 
everyone would have had to 
make an all-out choice; God's 
way or his own way. Satan's suc­
cessful temptation and our first 
parents' defection changed only 
the complexion of the battle of 
life—a battle which under anv 

and all circumstances Inust needs 
reach its crisis in the great choice: 
"Shall I serve God with my whole 
heart, soul, mind and strength; 
or shall I follow my own inde­
pendent way?" 

This warfare is so fierce that 
Jesus Christ Himself came from 
heaven; He took to Himself a 
human nature, a human nature 
which had a ifree w i l l l ike our 
own. For, though He was perfect 
God, He was also perfect man. 
He came to offer His free w i l l in 
total submission to His Father. 
He came to overcome Satan in a 
life-and-death struggle—as He 
told His Apostles at tho Last 
Supper. Jesus won the victory by 
praying and fasting, by preach­
ing and suffering, by urging and 
warning, B u l He overcame Satan 
chiefly by surrendering His w i l l . 
The struggle was so overwhelm­
ing that on one occasion He asked 
the Falher to exempt Him fi-om 
it; He prayed that the chalice be 
lakcn away. But in the crisis of 
His earthly life He must needs 
make the choice in the name of 
the entire human race: "Not M y 
w i l l but Thine be done!" Then 
He sealed the surrender of His 
w i l l to His Father by yielding 
His Precious Blood in an agony 
and an e.xhaustion which ended 
with His last breath: "It is fin­
ished." That is; "I have won the 
victory over Satan by surrender­
ing M y wi l l and M y whole heart 
and soul and strength to tho wi l l 
of M y Fatiher." 

Do you see now why God loves 
good fighters? Fighters wbo do 
not beal the air but who boat a 
path after Christ. Tho entire peri­
od of Lent has but one Inain pur­
pose; to show us the need for bat­
tling; and battling consists in 
chastizing those elements within 
us which have grooved us Into 
following our own ways which 
happen to bo against God's de­
crees. To sin is to go Satan's v/ay 
ot independence. If wc choose to 
go our way, God wi l l not deny it 
to us; for (3od gives us whatever 
we ask. Wo have the power not 
only to choose, bu l to possess 
what we choose. But the biggest 
blunder we can make is to choose 
amiss. 

Towards the end of his lifCTSt. 
Paul awaited boUi the sword of 
death and the reward of bliss. 
Summarizing his life, he said 
with corifidence lhat he had 
fought the good fight, he had fin­
ished his struggles and God 
would crown him. His most val­
iant warrior.

-Canterbury said it was his under­
standing that the village proper­
ty, valuation contain fewer ine­
quities as between various piec­
es of property than those of 
Nortiiviiie t o w n s h i p . "There-
ifore," he said, "why shouidn't 
the City stand by its own figures 
and adjust Dhem downward by a 
definite percentage so the ag­
gregate valuation corresponds 
with the aggregate of the town­
ship valuation." 

How Problem Arose 
The tax problem this year is a 

result of Ihe incorporation of 
Norlhville as a city which now 
must levy taxes for county and 
school purposes as well as for its 
own operating expenses. Previ­
ously, the county and sehool tax­
es had been levied by Northviiie 
township on the basis of town­
ship vailuations considerably low­
er in many instances than those 
which the village was using. The 
village had been forced into 
across-theJboard increases in its 
valuations in recent years to ob­
tain a tax base suEficienliy high 
lo "yield sufficient operating rev­
enue from the maximum tax rale 
of 15 miiis that viiiages can levy. 
If Northviile's school and county 
taxes were to be levied on the 
old valuations they wouid be 
much higher than those paid by 
property owners in the town­
ship, and iTianifestiiy unfair, Can­
terbury pointed out. 

To prevent this, the valuation 
of properly i n NorthviUe must 
be reduced to aibout the town­
ship level, and the tax rale rais­
ed proportionately to yield the 
same amount of revenue at no 
additional cost to individual tax­
payers.

