Novi Mushrooms 
As compared with the almost 

stand still gi'owth in Northviiie, 
Novi is going through a "Jack 
in the Beanstalk" growth peI-iod, 

The popuiation in Novi has in 
creased 1,125 in the last five 
years. The popuiation is now 
4.950 and is e.vpected to reach 
7,200 by 1960. 

Occupied dwelling units 
Novi township now number 1,400 
and ai'o expected to increase to 
2,000 iiy 1960. 

Melropolilan Population Increase 
The Detroit standard metro, 

poiitan area (Wayne, Oakland 
and Macomb counties) wi l l have 
a population of 3,900,000 by Ju ly 
1900, according lo estimates 
made by the Popuiation Com 
mittee of the Regionai Pianning 
Con^mission. That Ineans an In 
crease of 943,803 peopie for the 
area during the 1950's as against 
a popuiation growth of 638,958 
during the decade of the 1940's. 

Macomb county is expected lo 
double its 1950 popuiation, while 
Oakiand wi i i have 73% more 
people than in 1950. In out-
Wayne County (e.wiuding De 
troit, Hamtramck and Ilighiand 
Park) an 82% increase is expect-
ed. The city of Deti-oit can look 
for a modest growth of 4% in 
the 10-year period. 

In genei-ai, smaiier gains are 
anticipated for the next five 
years than took place in the pre­
ceding five years. Restraining 
factors that the Cominittee took 
into account were; reduction of 
tiie backiog of housing demand 
piled up during the depression 
and World War II; the low birth 
rates of the 1930's and their ef­
fect on fewer people coming into 
marriageable ages (from 1955-
1960; the effect of recurrent 
shortages of water service on 
residential construction. On the 
other side, it recognized the 
strong growth factors operating 
in the Detroit area in terms of 
the expansion ot.jnanufacturing 
and other business operations. 

The Committee emphasized 
that the estimates for 1960 should 
be regarded as "woi-king fig 
ures". Nationally, sharp changes 
in economic conditions would un­
doubtedly have their effect on 
residential construction in the 
Detroit area.
