Dear Sirs:
With dismay we read the min-
ority.of-one report to the people
of the Northville School District
in the Northville Record, 2-9.56
issue by Mr, James Schiefer. We
got the feeling that the majority
of the members of the Cilizen's
Advisory Commitice ended their
assigned lask with the attitude
of “Well, let's getl it over and
be done with it
We don’t doubt (hat the task
confronting the committee was a
very difficult one involving the
investment of much time and ef-
fort. Also, we don't doubt that

they did, unselfishly, devote
much of their time and abilities
in the discharge of their obli-
gation to report their findings as
directed. But it is also evident
that, as a group, they were less
than fully cognizant of the very
great responsibility they assum-
ed when accepting the appoint-
ment on the committec.

Mr. Scheifer points out, in the
third proposal he recommended
for consideration by the Board
of Education, the need for contin-
uing curriculum study with the
object of better affording our
children the opportunity to equip
themselves for living in an era of
{ast-moving, dynamie develop-
ments in the political, economic
and social aspects of our society.
Can we afford to do less than
what Mr, Schiefer suggests?

It escapes us also how one
could disagree with the first and
second proposals submitted by
Mr., Schiefer. It seems obvious
that by increasing the member-
ship of the Citizen's Advisory
Committee, and by making it a
conlinuing committee whose pur-
pose would be to act as liason
between the Board of Education
and the public, and vice' versa;
the public would be given great-
er space and encouragement for
participation in the problem of
giving our children the, best pos-
sible of educalional opportuni-
ties.

Blasts MMPA

Proposing that the dairy farm-
ers of the area have more ef-
fective collective bargaining in
order to obtain a higher price
for milk, he blasted MMPA's
board of directors for their re-
cent action in canceling the
membership contracts of several
residents in this area for their
activities in conjunction with the
new Fair Share movement.

Among those recently voted
out of MMPA under this dirce-
tive were Northville resident,
Arthur Heslip, president of the
MMPA Farmington local and
chairman of Tuesday night's
meeting; Sam Bailo, president of
the MMPA Salem local, and' Dick
Lister, a member, of the Oxford
local,

Contest Ouster

The men have contested the
ouster and were granted a re-
straining order pending a hear-
ing Wednesday.

Barnes, as official spokesman
for the MMPA, had told the
aroup earlier that the average
farmer in the Detroit area gets
more-for his milk than the aver-
age farmer in most cther parts
of the. country.

If the 12,000 dairy farmers in
the Detroit area create artifi-
cially high prices, he warned, the
creameries will get an increasing
amount of their supply from
farmers outside of the normal
Detroit area, There are 100,000
dairy farmers in the state, he
added, ’

Accept Will of Majority |

“Our organization (the MMPA)
feels that the real answer lies in
compromise. . .accepting the will
of the majority and moving for-
ward, We feel that there is no
question about the dairy farmer
needing more money for his
milk," Barnes continued.

“However, we also feel that
establishing an artificially high
price, accepbing restrictions and
quotas, while conceivably possi-
ble, would be eéxiremely diffi-
cult.”

Willowbrook Committee
Reports On Schools

In order that residents of the
Willowbrook area might be
better informed on the current
school problems faced by the.
area, we are reprinting below
the report given by Mrs. Shir-
ley Bernard at the Feb, 14
meeting of the Willowbrook
Civic Assn. Mrs, Bernard is
chairman of the area’s school
commiitee. Since this report
was presented, Mrs. Bernard
informs this paper that the pe-
titions from all four districts,
requesting consolidation, re-
ferred to in the mext fo last
paragraph, have been forward-
ed fo state officials, —Ed,

The School Committee was
formed Nov. 1, 1955 at the regu-
lar meeting of the Willowbrook
Community Association. At our
first organizational ‘meeting, we
decided that the main problems
facing our school district, East
Novi Fractional No, 2,'were (1)
a rapidly increasing school pop-
ulation, and (2), a recently pass-
ed state law which says that any
school distriet, such as ours,
which does not have its own
school -for more than two years
must consolidate, affix, annex;
or join some active school dis-

trict or provide. its' own ‘school’

facilities by the first day of June
1957,

During the past three months,
we have arranged meetings or
held conversations with our local
school board, the Novi and
Northville school boards, the
Wayne County School Commis-
sioner, Mr, Brake, the Oakland
County Superintendent of
Schools, Mr, Emerson, a member
of the State Department of Pub-
lic Instruction Mr, Stroly and
Mr, Ray Smittle an authority of
Michigan school law,

As a result of these meetings,
the following things are clear:

1, ‘The Northville schools are
seriously overcrowded. On Feb-
ruary 6 1956 the Northville
Board of Education voted: not to
consider annexing any more dis-
tricts and will send notices to
that effect to all districts con-
cerned, including ours.

2. Under the present arrange-
ment, our children may not have
a school to attend in September
of this .year. )

' 3. If no other hausing is erected
in this district in the coming year
our school population in Sep-
tember 1956 wil b¢ approximate-
ly 258, an increase of 145 pupils
from September 1955, However,
plans have been approved for’
