Former union leader and Bi­
ble waving ex-preacher Homer 
Martin held members and 'guests 
of the Michigan Milk Producers 
Farmington L o c a l spellbound 
with his oratory at the group's 
Tuesday nighl annual dinner 
moeting in Walled Lake. 

As "advisor" for the Fair 
Share Bargaining committee, 
Martin dramatically told the 
dairy farmers present that "un­
less something is done for the 
farmer, we face a depression... 
worse than 1929." 

Blasts MMPA 
Proposing that thei dairy farm­

ers of the area have more ef­
fective collective bargaining in 
order to obtain a higher .price 
for milk, he blasted MMPA's 
board of directors for their re­
cent action in canceling the 
membership contracts of several 
residents in this area for their 
activities in conjunction with the 
new Fair Share movement. 

Among those recently voteid 
out of MMPA under this ddre'e-
five were Northville resident, 
Arthur Heslip, president of the 
MMPA Farmington local and 
chairman of Tuesday night's 
meeting; Sam Bailo, president of 
the MMPA Salem iocal, and Dick 
Lister, a member, of the Oxford 
local. 

Contest Ouster 
The men have contested the 

ouster and were granted a re­
straining order pending a hear­
ing Wednesday. 

Calling this action unjust, Mar­
tin launched into a vicious at­
tack on the two MMPA officials 
present, assistant secretary man­
ager Jack Barnes and Lapeer 
d'airy faiTOer Irv Haskill. Hold­
ing an open Bible in one hand, 
the former union leader quoted 
Isaiah and pointed a trembling 
and accusing finger at the two 
MMPA offidals as he half-
whispered, half-shouted "Woe 
unto them that de/cree unright­
eous decrees...'' "It was an un­

righteous decree, it was an un­
fair decree, and it was an un­
democratic decree," he shoute'd. 
Stating the aims of the group he 
is advising, Martin said the'Fair 
Sharers propose to bargain col­
lectively for members and seek 
a higher price for milk. 

"Nol Kidding" 
"We're not kidding and neith­

er are the creameries who say 
they will bargain with us,'' he 
added. 

"What is our tie-up with lab­
or?" he continued. "We have 
none. Unions are not a part of 
this association.. .they don'it be­
long in one...we can get good 
advice from labor unions and 
we are willing to take it if it will 
help farmers." 

More Than Average 
Barnes, as official spokesInan 

for the MMPA, had told the 
group earlier that the average 
farmer in the Detroit area gets 
more-for his milk than the aver­
age farmer in Inost other parts 
of the country. 

If the 12,000 dairy farmers in 
the Detroit area creiate artifi­
cially high prices, he warned, the 
creameries will get an increasing 
amount of their s u p p l y from 
farmers outside of the normal 
Detroit area. There are 100,000 
dairy farmers in the state, he 
added. 

Accept Will ol Majorily I 
"Our organization (the MMPA) 

feels that the real answer lies in 
compromise.. .accopting the will 
of the majority and moving for­
ward. We feel lhat there is no 
question about the dairy farmer 
needing -more mone'y for his 
milk," Barnes continued. 

"However, we also feel that 
establishing an artiificially high 
price, accepting restrictions and 
quotas, while conceivably possi­
ble, would be e'xlremeiy diffi­
cult" 

Bailo, la South Lyon dairy 
farmer, said that the MMiPA in 
their organization publication, 
called hi-m a "labor union law­
yer."

In order lhat residents of the 
Willowbrook area mighl be 
better informed on the current 
school problems faced by the. 
area, we are reprinting iielow 
the report given by Mrs. Shir­
ley Bernard at Ihe Feb. 14 
meeting of ihe Willowbrook 
Civic Assn. Mrs. Bernard is 
chairman of Ihe area's school 
committee. Since this report 
was presented, Mrs. .Bernard 
informs this paper lhat the pe­
titions from all four districts, 
requesting consolidation, re­
ferred to in ihe next to last 
parsgraph, have l>een forward­
ed io stale officials. —Ed. 

The School Committee was 
formed Nov. l , 1955 at the regu­
lar meeting of the Willowbrook 
Community Association. At our 
first organizational meeting, we 
decided that the main problems 
facing our school district, East 
Novi Fractional No. 2,'were (l) 
a rapidly increasing school pop­
ulation, and (2), a recently pass­
ed state law which says that any 
school distriot, such as ours, 
which does not have its own 
school for more than two years 
must consolidate, affix, annex; 
or join some active school dis­
trict or provide-its own school' 

facilities by the first day of June 
1957. 

During the past three months, 
we have arranged meetifigs or 
held conversations with our local 
school board, the Novi and 
Northville school boards, the 
Wayne County School Commis­
sioner, Mr. Brake, the Oakland 
County S u p e r i n t e n d e n t of 
Schools, Mr. Emerson, a member 
of the State Department of Pub­
lic Instruction Mr. Stroly and 
Mr. Ray Smittle an authority of 
Michigan school law. 

As a result of these meetings, 
the following things are clear: 

1. The Northville schools are 
seriously overcrowded. On Feb­
ruary 6 1956 the Northville 
Board of Education voted not lo 
consider annexing any more dis­
tricts and will send notices to 
that effect to all districts con­
cerned, including ours. 

2. Under the present arrange­
ment, our children may not have 
a school to attend in September 
of this .year. 

' 3. If no other housing is erected 
in this district in the coming year 
our schooi population in Sep­
tember 1956 wIl b̂ e approximate­
ly 258, an increase of 145 pupils 
from September 1955. However, 
plans have been approved for';

A Communist once said to me, 
"You Christians make too Inuch 
over the death of Christ!' ' One 
ChuI'cli wi'iter who has departed 
from the ifaith -writes, "We 
should shake ourselves loose 
from tho mystical theological no­
tion that coIncs out of an easy 
acceptance of tlie death of Christ 
as llie guaranty ot our own sal­
vation without effort on our 
part." A moralist would say, it 
would be better to teach people 

how to live by imitatiing the life 
of Christ than to spend so much 
time talking about the death of 
Chi-ist. 

Friends, the truth of the mat-
tor is that our attitude toward 
tiio death of Christ is of such iIn-
poiUanre that by i l we stand or 
fall. The Bible teaches us three 
important fads about man's re­
lationship to God. (1) A l l men 
by nature and by practice have 
sinned and are dead in tresspass­
es and sins. In this position'as a 
sinner, he is aleinalod from God. 
He lias no contact with God. He 
is without hope and without God 
in this world. (2) Jesus Christ 
came to change this .position. He 
did so by taking man's sin upon 
Himself thus paying the penalty 
of man's sin and making it pos­
sible for God lo show mercy to 
the guilty. Sei'ious roflection up­
on this one thought, "Christ died • 
for our sins" w i l l cause one to 
see that this is indeed the very

A group of unions in Detroit and Flint is proposing 
to set up a rival "Blue Cross plan,'' which is entirely 
within their rights, even though we doubt it mil look 
as simple to them once they have gotten into what is 
a very complicated problem. # 

Of the three-Rep. Allison, Commissioner Navarre, 
end the unions-we think.the tmions are tjehaving 
most reasonably. We diffe^iwith them only in our 
opinion as to whetlier they. CAN produce what they 
think they caa % 

But of the whole lot, we think Blue Cross and its ^ 
present managen are the most capable of providing 
what we want. We think Blue Cross is getthig a 
Vicious and needless pushing around. 

In our news stories we have tried to tell what was 
happening without letting our opinions sway us. 

But this is the editorial page, and this is our 
opinion, and we are sayhig what we think. 

But it makes a irather sensational subject to write 
about-and some people talk too much about it This 
"over-utiliication" while it does happen, is not occur-
ring to the extent that it makes any vast difference in 
premium payments. 

And that is the most important issue in this wiiolo 
problem. v 

Why do we think "over-utilization" is not as great 
as some people try to suggest? 

on tlie people who are most seriously ill. Who wants 
that?

First, tiecause a Blue Cross study group itself was 
the first to dig into the matter. No attempt to hide 
anything. Just an effort to correct the situation, since 
chiseling by one subscriber is paid for by all tiie 
honest ones. 

Second, Blue Cross, by subsequent and continuous 
inquiry, thinks that this evil is tmder good control, 
even though there is still an occasional violation. 

Third, because Michigan isn't the only Blue Cro«s 
plan. The same general plan exists in all the states, 
each under its own laws and its own management 

If the plan here liappened to be at fault, in some 
way, it is hardly possible that all the states would be 
at fault in tlie same way. -,.-'„;tv.t.>« 

First of all, a series of articles which began con­
currently in another Detroit paper is, for ail we know 
at this moment, still running. We don't have any 
quarrel with the facts in it 

We do believe it has placed too much emphasis on 
"over-utiIization''-that is, the complaint that some 
people either stay too long in the hospital, or get in 
under Blue Cross when they shouldn't-when they 
aren't really sick. 

The Times reported that We can take you back ifi 
the files a coupie of years and show we were the first-
newspaper to report these was some of this chiseiing 
going on. It should be halted We think it is being 
halted. 

Somewhere in the countiy we wouid find that Blue 
Cross rates were markedly lower-we would find it, 
that is, if Michigan's Blue Cross were letting the cue-
tomers get away with murder. 

Somebody would have found a solution, and would' 
be bragging about it But no, rates are pretty com­
parable anywhere you go.

T R Y I N G T O S P O T T H E R E A L V I L L A I N 

Old melodramas had their advantages. It was easy 
to identify the villain. This is not so, in the current 
uproar about hospitalization insurance. Rates have 
skyrocketed. Many think Blue Cross has thrust its 
hand too deepiy into the pockets of its 3,600,000 
Michigan subscribers, Investigations are being made, 
bilis are being submitted to the legislature, and the 
air is biue with charges. ' 

Much is still being learned, but we think some 
observations can be made now. 

The pubiic's demand in the last decade for better 
medical and hospital care has been great. Therefore, 
on top of inflation must tie added the cost of this 
improved care. An increase in Blue Cross rates might, 
then, be considered automatic. 

The question is: Do the allegedly excessive rates 
reflect only inflation and improved care? 

Ample proof to the contrary appears in surveys of 
hospital cases covered by hospitalization insurance. 
The studies indicate clearly that alarming abuses 
have cropped up. These take the form of unnecessary 
hospitalization, prolonged stays for convenience or 
comfort and excessive use of drugs and laboratory 

--facilities..

Is it hospitals for operating inefficiently?. Is it 
physicians who find it convenient to group patients 
in hospitais for quick and lucrative rounds of call 
that require only an hour or so each monilng? Is it 
patients who unnecessarily demand and get from 
their doctors a hospitai bed and costly care? Is it 
Blue Cross for permitting such Imown abuses to 
continue? 

Frankly, we suspect the answer to all such ques­
tions may be "Yes!'' 

At least one offered solution appears to be pre-
cipitous and short-sighted. A bill introduced in the 
Michigan I.,egisiature suggests a deductible plan simi-
lar to auto insurance. The proposal to make sub-
scribers pry for the first day of hospitalization and 
IS per cent after r2-,;en days no doubt would cut rates. 
It also would grently reduce the value of the 8er\'ice. 
It would not we '.jelieve, strike hard enough at the 
abuses. 

It would, however, seem logical to offer optional 
plans. Blue Cross hps s-^nV. o olan, in which the patient 
pays the cost of the first two days and $2 a day for

Trying to make out all of a sudden, that something 

is "wrong," or that some simple little bill in the 
Legislature can turn time backward and make things 
cost less-that's nonsense. 

We don't think this union group can do it either, 
but we'll concede their right to try. At least they 
aren't trying to tell everybody else how to do it 
They're undertaking to show how to do it 

We think, flatly, that Biue Cross is a fine thing, and 
we hope ail the noise won't fool the people and 
unduly alarm them. 

Blue Cross is merely a victim of our rising econ-
omy just as everybody ei!;e is. 

the remainder of the hospitai stay. The saving of but 
16 per cent in premiums does not seem adequate, 
considering that the average stay is seven days. Blî e 
Cross also is readying a "catastrophe" policy, but if 
the saving is no greater than offered under the year, 
oid deductibie pian it too probabiy wiil not be widely 
popular. 

One additional thought stands out prominently. 
Piiysicians, through iheir deaiings with patients and 
because they control both the hospitals and the Blue 
Cross organization, have failed, in our estimation, to 
take an active pubiic stand on the abuses under the 
voluntary hospitalization iiisurance pians. 

Because they are so closely involved in the abuses 
and because voluntary' plans were their answer in a 
period when socialized medicine appeared around the 
corner, they shouid be available to counsel the public. 
The public wholeheartedly accepted the voiuntary 
plans and should have the wise advice of doctors. 

Since Blue Cross is a $l00,000,000-a-year busi­
ness, the''entire probiem should be thorougiily 
examined, calmly,, circumspectly and publi.-ly.

ORDINANCE 

No. 28 
REVISED JAN. 20, 1958 

Township of Novi, 
Michigan 

AN ORDINANCE TO REGU­
L A T E THE USE AND OPERA­
TION OF VEHICLES ON THE 
PUBLIC HIGHWAYS WITHIN 
THE TOWNSHIP OF NOVL 
MICH. PURSUANT TO ACT 
246, PUBLIC ACTS OF 1945. AS 
AMENDED. 

The Township of 
Novi Ordains: 

SECTION 1 
The following words when 

used herein shall be deemed to 
have the meanings given below; 

. . (a) "Vehicle" — Every device 
in, upon or by which any person 
or property is or may be trans-
ported or drawn upon a public 
highway, excepting devices used 
exclusively upon stationary rails 
or tracks; 

(b-l) "Motor Vehicle"—Every 
vehicle, as herein defined, which 
is self-ipropeHed and every ve­
hicle which is propelled by elec­
tric power obtained from over­
head trolley wires, but not oper­
ated upon rails. 

(b-2) "Commercial Vehicles"— 
All vehicles used for the trans­
portation of passengers for hire 
and those constructed or used 
for transportation of merchan­
dise; and with reference to park­
ing -provisions, motor vehicles 
without commercial l i c e n s e 
plates shall not be considered 
commercial vehicles; 

(c) "Motorcycle" — EveI-y mot­
or vehicle designed to travel on 
not more than three wheels in 
contact with the ground, except 
any such vehicle as may be in­
cluded within the term "tractor"' 
as herein defined; 

(d) "Truck tractor" — Every 
motor vehicle designed and used 
primarily for drawing other ve­
hicle's and not so constructed as 
to carry a load other than a part 
of the weight of the vehicle and 
load so drawn; 

(e) "Farm Tractor" — Every 
motor vehicle designed and used 
primarily as a farm implement 
for drawing plows, mowing ma­
chines, and other implements of 
husbandry; 

(f) "Pedestrian" — Any person 
afoot; 

(g) "Person'' — Every natural 
person, firm, co-partnership, as­
sociation or corporation -and their 
respective trustees and receivers, 
appointed by any court whatsb-
ever; 

(h) "Owner" — A person ivho 
holds the legal title of a vehicle 
or in the event a vehicle iS the 
subject of an agreement for the 
conditional sale or lease thereof 
with the right of purchase upon 
performance of the conditions 
statedkin the agreement with an 
immediate right of possession 
vested in the conditional.vendee 

- or lessee, or in the event a mort­
gagor of a vehicle is entitled' to 
possession, then such conditional 
vendee or lessee or -mortgagor 
shall be deemed the owner for 
the pui-pose of this Ordinance; 

(h-2) "Operator" — The word 
"operator" shall mean and in­
clude every person or .individual 
who shall operate a vehicle as 
the owner thereof or as the 
agent, employee, or permitee of 
the owner; and with reference to 
parking provisions, any person 
parking or moving a vehicle 
whether remaining in such park­
ed vehicle or not; 

(i-l) "Street or Higliway" — 
The entire width 'between the 
boundary lines of every way 
when any part thereof is open 
to the use of the public for pur­
poses of vehicular travel; 

(i-2) "Road Way" — That por­
tion of a highway improved, de­
signed or ordinarily used for ve­
hicular travel; . 

(i-3) "Divided Road Way" — 
That portion of a highway im­
proved, designed or ordinarily 
used for vehicular travel, in- two 
or more parts separated longi­
tudinally by parkways, tunnel 
approaches, canals, or areas not 
available to immediate and con­
tinuous access to vehicular traf­
fic from such divided roadways; 

(1-4) "Stop Intersection" — An 
intersection at one or more en­
trances to which vehicles are re­
quired by stop signs to stop be­
fore entering; 

(j) ''Right of Way" — The 
privilege of the immediate use 
of tiie highway; 

• (k) "Parking" — The storing 
of a vehicle upon a street unat­
tended by an operator; 

(1) "Standing" — The standing 
of a passepger vehicle upon a 
street with an opei-ator in the 
driver's seat; and the standing of 
a commercial vehicle for the pur­
pose of loading or unloading of 
merchandise or materials, and 
then only for the reasonable 
length of time actually required 
to effect such loading or unlpad-
inp, and the operator is not re­
quired to remain in the driver's 
seat; 

(-m) "Stopping" — The stop­
ping of a vehicle to load or un­
load passengers for a period of 
not to exceed three minutes and 
the operator remaining in the 
driver's seat. Where prohibited, 

vehicle shall stop except to 

Any sign, signal, or device erect­
ed by authority of a public body 
or official or by a railroad and 
intended to give notice of the 
presence of railroad tracks or the 
approach of a railroad train; 

(q) "Business district" — The 
tei-ritory contiguous to a high­
way where 50 percent or more of 
the frontage thereon for a dis­
tance of 300 feet or more is oc­
cupied by buildings in use for 
business; 

(r) "Residence district" — The 
territory contiguous to a high­
way not comprising a business 
district where the frontage on 
such highway for a distance of 
300 feet or more is mainly oc­
cupied by dwellings or by dwell­
ings and buildings not in use for 
business; 

fs) "Township Board" — The 
duly constituted legislative 'body; 

(t-l) "Chief of Police" - - The 
ranking ofificial in charge of the 
Police Department; 

(t-2) "Department" — Depart­
ment of Police; 

(t-3) "Normal Atmospheric 
Condition" — Weather without 
•fog, rain or snow. 
SECTION 2 

This ordmance is adopted in 
the interest of public safety, con­
venience, and welfare. Every 
person shall comply with, ob-
seiwe, and obey, when applica­
ble to him, all the provisions, re­
quirements, and regulations and 
orders of the Chief df Police, 
adopted or issued in pursu'ance 
hereof. No person shall disotey, 
or refuse to comply with any 
lawful order, signal, or direction 
of a police officer. 

SECTION 3 
(a) Any person who violates or 

fails to comply with any provi­
sion of this ordinance or any 
regulation or order of the Chief 
of Police, adopted' or issued in 
pursuance hereof, shall upon 
conviction be subject to a fine of 
not more than One Hundred 
($100.00) dollars, or by impris­
onment for a period' of time not 
to exceed ninety days, or to both 
such fine and imprisonment in 
the discretion of the Court, to-
'gether with costs of prosecution, 
unless otherwise provided in this 
ordinance. 

(b) Any person who has re­
ceived any notice to appear in 
answer to a traffi'c charge under 
the ordinance of this Township 
except for violations requiring 
aippearance in court may within 
the time specified in the notice 
answer at the traffic violations 
bureau to the charges set forth 
in such notice by paying a pres-

obey traffic control devices or a 
police officer's .directions; 

(n) "Double Parking, double 
.•itanding, or douible stopping" — 
The parking, standing, or stop­
ping of a vehicle upon the road-
wav side of another \ vehicle 
parking, standing, or stopping; 

(o-:!) "Traffic control devices'' 
— All signs, signals, marking, 
and devices officially placed or 
erected for the punpose of reg­
ulating, warning, protecting or 
guiding traffic; 

(0-2) "Traffic control signal''— 
Any device whether manually, 
electrically or mechanically op­
erated, by which traHic is direct­
ed to stop and to proceed'; 

(p) "Railroad sign or signal"— 

scribe^ fine in person, by proxy, 
or by mail, and by so doing shall 
be deemed to have pleaded guil­
ty to the charge, to have waived 
a hearing in court and to have 
given power of attorney to the 
person in charge of the bureau 
to make such a plea and pay 
such a fine in court. Acceptance 
of the prescribed fine and the 
power of attorney by the bureau 
.shall be deemed complete satis­
faction for the violation, and the 
violator shall be gIVen a receipt 
which so states. 

SECTION 4 
The Chief of Police shUU en­

force the provisions of this or­
dinance and the regulations 
adopted hereunder. Subject to 
the provisions hereof, it shall be 
the duty of the Department to 
direct and cont/rol the tI'affic of 
vehicles and pedestrians. 

SECTION 5 
To assist in the control of traf­

fic, the Department may employ 
traffic control devices. 
SECTION 6 

Traiific shall be directed by 
tralfic control devices, officers 
of the Department and other 
means approved by the Chief of 
Police. 

SECTION 7 
In case of a fire, an ernergen-

cy, a parade, or other concourse 
01 people, traiific may be direct­
ed as conditions Inay require, 
notwithstanding the provisions 
of any oI'dinance. 

SECTION 8 
(a) In case of an accident, the 

Department, where the pubiic 
interest requires, shall fully in­
vestigate and report the details 
of such accident, 

Ob) The Department shall keep 
records embracing all pertinent 
accident inioI-mation and shall 
make complete monthly reports, 
drawn from such records to the 
Township Board. 

SECTION 9 
(a) No person shall deface, in­

jure, knock down, or remove any 
trafiic control device established 
or authorized by the Chief of 
Police. 

(b) No unauthorized person 
shall erect or maintain upon any 
highway any traffic control de­
vices, or devices in iInitation of 
traific controi devices erected 
under the provisions of this or­
dinance, and no person shail 
erect or maintain upon any high­
way any tro/.lfic control device 
bearing thereon any commercial 
advertising. 

than will permit him to bring it 
to a stop within the assured 
clear distance ahead. 

(b) Subject to the provisions 
of sub-section (a) of this section 
and except in those instances 
where a lower speed is specified 
In this ordinance, it shall be un­
lawful for the driver of the ve­
hicle to drive the same at a speed 
exceeding 25 miles an hour on 
all highways in residence dis­
tricts or public parks. 

It shall be unlawful for any 
operator to exceed the forego­
ing speed limits except that if 
different speed limits are law­
fully posted by signs, it shall be 
unlawful to exceed the posted 
speed limits. In every charge of 
a violation of this subsection, the 
complaint, also the summons or 
notice to appear, shall specify the 
speed at the time and place of 
said alleged violation. 

