Durfee School District

Consolidation To Be Declded
At Amerman School May 16

‘What portion of the Novi No. 6
(Durtfee) school district is to join
the Northville school district and
what portion is to enter inlo a
consalidation with three other
Novi township districts will be
decided at a special meeting of
all Dunfee residents in the Am-
érman elementary school at,7:30
p.m,, May 16,

A letter signed by the Durfee
school board, Paul M. Beard,
Richard E. Davis and Edmund P.
Yerkes, is being sent to all resi-
dent property owners and school
eléetors concerning “a most im-
poriant specnal meeting...to ac-
quaint all people with the latest
information ‘regarding school
district problems, to inform all
residents of a proposed consoli-
dation  of four distriets within
Novi township” ‘into a.new pri-
mary ‘school district, and to take
a vote of a]l resident property
owners. . . regarding shifting part
of the southern area of the Dur-
fee district to the Northville
school district.” (The part pro-
posed for annexation to North-
ville lies entirely south of 8-Mile
Rd. in Wayne county).

The letter refers to a recent act

July 1, 19585, giving all closed

school districts (of which Dunfee
is one) two years in which to
open a school and operate as a
functioning _school distriet or join
with another school district in
some manner. “One of these two
choices must be made by July 1,
1957 or our district will be placed
wherever higher school authori-
ties so desire,” the letter states.

Pointing out that annexation
of Durfee district with the North-
ville district was defeated at the
annual school meeting last July,
the letter says the Dunfee hoard
of education “feels it is impossi-
ble for a school district as small
as ours to build a‘school building
and operate even the first six
grades, We have neither suffi-
cient money nor pupils to make
such a school practical.”

“The latest proposal is a com-
bining of Dunfee Distriet, East
Novi District, Novi No. '8 and
Putnam District into a-new pri-
mary district,

“There arc many people re-
siding in the southern part of
the district, particularly those
living in Wayne ‘county, North-
ville township, who feel they
would rather become part of the
Northville school ‘distriet than

“Our attorney says we must
have writien notice from the Sec-
retary of State’s office informing
us of any clection and that, to
comply with Michigan law, we
must then have 40 days to legally
adveriise and prepare for the
election,” Novi Township Super-
visor Frazer Staman said, “We
had less than 40 days,” he added.

Novi's attorney, Archie Leon-
ard, delivered the opinion at a
special meeting of the township
board held Monday night to dis-
cuss the anncwation of the 70-
acre “Yerkes Fapm” plus addi-
tional Novi land to-the city of
Northville,

Leonard told the board, that
to insure proper pwbhcatnon of
“notices of registration” and
“notices of election” on the re-
quired dates, the law requires
40 days elapse between the time
notice of registration is first
published and the date of the
election,

Northville Requests

Some time ago, Northville re-
quested the special election to
annex the Yerkes property, site
of a proposed 250-home subdm-
sion,

On April 23 clty officials and
Novi township officials received
notice that the Secretary of State
had called a special election on
the question for May 10.

Commenting on the fact that
Northville had placed a registra-
tion notice in last week's paper,

This obviously
is the christian’s sterling posses-
sion and approach to the vital
cross-currents of conflicting ideas
50 common around us today. Here
{00, we find the God-directed
wisdom that produces the re-
sults of peace and harmony we
all strive for as we accomplish
that petition “Thy Will be done,
on ecarth...”, It becomes more
and more evident that our Bible
speaks to us clearly, not on the
details of solutions, but on the
spirit that governs our hearts
and minds that enables us to

May 1 will mark the 50th an-
niversary of Dr. Edwin Brooks
Cavell, who has been practicing
veterinarian medicine in North-
ville for these many ycars,

Northville was a small farm-
ing community when “Doc” first
came here and things are much
casier now than when he made
the rounds to visit sick farm
animals in a buggy drawn by
horses,

The first 40 years of his prac-
tice, “Doc” recals, dealt mostly
with large animals, horses, cows,
hogs, etc. But with the use of
farm machinery on a large scale,
the amount of stock has been re-
duced and now his practice’ cen-
fers mainly on dogs, cats and
other small animals,

“Doc” Cavell was the first vet-
erinarian in Michigan to admin-
ister saliva tests on winning
horses at race tracks and he still
works under the racing commis-
sion at Northville Downs and also
at the MRA track in Livonia.

