“He who laughs last laughs best” might be an appropriate
heading for the lead story in this week's paper to the effect that
there will be a special election in both the City of Northville and
Novi township on June 21 to vote upon annexation of the so-called
"Yerkes farm” to the city,

Such a heading, although perhaps appropriate, would be
no cause for self congratularion by either municipality because
it would have a flavor that bodes ill for the kind of neighborly
relations thac should be a source of strength ingtead of division
berween cthe two communicies, Unforcunately they seem to be
gradually drifting apart as a result of understandable community
pride which is reflected inevitably in the acts and policies of elect-
ed officials in both Novi and Northviile.

"

The foregoing may be largely unintelligible to those readers
who failed to read our lead scory last week, which referred to “the
slightly amused attitude of Novi officials as they sit back and
wait for further developments south of the border.” Their amuse-
ment arose from an oversight by the Secretary of State’s office in
notifying Novi township that it must hold a special clection on
June 5 to vote on permitting annexation of the Yerkes property
to the City of Northville, Novi township has been fighting a
delaying action since last summer to stall a vote on annexation,
while Northville officials have been jus as anxious to have the
election held, When Novi township refused to cooperate willingly,
Northville goc the legislature to amend the election law to author-
ize the secretary of state to call such an election upon petition by,
Northville,

Upon telephone advice from the secretary of state Norchville
advertised a notice of registration for special election in the paper
last weck, Novi township's legal adviser ruled that the townshi
could nor run a similar advertisement legally until it had received
formal written notice from the secretary of state, The written
natice didn’t arrive in Novi until one day after the paper had
gone to press, so the advertisement wasn’t run and the election
had to be postponed until June 2L

I
~  All of which would be relatively unimportanc if it did not
point up a conflict of interest between Novi township and the
City of Northville that probably will crop up from time to time
over the next few years. The area immediately adjoining North-
ville on the north is starting to grow rapidly with at least four
new subdivisions breaking ground this spring within a mile from
the city’s north boundary. Like the proposed Yerkes subdivision,
whose promoters want Northville water and sewage facilities, it
is logical to expect a gradual move for annexation by other adja-
cent areas so they can have city services which Novi township
cannot provide at present, ‘That Northville should favor such
annexations is quite understandable.

* € K

From Novi township's viewpoint, however, its future can
be seriously impaired if Northville gradually nibbles away its
land to the south by annexation and the City of Walled Lake starts
to nibble along the northern side of the township. As township
officials see it, their best chance of developing_a community cen-
tering in the township is to incorporate ds a city as soon as popu-
lation builds up enough. This may take five years or more, how-
ever, and in the meantime they look with a jaundiced eye at any
move to transfer portions of the township to either Northville or
Walled Lake. In the final analysis, however, there isn’t much they
can do to prévent this graduz! grabbing of their territory excep

to stall as long as they can and hore f;)r rapid growth,

With the official notice and the
subsequently published Notice of
Registration for both Novi and
Northville (in this week’s paper),
Northville officials hoped the last
block to Northville's attempt to
annex the much disputed prop-
erty had been removed.

The ‘“on again—off again—on
again” furor over election dates
began on April 23 when North-
ville and Novi were notified of
a special annexation election set
for May 10. Unable to comply
with the state election laws pres-
cribing time limits for publica-
tion of election notices, North-
ville requested and received on
April 24 a verbal notice of change
in date, The election was set for
June 5.
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In notifying Novi and Northville officials of the new June 21
election date, the state said that this new date allowed ample time

However, Novi was not offi-
cially notified of the change, ac-
cording to township officials, un-
til April 26, too late for publica-
tion in that week’s paper. Accord-
ing to Novi's atiorney, they there-
fore had an insufficient number
of days to prepare for the elec-
tion, 39 instead of the required
40 days.

Sufficient Time

date for the election, June 21,

review of assessed valuations in
the township.

Trusiee Frank Clark told the
group that nothing could be done
about assessments at this time.
“The board of review met four
days for grievances. Only six

ford argued.
, Staman did not reply, but
merely glanced at other board
members and asked if they should
proceed {o the next order of
business,

Published Agenda

Flannery then presented anoth-
er request of the civie associa-
tion, the advance publication of
an agenda for all hoard meetings.
“Insofar as practical,” he added.

“1 don't know how it can be
done,” Staman replied.” If we
come out with an agenda, you
people will criticize if we miss
one thing.”

“The people of the township
cleet this board and they assume
we will run it,” Staman added.

Clark suggested that perhaps

Of the many diseases which
threaten dogs, distemper was
the one most feared by pet
owners until a few years ago,
Inoculations and new drugs
have lessened the danger of the
disease a great deal, However,
it still does attack, and it
strikes pupples more frequently
than older dogs.

The first rule, it distemper is
suspected, Is to place the dog
in the care of a veterinarian at
once.

ning of light, prostration, shiv-
ering, coughing, running eyes
and nose. In distemper the
dog's normal temperature of
101 rises sharply and falls,

Although the dog is best
treated in an animal hospital,
there are cases in which the
vet may recommend home care,
Follew his Instructions for med-
ications, The patient should be
kept warm and out of drafts.
Use an olntment recommended
by the vet or a boric acid solu-
tion to keep the eyes clear, The
nose should be cleaned and
vou may be advised to use nose
drops,

If the animal has trouble
breathing, try placing a vapor
lamp in the room or rubbing
‘his chest with camphorated ol
or substances containing euca-
lyptus oil or menthol, See that

In addition, the board recom-
mended raising the standards of
residential “dwellings in .the

the square footage requirements
aporoximately 2005

The new districts, which were
recommended with the unani-
mous approval of the board, re-
place the former all-inclusive
M-1 industrial district. As form-
erly set wp, the M-1 district pro-
hibited very few- industries and
attempted litile control over the
indusiries permitted.
The newly recommended dis-
triets, M-1, M-2 and M-3, allow
a graduation of industrial uses.
All three have provisions for
greenbelts and adequate land-
scaping, but vary in usage and
road-frontage requirements.
M-1, the most restrictive of the
new classifications, requires a
25-foot front yard and the busi-
ness must be wholly enclosed in
the building erected.
M-2 districts require a 50-foot
front yard and permit outside
storage "areas surrounded by
fences and green belts,
M-3 will be the district with
the broadest restrictions and will
require a 100-foot or more set-
back from theé road depending on
tha height of the building con-
strueted,

Opponents To Seek

An initial step toward the
establishment of a harness rac-
ing track in Farmington town- -
ship was taken by the townslnp
board Tuesday night when it
p'lSSed a resolution rezoning a
224.acre site for track use,

The board’s resolution chang-
ed the trace, located at 10-Mile
Rd. east of Haggerty Rd., from
a residential district to a com-
mercial district, thus allowing
establishment of a race track.

Tuesday mghts board decision
overruled previous action by the
I"ummgton township zoning
board in refusing to recommend
approval of the rezoning request
at the present time,

Cpponenls of the rezoning are
expected to make the next move
by petitioning the board for a
referendum vote on the question,
According to Supervisor Ward
Eagle, the citizens objecting to
the rezoning have 30 days from
the date of adoption of the
amendment to file referendum
petitions.

Approximately 650 signatures,
10 per cent of the qualified vot-
ers of the township, are needed
to put the issue up to a vote,

Announced promoters of the
track are B. F, Gregorie, George
Kovacs and Harry Vreeland.

Michigan State Racing Com-
missioner James Inglis said that
no application for a harness track
license in the Farmington area
had”as yet been made to his of-
fice.
