the square footage requirements
aporoximately 2005

The new districts, which were
recommended with the unani-
mous approval of the board, re-
place the former all-inclusive
M-1 industrial district. As form-
erly set wp, the M-1 district pro-
hibited very few- industries and
attempted litile control over the
indusiries permitted.
The newly recommended dis-
triets, M-1, M-2 and M-3, allow
a graduation of industrial uses.
All three have provisions for
greenbelts and adequate land-
scaping, but vary in usage and
road-frontage requirements.
M-1, the most restrictive of the
new classifications, requires a
25-foot front yard and the busi-
ness must be wholly enclosed in
the building erected.
M-2 districts require a 50-foot
front yard and permit outside
storage "areas surrounded by
fences and green belts,
M-3 will be the district with
the broadest restrictions and will
require a 100-foot or more set-
back from theé road depending on
tha height of the building con-
strueted,

Manse Morigage Burned

“May 9, 1956, marked a signif-
icant step in the life of the First
Presbyterian church,” said the

This original land grant was
atfested to in the General Land
Office at Washington, D.C, and
was signed by the President of
the United Stales, Warren G.
Harding. The present property
at 542 W, Main St, represents only
a small portion of this original
land grant and now has become
the site of the Presbyterian
Manse of the First Church.

Will Make Progress Report
To Bd. of Education May 23

Northville elementary school
teachers completed their 16-week
workshop Friday, May 11,

They don't expect blue ribbons
or merit badges for paying a
tuition fee from their own salar-
ies and spending over 40 hours in
afier-school-classes; they don't
expect anylh\ing, but you, as a
taxpayer, should be interested in
the facts of this unusual program.

Northville voters recently ap-
proved a millage increase for
their schools which included a
salary increase for the teachets.
The increase brought the salaries
up to the average wage scale in
our area, but Northville elemen-
tary teachers are doing things
that surpass the actions of:the
average teacher.

Richard Kay, principal of Am-
erman school, has placed the
workshop enrollment at praetie-
ally 100%. Of the 34 elementary
school personnel possible for en-
rollment, 20 have attended the
meetings, The five who were not
in altendance were interested,
but because of previous commit-
ments involving school activities
and for other legitimate reasons
they could not enroll, -

The important thing is that en-
rollment in these classes was not
compulsory. The teachers then
must have a genuine interest to
improve their work and their
schools, It would seem safé to
assume that they’re not just
punching a time clock and they're
not looking for praise.

They began their studies be-
fore their pay increase was de-
cided and during the recent
election they never made it an
issue. They didn’t mention their
pyoject because they didn't want
to influence voters.

The-“idea of an elementary!
teachers’ workshop began onel”

year ago. According to Richard
Kay, the teachers were required
to attend a one-day meeting to
discuss school problems. It was
at that meeting that the teachers
recognized the need for further
study and made plans to initiate
a more integrated and supervis-
ed program,

In December of last year they
decided to arrange the special
study and a fow months later be-
gan their 16-week course in co-
operation with Wayne university.
The fact that the course drew
close to 100% attendance was
extremely gratifying to the group
as 'a whole. As one teacher put
it, “It's a great feeling to know
that the group is pulling: togeth-
er, wanting only the best for their
schoals,”

The course, “Local School
Curriculum Planning”, has been
supervised by Carroll Munshaw,
deputy superintendent of Wayne
county schools who has had a
vast amount of experience in di-
recting off-campus courses,

The teachers divided them-

denomination affirms as to its

evangelical fajth and social re-
sponsibility is germane to the
work of all our churches, It was
rumored that even the political
parties were waiting the deci-
sions of this langest Protestant

Church.

Il was the pnivilege of Mrs.
Hodgson and myself to attend
this Conference. This was made
possible through the generosity
of the local church and the fact
that -the meeting place was not
too far away. It was a never to
be forgotten experience, especial-
ly in view of the fact that leaders
felt that this was the most crucial
Conference in over a century—
the issues were most perfinent.
This law-making body of our
church met in Minneapolis, Minn,
April 25 through May 9,

The legislative body was made
up of 766 delegates; equally di-

representing -30 couniries and 132
conferences, 34 of them overseas,
seated at tables on the floor of the
Municipal Auditorium, with hun-
dreds and at times thousands of
visitors in the balcony, The Coun-

cil of Bishops (75 members) were
seated on the platform, with sec-
retaries, members of the Judicial
Council and the Press seated be-
tween them and the delegation.

The meeting began with the
service of Holy Communion with
the bishops of the church urging
the delegates in a statement to
“pray that this will be a service
in which each of you will be
blessed and one that will create
the spiritual atmosphere for this
General Conference.” The con-
ference was immediately organ-
ized with every care for efficient
operation—the delegation being
reminded that it cost twelve dol-
lars a minute to run the Confer-
ence, In characteristic legislative
fashion the delegates were as-
signed to various committees with
the responsibility of processing
nearly five thousand memorials.
It may appear that the Metho~
dist Church, being a connectional
church with an episcopal govern-
ment, is not very democratic; yet
the reverse is nearer the fruth:
Any conference, local church, or
individual member can send in a
request (called memorials) for a
change in church policy. The rec-
ord number of memorials indi-
cated that the laymen were out-
spoken. These memorials were
given the most prayerful consid-

eration by sub-committee whose
duty it was to report to the larg-

ter committee, One memorial even

vided as to ministers and laymen, called for a change in the Apost-

les' Creed, The Methodist Church
can do a lot of things but I think
this order was too great for her.
In ‘all my experience In church
matters, I have never seen a more
consciencious group of delegales.
Adter most careful study and ap-
proval by the various committees,
they reported to the legislative
body for approval, disapproval,
or amending their report. Oftimes
the law-making body went be-
yond the recommendation of the
Bishops or committees,

There were more than several
major accomplishments of the

fact that it is both a national and
international church; nationalists
might divide her but interna-
tionalists insisted that the church
is one in Christ, After one of the
most eloquent expressions of the
work of the Holy Spirit, proced-
ures were adopted permitting in-
tegration of the church's racially
segregated as soon as possible.
The Methodist Church is opposed
to segregation,

2, Full clergy rights to women.
The largest number of memorials
was in this area.

4. Missionary Work, The church
increased its missionary budget
from $30 million to $49 million
to advance Christianity at home
and abroad. One of the high mo-
ments of the Conference was
when Bishop Mongol of India
presented a gift to the American
church of $21,000 in appreciation
of what American Méethodism had
done for India in the last one-
hundred years.

5. Social Practices. The Confer-
