A s k D i s t r i c t S p l i t 

Residents of Novi's Durfee District No. 6 voted 34 to 22 to 
permit annexation of the portion of their district south of 8-Mile 
Rd. by the Northville School District in a special election held 
May 16 at Northville's Amerman school. 

Although results ()f the election bore out predictions of in-
formed sources, most of the objections raised came as a surprise fo 
school officials conducting the' : — 
election-meeting • ' iished in advance could fas' voted 

Soundly'Defeated • "Pon. 
The other two propositions on 

the ballot; '̂ nhexatioh bf. tfe 
mile wide strip north of 8-Mile 
and annexation of a triangular 
piece of land southeast of 9-Mile 
and Novi Rd., were soundly de­
feated with votes of 20 to 36 and 
22 to 34, respectively. 

Paul Beard, head of the Durfee 
school board, conducted the 
meeting, assisted by board mem­
bers Edmund Yerkes and Richard 
Davis. 

The main objections from resi­
dents present at the meeting did 
not deal, as exipected, with issues 
on the baliot. 

They dealt with the question 
of the election itself, and came 
from a handful of residents iiving 
along 9-Miie Rd. and just north 
of the areas being considered for 
annexation. 

Would Be "Stranded" 
A number of these residents 

spoke out- strongly against split-
ting their district and annexing 
ail but a small portion inciuding 
the' area where they lived to the 
Northville district. They voiced 
the opinion that such a move 
would leave them "stranded". 

In order to prevent this split, 
the protesting residents said their 
only alternative was to Vote 
against all three propositions and 
hope something could be done in 
the future to annex the district 
as a whole to Northviiie. 

They asked Beard to change 
the propositions to be voted upon 
to include the WHOLE Durfee 
district. 

"Out of Order" 
Beard, upon advice of other 

school officials present, ruled this 
request "out of order", telling 
the group that according to law, 
only the three propositions pub-

As a result of the May l6 e.lec-
.tlon, the portion, of theMjijit:̂ .?? 
south Qf'8-Mile Rd. will-be trans' 
ferred to the Northville district 
after approval by the county 
boards of e'ducation.-

Wayne County Superintendent 
of Schools Charles Bi-ake explain 
ed to the group that the May 16 
vote did not in itself accomplish 
the annexation, but merely grant­
ed "permission" to' the c o u n t'y 
boards to make such a move. 

Deadline Cited 
Earlier in the evening. Brake 

had spoken out in favor of im­
mediate action of some sort. He 
also cited tax prabie'ms involved 
in a district crossing county lines 

"There is good reason," he 
said, "for taxing and' bonding 
purposes...why adjustment of 
tei-ritory should be made before 
any new consolidation goes 
through." 

"Unless you take' action by 
July l , 1957, the county boards... 
will have to annex your district 
to some 'live' district. We much 
prefer you settle your own prob­
lems,'' 

In mentioning the July 1, 1957 
date, Brake was refferring to an 
act of last year's state legisla­
ture. The act ruled that "dosed'' 
districts (districts not operating 
their own schools) must either 
open schools or join nearby dis­
tricts by July 1, 1957. If the clos­
ed district makes no move by that 
date, the county boards will an­
nex them to a nearby district, 

No Burden In Past 
Beard opened his remarks to 

the group by saying that in the 
past Durfee students were no 
burden to Northville and the tui­
tions received gave Northville

Mix flour and salt into a bowl 
making a well in the center. 
Break in the eggs and stir grad­
ually, mixing in the flour from 
the sides adding milk by degrees 
until the Inixture is smooth and 
thick. Beat well for ten minutes. 
Add the remainder of the milk. 
Cover and let stand for one hour. 

When the roast is done and 25 
minutes before dinner is to be 
served, take three or four table­
spoons of drippings from the bot­
tom of the pan containing the 
roast of beef and pour in the pan 
in which the pudding is to be 
baked. Set' the oven at 450 de­
grees and heat the pan. While the 
pan is heating in the oven, beat 
the pudding again for aibout five 
minutes. Remove pan from the 
oven and pour in pudding batter 
and bake 25 minutes. Meanthne, 
do NOT peek in the oven, if you 
do the pudding will- fall. The 
pudding should rise about six 
inches and be hollow inside and 
tender and crispy and must be 
served immediately while it is 
still hot.

