Poniiac Bank Interested 
The Community National Bank 

of Pontiac had previously taken 
an option on a piece of property 
owned by Leo Harrawood at 11-
Miie Rd. and Grand River, Harra­
wood disclosed to the Novi Board 
of Commerce in mid-April. Al 
though Pontiac bank officials

Our de­
cision to establish a branch of­
fice in Novi was arrived at after 
considerable study and survey 
of the potentials of the area."

shall be concerned with all the 
people, all the students and all 
the taxpayers of the community 
as a whoie. I do not think thei'e 
is any difficulty in coilecting or 
being informed as to what the 
public thinks. I think the job at 
hand is the proper evaluation of 
school requirenients in their en­
tirety with equitable considera-
alien of all factors." 

Mrs. Wagenschutz: "Yes. The 
board Inembel's are responsible 
to the people, Board members 
are contacted frequently by peo­
ple and various groups and their 
desires should bo considered." 

Some people feel the public 
schools should offer a program 
buill primarily around "classical" 
curriculum aimed at those child­
ren who, take advantage of Iheir 
opportunities, and not coddle the 
other children who do not have 

How important it a hot liinch 
cafeteria in Northville schools, in 
your opinion. 

Mr. Shafer: "lt is very doubt-
fui, in my opinion, lhat in'view 
of the general economic aiid so­
cial status of all families in the 
Northviiie school district, any 
child wiii be hungry or under­
nourished between breaictast and 
dinner following schooi. The 
question of hot lunch being serv­
ed is certainly dependent upon 
demand and most important fi­
nancial abiiily of the school sys­
tem. I have information concern­
ing the activity of some Detroit 
schools where during a t en 
month period the school lost 
money at the rate of $1.50 per 
pupil in addition to the amor­
tized cost of room and utilities 
cost. This involved an average 
number of 1,800-2,000 pupils for 
each instance. It is very easy to 
understand, therefore, that wilh 
a much lesser numiber of pupils 
served, this economic factor be-

Jhe abilily or mleresl lo I ,on,es much more important. I 
plete successfully such a basic ^ . ^ ^̂ ^̂ t to see ex-

„„,, f„»i =K„,,» ^^^^.jj^^ t,,i3 sort made if 
they mean curtailment or denial 
of the real business at hand of 
teaching children. Perhaps a trial 
or pilot test could be conducted 
during part of the school term to 
assist in determining the feasi-
biiity of this matter. In my opin­
ion tho question is currently of 
much lesser importance than 
many others before tho school 
system." 

Mrs. Milne! "A hot lunch pro­
gram is desirable for the children 
parliculaI'ly if the community 
has a large number of bus pupils, 
and the facilities are available 
and if the community favors it. 
It should be planned for in the 
new schools. Plymouth operates 
its lunch program in two schools 
that I know of without a loss." 

Mrs, Wagenschutz: "This prob­
lem is not of terrific importance 
at this time. I think of the hot 
iunch program as something de­
sirable in an area where the 
children are underfed and under­
nourished. We don't have that 
problem here. When we build 
new schools we might keep it in 
mind, but we can't offer it in one 
school now and not the others. 
Eventually I would like to see 
the problem worked out.'' 

Mr. Schrader: "We have cafpr 
teria provisions in the elem'eh-

course. How do you feel about 
this? 

Mr. Schrader: "The basic phil­
osophy of education is 'to the 
bê t of ability educate with as 
much diversification all students 
to the fullest extent of the pupil's 
ability.' Students have different 
intelligence and interests and 
abilities. The classical type of ed­
ucation is not necessarily the 
true education." 

Mr. Shafer: "In a truly demo­
cratic society, I think it is very 
difficult in public schools to do 
anything else but treat all stu-
denls alike. This may mean that 
in some instances students with 
a greater capacity for mental ef­
fort would be held down to an 
average level. This is the concept 
embodied in the maxim. 'Tiie 
greatest good for the greatest 
number." If unlimited financial 
resources were available to pub­
lic school districts, the ultimate 
in faciiities and teaching per-
sonnel could be offered all of 
our children in direct ratio to 
their capacity, abilities and de­
sires. I would not change our 
democratic system of public edu­
cation. I think our national prog­
ress is proof enough of the cor­
rectness of the approach. We 
must find, however, the best 
means of assuring ourselves a 
continued supply of intellectual 
brilliance and at tiie same time I '"^ .."M","*^ 
•guarantee to us a continued sup- eQU'PPed to the standards of the 
piy of manual dexterity." 

