1t seems the government ree-
ords were housed in Iron River in
a small “frame building which
served as the meeting place for
the county officials,

Crystal Falls was rankled by
the legislature's choice of Iron
River for the county seat, so .the

politicians of that town hatched
a plot to stage a poker game as
a hlind to pilfering the records.
The Iron River gamblers fell
for the frap and soon the elick
of poker chips accompanied the
clink of whisky glasses, Through
the haze of cigar smoke the whole
village of Iron River gathered to
watch the red-hot game.

The World War II GI loan
program ending date’ has been
exiended for one more year to
July 25, 1958, under an omnibus
GI loan law signed by the Presi-
dent Aug. 1, 1956,

In the 12 years that the GI
loan program has been in opera-
tion, 4,466,000 World War 1I vet-
erans have borrowed $33,200,-
000,000 in GI loans to purchase
homes, farms and businesses. Of
that amount, VA has guaranteed
or insured $17,900,000,000,

The GI logm program previous-
ly was scheduled to end July 25,
1957, and, under the wording of
the original law, all GI loans
would have had to be closed by
that date.

Under this new law, any GI
loan for which VA receives an
application by July 25, 1958, may
be guaranteed or insured by VA
if it is completed by July, 25,
1959,

VA emphasized that the new
law effects only World War II
veterans, Korean conflict period
veterans have until Jan. 31, 1965
to obtain GI loans for homes;
farms and businesses. To date,
more than 345,00 Korean con-
flict period veterans have bor-
rowed $3,600,000,000 in GI loans
for homes, farms and businesses.
Of that amount, VA has guaran-
teed or insured $2,000,000,000.

In addition, this new law will

permit any veteran who sells
residential property purchased
with a GI loan to be relieved
from liability to the -Govern-
ment under cértain circustances,

Previously, the veteran who
sold his property and allowed the
purchaser to assume his GI loan
still remained liable to the Gov-
ernment in the event of subse-
quent foreclosures and the pay-
ment of a guaranty claim by VA,

Now the veteran may be re-
lieved of liability if the purchaser
assumes full liability on the loan,
the VA approves him from a
credit standpoint, and the loan
is current.

3. Was otherwise disposed of
for compelling reasons without
fault on the part of the veteran,

The new law also amends the
GI Bill to permit the restoration
of GI home loan entitlement to
a veteran in military service who
disposes of his home because of
a transfer under military orders.

A veteran, under the new law,
will have to certify that he in-

tends to live in the home he is

This is the yearly show of the
Perseid Meteors, Although visi-
ble for two or three weeks, they
will reach their peak around
Aug. 10 and 11, with about 70
meteors an hour being visible
after midnight with good sky
conditions, Professor Losh said.

Although these streaks of light
may be seen in any direction,
their paths, when traced back,
will ‘appear to intersect in the
northeast where the constella-
tion, Perseus, will be arising
around 10 p.m. This accounts for

display.

Most common, however, is fall
hay “fever usually due to rag-
weed pollen, Ragweed is one of
the most common Michigan
weeds, growing wild in fields,

Jvacant lots, and aleng highways.

The_pollen is produced in large
quantities by mid-August and
may travel great distances over
land and water, carried by the
wind,

A good defense against hay
fever, according to the health
department, is retreat. Fortunate-
ly, Michigan offers areas suffi-
ciently free from ragweed pollen
to be comfortable for the .aver-
age hay fever suffeper, These in-
clude most of they/ upper penin-
cula and ihe northern third of
the lower péninsula,

Jduring the hay fever season, the

.[am.i]y doctor may suggest in-
jections to reduce sensitivity, or
preseribe certain  medicines 1o
relieve symptoms. There is also
the possibility of removing pol-
lens through the use of an air
lilter or electric pollen remover.

A Michigan Cystic Fibrosis
Association has been established
to direct the campaign, Meeting
with medical authorities and hos-
pital representatives, the associ-
ation is seeking more and more
help,

Private groups already are be-
ginning to help, Mrs. Black said.
Several archery groups in Wayne
county have indicated they will
give proceeds of archery contests
to help C-F research.

A C4F movie is being made
available for use by the North-
ville P-TA and other local ser-
vice groups.

Meanwhile, East Novi board
members were busy this week
trying to find out just where they
stand in the matter of school
finances, They hope to have ac-
curate estimates of revenue and
expected expenses for 1056-57
ready for the meeting Monday.

East Novi board secretary Ken-
neth Bernard said that, as of
Tuesday, the board was still try-
ing to find a way to operate
within its present revenues.

Hesadded, however, that the
board may meet later this week
to discuss raising additional rev-
enue if necessary.

eed To Know Position

“We can't ask for money from
the state or from any other source
until we know exactly what our
situation . is,” Bernard said.
“That's what we've been doing
this week — taking stock of our
financial situation, to determine
exactly what our needs are.”

Bernard and board president
Robert Bird were elected to office
only last month and are still
breaking into the jobs.

Bernard said mueh will depend
on the tuition rate charged by
Northville, Last year's rate was
$199,50 per student, he said, add-
ing that he understood the rate
would be increased this year.

(Northville school superintend-
ent R. H. Amerman said this
week that the proposed tuition
rate for eighth- through twelfth-
graders would be $5 higher this
year — $204.82, The increase
would have been greater, he add-
ed, had not the state raised its
tuition contribution from $177 to
$199 per student.)

Part of East Novi's problem
was seitled earlier this week
when Novi school agreed to ac-
cept East Novi's kindergarten.
through seventh grade students
on a tuition basis,

Novi- Agrees

Previously, Novi had agreed
only to 'take kindergarten
through sixth graders, asking that
Northville take the seventh
grade students and above. But
when it was pointed out that
Northville’s seventh grade is al-

ready crowded, Novi agreed to
take them,

Complicating the problem still
further is a proposed consolida-
tion of four school districts in
that area — Durfee, Novi No. 8,
Putnam and East Novi No. 2, A
petition for a vote on the conspli-
dation mave are now circulating.

Those favoring consolidation —
which includes the East Novi
board members — feel that talk
of raising additional revenue to
pay off back tuition fees would
hurt chances of the consolidation
going through, For this reason,
they hope to find a way of pay-
ing back the $8,000 without ask-
ing for a millage Increase or spe-
cial assessment.
