Township Fights To Keep Boundaries

To Contest

Wixom Eyes
New Status

Novi township this week faced another possible loss of juris-
diction and revenue as the community of Wixom moved toward

incorporation as a village.

Township board members are keeping a “wait-and-see”
attitude until Wixom filés petitions or takes other legal action,
But they admitted at their meeting Monday that they prob-

ably will be unable to stop the
incorporation if Wixom residents
vote in faver of it.

The proposed village would in-
volve two square miles of Novi
township and 8% miles of Com-
merce township. The new multi-
million dollar Lincoln assembly
plant lies within the Novi town-
ship section.

Will Lose Bevenue

If the incorporation goes
through, Novi township stands to
lose jurisdiction over the area as
well as state sales tax rebates —
the township’s main source of
revenue, Supervisor Frazer Sta-
man said,

“We're thinking of the future,
too,” Staman said. “If Wixom
later becomes a city, we will lose
all revenue from that area —
property taxes as well as sales
tax rebates.”

The incorporation move had
been rumored for several weeks
but came as somewhat of a sur-
prise to township board members,

The situation was muddled
over the week end as Detroit
papers pubhshed stories saying

 the: incorpox;,.wn resuited, from.

W».oms fearof being “swallow-
ed up” by Novi township.

Both township officials and
Wixom representatives denied
that any *“swallowing” attempt
has been made.

Logical Growth .

One Wixom representative ex-
plained that incorporation into a
village is simply a logical step in
growth of a community, and that
Wixom’s move was bound to oc-
cur sometime,

One Detroit newspaper added
to the confusion by stating that
the core of Wixom's efforts sur-
rounded a dispute over the ques-
tion of whether mail at the new
Lincoln plant would be handled
by the Wixom or Novi post office.

Representatives of both com-
munities denied such a dispute
exists. They pointed out that in-
corporation into a village would
have no effect on the mail ques-
tion, since Lincoln can have its
mail delivered wherever it wish-
es.

Nevertheless, Novi township
apparently intends to fight the
incorporation move, Township
attorney Archie Leonard has
been instructed to check Wixom's
petitions to see if they are in
legal order.

Doubts Success

Leonard told the township
board at its meeting Monday that
he doubts the incorporation can
go lhrough as planned, One ob-
stacle, he said, was that each
section (square mile) in the pro-
posed village must have at least
100 residents. He doubted that all

sections had that many residents..

Opposition was expected to
come from Ford Motor Co,, own-
ers of the new Lincoln plant.

The Lincoln plant would” be
placed on both Novi township
and Wixom vilage tax rolls, yet
would gain little from Wixom in
the way of police and fire pro-
tection, water supply, or other
services, Leonard said.

Supervisor Staman said Ford
officials have already contacted
him to express disapproval of the
incorporation.

Terms Now Easier
Under FHA Loans

“About one out of 14 of all
babies born in Michigan are
classified as premature,” Dr,
Corneliuson said. “With proper
care both during pregnancy and
after birth, these infants have a
far better chance to grow into
normal, healthy adults,

Donnelly said. “She weighs 29
pounds now and the doctors ex-
peet her to reach a normatl level
soon, She has been responding
{o the medicine very well,”

As Mrs. Donnelly ecxplained,
the medicine that Carel Ann is
now receiving, doses every iwo
hours from 6 a.m, to 6 p.m. and
another dose at midnight, will
hring her little body 1o the norm-
al point; however, it is only a
matter of time until she hecomes
immune to the drugs. “There are
three drugs that may he altern-
ated,” Donnellv said, “and when
they have all been {ried and
Carol Ann’s body resists their
assistance there will be nothing
left to do.” .