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The Nor thvi i ie Ci ty Counci l 
this week amended the city's 
zoning ordinance to permit 
construction of stables required 
by the state as a condition to 
permitt ing harness racing at 
Nor thv i i ie Downs next sum-
mer. 

In so doing, it paved the way 
for the city to gain approxi 
mately S90,000 of revenue from 
the races as its share of the stale's 
tax on pari-muluel belting at the 
local track, plus an additional 
$17,500 directly from Norlhville 
Downs if the race syndicate con-
tiues to pay the city $500 per day 
for special services during the 
race meeting. The latter payment 
has been made each year in the 
ipast as "compensation for special 
police protection, water, tire and 
other municipal services." 

No Proiest 

The councii's action, on zoning 
came- quietly and without oppo­
sition Monday evening before 
only a handful of spectators. This 
was in.sharp contrast to tiie scene 
iast Novemiber when the'Village 
Commission took similar aclion 
in the face of vigorous protests 
by city and township residents. 
The earlier aclion wouid have 
permit'led the stabling of an un-
iimitod numiber of horses on the 
St. LawI'ence property through­
out the year, dependent upon the 
needs of horsemen for training 
quarters. It aiso ignored the una­
nimous recommendation of the 
Village Planing Commission that 
use of the new property be re­
stricted to a period starting 15 
days prior to the summer race 
meeting and ending 15 days af­
terward, and an abortive attempt 
to have the zoning amendment 
passed at a speciai Saturday 
morning meeting which wouid 
not have aliowod time for the 
public to be informed about the 
Planning Commission's restric­
tive recommendation.

The short-term budget is made 
necessaiy by the changeover 
from a viiiago with a fiscai year 
ending Feb. 28 lo a city whose 
fiscai year starts Juiy 1. The city 
is now functioning under the old 
vilKige budget covering the peri­
od from Mar. 1, 1955 to Fob. 28, 
1956 but must appropriate funds 
for the four months prior lo the 
start of the now fiscai year. 

The proposed budget as sub-
mil led by Budget Director A . 
Russeii C i a rke ' at the Council 
meeting Monday evening totals 
$102,600, of which $8,000 wi i i 
come from the City's anticipated 
surplus at the end of the cur­
rent fiscal year on Fob. 28 and 
$19,600 wi l l come from Iniscei-
ianeous receipts. 

Ciarke pointed out that the 
City's situation with respect to 
the gap between the end of its 
old fiscal year and the start of its 
new year would noriTially re­
quire short-tei-m borrowing to 
bridge the gap, and a larger tax 
levy next year to cover a 16-
monlh period. The receipt of a 
total of $105,463 from racing last 
summer through becoming a city 
against an anticipated total of 
$21,500 under the old village 
charter, enables the city to end 
its current fiscal year wiUi a sui--
plus of approximately $83,000, ho 
said. This makes borrowing un­
necessary. 

The iargest single item in the 
proposed interim budget is '$46,-
800 for streets. This includes $21,-
000 for paving Oakland, Rouge, 
Novi, Carpenter, Grace, L/ake; 
Rayson, N . Rogers, Dubuar and 
Lindent streets, which was pre-

sion, $9,000 for payrolls, $3,000 
for oiling, and the balance for 
miscellaneous small items. 

Aiso included is $7,500 for 
curbs and gutters along the al­
ley on the north side of Main St. 
between Hutlon and Duniap 
streets, $5,900 for the Carlisle 
St. storm sewer and $4,000 for 
sidewalks on S. Center St. to re­
place those destroyed wiien the 
street was widened iast fali.

Prejiarations are beii ig made 
for residents of the Nor thv i i i e 
school district to go to the polls 
Tuesday, March 20 to vote on 
a two m i l l incrc.ise in the school 
tax. The niillnge change would 
be for a five year period at 8 
mills a year. 

The miUage increase and vot­
ing day was decided at tiie regu­
lar Board of Education meeting 
Monday, Feb. 0. 