(c) No operator shall drive 
through any alley at a .speed ex­
ceeding fifteen miles per hour. 

(d) The ^eed limitation set 
forth in this ordinance shall not 
apply to vehicles when operat­
ed with due regard for safety 
under the direction of the police 
in the chase or apprehension of 
violators of the law or of persons 
charged with or suspected' oif any 
such violation, nor to fire de­
partment or fire patrol vehicles 
when traveling in'response to a 
fire alarm, nor to puibiic or pri­
vate ambulances when traveling 
in emergencies. This exceiption 
shall not however protect the 
driver of any such vehicles from 
the consequences of a reckless 
disregard of the safety of others. 

(e) Where signs are erected 
upon a public highway directing 
operators to drive no faster than 
a definite stated speed, every 
operator shall reduce the speed 
of his vehicle to the stated speed 
upon entering the posted' zone 
and shall not exceed the stated 
speed until past the posted zone. 

This sfction of this ordinance 
.•ihall include the posted area of 
Grand River Road, east and west 
of its intersection with Novi 
Road, the speed limit of such 
•posted ai-ea being hereby set at 
40 M.P.H, the posted 'area of 
South Lake Drive, the speed 
limit of such posted area being 
hereby sot at 25 M.PjH.,and all 
other such posted zones within 
the Township of Novi. Such post­
ed areas shall be known 
"Speed Control Zones".

SECTION IO 
Processions, other than funer­

al processions, are peranilted 
only by authority of and as di­
rected by the Chief of Police 
with the approval of the Town­
ship Board. 

SECTION l l 
The clerk shall provide copies 

of the substance ot thiS ordin­
ance and rules and regulations 
adopted pursuant thereto for 
public distribution. 

SECTION 12 
(a) Any person driving a ve­

hicle on a highway shall drive 
the same at a careful and pru­
dent speed not greater than nor 
less than is reasonable and prop­
er, having due regard to the traf­
fic, surface and width of the 
highway and of any other condi­
tions then existing, and no per­
son shall drive any vehicle upon 
a highway at a speed greater 

SECTION 13 
(a) No operator of a vehicle 

shall disobey the instructions of 
any official traffic control de­
vice placed in accoI-dance with 
the provisions of this Ordinance 
unless at the time otherwise di-
reeled by a police officer. 

Tragic control signal legend 
Whenever traffic is controlled by 
traffic control signals exhibiting 
the words ''go", "caution", or 
"stop", or exhibiting different 
colored lights successively, one 
(l) at a time, or with arrows, the 
foMowing colors only shall be 
used and said terms and lights 
shall indicate and apply to driv­
ers of vehicles and pedestrians 
as follows 

(b) Green alone or "go". Ve­
hicular traffic facing the signal 
may proceed straight through or 
turn right or left unless a sign 
at such place, prohibits either 
such turn; Provided that vehicu­
lar traffic shall yield the right-
of-way to other vehicles law­
fully within the intersection and 
to pedestrians lawfully within 
a crosswalk at the time such sig­
nal is exhibited. Pedestrians fac­
ing the green signal .may proceed 
across the highway within any 
marked or unmarked eross^valk. 

(c) Yellow alone or "caution" 
when shown together with or 
foU-owing the green or "•go" sig­
nal. Vehicular traffic facing the 
signal shall stop before entering 
the nearest crosswalk at the in­
tersection, but if such stop can­
not be made in safety, a vehi-
cile may be driven cautiously 
through the intersection. Pedes­
trians facing such signals are 
thereby advised that there is in­
sufficient time to ci'oss the Mgh-
way, and any pedestrians then 
starting to cross shall yield the 
right-of-'way to all vehicles. 

(d) Red alone or "stop". Ve­
hicular traffic facing the signal 
shall stop before entering the 
nearest crosswalk at the inter­
section or at such other point as 
may be indicated by a clearly 
visible line and shall remain 
standing until green or "go" is 
shown alone, except that if a 
traffic control device permits a 
turn after stopping, the operator 
may make such turn prbvided 
that he yields the right-of-way 
to pedestrians lawfully within 
the crosswalk and other vehicles 
lawfully within the intersection. 

No pedestrians facing such 
red signal shall enter the high 
way unless he can go safely and 
without interfering with any 
vehicular Iraf'tic. 

(e) Red with gi-een arrow. Ve­
hicular traiific facing such signal' 
may cautiously enter the inter­
section only to make the move­
ment indicated by such arrow, 
but shall yield the richt-of-way 
to pedestrians lawifully within 
a crosswalk and to other traffic 
lavvifuilly using the intersection. 
No oodestrian facing such signal 
shall enter the h i g h w a y 
unless he can do so safely and 
without interfering with an ve­
hicular traffic. 

(f) Pedestrians walk and unit 
signals. Whenever special con­
trol signals exhibiting the word 
"walk" or "wait" are in ojiera-
tion, such signals shall indicate 
as follows; Wailk — pedestrians 
facing such signal may proceed 
across the hi-ghway in the'direc-
tion- of the sinnal and shall be 
given the right-of-way by driv­
ers of all vehicles. Wait' — no 
nedestrian shall start to cross the 
highway in the direction of such 
signal, hut any pedestrian who 
has partly completed his cross­
ing on the walk signal shiall pro­
ceed, cautiously to a sidewalk or 
safety island while the wait sig­
nal is ."ihowing. 

(g) Flashing signals. Where 

flashing red or yellow signals 
are used they shall require obed­
ience by vehicular traffic as fol­
lows: 

''Flashing red (stop signal)"! 
When a red lens is illumin'ated 
by rapid intermittent flashes, 
drivers of vehicles shall stop be­
fore entering the nearest cross­
walk at an intersection or at a 
limit line when marked' and the 
right to .proceed shall be subject 
to the rules applicable after 
makinig a stop at a stop sign. 

"Flashing yellow (caution sig­
nal)" — Where a yellow lens is 
illumin'ated by rapid intermitt­
ent flashes, d'rivers of vehicles 
may proceed through the inter­
section or past such signal only 
with caution. 

"Flashing red arrow (right turn 
ignal)" — when a red arrow is 

illuminated by rapid intermit­
tent flashes, drivers of vehicles 
shall stop before entering the 
nearest crosswalk at an intersec­
tion or at a limit line when 
marked and shall then be privi­
leged to make a right turn; Pro­
vided, that no interference is of­
fered pedestrians lawfully with­
in a crosswalk or vehiclei law­
fully within the intersection. 

-(h) At intersections hot con­
trolled by traffic signals, the 
driver of a m'otor vehicle shall 
slow down or slop if need be to 
avoid interfering with a pedes­
trian lawi.'ully within a cross­
walk 

(i) It shall be unlawful and a 
violation of this Ordinance for a 
pedestrian, when entering 
crosswalk, to step into the path 
of a motor vehicle Which has 
stopped at a marked or unmark­
ed crosswalk to avoid interfer­
ence with a pedestrian lawfiJlly 
within- such crosswalk. 

(j) It shall be unlawful and a 
violation of this Ordinance for 
a pedestrian, while crossing the 
street at a point other than a 
crc'-swalk to step suddenly, run 
or juirrn into the path of a mov­
ing vehicle when such motor ve­
hicle is so close as to constitute 
a hazard; Provided; however, 
ihis provision shall not be con-
stnied to relieve the operator of 
a motor vehicle of his duty to 
operate such vehicle with due 
care and caution and in conform­
ity with this Ordinance and all 
a-piplicable statutes. 

(k) Where sidewalks are pro­
vided it shall be unlawful for 
pedestrians to walk upon the 
.main traveled portion of the 
highway. 'Where sidewalks are 
not provided, pedestrians shall, 
when practicable, walk on- the 
le.'t side of the highway facing 
traii.'ic which passes nearest. 

SECTION l4 
(a) Upon all highways of suf­

ficient width except upon one 
way streets the operator of a 
vehicle sha'll drive the same up­
on the right half of the h-ighiway 
and shall drive a slow moving 
vehicle as closely as ipossilble to 
(he right hand edge or curb of 
such highway, unless it is im­
practicable to travel on such 
side of the highway and except-
when overtaking and passing 
another vehicle subject to the 
limitations applicajble in over­
taking and passing set forth in 
this section. 

Provided however, that on 
highways having three or more 
lanes for traffic, the operator of 
a vehicle shall keep the same 
entirely .within tho extreme 
right-hand lane e.\cept when 
overtaking and' passing and when 
turning left: provided, furthei-, 
than on high-ways having three 
or more uneven number of lanes, 
the opei-ator of a vehicle shall 
not drive the same or any -part 
thereof to the left of the center 
lane and on highways having 
four or more even number of 
lanes, he shall not drive the 
same or any part thereof to the 
left of the center line; Provided, 
further that with respect to one-
'way highways, and with respect 
to undivided higJnvavs having 
4 lanes or more, vehicles mov­
ing in substantially continuous 
lanes of traitic may pass either 
to the left or right of preceding 
vehicles which occupy adjacent 
lanes. The foregoing rules shall 
apply on divided roadways, ex­
cept that on such roadways, op­
erators shall keep to the right 
ri" such division, On divided 
roadways where traffic is re­
quired to travel in one direction 
only, operators may proceed lo 
the left of such division. 

The 'foregoing provisions of 
this section shall not bo deemed 
to prevent the marking of lanes 
for fra-ffio upon any street, and 
the allocations of designated 
I'anes to traffic moving in a par­
ticular direction or at designat­
ed speeds. When such lanes are 
-marked and clearly visible, it' 
shall be' unlawful for any op­
erator to straddle such' lane 
markings or lo fail to keep his 
vehicle entirely within the limit 
lines of lanes e.vcept while in the 
roroccFS of necessary and safe 
transfer from one lane lo anoth­
er or to avoid eonllliet with other 
vehicle!. Operators of vehicles 
proceeding in opoosite direction 
shall .pass each other to the right. 

(b) The oDoralor of any vehi­
cle overtaking another vehicle 
-proceeding in the same direc­
tion shall pass at a safe distance 
to the left thereof, and when 
safelv clear of such overtaken 
vehicle shall take up a position 
as near the right hand edge of 
the maintravelled poI'tion of the 
hiehwav as is ipractioable: Pro­
vided, lhat a vehicle whose op­
erator has signalled his Inten­
tion to turn left, and is in the 
nroper larie for such turn, shall 
not be passed on the left, Over-
takinir vehicles in such cases 
5linll be permitted to pass lo the 
right. 

(c) Tho operator cvt a motor 
vehicle shall nol follow another 
vehi<'le more closely than is rea­
sonable and prudent, having due 
rp?ard to the speed of such ve-
hiclp and the traffic upon and 
con<1itinn of the highwa.v. 

(d) Except as otherwise pro­
vided in this section, the operat­
or of a vehicle intending to turn 

to the right at an intersection 
shall approach such intersection 
In the lane for traffic nearest the 
right-hand side of the highway 
and in turning shall keep as 
closely as practicable to the right 
hand curb or edge of the high­
way. 

(e) When intending to turn to 
the left, the operator shall ap­
proach such intersection in lhat 
portion of the right half of the 
highway nearest the center line 
thereof and aifter entering the 
intersection the left turn shall 
be made so as to leave the inter­
section to the right of the center 
line of the highway being enter­
ed. The approath for a left turn 
from a two-way street into a 
one-way street shall be made in 
that portion of the right half of 
the highway nearest the center 
line thereof and the turn shall be 
completed by leaving the inter­
section in the moving traffic 
lane nearest the left curb of the 
of the one-way street. The ap­
proach for a left turn- from a one­
way street into a two-way street 
shall be made in the moving 
traffic lane nearest the leift curb 
and shall 'be completed by leav­
ing the' intersection to the right 
of the center line of the street 
being entered. 

(f) Whei=^ "no passing zones" 
as provided for in Act 300 of the 
Public Acts of the State of Mich­
igan for I 949 have been estab. 
lished as set forth in Section 640 
of the aforesaid act, and when 
the signs or markings on the 
pavement are in place and clear­
ly visible to an ordinary observ­
ant person every d'river of a ve­
hicle shall obey the directions 
thereof. 

Failure to obey such - traffic 
control devices shall constitute 
prima facie evidence of a viola­
tion hereof and shall be punish-
lable as a misdemeanor. 

SECTION lS 
Operators may make a right 

turn at all times from the mov­
ing traffic lane nearest the 
right cuIb when proceeding with 
traiific, except where prohibited 
by traffic control devices or traf­
fic officers, .provided that the op­
erator shall yield the right-of-
way to pedestrians lawfully 
within the crosswalk. The oper­
ator shall not make a right turn 
when facing a red traffic control 
signal unless such turn is per­
mitted by right turn arrow, or 
other traffic control devices. 

SECTION l6 
The operator of a vehicle in­

tending to turn to the left with­
in an intersection of divided or 
undivided highways, shall yield 
the right-of-^vay to any vehicle 
aipproaching from the opposile 
direction which is within the in­
tersection or so close thereto as 
to constitute an im-mediate haz­
ard, but said operator, having so 
yielded and having given a sig­
nal as required by this ordin­
ance, may Inake such left turn 
and the operators of all other 
vehicles approaching the inter­
section from said opposite direc­
tion shall yield the right-Jof-way 
to the vehicle making the left 
turn: Provided, thai at an inter­
section at which a traffic signal 
is located, an operator intending 
lo make a left turn shall permit 
vehicles bound straight through 
in the opposite direction to pass 
through the intersection before 
making the turn, and lhat when 
such left turn is intended from 
a divided roadway it shall be 
comipleled only when the green 
signal 'permits m o v e m e n t 
through the intersection of the 
highway being entered. 

SECTION 17 
(a) No operator shall turn a 

vehicle around at any highway 
intersection or within an undi­
vided roadway i\vherein the 
available roadway is not of suf­
ficient width to peiimil the com­
plete turn of the vehicle in one 
movement, or when such turn 
cannot be made in safety or 
without interference to moving 
traffic. 

(lb) No operator shall attempt 
lo avoid obedience to any traffic 
control device by driving upon 
or through any private properly, 
or through an alUey. 

(c) No person shall drive, lead, 
or back any vehicle on or along 
any sidewalk in any public 
street or public place, extept in 
such points designated' for such 
purpose by the lowering of the 
curb. 

SECTION 18 
(a) A person propelling a bi-

cj'cle or motorcycle shall not 
ride other than upon the per­
manent and regular seat attach­
ed thereto, nor carry an-y other 
person upon such bicycle or mot­
orcycle other than upon a firm­
ly attached and regular seat 
thereon, nor shall any person 
ride upon a bicycle or motorcy­
cle other than as above author­
ized. 

(b) No bicycle or motorcycle 
shall be used to carry more per­
sons at one time than the num­
ber for which it is designed and 
equipped. 

(c) Persons riding bic.yclos or 
motorcycles upon a highway 
shall not ride more than two 
abreast; provided, that this re­
striction shall not apply to bi­
cycles on paths or parts of high­
ways set aside for tho exclusive 
use of bicycles. 

(d) No person riding a bicycle 
or motorcycle shall carry any 
package, bundle or artiolo which 
prevents the rider from'keeping 
both hands upon the handle 
bars. 

(e) No person shall ride a bi­
cycle unless it is equipped with 
a bell or other device capable 
of giving a signal audible for a 
distance of al least 100 feet, ex­
cept that no bicvole shall be 
equipped with nor shall any per­
son use upon a bicycle any siren 
or whistle. 

(f) Every pei-son riding a bic.v-
cle upon a roadway shall be sub-
iect to the provisions of the 
Trafifk Ordinance of this Town­
ship apiplicable to the driver of a 
vehicle, except as to special reg­

ulations in this ordinance and 
except as to those provisions of 
the Ordinance which by their 
nature can have no application. 

(g) Persons may ride bicycles 
upon sidewalks and such per­
sons shall yield the right-of-way 
to any pedestrians and shall give 
audible signal before overtaking 
and passing such pedestrians. 
SECTION 19 

(a) When two vehicles enter 
an intersection (not controlled 
by stop signs or signals) at ap­
proximately the same time, the 
driver of the vehicle on the leIt 
shall yield the right-of-way to 
the vehicle on the right except 
as otherwise provided in this 
Ordinance. The driver of any 
vehicle traveling a-t unlawful 
sipeed shall foIifeit any right-of-
way which he might otherwise 
have hereunder. 

Ob) The driver of a vehicle 
shall stop as required by this 
Ordinance at the entrance lo a 
through highway or stop inter­
section and shall yield the right-
of-way to other vehides which 
have entered the intersection 
from said through highway or 
which are approaching so close­
ly on said through highway as to 
constitute an immediate lIazard', 
but said driver having so yield­
ed may -proceed and the drivers 
of ali other vehicles approaching 
the intersection on said through 
highway shall yield the right-
of-way to the vehicle so proceed­
ing into or across the through 
highway. 

(c) When two vehicles enter 
an intersection at ail approaches 
to which traffic' is required to 
stop, at approximately the same 
time, the driver of the vehicle 
on the left shall yield the right-
of-way to the vehicle on the 
right provided both vehicles 
shall have complied with the re­
quirements of this Ordinance. 

(d) All motor vehicles forming 
a funeral procession when going 
to any place of burial shall have 
the right-of-way over all the 
other vehicles except fire appa­
ratus, ambulances, and police 
patrol vehicles, at any street or 
highway intersection within the 
Township when the first, vehi­
cle has' entered any street or 
highway intersection or when in 
accordance with traffic control 
signal all motor vehicles in said 
procession follow through said 
intersection not more than 30 
feet behind the motor vehicle in 
said procession just preceding 
it after the leading vehicle 
thereof has been permitted by 
said traffic control signal lo en­
ter or cross said street or high­
way intersection: Provided, how­
ever, that the leading vehicle of 
said funeral procession shall be 
a funeral coach or hearse, and 
provided further that a flag, 
white in color, not less than 
9x7% inches in size, andi upon 
which shall be printed, stamped 
or stained a purple cross, sliall 
be displayed so as to be visible 
from either side of all cars in 
the procession, one on each side 
of the front of said coach or 
hearse; one on each side of the 
rear of the last vehicle and one 
on the right front of all other 
vehicles in said procession. Any 
person passing through a funeral 
procession of motor vehicles des­
ignated as aforesaid wilh a ve­
hicle of any kind shall be deem­
ed guilty of reckless driving. 
SECTION 20 

In crossing any intersection of 
highways or the intersection of a 
highway by a railroad right-of-
way, tho driver of the vehicle 
shall at all limes cause such ve­
hicle to travel on the right half 
of the highway unless such right 
half is cibstructed or impassable: 
Provided, however, that travel 
on one-way streets is permitted 
on the fuli width of roadway. 
SECTION 21 

(a) No operator shall blockade 
or obstruct a high-way. 

(b) Whenever a vehicle be 
comes stalled or for any reason 
cannot be moved, by its own 
power, and in consequence ob­
structs a highway, the owner or 
operator shall cause the pi-ompt 
removal of same by towing or 
otherwise. 

(e) When traffic conditions are 
such lhat it is necessary for an 
operator driving into an inter­
section to stop within intersec­
tion in a manner that will inter­
fere with movement of vehicles 
on the cross street, the operator 
shallySlop his vehicle before en­
tering the intersection and shall 
not proceed until traffic condi­
tions change so as lo peIimit 
passage through the intersection 
without stopping. 
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when the distance from the cen­
ter of the top of the steering post 
lo the rear limit of the body or 
load thereof exceeds 14 feet. The 
latter measurement shall apply 
to any single vehicle, also to any 
combination of vehicles. 
SECTION 23 

(a) No operator shall back his 
vehicle unless he shall first as­
certain that it can be done safe­
ly. 

(b) In no case shall a vehicle 
bo backed a distance of more 
than sixty feet. 

(c) No vehicle shall be backed 
around a corner al an intersec­
tion of highways, unless preced­
ed by an observer lo safely di­
rect the movement. 

SECTION 24 
OperatoI's when driving a ve­

hicle out of an alley, driveway, 
or building onto the highway, 
shall come to a complete slop 
before crossing the sidewalk. 

SECTION 25 
No operator, except those of 

commercial vehicles, shall leave 
a vehicle standing at the curb 
unattended unless the operator 
shall first shut oiif the motor and 
lock the vehicle or some part 
thereof so as to prevent the start­
ing and operation of the vehicle 
by an unauthorized person. 

any sign or poster, or ice, frost, 
snow so as to substantially in­
terfere with the operator's vis-
ion, or other non-transparent 
material upon the front wind­
shield, side wings, side or rear 
windows of such motor vehicle 
other than a certificate or other 
paper required lo be so display­
ed by law. 

SECTION 30 
(a) No person shall clunb on­

to or hitch on any moving ve­
hicle wilh or without the oper­
ator's consent, and no operator 
shall knowingly permit such ac­
tion. 

(b) No person riding upon any 
bicycle, coaster, roller skates, 
sled or toy vehicle shall attach 
the same or himself to any vehi­
cle upon a highway. 

SECTION 31 
. Vendor's vehicle when stand­
ing at the curb where parking is 
allowed, shall move therefrom 
at the request of a police officer. 

SECTION 32 

SECTION 26 
(a) Uipon the approach of any 

vehicle of the Fire Dept., Police 
Department or Police authorized 
vehicles when on emergency call, 
sounding a siren or bell, all op­
erators of other vehicles shall 
immediately d'rive as closely to 
the right liand curb as possible 
and stop, and- shall not follow 
any vehicle or apparatus of the 
Fire Department or Police De­
partment until same shall be at 
least five hundi-ed (500) feet 
away, or has stopped. 

(b) No vehicle other than 
those of the Fire Department or 
Police Department, except by di­
rection of the officer in charge, 
shall approach or park within 
six hundred (600) feet of any 
fire apparatus responding to a 
call after such fire apparatus 
shall have reached the scene of 
the fire. 

(c) No operator shall drive 
over any fire hose or fire hose 
line which may be lying in any 
public street or alley. 

SECTION 22 
(a) Before turning -to the right 

or left, the operator shall drive 
the vehicle into the proper lane 
for such turn and before stop­
ping or before materially vary 
ing the course in wihichthe ve­
hicle is proceeding, the operator 
shall first ascertain that such 
movement can be made in safety, 
and shall give a warning signal 
to other operators by extending 
the arm, beyond and outside the 
vehicle, holding the same in a 
horizontal position for a suffi­
cient time lo apprise approaching 
operators of his intention to 
change his course or stop, as the 
case may be. Provided, however, 
that in lieu of such signal, sig­
nals may be given by mechani­
cal or electrical devices which 
convey an intelligibie warning 
to other operators approaching 
from the front or rear. 