A well-known figure in North-
ville, Doc was born in Living-
slon couniy. After graduating
from Howell high school he went
to Medicine Bow, Wyo, to dig
dinosauer bones with a Carnegie
museum expedition, He also
spe'nt five years in Laramee, Wyo.
training and shipping horses to
the East and altended night clas-
ses in dry farming at the Univer-
sity of Wyoming. He then en-
rolled in the Ontario Veterinary

Veterinarian

college’ in Toronto and was grad-
ualed in 1906,

“Doc” was once president of
the Michigan Veterinary Assn.
and is now the oldest living mem-
ber of the club.

He has no immediate plans for
retiring and  wishes he could
praciice 50 more years,

“He who laughs last laughs best” might be an appropriate
heading for the lead story in this week's paper to the effect that
there will be a special election in both the City of Northville and
Novi township on June 21 to vote upon annexation of the so-called
"Yerkes farm” to the city,

ok ok ok

Such a heading, although perhaps appropriate, would be
no cause for self congratularion by either municipality because
it would have a flavor that bodes ill for the kind of neighborly
relations thac should be a source of strength ingtead of division
berween cthe two communicies, Unforcunately they seem to be
gradually drifting apart as a result of understandable community
pride which is reflected inevitably in the acts and policies of elect-
ed officials in both Novi and Northviile.

"

The foregoing may be largely unintelligible to those readers
who failed to read our lead scory last week, which referred to “the
slightly amused attitude of Novi officials as they sit back and
wait for further developments south of the border.” Their amuse-
ment arose from an oversight by the Secretary of State’s office in
notifying Novi township that it must hold a special clection on
June 5 to vote on permitting annexation of the Yerkes property
to the City of Northville, Novi township has been fighting a
delaying action since last summer to stall a vote on annexation,
while Northville officials have been jus as anxious to have the
election held, When Novi township refused to cooperate willingly,
Northville goc the legislature to amend the election law to author-
ize the secretary of state to call such an election upon petition by,
Northville,

Upon telephone advice from the secretary of state Norchville
advertised a notice of registration for special election in the paper
last weck, Novi township's legal adviser ruled that the townshi
could nor run a similar advertisement legally until it had received
formal written notice from the secretary of state, The written
natice didn’t arrive in Novi until one day after the paper had
gone to press, so the advertisement wasn’t run and the election
had to be postponed until June 2L

I
~  All of which would be relatively unimportanc if it did not
point up a conflict of interest between Novi township and the
City of Northville that probably will crop up from time to time
over the next few years. The area immediately adjoining North-
ville on the north is starting to grow rapidly with at least four
new subdivisions breaking ground this spring within a mile from
the city’s north boundary. Like the proposed Yerkes subdivision,
whose promoters want Northville water and sewage facilities, it
is logical to expect a gradual move for annexation by other adja-
cent areas so they can have city services which Novi township
cannot provide at present, ‘That Northville should favor such
annexations is quite understandable.

* € K

From Novi township's viewpoint, however, its future can
be seriously impaired if Northville gradually nibbles away its
land to the south by annexation and the City of Walled Lake starts
to nibble along the northern side of the township. As township
officials see it, their best chance of developing_a community cen-
tering in the township is to incorporate ds a city as soon as popu-
lation builds up enough. This may take five years or more, how-
ever, and in the meantime they look with a jaundiced eye at any
move to transfer portions of the township to either Northville or
Walled Lake. In the final analysis, however, there isn’t much they
can do to prévent this graduz! grabbing of their territory excep

to stall as long as they can and hore f;)r rapid growth,