In the business world today, 
it's doubtful that we can get very 
far with excuses. Business must 
be conducted along business lines. 
Contracts must be lived up to, 
engagements must be met and 

b i l l s paid on 
time. A man can 
not run a busi 
ness today un 
less he knows 
exactly w h e r e 
he stands. He 
must have in his 
employ depend­
able and respon­
sible people. His 
customers de­
mand t h i s . 

There is too much competition in 
business to permit the shiftless, 
irresponsible concern to survive. 
So, in business dealings we will 
find that excuses and alibis are 
"out". 

In the military world we will 
also find that excuses are not 
accepted. We wage our wars, not 
on the volunteer system, but with 
the aid of conscription and draft. 
If we depended on Volunteers to 
defend our country, we would by 
this time be a nation of slaves— 
because the average person of 
military age would ''begin all at 
once to make excuses." By the 
time a respectable ^ army had 
been assembled the war would be 
over, and we most certainly 
would not be the Victors. We 
learned many years ago that con­
scription is the only way. In 
cases of conscription, the con­
script thinks long before he 'be­
gins all at once to make excuse." 
Such excuses will be shaken 
down hard and fast; and if they 
do not hold water, Johnnie will 
be marched off quickly with a 
gun at his shoulder. 

In the social world, people are 

expected to keep their engage­
ments. Invitations are sent out. 
The guest list is carefully select­
ed. Arrangements are made for 
dinner for so many. The cost of 
the dinner Is not insignificant. 
The hour of the dinner Is clearly 
stated on the invitation, and the 
RSVP is carefully printed in the 
corner. If you accept the invita­
tion, you are expected to appear, 
and appear on time. You had 
better think a long time before 
you offer an excuse. If your ex­
cuse is not ironclad, your name is 
blacklisted, and you find your­
self with a reputation of being 
ill-bred. Once such a reputation 
is established it is hard to live 
down. People think hard and fast 
before they offer a lame excuse 
in present-day society. 

Strange to say. In the political 
world the excuse is still more or 
less In vogue. -It is still being 
used, still being accepted, by a 
lazy electorate. l."3fore elections, 
our political candidates come out 
with a glittering array of prom­
ises. When running for office and 
facing keen competition in the 
primaries, candidates are rash 
and extravagant in their prom­
ises. They ask for no sacrifices, 
only for votes, Once the election 
is over, the successful candidate 
"begins all at once to make ex­
cuse." The great gulf between 
promise and fulfillment grows 
wider every day. There seems to 
be little or no shame attached to 
the record of unfulfilled prom­
ises. The gullible electorate ap­
pears to accept or tolerate ex­
cuses, and not Infrequently re­
turns to office a candidate with 
a reputation for broken promises. 
Certainly It Is about time that 
our political world catch up with 
the business and social worlds. 

and put an end to this business 
of excuse and alibi. 

We come now to a considera­
tion of excuses and alibis as we 
find them in our religious life. 
People who never consider mak­
ing excuses in business and so­
ciety because they realize only 
too well that they cannot get 
away with it—these same peo­
ple, in their dealings with God 
resort to the device of excuses. 
What is an excuse? It is some­
thing you advance instead of a 
reason when you have no real 
reason to give. An excuse is an 
hypocrisy, an attempt to escape 
from some obligation when there 
is no real reason to be given. In 
our religious life, all the excuses 
that are given amount to the 
same thing — occupation with 
present interests, duties, posses­
sions or affections. To sum up 
quite simply, they imply little or 
no interest in religion; they 
crowd God out. Now, here we 
are in this year of grace l956, 
still resorting to the excuse as a 
substitute for real religion. In 
times of crisis or catastrophe, the 
old slogan ''Christianity has fail­
ed," is trotted out. As the late 
Gilbert K. Chesterton said in re-
ply: "Christianity has not failed. 

it simply has not been tried."' If 
more people stopped making ex-
cuses and begging off from theh: 
religious obligations, certainly we 
would see a better wijrld. 

Are we not running close to a 
deadline? How much more thne 
can we allow ourselves to make 
excuses? For 15 terrible years 
there has been war in one form 
or another. \yar has been world­
wide, and has brought ever clos-
er the universal reign of some-
thing much like Antichrist. Cer­
tainly if there is a war with Bus-
sia, not only will our way of life 
in this country he under attack 
but our religion will be at stake. 
The bitter hatred for the Church 
of the powers that be in Russia 
is no secret. "He who Is not with 
Me," said Jesus, "Is against Me." 
We have reached a point where 
we need a hurried line up, to 
find out where we stand. Who 
can be counted on, and who is to 
be left out? Certainly the time 
for excuses is at an end. 