Mrs. Wagenschutz: "The edu­
cation of any child is an import­
ant thing, regardless of his abili­
ties. I take issue with the phrase, 
'not coddle". The schools do not 
coddle anyone if 'coddle' is to 
mean the teacher going out of 
her way if the pupil doesn't show 
any desire to learn. Our curricu­
lum is made up for the largest 
percentage of chiidren brought 
to us. I think we should offer an 
education to anyone who wants 
it." 

Mrs. Milne: "This is related to 
the first question. It deals with 
more children. Students have 

• varying potentials and I would 
like to see both a classical and 
vocational curriculum if possi­
ble." 

board of health. It wouldeost us 
about $8,000 plus personnel to 
operate the cafeteria. We would 
not be able to do this except'at 
the expense of new classropms. 
I have an open mind in this mat­
ter and welcome opinions.'' 

What should be the role of ihe 
Board of Education in determin­
ing the methods of instruction 
used? 

Mrs. Milne: "It is the concern 
of the suiperintendent and' admin­
istrators and any policy that the 
school board might have.-' 

M;rs. Wagenschulz: "Instruction 
is up to the administrators. e!x 
cept in specific instances, then 
the board might seek the, help of 
an authority after cdhsulting the 
administrator." 

Mr. Shafer: "MethodS;-,of in-
•f, 

struction are the job of the pro­
fessional hired for the school 
staff. It is not the job of the 
board of education to determine 
methods. If there appears to be 
soinething wrong with methods 
it is the responsibility of princi­
pals and the superintendent to 
attend the matter. They, witli 
the teachers, are responsible for 
the establishment of methods and 
adherence thereto. Shouid the 
boai-d find that there is question 
in this area, it is then their per-
ogative to undertake appropriate 
action, seeking professional ad­
vice, county and state guidance 
as necessary." 

Mr. Schrader: "Tho inethods 
are entirely up to the superin­
tendent, principals and teachers. 
The school board employs them 
to do the job. If the people in the 
community do not believe them 
to be capable of performing the 
duties then the board of educa­
tion as representatives of the 
people appoint someone else."' 

How do you feel about the an-
nexation of addiJional school dis-
lricls? 

Mr. Shafer: "I am satisfied that 
annexation of districts as I un-
dei'stand are now being worked 
out will be satisfactory in re­
spect to providing a reasonably 
well proportioned school district, 
with particular regard to future 
expectations. The important fact­
or of annexation is to finish it 
now. All plans for schools devel­
opment hinge upon that flnali 
Eation.'' 

Mrs. Milne: "There are two 
sides to this. Additional territory 
might mean a heavy tax burden; 
however, if we take a long range 
viewpoint perhaps light industry 
will build in lhat vicinity and 
help the tax problem.'' 

Mr. Schrader: "As a member 
of the board of education I can't 
make a blanket statement. We 
are most interested in educating 
the people in our community. We 
want the best for the people in 
our district. Do we owe any re­
sponsibility lo those outside our 
district? There is a financial 
problem to consider. If we did 
annex we would probably weak­
en our district; however, if we 
can help without substantially 
weakening our own community 
system it is our responsibiiity on 
the democratic principle of com-
nuinity education. If such an ap­
plication is submitted it wouid 
haye to be carefully considered." 
• Mrs. Wagenschufz: "We have a 

definite policy at the board of 
education now that I like. In 
reference to the five year policy 
that we have with Novi, I be­
lieve that it is the responsibility 
of Christian people to help 
Christian people. We're going to 
educate Novi high school stu­
dents for the next five years. 
We're reluctant to annex such a 
large group, but new factors pre-

sent themselves every day." 

Mr, Schrader: "There are poli­
cies and also rules and regula­
tions. Policies are determined by 
previous acts of the school board. 
Our policies are being reviewed 
and they will be of benefit to the 
board of education, administrat­
ors, teachers and the public.'' 

Mr. Shafer: "I have no major 
disagreement with the operation 
of the Northviiie schools .except 
for the very recent past. In retro­
spect we must all admit we have 
too long delayed the problem of 
new and expanded facilities. It 
is in this area that I am much 
concerned. We face a heavy and 
large program. It must be ac­
complished as economically as is 
possible, yet with full under­
standing and appreciation of all 
factors. I do not recommend ; 
penny-wise pound-foolish pro. 
gram, nor do I recommend an 
ultra - conservative approach. 
Everyone must understand that 
this district does face, a heavy 
school financial load and I am 
interested to see that we get 
maximum I-elurn on our invest­
ment, yet maintain a good cur­
i'iculum, There is a limit to tho 
financial ability of our district. 
We must operate, effectively and 
efficiently within that ability." 