Teachers Salary 
One of Ihe basic reasons for the 

increase is lo provide additional 
sums of money for a new teach­
ers salary schedule. 
Teachers Present Salary Study 
Ronald Sehipper and LaGene 

Quay, co-chairmen of the pro­
fessional problems committee of 
the Norlhville Teachers club, pre­
sented a salary study and a pro­
posed salary schedule lo the 
school board. 

The salary study,- (prepared 
from information obtained from 
Wesley Thomas, assistant execu­
tive secretary Michigan Educa­
tion Assn. included 42 schools in 
the Delroit area. 

The folowing threejtems were 
included in the report: the trend 
is to establish increments be-
twoeii $250 and $300; the trend 
is lo set a $4,200 minimum with 
a B A degree, and many schools 
in the area are requesting $7,000 
to $7,500 maximums wi th M A 
degrees for this next year. 

Salaries Here Hi t Bottom 
Of the 42 schools listed in the 

report NorthviUe had the lowest 
starling salary schedule: $3,350 
with a B A as comipared to an 
average of $3,850; $3,550 wi lh a 
M A as compared to the average 
of $4,000. 

Amerman Presenfs Budget 
Supt. Amerman presented his 

study of a proposed budget re­
port for the coming school year. 
The report included the follow­
ing items pertaining to saiary 
scheduies; $4,000 for B A degree; 
$4,200 for M A degree; $170 year­
ly increment (remains unchang­
ed.), and also included the hiring 
of five additional teachers. 

Amerman stated that the budg­
et was based on the assumption 
that the 8 mi i l levy w i l l pass. 
If the miiiage increase does not 
pass there probably w i l l be no 
salary increase. Total figures in 
the report showed that the budg­
et \Vas figured to a close margin: 
$535,000 E.\-penses, and $538,000 
Income. 

The salary schedule w i i l be 
discussed further at the March 
meeting. 

Advisory Committee 
George Clark, chairman of the 

Citizens Advisory committee, 
presented each of the board 
members with a con^pleled study 
report in regards to plans for a 
new high school. 

Approximately 60 pages of i n ­
formation made up tihe report. 
Sections were divided according 
to committees. 

The Citizens committee wi l l 
make the report public at a mass 
meeting Thursday, Fob. 23. The 
meeting place has not been de­
termined but w i l l be (published 
as soon as it is decided. The pub­
lic wiH bo invited to hear tiie 
report and ask qiuestions. 

One of the most important re­
marks in the report, according to 
Attorney James Lit te i i , is the 
fact that Northviiie can suffi­
ciently support its own sciiooi 
district; however, if it annexes 
any additional districts the study 
report w i l l be useless.

Couse 
toid tihe Record Tuesday that his 
men had already started moving 
their tool sheds and field offices 
lo the proposed site. 

The Ford valve plant now pro­
duces exhaust valves for all Ford 
and Mercury engines. Following 
completion of the new addition 
the plant w i l l also produce i n ­
take valves. 

Employment Increase 
The new addition w i l l also mean 

an increase in employment of at 
least 30%, according to Ford of­
ficials. The valve plant now em­
ploys approximateiy 250 persons.

Rotunda in Dearborn and recent­
ly finished building the Chrysler 
plant in Detroit.

i-ecommendal'ions to the Board of 
Education. 

1. That the Advisory Commit­
tee be enlai'ged to make it truly 
representative of the citizens and 
liarents of Northviile. 

2. That the Advisory Commit­
tee continue to function, after 
submission of the report for 
which it was established, to pro­
vide continuing advice and coun­
sel to tho Board of Education as 
repi'escntatives of the Public 
Opinion of Nortliville. A contin­
uing committee would also assist 
in caITying the story of the edu­
cational probioms faced by the 
school administration and Board 
of Education to the public, dur­
ing the planning and construc­
tion stages of the new high 
school. 