(b) The operator of a standing 
vehicle about lo start shall give 
moving vehicles tlie right-of-way 
and the operator thereof shall 
give the prescribed warning.sig­
nal before so starting. 

(c) Any commercial motor ve­
hicle in use on a highway shall 
be equipped with, asd required 
signal shall be given by, a sig­
nal lamp or lamps or mechani­
cal signal device when the dis­
tance from the center of the top 
of the steering post to the left 
outside limit of the body, cab, 
or load of such commercial mot­
or vehicle exceeds 24 inches, or 

SECTION 27 
(a) No operator shall drive a 

motor vehicle wdth more than 
two other persons in the seat 
with him. . 

(b) No operator shall have in 
his lap any other person, adult 
or minor, nor animal, nor shall 
he be seated in the lap of any 
person, wihile the vehicle is in 
motion. 

(c) No operator shall have 
either arm around another per­
son or shall another person have 
cither arm around the operator 
while the vehicle is in motion. 

(d) No operator when ti-avel-
ing on a down grade on any 
highway shall coast with the 
gears of such vehicle in neutral. 

(e) Every operator of a motor 
vehicle shall at all times carry 
on his person his operator's l i­
cense or chauiifeur's license and 
certificate of registration of said 
vehicle as provided by Stale 
Laws, when he is operating 
motor vehicle, along the public 
highways of this Township and 
they shall be given up by him 
for examination upon demand 
by any police officer as authoriz­
ed by Law. 

(f) II shall be unlawful for any 
person lo display or cause lo be 
displayed or to have in posses­
sion any operator's or chauf­
feur's license knowing the same 
to be fictitious or to have been 
cancelled, revoked, suspended,or 
altered; lo lend or to knowingly 
permit use of, by one not entitled 
thereto, any operator's or chauf­
feur's license issued to the per­
son so lending or permitting the 
use thereof; to display or to rop-
rcsent as one's own any opera­
tor's or chauffeur's license not 
issued lo the person so displaying 
the same. 

(g) No persons shall knowing­
ly authorize or penmit a motor 
vehicle owned by him or under 
his control to be driven by any 
-person in violation of any pro­
visions of the Stale Law requir­
ing the licensing of operators and 
chauffeurs. 

(h) No jjerson shall operate a 
motor vehicle on the highways 
of the Township of Novi with­
out having his motor vehicle 
equipped with license plates as 
provided for in Act 302 of the 
public acts of the State of Michi­
gan for 1915, as amended, bet­
ter known as the Michigan Mot­
or Vehicle Law. 

(a) Any pej^on who drives any 
vehicle upon a highway or a 
frozen public lake, stream or 
•pond carelessly and heedlessly 
In wIlful or wanton disregard of 
the rights or sarfety of others, or 
without due caution and circum­
spection and at a speed or in a 
manner so as to endanger or be 
likely to endanger any person 
or property, shall be guilty of 
reckless driving and uppn con­
viction shall be punished as pro­
vided in section three of this 
Ordinance. 

SECTION 33 
, (a) The driver of any vehicle 
Involved in an accident resulting 
In Injury or death of any person 
shall immediately stop such ve­
hicle at the scene of such acci­
dent and shall give his name, 
address, and the registration 
number of his vehicle, also the 
name and address of the owner, 
and exhibit his -operator's or 
chauffeur's license, to the person 
struck or the driver or occupants 
of any vehicle collided with and 
shall render to any person in­
jured in such accident reasonable 
assistance including the carrying 
of such person to a physician or 
surgeon for medical or surgical 
treatment iif it is apparent that 
such treatment is necessary or is 
requested by the injured person. 

(b) The driver of any vehicle 
involved in an accident result­
ing in damage to property shail 
immediately slop such vehicle at 
the scene of such accident and 
shall give his name and address, 
and the registration number of 
his vehicle, and also the name 
and ad'dress of the owner, and 
exhibit his operator's or chauf­
feur's lice'nse to the driver or oc­
cupants of any other vehicle in­
volved and any person violating 
this provision shall be guilty of 
a violation of this Ordinance. 

SECTION 34 
(a) No person shall conceal or 

attempt to conceal his identity 
or falsely identify himself or 
give false information to any 
police officer or to any person 
entitled to the information pres--
cribed in- this Ordinance, •' 

(Ib) Every operator of a vehI'-'-
cle or railroad car involved in 
an accident which causes injuliy., 
or death to any person or which' 
results in a vehicle becoming s c 
dasabled as to be incapable ot' 
'being propelled in the usual' 
manner shall give notice forth­
with and make full report there­
of • lo the Department upon 
blanks furnished by the Depart­
ment. If an operator of a vehicle 
involved in an accident is so in­
capacitated as to be unable to 
make such a report, it shall be 
the duty of every other occu­
pant of such vehicle to see that 
such report is made. Such re-
•port shall not be available for 
any court action. 

(c) The person in charge of any 
garage or repair shop to which 
Is brought any motor vehicle 
which shows evidence of having 
been involved in an accident or 
struck by any bullet shall re­
port to the nearest police station 
or sheriff's oifice immediately 
after such motor vehicle is re-, 
ceived, giving the engine num­
ber, registration number, and the 
name and address of the owner 
or operator of such vehicle. 

SECTION 28 
No person shall ride in or op­

erate any motor vehicle unless 
all portions of such person's 
body are entirely within that 
portion of the vehicle designed 
for the carrying of passengers or 
merchandise or as otherwise 
ierniitted by this Ordinance; 
'rovided, however lhat this sec­

tion does not apply to any per­
son whose employment makes it 
necessary to ride otherwise. 
SECTION 29 

(a) No operator shall drive a 
motor vehicle on a highway 
which motor vehicle is so con­
structed or loaded as to prevent 
the driver from obtaining a view 
of the highway to the rear by 
looking backward from the driv­
er's position unless such vehicle 
is equipped with a min'or so lo-
located as to reflect to the driver 
a view -of the highway to the 
rear of such vehicle. Every com­
mercial vehicle of one-half ton 
capacity or more operating upon 
the public highways of tJie 
Township shall be equipped with 
a mirror so adjusted lhat the op­
erator shall have a clear view of 
the highway behind such com­
mercial vehicle. 

(b) No operator shall drive a 
motor vehicle on a highway with 

SECTION 35 
(a) It shall be unlawful and 

Junishable for any person whe-
her licensed or not, who is an 

habitual user of narcotic drugs, 
barbital 'or any derivative of 
barbital or -any person who is 
under the influence of intoxicat­
ing liquor, narcotic drugs, barbi-. 
lal or any derivative of bartbilal, 
to drive or be in actual physical 
control of any vehicle upon any 
highway. It shall be the duty of 
the Magistrate before accepting 
a plea of guilty under this sec­
tion to advise the accused of the 
statutory consequences possible 
as a result of a plea of guilty in 
regard to revocation of his op­
erator's or chauffeur's license, 
financial responsibility, the pen­
ally imposed for violations of 
this section and the limitation of 
his right to appeal. 

(b) It shall be unlawful and 
punishable for the owner of any 
motor vehicle, or any person 
having such in charge or in con­
trol thereof to authorize or 
knowingly permit the same to be 
d'riven or operated upon a high--
way by any person who is an 
habitual user of narcotic drugs, 
banbitual or any derivative of 
barbital, or by any person who 
is under the influence of intoxi­
cating liquor, nardotic drugs, 
barbital, or any derivative of 
barbital. 

SECTION 36 

Whenever a person driving a 
vehicle apiproaches a highway 
and a railway grade crossing and 
a clearly Visible and positive

driver to fail to bring such ve­
hicle to a complete slop before 
traversing such grade crossing. 

SECTION 37 
(a) Vehicles shall be equipped 

with brakes in compliance with 
the following requirements: 

1. E\'ery motor vehicle, other 
than motorcycle, when operated 
upon a highway shall be equip­
ped with brakes adequate to con­
trol the movement of and to stop 
and hold such vehicle, including 
two separate Ineans of applying 
the bI'akes, each of which means 
shall be effective to apply the 
brakes to at least 2 wheels. If 
these two separate means of ap­
plying the brakes are connected 
in any way, they shall be so con­
structed that failure of any one 
part of the operating mechanism 
shall not leave the motor Vehi­
cle without brakes on at least 
two (2) wheels. 

2. Every motor cycle, and bi­
cycle with motor attached when 
operated upon a highway shall 
be equipped with • at least one 
brake, which may be operated 
by hand or foot. 

3. Every traiier or semi- trail­
er' of a gross weight of 3,000 
pounds or more when operated 
upon a highway shall be equip­
ped with brakes adequate to con­
trol the movement of and to stop 
and to hold such vehicle and so 
designed as lo be applied by the 
driver of the towing motor vehi­
cle from Its cab. 

4. Evei-y new motor vehicle, 
trailer, or semi-trailer, liereaf-
ter sold in this state and operat­
ed upon the streets of this Towm-
ship shall be equipped with ser­
vice brakes upon all wheels of 
every such vehicle, except any 
motor cycle, and except that any 
semi-trailer of less than 1,500 
pounds gross weight need not be 
equipped with brakes: Provided, 
that the provisions of this sub­
section shall not apply to a 
trailer or semi-trailer owned by 
a farmer and used exclusively in 
conneclion with the farming op­
erations of suoh farmer and not 
used for hire. 

5. In any combination of mot­
or-drawn vehicles, means shall 
be provided for applying the 
rearmost trailer brakes, for any 
trailer equipped with brakes, In 
approximate synchronism with 
the brakes on the lowing vehi­
cle and developing the required 
braking effort on the rearmost 
wheels at the fastest rate; or 
means shall be provided for ap­
plying brakes effort first on the 
rearmost trailer equipped with 
brakes; or both of the above 
means capable of being used al­
ternately mas' be employed. 

SECTION 38 
(a) It shall bo unlawful, ex­

cept as otherwise provided in 
this section, for any vehicle to be 
equipped with or for any per­
son to use upon a vehicle any 
siren, exhaust, compression, or 
spark plug whistle or for any 
iperson at any time to use a horn 
otherwise than as a reasonable 
warning or to make any unnec­
essary or unreasonably loud or 
harsh sound by means of a horn 
or other warning device. 

(b) Every police and fire de­
partment and fire patrol vehicle 

. and any ambulance -used for 
emergency calls may be equip­
ped with a bell, siren or ex­
haust whistle. 

(c) No motor vehicle operator 
shall run his motor with a cut­
out open or make any other un­
necessary sound disturbance or 
operate" a vehicle emitting from 
any source an unreasonable 
quantity of smoke, noxious gas-
ses, or vaipor. This shall prohi­
bit the sounding of any warning 
device while the vehicle is not 
in motion except when necessary 
to avoid an accident. No motor 
vehicle operator shall drive a 
molor vehicle upon the highway 
while such vehicle is equipped 
with defective steering appara­
tus, broken or defective bump­
ers, or defective windshield. 

(d) No vehicle shall be driven 
or moved on any highway un­
less such vehicle is so construct­
ed or loaded as to prevent Its 
contents from dropping, shiftmg, 
leaking, or otherwise escaping 
therefrom. 

(e) Every windshield on a mot­
or vehicle shall be equipped'with 
a device for cleaning rain, snow, 
or other moisture from the wind­
shield, which device shall be so 
constructed as to be controlled 
or operated by the driver of the 
Vehicle. 

ta'Uons set forth in subsection 
(d) . 

(d) The headlamps and au.vil-
iary driving lamps of motor ve­
hicles shall be so constructed, ar­
ranged, adjusted, and used, that, 
except as provided in subsection 
(e) of this section, they will at 
all times mentioned in section 
(a) under normal atmospheric 
conditions on a level road pro­
duce a driving light suWicienl to 
render clearly discernabie a per­
son 200 feet ahead, except when 
approaching an oncomifig vehi-
cie when il shall be sufficient to 
render clearly discernabie a per­
son 75 feel ahead. Headlamps 
shall in all oases omit a white 
light. Auxiliary lamps may emit 
eitlier a white or amber light. 
Headlamps and auxiliary driv­
ing ianips shall be so aimed and 
used upon appI'oaching an on­
coming vehicle that they do not 
project a glaring or dazzling 
light into the eyes of the ap­
proaching driver. Such lamps 
shall be deemed to comply with 
Ibis provision prohibiting glar­
ing and dazziing lights If sub­
stantially none of the imain 
bright portion of the beani used 
in approaching an oncoming car 
is directed to the left of the ver­
tical plane through the axis of 
the left headlamp and parallel 
to the longitudinal axis of the 
vehicle and above the horizontal 
plane passing through the lamp 
centers parallel lo the levl road 
upon which the loaded vehicle 
stands, and in no case higher 
than 42 inches, 75 feet ahead of 
the vehicle. 

(e) Whenever a motor vehicle 
is being operated upion any high­
way in the Township of Novi at 
a point where such highway is 
sufficiently lighted to reveal a 
person thereon at a distance of 
500 feet ahead of the vehicle 
without the assistance of the 
headlamp or headlamps of the 
motor vehicle, the driver of tho 
motor vehicle shall use not less 
than two headlamp beams so 
dimmed, depressed or directed 
that they do nol project glaring 
or dazzling light. Headlamp 
beams shall be deemed to com­
ply with the provision if they 
are in accordance with the spec­
ifications covered in subsection 
(h) hereof. 

(f) Every motor vehicie, trail­
er, semi-lI-aiier, pole-trailer, and 
any other vehicle which is being 
drawn in a train of vehicles shali 
be equipped with at ieasl one 
rear lanvp mounted on the rear, 
which, when lighted, as herein­
before required, shall emit, a 
red light plainly visible from a 
distance of 500 feet to the rear. 
Either a rear spot lamp shall be 
so aimed and used upon ap­
proaching another vehicle that 
no part of the beam will be di­
rected into the eyes of the ap­
proaching driver. Spot lamps 
may not emit other than either 
a while or amber light. 

(g) Any molor vehicle may be 
equipped with not to exceed two 
auxiliary driving lamps mounted 
on the front at a height not less 
than 24 inches alwve the level 
surface on which the vehicle 
stands and every such auxiliary 
driving lamp or lamps shall 
meet the requirements and limi­
tations set forth in this section. 

(h) All vehicles not required 
in this ordinance to be equipped 
with special lighted lamps shall 
carry one or more lights, lamps, 
or lanterns displaying a white 
light, visibie under normal at­
mospheric conditions from a dis­
tance of not less than 500 feet to 
the front of such vehicle and 
displaying a red light visible 
under like conditions from a dis­
tance of not loss than 300 feet to 
the rear of such vehicle. 

(i) Every bicycle shall be 
equipped with a lighted white 
iamp on the front thereof visibie 
under norm-ai atmospheric con­
ditions from a distance of at 
least 300 feet in front of such 
bicycle and shall also bo equip­
ped with a reflex mirror reflec­
tor or lamp on the rear exhibit­
ing a red light visible under like 
conditions from a distance at 
least 200 feet to the rear of such 
bicycle.

SECTION 39 
(a) Every vehicle upon a high­

way during the period from a 
half hour after sunset to a half 
hour before sunrise and at any 
other time when there is not suf­
ficient light to render clearly 
discernible any person on the 
•highway at a distance of 200 
feet ahead shall be equipped 
with lighted' front and rear 
lamps as in this section respec­
tively required for different 
classes of vehicles and subject to 
exemption with reference to 
lights on parked vehicles as de­
clared in this ordinance. 

(b) The parking lights as re­
quired shall be lighted whenever 
the motor vehicle Is parked upon 
any highway during any time 
set forth in subsection (a) here­
of, except when the vehicle is 
parked upon a section of the 
highway which is so lighted as 
to reveal a person on the high­
way at a distance of 500 feet 
ahead of the vehicle without the 
assistance of the lamps on the 
vehicle, then the use of parking 
lights may be dispensed with. 

(c) Every motor vehicle other 
than a motorcycle, road roller, 
road machinery, or farm tractor 
shall be equipped with two head­
lamps at the front and on oppo­
site sides of the motor vehicle 
which headlamps shall comply 
with the requirements and limi-

SECTION 40 
Emergency vehicles may be 

marked in the following manner: 
Any police vehicle may be mark­
ed with green lights or reflex 
reflectors. Any ambulance may 
be marked with purple lights, 
front and rear. Any ambulance 
or fire or police vehicle used for 
emergency work may be marked 
with biinking, oscillating or ro­
tating red lights to warn other 
vehicles to yield right-of-way as 
provided in this ordinance. 

SECTION 41 
Whenever a motor vehicle is 

equipped with a signal lamp or 
lamps to comply with the provi­
sion of section 23 the signal lamp 
or lamps shall be so constructed 
and located on the vehicle as to 
give a signal which shall be 
plainly visible in normal sun­
light from a distance of 100 feet 
lo the front of and/or roar of 
the vehicle, but shall not project 
a glaring or dazzling light. 

SECTION 42 
No vehicle except authorized 

emergency vehicles shall display 
a red light lo the front or a green 
light lo the rear. 

SECTION 43 
Equipment on motor Vehicles 

as required under this Ordin­
ance shall be maintained herein 
provided, and any uniformed 
police officer shall be authorized 
on reasonable grounds shown to 
stop any motor vehicle to i n ­
spect the same, and, if any de­
fects in equipment are found, to 
arrest the driver, and to order 
the driver or owner lo have the 
same repaired forthwith.

SECTION 46 
(a) No operator shall park, 

stand or stop a vehicle excep. 
when necessary to avoid conflict 
with law or other tra'Sfic or in 
compliance with the directions 
of a police officer or traffic con-
Irol device, in any of the follow 
ing places: 

(1) On a sidewalk; 
(2) In front of a public or pri 

vato driveway, or within, five 
.feel of a driveway with curb cut 
of ten feet or less in width; 

(3) Within an intersection; 
(4) On a crosswalk; 
(5) Within 20 feet of a cross­

walk, or it none, then within 15 
feet of the intersection of prop­
erty lines at an interseotion of 
highways; 

(6) Within 30 feet upon the ap­
proach to any flashing beacon, 
stop sign, or traffic control sig­
nal located at the side of a high­
way; 

(7) Within 50 feel of the near­
est rail of a i-ailroad crossing;

(10) Upon any bridge or other 
elevated structure upon a high­
way or within a highway tunnel; 

(11) At any place where of­
ficial signs prohibit parking, 
standing, or stopping. 

(b) No person shall move a ve­
hicle into any such prohibited 
area or away from a curb such 
distance as is unlawful. 

(c) No person shall park his 
vehicle on the ipublic market 
grounds d'uring market hours ex­
cept while he is transacting leg­
itimate market business on said 
-markets. 

(d) No person shall park, stand 
or slop a vehicle on the foot 
walks, bridle paths, sidewalks, 
grass plots, dividing areas of di­
vided highways or planted plac­
es of any park or boulevard, nor 
shall any person park a vehicle 
adjacent to a dividing area with­
in a street or boulevard, except 
in such areas as may be desig­
nated! by official signs for the 
parking of automobiles, nor shall 
any bicycle, motorcycle or auto­
mobile be driven over any park­
way lawn, grass plot, bridle path 
or pedestrian trails in any park 
or parlcway, except at such plac­
es where vehicular roadways are 
established. 

SECTION 47 
No person shall stand or park 

a vehicle other than a bus in 
a bus stop, or other than a taxi-
cab in a taxicalb stand, or other 
than a sight-seeing car in a 
stand designated for the use of 
such cars, or other than a motor 
vehicle for hire in a stand desig­
nated for the use of such vehi­
cles when any such stop or stand 
has been officially designated 
and proper signs showing such 
designation have been erected 
and maintained. No person shall 
stop a vehicle in any such stop 
or stand when such stopping in­
terferes with any bus, taxicab, 
sight-seeing ear, or motor vehi­
cle for hire waiting to enter or 
about to enter such stop or 
stand except when necessary to 

SECTION 48 
No operator shall park a vehi 

ele within 15 feel of a fii-e hyd 
rant; within 20 feet of the drive-
way entrance lo any fire station 
and, on the side of a stI'eel oppo-
site the entrance to any fire sta-
tion, within 75 feet of said en­
trance (when pI'operly signpost-
ed.) 

SECTION 49 
Unless otherwise ordered by 

signs, vehicles shall stop, stam 
or be parked parallel to the curb, 
and shall be so placed' that the 
right side of the vehicle shall be 
adjacent to the curb, and neither 
right wheei shall be more than 
twelve (12") inches from the 
curb; except that on one way 
streets the left side of the ve­
hicle when parked at left curb 
shall be adjacent to the ciu-b and 
neither loft wheel shall be more 
than twelve (12") inches from 
the curb. 

SECTION 50 
Authority to impound vehi-

cles and to collect fees therefor 
shall be exercised as follows: 

(a) Members of the police de

(2) When a vehicle upon 
highway is so disabled as to con-
stitute an obstruction to traffic 
and the person or persons 
charge of the vehicle are by rea 
son of physical injury incapaci 
tated to such an extent as to be 
unable to provide for its custo 
dy or .removal. 

3. When any vehicle is left un 
attended upon a highway and is 
paI'ked illegally so as to consti-
tute a definite hazard to traffic 
or so as lo obstruct the normal 
movement of traffic. 

4. When any vehicle is allowed 
to stand continuously upon any 
highway for a period in excess 
of forty-eight hours. 

(b) Whenever an officer re-
m'oves a vehicle from a highway 
under this section and does not 
know and is not able to ascer­
tain the names of the ovmer, or 
for any other reason is una.ble to 
give the notice to the owner as 
hereinbefore provided, and in 
the event the vehicle Is not 
claimed by the owner within a 
period of three (3) days, then 
and in that event the officer 
shall immediately send or cause 
to be sent written report of such 
removal by mail to the Secre­
tary of Stale whose duty it is to 
register motor vehicles, and 
shall file a copy of such notice 
with the proprietor of any pub­
lic garage in which the vehicle 
may be stored. Such notice shall 
include a complete description of 
the vehicle, the date, time and 
iplace from which removed, the 
reasons for such removal and 
name of the garage or place 
where the vehicle is stored. 

(d) Whenever an officer re­
moves a vehicle from a highway 
under this section, a lee of five 
($5.00) dollars shall be charged 
for the moving of the vehicle as 
provided in this section. In addi­
tion to the above fee there shall 
be collected the sum of t-wo (2) 
dollars for each twenty-four 
hours of part thereof that the 
vehicle remains in the Town­
ship's custody. 