•Most excuses are due to baS 
planning. The lives of many are 
badly confused about m a n y

Northville is a showplacc of 
community living. Why a show-
place'? Look around and you will 
find lhe reasons. 

Five churches, three schools 
(and one In the 'planning stage), 
and many industries are lo be 
found in this "homey, friendly, 
ali-Aineriean cily." 

Wo have done a little research 
and learned tho following things 
about our city: 

Early Industry 
John i\1llier and Israei Nash 

buill Iho first fiour miil in North­
viiie which was ibolieved to bo 
third in territory. 

In !832 Charies Rogers erected 
a miik condensing piant on Fair-' 
brook Ave. This piant became the' 
first in America to succe'sstuiiy 
condense milk and sell it com­
mercially. This company took 
top rank tor milk condensing in 
the western hemisphere during 
its e.vistence. 

Northviiie was the site of tho 
Globe Furniture Co., the world's 
lai-gost manufaclui'cr of school 
furniture at that lime. The build­
ing changed hands Inany times 
during Its long existence fi-om 
i860 and today it is the Michigan 
Powdered Metal Co. 

In 1870 a privaie fish hatchery 
was established by Nelson W. 
Clai'k, a few feet from the site 
of the present one. In 1897 the 
United States government erect­
ed the present hatchery which is 
one of the largest fish propaga-
(lon stations in the world. 

J. A. Dubuar erected a lum­
bering business In 1890. This 
company made ship -fittings such 
as mast hoops, pulleys and pulley 
blocks. In 1919 this mill was sold 
to the Ford Motor Co., which at 
present manufactures valves. 

Today there are 18 industries 
in Northviiie ranging from food 
flavorings and gravel trucking 
concerns to a harness race track,

Schools 
Our first form of education in 

Northville was the old elemen­
tary school built in 1865. The 
schooi stood at the site of the 
'Present high school until it burn­
ed in 1916. 

A new school was immediately 
started and the students were 
temporarily enrolled in the old 
building which faced West St. 

The high schooi was built 
shortly after 1900 and was tlie 
fii'st In town lo have a gym. The 
cost of the new building was ap­
proximately $75,000. 

The grade school building 
which faced West St. burned 
January 24, 1936. Temporary 
quarters were provided in several 
local buiidings. Tho same year,

Another fundamental reason for 
excuses is laziness. The lazy per­
son finds almost everything an 
eijfort, and quickly forms the 
habit of trying to "beg off" from 
as many things as possible. The 
lazy person makes commitments, 
but whcp the lime comes he finds 
it easier to make excuses than to 
keep engagements. No matter 
how you look at it, excuses are 
bad. Form the habit of refusing 
to make excuses, Excuses are 
bad business, bad social form, 
and likewise bad religion.

Poniiac Bank Interested 
The Community National Bank 

of Pontiac had previously taken 
an option on a piece of property 
owned by Leo Harrawood at 11-
Miie Rd. and Grand River, Harra­
wood disclosed to the Novi Board 
of Commerce in mid-April. Al 
though Pontiac bank officials 
said Tuesday lhat they had not 
yet asked Washington .banking 
authorities for a branch bank 
permit because it had two pre 
vIous branch applications pend-
ing, the Nationai Bank had no 
means of knowing this.

However, until Floyd Kehrl, vice-
president in charge of the Î a-
tional Bank's Plymouth office, 
appeared at the Novi Township 
hall Saturday to ask for a build­
ing permit, the National Bank's 
intention of opening a Novi 
branch had been a closely guard­
ed secret. 

Supervisor Frazer Staman ex­
pressed amazement that the 
branch bank had been opened so 
quickly. "I knew the National 
Bank of Detroit was considering 
coming into Novi," Staman said, 
"but I had no idea when I left 
town Thursday that they would 
have a new building up and in 
operation over the week end." 

Great Growth Expected 
He e.\pressed the opinion, con­

curred in by many other Novi 

residents, lhat the National 
Bank's coming confirms the ex­
pectation that the entif-e North-
viiie-Novi-Walled Lake area Is 
due for great growth during the 
next two or three years. 

A spokesman for the National 
Bank pointed out that the Para­
gon Construction Co. is already 
located in Novi, Lincoln is mov­
ing there next year and several 
other sizable customers are in 
tho surrounding territory. "It has 
always been the bank's policy 
to follow our customers and con­
tinue to give them banking ser­
vice whenever possible.