Mrs. Wagenschufz: "When the 
administration brings a problem 
before the board we try to find 
out if wo have had anything like 
It before and treated it according­
ly. If we have no policy, it Is 
treated as a new problem." 

Mrs. Milne: "I was not aware 
of particular policies until this 
time. I .believe that policies are 
important,"' 

How do you feel about having 
a writJen set of by-laws or poli­
cies available to Ihe public? 

Mrs. Wagenschutz: "I think it 
IS a good Idea. It's been just a 
factor of time that things haven't 
been done yet, but they are be­
ing gathered from the minutes," 

Mr. Shafer: "Policies of the 
Northville Board of Education 
are contained within the minutes 
of the board. These are presently 
and have always been available 
for public inspection. I believe it 
would be beneficial to the public 
and the school personnel to have 
these policies compiled for easy 
reference. S u c h • compilation 
should be constantly kept up, to 
date as existing policies 'are 
amended and new policies are 
adopted." 

Mrs. Milne: "I'm glad to hear 
that the policies are being re­
viewed." 

Mr. Schrader: 'Progressive im-
iprovemeht depends on written 
policies. They are important and 
entail much work. There is. not 
time to discuss all policies to­
night. I wouid like to say how-
over that over a year ago the 
board of education requested the 

superintendent to compile a 
written act of policies. They are 
not as yet complete, but satis­
factory progress is being made." 

How do you feel about Federal 
Aid io Education? 

Mrs, Milne; "I think that it is 
fine in some respects. With the 
new legislation and a new type 
of bonding issue we may be able 
to take advantage of it; however, 
there is some proposed federal aid 
for education which I do not 
particularly favor as it would 
not benefit Northville or Michi-
gan in any great respect, This is 
a very complicated issue and if 
anyone wants to discuss it with 
me they can see me later," 

Mr. Shafer: "This question is 
very dlfficuit to answer, because 
at present there is no evidence 
of the nature, extent and condi­
tions involved in any Federal 
aid to local schools, - Until the 
provisions of a Federal aid law 
are made public in ail of its de­
tails, the question cannot be sat­
isfactorily answered,. I am op­
posed to any further surrender 
by local districts of control over 
public education. The concept of 
local control of public education 
is basic in our nation. Unlimited 
power |o direct the thought proc­
esses of children would create 
the greatest dictatorship on earth. 
Such power never comes about 
all at once. It is acquired through 

gradual insidious process. 
Sources of revenue for the Fed­
eral government are the people. 
It is a well-known fact that the 
people of Mich, are among the 
six highest paying states into the 
Federal treasury and that distri­
butions back, by the Federal gov­
ernment, to the state of Michigan 
are entireiy disproportionate to 
the amount of Federal taxes paid 
by the people of the state, There­
fore, assuming that Federal aid 
to public education at the local 
level carries with it an dictation 
as to tho use of funds, which 
presently rest with local authori­
ties, I am opposed to having such 
Federal aid program, I do believe 
that in situations of distress at 
the local level created by Federal 
activity, such as military encamp-
ments and the like, that the Fed­
eral government should be re­
quired to recognize the responsi­
bility for the distress on the local 
school district that it creates," 

Mrs. Wagenschutz: "The closer 
we keep the tax dollar to home 
the more we get to use it. Fed­
eral aid is all right if you can bo 
sure that someone won't come 
around teliing you how to meet 
problems. I'm against it though 
until definite rules are made. 
You don't get something for 
nothing." 

Mr, Schrader: "I wish this was 
not on the list. There is no place 
for me to find what we're talk­
ing about. The board of education 
has to secure funds to operate 
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the school. At_ present there is 
no federal aid bill that could 
affect the Northville school sys­
tem. We, do receive some federal 
aid with our miik program and 
our homemaking program, but 
there is no bill for general edu­
cation that we would be eligible 
for. This is not a fair question 
because we're not faced with it. 
I believe sincerely now that if 
with federal aid we would sacri­
fice control of our schools then 
I would be against it. The schools 
must be controlled by the peo-
pie in the district. The following 
words by National Ass'n. of 
School Boards expresses how I 
feel: 'Î pcal controls make the 
difference. The school boards 
should be able to say what is to 
be taught, how it should be 
taught, where it should be taught, 
when it should be taught and 
who shall teach it. There is no 
national blueprint for classrooms 
in America'. " 

As a School Board member, 
what is your atiilude toward the 
maximum size of a single admin-
isfralive unit?

Mrs. Wagenschulz: "1,200-1,500 
students would be the largest 
unit we would want to use un­
less it was decentralized. The 
students feel Inore at home and 
get to know each other. I ap­
prove of the neighborhood type 
school and wouid uI-ge more 
units for elementary schools." 