3. That a,long range curricu­
lum study be undeI'taken under 
Ihe auspices of the Citizen s A d ­
visory Commiilec, utihzmg an 
orgailized program for conduct­
ing such a study known as 'The 
Evaluative Criteria." Although a 
.somewhat frightening title, this 
is a well thought-out and aijpar-
entiy effective program, develop­
ed by Michigan universities and 
recommended by the State and 
Wayne County Boards of Educa­
tion. It has been used extensively 
by many Michigan conrmunities 
in curriculum planning. This 
highly organized study program 
involves participation by the 
public in open discussion meet­
ings on individual activities and 
subjects which comprise the to­
tal curriculum, with teachers, 
school administrators and visiting 
education experts in the particu­
lar subject. It was proposed that 
this long range study be under­
taken at once and be continued 
during the planning, develop­
ment, desiging and construction 
of the new school, over a period 
of la to 24 months. 

Proposal Never Put To Vote 
The first proposal, that the 

Committee recommend to the 
Board extensive enlargement of 
the commitee's membership, was 
offered by Inyself (and other 
members) at almost every meet­
ing since May, 1955. It met al 
ways with a very cool reception 
very little discussion, and W A S 
N E V E R P U T TO A V O T E . 

Comparison 
One of our neighboring schooi 

districts,, on tho other hand, 
(Redford Township which re­
cently completed a beautifully 
planned and equipped h ' i g h 
school for approximately the 
same capital investment our 
schooi w i l l require) had a C i t i ­
zen's Committee of 40 members 
which operated for two years. I 
understand the Redford commit 
tee is being continued as a semi 
permanent advisory group to the 
Board of Education. Another 
neighbor, Wayne, is planning _ 
long-range curriculum study with 
a lai'ge and representative Citi­
zen's Advisory group. However, 
in Northviile, I am told "nothing 
would be contributed by bringing 
the public into curriculum dis­
cussions. Such matters should be 
left to the professional educat 

Commiltee Not Hepresentafive 
The Northviile Advisory CoIn 

mittee consisted of 12 members. 
I slate unequivocally Uiat this 
committee did not represent i 
cross-seclion of the citizens, tax 
payers and parents of the North-
viile Schooi Dislrict. 

Second, the proposal tha'l the 
commiltee recommend lo the 
Board continuation of such a 
group duI-ing the detailed plan­
ning and construction phases met 
with the same cool reception, and 
also WAS N E V E R P U T TO A 
V O T E . As a mailer of fact, the 
emphasis in the final two meet­
ings of the committee was, "lot's 
get this over with quickly, sub­
mit what we've got to the Board 
and disband the commiltee" — 
this in spite of the fact that 
no meetings were called from 
November 3 to January 5, since 
"ai l of us are so busy over the 
holidays." 

No Meeting During Summer 
As an pdditional fact it should 

be known that no committee 
meetings were called last sum­
mer from May 25 to September 
21 in spite of the fact that sum-
mer plans were not discussed at 
the May 25 meeting. A number 
of the conunittee members were 
chagrined at this lack of enthus­
iasm and effort considering the 
urgency of the matters at hand. 

The principal of the new Thur­
ston High schooi in Redford 
Township told several of us on a 
visit to the school that school 
authorities and the Board of E d ­
ucation were so enthusiastic 
about the assistance given i n cur­
riculum plannmg by their 40 
member citizen's committee that 
they had asked it to continue in ­
definitely. 
Third, and perhaps Inost signif­

icant to our children, any men-
lion of Ihe proposed "long 
range" curric'illum study was 
talked down and N E V E R P U T 
TO A V O T E for throe basic rea­
sons 

1. The public cannot contribute 
anything constructive to such a 
study ! ! ! ! 

2. Curriculum is a matter which 
should be relegated to the pro­
fessionals, the school authorities. 

3. It would take too long. We 
can't wait for such a study. We've 
got to build a school. 

Ml ' . Sproule in quoting the Na­
tional Education Association an­
swered the first two of these 
most adequately. Ui*forlunately 
some few of the members of the 
Advisory Commiltee have very 
definite opinions on educaiion 
for Jhe few — for these children 
who w i l l be abirintel lectually to 
take advantage of their educa­
tional opportunities. I think no 
further comment is needed on 
this subject. 