SECTION 51 
No person shiall stop, stand or 

park a vehicle on that portion of 
the highway located between the 
properly lot lines and the curb, 
unless ipermitted by action of the 
Chief of Police and appropriate 
signs erected. 

SECTION ,52 
No person shaH stand or park 

on a highway a motor vehicle 
upon which or near which any 
sign, wording, or legend is print­
ed or attached indicating that 
that or any other motor vehicle 
is offered for sale. 

SECTION 53 
No person shall move a vehi­

cle' not owned by such person 
into any such prohibited area 
or away from a curb such dis­
tance as is unlawful. 

SECTION 54 
(a) When practicable, merch­

andise and freight shall be dis­
charged and loaded' from the 
side of the vehicle nearest the 
curb. When such handling is im­
practicable because of the size 
or weight ot the packages or 
merchandise or freight, the ve­
hicle may back to the curb, but 
il shall not stand at an angle 
which will obstruct the opera­
tion of other vehicles. 

(b) Except when necesary to 
avoid conflct with other traffic 
or in compliance with the direc­
tions of a police offiicer or traf­
fic control device, no operator 
shall stop a vehicle for any pur-
jose or length of time other 
han for the expeditious loading 

or unloading of passengers, nor 
stand a commercial vehicle for 
any purpose other than for the 
reasonable time to load or un­
load materials or merchandise 
in any loading zone, during the 
houI-s when the provisions ap­
plicable to loading zones are' in 
effect. Except as herein provid­
ed, no operator shall stand or 
park a vehicle in a loading zone. 

(c) No person shall stand or 
park a vehicle in front of the 
entrance to any church, hospital, 
public building, driveway, public 
or private, auditorium, theatre, 
office building, during such 
times when a large number of 
people gather therein. 

(d) When a horsedrawn vehi­

cle is backed to the cuIib, the 
operator shall turn the horses 
in the direction in which the 
traffic is pIxJceeding with the 
horses' heads at a pight angle 
to the vehicle. 

SECTION 55 
In any proceeding for viola­

tion of the pai'king provisions of 
•this ordinance or any parking 
ruie or regulation adapted pur­
suant to the provisions hereof, 
the registration plate displayed 
on such molor vehicle shall con­
stitute in evidence a prima facie 
•presumption that the owner of 
such motor vehicle was the per­
son who -parked or placed such 
'motor vehicle at the point where 
such violation occurred, 

SECTION SB 
The following types or regu­

lations do not apply on Sunday 
and Legal Holidays, unless signs 
are installed and worded to in­
clude Sundays ai)d Legal Holi­
days. 

(1) Lunited tune, stopping, 
standing or parking restrictions 
which do not restrict stopping, 
standing, or parking during the 
full 24 hour day; 

(2) Right and left turn prohi-
.bilions which do not prohibit 
during the full 24 hour day; 

SECTION 57 
The displaying or operatuig of 

advertising deviices or the dis­
playing or demonstrating of 
merchandise in a manner which 
so affects the conduct of persons 
as to jeopardize or impede vehi­
cular or pedestrian traffic upon 
the public highways, streets or 
sidewalks shall be deemed' a 
mi«demean'or and is hereby pro­
hibited. 

SECTION 58 
a) No vehicle shall' exceed a 

total outside width, including any 
load thereon, of 96 inches, ex­
cept that the width of a farm 
tractor shall not exceed 9 feet, 
and except further that the limi­
tations as lo size oif vehicles 
stated in this section shall not 
apply to imiplements of husband­
ry temporarily propelled or mov­
ed upon the p,ublic highway. 

(b) No vehicle unladen or 
with load shall exceed a height 
of 12 feel 6 inches. 

(e) No vehicle including load 
shall exceed a total length of 35 
feet and no combination of ve­
hicles coupled together shall ex­
ceed a total length of 50 feet 
over all. 

(d) No trail of vehicles or vehi­
cle operated alone shall carry 
any load extending more than 
three feet beyond! the front 
thereof. 

(e) No molor vehicle, trailer, 
op semi-trailer whose frame or 
body extends more than 60 inch­
es beyond the rear axle thereof 
and is Inore than 42 inches above 
the roadway shall be operated 
on the highways of this Town­
ship unless equipped with a fen­
der or bumper on the extreme 
rear of such frame or body. Such 
bumper shall e.vtend' downward 
from the rear of such frame or 
body to within 30 inches of the 
roadway and be of substantial 
construction. 

(f) Any person .desiring to 
move any vehicle of greater size 
than that permitted by this sec­
tion shall make application to 
the Police Chief who may lay 
out a route and specify the time 
of day of travel. 

SECTION 59

clearly visible at all times from 
the rear of such load, a red flag 
not less than twelve inches both 
in length and width, except that 
between one-half hour after sun­
set and one-halif hour before sun­
rise there shall be displayed at 
the end of any such load a red 
light plainly visible under nor­
mal atmospheric weather condi­
tions at least two hundred feet 
from the rear of such vehicle.

Township of Novi, 
Michigan 

AN ORDINANCE for safe-guard 
ing iife and property by reguiaiim 
and providing for ihc inspcciion oi 
fhc inslalialion and mainfcnancc of 
eiectric wiring, eicciric devices and 
eieelric matcriai; io provide for ihe 
iicensing and .regislraiion of Eiectri­
cai Coniraclors and liie licensing of 
lourneymen eicciricians in ihe Town-
ship of Novi; io provide a rcciprocai 
arrangement for the recognition of 
cxaminaiions and iiccnses issued by 
other municipaiiiies in the Stale of 
Michigan voiuntariiy co-operaiing in 
ihc enforcement of ihis ordinance; 
io provide a penaity for vioiations 
thereof and to repeai aii otiier ordin­
ances and sections of ordinances in 
confiiet ihercwilh of ihe Township of 
Novi, Michigan. 

regularly employing qualified elec­
tricians for that purpose, nor such 
minor repair work as repairing flush 
and snap switches, replacing fuses, 
cnanginc lamp sockets aiid receptacies, 
taping bare joints or repairing drop 
cords. 

SECTION 5 
Iiispcciien 

A. Upon the completion of the 
wiring of any building, ii shali be ihc 
duly of the person, firm or corpora­
tion instaiiing the same to notify the 
Inspector, wiio shaii inspect the in-
staiiation as soon as possible, and if 
it is found to be fuiij? in compiiance 
wiih this Ordinance and does not con-
siiiuic 0 hazard to life ond property, 
he shaii issue lo sucii person, firm, 
or corporation for dciivery lo the 
owner u ccflificate of inspection auth­
orizing conneclion to liie eicclricol 
service and Ihe turning on of Ihe cur­
rent. Aii wires which arc to be hidden 
from view shall be inspected before 
concealment and any person, firm, or 
corporation instaiiing such wires shall 
notify the Inspector giving sufficient 
time in whicii lo majie the required 
inspection before such wires are con 
ceaied. 

SECTION 6 
Rc-IiKpcclion 

A. The Eiectricai Inspector may 
maice pcriodicalî  a thorough re-in-
speclion of Ihe instaiialion in buiid-
ings of aii eiectric wiring, eiectric 
devices and eiectric material now in­
stalled or that may hereafter be in-
siaiied, within the Township of Novi 
and when the installation of any such 
wiring, devices; and/or maleriai is 
found to be in a dangerous or unsafe 
condition, the person, firm or cor­
poration owning, using, or operating 
Ihc same shoii be notified and shali 
maice the necessary repairs or changes 
requiring to piace such wiring, devices 
and matcriai in a safe condition and 
have such work compietcd within 
fifteen days, or any longer period 
specified by the eiectricai inspector in 
said notice. The Eiectricai Inspector 
is hereby empowered to disconnect or 
order the discontinuance of eiectricai 
service to such wiring, devices, and/or 
maleriai so found to be dcfcctivciy 
insiailed untii the installation of such 
wiring, devices and material has been 
made safe as directed by Ihe Eieelri-
cal Inspector. 

SECTION 7 
Consiniciion Requirements 

A. No certificate of inspection shall 
be issued unless the electrical iiislalla-
tion is in strict conformity with the 
firovisions of this ordinance, the 
slatulcs of the State of Michigan, the 
ruies and rcguiations issued by ihc 
Michigan Public Uiiiiiics Commission 
under ihe auihorily of ihe State 
statutes, and uniess they are in con­
formity with approved methods of 
construction for safely to persons and 
iroperty. Tiie rcguiations as iaid down 
n tlie National Eleclricai Code, as 

approved by the' American Standards 
Association and in ilie National Elec­
lricai Safety Code, as approved by the 
American Standards Association, and 
in the Township of Novi ruies and 
rcguiations esiabiishcd as iiereinafier 
provided (Section iO, par. D) shail be 
prima facie evidence of such approved 
methods. 

SECTION 60 
(a) No passenger vehicle shall 

be driven upon any highway 
drawing or having attached 
thereto more than one vehicle or 
trailer. 

(b) The draw bar or other con­
nection between •^ny two vehi­
cles one of which is towing or 
drawing the other on a highway, 
shall not exceed 15 feet in 
.length fTom one vehicle to the 
other. Whenever such connec­
tion consists of a chain, rope, or 
caible, there shall be displayed 
upon such connection a red flag 
or other signal or oleth not less 
than 12 inches both in length and 
width. Every vehicle or trailer 
drawn by any motor propelled 
vehicle must be attached to such 
vehicle with such forms or coup­
ling devices as will prevent such 
vehicle or trailer from being de­
flected more than six inches 
from the path of the towing ve­
hicle's wheels. Such vehicle or 
trailer must also be connected 
to the towing vehicle by suita­
ble safety chains or devices, one 
on each side of the coupling and 
at the extreme outer edge of the 
vehicle and each such chain or 
device and connection so used 
shall be of sufficient strength to 
haul the trailer when loaded. 

SECTION 61 
The driver of a vehicle shall 

not overtake and pass any school 
bus proceeding in the same di­
rection, which bus has stopped 
for the purpose of receiving or 
discharging p a s s e n g e r s . All 
school buses shall contain such 
signs on the back and front 
thereof, with respect thereto, as 
shall be approved by the Stale 
Highway Commissioner. 

Any driver overtaking any 
school bus stopped for the pur­
pose of receiving or discharging 
any passenger shall stop at least 
10 feet in the rear of said bus 
and then proceed with caution. 

SECTION 62 
It shall be unlawful for any 

SECTION 1 
EIccirical Inspcciion 

A. The lEleclricai Board hereinafter 
cailcd the Inspection Authority shaii 
have and hereby is given jurisdiction, 
subject lo review as hcreinatfer pro-
vided, over the inspection of aii eiec­
tricai inslaiiations, inciuding changes, 
repairs, and additions thereto within 
the Township of Novi. The Board 
shaii appoint an Eiectricai Inspector 
who shail inspect all electrical in-
stallalions and report lo the Inspec-
tion Authority. This jurisdiction shall 
apply to the installation of wiring de-
vices, apparatus and equipment for 
conneclion to electricity supply sys-
terns having voltages over 30 voits, 
except as provided in Section 4. 

SECTION 2 
Fees for Inspection 

A. When an application is made for 
a permit required under the terms of 
this ordinance, a fee shaii be paid in 
an amount as prescribed by the Eiec-
tricai Board of the Township of Novi. 

SECTION 3 
Riliht of Access to BulIdiogs 

A. The Eiectricai Inspector and/or 
his deputy shaii have the right during 
reasonabie hours to enter any buiid-
ing in the discharge of his official 
duties or for the purpose of making 
any inspcciion or lest of the instaiia­
lion of electric wiring, eiectric de 
vices and/or eiectric matcriai con­
tained wherein and shall have Ihe 
auihorily lo cause the turning off of 
aii eieclrie supply and cut or discon­
nect, in cases of emergency, any wire 
where such electrical currents are 
dangerous to life or property or may 
interfere with the work of the Fire 
Department. 

SECTION 4 
l'cmiils 

A. No aiterations or additions shaii 
be made in Ihe existing wiring of any 
buiiding, nor shail any building be 
wired for the placing of any electric 
lights, motors, heating devices, or any 
apparatus requiring tiic use of dec-
tricai current at a potential over 30 
volts, nor shall any alleralions be 
made in llie wiring in any buiiding 
after inspcciion, without first notify­
ing the Inspector and securing a per­
mit therefor. Appiications for such 
permit, describing such work, shaii be 
made by tiie person, firm, or corpora­
tion instaiiing same and permit when 
issued shaii be to sucii applicant. 

IJ. This section shail not appiy lo 
maintenance and repairs on Ihe prem­
ises of a person, firm or corporation 

SECTION 8 
Approved Materials 

A. II shall be unlawful lo install 
or use any electrical device, appara­
tus, or equipment designed for allach-
nieni to, or installation on any eiec­
tricai circuit or system for licat, light 
or power that is not of good design 
nnd construction and safe and ade­
quate for its intended use. The Elec­
trical Inspector shali have power to 
disapprove Ihe use or instaiialion of 
devices not fulfilling these require­
ments. Devices, apparatus and equip-
ment approved by such generaiiy 
recognized authorities as United 
States Bureau of Standards, Eiectricai 
Testing Laboratories of New Yoric, or 
Underwriters Laboratories shaii lie 
heid to have the approvai of the Eiec-
tricai Inspector uniess explicitly dis-
approved by said authority for rea­
sons of faulty design and poor con-
slruciion invoiving danger to persons 
and/or property. 

B. ..lt siiail be llie duty of the Elec-
tricai Inspector from lime lo time lo 
inspect devices, apparatus and equip­
ment offered to the pubiie for use in 
instaiialion to see limt sucii items 
conform lo the above requirements. 

SECTION 9 
Record and Review 

A. The Inspector shaii keep com-
piele records of aii permits issued and 
inspections made and other officiai 
work performed under the provisions 
of Ihis ordinance. 

B. When thei Eiectricai Inspector 
condemns aii or part of any eiectricai 
instaiialion, the owner may wiiiiin 
five days after receiving written no-
lice from the Eleclricai inspector, file 
a petition in writing for review of 
said action of the Eiectricai Inspector 
with the Board of Examiners, upon 
receipt of which the said Board of 
Examiners shaii at once proceed to 
determine whether said eiectricai in­
stallation compiies with this ordinance, 
and within tiiree days shnii maice a 
decision in accordance with its find­
ings. 

SECTION 10 
License for EIctlrlcaI Work 

A. It shaii bc unlawful for any 
person, firm or corporation to en­
gage as an independent contractor in 
the instaiialion, alteration, mainten­
ance or repair of eiectricai wiring, 
equipment, apparatus or fixtures for 
iighl, heat or power purposes where 
the cieclromolive force exceeds 30 
volts in or about buildings and/or 
structures iocaled within the Town­
ship of Novi without first hiiving pro-
cured a iicense. 

Persons making appiication must 
be 21 years of iige, shaii have heid a 
iiccnse as a Journeyman electrician 
for a period of at least 2 years, and 
shall have passed a suitable examina­
tion for tontraclor's License. Per­
sons, firms or corporations applying 
for Contractor's License must have 
at least one member of ilie firm with 
the above qualifications and experi­
ence or may have one or more men 
cmpioyed with the above qualifica­
tions and experience. 

A board of Examiners is hereby 
constituted consisting of the Electri­
cal Inspector of the Township of 
Novi, a representative of an Eiec­
tricai Utility Company, Detroit Edison 
Company, a licensed Eleclricai Con-
tractor und a licensed Journeyman 
Electrician, and ihc said, Electrical 
Contractor and Journeyman Electri­
cian shaii have had at least 10 years 

experience in electrical work. The 
members of said Board of Examiiiers 
shail bc appointed by the Supervisor 
for such terms as shall be designated 
at the lime ot appoiniment. This 
Board shall examine ail applicants for 
cither Contractor's or Journeyfnan 
eleclrician's Licenses. Appiicanis tail-
ing to pass wiii not be eligibie for re-
cxominalion in any reciprocating Mu-
nicipaliiy for a period of Thirty days. 
Aii appiicanis for iiccnses shaii 
designate iheir legal address as ihc 
location of iheir residence in ihe case 
of Journeyman eieclricians, and their 
iegai address as the principal place of 
business in the case of electrical con-
tractors. All electrical contractors and 
journeyman eieclricians having their 
iegai address within the corporate 
iimils of tiie Township of Novi shiiil 
secure their iicense from Ihe said 
Inspector. 

The Board shaii prepare the appii-
cation blani;s, prescribe the cxaminii-
tion and meet at least once a month 
or on call of Ihe Inspector to hold 
examinations. Due notice shall bc 
given applicants of the date of exam-
'nation. . , , , 

B. lt shall be unlawful for any 
person to engage in Ihe occupation 
or trade of Journeyman cieclrician 
in Ihc instaiialion, aileralion. mainten-
ance or repair of eiectricai wiring 
equipment, apparatus or fixtures for 
iighl, heat, power or medical purposes 
where the cieclromolive force exceeds 
30 voits in or about buiidings and/or 
structures within Ihe Township of 
Novi without having first taken the 
examination and obtained a license 
as iiercin provided. This provision 
shaii not appiy to helpers and appren­
tices, provided such work as they may 
do is performed under the direction 
and supervision of iicensed Journey­
man eieclricians who shali be on the 
premises at aii times when such help­
ers or apprcniices are performing such 
work on Ihe premises. 

Aii appiications for said cxamina-
lion shaii be in writing. The examina­
tion shall consist ot an oral or written 
examination as the Examining Board 
shail determine, and such other prac-
licai tests in examination at the dis­
cretion ot the Examining Board. Sten­
ographic notes shaii be taken of aii 
orai examinations. 

Minimum quaiifications for exam­
ination for Journeyman'eieclricians-
shaii be four years of praclicai ex­
perience. Time spent in trade schooi 
attendance shaii be credited as appren­
tice experience. Four years in technical 
schooi and one year praclicai experi­
ence shaii aiso quaiify for examina­
tion. 

C. The fee for an Eiectricai Con­
tractors license shall be $25.00 per 
year. The fee for a Journeyman Elec­
trician's license shall be $1.00 per 
year. Licenses shaii expire on Decem­
ber 31st of each year, and shaii be 
renewed upon appiication by the ii-
censce, together with Ihe payment of 
the required fee. After March 1st all 
licenses nol renewed shaii be con­
sidered cancelled and may not bc re­
newed except upon approvai by the 
Examining Board. Eiectricai Conlrac-
lor'.s licenses and Journeyman elec­
tricians' iiccnses shall be issued by Ihe 
Inspector upon recommendation of 
the Examining Board. Licenses-issued 
under this ordinance shall be non­
transferable and shall be displayed 
when requested. Electrical Contrac­
tors' licenses under Ihe terms of Ihis 
ordinance shall nol secure permits for 
work to be done by any person not 
employed by said electrical contractor, 
and license may bc revoked for viola­
tion of Ihis rule. 

No license shall be recognizcd by 
the Inspector unless such licenses are 
issued by a cooperiiting Municipality 
having on Examining Board. 

The inspector shaii permit Eleclri­
cai Contractors iawfuily iicensed by 
oiher municipaiiiies of the State of 
Michigan to instaii, alter or repair 
eleclricai wiring, equipment, apparatus 
or fixtures for light, heat or power 
purposes within the corporate limits 
of the Township of Novi, upon pay­
ment of a One Dollar registration fee, 
provided that such municipaiiUes re-
ciprocale in recognizing Eiectricai 
Coniraclors who arc duly iicensed 
under the provisions ofih'- i.umance 
by granting Ihem 'I... some privilege 
and charging ihe same uniform license 
and registration fees. Provided further, 
that the iiccnsing ordinances are sub-
stanlialiy equal to the requirements 
of this ordinance. Journeyman eiec­
lricians duly iicensed by any municf-
paiity cooperating in the reciprocal 
arrangement shoii bc permitted to 
work in Ihe Township of Novi with­
out the payment of a registration fee: 
provided, however, that any Journey­
man cieclrician doing work witliin 
the Township of Novi, and holding 
a license from a cooperating munici­
pality, shaii register with the Eiectri­
cai Inspector. 

No Eiectricai Contractors' iiccnses 
shaii be recognized, for the purpose 
of registration, by the Inspector of 
appiicanis who maintain their prin­
cipal place of business in a municipal­
ity which fails to approve, by affirma­
tive action of its Legislative Body, 
the reciprocai and mutuaily inter-
cliangeablc licensing arrangements 
covered by ihis ordinance. 

Corporations applying for Electri­
cal Contractors' iiccnses, whose prin-
cipai piace of business is not in the 
Slate of Michigan, may obtain such 
iicense from the Inspector upon ap­
proval by the Examining Board and 
the payment of the prescribed fee. 
Provided, that the appiicant shail fiic 
a duly executed bond in the penal 
sum of $1,000.00 running to the 
Township of Novi conditioned for 
the failhfui performance and observ-
ance of the ordinance and ruies and 
regulations made and approved as 
iiereinafier provided conlroiiing the 
instaiialion of eiectricai wiring and 
equipment. Such bond shall be a sure-
ly bond from a recognized nnd ap-
proved Surely Company authorized to 
transact business in Ihe State of 
Michigan. 

Any Electrical Contractor's or Jour-
ncymnn electrician's license may, after 
a hearing, be suspended or revoked 
by tlie Examining Board having is­
sued such license upon evidence pre-
sented that false statements have been 
made upon application for license or 
upon evidence presented that the per­
son, firm, or corporation hoiding such 
license wiifully or by reason of in­
competence repeatedly vioiates any 
ruies and regulations reiating to tiie 
inspection, maintenance, aileralion or 
repair of electrical wiring, devices, ap­
pliances, or equipment. 

D. The Board of Examiners is here­
by empowered and it shail be their 
duty lo make such rules and regula­
tions concerning electrical work in 

ihe Township of Novi as may be re­
quired to property provide for the 
silualion therein. The rules and regu­
lations so made shall be effective 
upon approval by the Board, and shali 
lake precedence over pians, specifica­
tions and National Electric Code 
Rules. 

SECTION 11 
• Exemptions 

The provisions of this ordinance 
shall not apply to Ihe following: 

A. The installing of radio receiv­
ing scis and equipment. (The installa­
tion of convenience outlets for power 
supply to a radio set shall be subject 
io sucii rules and regulations.) 

B. This ordinance and its provisions 
shall not apply lo apparatus and 
equipment installed by or for any 
public utility operating under jurisdic­
tion of the Michigan Public Service 
Commission and used primarily for 
ihe generation or distribution of eiec­
tric current or for signal or communi­
cation purposes. 