Mr. Shafer: "As far as the 
Northville school district is con­
cerned, a central senior high 
school and a central junior high 
school would be the most satis­
factory administrative units. Pop­
ulation centers and limits within 
areas of the district detennine 

this. In the elementary grades,

Mr. Schrader; "Probably more 
papers are written on this one 
subject. The tax base has to be 
large enough to support the 
schools and there have to be 
enough students so a rich and 
varied -program can be offered. 
High school, with grades 10-12 
should have a 1,000 pupil base. 
Junior high, BOO students; eie­
mentary schools, 300-600 pupil 
base. There should be neighbor-
hood schools where possible; they 
would eliminate school buses and 
the children would be closer to 
their parents. I would recommend 
central units for junior and senior 
high because of the expensive 
facilities involved.'' 

Mrs. Milne; "Maximum size for 
a high school would be about 
1,200-1,500. I think of neighbor­
hood schools as being from kin­
dergarten to the third grade. The 
children have a better opportuni­
ty for social life, they can go 
home for lunch and they don't 
have to ride buses. These schools 
would require iong range plan­
ning in the building program so 
they would not be excessive in 
cost."

The questions and answers fol-i 
low: 

Without specific reference to 
the Northville school system, do 
you think today's public schools 
generally are doing ai good a job, 
a better job or a poorer job of 
preparing children for life than 
ihe schools in your day? Why do 
you feel ihe way you do about 
this?" 

'Mrs. WagenschulJ! "Definitely, 

the schools are doing a much bet­
ter job. When I entered high 
school they began to offer home 
economics courses and of course 
that was a treat. Education today 
prepares people for life and is 
not wholly concerned with read­
ing, writing and arithmetic. The 
students have a better opportu-
nity to prepare for general 
living."

Mr. Shafer: "I think p u b l i c 
schools today do a better job than 
they did a generation ago. Cer­
tainly, they are doing a better 
job than was done prior to a geii-
eration ago. This does not mean 
that there was not room for Im­
provement. I think there is better 
training in such general areas as 
citizenship and human relations 
and in vocational training and in­
dustrial arts. To compare the job 
being done by the schools today 
with that done in the past is not 
the sole yardstick which should 
be used to evaluate our present-
day schools or the product they 
turn out. Some analysis and pro­
jection of future demands to be 
made on individuals is necessary. 
The job for the schools is to be 
fully aware of present-day arid 
future living demands and con­
ditions. Compared with the past, 
life today is full of complexities, 
situations constantly change, and 
willingness to cope with them 
should be the desire and the ob­
jective of everyone interested in 
public schools." 

Mrs. Milne: "The schools today 
are doing a much better job than 
when I went fo schooi. The social 
and economic factor has changed. 
In the 20"s progressive education 
challenged tradition. Today is the 
age of specialization and educa­
tion must be geared to this fact­
or.'' 

Mr. Schrader: "Are schools 
really preparing children for life? 
That .is a difficult question when 
you consider the complexities of, 
life today and the dependency 
on' one another. I do not have 
enough knowledge and back­
ground to answer ihis Question-
on myown so I have referred the 
question to the M.S.U. educa­
tional department who informed 
me that the community education 
of all students today is equal to 

or better than those 25 years ago 
and it is far superior to those 30 
years ago."' 

Do you feel that board mem­
bers, as elected representatives 
of the people shoufd be governed 
by ihe views of the parents and 
citizens of the district?- Assum­
ing you do, how would you as 
a member of the board propose 
to determine specifically these 
views after you had been elected? 

Mrs. Milne: "I don't think the 
school board members should be 
igoverned by the views of the 
parents and citizens, but they 
should be considered, I would 
recommend having a good pub-
lie relations department within 
the school board." 

Mr. Schrader: "I certainly do. 
If I didn't I wouldn't be running 
for the board of education office. 
Schools belong to the people in 
the district, not the board of ed­
ucation. How would I find out 
their views? That's not easy. The 
board determines what the peo­

ple want, but organizatipns make 
suggestions." 

Mr. Shafer: "Members,of the 
board of education are elected 
by the people as officials in whom 
they place their trust to operate 
and conduct school affairs. In 
the normal course of procedure, 
the school staff of superinten­
dent, principals and teachers cor­
relate considerabie public i opin­
ion to school operation. Whenever 
it is believed necessary to seek 
special qualified Information as 
in the recent case of establishing 
a Citizens Advisory Committee, 
I certainly concur in these pro. 
ceedings. The school board and 
staff members should always be 
open to discussion and suggestion 
from groups or individuals and I 
think should consider same in a 
manner consistent and equitable 
to all phases of the school pro­
gram. I will not be a party re­
sponsible for any minority pres­
sure groups. I am, and always

"Ye are lhe salt of lhe earth." 