Praises Educators 
Incidentally, I do not mean to 

infer here that our Northviile 
School authorities are not to be 
trusted to plan an adequate cur­
riculum for our schools. I per­
sonally believe that all Northviile 
pai-ents should be thankful for 
the extraordinarily capable tea­
chers and administratoI-s with 
whom we are blessed. I have at­
tended a number of teacher's 
meetings recently as a member of 
the CuiTiculum Sub-Committee 
of tho Advisory group. Wo have 
an exceptionally able group of 
educaloi's. I beJievp they also 
want and realize they need pub-
lie participation in curriculum 
study. 

In answer to the third reason 
for rejecting the "long range" 
curriculum study, I pei'sonally 
proposed on 2 separate occasions 
that the committee submit an i 

"interim" report, along the lines 
of the final report just submitted 
—enough detail on curriculum, 
population, finance, building and 
site to enable the Board to come 
to a decision, hire an architect, 
choose a site and begin detailed 
plans—then continue coIiimiltee 
woI'k on the long range curricu­
lum study. This study would pro-
coed during the planning and 
early construction stages since it 
is probiible that many changes 
could be made in curriculum 
without affecting tho basic ar-
I-angemcnt and number of class­
rooms and other facilities. Ob­
viously i l would have been de­
sirable lo have begun such a long 
range study two years ago, in 
order that it could have been 
completed bofore construction 
plans were Started. However, as 
professional educators have told 
us, curriculum study is a continu­
ing thing and is never completed. 

Not Too Late To Plan 

Also, I am a firm believer that 
late planning is belter than no 
planning at all , particularly when 
revisions can be made even in 
tlie curriculum of our present 
high school without majority re­
arrangements of the existing-in-
adequale facilities. 

Finally, 'if further justification 
for my case is needed, both pro­
fessional reiiresentatives of the 
Wayne County Board of Educa­
tion who bave worked with the 
Advisory Committee have recom-
Inendod such a study on a mun-
bor of occasions. These proposals 
from recognized e.xjperts also 
were disregarded and passed off 
by the Advisory Committee. 

This, then, is Iny minority 

opinion which I recommend to 
the Board of Education for con-
sideration. I have appreciated 
the opportunity given me by the 
Board to particiipate in this study 
group. I do feel, however, that I 
have failed the BoaI'd and the 
citizens of Northviile, since I was 
unable to convince sufficient 
other conunittee members of the 
importance of these issues. I can 
only hope tha't this minority 
opinion w i l l generate further 
Uiinking on the part of the Board 
and the parents of Norlhvil ie 
which w i l l result in the best pos­
sible school systeIn for our child­
ren. This is my sole ami. 

Addendum 
I note in the minutes of the 

Jan. G Board of Education meet­
ing reported in last week's ReC' 
ord, that MI'. Amerman was au­
thorized to appoint a gI-oup of 
teachers and lay citizens to share 
the work of planning for a new 
high school. 

This is fine. However, there 
was nothing in the minutes to in­
dicate that an ex'tensive curricu­
lum study is to be undertaken by 
this group or that their work w i l l 
be, guided by adequate represen­
tation of the w i l l of NorthVille 
citizens and parents. If the lay 
citizens mentioned are appointed 
by requesting recognized local 
civic organizations (such as the 
P T A , Mothers club. Rotary club, 
Exchange club. Optimist club, 
veterans' organizations, and oth­
ers) to designate representatives 
wlio w i l l reflect of the opinion of 
their InombersJiip, plus other 
members representative of the 
various residential areas of the 
school dislrict, this group might 

truly represent the public opinion 
of Northviiie. Provided also that 
Ifhis new committee Is charged 
specifically to initiate a long 
range curriculum study, it could 
succeed where the Advisory 
Committee failed.