SECTION 12 
Penally 

A. Any person, firm or corporalion 
who shaii faii io comply with any of 
ilie provisions hereof, shall upon con­
viction thereof, be subject to a fine 
of nol more than $100.00 or im­
prisonment in the County Jaii or any 
other piace of confinement provided 
by the County for such purpose in 
llie discretion of the Court for a per­
iod nol to exceed ninety (90) days, or 
by both such fine and imprisonment 
in the discretion of the Court uniess 
otherwise provided in this Ordinance. 

SECTION 13 
RspeaI of ConflicUng Ordinances 
AU Ordinances or ports of ordin­

ances conflicting with liie provisions 
of Ihis Ordinance are iiereby repealed. 

Should any section, subdivision, 
sentence, clause or phrase of this 
Ordinance be declared by the Courts 
to be invalid the some shall not affect 
Ihc validity of Ihe Ordinance as a 
whole or any part thereof other than 
Ihe part so invalidated. 

SECTION 14 
LiubilIiy 

A. This ordinance shall not be con-
strued to relieve from or iesscn tlie 
responsibility or iiabiiity of any parly 
owning, operating, conlroiiing or in­
staiiing any eiectric wiring, electric 
devices and/or eiectric maleriai' for 
damages or person or property caused 
by any defect therein nor shoii the 
Township of Novi be heid as assum­
ing any such iiabiiity by reason of tiic 
inspection authorized iierein, or ccrli-
ficale of inspection issued as herein 
provided. 

This Ordinance shaii take effect im-
mediately upon Ihe passage and pub 
lication th^eof; to-wit: the 1st 
day of March, A.D., 1956.

An ordinance to reguiote the de 
sign, construction, instaiialion, main-
icnance and use of oil, gas and cool 
burning heating equipment for use in 
conneclion with all types of space 
healing equipment, hot water supply 
and steam generating equipment and 
appliances and appurtenances thereof 
in Ihe Township of Novi, Michigan; 
10 provide for the administration and 
enforcement of Ihis ordinonce; lo 
provide for a Board of Examiners and 
lis powers and duties, to provide for 
the licensing of coniraclors; to desig-
nate the required fees for iiccnses 
and permits; to provide a reciprocal 
arrangement for the recognition of 
examinations and iiccnses issued by 
other municipaiiiies of the Stale of 
Miciiigan voiuntariiy cooperating in 
ihc enforcement of this ordinance; to 
provide a penaity for the vioiation of 
tiie terms thereof and rcpeaiing all 
former ordinances and amendments 
thereto conflicting therewith; passed 
pursuont to Act 33, PA of 1951. 
THE TOWNSHIP OF NOVI 

ORDAINS: 
ARTICLE I 
Dcflnilions 

For the purpose of this Ordinance 
certain terms used are herewitii de-
fined.-

Scciion 1.1. The word "Township,' 
whenever used in this code shaii mean 
the Township of Novi, Michigan. 

Scclion 1.2. Aiter—The addition to 
or removai of any part of an oii 
burner or gas burner or its equipment 
which may change Ihe designed or 
approved meihod of functioning. 

Seeilon L3. Approved—That which 
the inspector designates acceplabie as 
a device, apparolus or method which 
by demonstration and/or test has 
proven workable or safe for its in-
tended use. -

Seciion L4. Approved "Fuel Oil 
Burner," "Oil Burning Space Healer" 
or "Oil Burning Hot Water Heater" 
or "Propane Cos." An oii-burning 
unit compictc with required sofety 
controls, cither ciectricoi or mechani-
cai. which has bcen tested by the In­
spector or by a testing iaboralory and 
has been found to be in compiiance 
with this code and acceplabie for 
instaiialion in Ihe Township of Novi, 
Michigan. 

Section 1.S. Board—Board of Ap­
peals. 

Scclion t.6. Inspector — Enforcing 
Officer of the Township of Novi. 

Scclion L7. (A) Fuel Oil—Any li­
quid used as fuel and having a flash 
point not less than HO degrees F. as 
determined by the Pensky-Marlins 
Closed Cup Tester. 

(B) Fuel Gas—Shall be consid­
ered as manufactured gas, natural and 
liquid propane gas or mixtures there­
of, as distributed by the local public

Seelion J.J2. Auxiliary Tank — A 
lank between the storage tank nnd 
the burner delivering oil by gravity 
or pressure to the fuel oil burner.

Seciion Ll4. Gas Burner — Sha 
mean a device for the finiil convey, 
ance of the gas or a mixture of gas 
and air to the combustion zone of a 
boiler, furnace or other device used 
in connection with a space heating 
unit or system. 

Section 1.15. Ga.s-Fired Space Heat 
ing Equinmcnt and Appurlcnances—

ly defined, and nil piping from the 
meter to Ihe burner, blowers, control 
devices and accessories connected lo 
or used in conjunction with the 
burner. ' 

Section J.I6. Portable—Equipmenl 
that is nol permancntiv positioned in 
place by fastening lo floors, wails or 
ceilings wiih noils, screws, boils, grout 
or other recognizcd means. 

Scclion 1.17. Effective Chimney 
Height—The effective height of a 
chimney shall be Ihc verticai distance 
from Ihe point of entry of Ihe hori­
zontal vent conneclion io ihe iop of 
the chimney. 

ARTICLE Ir 
'» Adminlstraiivc 

Scctien 2.1. Except as hereinofter 
provided, ihis ordinance shall appiy 
io ihe instailation of aii oii, gas, and 
coai burning heoting equipmenl, pro-
vided, that existing inslaiiations may 
be continued in use without change 
where such existing inslaiiations basi-
caily conform lo standards of Ihis 
ordinance and present no apparent 
danger to life or properly through Ihe 
methods of installation or operation 
and provided further thot an installa-
tion permit has been previously ob-
tained as required by any ordinance 
which this ordinance supersedes. 

Section 2.2. It shall bc unlawful in 
the Township of Novi for any person, 
firm, partnership, association or cor-
poralion to engage in the business of 
instoiling or contracting to instaii, 
aiter or service any oii, gas or coal 
burning healing equipment covered by 
this ordinance, parts or accessories 
thereof or appurtenances thereto, with­
out first having fiied an appiication 
with the Inspector and obtained o 
iicense therefore as hereinafter pro-
vided. 

Section 2.3. Appiications for a li 
cense shall be made on forms fur­
nished for sitch purpose by the In-
speclor. The application shall contain 
in addition to other required informa­
tion, the following: 

(A) Name, age nnd address (legal 
nnd place of business) of oppli-
cam. 

(B) Qualifications of applicant. 
(C) If applicant is a corporation: 

1. Full and accurate corporo-
lion name. 

• -2. When and where incorpor­
ated. 

3. Full name and addresses of 
officers of corporalion. 

4. Name of officer or regular 
employee who is to take the 
examination and his quaiifi­
cations. 

(D) If appiicant is a partnership: 
1. Names and addresses (legal 

and place of business) of 
members thereof and the 
name of the porlner or 
regular employee who is to 
take the examination and 
his quaiifications. 

(E) If the appiicant conducts busi­
ness under a trade or assumed 
name: 
1. Complete and full trade 

name. 
2. The name of the person or 

persons doing business un­
der such trade or assumed 
name. 

3. The name of the individual 
or regular employee who is 
lo take the examination and 
his qualifications. 

Seciion 2.4. A Boord of Examin-
ers, consisting of at least three mem-
bers shall be appointed by the Town-
ship Board lo advise the Inspector 
on examinations required by this 
Ordinonce. The members shall be 
citizens of the United States and resi­
dents of the Township of Novi, and 
shall be qualified in the knowledge of 
the mechanics of the business. The 
three members shall consist of one 
representing Ihe governing body, one 
representing iho heating business, and 
one citizen at large. Their terms of 
office to be set by the Township 
Board. 

Scclion 2,5. The duties of the Board 
of Examiners shall be to determine 
by examination of such a kind as it 
may require, the qualifications and 
ability of applicants for licenses. Such 
exominations shall consist of oral or 
written and may include practical 
practice of heating construction and 
engineering nnd Ihe inlerpretolion of 
charts, blueprints and plans for heat-
ing installations. The Board shall file 
with Ihe Inspector a written report of 
Its findings and recommendations in 
each case. 

Seciion 2.6. There is hereby created 
a Board of Appeals, hereinafter re­
ferred lo as the Board, which shall 
consist of Ihc Board of Examiners, 
hereinbefore referred to, provided, 
however, that Ihe Inspector shall be 

(D) To make findings that shall be 
conclusive on oil questions of fact 
whether arising from such invesiiga-
lions, appeals or otherwise, but which 
shall nol be conclusive in any court. 

(E) To moke rules and regulations 
for carrying.out the provisions of this 
chapter. 

Section 2.8. In the event lhal any 
person desires lo appeal to the Board 
from any decision or ruling of the 
Inspeclor on any mailer under liie 
code, such oppeni shoii be made in 
writing and fiied with ihc Seerelary 
of the Board and at the same lime 
such person shail pay a fiiing fee of 
Ten Doiiars (SiO.OO) to the Township 
Treasurer, if Ihe ruiing or decision of 
the Inspector shali be returned to the 
person appealing; if such ruling or 
decision is affirmed tlie fee shall be 
retained by the Township. In the 
event procccdings are instituted before 
the Board of Appeois for any purpose 
other than on appeai from Ihc ruiing 
or decision of Ihe inspector, the fiiing 
fee as hereinabove provided shaii not 
be required. Where giving notice of 
hearing on an appeal is not otherwise 
provided for herein, Ihe Seerelary of 
the Board shall give such notice io 
all ihe iniereslcd parlies at least ten 
(10) days before the dole of such 
heoring, either by personol service or 
registered moil and the hearing shall 
bc held at such time and place in the 
Township as shall be therein staled. 
Proof of service of giving such notice 
shall be made and filed with the Board 
prior lo Ihe hearing. 

Seciion 2.9. No license shall be is­
sued lo an applicant until lie has .sub-
milled to an examination, or such 
applicant has a person in his regular 
employ who is actively in charge, who 
has submitted lo the examination; 
irovided, that when a license has been 
ssucd to on applicant based on the 
qualifications of such regular em-
ployee with the opplicant have been 
terminated, it shall be unlawful for 
Ihe said licensee to engage in nny of 
the operations covered by this Ordin­
ance until the said licensee is again 
qualified in accordance with Ihe pro-
visions thereof. 

Section 2.10. Bxominotion moy be 
written or orai and mny inciude prac-
ticoi demonstrations, it shoii cover the 
construction engineering and the inter­
pretation of charts, biueprinis and 
plans of healing inslaiiations. The 
examinations shoii be uniform for ail 
reciprocating municipalities. 

Section 2.11. Every applicont shall 
upon making application for a license 
iny an examination fee of Twenty-
=ive Dollars ($25.00). Any applicont 
faiiing lo appear for examination or 
faiiing to secure a passing grade again 
shall pay the examination fee before 
being permitted again to take the 
examination. 

Seeilon 2.12. Examinations for a 
license under this code shall be held 
on the firsl Tuesday of each month 
except when such is a holiday, in 
which case it shall be held on the 
following day. No sessions of the 
Board of Examiners need be held 
unless there is at least one applicant 
for examination. Spcciol sessions of 
the Board of Examiners mny be 
called by Ihe Chairman when in his 
discretion necessity may require it. 

Section 2.13. The Township of 
Novi shall permit contractors engoged 
in the installation of oil, gas, or coal 
burning heating equipment legally 
licensed by other munieipalilies of the 
Slate of Michigan to engage in the 
business of installing or contracting 
to install, alter or service oil, gas, or 
coal burning healing equipment, parts, 
or accessories thereof, or appurten­
ances thereto, within the limits of the 
Township of Novi upon registration 
with the Inspeclor and Ihe payment 
of a registration fee, provided, that 
the municipaiiiies in wliich such con­
tractors- arc iicensed reciprocate in 
recognizing oii, gas and coal burning 
heating equipment contractors duly 
licenscd under the provisions of this 
ordinance by granting them the same 
priviiege and charging the same ii 
cense and registration fees. 

To bc ciigibie for a reciprocal li­
cense, a heating contractor shall ob-
lain his Iicense in the municipality 
wherein the said contractor maintains 
his principni piace of business. 

Provided further, that the iiccnsing 
ordinance, examinations, and examin-
olion procedures of such municipoii-
lies are substanlialiy equoi to the re-
quirements set forth in this Ordinance. 
No oil, gas or coal burning healing 
equipment contractor's license shall 
be recognized for the purpose of 
registration by the Township of Novi 
which has been issued by a munici­
pality which has failed to approve by 
affirmative action of its icgisiotive 
body, the reciprocai iiccnsing pro-
visions contoincd in this Ordinance. 
The right of any municipality to par­
ticipate in the reciprocating .scclion of 
Ihis Ordinance shall be determined by 
the Board of Examiners of the re­
ciprocating municipaiiiies and boscd 
upon qualifications outlined in this 
Ordinance, 

Seciion 2.14. Licenses lihall bc class­
ified and limited as follows: 

1(A) Ga.s-fired equipmenl limited 
to input ratings not excceding 

. 500,000 B.T.U. per hour, per 
unit. 

1(B) Gas-Fired equipment with nil 
input ratings (uniimiled). 

2(A) Oil-fired equipment limited to 
units or burners designed for 
ihc use ot Nos. I, 2 or 3 
distiliotcs, as defined in ihe 
U. S. Department of Com-

Conlraclors may secure Iiccnses for 
addilionol classificolion without any 
additional license fee, provided they 
pay the required examination fee and 
their license is approved by the Board 
of Examiners. 

License registration fee shall be Ten 
Doiiars ($10.00) for any one or for 
any combination of iicense ciassifica-
lions. Registration of addiiionai ii-
cense classifications moy be mode 
without additional charge. 

All licenses and registrations shall 
expire December 31, following date of 
issuance. 

Seciion 2.16. No license shall be 
revoked except for cause upon proof 
of charges filed by the Inspector, 
specifying with reasonable detail the 
facts showing carelessness or negli 
gence in Ihe performance of the li 
censee's duties in connection with 
his work, or showing that such li 
censee has violated or permitted a 
violation of this code, or that this 
code has bcen violated in connection 
with worlc for which Ihe licensee was 
responsible and of which the licensee 
was aware, or in Ihe exercise of rea-
sonable diligence should have been 
aware that such violation had oc 
curred. Upon the filing of such 
charges the Township Board 'may 
forthwith suspend the license involved, 
and shall give lo such licensee notice 
of a hearing upon such charges, whicli 
hearing shall be held by the Township 
Board not less than ten (10) days 
after Ihe dole of such notice unless 
an earlier date is agreed upon in 
writing by the licensee affected. Such 
notice shall be by personal service 
or registered mail forwarded to Ihe 
last known address, and shall stale 
Ihe time and place of such hearing 
and shall contain n copy of tlie 
charges. If such charges are sustained 
by the Township Board the iicense 
shaii bc revoked and the licensee shall 
be notified in writing of such rcvoca-
tion. 

Seciion 2.17. No person having 
irocured a license shall permit or a -
ow, the use of his name by any other 

person, directly or indirectly, for the 
purpose of obtaining a permit to do 
any instaiialion, aileralion, repioce-
ment or repair of oii, gas or coai 
burning heating equipment in liie 
Township of Novi. 

Seciion 2.18. The Township Boord 
is hereby authorized to adopt ruies 
and rcguiations necessary to make ef­
fective the provisions of this Ordin­
ance. 

Scciten 2.19. Licenses mny bc re­
voked or suspended by tiie Novi 
Township Board. 

Seciion 2.20. It shaii be unlawful 
for any person, firm, partnership 
association or corporation to instal 
or alter any oil, gas or cool burnin; 
heating equipment covcred by thi.. 
Ordinance in the Township ot Novi 
except ns herein provided, without a 
permit from the Inspeclor. Applica­
tions for such permit shaii be on 
forms furnished for such purpose by 
tiie Inspeclor and shoii contain sulli-
cient information for a proper des-
criplion of the burner, equipment and 
accessories to be installed or ollcred. 

(A) The Inspector shall issue num­
bered togs, of a type which wiii 
be dcstroycd upon removai, to 
iicensed oil burner and gas-
fired space healing fnstoilalion 
contractors and shall keep o 
record of logs so issued. These 
togs shall be attached lo the 
fuel oil fill or vent pipe by the 
contractor upon completion of 
an oil burner installation or to 
the fuel line of the gas space 
heating apparatus at the man­
ually operated shut-oft valve by 
Ihe contractor upon the com-
pletion of the gas spoce heal-
ing installation. 

(B) Upon issuonce of nn oil burner 
or a gas burner inslollnlion per­
mit the Inspeclor shall inspect 
the installation and if found lo 
conform with the provisions of 
ihis Ordinance, a permanent 
metal lag, property numbered, 
shall bc affixed by the Inspec­
tor. 

(C) Tags as required by paragraphs 
A and B supra shall be at­
tached to coal fired heating 
equipment. 

Seciion 2.2l. It shall bc unlawful 
for any owner, occupant, firm, part­
nership, association or corporalion 
having control or management of any 
building or structure, to use or permit 
to bc used therein any fuel oil burner, 
coal fired healing equipment, or oil-
burning healer which has been in­
stalled or altered subsequent to the 
effeetive date of the Ordinance willi-
out a permit as herein provided. Il 
shall be unlawful for any person, firm, 
partnership, association or corpora­
tion except authorized personnel of 
Ihe Gas Company, to turn on Ihe gas 
for use in any gas-fired space healing 
equipment which has been installed or 
altered in any building or slruclure 
subsequent to the efl'ective date of ihis 
Ordinance without Ihe said permit. It 
shall be unlawful for any owner, oc­
cupant, firm, partnership, associotion 
or corporalion having control or man-
ngemeni of ,iny building or structure 
to use or permit lo be used therein 
any coai burning heating equipment, 
which has bcen installed or allercd 
subsequent to the cfi'eclive dole of Ihe 
Ordinance, without a permit as herein 
provided. 

Seciion 2.22. No person or persons, 
firm, or corporations, shall supply 
with fuel oil any lanks or containers 
for fuel oit unless such fuel oil burn-
ers and equipment shall hiivc as here­
in provided, a tog attached to fill or 
vent pipes of such tank or conlniner. 

Seciion 2.23. Fees for Ihe issuance 
of installation or alteration permits 

for iiispections required under the 
provisions of ihis Ordinonce shall cov-
er the cost of inspection and super-
vision resulting from the enforcement 
of Ihis ordinance. Such fees shall be 
fixed by resolution of the Township 
Boord und may be changed from time 
lo lime. 

Section 2.24. Tiic Inspeclor and his 
authorized assistants shail have the 
right during reosonable hours to enter 
any building or premises in the Town-
ship of Novi for the purpose of miik-
ing any inspections or tests of any 
fuei oil burner or gos burner or parts 
thereof contained therein. 

Section 2.25. It shaii be the duly 
of the Inspector or his autliorized as­
sistants to inspect aii fuei oil and gas 
burning equipment covered by this 
Ordinance at the time of its inslnlla-
lion and oil oil-fired and gas-fired 
healing equipment installed previously 
to the enactment of ihis Ordinnnci; 
which due to its construction, installa 
lion or condition, may be dangerous 
10 life or property. This section .shall 
also apply lo cool-iired healing equip-
ment. 

Scciiou 2.2£. The Inspector and his 
authorized assislanis may moke such 
other inspeciions and tests as are 
deemed necessary for Ihe purpose of 
safely and the enforcement of this 
Ordinance. 

Scclion 2.27. Whenever any fuel 
oil, gas, or coal burning heating equip-
ment or port thereof or any accessory 
thereto is found to be unsafe or in o 
condition so as to be dangerous to 
life or properly, the Inspeclor or his 
authorized ossistonts ore hereby em­
powered to condemn Ihe unit or the 
port thereof and no such unit or part 
thereof sholl thereafier be used until 
put in a safe condition and approved 
by the Inspector. 

(A) Whenever any fuel oil burner, 
oii-burning or gas burning space heal 
er or part thereof has bcen con 
demncd, the Inspector shall place 
thereon a warning tog listing the 
causes for the condemnation. It shall 
be unlowful for any owner, occupant, 
firm, partnership, association or cor 
poration having control or manage-
ment of any such unit or part thereof, 
until such causes for the condemna-
tion shall have been remedied and Ihc 
unit or port thereof has been put in 
safe condition and approved as such 
by the Inspector or licenscd contrac-
tors will be permitted to place such 
equipment in operation in accordance 
with the following procedure: 

(1) Correct Ihe couscs of condem-
nation. 

(2) Notify Ihe Inspector by phone 
that Ihc hazardous condition 
has been corrected. 

(3) Upon receiving the permission 
of the Inspector, place the 
cfiuipment in operation. 

(4) Sign Ihe warning tag with Ihe 
name of the company holding 
Ihe contractor's license, coun-
tcrsigned by the workman re-
sponsible for making the cor­
rections, and. leave ihe signed 
warning lag altoched. 

Seciion 2.28. Nothing in this Ordin­
ance sholl bc construed os limiting 
Ihe authority of the Fire Department 
and the Board of Health of Ihe Town­
ship of Novi in making supplementary 
inspections under Iheir respective safe­
ty regulations. 

Scclion 2.29. The electric wiring in­
stalled in connection with an oil-fired, 
gas - fired, cool - fircd space heating 
equipment shall be installed in ac­
cordance with Ihe provisions of the 
Electrical Ordinance of the Township 
of Novi, Michigan. 

(A) Each oil or gas-fired installa­
tion shall be provided with a remote 
control switch capable of disconnect­
ing the electrical supply from the fuel 
burning equipment located in a place 
easily accessible, in case of fire, near 
Ihe equipment. This switch shall bc 
permanently and c l e a r l y labeled 

extinguisher of at least a quart copoc-
ily approved by Ihe National Board 
of Fire Underwriters for extinguishing 
combustible oil fires, provided, how­
ever, that inslaiiations of oil burning 
equipment in multiple dweiiings, com-
inerciai establishments of any (cind or 
description wiierc liie pubiie congre-
gates or persons are permillcd lo be 
present on inviialion or olherwi.se, 
such instailation shall have accessible 
in the fiirnocc room for immediate 
and convenient use in emergency, a 
fire cxlinguisher of al least 2'/; gol-
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'BURNER SHUT OFF SWITCH." 