(Matthew 5:13). 
Salt is certainly one of the 

most useful household 
that we know of; and we are 

living in a state 
t ii a t has ex­
tremely rich de­
posits of salt. 
According to an 
article that ap-
peai'ed in the 
March, 1952 Is­
sue of the Na­
tional Geogra­
phic Magazine, 

there is a sufficient accumulation 
of salt in Michigan to supply the 
entire woI-ld with this substance 
for considerable time. 

Salt was even moi'e indispen­
sable to tho Hebrews and other 
eastern peoples than it is to us. 
Besides being used to give relish 
to food and as a preservative, 
sail accompanied the many sac­
rifices; and salt was employed jn 
the making of covenants to sig­
nify a perpetual alliance. Hence, 
the Oid Testament in sevei-al 
places has the expression "coven­
ant of salt" and the Persian 
phrase signifying a traitor is 
"faithless to salt". 

Salt is symbolized purity and 
was used by the Prophet Elisha 
in the mii-aculous healing of a 
soring of water. (2 Kings 2, 19 ff) 

The Jews possessed an abund­
ant and ready supply of salt on 
the eastei'n coast of the Medi-
icrranean Seal and on the south­
ern shore of the Dead Sea, also 
known as the "Salt Sea". A large 
quantity of salt was kept in a 
special chamber in the temple at 
Jerusalem that it might be avail­
able at all times. 

When Jesus called His disci­
ples "the salt of the earth", He 
especially had in mind the pre­
servative power of this substance,

Memorial Day in Novi was

At one time in the afternoon, 
as a result of a three-car colli­
sion just e'ast of Novi, "traffic 
was backed up as far as 8-Miie 
Rd.," BeGole said.

Novi township board meeting. 

At the request of board members, Leonard told the spectat­
ors present that ". . . the township board performs its duties in 
good faith . . ." and that actions taken by the board are to be 
questioned according to parlia- • -— 

recourse have failed. 
Other important matters com­

ing up for discussion during the 
evening concerned additional an­
nexation, a liquor license and 
"appointinent" of a treasurer. 

Clerk Hadley Bachert read a 
letter from the secretary of state 
notifying the board that the ques­
tion of annexing additional land 
in Novi township to the city of 
Northville would appear on the 
Aug. 7 election ballot. The land 
proposed for annexation lies west 
of Center St. between the 8-Mile 
and 81/4-Mile lines and e.xtends 
westward slightly more than a 
quarter mile. 

Fii'e houses and the Amerman 
school now occupy the site. The 
property is also being considered 
as a possible site for the proposed 
new high school. 

A liquor license request by 
Bob-O-Link golf course on Grand 
River west of Beck Rd. was tabl­
ed -by the board. The owner had 
requested a license permitting 
sale of liquor eight months dur­
ing the ye^r.'Board members did 
not fav.or/granting a license. Sta-
maII.pointed, out that six other 
long-time residents in the town­
ship have applied for licenses in 
the past and been turned dovra. 

Attorney Leonard made a sur­
prising statement during a ques­
tion and answer period following 
his statenjpnt of board policy. 
When asked how board vacancies 
should be filled for unexpired 
terms, Leonard said that all posi­
tions are filled by appointment 
except the position of treasurer . 
which requires a special election. 

Present treasurer, Charles Tric­
key, Jr., was appointed by the 
board slightly less than a year 
ago following the death of Trea­
surer Russell Woodwoi'th. 

The fact that meeting proced­
ure had. been well planned Was 
evident. Board membei-s held a 
l5-minute private get-together 
preceding the regular meeting. 

A rather untimely humorous . 
incident occurred at 8:15, shortly 
after the meeting got under way. 
Following reading of the build­
ing inspector's report, Trickey 
said, "I make a motion to ad­
journ." 

Fellow board members cast in­
quiring glances at him and Clerk 
Bachert huwiedly asked, "How 
about the bills?" The meeting 
then proceeded in order until 
Leonard had finished his state­
ment of board policy. At that 
time, Trickey asked for (and re­
ceived) a second to his adjourn­
ment motion.

"Not at all," Leonard replied. 
"You have the rifeht to approach 
any member of the board indi­
vidually. They're your neighbors 
...They are people who have 
been elected and put in office." 

He also pointed out to Harra-