ARTICLE m 
Oil Burners 

ScelIon 3.1. The conslruclion, ar­
rangement and manner of instailation 
of aii oii burners and oil burner equip-
ment hereafter instaiied for use in 
connection with healing systems, and 
the aileralion, repiaccment or repair 
hereafter of aii oii burners and oii 
burner equipment used or lo be used 
in-conncclion with healing systems, 
shaii conform lo the provisions of this 
Ordinance. 

Section 3.2. The Inspector may ap 
jrove any oil burner listed by the 
Underwriters Loborotory or any other 
nationally recognized inspection board 
or laboratory. Oil burners nol listed 
by the Underwriters Loborotory or 
any other nationally recognized board 
or laboratory shall not bc approved 
until they have bcen inspected and 
tested by some recognized laboratory 
capable of making such a test and in-
speclion and the certificate showing 
such, inspection and test shall be for­
warded to the Inspector. This inspec­
tion and test shail cover arrangement 
of parts, suitabiiity of maleriai, 
strength of parts, eiectricai conirol, 
thermostatic arrangement, reiiabiiity 
of automatic features, positiveness of 
ignition and safeguards against flood 

Seciion 3.3. Any person iicensed lo 
instaii, alter, repair or repiacc oii 
burners in the Township of Novi, 
shail insloii a used burner for use in 
connection with a healing system oniy 
after he shaii have furnished the In-
spector with a statement thai said oii 
burner has been pui in first ciass op-
crating condition. 

Seciion 3.4. The grade of fuel oil 
used with any burner shall be one 
which tests and experience show to bc 
suitable for use with that burner. The 
oil shall have a flash point not less 
than 110 deg, F. when tested by tlie 
Pensky-Marlins Closed Cup Testing 
Method, and shall be free from acid, 
grit and fibrous or oiher foreign mai­
ler likely to clog or injure the burners 
or valves. 

Seciion 3.S. The burner shall be 
designed lo prevent exccssivc carboni­
zation nnd shoii be securciy attached 
and supported. 

Seeilon 3.6. Graviiy feed shaii bc 
used only with burners equipped with 
approved automatic devices lo prevent 
abnormal discharge of oil in the 
burner. , 

Seciion 3.7. Complelc instructions 
in regard to care and operation of 
the oil-burning equipment shall be 
posted near the apparatus installed. 
The instruction sheet so posted shall 
include the specificiitions for Ihe 
gravily'and limiting fliish point of 
oil suitable for use in the burner. All 
cards of instruction must bc posted at 
Ihe time of installation. 

Section 3.8. i'n single residences, 
every oil burner instaiialion shall 
hove near Ihe entrance to the furnace 
room, and readily accessible for con­
venient use in emergency, a hand fire 

Ions capacity, approved by the . .. 
lional Board ol Fire Underwrilers, 
and which shall lie of foom type or 
its equivalent; provided further, ihol 
in cose of great hazard or danger to 
Ihe public, the Chief of the Fire De-
partment of ihc Township of Novi 
may, in writing, require further or 
additional fire extinguishing apparatus 
in order lo safeguard public properly 
and life. 

Seciion 3.9. Tiie use of acetylene 
or any oiher gas possessing u wider 
range of expiosivesess in admixture 
with air than coal, gos or wolcrgos 
is prohibited for use in the gas pilot 
of any fuel oil burner. 

Scclion 3.10. Ventilolion shaii be 
provided to prevent the accumuialion 
of nny trapped vapors bciow Ihe com 
buslion chamber. 

(A) Rooms in which oii - burning 
equipment is iocaled shoii be provid­
ed with adequate ventiiolion'to assure 
continuous compiete combustion of 
the oii. 

Section 3.H. Nnme-pioie designot-
ing Ihe trade-name of the burner, Ihc 
modei, or size number ond the name 
and address of the burner monufoe-
turcr, shail bc securely allachcd to 
each fuel oii burner and oii-burning 
space healer. 

Scclion 3.12. No damper shaii be 
permitted in Ihe smoke pipe or chim­
ney from the device healed that moy 
restrict the possoge of fumes or gases 
by more than 40 per cent. 

Seciion 3.13. Each oil-fired heating 
unit covered by this Ordinance shoii 
be conncctedto a chimney flue. 

Section 3.14. Chimney flues and 
flue pipes shali freely conduct the flue 
gases to the outer oir. 

(A) The chimney or flue shall be 
Properly constructed in accordance 
with the requirements of the Officiol 
Building Code of the Township of 
Novi. 

Seciion 3.JS. The flue pipe sholl 
not enter the chimney or flue beyond 
its inner wall and shall bc so cement­
ed to the chimney us to prevent in 
fiitration of air. 

(A) In entering the chimney of 
flue, Ihe conneclion shall be made ot 
least six (6) inches above Ihc extreme 
bottom. 

Section 3.16. The vent connection 
sholl not be smaller than the size in­
dicated by the vent collar of the ap­
pliance when .same is oil designed. 

Section 3.17. The horizonfal vent 
connection shall not bc longer than 
onc-holf the effective height of the 
chimney. 

Seciion 3.18. The vent pipe shall 
maintain a pitch or rise of 14 inch 
per foot of the horizontal run from 
the equipment lo the flue or chimney. 

Scclion 3.19. The vent pipe shall be 
so installed as to avoid sharp turns or 
other conslrictivc features which 
would Creole excess resistance to flow 
of the gaseous products of combus 
tion. 

Scclion 3.20. Vent pipes from one 
or more oil-fired space healing op. 
pliunccs may be inierconncctcd pro­
vided that Ihc cross sectional area of 
the manifold sholl be equal to the 
sum of the cross sectional areas of 
Ihe vent collar connections 'of the 
appliances. 

(A) No vent from an oil-fired space 
healing applioncc shall be intercon-
ncclcd with a vent pipe from an 
appliance burning other fuels or de­
signed for other use except with Ihe 
specific approval of the Inspeclor. 

Scclion 3.21. A vent pipe from an 
oil-fired heating appliance and vent 
pipes from other appliances, burning 
the same or other fuels, mny be con­
nected into the same chimney through 
.separate openings localcd at different 
levels, provided that Ihc operation of 
any of the equipment is not adversely 
affected. 

Section 3.22. The material used for 
vent pipes shall bc such lis to resist 
the corrosive aclion of flue gases and 
condensate. 

Seciion 3.23. In Ihe case of conver­
sion burners, ihe fuel door of the 
converted appliance shall be so or-
rongcd as lo relieve pressure due lo 
puffs or backfire coused by delayed 
Ignition, and shall be provided whh 
on approved self-closing device. 

Seeilon 3.24. Electric wiring in con-
neclion with .oii burning cquipment 
shaii be instaiied in accordance with 
the rcguiations of the National Elec-
iric Code and local eicclricol rules os 
cnforccd by the Eleclricai Inspector. 

Section 3,2S. The minimum ciear-
once of oil-fired heating units from 
combustible partitions and materials 
shall be as set forth in Tabic No 1, 
except in the case of 'equipment 
especiaiiy designed for burning fuei 
oil and tested and iisled for lesser 
clearances by o nalionaily recognized 
testing iaboralory. 

(A) The cicarance lo combustible 
conslruclion may be reduced as speci­
fied in Table No. 2 where the com­
bustible construction is protected in 
accordance with this tabic. 

Section 3.26, Where metal smoke 
pipes of twelve (12) inches or iess in 
diameter pass through n wood or plas­
tered stud porlilion, they shall be 
surrounded either by a body of brick, 
hollow tile, or other incombusiibie 
fireproof matcriai of a thickness of 
at ieast four (4) inches around such 
smoke pipes; or they shaii be sur­
rounded by a sheet metoi thimble of 
two (2) concentric rings al ieast two 
(2) inches opart, and the entire thim­
ble so constructed that there will bc 
a free circuiation of air between Ihe 
two rings forming Ihe some. Smoke 
pipes of 0 diameter of six (6) inches 
or iess may have thimbles with one 
(i) inch oir spocc. 

Scclion 3.27. Where a new smoke 
pipe is instaiied, it shaii be iock-
seamed or riveted, with oii joints 
inpped nol iess than one and onc-haif 
(i!/i) inches and rigidly secured, and 
shail have proper thimble for moking 
light conneclion to chimney flue. 

Seciion 3.28. Oil-fired floor fur-
noccs sholl be specificnily approved by 
the Inspector for services in direct 
contact with combustible floors in 
which they may bc installed. 

(A) COMBUSTION AIR 
Fixed ventilation by means of a 

duct or grille arranged lo supply air 
from a permanently venliialed attic 
or undcrfloor space, shnii be provid­
ed lo any confined space which en­
closes the floor furnace, The duct or 
grille shall be screened and have a 
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free area al least twice the free area 
of the vent collar of the floor furnace 
or one (i) sq. in. per 1,000 B.T.U 
per hour of oii input, whichever is 
the greater, and shoii be insloiied in 
such a milliner as to insure proper 
combustion, 

(il) PLACEMENT 
The foliowing arc requirements thai 

will serve in property placing Ihe fur­
nace or furnaccs to serve one story. 

(1) No floor furnjicc siiall bc in­
stalled in the floor of any aisle 
or passageway of any auditor­
ium, public hall, or phicc of 
assemble, or in on cxit-woy 
from any such room or spoce. 

(2) Walls and Corners—With the 
cweplion of wall-rcgisler mod­
els, a floor furnace shall not 
bc placed closer Ihan six (fi) 
inchcs lo the nearest wall, and 
wail-register models shall not 
be placed closer than six (6) 
inches lo a corner. 

(3) Draperies—The furnace shall be 
so placed thot a door, drapery, 
or similar object cannot lie 
nearer Ihan twelve (12) inches 
10 any portion of the register 
of the furnace. 

(4) Central location — Generally 
speaking, Ihe more central the 
location, the better, favoring 
slightly the sides exposed to the 
prevailing winter winds. 

(C) BRACING 
The floor around the furnace shall 

be broced and headed with a frame-
work of matcriai not lighter than the 
joists. 

(D) SUPPORT 
Means shaii be provided to support 

the furnace when the floor grilie is 
removed. 

(E) CLEARANCE 
The iowest portion of the floor fur 

noce shoii have at ieast a six (6) inch 
cieoronce from the - general ground 
icvel, except that wliere the lower six 
(6) inch portion of the floor furnoce 
is sealed by the manufacturer lo pre-
vent entrance of water, the cicarance 
may be reduced to not less Ihnn two 
(2) inches. When these clearances are 
not present, the ground below and to 
the sides shall be excavated to form 
a "basin-like" pit under the furnace 
so that required cicarance is provided 
beneath Ihe lowest portion of the fur­
nace. A twelve (12) inch clearance 
shall be provided on all sides except 
the control side, which shall have an 
eighteen (18) inch clearonce. 

(F) ACCESS 
Provision shali be m.ide for an 

access door to the floor furnoce by 
means of an opening in the founda­
tion waii of at ieast i 8 by 24 inches 
and a trap door of at leost 24 by 24 
inches, located at some convenient 
point, nnd a clear nnd unobstructed 
passageway to the floor furnace of 
at le>isl 18 inches high by 24 inches 
wide. 

(G) SEEPAGE PAN 
Whenever the excavation exceeds 

twelve (12) inches or water seepage 
is iikeiy, a pit made of concrcie, 
waterproof, not iess than 3'A inches 
thick and extending four (4) inches 
above grade level shall be used. The 
pit shall not be less Ihan 6 ft. by 6 ft. 
Inside dimension, with at least 2'A 
foot cleorance on the control side and 
cleorance on all other sides not less 
than six inches. 

(H) WIND PROTECTION 
Floor furnaces shall be protected. 

where necessary, against severe wind 
condiiion.s. 

(I) UPPER FLOOR 
INSTALLATIONS 

Listed oil floor furnaces may bc 
installed in on upper floor provided 
Ihe fiirnace assembly projects below 
into a utility room, closet, garage, or 
similar nonhobitoble spoce. In such 
instollotions, the floor furnace .shall 
bc enclosed completely (entirely sepa-
r.nted from the nonhabiloble space) 
with means for air intake lo meet 
provisions of Section 3.28 (A), with 
access focililics for servicing on Ihc 
control side, with minimum furnoce 
cleoranccs'of six (6) inchcs lo oil 
sides ond bottom, ond with the en­
closure constructed of Portland ce-
ment plesler on metal lath or material 
of equal fire reslslance. 

(J) Registers shall nol bc covered 
wiih combustible materials and Ihe 
floor immediately surrounding the 
furnace shall be reasonably level. 

(K) All floor furnace-s, including 
those having single or dual wall regis­
ter ouliels shaii bc instaiied ns ap­
proved without aiterolions. extensions, 
or changes of any kind (in the fur­
nace). 

ARTICLE Jv 
Fuel Oil Storage Tanks 

Piping and Fuel, OII Drums 
Seciion 4.J. Standard fuii weight 

wrought iron, galvanized iron, steel 
or brass pipe, or approved brass or 
copper tubing shall be used through­
out. Underground piping shall be gal­
vanized or equivalent. 

Seciion 4.2. Pipe used in Ihe in­
stallation of domestic type burners 
sholl not be smoller than three-eights 
inch iron pipe size; pipe used in the 
inslalialion of industrial type burners 
shall not be smiiller than one-half 
inch iron pipe size. Suction iines for 
equipment burning grades No. 5 and 
6 oil shaii not be iess than one and 
onc-holf inch iron pipe size to within 
thirty inches of the pump or burner. 
Copper or brass tubing used in the 
instaiialion of domestic type burners 
where the oii flows by gravity from 
the tank to the burners shoii not be 
smaiier in size than ihree-eighls inch 
outside diameter, forty-nine thou-
.sondths inch wail thickness tubing. 
For other liian domestic instaiialion 
such copper or brass tubing shaii not 
be smoller than three-eighlhs inch in-
side diameter, forty-nine thousandths 
inch wall thickness tubing. For indus­
trial type burners such copper or brass 
tubing shall not be smaller in size 
than Ihc cquivalcnt of the iron pipe 
size mentioned above, with wall thick­
ness nol less Ihan forty-nine thou-
s,indlhs inch. 

Seciion 4.3. Piping shall bc rigidly 
secured in place and protected from 
injury in a workmanlike manner, and 
where necessary, shall bc protected 
against corrosion. Where prneticable, 
oil piping shall be buried underground 
or in a concrete floor or placed in a 
mdal-covcred pipe trench. 

Section 4.4. Unions shall be ground 
type conical seating with faces of 
metal. Flanged or pocked joints sholl 
not bc used. Compression fittings 
shall not be permitted for joints made 
on copper tubing. 

Sections 4,5. Valves shall bc con-
slructcd so that the stem cannot be 
withdrawn by continued operation of 
hand wheel. The packing gland shall 
bc provided with a separate shoulder­
ed unthreaded follower having a 

beveled contact space for the com­
pression of the packing. 

Section 4.6. All threaded joints 
shall be miide with litharge and gly-
cerine, shellac or other approved com-
pounds, free from Icoks and mode up 
so OS to form an adequate joint. 

Scclion 4.7. Proper allowance shall 
bc made for expansion, conlroclion, 
jorring and vibration. Pipe lines, other 
than tubing connccled to underground 
lanks, except full lines and lest veils, 
shall be provided with double swing 
joints arranged lo permit tiie lank to 
sellie wiiiioul impairing the efficiency 
of the pipe connections. 

Section 4.8. oii suppiy iines lo 
burners shall be provided with ap­
proved strainers. 

Section 4.9. Gas pilot supply piping 
shall be provided with an approved 
shut-off valve with an approved pro­
perly vented gas pressure regulator. 

Section 4,10. Fused valves of ap­
proved type shall be installed in oil 
supply lines at each tank and whhin 
six (6) inches of each burner. In the 
case of underground tanks, the fused 
valve shall be located at the highest 
point visible in the suction line. 

Section 4.11. Oil storage tonks on 
Ihe inside of any building, shall be 
located in the lowest story, cellar or 
bosemeni. Total above-ground slor-
ogc, either inside or outside of any 
building, on any premises shall be 
limited 10 550 gallons but not more 
than 275 gallons shall be permitted 
in any one storage tank. On multiple 
tank installations, approved type 
check valves shall be provided to pre­
vent cross flow between tanks. Design 
of check vaives that are acceplabie 
will include bull check valves, vertical 
life check valves and swing check 
valves, that when in a closed position 
the angle sholl be no less than 45" 
from the verticui. The fill pipe on 
multiple inslaiiations siiaii be so ar­
ranged that both tanks will fill equally 
und the vent pipe shall extend well 
above cross connections between 
tanks to prevent air binding when 
fiiling, and shaii .meet the require-
nienis of Seelion 4.20. 

Seciion 4.12. Tanks siiaii be con­
structed of gaivanized iron or basis 
open hcarlh sicei or wrought iron, not 
iess than i4 gauge or other matcrtol 
of equal strength and durabiiiiy. Ail 
joints shoii be welded or riveted. The 
tanks sholl be reinforced with a weld­
ed or riveted pad or flange where 
connections are made. All lanks shall 
be made tight and tested at five 
pounds air pressure and with soapy 
water without showing leaks. 

Section 4.13. Tanks shall have rigid 
and incombustible support and shall 
nol be located less than five (5) feet, 
measured horizontally from any fire 
or fiomc, nnd sholl be ploced on an 
incombustible floor. 

Seelion 4.14. Each lank shall be 
provided with an approved type goug­
ing device so that the fuel oil content 
of the lank may be determined at all 
limes. Glass gauging devices, or any 
others, the breaking or derangement 
of which would permit the escape of 
oil, shall nol be used. 

Seciion 4.15. Fuel oil shall not bc 
forced from storage tanks by positive 
nir pressure. 
Section 4.16. Underground tanlK 

ond storage lanks inside buildings 
shall bc filled only through fill pipes 
terminating outside of buildings nt a 
point nt least two (2) feel away from 
ony building opening al Ihe same or 
lower level. Fill terminals shall be 
closed light, when not in use, by a 
metal cover designed lo prevent tam­
pering. The fill pipe for such tank or 
tanks shali be iron or steei not iess 
than i i/i inchcs in diameter. 

Scclion 4.17. Aii storage tanks for 
fuei oii shail be provided with a vent 
pipe not iess than one-hoif Ihe diame­
ter of the fill pipe opening and in no 
case less than VA" iron pipe size in 
diameter. 

(A) The Vent pipe shaii be directly 
conncctcd into the top of the tank and 
shali not bc interconnected with iines 
used for other purposes. Il shoii not 
extend more ihan one inch inside Ihe 
top of the tank. 

(B) Vent pipes shaii terminate out­
side of building at least eight (8) feet 
above ground, securely supported, at 
Iciisl eighteen (18) inches above Ihe 
tank fiii connection, and ol ieast t.wo 
(2) feet measured horizonlaiiy or vcr-
ticaiiy from any buiiding opening. Tlie 
vent opening shall be protected by a 
return bend, hood or other filling 
protected with an 8x8 corrosion-re­
sisting screen to minimize the entry 
of foreign matter. Vent pipes shall 
maintiiin a pitch downward toward 
the lonk of at least 'A inch per hori­
zontal foot to prevent pocketing of 
liquid. 

Seciion 4.18. Vcni pipe from two 
275 gallon lanks may be connected lo 
one upright, provided that they be 
connccled to a point at least three (3) 
inches above the lowest horizontal 
run of fill pipe. 

Seciion 4.19. Vent pipes shall not 
bc cross-connccted wiih fill pipes or 
return lines from burners. 

Seciion 4.20. Fill and vent pipes 
shall not bc run through windows or 
cooi chutes uniess such openings are 
lolaiiy enciosed, with non-combusiible 
materials. 

Section 4.21. Except as otherwise 
permitted in Ihis ordinance, Ihe stor­
age of fuei oii in excess of SOO gal-
ions shoii bc outside of any building 
in underground tonks. 

(A) Tanks located underground 
sholl bc placed in a position so that 
the lop of the tank is at least two (2) 
feet below the surfoce of the ground 
and below the level of the lowest 
pipe leading into Ihc building, pro-
vided, that lanks under driveways 
shall be prolcctcd by suitable rein-
forced concrete slabs. Tanks may be 
buried sixteen (16) inches below grade, 
with 0 cover of one (1) foot of earth 
and 0 reinforced concrete slob of not 
less ihon four (4) inches of thickness. 
The slob shall be set on a firm, well 
lomped corth foundation and shall 
extend al least one (1) fool beyond 
the tank in all directions. 

(B) Tanks may be permillcd under­
neath a building if buried nt least 
two (2) feet below the iowest floor, 
or mny be placed sixteen (16) inches 
below liie iowest floor and covered 
with tweive (12) inches of cnrth and 
four (4) inchcs of rcinforced concrete. 

(C) Where it is improcticabic to 
bury tanks, tiic Inspector mny allow 
them to be instaiied inside a buiiding 
when compicleiy encased in six (6) 
inchcs of rcinforced concrete and six 
(6) inches ot sand. Acccss openings 
in Ihc lop of such enclosures may be 
permitted upon specific approval of 
the Department. Sloroge in such in-
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sialiaiions sliall nof exceed .'i.OOO gai 
Ions for any one premise. 

(D) Underground lanks shall not 
be localcd wiiliin iwo (2) feel of a 
private properly line or a baiiemcnl or 
pil iower than the iop of such lanics, 
unless such laniis are compielciy cn-
c:i.sed in six (6) inches of concrcle 
of a one, lliree and five mixture. 

(E) Underground lanks shall be set 
on a firm foundalion, supported so 
ihal bearing stresses arc uniformiy 
dislributcd and surrounded witli ciean 
sand, weil lamped into place. Where 
necessary to prevent floating, ihey 
shall be securely anchored or 
weighted. 

(F) Measuring devices on tanks be­
neath buiidings and previously de-
scribed encased tanks shall be of an 
approved wall gauge type. Gauge 
stick openings located inside any 
buiiding expressly prohibited. 

(G) Tanks underground and vault-
cd lanks shall be provided Willi a 
ciean-out connection, which shaii be 
not less than % incii pipe, extending 
within I'A inches from the bottom of 
lhe lank to outside the building. This 
connection sliaii be properly capped. 

Scciion 4.22. Gravity feed sliall be 
used only with burners arranged to 
prevent abnormal discharge of oil at 
the burner by automatic means spc-
cificaily approved for the burner with 
which ii is used. 

(A) Gravity fiow of fuci oii from 
tank io burner is pcmiilted when 
each lank docs noi exceed 275 gallon 
capacity. Tanks of larger capacitj;, 
wiiere permilted, shaii discharge oii 
by suciion through top of tank. 

Sccfion 4.23. Storage and auxiiiary 
tanks shaii be secureiy supponed by 
substamial incombustible supports to 
prevent scliiing or siiding. 

Scciion 4.24. Where a piinip is in-
sialled between tlie storage lank and 
an auxiliary tank, means shaii be pro-
vidcd so as Io return any surplus oii 
(0 ihe storage tank or other approved 
means shall be provided to prevent 
overflow of lhc auxiliary tank. 

Scciion 4.25. Fuel oii drum.s as 
hereinbefore defined shaii be of metal 
of not less than 18 gauge and shall 
be equipped with a suiiabie hiind 
pump or approved self-ciosing faucet. 
Said fuei oii drums may be stored in 
any garage, or building on the ground 
fioor oniy. Fuei oii storage for use 
with oil-burning space iicatcr? shall be 
limited lo two 55 gallon drums inside 
of any building, or not more than 
one 275 gaiion tank outside of any 
buiiding, wiiere properly vented and 
provided with a hand pump. The use 
of faucets on drums or tanks stored 
inside of buildings is prohibited. 

Scciion 4.26. The metal used in all 
lanks shall be of a minimum gauge, 
U. S. Standard, depending upon the 
capacity or size as given in Ihe foi­
iowing table:

All such tanks shall be welded or 
riveted, and shall be hcwily co.-ited 
outside with asphaltuni or other rusi-
resisting material. Ail lanks and un. 
dcrground piping attached thereto 
shall be tested for leakage and shall 
be tight at five (5) pounds air pres. 
sure. All tanks having a capacity in 
excess ol" 275 gallons and all tanks 
for underground insialiaiion shaii bear 
tlie Underwriter's iabcl. 

Scciion 4.27. For fuel oil heavier 
than 35° A.l'.l., tanks may be made 
of concrete, in accordance with ihc 
•standards of the Nationai, ilojird ot 
Fire Underwriters for the construc­
tion of concrete fuel oii storage tanks 
as recommended by llie National Fire 
Protection Associalion, with speciai 
permission of thc Inspector. 

Section 4.28. Fuel Oil return lines 
shaii be provided wilh a check valve 
where thc return line extends below 
the loii of tiic tank. 

Section 4.29. ('reheating of oil, 
where necessiiry, shall be done by 
steam, hot water, or approved electric 
heaters. Heaters shall be subslantiaiiy 
constructed wilh ali joinis made oil 
light. Thermometers shiill be installed 
al suitable locations to indic;ue tlic 
temperature of the heated oii. Heal-
crs shaii be by-passed or provided 
willi suimbie means lo prevent ab­
normal pressure. Positive means must 
be provided to prevent inlroduction of 
oii or other liquid harmful io boiler 
operations into the boiier. 

Sccliun 4.30. Oii burners shall be 
securely instailcd in a worknianiikc 
manner, in accordance witii tiie in­
structions of the manufiiciurer, by 
quaiified mechanics experienced in 
making such installations. 

Scciion 4.3L Where oii burners 
are installed in furnaces originaiiy 
designed for soiid fuel, ihc ash door 
of the furnace shall be removed or 
bottom ventilation oiherivisc provided 
to prevent the accumulation of vapors 
in the ash pil, unless the burner is of 
a type which mechanically purges tlii 
ash pit. 

Sccfion 4.32. Boilers and furnaces 
in which oii burners are instailed shall 
be connected io flues having sufficient 
draft at all times lo assure safe oper­
ation of the burner. Smoke pipe damp­
ers, if any, shaii be removed or locked 
in the desired position. Ail check 
drafts must be closed at aii limes. 

Scciion 4.33. Contractors installing 
industrial oii burner systems shai 
fiirnish diagrams showing the main 
oil lines and controiling valves, one 
of wliich shall be posted near thc oii 
burner equipment and -another at 
some point which wili be accessibie 
in the case of fire al the burners. 

Scciion 4.34. Immediately upon the 
installatioii of thc tanks and con­
cealed piping of an oil burner instal­
lation, the installer thereof shall no­
tify the inspector that .said tanks and 
piping arc ready for inspection, by 
registering the number of the permit 
and the iocation of the work in the 
inspection register book kept for that 
purpose in thc office of the Inspector, 
and it shaii be uniawfui for any per­
son io cover up any such lanks or 
piping untii thc same shaii have been 
inspected and approved by said In­
spector. 

Scciion 4.35. Abandoned fuei oil 
tanks shall be removed; except thai 
such tanks may be allowed io remain, 
provided ihat all fuel oii is removed 
from the tank, the gravity draw-off 
is secureiy capped or piugged at ihe 
iank, ihe fiii pipe is piugged or capped 
inside ihe buiiding, with thc scciion 
exiending outside ihc buiiding re­

moved, and ihe vent pipe is not alter­
ed. Abiindoned outside fuel oil lanks 
shall be completely filled with water. 

ARTJCLE V 
rncl Oil liurncr and 
Space Ilcaicr Conirols 

Scciion 5.L All fuel oil burners 
subject 10 automatic ignition, sliall be 
provided with a permanent approved 
automatic device .so designed lhat oii, 
upon entering the combuslion ciiani-
ber shall be immediately ignited or 
the oii suppiy shall be immediately 
shut off.

Sccfion 5.4. Room Thermostats 
when required siiaii be of approved 
type. 

Scciion 5.5. Electrically operated 
controls shall be so designated ihat 
failure of electric current will cause 
burner lo be shut off, in case of pot 
type burners wili piace burners on 
iow-fiamc operation. 

ARTICLE VJ 
Gas Burner Installations 

Scciion 6.1. The construction, ar­
rangement and manner of Installation 
of ali g!is burners and gas burner 
equipment hereafter installed for use 
in connection with heating systems, 
and lhe alteration and repair here­
after of all gas burners and gas burner 
equipment used or to be used in con-
ncciion wilh heating .systems, shall 
conform to thc provisions of this 
Ordinance. 

Sccfion 6.2. Wilh ihe enactment of 
this ordinance, a list of gas-fired burn­
ers and equipment shall be maintained 
by the inspector, wliich, through the 
arrangement of parts, suitability of 
malerial.s, strength of parts, electric 
or other controls, ihcrmostalic ar-
rangemcnt, reliability of automatic 
features, positiveness of ignition and 
possibiiity of explosion have been 
found by tesi or acceptable proof 
from the American Gas Association, 
or other nalionaiiy recognized labor­
atory, to be acceptable under the pro­
visions of this Ordinance. 

Sccfion 6.3. It shall be unlawful 
for aiiy person, licensed lo install, 
alter, repair or replace gas burners 
within the Township of Novi, to in­
stall any u.scd gas burner or for the 
Inspector lo issue any permil authoriz­
ing him to do so, untii said licensee 
shall have first submiltcd with his 
appiicoiion for sucii permit a copy of 
the purchase order describing thc 
used burner that is to be installed and 
a stalcmcnt by the purchaser acknowl­
edging that to be tlic case, logetber 
with a statement by said liceasec thai 
siiid burner has been properly recon­
ditioned and will comply in every 
way with code rcquirenienis for new 
equipment as to operation, safely 
standards and ndjusiments.

Approved soal-
less dniwn well iinncaled copper, brass 
or other approved non-ferrous tub­
ing Willi approved fjitings may be used 
for permanent connections to station­
ary gas burners, bul no soldered joints 
shall be used. All finings for wrought 
iron or steel pipe (except stop-cocks 
or valves) shall be of best quality 
malleable iron or steel..Threads shall 
be in accordance with tiic American 
Pipe Thread Standard. 

(A) Where necessary, due to cor. 
rosive condilions, piping siiaii be 
suilabiy coaled. 

(Ii) Defects in pipe or finings hav­
ing been localcd, lhc dcfcciive pipe or 
fittings .shall be removed and replaced 
wilh perfect material. 

(C) No second hand pipe or fillings 
shall be used. 

Scciion 7.2. Piping .shall be in­
stalled so that it is subject to no un-
neccssjiry strain and shall be securely 
and rigidly fastened. 

Sccfion 7.3. When in running pipe. 
It is necessary lo cross wood joints 
or beams, ihc joists or beams shaii not 
be notched, except by speciai permis­
sion of tiic inspector. 

Seclion 7.4. All horizontal piping 
shall be graded not less than 'A inch 
to i5 feci to prevent iraps and .shall 
dr;iin to thc risers and from thc risers 
to Ihe meter unless the framing of the 
structures prevents such. (However, 
l_lî ŝ̂ docs not permit Violation of Sec, 

Section 7.5. A drip, in which liquid 
condensate may collect :md be re-
nioved shall be provided al any poini 
in lhe line of pipe where condensate 

/vould collect. 
(A) Drips shall not be localcd 

where thc condensate will be .sub-
jeclcd to temperature below 32 de-
grees Fahrcnheil, 

(IJ) Drips shall be inslallcd only in 
such locations th>n Ihe oullei of ihc 
drip will be readily accessible for 
empiying and cleaning. 

(C) 'ibe size of any drip shall be 
delermincd by the capacity and ex­
posure of the piping which drains lo il. 

SceliBH 7.6. Tlic lower end of a 
vertical supply line, if siccessibie, shall 
be equipped with a tec (or cross) 
having a fullsized plugged opening 
looking down to permit access for 
removing stoppages. 

Scciion 7.7. All branches shall be 
taken from lhe lop or side of horizon­
tal piping. 

Seclion 7.8. Thc installation of 
piping in relation to electric wiring 
shall be in accordance wilh the Elec­
trical Code of the Township of Novi. 

Seclion 7.9. Each outlet shall be 
securely closed gas light with a 
threaded iron plug or cap immedi­
ately aflcr installation and shall bc 
left so closed until an appliance is 
instailcd Ihcreon. In no case shall the 
oullei be closed with lead caps or 
lead plugs. 

(A) When a gas burner is removed 
from an outiei, the oullci shall be 
securely closed gas tight with a 
threaded iron plug or cap. 

Scclioa 7.10. Gas for space heating 

quale supply to Ihe burners without 
excessive pressure drop. 

.Seclion 7.n. Gas piping may be 
conccaied in waiis, cciiings or floors 
only after an inspection and approval 
by the Inspector (before gas is turned 
on). 

(A) All gas piping which is to be 
concealed for more than one foot of 
its length shaii be tested in the prcs-
cense of an inspector wilh a five 
pound air pressure, and joints and 
scams shall bc checked Willi soap and 
water. Piping siiaii hold this five 
pound pressure without dropping 
pressure for i5 minutes. 

(B) No gas piping shall bc instailcd 
in ciiimneys, flue, ventiiaiing shafts 
or ducts and elevator shafts. 

(C) Unions, running threads, right 
and ieft couplings, bushings and swing 
joints made of a combination of fit-
lings sliall not be conccaied. 

(D) Piping in solid floors such as 
concrete shall be laid in channels in 
the floor, suilabiy covered to permit 
iiccess to the piping wilh a minimum 
of damage lo lhe buiiding. Piping in 
contact with carih or oliier malcriai 
which may corrode siiaii be protected 
against corrosion in an approved man-
ner. Piping shall noi be laid in cinders. 

Section 7.12. Oniy ground joint 
unions or other npiiroved fittings shaii 
bc used in gas piping. 

Scciion 7.13. Valves and cocks used 
in connection with gas piping shall be 
of types approved for such use. 

(A) Valves and cocks .shall bc of 
such design a.s to clearly indicate thc 
"on" and "off positions or directions 
of rotation to "open" and "close". 

(B) Valves shall be constructed so 
that thc stems cannot be withdrawn 
by continuous operation of the hand 
wheel.

Gas-Fired Space llcaiing Equlpnieni 

Scciion 8.1. Gas burners and de­
vices, attachments or accessories to 
gus burners, which can in any way 
effect combustion or safety, shaii not 
be installed untii they have been in­
spected, tested iind approved by the 
inspector. 

(A) This inspection and test shall 
cover arrangement of parts, suitabiiily 
of materiais, strength of parts, cieclri. 
cal coniroi. thermostatic arrange-
ment, reliability of automatic features 
and positiveness of ignition. 

(B) Any combination of gas burn 
crs, attachments or devices used to­
gether in any manner shall mcci the 
requirements which apply io individ­
uai pieces of equipment. 

(C) Aii gas burners, devices, at­
tachments and accessories, covered by 
litis section, shall bear the monufac-
turer's identification marking, 

Scciion 8.2. No devices or attach­
ment shall be inslallcd on any gas 
burner which may in any way impair 
thc combustion of the gas. 

Scciion 8.3. No devices employing 
or depending upon an electrical cur­
rent shall be used If of such characier 
lhat failure of the cicclricai current 
couid resiiil in lhc escape of unburncd 
gas or in failure lo reduce Ihe supply 
of gas under condilions which would 
normally result In ils reduction unless 
other means are provided to prevent 

Fixed ventilation by means of a 
duct or griiie arranged to suppiy air 

300° for Gravity Air Systems and 
noi to exceed 200° Fahrenheit for 
mechanical air distribution. Ail hot 
water boilers shaii bo equipped with 
an approved high water icmperaturc 

to an)' confined space which encloses 
lhe fioor furnace. The duel or grille 
shall be screened and have a free area 
at least twice Ihe free area of the vent 
collar of the floor furnace or one (1) 
square incii per 1,000 BTU per hour 
of gas input, whichever is the greater, 
and shaii be installed in such a man­
ner as lo insure proper combustion. 

(C) PLACEMENT 
The foiiowing are rcquiremcnls 

tiiat wiii serve in properiy piacing tiic 
furnace or furnaces to serve one story. 

(1) No floor furnace shall be in­
stalled in tlie floor of !iny aisic 
or passageway of any auditor­
ium, pubiic haii, or pi.tcc of 
assemble, or in an exit-way 
from any sucii room or space. 

(2) Wails and Corners—Wilh thc 
exception of wall-register mod­
els, a fioor furnace shall not bc 
placed closer lhan six (6) inches 
10 the nearest wall, and wall-
register models shall not bc 
placed closer than six (6) inches 
to a corner. 

(3) Draperies — Thc furnace sliall 
be so placed lhat a door, drap­
ery, or similar object cannot 
be nearer tiian twelve (12) inch 
cs to any portion of the register 
of the furnace. 

(4) Ccntrai Location — Gcneraiiy 
speaking, the more cenlrai the 
iocation, the better, favoring 
slightly tiic sides exposed io the 
prcvaiiing winter winds. 

(D) BRACING 
Thc floor around ihe furnace shall 

be braced and headed wilh a frame­
work of material not lighter than Ihc 
joists. 

(E) SUPPORT 
Means shall be provided lo support 

lhc furnace when the floor grille is 
removed. 

(F) CLEARANCE 
The lower portion of the floor fur­

nace shall have at least six (6) inch 
clearance from thc generai ground 
level, except lhat where the iower six 
(6) inch portion of ihe fioor furnace 
is sealed by thc manufacturer to pre 
vent entrance of water, the clearance 
may be reduced io not less than two 
(2) inches. When these clearances are 
not present, Ihe ground below and to 
the sides shall be excavated to form a 
basin-like" ph under the furnace so 

that the required clearance is provid-
cd bcnsath the iowcsl portion of Ihe 
furnace. A tweivc (i2) inch cicarancc 
shaii bc provided on uii sides except 
tiic control side, which shall have an 
eighteen (18) inch clearance. 

(G) ACCESS 
Provision shall bc made for an 

access door to thc floor furnace by 
means of nn opening'in the founds-
tion wall of at lejist 18 by 24 inches 
and u trap door of at least 24 by 24 
inches, located al some convenient 
point, and u clear and unobstructed 
passageway to the floor furnace of at 
least 18 inches high by 24 inches wide, 

(il) SEEPAGE PAN 
Whenever the excavation exceeds 

twelve (12) inches or water seepage 
is likely, a pit made of concrete, wa­
ter-proof, noi less than 3'A inches

from a permanently ventilated attic i limiting device and the stenni boilers 
or underfioor space, shaii be provided shaii be equipped with approved pres; 

peratures, pressures or the escape of 
gas. Oniy approved devices and con­
trols may bc used. 

(A) Elcclricaily operated safely dc 
vices shall not depend upon thc clos-
ing of a circuit to shut off the main 
gas supply. (This requirement shall 
not bc construed iis prohibiting the 
use of electrical regulating devices, 
provided thc required safety devices 
are ai.so inslailcd). 

(ii) Ail electrical work and equip­
ment of the system shaii be in accord­
ance with Ihe requirements of tlie 
Electrical Code of the Township of 
Novi, Michigan. 

Section 8.4. Gils burners shall bc 
rigidly instailcd and so connected to 
the piping as not to exert undue strain 
on connections. 

Scciion 8.5. No gas burner shall 
be installed in a room in which Ihc 
faeililics for vcnlilalion do noi permit 
the proper combustion of gas. 

Seclion 8.6. 'i'iie gas cock or shut-
off for a gas burner shall bc easily 
accessible. 

(A) On conversion burner installa­
tions, tlie gas supply cock .shall bc 
located approximately five (5) feci 
above the floor and approximalcly 
two (2) feci to lhc rear of the face of 
tlie furnace where practicable. 

Seclion 8.7. When air or oxygen 
under pressure is used in connection 
wilh any gas supply, effective means 
sliall bc provided lo prevent the air 
or oxygen froni going back into the 
gas piping. 

(A) i'owcr burners (gas-air mixture 
furnished by a power blower) shall be 
cquipiicd wilh an air inlcriock controi 
tiiat wiii shut off thc gas suppiy to 
the burner in the event of failure of 
thc air supply to the burner (controls 
actuated by failure of power supply 
1 0 the blower motor do not meet Ihis 
requirement.) 

Seclion 8.8. All gas burners shall 
bc located so lhat they will bc readily 
iicccssible for operation, repair and 
adjustment and for maximum safety. 

(A) Gas burners shaii be instailcd 
so th.1t their continued operation will 
not raise the icmperaturc of surround­
ing combustible materials or construc­
tion more than 90 degrees Falircniieil 
above normal room tempcndures. 

(B) Equipment wilh closed bases, in 
which no provision is made for the 
circulation of air below the burner 
boxes or combuslion chambers shall 
bc properly insulated froni combusti­
ble floors. 

(C) The mininium clearance of gas-
fired heating units froni combustible 
partitions and materials shall bc as 
set forth in Table No. 4, c.xccpt, in 
the case of equipmcnl especiaily de­
signed for burning gas and leslcd and 
lislcd for lesser clearances by a na­
lionaiiy recognized testing laboralory. 

(I) Thc cicarancc to combuslibic 
conslruciion may bc reduced as 
specified in Table No. 2, where 
Ihe combuslibic conslruciion is 
proieclcd in accordance wilh 
Ihis tabic. 

Scciion 8.9. Gas-fired fioor fur­
naces shall bc specifically approved 
by thc Inspector for services in direct 
contact wilh combuslibic floors in 
which Ihey may be installed. 

(A) MANUAL MAIN SHUT-OFF 
VALVE 

A separate manual main shut-off 
valve sliall be provided ahead of ail 
controls and a union connection shall 
bc provided downstream from this 

above grade level shall be used. Thc 
pit shall bc not less than 6 ft. by 6 ft. 
inside dimension, wilh at least 2'/i 
fool clearance on thc control side and 
clearance on all other sides not less 
than six (6) Inciics. 

(i) WIND PROTECTION 
Floor furnaces shall be protected, 

wiiere necessary, against severe wind 
conditions. 

(J) UPPER FLOOR 
INSTALLATIONS 

Listed gas floor furnaces may be 
installed in an upper floor provided 
the furnace assembly projects below 
into a utility room, closet, garage, 
or similar noninhabilablc' space. In 
such installations, tlic floor furnace 
shall be enclosed completely (entirely 
separated f r o ni Ihc nonhabiiable 
space) wilh means for air intake In 
meet thc provision of 8.9 (B), with 
access facilities for servicing on the 
control side, witii minimum furnace 
ciciirance of six (6) inches to ali sides 
and bottom, and wilh the enclosure 
constructed of portiand cemcnt pias­
ter on mclai lath or malcriai of equai 
fire resislance. 

Scciion 8.10. No gas-fired boiiers, 
furnaces or other devices for space 
healing a building or buiidings shall 
bc inslallcd and no boiler or furnace 
designed for other fuels shall be con 
veried 10 the use of gas unless thc 
following regulations arc complied 
wilh. 

(A") Either an aulonialic safety 
pilot, so constructed and adjusted that 
no gas can flow through Ihc main 
burner unless thc piiot is burning, or 
.sonic oihcr approved type of safety 
device serving thc same end shaii be 
empioyed. 

(1) Piiot burners shall be supported 
in such manner that their posi­
tion relative lo Ihe main burn­
er or burners shall bc fixed. 

(2) Pilot burners shall be so posi­
tioned as to be safely lighted 
and icadily accessible for in­
spection, cleaning or rephice-
ment. 

(3) Automatic safety pilots of gas 
burners having an hourly input 
of less than 400,000 liTU shall 
be so iidjustcd iluit the main 
gas supply will bc shut off 
wilhin three (3) minutes after 
pilot flame has been extin­
guished. Gas burners having iin 
hourly input of 400,000 BTU or 
more shall bc provided with a 
fliinie rod or oilier approved 
insianlancous type .safety pilot 
which will shut off thc m:un 
gas supply within ten (10) sec 
onds of pilot flame failure; ex­
cept that gas designed sectional 
ciist iron boilers wiii be ac­
cepted when provided with ap­
proved type safety piiot, which 
shuts off Ihe main gas supply 
within 75 seconds of pilot flame 
failure 

(4) Pilot names shall bc so adjusted 
as lo effeclively igniie Ihe gas 
in the main burner or burners, 
shaii be adequalciy protected 
from drafts and shaii not be­
come extinguished when the 
main burner or burners arc 
turned on or off in normal 
manner. 

(5) All pilots shall bc so adjusted 
as to prevent carbon deposits. 

(B) All warm air furnaces shall bc 
equipped wilh approved high tempera­
ture limit device and set not to exceed 

sure iimiting devices and approved 
iow-water cut-off. Limiting devices 
on water and steam boiiers shaii be 
set so as not to exceed tlie limilalions 
as specified by the regulations of the 
American Society of Engineers. These 
limiting devices shaii be in addition 
to operating conlrois. 

(C) An approved gas pressure rcg-
ultnor of sufficient size shall bc in-
staiicd in the gas line ic^ding to the 
gas burner. An additional approved 
adjustable gas pressure regulator shall 
be instailcd in thc gas piiot supply 
iine. 

(1) Aii gas pressure reguiators or 
diaphragm controi valves used 
with space heating equipment 
shall be vented lo a constant 
burning piiot so that any gas 
leaking to thc atmospheric side 
of the regulator or controi 
valves will be carried to and 
ignited by ihc pilot or an ap­
proved venting device shaii be 
used. 

(2) On burners wiicrc no constant 
burning piiot is provided, the 
gas pressure regulator or dia­
phragm controi vaive shall be 
vented to thc smoke pipe on 
the chimney side of the draft 
diverter or direciiy to thc out 
side .atmosphere. 

(D) An approved nianuai main 
shut-off vaive shall bc provided aiicad 
of all controls lind a union connection 
shaii be provided downstream from 
this valve to permit removal of the 
controls or equipment. 

(1) A piiot gas suppiy iine shaii be 
inslallcd on the supply side of 
an approved main burner shut-
off device through an approved 
filling and shaii bc equipped 
wilh a shut-off vaive and an 
adjustable piiot gas pressure 
regulator. 

(2) Drilling and tapping llic fuel 
line for the purpose of con­
necting a piiot gas suppiy iine 
is prohibited. 

(E) All gas burners shall consist 
of factory assembled and tested units. 

(1) Gas burner units shall be so 
installed or attached as to pre­
vent twisting, sliding or drop­
ping out of thc intended correct 
position. 

(2) Burners shaii be so in-stallcd as 
to be readily accessibie for in­
spection and cleaning and no 
part of the flames shall impinge 
so as 10 cause incomplete com­
bustion. No baffics shall be 
appiied which wili interfere 
with proper combustion.-

(3) Air shutters shaii bc adjusted 
to produce a good flame at thc 
prevailing gas pressure. 

(4) Secondary air openings shall 
provide sufficient area to sup­
ply an adequate amount of air 
for complete combuslion and, 
if automalically controlled, thc 
construction shall bc .such that, 

. in caiic the controi faiis in any 
way, cither ihc gas wiii be shut 
off or thc secondary air door 
will remain open. 

(5) Tlie flames from constant burn­
ing pilots and burners shall 
freely igniie the gas froni adja­
cent burners wiien operating at 
prcvaiiing gas pressure and 
when the main controi vaive is 
reguiated to deliver about one-
third (Vi) the full gas rate, 

(6) Burners shall not expel gas 
through air openings in mixer 
faces when operating al pre. 
v.iiling pressures. 

(F) The combuslion chamber and 
aii of its passages sliall be gas tighi. 

(G) The fuel door of a converted 
appliance shall be arranged lo relieve 
pressure due lo puffs or backfire 
caused by delayed ignition or other 
causes and shaii be provided with an 
approved self-closing device. 

(I) Every gas-fired boiler, furnace 
or other space healing device 
shall be effectively vented to 
the outside atmosphere. 

(H) Where dampers arc nn integrai 
part of the equipment, ihey shall bc 
removed or permanently secured in 
the wide open position except sucii 
dampers ns may be used to aitor the 
passage of flue gasscs ilirougli thc 
equipment, which wiil bc locked in 
such a position as not to interferc 
wilh the safe operation of tlic burner. 

(I) Every gas-fired boiler, furnace 
or other non-portable sp.icc heating 
device siiuil bc connected lo a flue. 

(1) in case of conversion burners, 
the scciion of tiie veni pipe be­
tween Ihe outlet of thc equip­
ment and thc chimney .shaii be 
full size as thc flue collar of 
thc appliance and in no case 
less than one (I) square inch 
per 6,500 BTU iiouriy input. 
Where Ihe outici froni the 
equipment is larger lhan the 
ai}ove indicated si/.c, an orifice 
plate or olher approved re­
stricted scciion may bc in­
serted. 

(2) No adjustable dampers in the 
flue pipe .shaii be permitted. 

(3) A draft bood or divcner of 
approved design or ils approved 
cqiiivalcnl shall be placed in 
and made a pari of the flue 
pipe from the cqiiipnieiii, or 
in thc equipment il.seir. Such 
device .shall be designed lo (I) 
insure ihe ready escape of the 
products of combustion in the 
event of no draft, back draft 
or stoppage beyond Ihe equip­
mcnl, (2) prevent a b:ick draft 
from entering the equipment 
and (3) neutralize the effect of 
stack action of the flue upon 
the operalion of the burner and 
shall otherwise comply with 
ihe requirements hereinafter 
specified for such devices and 
tiieir inslaiialion. 

(4) Thc draft hood or diverter shall 
bc located at a point not lower 
than the top of the highest flue 
pa.ssage. 

(5) Thc draft hood or diverter shall 
bc localcd at least one (I) foot 
higher than the top of the 
highest flue passage for equip­
ment of the rcveriibic (down 
draft furnace) flue lypo and 
all boilers or furnaces of ihis 
type noi specifically designed 
for ihe use of gas fuel shall be 
so altered or equipped as to 
prevent accumulation of gas in 
any pari thereof,

ScciIon 8.n. Chimney flues and 
flue pipes shaii freely conduct the flue 
gasses lo the outside atmosphere. 

(A) Before making a vent connec-
tion the chimney or flue shaii bc 
examined lo assure that il is properiy 
conslrucied in accordance with the 
requirements of thc Official Building 
Code of the Township of Novi, Mich-
igun. 

(B) Whenever thc type of fuci for 
heating equipment is cimnged, thc 
fine shaii bc cieaned froni thc base 
of thc cliininey lo tlic point the veni 
enters the chimney, and lhc remainder 
of the flue shall bc clear so as to 
properiy conduct the products of 
combuslion to the outside atmosphere. 
CIcanouts or other approved devices 
shall be provided at thc base of all 
chimneys lo enable the flue to be 
mainlaincd clean. 

Scciion 8.12. Type A flues (lined 
chimneys of masonry or reinforced 
concreic or metal smoke stack) ore 
required for (1) all space healing 
equipment which may be convcrlei 
to lhc use of .solid or liquid fuel; (2) 
ali boilers and furnaces. Thc above 
provisions shall apply except where 
speciai approval is granted by the 
Inspector for the use of Type B vent 
piping. 

Scciion 8.13. Chimneys or flues 
installed for use of gas-fired space 
heating equipment but which arc not 
suitable for solid or liquid fuels must 
be plainly and permanently marked 
"This flue is for lhe use of gas burn­
ing appiiancd only." Such marking or 
label shall be placed at a point near 
where the vent pipe enters the chim­
ney, or with Type B vent piping used 
in places of a chamney, where the 
Type B vent piping enters a wall, 
floor or ceiling. 

Seclion 8.14. Type B flucs shaii bc 
used only witii approved gas-fired 
equipment which is not required lo be 
vented to Type A flues, and which 
produces flue ga.s temperatures not 
in excess of 550 degrees Fahrenheit 
at the outlet of the draft hood when 
burning gas at the maximum permis-
sibic manufacturer's input rating. 

Type B flucs shaii be constructed 
in accordance with one of the foiiow­
ing specifications. 

(1) A type B fiue may bc an Un 
dcrwriler's Laboratory Inc. iisl 
ed for gas nppiiances or an 
equivalent fiue tested in a iike 
manner by other nalionaiiy 
recognized testing iaboratories. 

(2) A Type B fiue may bc double 
construction wilh at least one 
(I) inch clearance at all points 
between lite inner lining and 
the outer casing. Thc inner lin­
ing shall be made of standard 
iron or sleel pipe wilh threaded 
joints; or trnnsiic pipe with ce 
menlcd joints; or U.S. 20 gauge 

• U.C. 24 galvanized metal or 
gauge copper wilh gas-tight 
joints, secured with at ieast two 
(2) metai screws in each joint. 
Thc inner iining shaii he seaicd 
at tlic bottom and fitted with 
a suitabie condensate trap. Thc 
outer casing shall bc made of 
iron, translle pipe, or of gal­
vanized sheet metal not less 
than U.S. 24 gauge, or of sheet 
copper not less lhan U.S. 24 
gauge. Thc required cicarancc 
between the iining and casing 
shall be maintained by means 

of suiiabie permanent metai 
spacers wliich will noi material­
ly restrict the circulation of air. 

A flue .so constructed shall extend 
ill Iciisi two (2) inches between the 
fini.shcd ceiling line and sufficiently 
high to provide adequate venting (at 
least three (3) feci above the finished 
roof line) and shall be equipped wilh 
a suitable wcallicr cap or an approved 
exhauster. Thc cross sectional urea of 
tiic.inncr lining of such flues .shiUI bc 
at Iciist twenty (20) .square inches with 
no dimension less than five (5) inches 
except where special approval is given 
by the Inspector. A minimum clear­
ance of one (1) inch .shall be main-
tiuned by the outer casing of such 
flue and any combustible material. 
(NOTE; See detail A). 

A Type B flue may be of double 
construction wilh al least two (2) inch­
es clearance al all points between the 
inner lining and the outer rasing. Thc 
inner lining shall bc made of galva­
nized sheet metai of not less than 
U.S. 20 gauge or of copper of not less 
lhan U.S. 24' gauge witli tighl fitting 
joints secured Willi at least two (2) 
nielal screws in e-ich joint. Joints in 
the inner lining shall bc fabricated 
with the crimped portion extending 
upward inside tiie next higher section. 
Thc annuiar space between the iining 
and the casing shall bc filled wilh 
niineriil wool or other non-combus­
tible insnlaling material and the ends 
of the space sliall be seaicd with tight-
fitting metal washers or collars of ihc 
same malcriai :is used to construct 
the inner lining. 

The washer or collar on the weather 
end shall be so filled .is lo effeclively 
prevent water or moisture froni enter­
ing llic insulated filled space. 

A Hue so constructed shall extend 
at least two (2) inciics below thc fin­
i.shcd ceiling line and sufricientiy high 
to provide adequiilc venting (at least 
ihice (3) feel above the finished roof 
line), .shiill be equipped witli a suitable 
weather cap or approved exhauster, 
and seaicd al the liottom and fitlcd 
wilh a suiiiibic condcnsalc trap, i'lic 
cross sectional area of Ihe inner 
lining of such flue shall be al least 
twenty (20) square inches with no 
dimension less than five (5) inches, 
except where special approv:il is given 
liy the Department. A minimum clear­
ance of one (1) inch shaii be main-
liiincd between the outer casing and 
such, llue and any combustible ma-
icrial. (NOTE: See Detail B) 

The veni piping may of double 
conslruciion wilh al least two (2) 
inciics cicarancc at ail points between 
thc inner lining and tiic outer casing. 
The inner lining shaii be made of 
galvanized sheet iron of not less than 
U. S. 20 gauge or of copper of noi 
less than U. S. 24 gauge willi light 
filling joints .secured with at ieast two 
(2) nielui screws in each joini, Joints 
in tiic inner iining shall bc fabricated 
wilh Ihe crimped portion extending 
downward inside the outer portion. 
Thc outer casing shall be.made of 
galvanized shcel iron or copper of not 
less than U. S. 24 gauge with tighl 
filling joints secured with at least iwo 
(2) mcial screws in each joint. Joinis 
in thc outer casing shaii be fabricated 
with the crimped portion extending 
upward inside the outer portion. The 
annular space between lining and cas-
ing shall bc filled with mineral wool 
or Olher non-combustible insulating 
material and the ends of this space 
shaii be seaicd with tighi filling melai 

washers or collars of the same mater-
ial as used to construct Ihe inner iin-
ing. The washer or coiiar on the 
weather end shaii be so filled ns to 
efTcciively prevent water or moisture 
from entering the insulation filled 
space. A vent fiue so constructed 
shall extend ut least two (2) inches be-
low the finished ceiling line and suffi-
cicnlly high to provide adequate veni-
in^ (al iciisl liirce (3) feet above the 
finisiicd roof iine), shaii be equipped 
with a suitabie weather cap and 
seaicd at thc bottom and filled with 
a suiiabie condensate trap. The cross 
seclion area of thc inner lining of such 
vent nucs shall be al least iwcniy (20) 
square inches with no dimension less 
than five (5) inches, except where spe­
cial approval is given by thc Inspector. 
(NOTE: See Detail B) 

Scciion 8.15. Oliier palcnicd pre 
fabricated flues may be used pro­
vided such flues have been specifically 
approved by the Inspector for such 
use, Such approval vent flues must 
bear lhe trade mark of the manufac­
turer and must be installed in strict 
compliance wilh the mnnufaclurcr's 
specifications. 

Scciion 8.16. Type B or oihcr pat 
ented prc-fabricated flues shall not be 
terminated on an exterior wall, except 
upon special approval of the Inspec-
lor. 

Scciion 8.17. Clearance from com-
busiibie malcriai lo gas-fired space 
heating unit vent piping shall bc such 
that continued operation of the equip­
ment wiii not raise the tenipcraturcs 
of surrounding combustible material 
or construction more than 90 degrees 
Fahrenheit above normal room icm-
pcrature. 

Seclion 8.18. The veni pipe shaii 
enter Ihe chimney or flue lining lo ils 
inner face but not beyond and shall 
be so cemented to the chimney wall. 

(A) In entering Ihe chimney or fluc 
thc connection shaii bc made at icasi 
six (6) inches above tiie extreme bot­
tom. 

Seclion 8.19. Thc vent connection 
shaii not be smaiier than the size in 
dicatcd by thc vent coiiar on Ihe space 
heating unit. 

Section 8.20. Thc horizontai vent 
connection shaii not bc ionger than 
onc-haif thc efl'cctive height of the 
chimney. 

(A) The vent pipe siiall maintain a 
pilch or rise of 'A inch per fool of 
Ihe horizontai run from the equip­
ment to the flu or chimney. 

(B) The exposed connection be­
tween a gas-fired appliance and flue 
or chimney shall bc made with sheet 
mclai of at ieast U. S. 24 gauge or 
other approved durable incombustibic 
malcriai. in Ihc case of floor fur­
naces, such vent shall be constructed 
of asbestos cement pipe wilh ccmcnied 
joinis of material of equal insulating 
value. Such vent pipe shall not pass 
into or through any floor, ceiling, roof 
or exterior wall but may pass through 
interior partitions if property pro­
tected by a metal thimble with a one 
(I) inch air space on all sides. 

(C) Clearance from vent pipe lo 
combustible material shall be in ac­
cordance wilh Table No. 3. Thc clear­
ances from metal flue or vent con 
nectors lo combustible construction 
may bc reduced ns specified in Table 
No. 2, where the combuslibic con­
struction is protected in accordance 
with this table. 

Scciion 8.2L vent pipe shall be 
so installed as lo avoid sharp turns 
or other constrictive features which 
would create excess resistance to flow 
of thc gaseous products, 

Seclion 8.22. Vent pipes from one 
or more gas-fired space heating ap­
pliances may be interconnected pro­
vided that thc cross scctionai area of 
thc manifold shall bc equal to the 
sum of the cross sectional areas of 
Ihe vent collar connections of thc ap 
plianccs. 

(A) No vent from a giis-fircd heal 
ing appliance shaii be intcriconnecied 
wilh a vent pipe from un appliance 
burning otlicr fuels or designed for 
other uses except with the specific ap-
provai of the Departnienl. 

Scciion 8.23. A vent pipe froni a 
ga.s-fired heating appliance and vent 
pipes from other appliances, burning 
the same or other fuels, may bc con­
nected into Ihe same chimney through 
.separate openings localcd at dilTcrenl 
levels, provided that thc operalion of 
any of the equipment is not adver­
sely afl'ectcd. 

Sccfion 8.24. Thc material used for 
vent pipes shaii be new and shaii be 
such as to resist the corrosive action 
of fluc gases and condensate. The 
vent pipe shall be rigidly and securely 
inslallcd. 

Seclion 8,25. The customer shall 
be Ihoroughly instructed by Ihe ven­
dor or his agent iis to proper and safe 
operations of thc gas burner before it 
is placed in continuous service and 
suitable printed inslruclions shall be 
supplied by the vendor or his agent 
and promincniiy displayed near the 
gas burner. 

ARTJCLE IX 
ItcKiilnlions 

Scciion 9.1. Cias fitting, gas burner 
installation and repair work shall be 
done with the gas turned ofi'. 

(A) At least two (2) men shall work 
in any situation where the nature of 
thc work is such as to otherwise cx-
po.sc any person or properly lo danger. 

Scciion 9.2. No matches, candles 
or olher sources of ignilion shall be 
used when working on piping or 
equipmcnl fiiicd wilh giis or in search­
ing for leaks. 

(A) Workmen or helpers shall not 
smoke while connecting or discon­
necting gas filled piping or equipment 
nor shall others bc pcrmiticd lo smoke 
while in thc room with or near such 
work. 

Scciion 9.3. Arlificiai lighting for 
use in connection wilh scarciiing for 
leaks or work in gaseous almosplierc 
shall bc rcslriclcd lo approved electric 
hand flash lights or other eicclric 
lights controlled only by swhches lo 
calcd outside thc gassy area. Every 
workman shall be equipped with an 
approved electric hand flash light. 

Section 9.4. Aicohoi, gasoline and 
other flammable liquids, including thc 
liquid which is removed from meters 
or from drips in gas piping shnii bc 
bandied with the proper precautions 
and shaii not be ieft by lhc workmen 
on the premises of the cu.stomcr. 

(A) Fitter's torches or furnaces (in­
cluding blow torches) shall not be 
left wilhin the customer's premises 
from Ihc end of one working day to 
Ihc beginning of tiic next. 

Section 9.5. No workmen, tinicss 
in thc empioy of thc gas company 
shall repair, aiter or open thc scrvice 
pipe or scrvice extension, or set or 
remove the service meter, or do any 
other work on the parts of thc jas 
supply system up to and including 
Ihis meter. 

(A) Only employees of Ihc gas com­
pany shall be permitted to turn the 

gas on at a service cock or curb cock, 
or at any other cock which controls 
the supply of gas to more lhan one 
cuslomer. 

Scciion 9.6. Before turning gas 
under pressure into any piping, the 
insiailer shaii assure himseif that 
there are no openings from winch gas 
can escape. 

Scciion 9.7. After inslaiialion is 
completed and before leaving the 
premises, all air must be blown from 
piping and appliances and all pilot 
burners musl bc lighted and properly 
adju.sted. 

(A) When purging pipes supply 
equipment which has burners eii-
ciosed in spaces wherein gas may coi­
led thc air shall be blown from an 
opening outside the enclosure, such as 
thc end of the nianifoid. 

Scciion 9.8. When necessary to 
turn gas o(T, a workman shaii use 
tlie meter cock, or a line cock which 
aflccts only part of the piping of a 
single customer. 

(A) Before gas is shut ofl' from any 
line or piping, ali users or their rc-
sponsibie representatives whose serv­
ice is nfl'ecled shaii (except in emerg­
encies) bc advised lhat the gas is lo bc 
shut ofl" and instructed lo shut off aii 
nppiiancc cocks and not to open any 
of liicm again until notified lhat serv­
ice has been restored, in accordance 
wilh the provisions of Seclion 9.6 and 
9.7 (above). 

(B) If a meter cock is found shut 
off, unles.! the workman himself has 
shut it oft or knows that it was shut 
off by thc customer to prevent ieak-
age, and thc cause of thc leakage has 
been repaired by the workman, he 
shall not turn thc gas on. 

Scciion 9.9. A workman shall not 
turn gas on at a meter or a line cock 
if piping, equipment or meters are 
known lo icak or to be defective. 

Seclion 9.10. No workman or any 
other person shall turn gas on at a 
meter cock or a line cock after same 
lias been ordered turned off by the 
Inspector or thc gas company without 
specific permission from the agency 
that turned the gas off. 

Scciion 9.1 L Giis shall not be 
turned on at either a line cock or a 
meter cock unless gas burning equip­
ment is connected to the piping sys­
tem suppiicd. 

Scciion 9.12. ll shall bc lhe duty of 
any workman lo turn thc gas off from 
any equipment, pipe, or piping system 
and regardless of the wishes of the 
user thereof, to leave liic gas turned 
off uniii thc cause for interrupting the 
suppiy has been removed in any of 
llie foiiowing cases: 

(A) If ordered lo do so by thc In­
spector. 

(B) If any leakage of gas is noled. 
(C) If there is any condition which 

threatens interruption of gas supply 
which may cause burner fianie lo be 
extinguished or otherwise prove dan­
gerous. 

(D) If an installation is found of 
some gas-fired equipment such as to 
cause a serious pcrsonai or property 
iiazard. 

ARTICLE X 

Repeal Clauses, validity. Saving 
and Penally 

Section 10.1. Repeal Clauses — Ali 
portions of Ordinances, inconsistent 
with or in conflict with this Ordinance 
and all other amendments thereto are 
hereby repealed. 

Seclion 10.2. Validity Clause — 
Should any section, paragraph or pro­
vision of this Ordinance be declared 
by Ihe Courts to be invalid, the same 
shall not affect the validity of ihc 
Ordiniincc as a whoie or any part 
tiicreof otiier than the part so declared 
inviilid. 

Seclion 10.3. Saving Clause — Any 
prosecution arising from a violation 
of any Ordinance repealed herein, 
which prosecution may bc pending at 
the time this ordinance becomes elfcc-
livc, or any prosecution wiiieh may bc 
-slarlcd within one (i) year after the 
date of effect of this Ordinance in 
consequence of any violation of any 
Ordinance repealed herein which vio­
lation was committed previous to lhc 
date of effect of this Ordinance, shaii 
bc tried and determined exactly as if 
such Ordinance had not been rcpeaicd. 

Seclion 10.4. Penaily Ciausc—Any 
person, persons, firm, partnership, as­
sociation or corporation or any one 
iicting in behaif of said person, per­
sons, firm, partnership, association or 
corporation violating any of liic pro­
visions of this Ordinance shaii upon 
conviction thereof be subject to a fine 
of not more lhan One Hundred Dol­
lars (S 100.00) or to imprisonment for 
il period of not more than Ninety 
Days (90), or 10 both such fine and 
impnsonmcnl in the discretion of the 
court. Eiicli day that a violation of 
Ihis Ordinance is continued or per­
mitted to exist without compliance 
shall constitute a separate offense 
punishable upon conviction in the * 
manner prescribed in this Section 

Scciion 10.5. This Ordinance may 
bc known, cited and amended as "Thc 
Healing Code of ihc Township of 
Novi." 

Seclion 10.6. Tliis Ordinance is 
hereby declared ncccs,sary for ihc 
preservation of the peace, health 
safety and welfare of the people of 
the Townsiiip of Novi and shall be 
cffeclivc immediately upon the pas-
.sage and publication thereof; lo-wil-
the 1st day of March, A.D, 1956.
